Dropout rate declines for 
all but American Indians

FRA 'iKFORT 
Kentucky's high school dropout 
rate declined for a third straight 
year for boys and girls alike and 
for all ethnic groups except 
American Indian, according to 
data relca ed by the state 
Department of Education. 

In addition. students had a 
better attendance rate and fewer 
\\ere held back to repeat a grade. 
More high school graduates 
reported making a successful 
transition to college, the military 
or a job. 

The report of "non-academic 
data" for the 2002-2003 school 
year is one component of 
Kentucky's system of school 
accountability. Two other com­
ponent - scores from the 
Kentucky Core Content Test and 

• a national Comprehensive Test 
of Ba ic kills - are to be 
released in October. 

The department reported 
6.082 dropouts in a student pop­
ulation of 182.494 tudent in 
grades 9 through 12 - a rate of 
3.3 percent. That compared with 
rate of 3.94 percent the previ­
ous year and 4.76 two years 
before. The rate was 5.1 percent 

• in 1999-2000. a year in which 
the current method of calculat­
ing dropouts was adopted. 

Eight districts. mostly small 
independents, reported no 
dropouts at all last year from 
their high schools. They were 
Augusta, Beechwood.

GroH!. Walton-Verona, Green 
Count) and Hancock Count). 

The highe t dropout rate was 
in nion County, with 77 
dropouts in a high school stu­
dent population of 799 - a rate 
of 9.64 percent. nearly triple the 
rate of the previous year. 

Superintendent Gerald 
• ovak said the district's dropout 
figures soared because of the 
inclu ion of Victory High 

chool at the Earle C. Clements 
Job Corps Center. 

_ O\'ak said Victory is a sec­
ond-chance school for students 
who have already dropped out. 
Many drop out again and are 
counted against the district a 
econd t1me. 

"We don't think it's a fair 
as ·essment." ovak sa1d in a 
telephone interview. 

"I real!} do think \\e're pro­
viding an excellent . erv1ce for 
the e tudents." he aid.

Dropout rates were again 
highest among Hispanic and 
black students - 4.43 percent

Dropout rates by ethnicit) were 
not reported before 1999. 

For at least the II th year in a 
row. high school freshmen were 
most likely to be retained in 
grade. Their retention rate was 
10.03 percent, down from 10.81 
the previou year but mark'edly 
higher than for any other grade. 
Education Commi sioner Gene

PIKEVILLE - A coal miner 
accused of accidentally trigger­
ing an underground methane ga 
explo ion that the Kentucky 
Office of Mine Safety and 
Licensing said could have killed 
him and all of hi colleagues has 
been placed on one-year admin­
istrative probation. 

Jamie Howell, 29, of Harold, 
will be allowed to continue 
working as long as he abtdes by 
the terms of his probation, which 
were agreed to in a settlement 
reached last week. 

Howell, according to tate 
inspectors, was trying to bypass 
an automatic shut-off switch on 
an underground coal-hauling 
machine on May 24 when he 
caused an electrical arc that ignit­
ed a build up of methane and coal 
dust m the MuiTleli-Don Coal 
No. 4 mine near Hueysville. 

Howell spent several days in 
the hospital after the explosion 

or federal regulations or laws 
Within the next year, he would 
lose those certifications and his 
eligibility to work as a coal miner 
in Kentucky. 

The settlement al o requires 
htm to take eight hours of safety 
training beyond what already is 
required for miners. 

Oppegard said Howell drove 
the coal-hauling machine into the 
mine, which was so filled with 
gas that the built-in methane 
monitor triggered the automatic 
shutdown on the machine. 

"Rather than getting a fore­
man and dealing with the prob­
lem, he got into the electrical 
panel and was going to bypass 
the methane monitor," Oppegard 
aid. "An arc occurred, and that 

ignited the methane." 
Oppegard said heat was so 

intense from the explosion and 
flash fire that ventilation curtains 
melted inside the mine. 

• but ha since returned to work. 
He couldn't immediately be 
reached for comment. 

Five people were working in 
the mine at the time. Howell wa 
the only one injured. He and his 
foreman, George C. Waugh, 30, 
of Gamer, were cited by inspec­
tors for the Kentucky Office of 
Mine Safety and Licensing for 
safety violations. 

"The explosion stopped about 
30 feet from a powder maga­
zine,'' said Tony Oppegard, gen­
eral counsel for the mine regula­
tory agency. "Had it ignited that 
powder magazine, that whole 
mine would have blown up. So it 
was a close call." 

John David Preston, chrurman 
of the Kentuck) Mine Safety 
Review Commission that hears 
complaint against coal miners, 
said he signed the settlement on 
Thursday. 

That settlement allows 
Howell to keep hls underground 
miner's certificate and his shot 
firer's certificate on a probation­
ary basis. If he runs afoul of state

No. I I Florida is coming off 
a second straight 8-5 season 
under Ron Zook. The Gators are 
followed by California, Kansas 
State, Tennessee and Clemson.

The Big Ten leads all confer­
ences with six. teams in the pre­
season poll. The SEC and ACC 
each have five. 

As notable as which teams 
made the rankings IS a group of 
teams that didn't. 

Notre Dame and Penn State, 
both coming off losing seasons, 
and Nebraska will all be 
unranked to start the season. The 
Comhu ker went 10-3 last sea­
son and finished 19th in the final 
rankings but changed coaches 
- and offenses - replacing 
Frank Solich and the option with 
Bill Callahan and the West 
Coast offense. 

The last time the Fighting 
Irish, Nittany Lions and 
Cornhuskers all failed to make 
the preseason poll was 1964, 
when only the top 10 teams 
were ranked. 

The Wildcats also continue 
to struggle with depth issues, 
the I in gering effects of an 
NCAA probation that cut 
scholarships. Brooks said it ' 
likely that true freshmen or 
walk-ons will contribute sig­
nificantly this season. 

It's not surprising, then, that 
the Wildcats are projected to 
finish in their usual spot, at or 
near the bottom of the 
Southea tern Conference East 
division. 

Defense, at least, is where 
Kentucky expects to shine. 
Kentucky allowed an average 
of 22.8 points per game in reg­
ulation last season, its best 
effort since 1993, when the 
Wildcats' defensive coordina­
tor was Mike Archer - who's 
now in his second tint in that 
job. 

The Wildcats allowed an 
average of 61.5 plays per sea­
son of 20 yards or more during

Petrino: No quarterback 
controversy at Louisville

LOUISVILLE - Louisville 
coach Bobby Petrino knows a 
depth-chart controversy when 
he sees one. That isn't how he 
describes the situation with 
quarterbacks Stefan LeFors and 
Brian Brohm. 

"It's not a controversy, that's 
for sure," Perrino aid. "It's just 
a competition.'' 

Petrino expects Lefors, the 
enior who threw for 3,145 

yards m 2003, to secure the 
starting job long before the Sept. 
5 opener agai nst Kentucky. But 
Petrino ·aid he'll give a hard 
look at Brohm, the former 
Trinity tar touted as one of the 
nation' top prep prospects. 

"It's a great situation we're 
in, to have a guy who played o 
well last year and then a fresh­
man corning in who's as good a 
high chool player as I've seen," 
Petrino said. 

Each quarterback will get the 
a me amount of snaps in presea­
on workouts, Petrino said. He 

said he won' t have to decide on 
a starter becau e the players will 
determine that for him. 

"I would think we'll know 
fairly quickly whether it's going 
to be a really good competition 
or if there' eparation," Petrino 
aid. 

LeFors has gotten used to 
fighting off challengers - and 
likes it that way. Two years ago, 
he outduelled Adam Ellis to 
secure a role as Dave Ragone's 
backup. Last season, he beat out 
2002 Kentucky Associated Press 
High School Player of the Year 
Michael Bush and former 
Florida prep star Justin Rascati 
for the vacant starting job. 

"That fuels my fire," LeFor 
said. ''I'm not just going to lay 
over and let somebody take it 
from me. If there wa nobody 
challenging me - I don't know 
if this would happen - but 
maybe I would get complacent." 

Brohm has no problem tak­
ing the re erve role. He spent the 
summer putting on more than I 0 
pounds of muscle and learning 
Petrino' complicated playbook. 

"My goal i to do as well a 1 
can,'' Brahm aid the day before 
fall practices began. "Whatever 
the coaches feel i best for the 
team, that' what I want.'' 

LeFors and Petrino talked 
about Brohm's impending 
arrival after spring practices. 
Petrino a ured LeFors that the 
starting job was his to lo e. 

"He told me, 'You know 
what everybody is thinking,"' 
Lefor recalls. "He told me, 'A 
great high chool ql•arterback i 
coming in. You ju t have to con­
tinue to do the thing you've 

been doing."' 
Petrino said he wa pleasant­

ly surprised at LeFors' play last 
season. 

"I wasn't sure what he \vas 
going to do Ia t year,'' Petrino 
said of LeFors. "He howed he 
really knows how to pla)' the 
position. Hi in tincts are vel) 
good, he's an accurate pa er 
and he understand how to make 
plays under pres ure.'' 

Pressure i n 't ometh ing 
LeFors is feeling from Brahm. 

"I'm ju t out here playing, 
having fun," he aid. 'Tm not 
worried about that stuff. l'll let 
other people worry about that." 

The e. pectat ions ma) be 
higher for Brahm, who guided 
Trinity to three straight state 
championship from 2001 -03 . 
Brohm sa1d he probably 
would've had le . pressure if he 
had de ided to leave the cit}. 

"The expectation are ftne 
with me and I'm ready to deal 
with them," he aid. 

Brohm aid he and LeFor:s 
are already developing a solid 
working relation hip - de pite 
the competition for the starting 
role.

• No crowds, no buzz, not much fun at Athens Games

ATHENS, Greece 
Something's missing from the 
Athens Olympics the intangi­
ble, critical buzz that makes the 
Summer Games special. 

Tens of thousands of seats 
are empty every day. There's no 
grand gathering place for ath­
letes and fans, no pulsating heart 
of the sprawling scene, and less 
sheer fun than at any Olympics 
in the last 20 years. 

The main Olympic complex, 
known a OAKA, is an architec­
tural triumph and a spiritual 
wasteland, lacking crowds and 
excitement. The blazing sun 
offers heat; the emptiness some­
how makes it cold. 

Stroll a broad walkway in 
OAKA beneath beautiful white 
steel arches, bordered by blue 
reflecting pools and white mar­
ble, and you look out on a sooth­
ing vista of hills in the distance. 
In the lowering sun Monday, 
with Greek music playing on 
loudspeakers, it's lovely. Yet 
look around and there aren't 
many people there to enjoy it, 
though it's the peak time for 
fans to be showing up before the 
night events. 

Greek residents have :.hown 
their indifference to the games 
by staying away in droves. 
Tourism is down because of 
worries about terrorism. In truth, 
though, those who are here are 
not walking around consumed 
by fear. It's peaceful, secure and 
dull. 

Only one spot in OAKA 
offers any entertamment - the 
Olvmoic Rendezvous, span-

sored by Samsung. Greek TV 
celebrity Tonia Fouseki, wear­
ing a mike headset, does her best 
to draw fans each day. beckon­
ing them to enjoy "amazing 
shows. magicians, live music, 
dancers." At 5:30 p.m .• 12 fans 
lay on their backs on the wood­
en pavilion in front of the stage 
while dancers performed to John 
Lennon's "Imagine.'' 

Olympic Rendezvous draws 
up to 500 fans at times during 
peak hours. JUSt before and after 
night events. But with no beer. 
wine or food in the area, there's 
nothing to hold the crowds. 

"Considering the circum­
stances, people are having some 
fun," event coordinator 
Christiana Koulizakts said. 
"People are dancing and 
singing, making the best of it. 
This is the only place they can 
do that." 

OAKA and other Olympic 
sites could have used more 
places like the Olympic 
Rendezvous. which has a lounge 
upstairs for athletes and their 
families. 

"With aJl the talk about the 
last-minute work, trying to get 
ready, (the organizers) didn't 
think about the other stuff that 
really make the games fun," aid 
Alex Brown, who greets visitors 
at Olympic Rendezvou . 

The parents of Australian 
swimmer Matt Welsh relaxed at 
the Rendezvou lounge before 
going to watch their ·on 

"There's nowhere else to go 
here,'' Tricia Welsh said. ·We 
can't get into the athletes' vil­
lage and he doesn't have the 
time to go to restaurants near the 
Acropoli . If all so pread out. 

lt seems most of the athletes just 
stay in their rooms when they're 
not traming or competing." 

Athens has many wonderful 
restaurants. but the pickings are 
slim near Olympic sites. The 
best at OAKA. believe it r not. 
is McDonald' -, and thi big 
plastic box of a joint i one star 
below it American counter­
parts. 

Tn the middle of OAKA are 
rows of "canteens" selling soft 
drink , water. beer. chips. ice 
cream and yogurt. In front of 
each row are more row of red 
Coca-Cola tables and chair 
with umbrellas. several hundred 
of them weakly re ernbling 
European street ide cafes. I h 1s 
should be where people lounge 
in the early evening or linger 
after events. li tening to the rock 
music from loudspeakers. 
Instead the table are mostly 
unused even at the busiest times. 

Sparsely leafed tree . suller­
ing in the sun from last-minute 
planting, contribute to the 
vacant look of the landscape. 

With some thought. these 
soulless, fa t-food acres. sitting 
on bare earth. could have been 
transfom1ed into a marvelous 
plaza to bring fan . and athletes 
together. But in the rush tt get 
even the stadium finished. thl! 
details that give the games tex­
ture were put off. 

Sydney had Darling Harbor 
and the rocking scene ar n111d 
the Opera llou e and the Rocks. 
where fans and athlete min­
gled. Atlanta had Centennial 
Olympic Park, which pushed the 
borders of crass comm~rciali m 
but brou5ht the world together 
for parties day and night. 

Barcelona offen:d the charm of 
its Ramblas, ju t a troll away 
from the center of the games for 
the original Dream Team and 
everyone else. 

There's no "there'' here in 
Athens. The Plaka on the edge 
of the Acropoh . spruced up 
though it 1s. 1 too far away for 
the athlete . It's bus), but no 
busier than any other summer. 

E\cept for S\\ imming and 
men's ba ketball. where crowds 
have packed the arena and 
Greek loved seeing the 
Americans lose to Puerto Rico, 
no big tars, hometown heroes 
or comp~lling tories have }et 
gah anizcd the game . 
Attendance has been lo\\ at 
mo. t places, including beach 
volleybaJI, so wildly popular in 

ydney 
The "crowds" at gymnastics 

have been so sparse that the 
arena's background music can 
be heard. which never happened 
at other Olympic . 

"We attended ba eball and it 
was barren." said Australian 
John Mifsu\. 23. "I joked to one 
or my mates that we must've 
come on the wrong week." 

He said the ussie have

blue-indicating a low level of 
pigment, but not the complete 
ab ence of it that you see in true 
albinos lwhose eyes appear pink 
because you can ee the blood 
vessels deep in ide). 
Interestingly, albino animals are 
generally not deaf. Go figure. 

We see this type of white 
coat/blue eyes/deafnc s in white 
cat ano tn everal breeds of 
dogs- Dalmatian , Australian 
Shepherd. , and Great Danes, to 
nnme a few. (I know, for those of 
you into this sort of thing, that 
there is both a white spotting gene 
and a merle gene involved here, 
but that's beyond the scope of this 
article-we're confused enough 
already). 

So why are all white animals 
not deaf? In the case of cats, they 
are often carrying a recessive 
gene of a different color. Have 
you ever noticed white kittens 
with a little blue markmg on top 
of their head? This often indicates

body could think of. Which 
brings up this question: Why 
wasn't underwater tag and kick­
the-can ever included on the 
schedule? 

It wouldn't have cos.t much to 
stage either one of them. For 
underwater tag, all it would take 
would be eight or ten swimmers 
and a big hole of murky water. 
(The water had to be murky, oth­
erwise whoever was "it" could 
see where he was going if he 
opened his eyes, and that would 
have taken all the fun out of it). 
But underwater tag could really 
test the athlete's diving ability, 
his underwater swimming abili· 
ty and his endurance. l' ve 
known a game of underwater tag 
to last for an hour or two, espe­
cially if one of the lesser talent­
ed swimmers became "it." I 
don't know if any of us skinny 
Muddy Branchers could have 

green or copper eyes, and are 
rarely deaf. The little blue spot 
often goes away as the kitten gets 
older, but when you see it, it's a 
nice little indicator that the hear­
ing will probably be OK. 

Sometimes a white cat will 
have one blue eye and one of 
another color. This condition is 
commonly called "odd-eyed" in 
cats and "split eyed" in dogs, 
although its correct term is hete­
rochromia irides. The condition is 
also a rare occurrence in humans. 
Are the animals deaf on the side 
with the blue eye? Sometimes. 
Trouble is, it's hard to tell without 
specialized equipment, because 
they compensate for their unilat­
eral deafness with the good ear. 

Now as for those blue Husky 
eyes. Remember when I men­
tioned that the blue pigment of 
Siamese cats' eyes is totally unre­
lated to the blue eyes associated 
with white coats? Apparently, this 
is a similar situation. Deaf 
Siberian Huskies are rare. I just 
don't know how the different 
color eyes happen in this breed.

One fmal question nagged in 
the back of my mind while I was 
researching all of this. What 
about the breeds of dogs that are 
white with dark eyes, and usually 
black noses and eye rims? I was 
thinking in terms of Samoyeds, 
Great Pyrenees, Bichons Frises, 
and the like. l think I found the 
answer in their breed standards 
(the official description of each 
breed). Most, if not all, of these 
breeds mention in their standard 
that a little faint color may be pre­
sent in these dogs, especially as 
puppies. The color is usually 
described as shades of cream, 
light tan. or "biscuit." This indi­
cates to me that the breeds we 
think of as pure white are actually 
very dilute shades of another 
color, and therefore don't exhibit 
the blue eyes and related hearing 
problems. 

Thanks, Cindy, for asking me 
the toughest reader question to 
date! I know a lot more about 
color genetics now, and I hope I 
explained this so it makes some 
sense.

Saturn is not the only planet with rings. 
Jupiter, Uranus and Neptune also have 
rings, but they are not nearly as easy to see 
as the rings of Satum. 

Saturn's ring system is extremely wide and 
very thin. The rings span about 240,000 
miles (386,000 km) across, but are Jess than 
1 mile (1.6 km) thick. It would take 
95 years to walk around the outer edge of a 
ring (assuming you can cover 15.5 miles, or 
25 km, a day). 

The rings are made of billions of ice, dust 
and rock particles. Some particles are as 
small as a grain of sand, others are more 
than half a mile (0.8 km) across. 

There are seven main rings composed 
of thousands of smaller ringlets. It is 
estimated that Saturn has about 10,000 
ringlets. Each ring system is separated 

by gaps or divisions. 

Observing Saturn from Earth 

Did you know? 
• Saturn moves around the sun slowly, but 

spins very fast on its axis. This means 
that a Satum year is more than 29 Earth 
years, but a Satum day Is only 10 hours 
and 15 minutes. A season on Saturn 
lasts about 7112 Earth years. 

• Because it is less dense than water, 
Saturn would float if it could be put in 
a massive, imaginary bathtub.

• Saturn is so big that you could fit 
760 planet Earths inside it. 

• Winds blows at high speeds on Saturn, 
and usually blow in an easterly direction. 
The strongest winds are found near the 
equator and have been clocked at 1,118 
mph (1 ,800 kmph). In comparison, 
winds on Earth can reach about 
250 mph (400 kmph). 

Saturn's rings seem to tilt at different angles depending on when you look at the 
planet. The rings do not actually change angle; they always tilt at the same angle 
as Saturn - 26.7 degrees. They look different due to the tilt of Saturn's rotational 
axis and its 29.5-Earth-year orbit around the sun. It is easier for scientists to study 
Saturn's moons when the rings appear as a thin line (about every 15 Earth years). 

Taking a closer look: Missions to Saturn 
Most of what we know about Saturn comes from the Hubble Space Telescope 
and the three spacecrafts that have flown near the ringed planet. · -_)._.~~m-.--.~l 

In 1979, Pioneer 11 flew past 
the outer edge of Saturn's A 
ring and took the first close-up 
pictures of the planet. 
Voyager 1 flew by Saturn in 
1980, followed by Voyager 2 
in1981. 

The Cassini/Huygens (led by NASA and 
the European Space Agency) was 
launched in October 1997. Its mission is to 
explore the planet - its atmosphere, 
rings, magnetosphere and some of its 
moons (particularly Titan).

Saturn's satellites 
Saturn has many moons, and is second only 
to Jupiter, which has 63. So far, 31 moons 
have been identified around Saturn. Some 
have names, others are known by letter and 
digit codes. Most of the moons are made of 
ice and rock. The moons vary a great deal in 
size and shape; some are irregular and cov· 
ered in craters, others are round and appear 
relatively smooth. 

Trtan is the largest of 
Saturn's moons, 
even larger than the 
planet Mercury.
