PIKEVILLE - Operation 
UNITE coordinated its sec­
ond area drug roundup in 
Pike and Floyd counties, 
with 103 suspects sought in 
the massive operation. 

Warrants were issued on 
Wedne day morning, at 6:15 
a.m., in the form of packets 
to officers with Kentucky 
State Police, UNITE and the 
Pike and Floyd sheriff's 
departments.

The field officer at KSP

you have enough warrants." 

Officers were sent out to 
issue the 103 warrants with 
the caveat, "Good luck. Be 
careful. Be sure you got your 
vests." 

The Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department had 
four deputies on site and they 
met in the parking lot after 
the briefing to divide the war­
rants up by area. None of the 
men wore body armor but 
each was not complaining 
even though the round up 
meant one officer would be

MARTIN- The U.S. Army Corp of 
Engineers met Tuesday night with local 
Martin residents and business owners con­
cerned about that city' redevelopment 
project. 

Pete Grigsby, who served as an 
impromptu spokesman for the residents. 
outlined to the Corp specific concerns and 
potential problems during the meeting. 
The most pressing concern from the group 

was for the subcontractor Bi:uack not to 
truck dirt and materials through Martin. 

Grigsby aid that busine e will uffer 
because the city is preparing to take park­
ing off Main Street to make room for the 
large dump truck . Many of the residents 
expressed a desire to have the company 
take a different route. thus eliminating dirt. 
mud and debris in the business section. 

"I don't feel like they are considerate of 
busine es,'' said optometrist Dr. Richard 
Salisbury. ''A lot of my patients are older 
and need safe parking. The dirt trucks need 

to be rerouted around the city of Martin." 
The group also expressed concern · 

about creating health hazards for people on 
oxygen, and access to the Our Lady of the 
Way hospital for ambulances and emer­
gencies, Opportunities Unlimited School 
and other bu incsses in town. 

Grig by said that the group has an attor­
ney. Frank Heaberlin, and may . eek legal 
recourse.

. The Times Union, Albar1y, N.Y. on baseball's steroid scandal: 
... Either baseball demonslrates that it understands the magnitude of 

the teroids scandal. or the government i going to have to intervene to 
ave it from itself. 

Baseball's reigning slugger, Barry Bond , h~ been caught, or some­
thing quite clo ·e to it, u ·ing steroid .... Jason Giambi of the New York 
:Yankees, not o long ago a rather remarkable hitter himself, has admit­
ted u ing steroids. And both of them are almost sure to get away with 
it. 

The drug te ting policy in the major leagues is a joke. It wasn't until 
two years ago that steroid were banned at all. Te ting didn't begin until 
thi year, and only occurs during the season. The first time a player is 
caught using steroid . it's mandatory counseling. The next time - and 
~emember, testing only occurs once a season - it's a 15-day suspension. 
It would take five positive te ts before a player could be banned for as 
long as a year. 

Such is the recipe for the mess baseball finds itself in .... 
Congress has the power, despite baseball's partial exemption from 

antitrust laws, to impose a new policy on the players, the owners and 
the enablers in the comrmssioner's office. Sen. John McCain, R-Ariz., 
has taken up the cause. 

A sensible policy is out there, in basebalrs minor leagues. Players 
are tested four time..c; a year, and the first documented instance of using 
steroids means an automatic suspension. The race is on to see who first 
embraces it, for the good of the game. 

The Buffalo (N.Y.) News, on violent video games: 
American have been fascinated by video games ever since some­

one figured out a way to play a imple game of pingpong on a televi­
ion screen. Titirty years later, video games have reached a level of 

sophistication that rivals the best military battlefield simulation. 
Too bad good taste ha n't kept pace. 
The game has gone too far in a computer simulation titled, "JFK 

Reloaded," in which players re-create the 1963 assassination of a U.S. 
president. Garners "fire" three shots at President John F. Kennedy's car 
from Lee Harvey Oswald's re-created sixth-floor perch in tbe Texas 
School Book Depository. There's a possible prize for exact replication 
of the real shots, and points are deducted for mistakes, such as hitting 
the first lady. The game, if it can be tenned as such, was released on 
Nov. 22, the 41st anniversary of the shooting in Dallas. 

Family members have de cribed it as "de picable." This may not go 
far enough in describing just how low the Glasgow-based fum Traffic, 
designer of the game. sank in marketing what it inexcusably calls an 
educational ·'docu-game" intended to refute the theory that a conspira­
cy was behiT)d the ac;sassination. 

This isn 't about free speech, it's about decency. "JFK Reloaded" 
trivializes an awful point in this nation's history. Even though speech is 
protected under the Constitution, there are limits · to such abuses as 
threat-making, especially against a president. And even if this game 
doesn't involve a ··real'' president, encouraging even the play-acting of 
such violence isn't in the best interest of anyone, from the garners 
involved to the presidency as an institution ....

Church 
marks 52nd 

year 

On October 24, Benedict 
Baptist Church, located on 
Slick Rock Road, celebrated 
their 52nd year. 
Approximately 80 people 
were in attendance. (Being 
Southern Baptists, we had 
enough food to feed 200 !) 

Shortly after the first of 
the year in 1952, health 
nurses Regina Mayo and 
Lucy Randall visited a little 
place called Slick Rock, 
located on Cow Creek near 
Prestonsburg. What they 
found were undernourished 
children, lack of warm 
clothing and no school or 
church close enough for 
children to walk. As a re ult, 
many children were not in 
school. The closest school 
was more than a mile away, 
there was no road, the creek 
was impa sable at times and 
little children could not 
walk that far. 

Ms. Mayo and Ms. 
Randall belonged to Irene 
Cole Memorial Church, 
whose pastor at the time was 
Bro. L.W. Benedict. They 
expressed their finding of 
undernourished children, 
lack of warm clothing and 
no school. They soon got 
together with others from 
the church, found a two­
room vacant hou e belong­
ing to Lou Jarrell and got 
permission to start a Sunday 
school. They went all over 
the creek invtting every 
child. man and woman. Soon 
there wa a big crowd. mo t­
ly kids. Very few adults were 
interested; among those 
were Laura Belle Herald and 
John and Virgie Darby. 

There was soon a need to 
move to a bigger location 
and there was still this need 
for a school. So Bro. 
Benedict and the church still 
praying went to the school 
board and talked with 
Charles Clark, the superin­
tendent. He informed them 
there were no funds for 
guiding a new school in the 
county at that time. 

Then, after much talk and 
many meetings, the church 
had a plan. Many concerned 
and dedicated people went 
back to Supt. Clark. Bro. 

John Darby offered the land 
free to build the 
church/school. The church 
would provide the materials 
if the county would rent it 
and have school during the 
week and let them have 
church on Sunday. The 
board agreed to this plan. 

It wa now July. They had 
more than a month to erect a 
building for the cqming 
school year. All work wa 
done by men and boys in the 
community for no charge. 
Most of the men who built 
the church/school are now 
deceased. Among them were 
Ike Woods, Woodrow 
Jarrell, Connie Darby, 
Bradi Edwards, Fred 
Woods, Bill Jarrell, John H. 
Jarrell, Erman Waddle and 
John Darby. There were 
probably others, but since I 
was born the year the school 
was built, I am relying on 
memories of hearing my par­
ents talk and listening to 
some of tbe older members 
of the church. Bro . 
Woodrow and John H. 
Jarrell are the only two peo­
ple who helped build the 
church who are still living at 
this time. (Bro . Woodrow 
and hi wife, Janie, are very 
ill and we request your 
prayers for them.) 

When school started in 
September, the· 
church/schoolhouse was not 
completed . We were afraid 
there wouldn ' t be a teacher 
available by the time school 
started. Little did we know 
the Lord had a young lady 
coming out of college a 
month or so late. Miss Lois 
Presley (now Martin), from 
Turkey Creek, had no 
school and no car. She 
would take the school if he 
had a place to stay. Again, 
Bro. John and Sister Virgie 
Darby came to the rescue. 
Although they had a large 
family, they made a place 
for her. 

When I called Mrs. 
Martin to invite her to our 
52nd year celebration, he 
was incredulous at the 
thought of that little one­
room choolhouse still 
standing. It wa worth all the 
effort of getting everything 
ready to see the expres ion 
on her face when she walked 
back into what is now the 
Benedict Baptist Church. 

All eight grade were 
taught there from 1952 to 
19 1. Can you imagine a 

one-room school with 75-
100 students from the first 
through the eighth grades? 
The only heat we had was · 
from a pot bellied stove. No 
fans in the summertime and, 
of course, no bathrooms. 
Some of the teachers I 
remember teaching at Slick 
Rock Grade School were 
Lois Presley Martin, Danise 
Amburgey, Norma Stepp, 
Lillian Conley, Johnny 
Crider, Pauline Burchett, 
Cynthia Martin, Mae Whitt, 
Anna Garrett and Velva 
Hall. There may have been 
others, I'm not sure. I have 
five brothers and sisters and 
we all went there until my 
baby si ter was in the sev­
enth grade. 

Our chool hit the big 
time (or o we thought) 
when the National School 
Lunch Program started in 
the early 1960s. The only 
problems we had were there 
was no refrigerator, no 
stove, no running water and 
no cook! We did have a 
small cloakroom in the back 
of the chool. so that was 
designated the lunchroom. 
Our teacher would carry the 
cartons of milk from his 
house each morning and two 
of us kids would carry them 
to mom's house and put 
them in the refrigerator until 
time to get them for lunch. 
From the time I was in about 
the fifth grade until I gradu­
ated from eighth grade, one 
other tudent and I were the 
cooks. Other student cooks 
were Elizabeth Woods 
Burchett, JoAnn Jarrell 
Goble, Brenda Jarrell 
Hunter and Ann Lou Jarrell 
Burchett. There were proba­
bly others that I don't 
remember. The teacher 
picked out two kid to do 
the cooking each day and 1 
was usually one of them. We 
would begin cooking at 
10:30 a.m. (using hot 
plates). Everyone brought 
their own eating utensils 
and plates and took them 
back home. After everybody 
ate, we would carry water 
from my mamaw's well, 
heat it on the hot plates and 
wash the cooking utensil . 
(This got us out of school 
until around 2:30 p.m.) 
Apparently, child labor laws 
were not enforced! We all 
enjoyed it, though. I would­
n't trade the education I 
received from Slick Rock 
Grade School for a degree 

from Harvard! 
On Sept. 10, 1971, 

Benedict Baptist Chapel 
was dedicated Ulto a full­
time place of worship to 
God. our Father, and Jesus 
Christ, our Lord. A place for 
the study, preaching and 
teaching of the Bible, the 
infallible word of God. 

Benedict Baptist Chapel 
was constituted into a 
church on Nov. 26, 1978, 
with 49 charter members. 

Pastors, preachers and 
Sunday school superinten­
dents we have had were Bro. 
L.W. Benedict, Bro. Ira 
McMillan, Bro. Quentin 
Terry, Bro. Bill Jaggers, 
Bro. Cohen Campbell, Bro. 
Larry O'Bryan, Bro. Lee 
Caudill, Bro. Herb Crace, 
Bro. Bob Varney, Bro. John 
H. Woods, Bro . Lanny Hunt, 
Bro. Doug Lewis, Bro. L.R. 
Johnson, Bro. Delmas 

. Saunders and our current 
pastor of 25 years, Bro. 
Gordon Fitch. 

Over the eyars, we have 
received help from many 
sources, the greate t being 
from Evergreen Baptist 
Church, in Frankfort, 
Morganfield Baptist 
Church, Lawrenceburg 
Baptist Church and a church 
in Scott County. 

We are a small but loving 
church. Many souls have

When, oh when, will men 
ever learn that size doesn't mat­
ter? 

The ads for "Ocean's 
Twelve" proclaim, albeit in a 
coolly understated way, that 
"Twelve is the new eleven." 

But bigger isn't necessarily 
better. Under the direction once 
again of Steven Soderbergh -
whose 200 I remake of "Ocean's 
Eleven" was such a giddy, fizzy 
thrill - nouveau Rat Packers 
George Clooney, Brad Pitt, Matt 
Damon, et al. return for more 
heists, in more countries, in 
more foreign languages and 
with more celebrity cameo . 

While the fir t film featured 
a robbery of three Las Vega 
casinos on a single night - a 
funny idea for its sheer implau­
sibility. and for Clooney's 
impenetrable confidence in 
pulling it off as crew chief 
Danny Ocean - the gag here is 
that this fanta tically good­
looking band of thieves has sev­
eral jobs planned across 
Europe, all of which fall apart 
for various reasons. 

It' hard not to want to 
applaud Soderbergh and screen­
writer George Nolfi for trying 
to be innovative, since the usual 
point of a heist movie is watch­
ing the criminals plan the heist, 
then watching them put their 
plan in motion. 

What they've come up with. 
though, is a film that's, surpris-

Hollywood knows you're out 
buying Christmas gifts this week 
and has decided to release many 
"ultimate edition" DVDs at the 
same time.

Ocean, 
remanied to his ex-wife and 
Benedict's former girlfriend, 
Tess (Julia Roberts), is living a 
quiet little existence in suburban 
Connecticut. But he reassembles 
his crew for a series of robberies 
to repay Benedict by his two­
week deadline.

Nick 
Stahl and Clancy Brown star as 
two men adrift during 19.34. 
While one hooks up with a trav­
eling carnival, the other creates 
his own ministry, but both are 
plagued by nightmare and dis­
turbing visions. There are hints 
that they represent the ultimate 
struggle between good and evil. 
This period piece works on 
many levels (drama, horror) and 
refuses to give away all of its 
secrets too oon and makes for 
watchable, though sometimes 
slow-moving, entertainment. 

Finally there are two classics 
making their DVD debuts this 
week. "Wild at Heart" is from 
David Lynch ("The Elephant 
Man,'' "1\vin Peaks'') and is a 
cross-country action film with 
plenty of stylized set pieces and 
a heck of a cast that includes 
Nicholas Cage, Laura Dern, 

nal herself. (Strangely, the nor­
mally glamorous Catherine 
resembles "Charlie's Angels" 
era Kate Jackson with her sub­
dued chin-length 'do.) 

Then tt'• ·e are the many 
cameos, which can be good for 
a laugh though they tend to wal­
low in insiderism. Topher Grace 
returns from the original as a 
slacker version of himself and 
admits to Rusty, "I totally 
phoned in that Dennis Quaid 
movie," referring to "In Good 
Company," which isn't even in 
theaters yet. 

The biggest of these involves 
the person who's perhaps the 
film's biggest star - Roberts 
- poking fun at herself by 
playing Tess but pretending to 
be the real (and very pregnant) 
Julia Roberts to help steal a 
Faberge egg. So when Bruce 
Willis runs into her in a Rome 
hotel lobby and asks, "Where 's 
Danny?" the question has dou­
ble meaning, since that's the 
name of her husbands both on 
screen and off. 

In these feverishly celebrity­
obse sed times, though, most 
people in the audience will get 
the joke - and they'll probably 
also know the names of the 
twins Roberts recently gave 
birth to, which she was carrying 
during the filming of "Ocean's 
Twelve" this summer. 

"Ocean's Twelve," a Warner 
Bros. Pictures release, is rated 
PG-13 for language. Running 
time: 120 minutes. Two and a 
half stars out of four.

The real treat, though, is the 
arrival of the classic action film

~ Fletcher marks one year as governor

FRANKFORT Last 
December, Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher took office with all 
the pageantry and lofty expec­
tations of being Kentucky's 
first Republican governor in 
more than three decades. 

A year later, Fletcher's crit­
ics say he has yet to live up to 
the hype, that he has yet to 

" tally any major accomplish­
ments to call his first year a 
success. 

"After a year on the job, 
I've learned a lot," Fletcher 
said. He declined to be inter­
viewed, but instead fielded 
questions on the subject at a 
news conference last week. 

Fletcher, who succeeded 
Democratic Gov. Paul Patton 
one year ago Thursday, admits 
it's been a "tumultuous" rook­
ie year. 

Kentucky's state govern­
ment is currently operating on •I Fletcher' executive spending 
plan. That's in part because 
Fletcher's proposal to over­
haul the state's tax code 
became a wedge that left the 
G~neral Assembly at a politi­
cal stalemate. 

His 2005 state health insur­
ance proposal for teachers and 
state workers sent educators to 
the brink of a statewide strike. 
Fletcher called the General 
Assembly into a special ses­
sion to solve the immediate 
crisis. 

When Fletcher defeated 
Democrat Ben Chandler in 

November 2003. he did so on 
a pledge to "clean up the 
mess" in Frankfort following 
scandals in the Patton admin­
istration . Fletcher says he' 
fulfilled his campaign promis­
es to eliminate "waste, fraud 
and abuse" from state govern­
ment. 

So far, Fletcher says, he's 
saved Kentucky "at least $115 
million" by streamlining state 
government. 

"We're well on our way to 
cleaning up the mess and to 
keeping our promises of pro­
VIding jobs and opportunity," 
Fletcher said. 

Fletcher's administration 
has reduced the number of 
cabinets operating state gov­
ernment. He also abolished the 
Kentucky Racing Commission 
and replaced it with a new 
agency, the Kentucky Horse 
Racing Authority. 

Among other things, 
Fletcher said his administra­
tion has concentrated more on 
collecting delinquent taxe . 
He also claims responsibility 
for about 32,000 new jobs and 
about $2 billion in new inve t­
ments. 

Recently, Fletcher's admin­
istration unveiled a new state 
brand, "Kentucky: Unbridled 
Spirit," which he says will 
help change Kentucky's image 
and increase revenue. 

But some say those accom­
plishments weren't necessari­
ly enough to consider 
Fletcher's first year a succe s. 

"There' not all that much 
to point to in terms of signifi-

cant accomplishments," said 
Joe Gershtenson, director of 
the Center for Kentucky 
History and Politics at Eastern 
Kentucky University. 

At his inauguration cere­
mony, Fletcher said his elec­
tion signified a "fresh start" 
for the state and vowed to 
''unite Kentucky." 

But Senate Minority Leader 
Ed Worley, D-Richmond, said 
Fletcher's administration has 
been too partisan. 

"He is the most partisan 
governor that we've ever 
had." Worley said. 

Fletcher disagrees. 
The governor says he ini­

tially offered "an olive branch" 
to Democrats. However, they 
have been "obstructionists" on 
everything from his tax plan to 
"Read to Achieve" legi lation 
proposed by his wife, Glenna, 
he said. 

"1 don't think anybody can 
say that when I came in here 
... that we had a House leader­
ship that was willing to work 
with me," Fletcher said. 

Fletcher aid he's hopeful 
that will change when law­
makers return to Frankfort 
next year. 

Fletcher credits both 
Democrat and Republican 
lawmakers for helping to 
solve the state health insur­
ance crisis earlier this year. 
While Fletcher's 2005 health 
insurance plan may have 
flopped with teachers, the 
governor says he salvaged the 
situation by calling legislators 
in to help with the fix. 

Senate President David 
Williams, R-Burkesvi!le, said 
that situation wa a "major 
mistak:e" for Fletcher. But it 
was not something the gover­
nor couldn't rebound from, 
Williams said . 

"He recovered pretty well 
by stepping back, calling a 
session and allowing us to 
work with teachers' organiza­
tions and the House to try to 
take that issue off the table," 
Williams said. 

Republicans made gains in 
the legislature last month as 
they decrea ed the Democrats' 
advantage in the House to 57-
43. Republicans maintain a 
22-15 Senate lead, with one 
seat being contested. 

That shows voters didn 't 
ca t "partisan blame" bver the 
health insurance issue, 
Williams aid . 

Before the election, a news­
paper poll conducted in 
October found Fletcher's 
approval ratings had dipped to 
about 43 percent. 

However. Fletcher' better 
off having those ratings early 
tn his administratiOn rather 
than later, Gershtensoo said. 
With legi lative victorie on 
the budget and his tax plan, 
Fletcher could eventually 
rebound from his first year, 
Gershten on said. 

"There wasn't anything this 
year that you go, 'Oh my go h, 
this guy's a disaster,"' 
Gershten on said. ''If we have 
a succe sful year or two, 
nobody's going to remember 
what happened this year."

"Defen ively, we did the 
job," Smith said. "We topped 
some of the easy basket and 
contested hots. We didn't foul 
as much, so those were some of 
the positive things we did. 

"I'd like to see us shoot the 
ball better," he added, noting 
the 3-of-18 shooting from 3-
point range and 39.4 percent 
overall mark. 

Kelenna Azubuike was one 
Wildcat who didn't struggle 
with his shooting. He finished 
8-of-13 from the field and 
scored 19 of his 21 points in the 
second half, his third straight 
game with at least 20 points. 

In the only other game 

involving u ranked team 
Wednesday night, No. 19 
Virginia bent Furman 79-67. 

Chuck Hayes had lO points 
and 10 rebounds , hi' fourth 
double-double of the season 
for Kentucky, which opened 
the second half with a 20-0 run. 
Reserve center Shugari Alleyne 
had ll points, eight rebounds 
and six blocked hots _ all ea­
son highs.

ly, it is not pleasant to accept 
that people, who suppo edly 
love each other, can mistreat 
each other in such a way. This 
case illustrates emotional 
game playing at the major 
league level.

between the grandmother and 
her on at Christmas time. 
Who knows what the son's 
other stre sors of life might 
be, but he certainly felt chal­
lenged by his mother changing 
his life. No matter what the 
"cause'' of the power struggle, 
it can be dealt with appropri­
ately. A uggestion i to 
empower and not overpower 
family members. The e two 
adults needed to find accept­
able way for each to feel 
powerful and valuable, plus 
cope with power struggles in a 
manner that reduces fighting 
and creates cooperative rela­
tionships that empower both 
of them. 

A first step to effectively 
and positively deal with power 
struggle i to side-step it, 
such as "refuse to pick up the 
other end of the rope." Thi 
sends the message, "I am not 
going to fight with you. I am 
not going to overpower you 
and I'm not going to give in, 
either." The next step would 
be to give choices, not orders. 
whether it is another adult or a 
child. It is important to make 
sure that all choices are 
acceptable. Try to give broad 
and open-ended choices when­
ever pos ible, that do not rep­
resent a punishment as one 
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alternative. 
If you find yourself in the 

middle of a power . lrugglc 
over the Chri tma holidays . 
a k yourself, "How can I give 
the other person more power 
in this situation?" Make as 
much effort a you can to 
ree tabli h relation hip . ince 
your long-term goal i. to have 
a loving and cooperative one. 
A real good approach to power 
struggle 1 to sugge t negoti­
ation that help both individu­
als to feel as though he/ he b 
in a win-win situation in ·tead 
of a ituation where someone 
has to win or lose. Although 
some parent think of children 
that say "NO" to be question­
ing authority, it is best to teach 
your child to say "NO" and 
disagree respectfully and 
appropriately. This helps ~hd­
dren to be able to ~ay" 0" to 
peer pre sure. Remember that 
anyone, a ch!ld or adult. that 
feel powerle ~ Jll often :;cck 
to gain po\\ cr through 
revenge. The} will eck to 
hurt other as they feel hurt 
and will often engage in 
behavior that ultimately hurts 
themselves. No matter what 
the ituation, adults and chil­
dren need to take responsibili ­
ty for their own feelings and 
behavior .
