Man accused of running checkpoint

PRESTONSBURG - Two 
police officers say they were nearly 
cHpped Thursday whlle overseeing 
a traffic checkpoint along Route 
321 when a driver charged through 
the traffic stop apparently attempt­
ing to elude in pection. 

Police aid Robert Lyle Stumbo. 
21, of Lexington. sped through the 
checkpoint. nearly hitting 
Prestonsburg Police Officer Danny 
Martin and Kentucky Vehicle 
Enforcement Officer Tommy 
Gearheart when they attempted to 
stop him at approximately 1:30 

a.m. Thursday. 
The two officer , along with 

Prestonsburg Police Officer 
William Petry, pur ued Stumbo' 
1999 Dodge along a . tretch of 
Route 32 1 before finally stopping 
him. according to reports from 
KVE Officer Denni Hutchin on, 
doing so only when Petry was 
forced to werve in front of 
Srnmbo's oncoming vehicle to end 
the chase. 

After making the stop, the offi­
cers said Srnmbo failed a sobriet} 
test and was found to have a piU 
bottle in his coat pocket containing 
even Mylan prescription tablets. 

Stumbo was arrested at the 

scene and charged with numerous 
traffic and drug-related offenses, 
including two count$ of first-degree 
wanton endangerment, flr t-degree 
fleeing or evading police, operating 
a motor vehicle under the influence 
of alcohol or drugs, reckless dri­
ving, improper registration plates, 
no registration receipt and no regis­
tration plate registered to his vehi­
cle, no insurance, failure to wear a 
seatbelt, posses ion of drug para­
phernalia and econd-degree pos­
session of a controlled ubstance. 

According to Stumbo's criminal 
record reports on file in Floyd

Death row inmate ft1es appeal

PRESTONSBURG 
Attorney for a death row inmate 
filed an appeal Fnday m Floyd 
Circuit Court to overturn the ver­
dict and sentence in hi ca c. 

Sam• d teven Field , 32, wa 
entenced to death by Judge John 

David CaudiU in December for the 
1993 murder of Bes S. Horton. 84, 
of Grayson. 

His attorney , a si tam public 
advocate Rebecca Lytle. of 
Frankfort, and Mark Baker, of 
Shepherd ville, filed an order to 
appeal the verdict to the Kentucky 

Supr me Court, which will make 
the second appeal the Supreme 
Court has heard in the case. 

In 200 l, Field was found guilty 
and sentenced to die by a Rowan 
County jury for the same crime, a 
entence that wa overturned by the 

Supreme Court during the appeal 
proces .. They ruled in Field ' favor 
during that hearing, stipulating that 
attorneys pre ented the wrong 
instructions to the jury t.luring th 
penalty pha e. 

Reportedly, Field entered the 
Horton residence, where he mur­
dered the elderly di abled woman 
and burglarized h r home. 

lmestigating officer. Detective 

M.G. Steven said in an inve tiga· 
tive report that Field confe sed to 
the murder shortly after his arre t. 
He and other officers at the scene 
found Field in Horton's "ran-
acked" bedroom "going through 

drawers" the day of the murder, the 
report says. 

Stevens indicated in that report 
that Horton was lying in her bed 
with a wooden handled knife pro­
truding from her right temple area. 
In addition to inci ion on her 
upper and lower hp , Horton suf­
fered from a five-inch slash on her 
throat, the ultimate cau e of death,

House passes 'fetal 
homicide' bill

FRANKFORT The 
Kenmcky House overwhelming­
ly passed a bill Friday to create 
the crime of "fetal homicide" to 
punish people for causing the 
death of a fetus. 

The measure would give 
legal recognition to a fetus from 
the time of conception. It would 
exclude use of the death penalty 
for causing a fetus' death. The 
maximum puni bment would be 
life in prison without parole. 

The bill passed 88-5 and now 
goes to the Senate. A similar 
version that has passed the 
Senate does not prohibit the 
death penalty. 

In the House, the bill's sup­
porters said it would fill a void 
in Kentucky' criminal code. 
The issue was prompted by tate 
Supreme Court rulings that a 
fetu- is not a person under 
KentUcky law and that no one 
who causes the death of a fetus 
can be charged with homicide. 

Supponers invoked the mem­
ories of pregnant women who 
were killed. They said it was 

time state law recognize the lo s 
of their fetu es. 

"The blood of these slain vic­
tim . .. all cry for justice," said 
Rep. Keith Hall, 0-Phelps. 

Opponents said the bill 
would have far-reaching impli­
cations that could affect abortion 
rights. The measure would 
d~clare that a fetu is a person 
from the time of conception. 
Rep. Ruth Ann Palumbo, 0-
Lexington, said the bill 
amounted to a "backdoor 
approach to eliminating the 
rights of Kentucky women.'' 

The bill would exempt legal 
abortions. 

Rep. Mary Lou Marzian, 0 -
Louisville. said people should 
be punished for causing the 
loss of a pregnancy. But she 
warned the bill would have 
"terrible and eventual implica­
tions for women's reproductive 
health." 

The biU carries an emer­
gency clause, which means it 
would take effect immediately 
if it i igned into law by Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher.

JOHNSTOWN Pa. - A 

California pharmaceutical com­
pany says it ha developed an 

"' abuse-resistant alternative to 
OxyContin. the drug blamed for 
crimes and deaths in American 
cities and towns. 

The new drug uses the same 
narcotic. ox.ycodone, and lasts 
for the same L2-hour period. 
But it will be harder for abusers 
to extract a megadose of the 
painkiller, executives from Pain 
Therapeutics of San Francisco 
said. 

Authorities and health-care 
worker in the Johnstown, Pa., 
area who have been dealing 
with the epidemic ofOx.yContin 
abuse aid the development 
would be good news, but were 
skeptical of the company's con­
tention . 

"I think the skeptici m is 
well warranted," Pain 
Therapeutics President Remi 
Barbier said in a telephone 
interview. ''This is a huge prob­
lem and nobody has been able 
to come up with an an wer." 

OxyContin, introduced in 
1995 by Purdue Pharma of 
Stamford, Conn., has been 
blamed for hundreds of deaths 
nationally. It is designed to 

• relea. e its active ingredient 
gradually during 12 hours, but 

ahu~el s quickly learned they 
could geL the full dose- and a 
herom-like high - . imply by 
crushmg the pill. 

OxyContin abuse brought 
national attention to the We tern 
Penn ylvania region in an 
August 2001 edition of People 
magazine that highlighted the 
suicide of a 20-year-old 
Windber. Pa., man who wa 
hooked on the drug. At the time, 
Greater John town was one of 
the few area nationwide to 
have even heard of Ox.yContin, 
let alone seen its widespread 
abuse. 

Detective Rod Miller, field 
supervisor for Cambria County 
Drug Task Force, said Oxy once 
accounted for one-third of all 
drugs bought here. 

The new drug, called 
Remoxy, u es a ticky gel cap­
sule formula that makes it diffi­
cult for abusers to extract the 
oxycodone, Barbier said. 

"We think we have a better 
olution," he said. 

Miller said the new drug, 
which is at least two years from 
approval by Food and Drug 
Administration, would be a 
godsend - if it lives up 'to the 
hype. 

Tm skeptical at this time;· 
Miller said in a telephone inter­
view from the di trict attorney's 
office in Ebensburg. 
"OxyContin was designed to be 

tamperproof, but it didn't take 
the drug addicts very long to 
figure out how to circumvent 
the time-release." 

Dr. Yiyan Hong, director of 
Pain Center at Memorial 
Medical Center, also is dubious. 

"I have a big doubt," Hong 
said in a telephone interview 
from the hospital in Johnstown. 

He is not alone. Experts 
point out that the manufacturer 
has not published 1ts data nor 
tested Remoxy on humans. 

And even if it performs as 
predicted, Hong aid changing 
the drug is not the answer. 

"It is not a medication prob­
lem, .. he said. "You can literally 
abuse anything if you want to." 

Hong think drug abu er 
will fmd a way to get around 
Remoxy's safeguard . 

The scourge of OxyContin 
abuse reached crisi proportion 
in Western Pennsylvania about 
three years ago when it was 
blamed for multiple crime 
waves and several deaths . 
Pharmacy robberies, burglaries 
and muggings were linked to 
addicts trying to fuel their habit. 

Miller said the task force 
used a three-fold strategy to cut 
the OxyContin problem by 
more than half. Stepped-up law 
enforcement was supplemented 
by education programs to show 
doctors and pharmaci ts how to 
spot abuser .

DirecTV fdes. two 
more piracy lawsuit

PIKEVILLE - Three more 
Eastern Kentuckian have been 
named in two separate law uits 
brought to federal court by the 
California-based atellite com­
pany DirecTV, which has f1ood­
ed the court y tern in the past 
year with suits alleging pirating 
of their services. 

The two law uit. were filed 
Tue. day in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville again t Greg Justice, of 
Pikeville, and Matt Ketron, of 
Independence - who were 
named jointly in one complaint 
- and Gobel Bartley, of Hager 
Hill. 

The three men are accu ed of 
ordenng pirating devices such as 
printed circuit board from the 
internet company EQ Stuff, and 
then using the devices to illegal­

came from back-to-back law­
suit in February and March. 
The company fLled its first law­
suit at Pikeville in February and 
.inc! uded 10 Eastern 
Kentuckian in that complaint. 
The following month, the com­
pany again filed uit against 
even more individual . 

A with the numerous other 
law uit , DirecTV claims the 
pirating of its ervices, which is 
supposed to be protected 
through a method encrypting 
transmi sions the company 
invested more than $1 billion to 
develop, has forced them to suf­
fer loss of business and revenue. 

In the event of a default judg­
ment and citing the Federal 
Communications Act of 1934 
and also Federal Wiretap Laws, 
the company is a king for 
$10,000 in statutory damages on 
each violation that alleges the 

men were involved in the impo 
tation, assembly, modificatio 
sale or di tribution of sign 
theft device . 

Of the several lawsuit file 
two have been settled for undi 
closed amounts, while two oth 
defendants were ruled again t 
default judgmems that led 
fine of $8,350 and $37,350.

Otter Creek Correctional Center took issue with the 

city of Wheelwright this week over that city's decision 
to pile the entire cost of rising natural gas prices on 
commercial customers. 

We cannot blame prison officials for decrying the 
decision as unfair. And while some Wheelwright resi­
dents might appreciate this clear pandering to voters 
because it saves them some short-term money on their 
heating bills, they, too, are being shortchanged by the 
city's attempt to balance its budget on the back of busi­
ness. 

Wheelwright's new gas rate are clearly anti-busi­
ness and wlll be an additional obstacle to any future 
economic growth in that community. We cannot imag­
ine the thinking that led city officials to think an arbi­
trary and selective hike in gas rates would be a good 
idea. 

By increasing the cost of gas to business, 
Wheelwright has effectively increased the cost of doing 
business in the area it serves. In these thin economic 
times and in au area that has had historic problems 
developing commercial and industrial success, such a 
jump could be a death sentence for some businesses 
that are struggling to survive. 

It certainly does not paint an attractive picture for 
any company that might consider Wheelwright as a 
place to set up shop. How could a business owner pos­
sibly think he or she would enjoy a favorable relation­
ship with the city following this decision? 

And businesses already in Wheelwright will be stuck 
feeling the pinch. Money that businesses are unfairly 
forced to pay to the city is money those same business­
es cannot use to expand or hire additional employees. 
It is money that residents of Wheelwright will not see, 
except as it passes through city hall and on out of town 
to a natural ga supplier. In hort, it is money that will 
not be used to improve the community. 

And don't think that businesses win simply absorb 
the increase. It will be pa sed along to their customers, 
in the form of higher prices for goods and services. 

A city should be a collective effort, in both good 
times and bad. When some misfortune strikes, such as 
higher heating costs, the only fair way to shoulder that 
burden is by distributing it evenly. • 

In this instance, one group is being asked to carry 
the entire load. And while that might be a politically 
popular idea, at least for the moment, the rest of the 
community will quickly learn the toll such unfairness 
will ultimately bring.

I love good quotations. Give me a 
''Give me liberty or give me death" and 
I'm happy. That's why I'm alway 
pleased when readers think to end me 
especially pithy ones, particularly tho e 
that have e caped Bartlett . 

For example, the other day a reader 
e-mailed me the words of four great 
American president , dealing with major 
issues of their day and ours. "Any one 
of the following ... could be applied to 
our present condition," he wrote. 

The first wa Thomas Jefferson's 
comment on the Napoleonic war : 

"We believe no more in Bonaparte's 
fighting merely for the libertie of the 
seas, than in Great Britain's fighting for 
the libertie of mankind. The object is 
the same, to draw to themselve the 
power, the wealth and the resource of 
other nations." 

The econd was Teddy Roo evelt on 
conservation of our natural re ources 
which were. he said, were to be u cd 
not merely for the enrichment of th.e liv­
ing, but for " ... the number withm the 
womb of time, compared to which tho e 
now alive form but an insignificant frac-

tion. Our duty to unborn generations 
bids us restrain our unprincipled present 
day minority from wasting the heritage 
of these unborn generations." 

Then there was Abraham Lincoln, 
ruminating on the ri e of the corpora­
tiQns in the wake of fue.Civil War: 

"I see in the future a crisi approach­
ing that unnerves me and cau e me to 
tremble for the safety of my countly. As 
result of the war, corporations have 
been enthroned, and an era of corruption 
in high place will follow. and the 
money power of the 
country will endeavor 
to prolong its reign by 
working upon the preju­
dices of the people, 
until all the wealth is 
aggregated in a few 
hand and the Republic 
is destroyed." 

And, lastly, John F. 
Kennedy laying out hi 
vi ion of a ju t aud la t­
ing peace: 

"What kind of peace 
do we seek? Not a Pax Americana 
enforced on the world by American 
weapon of war. Not the peace of the 
grave or the security of the lave . 1 am 
talking about genuine peace, the kind of 
peace that makes life on emth worth liv­
ing, the kind that enable men and 
nation to grow and to hope and to build 
a better life for their children - not 
merely peace for American - but peace 
for all men and women - not merely 
peace in our time, but peace for all 

them. But,lo and behold, in time, the 
worm turns and these arne coaches are 
on the other end of the beating. Most of 
us imply sit back and mile and say, 
''What goes around comes around." 
What' important to understand here is 
that this law or principle works in all of 
life and not just in sports and those 
obvious cases that we know, read or 

hear about. 
Because we live in a "nega­

tive" world, when we bear the 
cliche "What goes around 
comes aroun~J'', we usually 
think of something bad. The 
point l' m making here is that 
this law also works on the 
good side, too. When we do 
good things to he]p and serve 
others, this come back to us 
as well. 

My good friend Ruth Baker 
sent me an interesting story 

the other day that illustrates this point 
very clearly. The story begins, "Hi 
name was Fleming. and he was a poor 
Scottish farmer. One day, while trying to 
make a living for hi family, he heard a 
cry for help from a nearby bog. He 
dropped his tools and ran to the bog. 
There, mired to his waist in blac~ muck, 
was a terrified boy, screaming and 
truggling to free himself. 

"Farmer Fleming aved the lad from 
what could have been a slow and terri-

could have been talking about the war 
in Iraq, Roo evelt about the current 
admini tration' environmental policies, 
Lincoln about its economic policy and 
Kennedy about it!. doctrine of preemp­
tive war. And each of them as critical of 
Mr. Bush's policies as the mo t "parti­
san" campaign speech of the most rabid 
Democrat. (ft is interesting to note that 
three of them - the ones on Mount

them ound eloquent.) 
The quotation • contem­

porary relevance is not 
accidental or a trick of 
selective quotation. The 
view of those four 
remarkably di parate presi­
dents are articulations of 
the bedrock principles on 
which the idea of this 
nation i built. 

The power and influence of the 
United States through the past two cen­
turies ha never been about military or 
economic power alone. It i the idea of 
our nation - a democratic republic 
built on freedom and opportunity for all 

that has attracted o many people of 
the world to us. We have never com­
pletely realized that ideal but we have 
moved, ever o , lowly, toward it.

Former Gov. Louie 
B. Nunn dead at 79

FRANKFORT - Former 
Gov. Louie B. Nunn was 
remembered Friday as a 
Republican war hor e whose 
fierceness in politics was tem­
pered by compassion for the 
vulnerable while be was chief 
executive. 

Nunn, whose administration 
was 1967 to 1971, died 
Thursday night, apparently of a 
heart attack, at age 79. He 
remained a force in Republican 
politics, though not always in 
the mainstream. 

"He was a tenacious cam­
paigner; there's no question. It 
was much better to have him on 
your side than the other side," 
aid Gov. Ernie Fletcher, who 

experienced Nunn both ways. 

They were on opposite sides 
last spring when Nunn's son, 
state Rep. Steve Nunn of 
Glasgow, ran against Fletcher in 
the Republican gubernatorial 
primary. fletcher won the nomi­
nation, and Nunn held a fund 
raiser for him at his home out­
side VersaiHes. 

Fletcher on Friday tele­
phoned condolences to Steve 
Nunn. He also ordered flags 
lowered to half staff at state gov­
ernment buildings and post 
offices, a spokesman said. 

Nunn's body is to lie in state 
in the Capitol Rotunda on 
Monday. He is to be buried in 
GJasgow, in his native Barren 
County, on Tuesday.

Kentucky in a landslide. 

In J 99 I , unn threw hi 
weight behind Larry Forgy's lith­
hour entr) in the Republican gov­
ernor's race against Larry 
Hopkin , a seventh-term congress­
man from Lexington. 

Hopkins turned his guns on 
Nunn. deridmg Forg} as "the 
Nunn candidate." Forg) had a 
fraction of Hopkins' money and 
organization, but came within 
2..:!00 votes - barely I percent -
of a stunning up ct 

Four years later, Forgy was the 
GOP nominee. but unn turned 
against hirn. Bob Gable, a former 
state Republican chairman 
opposed to Forgy. jumped into the 
primary against him. Nlllln backed 
Gable and recorded a mem rable 
radio commercial that savaged 
Forg) Democrat Paul Patton 
made repeated use of the commer­
cial and beat Forgy by 25,000 
votes. 

Nunn had the distinction of 
being board chamnan of three uni­
versities. each at a time of turmoil. 

As governor. he was by law 
chainnan of the University of 
Kentucky Board of Trustees. In 
May 1970. a nme of nationwide 
campu unre t. Nunn ordered tate 
police and the National Guard 
onto me Lexington campus after 
the ROTC buildmg was burned to 
the ground unn 's order brought 
a combination of public acclaim 
and bitter critici m. 

Jn January 1986, then-Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins appointed 
Nunn and Breathitt, his old neme­
sis, to the board of regents at 
Morehead State UniveiSity. where 
replacement of the president was 
deemed necessary. 

Thret: years later. Collins' uc­
cessor, Wallace Wilkinson, asked 
Nunn to take control of the board 
at Kentucky State University in 
Frankfort. Nunn agreed and 
brought ome members of the 
Morehead board with him, includ­
ing Breathitt Again. they oversaw

a presidential transition. 

Breathitt died in October. 
But it wa~ as a Republican gov-

nied her. They stayed for two 
weeks and were joined by 
Thoma • mother, Teresa, who 
lives in Poland.

But Nunn had run for governor 
on a promise of no new taxe . and 
the ales tax increase, "Nunn's 
nickel,'' would remain a political 
issue for more than 20 yean>. 

Carroll said the ales tax 
increase was Nunn 's greatest 
achievement. "He came to helm of 
state government at a time when 
the need for additional funds was 
great. and he met the challenge," 
Carroll said. 

The nev. taxes helped pa) for 
institutions, roads, JOb • contracts 
and other favors that were Nunn's 
currency for the votes he needed in 
the state House and Senate. 

Nunn said in an intervtew yean; 
later it was "a positive program ... 
that extended to all areas and 
reached aU people in one fonn or 
another." 

"And the people on the other 
side offered no constructive alter­
native," Nunn said. "Then. of 
course, there was horse trading. 
There always is horse trading in 
the legislature.'' .

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House OKs bill to force

candidates to disclose tax returns

FRANKFORT - A bill to 
require candidates for 
statewide office to disclose 
income tax returns narrowly 
passed the Kentucky House on 
Thur day over Republican 
objections that it would invade 
privacy. 

The vote was 50-43 on tbe 
bill, part of a package of exec­
utive branch ethics bills spon­
ored by House Speaker Jody 

Richards, D-Bowling Green. 
Candidate for sta[ewide 

constitutional offices would 
have to release two years of 
sLate and federal tax returns 
when fLling candidacy papers. 
Federal candidate would be 
exempt.

against the bill. Seven 
Democrats joined them. The 
unified Republican opposition 
could foreshadow problems 
for the bill in the Senate, 
where the GOP is in control. 

Rep. Charles Geveden, D­
Wickliffe, said "full disclo­
sure" would let voters know 
whether candidates harbored 
any conflicts of interest. 

Republican Rep. Scott 
Brinkman of Louisville argued 
that statewide candidates are 
entitled, like other people, "to 
a zone of privacy ... 

Brinkman said privacy 
should extend to a person's 
income, charitable gt vmg, 
mortgage interest and earnings 
from investments - aJI of 
which could be gleaned from 
tax returns. 

"1 fail to see why that's rel­
evant, why that speaks to a 
person's qualifications to 
serve as a constitutional offi­
cer of the state," Brinkman 
said. 

Rep. Tim Feeley, R­
Crestwood, said tax disclo­
sures would have a "chilling 
effect" on people running for 
statewide offices, and it would 
have discouraged him from 
running for attorney general 
last year. Feeley lost io the 
Republican primary. 

Feeley said his tax returns 
"would not shed any light 
whatsoever" for voters. On a 

broader scale, he said, the di -
closures could lead to more 
mudslinging as candidates 
pored over their rivals' tax fil­
ings. 

Rep. Mike Cherry, D­
Princeton, countered that dis­
closure would only discourage 
candidates with something to 
conceal. 

"If there is something that 
someone running for statewide 
office wishes to not have 
exposed in their financial 
world, 1 hope they don't run 
for statewide office because 
we're going to find out sooner 
than later," he said. For candi­
dates who "don't have some­
thing to hide, you don't have a 
problem," Cherry said.

Becoming a victim 
of your own success

HOUSTON -This is what 
loyalty gets you sometimes: 

Two of the hottest head­
coachiog candidates in the 
NFL are hunkered down at 
table next w each other in the 
middle of Super Bowl week. 
Stand between them for even a 
moment and what you hear 
sounds like a pingpong match 
about a lifetime of missed 
opportunities. 

"Whether or not you were 
good enough to get that job, 
you'll never really know," 
Patriots offensive coordinator 
Charlie Weis began on one 
side. 

"I never got the feel that I 
was a quota, a token inter­
view," Patriots defensive coor­
dinator Romeo Crennel fin-

ished on the other. 
Between them, the two men 

have 47 years of NFL experi­
ence, all of it as assistants. 
They went on a combined 
seven job interviews with five 
different teams over the course 
of a few days and still came 
away empty-handed. 
Afterward, none of their poten­
tial employers raised so much 
as a single doubt about their 
abilities or preparation. Both 
assistants, in turn, refused to 
question whether they were 
given a fair shot at every stop. 

"I think 1 presented myself 
weB and I just wasn't the right 
fit." Weis said. 

"I think," Crenne1 said, ''that 
coming out of every one of 
those interviews, people 
lhought better of Romeo 
Crennel than they did going 
in." 

The real question, though, is 
whether ~ny of those teams 
thought about either candidate 
long enough to make a realistic 
assessment and what, if any­
thing, the NFL is going to do 
about it at its meetings in 
March.
