Susan Balliet, one of 
Johnson's attorneys, said 
he's entitled to "several 
more appeals" before a 
real execution date could 
be set. Fletcher was "pre­
mature" in setting the exe­
cution date and would end 
up costing the state more 
money because of that, 
Balliet said. 

Johnson is mentally ill 
and "certainly should not 
be executed," she said. 

Assistant Attorney 
General David Smith, who 
prosecuted the case and 
handled Johnson's initial 
appeal, said he expected 
the process to "drag on" 
because of multiple 
appeals. 

Still, Johnson said he 
agreed with the decision. 

''We're pleased that the 
governor is taking the posi­

Miller, who was incar­
cerated on Dec. 5 after she 
turned herself in to authori­
ties, has spenr more than 60 
days in jail with no action 
taken by the grand jury, a 
fact which conflicts with a 
tate law governing the 

rights of suspected crimi­
nals. 

Miller can still be indict­
ed on the charge against her, 
according to 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner, but that won't 
happen until the Kentucky 

State Police forensic labs 
complete necessary tests on 
evidence in the case. 

"There has been a diffi­
culty in getting all the stuff 
we needed done before now 
because of a need for lab 
results and forensics to be 
done," said Turner. 
"Everyone is aware of the 
KSP backlog. There's no 
way it can be completed in 
time for the grand jury ... 
There's nothing we can do, 
it's going to take a while."

On Jan. 16. the Floyd County Fiscal 
Coun provided Commonwealth 's Attorney 
Brent Turner's office with a check to pur­
chase a customized audio system. The sys­
tem was delivered from Saul Mineroff 
Electromcs Inc. in New York to the 
Commonwealth's Attorney's Office Feb. 3. 

The infrared system, totaling $10,392 in 
costs, includes a transportable courtroom 
system to play tapes, 24 headphone sets 
with protective carrying ca es, as well as 
two speakers with tand and carrying 
cases. 

''It's weJI worth the money," Turner 
said. adding that the fiscal court wa~ key in 
getting the equipment. "Judge Thompson 
was very gracious to donate the money."

~ his day in court, after a motion 
wa& flied seeking the dismi sal 
of a case he's brought again t 
American Electric Power. 

The law uit, filed la r month 
by James M. Thornsberry, the 
youngest son of Barry 
Thornsberry Sr., who was elec­
trocuted while roofing a home in 
September 1987, asked for puni­
ti vc damage from the Kentucky 
Power Company, the parent 
company of AEP, because, he 
claims, the company's .. gros 
negligence" cau ed his father's 
death 

Barry Thornsberry Sr., 29, 
was killed while replacing a roof 
with his cousin, Ted, at the for· 
mer home of Buford Slone at 
Steele's Creek in Wayland. The 
incident occurred while 
Thorn berry wa moving a lad­
der to re-roof the home. the suit 
says. 

According to the suit, a '"dan­
gerously located" 7 ,000-volt 
uninsulated wire was ''improper­
ly hung" approximately eight 

feet from the two- tory home.

In 
e ence, this is simply an unfunded 
mandate that chool would be forced to 
comply with. 

Although the manner in whlch 
teacher rai es would be dealt with next 
year under the budget propo al seems 
inadequate, I am pleased that the budget 
propo al would provide three percent 
rai es for teachers and state employees 
in the econd year of the biennium.

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money would come from state funds. 
It is disturbing, however, that teach­

er will have to bear more of their own 
health care costs under the budget pro­
posal. This could well result in a net pay 
loss to our teacher .

Ql went to the doctor 
because my back hurt, and he told 
me that I had a short leg that was 

causing my back pain. I have never 
noticed that my legs are short. What 
does that have to do with my back hurt­
Ing? Can this be fixed? 

AThere are two types of leg 
length discrepancy - true and 
functional. Both problems are 

sometimes called "short-leg syn­
drome." Your treatment depends on 
which type you have. Let me tell you 
about them. 

A true leg length discrepancy is 
caused when one leg doesn't grow 
enough or one leg grows too much. 
When the legs are measured from one 
fixed body point to another fixed point, 
there is a difference in the measure­
ment . The problem can be in either of 
the major bones of the leg. 

a fourth of an inch. Injury to a growth 
plate or infection in a bone can cause 
this type of growth discrepancy. 
Usually, however, no specific cause 
can be identified, and you just have to 
chalk it up to "the way you are built," 
and perhaps, genetics. There is a ten­
dency for short-leg syndrome to run in 
families. 

On the other hand, a functional leg 
length discrepancy does not involve 
legs of unequal length; rather, this of 
form short-leg syndrome has an under­
lying biomechanical cause. While the 
legs - when measured from ftxed 
points - are the same length, one leg 
may appear shorter when the patient is 
evaluated in a laying or sitting position. 
This is usually caused by a tilt in the 
pelvic bone, or a hip or sacroiliac joint. 

length discrepancies can be the under­
lying cause of scoliosis. A true leg 
length problem is treated with a heel 
lift or prosthetic device to correct the 
short side. If the length difference is 
very large, surgicalintervenlion is 
sometimes needed. 

A functional leg length problem is 
treated by fixing the underlying biome­
chanical problem. Osteopathic manip­
ulative treatment can correct many 
problems in the pelvic, hip and acroil­
iac regions, thus relieving your back 
pain. Osteopathic manipulative treat­
ments can also be used to relieve pain 
caused by a true leg length problem 
while the body is adjusting to a lift that 
elevates the shorter leg to its correct 
position.

and ask what type of short-kg syn­
drome you have and what the recom­
mended treatment would be in your 
case. If your doctor doesn't feel com­
fortable lreating this condition, ask for 
a referral to an orthopedist or a podia­
trist.
