PRESTONSBURG - A Floyd 
County man will spend the next 
eight years in the pen after plead­
ing guilty Friday to charges in 
three separate drug-related cases 
ngainst him.

Spring 'ftre season begins today

FRA KFORT - Fire season 
officiall) begins today and contin­
ues through to April 30. With that 
in mind, the Kentucky Division of 
Forestry ha issued several con­
cerns of which residents should be 
made aware. 

First, it i important to remem­
ber that the effects of a rainy sea-
on can be nullified by dry weath­

er in only 48 hours. This year, dan­
gers will be compounded by sever­
al factors which will enhance the 
fuel capacity for fires in Kentucky 

forests. These potential hazards 
include a year-and-a-half worth of 
unburned leaf Litter, downed limbs 
and trees from this year's ice 
storms, and damage to trees from 
the southern pine beetle. Worse 
still is that state firefighting 
resources have been reduced to 
their lowest level in years. Sixty­
eight firefighters have been let go, 
and this will place limits on volun­
teer firefighters. 

People who plan to do any out­
door burning at this time are urged 
to contact the Kentucky 
Department for Air Quality and the 
Division of Waste Management for 

a full set of guidelines and proce­
dures to follow. There are penalties 
for not complying with the agency 
guideline which can include a 
"suppression cost" which would 
mean that a fire starter is responsi­
ble for all firefighting costs if their 
blaze spreads out of control. 

The Division of Forestry is 
advocating for communitie to 
start "Firewise·· programs. 
Through a joint effort with other 
agencies, a community can partake 
of thi program, which offers prac­
tical steps to help safeguard homes

Screaming sends man back to jail

PRESTONSBURG - A man 
who cut a shine in a holding cell at 
the Floyd County courthouse lost 
his "get out of jail card" Friday. 

Con ·idering a plea agreement 
made through the Commonwealth 
Attomey 's office, Jackie Ray 
Brown. 34. received a suspended 
sentence after he pleaded guilty to 
a felony charge of flagrant nonsup­
port during motion hour Friday, 
but that suspension was revoked 
after he began screaming in his 
holding cell. 

After Brown entered his plea, 
Circuit Judge John David Caudill 
adhered to the sentencing recom­
mendation of the commonwealth, 
handing Brown a three-year sus­
pended sentence and placing him 
under supervised probation for five 
years. 

But that sentence didn't hold for 
long. 

Brown, who was placed in a 
holding cell at the courthouse to 
await transfer back to the Floyd 
County Jail, where he would be 
released from custody, began 
screaming in hjs cell. 

As his muffled screams echoed 

in the courtroom, Caudill ripped up 
Brown's "get out of jail card" and 
ordered him to be brought back to 
the bench. 

''I ' m scared, your honor,'' 
Brown said when asked what was 
wrong by CaudJll. "J want to take 
back my guilty plea and plead not 
g uilty." 

Caudill immediately informed 
Brown that the order for his release 
was remanded and in tructed him 
to keep his cool.

Veterans Affairs advisory panel 
wants the government to close 
hospitals in Pennsylvania, Ohio 
and Mississippi and scale back 
most operations at a Texas facil ­
ity, but opposes VA proposals to 
shut down others.

The panel rejected the VA' 
propo al to close hospitals in 
Lexington, Canandaigua, N.Y., 
and Livermore, Cal if., accord­
ing to a copy of the commis­
sion's report obtained by The 
Associated Press. 

The 16-member panel agreed 
that a new hospital should be 
opened tn Orlando, Fla., but 
advi ed against opening a new 
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hospital in Las Vegas. Instead, 
the commission recommended 
the VA continue partnering with 
Nelhs Air Force Base in Nevada 
for care if it can meet veterans' 
needs that way. 

The commission accepted or 
rejected a number of other pro­
posals affecting dozens of VA 
facilities across the country as 
part of a 20-year plan. ln orne 
cases, the VA had not provided 
enough data to support changes 
in the mission of the facilities, 
the commission said. 

Saving the hospital in 
Lexington - the older of two 
VA hospitals in that city -
became a campaign issue head­
ing into the special election 
Tuesday for 6th District con­
gressman. 

Democrat Ben Chandler, 
who pointedJy appealed to miH-

tary veteran throughout his 
campaign, based a campaign 
commercial on the hospital. 

Republican Alice Forgy Kerr 
got VA Secretary Anthony 
Principi to a "town hall" meet­
ing with 60 veterans in 
Lexington earlier this week. 
Chandler also had sent an invita­
tion, which Principi said he had 
not een. 

The VA proposed converting 
orne facilities to Critical Access 

Hospitals, but the commission 
said the agency did not clearly 
defme what that i and so reject­
ed tho e proposal .

PRESTO SBURG A 
Floyd County man charged with 
first-degree sexual abuse will 
soon complete hi time. after 
being entenced Friday m 
Circuit court. 

Under the advice of his attor­
ney, Brian K Gilbert, 30, of 
Martm, pleaded guilty in 
December to first-degree sexual 
abu e in Judge John David 
Caudill's courtroom. and 
returned Friday for formal en­
tencing, where he was handed a 
one-year sentence to be com­
pleted at the state penitentiary. 

Arrested by Kentucky State 
Police Trooper Byron Hansford, 
Gilbert, represented by public 
advocate Michael P. Studebaker. 
initially pleaded not guilty dur­
ing his arraignment Aug. 12, but 
he changed that plea in 
December, following his accep­
tance of a plea deal with the 
commonwealth' attorney' 
office. 

That plea, negotiated o-.. I 0 
during a pretrial conference, 
stipulated that Gilbert receive a 
one-year entence for the crime 
in return for his gujlty plea. 

He was indicted in March for 
first-degree sexual abuse follow­
ing an incident which occurred 
in October 2002 with a 14-year­
old family member.

As typically happens with big-time investigations of 
Kentucky's highest level officials, the Tina Conner-Paul 
Patton saga has concluded with little suggestion that the 
truth has b~en uncuv~r~d. 

Yes, Tina Conner pleaded guilty and was punished 
(albeit gently) for defrauding the government, but what 
happens to her is mere trivia compared to the bigger 
question: Did or did not the governor of Kentucky bring 
his considerable influence to financially help a business­
woman while they were having an affair and then punish 
her when the affair ended? 

It seems the citizens of Kentucky will never know for 
sure. 

On ... the day of Conner's sentencing, the federal 
prosecutor said no one else in the case would be 
charged, but he expressed frustration at not receiving 
"complete cooperation" from everybody. And he 
stopped way short of exonerating Patton and former 
Transportation Secretary James Codell. 

Conner claimed Patton arranged for the cabinet to 
certify her then-husband's construction company for 
ontracts that were set aside for companies headed by 

women and minorities after she lied and said she ran the 
company. 

Patton admitted he made a phone call on Conner's 
behalf, just as he would for any constituent, but denied 
pressuring Cadell. In November he admitted to an ethics 
harge related to the allegation but said he did not 

knowingly violate the rules. He said at the time that the 
Executive Branch Ethics Commission's interpretation of 
the law had "changed the rules" after the violation 
occurred. 

Conner of course says otherwise, but hers is the word 
of a noted liar who cheated the government and her hus­
band. She's also spent the last two years trying to dam­
age Patton's already soiled reputation .... 

The government spent 2 1/2 years investigating for­
mer Lt. Gov. Steve Henry on allegations he defrauded 
the federal government on Medicaid and Medicare 
billings, but a settlement reached last fall failed to 
answer the question: Was Henry guilty? 

Henry said no, paid a fine, blamed mistakes by subor­
dinates and insisted again he was the victim of political 
persecution. The government said he was guilty but 
backed away from a criminal probe and settled the civil 
ase. Whom are we to believe? ... 

It would have been hypocritical for the government to 
brow the book at (Conner) given that the minority con­
ract program historically has been riddled with unpun­
shed fraud. 

But it's also disappointing that once again, the pursuit 
f justice has dead-ended in a wishy-washy mess .

It has often been said that an ounce 
of prevention is worth a pound of cure. 
As th1s relates to organized youth sports 
in our nation, [ believe you will agree 
there are some problems that need to be 
addressed.

This book gives parents a better look 
inside the organized system of youth 
sports (Health Communication , $12.95) 
and identifies what the authors, Bob 
Bigelow, Tom Moroney and Linda Hill, 
consider the true source of trouble that 
can ruin a sporting experience. from 
fights among adults to large numbers of 
children who quit sports at a young age. 
This book is meant 
to challenge many of 
the conventional 
ideas that can cause 
children to be denied 
equal access and a 
fair chance to suc­
ceed in what are 
supposed to be fun 
games. 

From the front 
lines of youth sports 
battles innovative 
programs across 
America, the book gives specific ideas 
for change that parents and coaches can 
try in their communities, on their teams, 
or within their own families.

The president says his program will 
immediately reduce the annual federal 
deficit to $364 bi1lion (il i now $521 
billion) and to a mere $237 billion in 
five years. (It figures to balJoon again 
after that but who cares? He'll be safely 
out of office by then.) Of course, those 

figures would be hundreds of billions 
higher if we included the costs of 
Afghanistan, Iraq and the prescription 
drug entitlement Congress pas ed last 
year. That's why they're not included. 

Presidential budgets all tend to be 
exercises in fantasy, they should begin 
with "Once upon a time ... " Mr. Bush's, 
however, was so over-the-top as to sug­
ge t satire. He should have prefaced it 
with "You're not going to believe this 

2. John Kerry more or les swept the 
early Democratic pri­
maries over the past 
month, winning seven 
of the nine available to 
him and doing fairly 
well in the other two. 
Thi makes the 
Democratic primary 
system look better than 
it really is.

- over the past four centuries. 
The first, "Jesus in America: 

A History," by University of 
Southern California historian 
Richard Wightman Fox, 
explores the ways Americans 
have experienced Jesus, what 
they believed about him and 
what he inspired them to do. He 
tracks Jesus' influence on key 
events in American history: the 
Revolution, the Enlightenment, 
the social activism of the 1960s. 

The second, Boston 
University Professor Stephen 
Prothero's "American Jesus: 
How the Son of God Became a 
National Icon," reflects the even 
broader interests of its author, a 
scholar of Asian religiohs who 
was intrigued by the extent to 
which he found non-Christian 
Americans fascinated by Jesus. 
Even the Dalai Lama has written 
books about Jesus. 

"I kept running into Jesus 
when I was trying to study 
Hindus and Buddhi ts," said 
Prothero, who was partly 
inspired to write the book after 
coming across a portrait of a 
meditating Jesus while visiting a 
Hindu temple in San Francisco. 

In some ways, both books fit 
into a growing bod) of literature 
that is finding new things to say 
about Jesus, despite all that has 
been previously written. Elaine 
Pagels' best seller, "Beyond 
Belief: The Secret Gospel of 
Thomas... has attTacted wide­
spread notice for bedding fur­
ther light on the very different 
ideas about Jesus that some 
early Christians held. 

"! think part of the reason is 
(Prothero) and some other peo­
ple as well realize if there was 
ever a kind of monopoly claim 
by the Church or churches on 
who Jesus was, the significance 
of Jesus, that monopoly is now 
gone," said Harvey Cox, a 
Harvard University scholar, who 
is also finishing a book on con­
temporary depictions of Je us. 
due out later this year. 

The range of American inter­
pretations of Jesus testifies to a 
power and flexibility in Jesus ' 
message. It also says something 
interesting about America. 
Prothero argues. 

"Jesus is on the agenda 
because of the public power of 
Christianity," Prothero told The 
Associated Press in a recent 
interview. "The kind of 
Christianity that now dominates 
is Jesus-focused. But we have 
the First Amendment. We have a 
culture that highly values reli­
gious toleration and even, I 
think it's fair to say. diversity. In 
such a culture. Jesus won't 
become a n;1tional figure unless 
he can move outside 
Christianity." 

The new books survey the 
transformation of Je us in 
America from the detached fig­
ure of the Puritans - more 
"principle than person'' in 
Prothero's words - to the ratio­
nalist Jesus who survived the 
Enlightenment to the humane 
presence dominating the current 
evangelical movement. 

While the colonists were 
"God-fearing rather than Jesu -
loving," Prothero said. they 
revered Jesus as the sacrifice of 
an awesome God. But Calvinist 
theology emphasit:ed the di -
tance between a perfect God and 
sinful mao - and a part-divine. 
part-human bridge did not fit 

neatly. 
Both authors credit Thomas 

Jefferson for helping to make 
America the kind of place where 
Jesus could evolve and flourish. 

It was Jefferson who used a 
razor blade to cut out the por­
tions of the ew Testament be 
couldn't accept, such as the vir­
gin birth. He was left with just 
one in 10 verse , but he found in 
them a true Jesus who could be 
reconciled with the rationalist 
thought of the Enlightenment. 

Similarly, Benjamin Franklin 
retranslated the Lord's Prayer 
into a version more compatible 
with his verston of Jesus. a 
moral exemplar. 

"By the late 18th century, 
Jesus is made into a kind of 
democrat, and therefore you can 
keep him," Fox said. "You don't 
have to throw him out when you 
throw the established church 
out." 

Both Jefferson and Franklin, 
of course. influenced the forma­
tion of a republic where there 
was no established religion in 
government, which made possi­
ble the competitive milieu in 
which conceptions of Je us 
rapidly evolved in popular cul­
ture. 

Prothero, for example, tracks 
the after Jesus who came to the 
fore in art and literature in the 
19th century. a Currier and I ve 
ftgure often seen with chlldren 
on his lap. Driving the 
change were preachers trying to 
appeal to women, who predomi­
nated among churchgoers. 

Inevitably. though, there was 
a backla h: Jesus became more 
masculine to coincide with the 
era of Theodore Roosevelt and 
the Rough Riders. the rise of 
football and the fame of military 
men; Jesus was simply too fem­
inine for male churchgoer . 
Both tradition , however. have 
merged in modem evangelical­
ism, Prothero said. which ha 
also borrowed from other Jesu 
traditions such as the Andrew 
Lloyd Webber-Tim Rice rock 
musical. "Je us Christ 
Superstar,'' which opened on 
Broadway in I 971 . 

For Fox, the constant

Bob, looking into the man's 
leery eyes, who e voice echoed 
above the call of the next 
boarding time on the loud­
speaker. 

The man paused, looking 
once more at the passport. 
marked with the significance of 
pa t visits to places like Fiji and 
J nmaica. 

"How does omeone from 
Eastern Kentucky on a waiter' 
salary find his way to 
Thailand?" he questioned. 

Bob looked once more at the 
man. not knowing what he 
could say exactly, only know­
ing that something had to be 
said and that he' d rather be on 
the plane than in the line that he 
was in now. 

"'More importantly, how 
does a waiter from Eastern 
Kenrucky make -it to Thailand 
and all these other countries 
that you've been to?" 

And there Bob was, ·tanding 
speechless, with a little more 
than his dignity about him, 
searching for a way to explain 
to this man who completely 
didn'l under tand why and how 
on earth he had been traveling 
all over the world. 

You can't blame the inspec­
tor, really. 

One would certainly think 
that a man who dropped out of 
college before obtaining a 
teaching certificate degree, opt­
ing instead to become a waiter, 
wouldn't have many opportuni­
ties to expand his horizon • but 
that isn't true for Bob, who ha 
pent his life stretching hori­

zons all over the world. 
Bob, 56, a waiter at Jenny 

Wiley State Resort Park who 
lives 200 feet from Iris original 
home place in Middlecreek, 
says that "we never fall too far 
from the tree," but, interesting­
