Sex abuse case to be heard

PRESTONSBURG - A 47-
year-old Prestonsburg man <UTest­
ed in May on charges of first­
degree sexual abuse will be in 
court today, Friday, to adhere to a 
competency hearing in connection 
to the allegations. 

Dale M. Vemotezy is set to 
appear before Floyd Circuit Judge 
John David Caudill this morning 
on four counts of first-degree sex­
ual abuse. 

Vernotezy was arrested by 
Prestonsburg police officers on 
May 6, following a three-day 
investigation that stemmed from a 
complaint alleging the 47-year-old 

sexually abused a 9-year-old child 
on May 3. He wa originally 
charged with only one count of 
first-degree sexual abuse. 

At the time of his arrest, 
Pre tonsburg Police Chief Stan 
Farler said there was a chance that 
the investigation, once completed,

couple claimed a <>ewer project 
caused a gaseom; explosion in their 
home will be heard today in Floyd 

Circuit Court. 
Elmer Lafferty and Brenda Hall 

filed suit against the Prestonsburg 
Utilities Commission in late 
September, claiming that the com­
mission's negligence in dealing 
with a ewer project in the Dwale 
area resulted in gaseous fumes 
pilling into their home. 

In an original complaim filed 
the ftrst week of October. Pikcv11Je 

attorney Glen Martin Hammond, 
who is representing the couple, 
also claimed that worker failed to 
maintain the sewer near Lafferty's 
home, wh.ich resulted in a "gas 
bomb" exploding at the re idence. 

The explosion sent gaseous 
flames into his home, according to 
Lafferty, and caused him and Hall

Third drug 
defendant 
pleads guilty

PRESTONSBURG 
Another drug · defendant 
entered an open guilty plea 
just as pro eculors were 
preparing to go to trial 
Tuesday. the day before trial 
wa to begin. 

Donald Quillen, who was 
indicted on charges of drug 
trafficking in 2002 along with 
his father, Columbu~ Quillen, 
and siblings, Teresa Jack on 
and Brenda, Ernest and 
Burnette Little, entered an 
open guilty plea to one count 
of first-degree trafficking. 

Quillen' plea bring the 
total number or open pleas in 
drug-related ca e · to three in 
the past week, a fact Floyd 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner says may be 
attributable to the recent con­
viction of Jessie Compton. 
who was found guilty of traf­
ficking by a jury roughly a 
week ago after turning down 
a plea offer and going to trial. 

"This is just an indication 
of how important il is for a 
jury to come in and do their 

job," Turner said after accept" 
ing the plea Wedne day. 

The Quillen family had 
been originally indicted on 
charge · of organized crirne. 
but tho e charges were later 
amended to trafficking. 

Donald Quillen pleaded 
guilty to taking part in a drug 
transaction wtth his father on 
Dec. 17, 200 I. On that date, 
Donald Quillen and his father 
were visited by an undercover 
informant working with the 
Kentucky State Police who 
wa equipped with a video­
tape recorder. Turner said. 
The video captured footage of 
Columbus Quillen accepting 
payment for a quantity of 
coca1ne and also revealed 
footage of Donald Quillen 
leaving to retrieve lhe cocaine 
and later bringing it to the 
scene, Turner said. 

Columbus Quillen was 
found guilty and convicted in 
the case and is now serving a 
l2-year :-entence at La 
Grange. while Donald 
Quillen now faces a po siblc 
lO to 20 years in prison .

The University of Iowa is 
removing four Ginkgo trees that 
have cau ed an offen 1ve stench 
every fall at the center of r.:ampus. 

The university said the trees' 
malodorous and messy fruit wa 
a consideration, but not the prin­
ciple factor, in the decision. 

Bob Brooks, a campus archi­
tect,.said two trees already were 
removed as part of a major utility 
project that began last summer.

The other two will be removed 
this spring becau11e of other main­
tenance concerns, he said. 

Dropped mushy fruit from the 
50-year-old trees, located in a 
courtyard known a the 
Pentacrest, forced some students 
to find creative routes to class. 
But when a student leader asked 
can1pus planners to get rid of the 
trees in the fall of 2002, biology 
professors pleaded for tolerance.

What Mr. McGuire is asking for is a 
detailed description of what the board 
attorney has done to earn his money -
depositions taken, people interviewed, 
etc. These bills contain very specific 
information about the activities of our 
board attorney.

ally submits legitimate entries in 
the Nextel Cup series. 

But the inclusion of the field 
fillers was embarrassing from 
the start for NASCAR. 

Kirk Sbelmercline was lapped 
eight minutes into the race and 
ordered off the track shortly 
thereafter for not being up to 
NASCAR' minimum speed 
requirement. He earned $54,895 
for coming in 42nd. 

Andy HiJlenburg, who filled 
the 43rd spot in the field, was 10 
mph slower than Ryan 
Newman's pole-qualifying 
speed, and was 14 mph off the 
pace in Saturday' practice. 
Still, he outlasted several of the 

_top teams and finished in 34th 
place, 17 laps down, earning 
$55,425. 

"We're trying," said 
Hillenburg, who has just one 
full-time employee but still 
wants to attempt to make up to 
20 races this year. ''Were we the 
best car?

"snap out of it." Reality: 
Depression sometimes stimu­
lates multiple related physical 
ailments and complaints. 
However, the depressed indi­
vidual is not "playing sick." 
They are sick. Would you think 
of telling someone after a heart 
attack to snap out of it? Myth: 
"I've always been too busy to 
be depressed." Reality: Boy, 
have you been lucky! Myth: 
Unlike other mental illnesses, 
depression isn't that bad. 
Reality: . A basic difference 
among mental illnesses is that 
the symptoms of depression are 
often not as dramatic as those 
of other disorders, such as 
schizophrenia. However, 
depression invariably makes its 
ufferers extremely miserable, 

sometimes leading to life­
threatening physical complica­
tions, and often Icills. 

Similar to physical condi­
tions, there are some common 
symptoms of clinical depres­
sion. Major ones are feelings 
of sadness, emptiness, and 
hopelessness. Other typical

annuallespedeza fixes less, about 
75 pounds. 

Legumes make more growth 
during the summer than cool-sea­
son grasses. Growing grasses and 
legumes together increases sum­
mer growth. 

When renovating grass fields 
with legumes, have the soil tested 
and apply the recommended lime 
and fertilizer. Legumes need high­
er soil pH and fertility levels than 
grasses. 

Do not add nitrogen because it 
stimulates grasses, increasing 
competition with legumes. 

Reduce vegetative cover on 
the soil to make it easier for 
legume seed to make contact with 
the soil. The best way is to allow 
heavy grazing during early winter. 

Select legumes based on the 
soil and your planned use of the 
forage. For haY., alfalfa or red 
clover usually is best. A red 
clover-ladino clover combination 
works well for both hay and graz­
ing. Ladino clover, red clover 
and/or annual lespedeza are good 
choices for pastures. 

Select certified seed varieties 
that perfonn weU in your geo­
graphic area.. Also, be sure to mix 
a high-quality inoculant with seed

just before planting. Apply a stick­
ing agent to be sure the inoculant 
sticks to the seed. 

Be sure seed makes good con­
tact with the soil. One of the best 
ways to do this is to use a pasture 
renovator (oo- till drill). Another 
method is to use a disk, field cul­
tivator or field tiller. Tillage helps 
expose the soil so legumes have a 
better chance to genninate and 
grow. When planting clovers. di -
turb 40 to 60 percent of the sod. 
For alfalfa seeding, almo t all od 
should be loosened from the il. 

You also can use herbicides to 
kill or suppress grass to help con­
trol competition. Be urc to fol­
low the herbicide )abel directions 
for rates and grazing restrictions. 

A simple, effective technique 
is to broadcast legume seed on the 
soil surface in late winter, general­
ly February 15 to March 15. Soil 
freezing and thawing covers the 
seed. Thi method doesn' t work 
weU with alfalfa seed. 

Controlling grass and weed 
competition is one of the most 
critical practices for succe sful 
renovation. Many attempts have 
failed because grass was allowed 
to grow and reduce the light. 
nutrients and water available to

Q: A few weeks ago I was 
diagnosed with Bell's palsy. I am 
recovering nicely, but I am curious 

about what caused this problem. Is It con­
tagious to my husband and grandchil­
dren? Willi get It again? Willi make a full 
recovery'? 

A: Bell's palsy i · named after Sir 
Charles Bell, a Scotti h surgeon 
who swdied the 7th cranial nerve 

and its innervation of the facial muscles 
200 yean. ago. Bell' pal y is a paralysis 
of this 7th crania] nerve. Also known as 
the facial nerve, this paired nerve is the 
primary motor nerve to the face. 

In vinually all cases, Bell's pal y only 
affects the nerve on one ide of the face 

and cause the muscle to become tem­
porarily paralyzed. Other symptoms may 
include pain in the area of the nerve, tear­
ing (because you are unable to close your 
eye), drooling (because you can't close 
your mouth on the affected side) and a 
change in sense of taste. For most people, 
Bell's palsy is more of a short-tenn nui­
sance than a long-term medical problem. 

The onset of Bell's palsy, or facial 
nerve paralysis, is as a result of trauma to 
the facial nerve. Generally, when we 
think of trauma, we think of being hit or 
injured in some way. But trauma can also 
be the result of an infection. In some cases 
of Bell's palsy, researchers have speculat­
ed that a viral infection might have caused 
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Recovery from Be 's 
alsy s ally· ra id 

the trauma. This ,pecuJation has centered 
on the cold ore virus. herpes implex. and 
other herpes viruse . 

As you can see, we don't know exact­
ly what cause~ Bell's palsy; however, we 
do know some things about who i more 
at risk. While it can strike almost anyone 
at any age, it disproportionately attacks 
pregnant women and people who have 
diabetes, influen~ a cold or some other 
upper respiratory ailment. 

The disease usually comes on very 
quickly. Mo t people either wake up to 
find they have Bell's palsy, or have symp­
toms - such as a dry eye or tingling 
around their lips- that progress to clas­
sic Bdl's palsy !.luring that same day. 
Occasionally, it may take a few days for 
symptom to become recognizable as 
Bell's palsy. A warning sign may be neck 
pain or pain in or behind the ear, but it i 
not usually recognized in first-time cases. 

Bell's palsy is usually diagnosed by 
the patient reporting the symptom I've 
described with thi type of relatively rapid 
onset. The doctor then conduc~ what's 
called a ''diagnosis of exclu Jon" by rul­
ing out other possible disorders. To 
accomplish this, he or she will check to 
see that no other body parts are affected 
and that laboratory tests and X-rays are 
normal. 

The good news lS that the majority of 
Bell's sufferers make a full recovery in a 
few weeks, and another 30 percent within 
three months. Recent studies have shown 
that treatment with steroids and antiviral 
drugs are proving to be highly effective. 
Using medication to prevent the affected 
eye from drying out, becau e it cannot 
close, is also very important. 

Bell' palsy is nol contagiom.. After 
gening started on medications and after 
any other accompanying illne ses have 

passed, a person can re ume normal activ­
i Lies. As for recurrences, yes they are 
known to occur. The recurrence rate 
varies widely between 5 and 9 percent. 
The time between recurrences is about 10 
years.
