Judge denies lower bond for murder suspect

PRESTONSBURG A 
motion for the bond reduction of a 
Floyd County woman charged in 
the shooting death of her 
boyfriend was denied, according 
to an order ftled this week in cir­
cuit coutt. 

Velma MiUer, 43, who turned 

herself into authorities foUowmg 
the shooting of her boyfriend, 
Ronnie Curnutte, in early 
December, appeared in court Dec. 
29 with attorney Nathan Collins, 
asking for the reduction and con­
version of the $100,000 cash bond 
placed against her following her 
arrest. 

Dwing that hearing. Collins 
requested 1he reduction of Miller's 

bond because she could not finan­
cially meet the bond previously et 
in district court. 

In the motion, which also asked 
that Miller's bond be converted 
from the current cash bond to a 
more accessible property bond, 
Collins stipulated that Miller had 
been incarcerated for 25 days 
without being mdicted by a grand 
jury. 

Collins, noting that Miller vol­
untarily turned her elf in, also stat­
ed in the motion that she i "will­
ing to abide" by any bond condi­
tions impo ed by the court. 

Caudill, who took the motion 
into consideration following the 
Dec. 29 hearing, entered an order 
denying it lhe following day. Hi 
deci. ion overruling the motion 
was fLied by circuit court on Jan. 7.

The cuts amount to a 2.5 per­
cenr reduction for preschool and 
after-school programs, Family 
Resource Centers, education tech­
nology and other programs, the 
state Education Department said 
The budget cuts were ordered on 
Monday. 

Blake Haselton, superintendent 
of Oldham County schools, said 
such cuts were inconsistent with 
Fletcher's message that elemen­
tary and secondary education 
would be spared cuts. 

A new release i sued by 
Aetcher'~ office on Monday aid 
the cuts do "not result in reduc­
tions of funds to Kentucky school 
districts." 

But Wes Irvin, Fletcher's com­
munications director, said

And he 
predicted things will get worse before they get better. 

"There i a significant disparity of pain between this year 
and next year," Cowgill said. "The pain gets worse- it gets 
ignificantly worse - because there is no recurring rev-

enue." 
We're hocked! 
After all, Gov. Ernie Fletcher as ured us repeatedly during 

his campaign that he could clean up the mess in Frankfort, 
grow the state economy, get more money into the class­
rooms, and increase teacher pay, all without removing 
senior from nursing homes, releasing felons from prison, or 
raising taxe . 

Oh, there were a few warning that the budget crisi is so 
severe that only increa ed revenue or dramatically reduced 
ervice could solve the problem. Never mind, said Fletcher 

and his Democratic opponent Ben Chandler. They both con­
tended they could work miracles. 

Never mind, said the voters who in poll after poll and let­
ter -to-editors said the problem could be solved by eliminat­
ing waste and corruption. 

Well, the bills are about to come due. Fletcher is preparing 
hi fir t budget to submit to the politically divided General 
As embly. It likely will contain a good deal of pain. 

Until Fletcher submits his budget, he should be given the 
benefit of doubt. He is a capable and intelligent man, and 
thus far, he eems to have installed capable and intelligent 
people in his administration. So perhaps he really can pull 
off a miracle. 

We honestly hope so. 
But if he can't, we urge Gov. Fletcher to engage the public 

in a real dialogue about the state of Kentucky's tax structure, 
it fi cal ituation, and the hard choices Kentucky must make 
to ol ve the problem. 

Part of that debate should be tax reform, or tax moderniza­
tion as Gov. Fletcher prefers to call it. Such reform should 
incorporate mo t of Gov. Fletcher's ideas - to lessen the 
burden on the low income and to be responsive to our mod­
ern economy to produce growing revenues as the economy 
increa es. But the debate should drop the nonsense about 
revenue neutrality and get on with solving the problem. 

Otherwise, Cowgill' pain will become the pain of 
Kentucky students, of seniors forced to leave nur ing home , 
of more potholes, of more prison problems, and of dreams 
deferred. None of which would constitute a re toration of 
hope for Kentucky.

An independent tudy 
relea ed by ACORN, the gras root 
advocate for the working poor, find that 
corporations enjoying fat, tax-paid con­
tracts from the fed are paying poverty 
wages to the people actually doing the 
contract work. The arne federal govern­
ment that set preci e standards for, ay 
the ten ile strength of screv. that it 

The study, conducted by the 
Economic Policy Institute, revealed that 
11 percent of federal contract employee 
receive le than a "living wage," which 
i to say their paycheck are too low 10 
lift them and their families above the 
poverty level. In thi period when 
Congress annually rai es its own pay, in 
thi period when federal contracts rou­
tinely cover the million-dollar pay­
checks of the corporate CEOs getting 
the contracts, it's absurd that our tax 
dollars would be used to subsidize sub­
poverty pay. 

Better that the contractors themselves 
be required to pay fair wages from the 
start. which is why the Living Wage 
Re ponsibility Act ha been introduced 
in Congress, pon ored by 
Representative Luis Guitierrez of 
fUinois. It requires big busine es that 
get federal contracts to pay !heir 
employees a wage no less than the fed­
eral poverty level. For more informa­
tion, contact ACORN: 202-547-2500.

I had more 
records than anybody on the 
damn planet. Nothing could pos­
sibly be wrong with someone who 
achieved that much success -
nothing! ... I was Charlie Hustle 
-baseball legend. I would not go 
down without a fight" 

Rose writes about the day he 
went to federal prison in 1990 
after pleading guilty to tax 
charges and talked to his son. 
Tyler, then 6. 

'1 had no answer for the 
betrayed look in Tyler's eyes," 
Rose wrote. ''My dad never let me 
down on any level and failing my 
own son was too tough to handle. 
So bell, I started to cry, too -rare 
for me because, like I said, l'm 
not a warm-and-fuzzy guy .... As 
you can imagine, this was the 
lowest point in my life." 

He says that in prison, he was 
given identification No. 01832-
061.

Instant hope in D.C.: Gibbs 
returns to coach Redskins

ASHBURN, Va.- After a 
decade of high-proftle 
Washington Redskins failures, 
only one name could restore 
credibility in an instant: Joe 
Gibbs. 

And they got him. 
The HaJJ of Fame coach is 

coming back after an 11-year 
absence, a stunning develop­
ment and a much-needed lift for 
a franchise that has been to the 
playoffs only once since he left 
after the 1992 season. 

"Who better to set our strate­
gy and lead the Redskin back to 
championship glory?" said 
owner Dan Snyder, who again 
proved he's the master of the big 
splash offseason move. 

Gibbs agreed to a five-year 
deal worth approximately $25 
million, said a source within the 
NFL, speaking on condition of 
anonymity. That would make 
Gibbs' contract comparable to 
the NFL-record deal given to his 
predecessor, Steve Spurrier. 

"The desire to coach has 
always been with me, even after 
being away from the game for 
11 years," said Gibbs, who won 
three Super Bowls in 12 seasons 
with the Redskins. 

Gibbs also was given the title 
of Redskins team president, but 
the protocol for roster decisions 
wiJl essentially remain the same. 
Vinny Cerrato continues as 
director of player personnel. and 
Snyder will have the final word 
to settle any disputes, according 
to the source. Gibbs' track 
record and work ethic, however, 
make him certain to have more 
influence than Spurrier bad. 

Gibbs was to be introduced at 
a news conference Thursday, but 
he already has at least two assis­
tants in place, according to the 
source. Former Buffalo Bills 
coach Gregg Williams will be 
the team's sixth defensive coor­
dinator in six years, a hiring first 
reported by SportsLine.com. 

Joe Bugel returns to coach 
the offensive line, the same job 
he held when he oversaw the 
famed "Hogs" under Gibbs from 
1981-89, the ource aid. 

Gibbs, 63, was elected to the 
Hall of Fame in 1996, based in 
part on his adamant denials of 
any intention to coach again. He 
joins the late Paul Brown as the 
only coaches to return after 
being elected to the Hall. 

He will rmd today's NFL dif­
ferent, largely because free 
agency has made it difficult for 
teams to keep a group of talent­
ed players together for more 
than a couple of years. Roster 
stability, particularly along the 
offensive line, was a hallmark of 
the Gibbs years. 

But the adjustment has been 
made before. Dick Vermeil left 
Philadelphia in 1982 and 
returned with St. Louis in 1997, 
winning a Super Bowl in his 
third season with the Rams. 

"I appreciated very much 
where he was when he left and 
understood completely why he 
left,'' said Vermeil, now coach­
ing Kansas City. "And I can 
understand completely why he's 
back." 

After leaving the Redskins, 
Gibbs rose to the top in a second 
sports career as a NASCAR 
team owner. His racing teams 
have won two Winston Cup 
championships in the past four 
seasons. Gibbs' oldest son, J.D., 
will remain president of Joe 
Gibbs Racing. 

But Gibbs hasn't strayed far 
from the NFL. He was involved 
with a group that attempted to 
purchase the Redsk.ins after 
owner Jack Kent Cooke's death 
in the late 1990s, and he and two 
partners bought a combined 5 
percent of the Atlanta Falcons 
for $27 mi Uion in 2002. 

Gibbs had to sell his Falcons 
stake to coach the Redskins, but 
he apparently came close to 
coaching that team. In a state­
ment, the Falcons said Gibbs 
approached them several weeks 
ago about their coaching vacan­
cy. 

•'When me opportunity at the 
Redskins came up, Joe told us 
he couldn't turn his back on the 
history, fans, loyalties and rela­
tionships built over time in 

Washington," the Falcons' state­
ment said. "While we under­
stand his feelings, we are disap­
pointed that he didn't continue 
his talks with us." 

The Redskins began serious 
talks with Gibbs on New Year's 
Eve, the day after Spurrier quit 
with three years left on his con­
tract His teams went 7-9, then 
5-11. 

In contrast, the Redskins 
made the playoffs during eight 
of Gibbs' 12 seasons, and his 
.683 winning percentage ranks 
third in NFL history. His record 
was 124-60 in the regular season 
and 16-5 in the playoffs, includ­
ing Super Bowl victories after 
the 1982, ' 87 and '91 seasons ­
each with a different quarter­
back. 

Since Gibbs' retirement after 
the 1992 season, the Redskins 
are 74-101-1 with just one play­
off appearance under five differ­
ent coaches. 

Gibbs retired from football 
because he was burned out from 
long days of game-planning that 
would end with him sleeping on 
a cot at Redskins Park. His 
NASCAR team, by contrast, 
heavily involved both his son , 
giving him the family life he 
missed in the NFL. 

Most of Gibb ' new players 
know little about him, other than 
the fact that he won three Vince 
Lombardi trophies. 

"Ifs a privilege to play for 
somebody of that caliber," line­
backer Jessie Annstead said. 
"He is a legend."

Things to Ponder: Child Bully 
Bullying Js described as a systematic, 

psychological. or physical or sexual act of 
violence by a pupil or a group of pupils to 
one or more c lassmates, who are not tn a 
position to defend themselves. It is possi­
ble;: that a bully can torture and perma­
ncmly traumatize a child victim. Even 
though bullying behavior in childhood 
has been found to be one of the biggest 

- forerunners of aggressive adult behavior. 
typically it 1 the young victim of bully-

ing, and not the bully, that is brought for 
professional services. Both the bully and 
the victim need immediate attention. By 
recognizing what is happening between 
the children, teaching problem solving 
and increasing coping skills, bullying may 
be lessened or prevented. Has your child 
or one you know had a bullying experi­
ence or been accused of bullying? 

It seems that psychologists all over the 
world are trying to prevent the universal 

problem of bullying. Some Italian psy­
chologists tried to understand the motiva­
tions behind wl1y bullies act as they do. 
They had groups of children respond to a 
story; in the beginning, two children were 
interacting in a positive way. but lat\!r 
changed to being aggressive toward each 
other. The non-bullying children in the 
study saw problems and obstacle in the 
environment a. being the basis of the con­
tlicL In contrast, the bullies in the tudy 

viewed th.e situation as a conflict between 
the rwo children. After bullies decide 
they are being aggressed upon or "picked 
on," they will use their social skills to fig­
ure out where the other child's weakness 
is and how to hit them where it hurts. 

As expected, it is most important to 
teach children acceptable problem solving 
skills to decrease the rate of violence.

1\vo psychologists in Finland 
asked a group of children, at 10 
years of age and again 7 years 
later, how they would deal with 
frustrating social situations. They 
found that children who use only 
aggressive problem solving strate­
gies seemed doomed to become 
violent adolescents. Some aggres­
sive 10 year olds were able to 
change their behaviors by adoles­
cence, if they were aware over the 
years that there were alternative 
methods of solving problems. A 
is well known, this study shows 
the value of "getting them early," 
such as in the preschool years. to 
thinking about ways to cooperate 
in approaching circumstances that 
may be frustrating to finding solu­
tions that can be creative and

An American psychologist did 
a tudy showing the complexity of 
bullying and raising awareness of 
how the approach to tackling the 
problem needs a variety of 
resources.

in comparison to children not in 
any of these three categories. It 
also seemed reasonable that the 
victims indicated significantly 
higher levels of anxiety compared 
to the other two groups. 
Additional outcomes were that the 
number in the bully-victim group 
was much greater than expected, 
such as the percentages being 8 
bullies, 35 victims, 24 bully-vic­
tims, 22 bystanders. and 12 no-sta­
tus. A conclusion was that the 
majority of school children are 
involved in thi problem in one 
way or another. No difference was 
found in the rate between boys and 
girls. 

Other countries, Spain and the 
Netherlands, have shown similar 
rates of bullying and victimiza­
tion, which tends to peak during 
middle school or junior high (ages 
J 1-14). It i common, during these 
years, to be the victim of verbal 
abuse, physical violence, theft, and 
social isolation. A city in Spain 
and the whole of the Netherlands 
developed programs to reduce the

Resolutions that I fall to keep after 
a few days. This causes me to be 

disappointed in myself. I really like mak· 
lng resolutions, but I hate not keeping 
them. How can I make resolutions that I 
will keep? 

be, "I'm going to lose 20 lbs." Note 

then pell out what you want to do: ''I 
want to Jose 12 pound by April I. 
2004.'' You can continue your resolu­
tion by stating how you are going to 
accomplish this. You might say: "J am 
going to limit myself to 1500 calories 
per day. I will weigh myself every 
Saturday morning. I expect to lose one 
pound every week." 

First, they believed from the very 
beginning rhat they had the ability to 
change. They had self-confidence, and 
they set realistic goals. Secoml, they 
did not engage in self-blame. And 
third. they avoided wishful thinking. 
In other words, they didn ' t go into the 
new year believing their life would 
change completely if they Lost weight 
or quit smoking.

But, if you do 
make a resolution and break it, don't 
get discouraged . Just try again . For 
most people, relap es are a part of 
breaking any bad habit. Don't forget: It 
doesn't have to be the New Year to 
make resolutions. You can make a vow 
to improve yourself any time you want. 

that there's nothing in the r·· : .Jlution 
about how you are going to lose the 20 
lbs., or by when. At other times, we 
might make resolutions that are just 
downright vague, like "I'm going to 
exercise this year." Because you have 
no personal stake or commitment to 
something this vague, it's very easy to 
put aside. 

In April you can reassess your goal 
and perhaps set a new goal for the next 
12 weeks as well as reevaluating your 
methods for weight loss. At that point, 
ask )'Ourself questions like: "Did it 
work?"

Sometimes, however, even 
I realize that good things are 
worth waiting for. 

Sewer service is certainly 
one. 

In this region we've been 
pdisoning our own water for a 
century or more. We have 
allowed coal waste to flow 
unimpeded into our streams. 
We've stripped the hillsides of 
trees and let the runoff of soil 
fill up rivers. We've put 
indoor plumbing in our houses 
and flushed our urine and 
feces straight into the nearest 
branch, where it meets up with 
discarded tires, milk cartons 
and plastic bags. 

In Auxier, we can't do 
much about the coal slag and 
the soil runoff. We still have 
to deal with those thoughtless 
people who throw their trash 
over the river bank or into 
ditches. 

But we soon will responsi­
bly get rid of our body waste.

No doubt about it, that's 
worth the inconvenience we're 
experiencing now. 

indirect aggression that can be just 
as hurtful and harmful as the act­
ing-out aggression of boys. Three 
major categories of indirect 
aggression were identified. The 
first is "talking about others 
('Guess what I heard')." Girls 
everywhere love to gossip about 
the other and might get very vin­
dictive and mean. In an effort to 
make the bullied pemm less val­
ued or less popular, other girls will 
spread rumors about one another, 
break confidence, criticize others' 
clothing, appearance, or personali­
ty. A second is "exclusionary 
behaviors ('You are not in our 
group anymore'). The scapegoat 
who is to be ignored and not 
allowed into the group is labeled 
"it'' Then others are likely to 
openly not be nice to "it," consid­
ering her "weird, not like us, or out 
of it" The third is "non-verbal 
aggression ('They give you 
death')." Girls will band together 
and make ure that the victim 
knows she is not wanted. They 
often use intimidation by "staring 
with daggers" in their eyes. 

An American researcher has 
looked at coping tools for bullies, 
victims, and their parents. The 
children learning early the differ­
ence between acting assertively 
(approaching with confidence) or 
aggressively (using force, either 
verbal or physical, to inflict harm) 
was viewed as very important.

Suggestions for the victim, when 
he was being bullied, were to not 
show that he was upset and 
encouraging him to walk toward a 
trusted adult. Effective coping 
techniques for parents of the vic­
tims have been found to be: listen 
and take the child's complaints 
seriously~ avoid reacting too 
quickly or without all of the infor­
mation; ask the child to describe 
what he has olready tried to do to 
cope with the buUying and what 
the outcome was; and acknowl­
edge that a problem does !-!Xist and 
provide the child with po sible 
reasons for d1e bullying. Parents 
might become more frustrated 
because teachers cannot verify 
repOrts, since most bullying hap­
pens when the teachers are not 
around. in the hallways, cafeterias. 
and during recess. Some long­
term trategies for the victims' par­
ents are: prevent the child from 
getting into situations where they 
are likely to be a target of scorn or 
ridicule; set up circumstances 
where the child c8Jl be successful 
and encourage friendships with 
other children; and help the child 
feel valued by listening, interact 
ing, and spending time witJt him. 

Remember, life does not have 
to be painful! Do the best you can 
to help your child Jearn to identify 
problems, think of solution , make 
a choice, and follow through with 
confidence.
