State Police Officer who fatally shot a man 
during a routine traffic stop last year is the 
focus of a Floyd County lawsuit.

Police concentrated a search for Jason 
Aaron Tackett, sought for questioning, 
several days after the shooting.

An eyewitness at the scene claimed that 
White was sitting in the driver's seat of the 
vehicle as a man, presumably Jason Aaron 
Tackett, stood near the passenger door. 

He later told authorities that he heard 
the shot as he fled the scene.

"Our internal investigation of this inci­
dent shows that Trooper White was in 
compliance with KSP policy and state

Many flood v· tim 
still struggling 
Some say 
FEMAhelp 
isn't enough

ABBOTT CREEK - A month 
after homes were destroyed in the 
Memorial Day flood, families are 
still picking up the pieces. 

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson said this week that the 
county has removed more than 
I ,250 tons of debris, but, as con­
struction continues. several yards 
in Middle Creek, Abbott and Com 
Fork are marked with piles of 

unsalvageable furniture and 
belongings. 

Some residents have decided 
to sell, others have received or are 
seelcing help from the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency, 
and others still have no idea what 
shape their life will take after they 
survived the brunt of the disas­
trous storm, which affected 
appro~timately 4,000 homes and 
90 roads in Floyd County. 

FEMA reported Wednesday 
that 7,000 people in the 77 disas­
ter-declared counties have applied 
for assistance. More than 1,000 of 
those applications, totaling $2.4 
million, were approved for Aoyd 
Countians, spokesman Dennis 
Lowery said. 

Martin County received 
approval of $3.3 million for 898 
residents applying for assistance 
and more than $4 million will be 
distributed to Johnson, Magoffin 

and Pike counties, FEMA report­
ed. 

Though the assistance is des­
perately needed and greatly 
appreciated by those applying, 
some local residents are question­
ing their disbursements. 

"I'm not disgruntled and l'm 
not complaining, but I would like 
to know one thing,'' Com Fork 
resident Billy Yonts said. "How 
do they decide who gets what? 
Some people are getting $5,100, 
some people are getting $12,000, 
and some people are getting 
$25,000. I have major structural 
damage and I got $5, tOO. That 
will replace my heating and air 
conditioning and a hot water 
heater and that' 11 about sum it 
up." 

Yonts, whose home was sub­
merged in 2 feet of water, said his

"Even something as imple 
as a kiss is now performed 
without a hiccup," said his 
wife, Lori Shafer.

Surgeons implanted a vagal 
nerve stimulator in Shafer's 
che 1 June 23 in New Orleans. · 
It was activated last week. 

The couple wed in May 
2003, on the first anniversary of , 
the first of three strokes that 
apparently damaged Shafer's , 
brain stem, leading to the hie- , 
cups. 

' We bad just recently started 
dating when he had his stroke. 
We tried to take the negative 
day of the troke and make it 
positive, so the next year we got 
married," Lori Shafer said. 

Then, around Thanksgiving, 
the hiccups began. They got 
wore with the new year. 

Doctors tried a number of 
drugs, including tranquilizers 
and seizure drugs. 

The vagal nerve stimulator, 
the doctors decided, could dis­
rupt the miscommunication 
causing Shafer's hiccups just as 
it does to control seizures that 
can't be stopped by drugs. 

In about 4 percent of 
patients, the device itself can 
cause hiccups. That wasn't rea1-
Jy a worry, Lori Shafer said: 
"Nothing could have made 
them worse."

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No r.ight to 
remain silent

You have the right to remain silent 
-unless you're asked your name when 
you aren't even charged with a crime. 
That's right: it can now be a crime to 
refuse to tell a policeman your name. 
What's happening to America? 

Nevada and 20 other states have 
criminalized remaining silent in the face 
of a policeman's question "What's your 
name?'• By a 5-4 vote the U.S. Supreme 
Court said that's okay - it's no viola­
tion of the Fourth Amendment prohibi­
tion against unreasonable searches or 
the Fifth Amendment prohibition against 
compulsory self-incrimination. 

"Obtaining a suspect's name in the 

course of a Terry stop serves important 
government interests," wrote Justice 
Anthony Kennedy for the majority, 
referring to an earlier case (Terry) that 
pennits the police to detain people on 
the basis of a suspicion that falls short 
of the traditional standard of "probable 
cause" for arrest. It may serve "impor­
tant government interests." But some of 
us in the United States still harbor the 
impression that the rights and interests 
of individuals trump the interests of 
state. 

The latest case arose out of a ranch­
er's refusal to identify himself while the 
police were looking for a man in a truck 
who had been seen beating a woman. 
The rancher had been spotted by his 
truck and, after refusing 11 requests to 
give his name, he was charged with and 
later convicted of a misdemeanor. He 
was fined $250. 

It doesn't seem like much of a penal­
ty, but we have to think in principles. It 
should make the citizens of a putatively 

free country uncomfonable to know that 
the police can have the authority to stop 
and demand identification on the basis 
of a "reasonable suspicion," which after 
all is a highly subjective state of mind. 
A person is looking at a storefront Is he 
admiring the window display or casing 
the joint? It's up to the policeman to 
decide. Under the Terry ruling, which 
was decided more than three decades 
ago, the cop can stop, question, and 
frisk the person without probable cause. 
The latest ruling simply fills in a miss­
ing detail. The policeman can demand 
that the person identify himself. 

Kennedy and his four colleagues 
rejected the argument that giving one's 
name can be an act of self-incrimina­
tion. Obviously, if the person questioned 
is wanted for another crime, then being 
forced to identify himself does violate 
the right against self-incrimination. 
Kennedy dismissed this objection aU too

drawn in Kentucky 
Democratic Party

FRANKFORT - Seven months after 
Republican Ernie Fletcher took posses· 
sion of the governor's office, the 
Kentucky Democratic Party is still try­
ing to get its footing. 

The party. which held the statehouse 
for 32 straight years. lost more than a 
governor when Fletcher defeated Ben 
Chandler in the 2003 election. It lost its 
central figure. 

A power vacuum at the top Jed to 
leadership by committee. Factional lines 
emerged. 

One camp includes state Auditor Crit 
Luallen, Treasurer Jonathan Miller and 
Terry McBrayer, a fonner party chair­
man and cunent Democratic National 

Committee member. 
A second camp includes Attorney 

General Greg Stumbo, fonner Lt. Gov. 
Steve Henry and Jerry Lundergan, a for­
mer legislator and party chairman who 
has been raising money for the 
Democratic minority in the Kentucky 
Senate. 

The party's chairman, Bill Garmer, 
defeated Lundergan to get the post in 
January. Garmer fended off a coup 
attempt led in part by Lundergan at the 
party's recent state convention. 

Lundergan was part of a group - as 
was Stumbo - that wanted to replace 
Ganner with Hellr)''s wife, former Miss 
America Heather French Henry. 
Ganner's allies, including Luallen, 
Miller, McBrayer and Chandler, outma­
neuvered the other faction. 

No direct referendum occurred on the 
convention floor, but doubts about 
Ganner - mainly about his fund rais­
ing capabilities - were not assuaged 
Stumbo said he was still enthused about 
Heather Henry. 

"She has star power. She can raise 
money," Stumbo said in an interview. 
"Problem is, we're mining from the 

same old mine" - meaning trial 
lawyers and labor, traditional sources of 
Democratic campaign conttibutions. 
'1'his is a game of raising money as 
much as anything," Stumbo said. 

Miller, who showed his'ovm money 
raising prowess in winmllg tWo elec­
tions as state treasurer, said before the 
state convention that Democrats needed 
a paradigm shift. 

"This is not a party wllere millions of 
dollars can be raised and have huge 
staffs," unlike the days "when we'd 
have a governor who would lean on the 
government contractors to make big 
contributions," Miller said. 

"Instead," he said, .. the model is a 
smaller party, a leaner party'' with filnd 
raising focused on candidates as · 
opposed to raising money for the party 
itself.

Lawyers for the poor say clients 
will suffer from Fletcher's plan

LOUISVILLE 
Advocates for a statewide pro· 
gram that provides legal ser­
vices to the poor are shocked 
that funds have been slashed 
under Gov. Ernie Fletcber's 
spending plan. 

Fletcher's so-caJled "public 
services continuation plan" 
takes effect on Thursday 
instead of a state budget. It 

includes a 27 percent cut in 
state funds for Legal Aid -
from $1.3 million to about 
$970,000. 

"We're in trouble," said 
Jamie Hamon, executive direc­
tor of the Access to Justice 
Foundation iiL Lexington. a 
research and policy- arm of 
Kentucky's four regional 
Legal Aid offices. "It's a grave 
day for legal aid for the poor. "

"I'm sort of .reeling," said 
Larry York, executive director 
of Appalachian Research and 
Defense Fund, or Appalred, in 
Eastern Kentucky.

Crittenden said that meant 

Fletcher could not undertake 
building projects or new pro­
grams that were not previously 
authorized and funded by the 
General Assembly. But his rul· 
ing allowed state government to 
keep operating in the new fiscal 
year that started Thursday. 

"I don't believe the legj,sla­
tive branch can destroy the gov­
ernment of the commonwealth 
by inaction," Crittenden said in 
a hearing. "The question is in 
the details of what the governor 
can be authorized to do." 

Fletcher on Monday issued a 
"public services continuation 
plan" to run through Sept. 30 -
the end of the first quarter of the 
fiscal year. He said he would 
issue a follow-up plan for the 
second quarter if the state was 
still without a budget. 

Crittenden said questions 
that would have to be litigated 
included whether state govern­
ment and chool employees 
would have to be given 5 per· 
cent pay raises, as specified in 
a statute. Fletcher's plan would 
give 2 percent raises. 

Crittenden's ruling also 
would put on hold a handful of 
new prOJeCts Fletcher proposed 
to fund with cash, including 
$5.5 million for a new techni­
cal school at Bowling Green. 
The school has been described 
as e sential to the state's get­
ting a Magna International 
truck frame plant in the area. 

Other new, proposed pro­
jects being delayed were a $4.4 
million aircraft hangar at a mil­
itary depot in Fayette County, a 
$1.2 million roof for a rehabil 
itation center near Paintsville 
and a $2 million technology 
project in state government. 

Fletcher also wanted to pro­
vide funding for "Read to 
Achieve," a child literacy ini­
tiative championed by first 
lady Glenna Fletcher. State 

Budget Director Brad Cowgill 
said it was not clear how that 
was affected by Crittenden's 
order. 

Cowgill's deputy, Bill 
Hintze, said the administration 
also was mulling whether it 
could undertake another 
Fletcher initiative - $5 mil­
lion for planning and design of 
future construction projects. 

Also yet to be determined 
was whether Fletcher's plan to 
restore $10 million in funding 
to public schools could pro­
ceed. Crittenden said it would 
have to be compared to the 
level of school funding in the 
current budget - funding that 
was subject to cuts as Fletcher 
had to fend off a deficit. 

The ruling came in a lawsuit 
by Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo, who did not challenge 
Fletcher 's authority to continue 
spending money but instead 
raised the narrower issue of 
whether a spending plan could 
be used - as is often done in 
the budget law - to suspend 
other statutes. 

Stumbo said Fletcher did a 
"commendable job" of "not 
blatantly suspending any 
statutes," though fine details 
remain to be argued in court. 

Also in court Wednesday, 
Crittenden said he would per­
mit the citizen group Common 
Cause to join the case and like­
ly would do the same for three 
Kentucky House members who 
filed a separate petition. All 
question the governor's author­
ity to spend money without 
legislative appropriation. 

In yet another development, 
Senare President David 
Williams, a defendant in 
Stumbo's suit, argued in papers 
filed with Crittenden that 
Fletcher can spend money only 
for "a specific and essential 
public service" until a budget 
is passed. Crittenden did not 
make a ruling. 

"I don't think that would 
have a devastating effect on 
the system in general," he said.

They said they 
expected to seek clarification 
from the judge. 

Even with self funding, uni­
versity projects bave to be autho­
rized by the General Assembly 
and spelled out in the state bud­
get. The General Assembly failed 
to pass a budget for the new bien­
nium before it adjourned in April. 

Kentucky began a new fiscal 
year Thursday, running on Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher's own spending 
plan for the ftrst quarter. 

State government was not 
forced to shut down. But 
Franklin County Circuit Judge 
Roger Crittenden ruled after a 
hearing Wednesday that the 
administration could not launch 
building projects or programs 
that were not previously autho­
rized and funded by the General 
Assembly. 

Administration officials were 
till mulling Crittenden's order 

Thursday. ''I don't think anybody 
thought that we were talking 
about university projects yester­
day," said Fletcher's general 
counsel, John Roach.

The changeover from long­
time sponsor Winston to Nextel 
in NASCAR's top series has 
gone smoothly. A major antitrust 
lawsuit over a second race for 
the Fort Worth track was settled 
out of court and played right 
along with the expected sched­
ule realignment. And a new way 
of determining the Cup champi­
onship - with a 10-race 
shootout at the end of the season 
- is already generating eJitcite­
ment.

practice for years and, after a 
particularly scary moment in 
which former Cup champion 
Dale Jarrett's car was stuck in 
the middle of the track with 
nearly the entire field bearing 
down at top speed, the younger 
France decided to do something 
about it. 

Unfortunately, the change 
has caused debate over how to 
freeze the drivers' positions at 
the moment the caution flag 
waves and how soon to open the 
pit lane during yellows. 

There have been a series of 
confusing rule changes, over­
long caution periods during 
some races and several mistakes 
by officials that prompted 
NASCAR president Mike 
Helton to issue apologies.

problems, but he wants to make 
the rules as simple as possible 
for everyone. 

"'The expectations from the 
drivers, the owners, fans and 
everybody in the industry is that 
NASCAR is going to conduct 
the events in a mistake-free 
environment," France said ... We 
all know that that's not humanly 
possible. although that's our 
own expectation. 

"We have had several mis· 
takes in the last month that we 
think. we've gotten, for the large 
measure, corrected. We've obvi­
ously introduced a more compli­
cated system in tenns of freez­
ing the field, although we sim­
plified that in the last two 

weeks." 
Among the recent changes: 

pit road is now opened only by

Those drivers will then 
compete in a 10-race shootout to 
crown the champion. 

"I don't feel it really repre­
sents what a true champion 
needs to do in the course of a 
year,'' Johnson said. "Our sport 
is founded on long races and a 
long season. I think our point 
system should reflect that."

The NASCAR Weekly

When the season con­
cludes, whoever is atop the 
regional top-10 ranking is 
crowned the NASCAR Weekly 
Racing Series regional cham­
pion. NASCAR divides the 
tracks of the NASCAR Weekly 
Racing Series into geographic 
regions, with the CPI formula 
used to establish 10 NASCAR 
Weekly Racing Series regional 
champions, one for each of the 
8 designated regions in the 
United States. 

The CPI formula is 
employed once more at sea­
son's end to compare the rela­
tive performances of the 8 
regional champions. The dri­
ver atop this special ranking of 
the regional champions, in 
turn, is crowned the 2002 
NASCAR Weekly Racing 
Series national champion. 

This season a factor has 
been added to the CPI in a con­
tinuing effort to improve the 
formula. A competitor's top­
five finishes will be averaged 
into formula. 

This same CPI formula, 
with the exception of a 16-race 
minimum start, is used to 
determine the weekly regional 
index leaders and ultimately 
the 8 regional cflampions and 
national champion of the 
NWRS True Value ShorTrack 
Division.

April, 2004. Officer Shane 
Ratliff assisted Officer Joseph. 

The officers seized over 20 
illegally snagged muskellunge 
that ranged from 32 to 49 inch­
es. Some of these fish were bid­
den and not in the three men's 
possession. A muskellunge must 
be 40 inches long to qualify for 
the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife's (KDFWR) 
Trophy Fish/Master Angler pro­
gram. 

A 40-inch muskellunge 
weighs approximately 20 
pounds. 

"Cave Run Lake is one of the 
top 10 muskie lakes in the coun­
try," said Benjy Kinman, direc­
tor of fisheries for the KDFWR. 
"We have people who pay good 
money and travel a long way to 
come and fish for these trophy 
muskellunge. 

This represents a significant 
economic impact to the local 
economy." 

The economic value of 
muskellunge fishing trips on 
Cave Run Lake reached nearly 
half a million dollars in 2003. A 
typical muskellunge angler on 
Cave Run Lake spent on aver­
age $54.38 per trip. 

The illegal snagging 
occurred when muskellunge 
were making their spawning 
runs into tributaries of the lake. 

"This is a very vulnerable time 
for muskellunge," said Jim 
Axon, assistant director of fish­
eries for the KDFWR. 

"These fish are so long lived 
and large. There is a relatively 
small number of muskellunge in 
Cave Run Lake of that size. The 
last thing we want is a few vio­
lators illegally snagging these 
fish." 

The public is the best defense 
against this kind of behavior .. 
"Resource violations are often 
difficult to detect because peo­
ple go to great effort to conceal 
their activities," said KDFWR 
Colonel David Casey. "Catching 
poachers like this is why our 
officers want to be Wildlife and 
Boating officers. Assistance 
from the public is critical to 
catch these violators."

Rennick. I didn't even remem­
ber having it, much less lending 
it. 

Like many books I've bought 
over the years, I've lent them 
out and forgotten about them. 
Sometimes they come back and 
sometimes not, but then I'm 
never sure. 

The irony is that I'd been 
writing about place names in 
the region when, lo and behold, 
one of the top references for 
our valley drops back into my 
lap. 

I guess it's just fate that I 
continue on this tangent. And I 
am compeJJed to commend 
Prestonsburg's own Mr. 
Rennick for the wealth of infor­
mation he has given us in this 
and several other books. 

The book Jimmy sent back 
to me features places in Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffin and Martin 
counties, but I'll stick with 
Floyd for now. Today we'll hit 
some high points. 

For starters, did· you know 
Prestonsburg was known as 
Preston's Station when it was 
laid out in 1797 on part of a 
100,000-acre land grant to John 
Preston. For many years, it was 
written as Prestonburgh, but the 
"h" was dropped and the .. s .. 
was added in the late '1800s. 

Did you know that West 
Prestonsburg has gone through 
a couple of metamorphoses?

name were Job, Lee and Maud, 
but, would you believe, all 
three of those place names 
were already taken. So, Job set­
tled on Middle Creek. In 1918, 
however, the post office took 
on the geographical name it's 
still known as, even though the 
separate postal identity is gone. 

What is now Allen was once 
known as the Mouth of Beaver. 
(Thomas Johns, Betsy Layne's 
brother, was the postmaster.) In 
the latter part of the 1800s, it 
was renamed Catalpa Grove by 
George Hatcher and even later 
Beaver Creek Junction. To fur­
ther delineate, around the area 
were the communities of East 
Allen and New Allen. 

Down around what is now 
!vel was a post office- called 
Old Brother (not to be confused 
witq Oh, Brother!). What is 
now Dana was intended to be 
Venus, but that name was 
already taken by a post office 
in Harrison County. Henry C. 
Hall then requested that the 
local post office be called 
Doney for his young daughter, . 
but the US Postal Department 
changed it to Dana without 
seeking his approval. 

Emma was almost Bertha. 
William Weddington Jr. wanted 
to name the p.o. after his 
daughter, but that name was 
already in use in Knox County, 
so the station was named after 
Reuben Taylor's wife, Emma. 

How about this? Martin was 
originally called Preston. 
Nearby was Banty, the origin of

which is unknown. Also nearby 
was the community of Grist -
because the name Mill was 
taken. 

At the mouth of Brush 
Creek on Right Beaver was a 
post office named Bosco. 
Occasionally, you still hear 
people refer to Hueysville by 
that name. Bosco was reported­
ly a noted bird dog. 

Hippo, Mr. Rennick's book 
asserts, was named for Bee 
Madison Craft, who was char­
acterized as a chronic com­
plainer and, hence, was nick­
named Hippo. 

Eastern, which is more west­
em than eastern in the county, 
was named after the Eastern 
Carbon Manufacturing 
Company. In 1943, the post 
office at Northern - again not 
geographically correct 
merged with Eastern. 

Melvin, on Left Beaver, was 
intended to be Dellie, but 
ended up being named for the 
son of Marion Hall. Weeksbury 
is one of the more logical of 
postal names. It comes from 
two coal company officials, 
Weeks and Woodbury. 
Likewise, Wheelwright 
assumed the name of the presi­
dent of Consolidated Coal 
Company, Jere H. 
Wheelwright. 

Frank Parsons' daughter 
shared her name with the com­
munity of Grethel on Mud 
Creek. On nearby Toler Creek, 
two post offices have gone in 
and out of existence, both

Osborne and Sturgell, which 
later became Linwood. 

There's also some foreign 
influence in Floyd County post 
offices and place names. For 
instance, the first post office on 
our section of John's Creek was 
Shumla. Postmaster William 
Collinsworth apparently named 
it for a Bulgarian town that was 
in the news in the 1870s. 
German, it turns out, at the 
mouth of Buffalo Creek was 
named for the deceased son of 
postmaster Francis Marion 
Crider. 

Dewey, which exists under 
the lake these days, is the sub­
ject of considerable speculation 
as to nomenclature. With the 
post office established in 1904, 
some folks believed it was 
named for Spanish-American 
War hero Admiral George 
Dewey, but others contended it 
was named for one of two local 
residents, Dewey Wells or 
Dewey Burchett. 

My own favorite is Blue 
Moon on Little Mud. It seems 
Alex Meade submitted several 
names offered by his family for 
postal approval. The one that 
was selected was the one sug­
gested by his daughter Alice, 
who had received a bottle of 
Blue Moon perfume for 
Christmas. 

I'm realizing I've gone way 
beyond the stopping point, but, 
as I've said, I'm easily distract­
ed.

AThe laws vary greatly from 
state to state on which fire­
work are legal for consumers 

to purchase and usc. Currently. 18 
states allow nearly all consumer fire­
work . There are 20 states that restrict 
non-professionals to what' called ''safe 
and sane" firework . Generally this 
mean no firecrackers. but such things 
as fountains. sparklers. trick noi emak-

ers, moke devices and snakes are OK. 
Four states, including Ohio, allow only 
sparklers or novelties. There are now 
eight states that ban the use of all con­
sumer fireworks . 

Since you live in one of the more 
"liberal" states in tenns of fireworks 
Jaws. a greater share of the burden is on 
you - as a parent - to oversee the 
activtties of your children and to insure 
their safety. My recommendation 
would be to scrap the backyard display 
and go to a public fireworks show in 
your area. In other words, leave it to 
the pros. If, however, you decide to let 
your children do a fireworks show, 
there are a few things which you should 
keep in mind.

First, choo e a afe location. It 
should not be near any combustible 
materials, and the surface should be 
free of obstacles so that the risk of 
falling in the dark is minimized Select 
light-colored, flame resistant clothing. 
This will help prevent the participants 
from running into each other in the dark 
and make it less likely that any stray 
sparks will set someone 's clothing on 
fire. 

The explosive force necessary to 
make a firecracker go "BANG" or to 
propel a rocket into the sky can cause 
serious damage if it goes off while still 
in someone's hand. An obvious 
method for preventing these injuries is 
to never light any firework while it is in 
someone's hand. Put the firework in a 
proper holder or on a solid surface. 
Light the fuse, preferably with a long 
match, then run-run-run. 

Fuses are unpredictable, and some­
times they will set off the fireworks m 

an instant instead of allowing the usual 
several second delay. Remember that 
skyrockets and other fireworks have 
sufficient force to go up into the air. If 
your chtld were to lean over the rocket 
when it is ignited. the rocket goes into 
him or her instead of into the sky. 
Instruct them to sta11d to the side of the 
firework and use that long match. 

Be very careful with firecrackers. 
While small firecrackers will only 
cause a bum if they go off in the hand, 
larger firecrackers will blow fingers to 
pieces. If a firecracker is lit on a grav­
el driveway, it will send gravel shrapnel 
flying in every direction when it goes 
off. That's why it's important to place 
firecrackers on a safe surface, like a 
concrete driveway, when lighting them. 

Even the so-called "safer'' fiTeworks 
- like sparklers, smoke bombs and 
snakes - can produce injury from 
bums or falls. The wire inside a 
sparkler gets very hot as the sparkler

bums. The wire stays hot after the-. 
sparkler has burned out, but young chil­
dren often don't realize this until they 
grab that hot wjre and burn their hand.

COMPLIANCE 

WITH REGULA­
TIONS AND PROHI­
BITIONS. 

(A) At all times 
during which any per­
son has a valid coun­
ty license issued pur­
suant to the provi­
sions hereof. that 
person shall fully 
comply with all of the 
rules, regulations, 
requirements, and 
prohibitions set forth 
in this chapter. 

(B) A county 
licensee shall comply 
fully with all of the 
provisions hereof and 
all of the rules and

MAINTENANCE 
OF STATE LICENSE. 

A county licensee 
shall maintain the 
state license to which 
the county license 
corresponds and fully 
comply with all state 
statutes and the rules 
and regulations of the 
State Alcoholic 
Beverage Control 
Board in regard 
thereto. 

DISPLAY OF 
REQUIRED LICENS­
ES AND CERTAIN 
SIGNS. 

As required by KRS 
244.083, a county 
licensee Who has a 
valid county retail dis­
tilled spirits license 
shall cause to be dis­
played in a conspicu­
ous and prominent 
place on the licensed 
premises each of the 
following documents 
so that they may be 
seen and observed 
by all persons enter­
ing the licensed 
premises: 

(A) A sign or 
placard at least eight 
(8) Inches by eleven 
( 11) inches in size 
with the following 
message printed or 
displayed thereon in 
thirty (30) point or 
larger type: 

"Persons under the 
age of twenty-one 
(21) years are sub­
ject to a fine up to five 

hundred dollars 
($500) if they: 

a. E n t e r 
licensed premises to 
buy or have served or 
delivered to them any 
alcoholic beverages; 
or 

b.Possess. pur-
chase or attempt to 
purchase any alco­
holic beverages; or 

c.Misrepresent their 
age for the purpose 
of purchasing or 
obtaining alcoholic 
beverages." 

(B) All valid 
county licenses 
issued therefore and 
the state licenses to 
which they corre­
spond. The failure to 
so display such 
licenses shall be 
prima facie evidence 
that no such valid 
licenses have been 
issued or exist. and 
all actions, business, 
and transactions 
authorized thereby 
conducted on such 
premises are illegal 
and in violation of the 
provisions hereof and 
the state statutes and 
regulations of the 
State Alcoholic 
Beverage Control 
Board in regard 
thereto. 

CRIMINAL CON­
DUCT ON PREMIS­
ES PROHIBITED. 

A county licensee 
shall not cause, per­
mit. or engage in any 
conduct upon the 
licensed premises by 
e1ther the commis­
sion of a prohibited 
act or the omission of 
a required act which 
is a crime or other 
violation of any law, 
rule, or regulation of 
any governmental 
agency having juris­
diction thereof or any 
officer or agency 
thereof. Any such 
conduct upon the 
licensed premises by 
any person may 
result in the immedi­
ate revocation or sus­
pension of the 
license, and may 
subject the licensee 
to other penalties as 
more specifically set 
out hereafter. 

BUSINESS TO BE 
CONDUCTED CON­
TINUOUSLY; 
EXCEPTION. 

(A) A county 
licensee, who has a 
valid county whole· 
sale or retail distilled 
spirits license must 
conduct the actions, 
business, and trans­
actions authorized 
thereby upon the 
licensed premises. 

(B) When no 
such actions, busi­
ness, or transactions 
are conducted there­
on for a period of 90 
consecutive calendar 
days, the county 
license therefore 
shall become null 
and void and revoked 
by the County ABC 
Administrator unless: 

(1) The county 
licensee Is unable to 
continue in business 
at the premises for

All 
sales shall be con­
ducted openly and 
without any attempt 
to hide them or 
screen them from 
public view. 
CONDITIONS , 

PROHIBITIONS, 
AND RESTRIC­

All licenses granted 
under this chapter 
shall be subject to the 
following conditions.
