Michigan man pleaded 
guilty Monday to the 
murder of a Pike County 
store owner in 2001. 

atrick Etherton, 21, 
of Ypsilanti, Mich., also 
pleaded guilty to first­
degree robbery at the 
start of his trial in Pike 
County circuit court. 

In a deal with prose­
cutors, Etherton agreed 
to a sentence of life in 
prison with the possibility 
of parole after 25 years. 

Etherton was arrested 
last year for the murder 
of Charles "Coco" 
T~mpson, a store 
owner from Raccoon 
who was gunned down 
on Nov. 21, 2001, during 
an alleged armed rob­
bery. 

The trial is continuing 
for a co-defendant in the 
case, William Hopkins, 
36, also of Ypsilanti. 
Hopkins also is charged 
with murder and first­
degree robbery.

Truckers line ·up along 
highway to seek reforms

PRESTONSBURG Area 
truckers converged on U.S. 23 
Tuesday afternoon to stage a peace­
ful protest and lobby for support in 
their ongoing battle with the state 
Department of Transportation. 

They chose a good day for it. 
Tuesday was also a blitz by law 

enforcement to catch overweight 
trucks by pulling over all vehicles 
on the same route to be weighed by 
Vehicle Enforcement officers. 

The drivers had a lot to say about 
how difficult it has become to make 
a living in their chosen profession 
and they also had a fair amount of 
frustration to vent at state laws 
which only make it harder to earn a 
living. 

"It costs $1,300 to license a truck 
here," one driver said. "Oklahoma 
doesn't have the property tax, so a 
lot of guys register their vehicles 
there." 

One driver pointed out that a big 
problem is that truckers are forced 
to overload their vehicles to make 
more money and insisted that they

ALLEN - The Allen 
Area Homemakers Club is 
on a mission. They're shap­
ing up and flexing out of 
their normal routines to 
include a steady flux of 
exercise, thanks to the "Get 
Moving, Kentucky" pro­
gram hosted by the Floyd 
County Extension Office. 

Several members of the 
group joined 40-some other 
Floyd County residents yes­
terday during a workout jam 
session kickoff at Stumbo 
Park in Allen. 

"I don't like a sedimenta­
ry life. ·I want to be able to 
get around as long as I can to 
do whatever I want to do," 
said Patty Jones, a 74-year­
old Banner resident who is 
stepping in with the 
Homemaker's team. 

She and others on the 
team will be reporting their 
progress for the next eight 
weeks, during which time 
they will coqtinue to exer­
cise and attend educational 
workshops presented by the 
Extension Office on various 
benefits of exercise. 

A former family and con­
sumer science teacher, Beth 
Jones, 53, spent her career 
teaching health-related 
issues to her' students, but 

she says it's easy to get off 
track of exercise routines. 

"You can teach it and 
sometimes not do it your­
self," she said, pointing out 
that she's participating in 
order to lower her choles­
terol and shed 15 pounds. 

Another member, Emma 
Gaye Barker, was diagnosed 
with diabetes 10 years ago, 
an affliction which adverse­
ly affects her energy levels. 
Today, she's taking charge 
of the disease by participat­
ing in the "Get Moving, 
Kentucky" program. 

Barker, 58, of Stanville, 
says that teaming up with 
others for this program will 
encourage her to stick with 
her healthier lifestyle. 

"I feel better when I exer­
cise," she said. "I have less 
energy with diabetes. If I 
exercise on my own, I do it 
more sporadically. Maybe 
this will keep me moving." 

Banner resident Nan 
Toumier, 59, agreed with 
Barker on the benefits team 
exercising. 

"I'm overweight and 
under-exercised," she said. 
"Even tQough I know what I 
should do, which is exercise, 
I won't do it on my own. A 
program like this where I 
have to report my progress

Finally, the couple set up a 
video camera, focused on the 
yard. Six weeks later, they 
caught the culprit on tape. 

The ribbons were being 

shimmied slowly down the 
trunk by a squirrel. 

"We can laugh now," 
Saskowski said. "Before, it was 
not funny."

Gas pump 
extortion 

Gasoline prices are coming down a little, having fall­
en locally about 20 cents a gallon since their high of 
over $2 a gallon a few weeks ago. 

Normally, we might treat such news as good. But that 
was before a trip through other parts of the state proved 
that oil companies are still raping Eastern Kentucky. 
Prices locally are still nearly 20 cents a gallon more 
expensive than they are in some other parts of the state. 

For the life of us, we cannot understand why there is 
such a discrepancy. Taxes aren't any more expensive in 
Eastern Kentucky than they are in, say, Lexington. We 
cannot imagine that transportation costs to the Big 
Sandy Valley make much difference, especially with a 
modem, four-lane highway a one-hour straight shot 
from the Catlettsburg refinery. 

What makes even less sense is that even when there 
are reasons for gas to be lower in Eastern Kentucky, it 
still isn't. For example, gas prices locally are pretty 
comparable to prices around Huntington, W.Va. But 
West Vrrginia's gas tax in 5.5 cents a gallon higher than 
Kentucky's. 

Each time we've attempted to get a straight answer 
from oil industry types about why gas is more expensive 
in Eastern Kentucky than it is in other parts of the state, 
we're given the same standard line: "Gas prices are set 
according to what the market will bear." To us, that just 
sounds like a nice way of saying, "We'll charge as much 
as we can get away with." 

But as much as we gripe about the high price of gas 
in Eastern Kentucky, there really isn't much we can do 
about it. We could raise Cain from now until Judgment 
Day about the oil companies charging our region 10 per­
cent more for gas than other parts of the state, and it still 
wouldn't cause them to come down. 

Instead, we urge our readers to do what they can to 
conserve gas, such as buying more fuel-efficient cars 
and carpooling when possible. That way, we can have at 
least have the satisfaction of knowing we're buying as 
little inflated gas as possible.

"If you look at people in the 
overweight category, many 
have none of the conventional 
risk factors, like elevated 
blood pressure and choles­
terol," says Blair. "Should they 
be stigmatized and treated?

Many obesity experts con­
cede Blair has a point: People 
who are overweight but fit 
probably do escape many of 
the consequences of their size. 
But they often add: So what? 

"It may be true, but the fact 
is, overweight people are not 
fit," says Dr. Xavier Pi­
Sunyer, head of obesity 
research at St. Luke's­
Roosevelt Hospital Center in 
New York City. "The average 
American is incredibly seden­
tary." 

Not always, says Blair. 
About half of the oversize peo­
ple who get physical exams at 
Cooper in fact are physically 
fit, based on their treadmill 
tests. While hardly a random 
sample, Blair contends plenty 
of overweight Americans are 
just like him. 

"I'm a short fat guy," says 
Blair, whose BMI is about 32.

judged to have weight prob­
lems. 

"We felt it makes sense that 
if someone 's BMI is between 
25 and 30, they should not 
gain more weight," says Pi­
Sunyer, who headed the U.S. 
committee. "We don't feel 
those millions of people 
should be trying desperately to 
lose weight. At a BMI of 30, 
the risk for both disease and 
early mortality is so great that 
people should begin to lose 
weight." 

The 25 cutoff was chosen, 
he said, because of evidence 
that the risk of diabetes, high 
blood pressure and high cho­
lesterol all seem to increase 
around that point. 

The studies backing this up 
are mostly reviews of large 
population groups that look for 
ties between increasing weight 
and the risk of various diseases 
and death. The individual stud­
ies may have flaws, but taken 
together, many contend they 
draw a convincing picture of 
weight being on a continuum 
from good health to ill. 

"Some say it's all made up, 
that there's no risk to being 
moderately overweight," says 
Dr. Lawrence J. Cheskin, 
director of the Johns Hopkins 
Weight Management Center. 
"But there is more and more 
data to show a very definite 
dose effect. The heavier you 
are, the greater your risk." 

Some believe the ideal body 
weight is actually around a 
BMI of 20 or 21, or a willowy 
115 pounds for that 5-foot-3 
woman. Others put it closer to 
24 or 25. "Everybody agrees 
that if your BMI is 28, you are 
at increased risk," says Dr. 
Steven Heymsfield of St. 
Luke' s-Roosevelt. 

This view is backed by 
studies showing mortality 
inching up gradually when 
BMis reach the high 20s, then 
climbing more sharply through 
the 30s and beyond. 

One of the most recent, 
published last year in the 
Journal of the American 
Medical Association, con­
cludes that white men and 
women lose about an average 
year of life if their BMis top 
26 or 27 by the time they reach 
middle age. However, for rea­
sons that are not easy to 
explain, this may not be true

for blacks. They actually seem 
to live a year or so longer if 
overweight but not obese. 

While some question the 
scientific rigor of the mortality 
estimates, there is less dis ­
agreement that common health 
problems increase among peo­
ple who are overweight but 
still below the obesity thresh­
old of a BMI of 30 . 

For instance, a woman with 
a BMI of 26 is twice as likely 
as one who is 21 to develop 
coronary heart disease. She is 
twice as likely to get high 
blood pressure. And she is 
eight times as likely to get dia­
betes. Of course, a very thin 
woman has only a tiny risk of 
these diseases, so a risk that is 
double or triple may still be 
small. 

National health surveys 
show that about a quarter of 
people who are overweight but 
not obese have metabolic syn­
drome, a particularly worri­
some combination of high 
blood sugar, high blood pres­
sure, low HDL and high 
triglycerides. 

Diabetes is an especially 
important concern, even for 
those nowhere near rotund. In 
fact, the ideal size for avoiding 
this disease appears to be 
around a BMI of 22. The risk 
goes up 25 percent with each 
unit of BMI after that, and it 
appears to be especially great 
for those with pot bellies, even 
small ones. 

Of course, just because sur­
veys of thousands of people 
show a clear link between ris­
ing BMis and bad health does­
n't mean that any particular 
individual is in trouble with a 
BMI that hits 25. Many lucky 
people carry their extra pounds 
with no ill effect, especially if 
they have normal blood sugar, 
healthy blood pressure and no 
worrisome cholesterol signs. 

Many experts contend the 
biggest hazard of being over­
weight is what almost 
inevitably comes next. 

"Fat people get fatter," says 
Dr. Peter McCullough, head of 
the weight control center at 
Beaumont Ho ,Pita] in subur­
ban Detroit. "ll is very clear 
that those who are overweight 
will become obese over time. 
People need to understand they 
have to get this under control."

FRANKFORT- Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher issued a plan to get 

•
1 state government through the 

next quarter in the absence of a 
budget from the General 
Assembly. It calls for spending 
$9.4 billion through Sept. 30. 

The current budget runs 
through Wednesday. Fletcher 
said he did not lay out a spend­
ing plan for the entire year 
because he expected a budget 
would be passed. Another quar­
terly plan would be issued in 
September if needed, adminis­
tration officials said. 

Fletcher's general counsel, 
John Roach, said F etcher could 
get around the salary law 
because it applies to budgets, 
and "this is not a budget." 

Universities, which were 
ordered to make $41 million in 
cuts as state revenues nosedived 
early in the year, would get back 
$20 million of it under 
Fletcher's plan - the result of a 
revised forecast that the state's 
General Fund will take in $305 
million more than expected in 
fiscal 2005.

Fletcher said Monday it was 
his responsibility to ensure that 
public services do not screech to 
a halt when the new fiscal year 
begins Thursday. 

"I cannot and will not shirk 
those responsibilities because 
one branch of government has 
failed to act," Fletcher said in a 
news conference. 

The "public services continu­
ation plan" would be a substitute 
for a budget. Fletcher said it 
would not prevent House-Senate 
negotiations on a budget and 
taxes and that he stood willing 
to call legislators back to the 
Capitol. The General Assembly

State Budget Director Brad 
Cowgill said the spending plan 
provides some modest cash for 
construction. But the state could 
not sell bonds for projects with­
out appropriations for debt ser­
vice.

State raising percentage of adults 
with high school education

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
has steadily increased the num­
ber of its adults with at least a 
high school education, though it 
still ranks in about the bottom 
quarter of states, the Census 
Bureau says in a new report. 

The percentage of adults with 
a college education has 
remained relatively flat since 

2000, the report indicated. 
The report is "Educational 

Attainment in. the United States: 
2003." It was based on data 
from the Annual Social and 
Economic Supplement to the 
2003 Current Population 
Survey. 

The report said Kentucky had 
just under 2. 7 million people 25 
and older last year, of whom 
82.8 percent had at least a high 

school education. The margin of 
error was 1.2 points, meaning 
Kentucky's figure could have 
been as high as 84 percent or as 
low as 81.6 percent. 

The state's percentage was ,tt; 
78.7 percent in 2000, when the 
margin of error was 2 points.

The report said New 
Hampshire had the highest rate 
in the nation - 92.1 percent -
and Texas had the lowest -
77.2 percent. Kentucky ranked 
39th. Of its neighboring states, 
Tennessee and West Virginia 
had lower percentages. 

The report said 21.3 percent 
of Kentuckians 25 and older had 
at least a bachelor's degree, 
which was 46th nationally. The 
highest rate was 46.4 percent in explore career in medicine the District of Columbia; the I' 
lowest was 15.3 percent in West 
Virginia.

ing slower than it actually is. 

n The average train weighs 
over 12 million pounds and 
takes over a mile to stop if trav­
eling at 55 miles an hour. 

n The weight ratio of a train 
to passenger car is 4,000-to-1. 
This is the same as your passen­
ger car striking a 12-ounce pop 
can. 

n Don't stop, pass or change 
gears when on a crossing. 

n If your vehicle stalls on a 
crossing and a train approaches, 
get out of your vehicle and run 
towards the train to the side of 
the tracks. This will help get you 
out of the debris field. People 
have been struck by a thrown 
vehicle or debris during a colli­
sion.

Elswick, his wife, Rachael, 
and approximately 25 other 
skateboarding enthusiasts, armed 
with a petition signed by 645 
taxpaying city residents and 
business persons, slid into city 
hall Monday to attend a regular­
ly scheduled meeting, which was 
canceled due to the lack of a 
quorum. 

"It's a great place to go. It 
gives teens some place to go 
since we don't have a youth cen­
ter or anything," said Jordan 
Williams, 15, a Prestonsburg 
skateboarder. "The thing is the 
way we dress.

Racheal Elswick claims that 
skateboarders are being discrim­
inated against. She and others 
voicing concerns claim that offi­
cers "hang out" with "preppy 
kids" parked in various 
Prestonsburg business parking 
lots. They aren't asked to leave, 
she said, even though many of 
those lots are designated with 
"No Loitering" signs. 

But it's not a matter of dis­
crimination, according to 
Prestonsburg Police Chief Mike 
Omerod, who says the city 's pri­
mary concern is one of safety, 
specifically since traffic on the 
lot has increased with nightly 
bingo games being held on Court 
Street. 

"As a group, we don't hav~ 
any bias toward them," Omerod 
said. "Our job is to protect the 
people who live here. 
Sometimes, we have to protect 
people from themselves ... They 
were told a long time ago not to 
have skateboards on the stage. 
It's a liability for the city. lf one 
gets hurt, we're liable for that." 

Complaints against the youths 
have increased, Omerod said, 
with bingo-goers reporting dam­
ages to their vehicles, the use 
"foul and abusive" language, 
and, of course, the ever pressing 
issue of littering. 

"The stage looks like a 
garbage dump," he sa1d. "They 
just throw trash down all over 
the place." 

Those present at city hall 
Monday, however, claim that the

who have not taken responsibili­
ty for their misconduct. 

During an informal session 
with council members after the 
meeting was canceled, one par­
ent said this ' group of teenagers 
harassed them, shooting her with 
a paintball gun and throwing 
pizz~ at them during a rally for 
support they held at the stage 
Friday evening. 

During that rally, the group 
gathered 645 signatures of resi­
dents and taxpaying business 
men and women to support them 
in their plight. 

They are seeking the right to 
"peaceably assemble" in the 
parking lot. 

"It's one of the few things we 
can do around here," said Chris 
Woods, 17. "I mean, we can go 
to Wal-Mart, but that's about it." 

During the informal meeting, 
city council members C.E. 
"Little Shag" Branham, Hansel 
Cooley and Jimmy Joe Derossett 
offered their support. 

"What it ends up being is that 
everybody is suffering because a 
few people aren 't responsible for 
their actions," Cooley said. 
"We're not against kids. We used 
to be kids ourselves." 

Members suggested that the 
group appoint some type of 
coalition to take responsibility 
for cleaning the parking lot, a 
suggestion they said they 'd read­
ily handle, if the city empties the 
trash od a regular basis. 

Branham also suggested that 
the group extend volunteer effort 
to better the community as a way 
to show their commitment. 

"Don't just live off the com­
munity; be a force for the com- . 
munity," he said. 

They took the council 's sug­
gestions. A group of them 
marched to the stage Monday 
afternoon, armed with buckets, 
brooms and scrub brushes, to 
clean. 

The coalition is expected to 
address the city council at the 
council's next scheduled meet­
ing. 

The city obtained a matching 
grant from the Tony Hawk foun­
dation last year, but nothing 
resulted from it, Branham said, 
pointing out that "if this was a 
Utopian society," youths would 
have a place to go in 
Prestonsburg.

barely break even doing that. 
But, he said, truckers would rather 
get a fair wage because despite 
public perception they don't feel 
safe driving the heavier loads and 
constrained by an unfair pay scale 
which doesn't recognize that coal 
prices are high. 

State Rep. Ancel Smith, of 
Leburn, was on hand to support 
the drivers and interest them in 
sending delegates to Frankfort for 
a July meeting which will put 
everyone in the same room to 
work out a solution. 

One thing Smith promised was, 
"I'm going to push for the state 
legislature to make the company 
responsible for load weights and 
stop punishing the drivers." He 
also mentioned that all of 
Kentucky's sister states have 
resolved most issues facing truck-

ers and said, "Now's the time to 
learn from their examples. We 
need to go back and look at how 
West Virginia did it. It's way over 
due." 

One trucker observed that, "It 
would be safer for everyone on the 
road if the pay was fair according 
to the market price. Carrying extra 
weight makes your truck slower, 
harder to brake and puts too much 
strain on the tires. It's dangerous 
for us and is a hazard to other dri-
vers." 

Many were upset at how the 
laws against overweight rucks 
have been pushed to the maxi­
mum. 

"The tickets are up to $500 but 
we only get $300 for the load," one 
driver noted. "At least split the cost 
with the shipper." 

One expressed the feeling that 

drivers are being squeezed by the 
coal companies and the govern­
ment. "It's a Catch-22 situation," 
he said, "and we're in the middle 
being penalized by both sides." 

A few felt victimized the 
Vehicle Enforcement officers and 
one summed up by saying, "They 
treat us like convicts, not working 
men with families. They check us 
for drugs, make us pull out our 
pockets and generally treat us like 
we are some kind of menace." 

The protest went by peacefully 
but a little excitement was generat­
ed when three Vehicle 
Enforcement Units came by at 
high speed with lights flashing and 
horns blaring. One unit entere9 the 
middle tum lane, to avoid com­
muter traffic, but was forced to 
come to a halt when he saw a state 
trooper parked there to observe the 
truckers. They returned a few min­
utes later claiming they were dis­
patched to aid a DOT officer who, 
it had been reported, was involved 
in a scuffie with a driver. No such 
struggle happened, though . 

The state troopers did however, 
ask for the drivers to move the 
protest to the field behind the 
Smoke Shack off Route 80 - not 
because there was a fear of vio­
lence, though. The commuters 
who passed the protest were 
apparently slowing traffic as they 
eased off the gas to honk their 
horns and pump their fists in sup­
port.

ORLANDO, Fla. - Orlando 
Magic television color analyst 
Jack "Goose" Givens denied 
Thesday that he molested a 14-
year-old girl, the statement com­
ing hours after he was arrested on 
sexual battery and lewd molesta­
tion charges. 

'"That is absolutely not true," 
Givens, 47, told reporters after he 
was released from jail on $25,(XX) 
bond. "Nothing happened. My 
character and my reputation speak 
for itself." 

Sheriff's deputies arrested 
Givens at his home late Monday 
and seized a computer. 

Givens, a standout player at the 
University of Kentucky in the 
1970s, inappropriately touched 
and fondled the girl. according to 
an arrest affidavit. The girl didn't 
consent to being touched, investi­
gators said, and was underage any­
way. 

The incidents occurred in a 
swimming pool and a bedroom at 
the girl's house where Givens had 
come over to give one-on-one bas-

ketball coaching, the affidavit 
sai:i. The girl and Givens knew 
each other from a youth basketball 
league that she played in and in 
which he was a coach on another 
team. 

The girl pulled away from 
Givens when he touched her in the 
swimming pool and later when he 
came into the girl's bedroom 
where she had gone to change her 
clothes', the affidavit said. 

The girl's grandmother who 
was at the home called the girl's 
mother twice at her work to report 
what she thought was inappropri­
ate behavior in the swimming pool 
and later called the girl out of her 
bedroom out of concern for her 
well-being, the affidavit said. 

"She's upset that she was 
thrown into a situation that she has 
no control over," Detective Sandra 
Cawn said of the girl. 

Later that day, Givens sent an 
instant message by computer to 
the girl, stating that he had "used 
bad judgment." 

A week after the alleged bat­
tery, Givens told the girl in a tele­
phone conversation monitored by 
detectives, "Whatever I did that 

was wrong ... in your mind, I'm 
very, very sorry .. . This is very 
serious so we might just need to 
talk to your parents about it," the I! 
affidavit said. 9 

Magic spokesman Joel Glass 
said the team wouldn't comment 
on the arrest. . 

"The matter is in the hands of 
the proper authorities and we are 
concerned for everyone involved," 
Glass said in a statement. 

Givens graduated from the 
University of Kentucky, where he 
is remembered for scoring 41 
points during the the Wildcats' 94-
88 win over Duke in the 1978 
NCAA tournament fmal. Givens, 
who attended high school in 
Lexington, is the third-leading 
scorer in Kentucky's storied bas­
ketball history and has had his jer- ~ 
sey number retired by the school. 

He was a frrst-round dmft pick 
of the Atlanta Hawks later that 
year and played two seasons with 
the team, averaging 6.7 points per 
game. 

He has worked as a broadcast­
er for Turner Sports, NBC Sports, 
ESPN. He and his wife have a 
teenage son and daughter.

Tyson hasn't fought since 
stopping Clifford Etienne in 49 
seconds on Feb. 22, 2003.

" I was addicted to chaos and 
that's why I've had a very diffi­
cult time settling into the person 
I am now," he said.

Chaos was a really 
big influence on me."

No person holding a 
license under the provisions 
of this chapter shall sell any 
distilled spirits behind blinds 
or screens. All sales shall 
be conducted openly and 
without any attempt to hide 
them or screen them from 
public view. 

CONDITIONS, PROHIBI­
TIONS, AND RESTRIC­
TIONS. 

All licenses granted under 
this chapter shall be subject 
to the following conditions, 
prohibitions, and/or restric­
tions and all other provisions 
of KRS Chapters 241, 242, 
243, and 244, and other 
ordinances and regulations 
of the county applicable 
thereto: 

(A) Every licensed 
restaurant-hotel/motel shall 
be entitled to serve such 
beverages as said licensee 
is entitled to serve upon the 
issuance of a license under 
this chapter and in such 
room or rooms at banquets, 
dinners, and where meals 
are served; however, no 
hotel or motel shall maintain 
or operate or permit to be 
operated more than one bar 
or room where distilled spir­
its are sold which is open to 
the general public without 
first obtaining a separate 
license for each bar or room 
which is open to the general 
public in accordance with 
this chapter. 

(B) Each licensed 
premises shall at all times 
be conducted in an orderly 
manner, and no disorderly, 
riotous, or indecent conduct 
shall we allowed at any time 
on any licensed premises, 
and no nuisance suffered, 
permitted, or maintained 
thereon. 

(C) No gambling or 
game of chance shall be 
permitted in any form on 
such licensed premises. 
Dice, slot machines, or any 
device of chance is prohibit­
ed and shall not be kept on 
such premises. 

(D) It shall be unlawful 
for any licensee licensed 
under this chapter to have 
or maintain any radio receiv­
ing apparatus on such 
premises which is intention­
ally adjusted so as to 
receive police messages 
broadcast from the County 
Police Radio Station as it is 
now or may hereinafter be 
operated. In addition to 
other penalties provided for 
the violation of this section, 
the Sheriff or County 
Administrator shall have the 
authority to confiscate any 
and all such radio receiving 
apparatus. 

(E) It shall be unlawful 
for any licensee under this 
chapter to sell, to smoke, or 
to keep or permit to be sold, 
smoked, or kept upon the 
licensed premises any mari­
juana or controlled sub­
stances as defined in KRS 
Chapter 218A. It shall be 
unlawful for a licensee, 
except licensed drug stores, 
to keep or sell or permit to 
be sold or used on the 
licensed premises any nar­
cotic or barbituate drugs. In 
addition to other penalties 
set out in this chapter for the 
violation of this section, the 
County ABC Administrator 
shall also have the authority 
to revoke the license issued 
to said premises. 

(F) The licensee shall 
be responsible for maintain­
ing security on his premises, 
which shall include provid­
ing adequate outside light­
ing, to permit customers to 
utilize the parking area and 
to promote the safety, 
health, and welfare of the 
general public utilizing the 
licensed premises. Security 
standards are further neces­
sary to discourage unlawful 
activity in and around the 
licensed premises. 

(G) No license shall be 
issued to any person, firm, 
or corporation for the sale at 
retail of any distilled spirits 
at any store or any other 
place of business where the 
majority of its business con­
sists of the selling of school 
books, school supplies, 
food, lunches, or drinks for 
such minors, irrespective of 
the distance of such store or 
other place of business from 
the church, school or hospi­
tal. 

(H) It shall be unlawful 
for any licensee under this 
chapter to g1ve away or offer 
to give away anything tangi­
ble of value as a premium or 
prize in connection with the 
sale of distilled spirits. 

(I) No licensee, agent, 
or employee shall permit 
any person to become drunk 
or intoxicated on the premis­
es, nor shall any licensee 
permit any drunk or intoxi­
cated person to rema1n on 
the licensed premises. 

(J) No licensee, agent, 
or employee shall permit 
any person or persons, 
other than employees of the 
licensee, to open any bottle 
of distilled spirits. 

(K) No person under 
21 years of age shall enter 
any premises that is 
licensed for the sale of dis­
tilled spirits by the drink for 
the purpose of purchasing 
and receiving any distilled 
spirits. No person under 21 
years of age shall possess 
for his or her own use, or 
purchase or attempt to pur­
chase or have another pur­
chase for him or her. any 
alcoholic beverage by the 
drink; no person shall aid o"r 
assist any person under 21 
years of ctge in purchasing 
or having delivered or 
served to him or her any dis­
tilled spirits by the drink; no 
person under 21 years of 
age shall misrepresent his 
or her age for the purpose of 
inducing any licensee or 
other employee to sell or 
serve any distilled spirits to 
such person. 

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE 
CONTROL ADMINISTRA­
TOR. 

As required by KRS 
241.160 and as set forth in 
supra, the office of Alcoholic 
Beverage Control 
Administrator, also known 
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as the County ABC 
Administrator, is hereby 
established. 

RIGHT OF ENTRY; 
SEARCH AND SEIZURE. 

Every applicant procuring 
a license hereby consents to 
the entry of police or other 
duly authorized representa­
tives of the county or state 
at all reasonable hours for 
the purpose of inspection 
and search, and consents to 
the removal from the 
premises of all things and 
articles there had in violation 
of county ordinances or 
state laws, and consents to 
the introduction of those 
things and articles in evi­
dence in any prosecution 
that may be brought for 
those offenses. 

SUSPENSION, REVOCA­
TION OF LICENSE. 

(A) Pursuant to the 
procedure set forth in KRS 
243.480 through 243.590, 
county licenses may be 
either revoked or suspend­
ed by the County ABC 
Administrator upon the 
occurrence of· 

{1) Any violation of the 
provisions of this chapter or 
any other alcoholic bever­
age control ordinance of the 
county; 

(2) Any violation of 
any provision of state law in 
regard to alcoholic bever­
ages or the rules and regu­
lations of the State Alcoholic 
beverage Control Board in 
regard thereto; or 

(3) Any other cause, 
reason, or circumstance for 
which a state license may 
be revoked or suspended by 
the Board. 

(B) However, county 
licenses must be revoked by 
the County ABC 
Administrator upon the 
occurrence of any cause or 
circumstance which 

requires revocation of coun­
ty licenses pursuant to KRS 
243.500 or the revocation of 
a state license to which a 
county license corresponds. 
Further, with the approval of 
the County ABC 
Administrator, a licensee 
may, as an alternative and in 
lieu of part or all of the days 
of any suspension period, 
pay the following sums to 
the county as set forth in 
KRS 243.480: $100 per 
day; retail drink distilled spir­
its: $250 per day. 

(C) The procedure for 
the revocation or suspen­
sion of a county license 
shall consist of a written 
notice signed by the County 
ABC Administrator and 
mailed to the licensee at the 
address of the licensed 
premises by certified mail, 
describing the cause, cir­
cumstance, or occurrence 
and the time and date there­
of for which the county 
license may be revoked and 
indicating the time and place 
of a hearing in regard there­
to at least five days there­
after at which the licensee 
and the representatives 
thereof shall be heard there­
on. The hearing thereon 
shall be conducted by the 
County ABC Administrator in 
the county and according to 
the procedure prescribed by 
the State Alcoholic 
Beverage Control Board for 
hearings by the Board as 
supplemented by the regu­
lations of the County ABC 
Administrator. The County 
ABC Administrator shall 
control and make all deci­
sions in regard to the intro­
duction of evidence and 
shall hear all arguments in 
regard thereto. At the con­
clusion of the hearing, the 
County ABC Administrator 
shall issue a written decision 
in regard thereto and mail a 
certified copy thereof to the 

licensee at the address of 
the licensed premises by 
certified or registered mail. 

PENALTY. 
The following penalties 

shall be in addition to any 
criminal prosecution institut­
ed in the Floyd District or 
Circuit Court against any 
alleged violator and fines 
hereunder shall be payable 
to the County ABC 
Administrator: 

(A) Any person, firm, 
or corporation that holds a 
license for the retail sale of 
distilled spirits who knowing­
ly provides, by sale or gift; 
directly or indirectly, distilled 
spirits for the use or con­
sumption by anyone under 
the age of 21 years, shall for 
the first offense be fined in 
the sum of $500, and shall 
have his license suspended 
for a period of seven days, 
and for the second offense, 
his license shall be sus­
pended for a period of 14 
days, and he shall forfeit his 
bond made at application for 
the license; and for the third 
offense, he shall be subject 
to a fine of $2,000 and revo­
cation of his license. 

(B) Any person 21 
years of age or older, not 
being a licensee, who shall 
provide, by sale or gift, dis­
tilled spirits for the use and 
consumption by person or 
persons under the age of 21 
years shall be fined, for 
each offense, the sum of 
$500. 

Any person who violates 
any provision of this chapter 
for which a penalty is not 
otherwise prov1ded shall be 
fined not less than $10 nor 
more than $500, or impris­
oned in the county jail for 
not more than six months, or 
both.

A brief history of 
~ ............ 

Almost everybody has one, 
and most of us watch too much 
of it. But few of us know how 
a television works or how new 
technologies will change the 
way we use television. 

Who invented television? 
No one person was responsible for 
inventing the television. Many people 
contributed td its development. The first 
generation of televisions used a spinning 
disc and a neon lamp to produce a blurry, 
orange-tinted picture about the size of a 
business card. These televisions, built 
between 1926 and 1935, are called 
mechanical televisions. Meanwhile, other 
people were experimenting with electronic 
televisions using cathode-ray tubes. The 
tubes projected electrons onto the screen, 
creating a much higher-quality image than 
the one achieved by mechanical televisions. 
In the early 1940s, most TV stations 
converted from mechanical systems to the 
electronic television broadcasting system.

How a CRT TV works 
Most televisions today use a cathode­
ray tube (CRT). Flat-panel TVs using 
liquid-crystal displays (LCDs) and 
plasma displays are relatively new and 
generally more expensive than CRT­
display TVs. 

CATs: The television screen is the 
wide end of a cathode-ray tube. 
The inside of the tube is coated with 
phosphorus dots. Phosphorus is a 
chemical that glows when exposed to 
electrons. Three electron guns (some 
TV sets use one gun) at the narrow 
end of the tube spray beams of elec­
trons in lines, hitting the phosphorus 
dots and lighting them up. The guns 
fire thousands of signals per second. 
Each signal tells the tube how brig tly 
to light the dots. Deflection coils direct 
the beams of electrons from side to 
side in a process called scanning. 
The combination of glowing color 
dots produces the image. 

Light and color 
Sunlight and electric light are 
white light. There are three 
primary colors of white light -
red, green and blue. The 
combination of these three 
primary colors creates 
white light.

The shadow mask organizes the

the correct color dots. DID YOU KNOW? The 1985 "live Aid" 

concert to benefit famine victims in Africa 
had a worldwide audience of about 
1.5 bil ion people (estimated to be the 
largest audience in TV history). 

The image you see on your television is made p of pixels 
(picture elements). Each pixel has three phosphorus dots that 
glow red, green and blue. If you look very closely at a TV 
screen, you can see the colored dots, but from a distance they 
look like a single color.
