W.Va., Purdue 
Phanna reach 
$1 0 settlement in 
Oxycontln lawsuit

CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
- OxyContin maker 
Purdue Pharma has 
agreed to pay $1 0 million 
to West Virginia to settle a 
lawsuit that accused the 
company of dishonestly 
marketing the painkiller in 
the state. 

The company and the 
state Attorney General's 
office confirmed the settle· 
ment but would not dis­
close its terms. Sources 
close to the negotiations 
said Friday that the money 
-tiill be used to pay for pro­
grams to educate doctors, 
faw enforcement and com­
munities· about the use, 
abuse and diversion of 
prescription drugs. 

Purdue Pharma will 
make lour annual pay­
ments of $2.5 million to the 
attorney general's con­
sumer education fund, the 
sources said. 

A circuit judge approved 
the settlement Thursday 
before jury selection was 
scheduled to begin, 
~anaging Deputy Attorney 
General Will Steele said 
Friday. 

"We are pleased to put 
aside our differences and 
to begin a working partner­
ship which will benefit all 
West Virginians; Purdue 
Pharma spokesman Tim 
Bannon sa1d. ''These funds 
and these programs wilt 
make a real difference in 
the fives of individuals and 
families confronted with 
the problem of prescription 
drug abuse." 
_. Attorney General 
Darrell McGraw tiled the 
lawsuit in 2001, about five

Le ter has already asked for 
a lower bond on two occasions when 
the case was at the district court level. 

Lester has produced testimony in 
previou hearings from several wit­
ne se who claim he was at his home 
in William on when he was supposed 

to be shooting Dotson, but none of 
the witnesses actually claim to have 
seen him. His son Shane, along with 
a girlfriend, have said that they were 
at Lester's home on July 20 and that 
so much grass had been cut that day 
that Le ter couldn't have gone to 
Auxier in time to shoot Dot on at 
10:30 a.m. But that testimony was 
countered by Assi tant County

Mongiardo vows to remain active in pushing health care issues

LOUISVILLE When 
Daniel Mongiardo entered the 
U.S. Senate race, the little-known 
leg1slator from Appalachia might 
have been alone in thinking he 
could unseat Republican incum­
bent Jim Bunning. 

A year later, Mongiardo nearly 
made a believer out of everyone. 
The Democrat received a whop­
ping 850,439 votes in his 
statewide debut to give 

Republicans a scare before 
falling short of pulling a huge 
upset. 

Having suffered his fir t elec­
toral lo since high chool, 
Mongiardo rerum to hi Hazard 
medical practice and his • tate 
Senate duties. 

But the ear, no e and throat 
specialist vows to keep speaking 
out on health care and pocket­
book i ·ue he made an anthem 
of his longshot bid that nearly 
became reality. And he won't rule 
out another run for office. 

"My ambition il> to improve 
the quality of health care," 
Mongiardo told The Associated 
Press a day after his nearly 
23,000-vote loss to Bunning. "It's 
my mission in life and I'll go 
wherever that take me. 

"If that means another run for 
a race sometime in the future 
where I can improve health care, 
then 1 ']] do that. Tf it means some­
thing else. then I'll do that.'' 

A political observer said 
Mongardio' hawing Tuesday 
could po ition him for another 

run for statewide 
office.

The pair being presented at a 
pep rally Friday night are Emi 
Nomura Sumida, 20, of Seattle, 
and Glory a Cho, 19, of 
Bainbridge Island. who got the 
top scores in a scholarship con­
test. 

The two women had not met 
before they were crowned 
Monday at~ private reception. 

"People do get confused 
when I say 'homecoming royal' 
and not ' homecoming queen ,"' 
Cho said. "People are still get­
ting the hang of it." 

The Associated Students of 
the Univer ity of Washington 
broke from tradition last year in 
awarding the two $1,000 schol­
arships funded by the school 's 
alumni association, but no one 
noticed because they went to a 
man and a woman. 

"I think it's great the UW has 
chosen to have a nongender-spe­
cific homecoming royalty," 
Sumida said. "In our day and 
age, a lot of the traditional defi­
nitions of roles are changing, 
and this follows in line with 
that." 

Jenni Backes, the student 
group' programming director, 
said there have been some com­
plaints. 

"A Jot of people want to see a 
homecoming king and a home­
coming queen because that's tra­
dition," she said. Yeah, it's kind 
of odd to have two females as 
our homecoming royalty, but 
they are the most deserving stu­
dents for the award."

An unknown number of 
restaurants unwittingly took part 
in a bogus Coca-Cola taste test, 
according to a federal grand jury 
indictment. 

The indictment accuses a 
now-defunct distributor of ship­
ping soft drinks to restaurants 
throughout southwest 
Pennsylvania with bogus labels 
promising Coca-Cola, Coke, 
Coca-Cola Classic , Cherry 
Coke, Diet Coke, Sprite and 
Ramblin Root Beer. 

Joseph Stefancic Jr., 50, 
pleaded not guilty Thursday to 
trademark infringement, which 

,·carries a maximum penalty of 
10 years in prison and a $2 mil­
lion fine. 

Armed Food and Drug 
Administration inspectors visit­
ed a warehouse for his company, 
Pittsburgh Flavor Co., in 

August, Stefancic said. 
"I don 'I understand it," he 

said. "Couldn't Coca-Cola have 
just approached me and said 
there might be a problem here? 
Instead, they went straight to the 
FDA." 

The sales took place between 
January 2001 and Sept. 5, 2003, 
according to the indictment. 

Neither the U.S. Attorney's 
office nor Coca-Cola would 
comment. 

Pittsburgh Flavor closed this 
year because of poor sales , 
Stefancic said. 

• TRENTON, N.J. - It may 
be the Garden State, but what 
about the garden soil? 

The Assembly Agriculture 
and Natural Resources 
Committee unanimously 
approved a bill Thursday to des­
ignate Downer Soil - a gray­
ish-brown loamy sand found 
mostly in the southern half of 
New Jersey - as the official 
state soil. 

The measure now goes to the 
full Assembly, and if it's eventu­
ally signed into law, Downer 
Soil will enjoy lofty status like 
the square dance, the honeybee 
and the brook trout. 

Downer Soil, named after a 
Gloucester County town, is the 
most prevalent of the more than 
150 types of soil found in New 
Jersey. It i found from 
Middlesex County on south, in 
the state's sandy Coastal Plain. 

It's ideal for growing crops 
like Jersey tomatoes, lettuce and 
peppers, said Jim Sadley, direc­
tor of the state Soil 
Conservation Committee. 

Fifteen other states, includ­
ing New York and Pennsylvania, 
have official soils, according to 
David Friedman, director of 
Ocean County's soil conserva­
tion agency . 

• WEST BEND, Wis. -
Four teens used funny money 
for fast food, taxis and other 
purchases before they were 
caught and charged with forgery 
for printing the fake funds on a 
home computer. 

PoHce Sgt. Gus Unertl said 
Wednesday that three 14-year­
old boys and a 15-year-old boy 
were caught after some mer­
chants noticed the $5 bills were 
fake. 

"If you looked at it real 
quick, it appeared to be legiti­
mate money," he said . "You 
might not notice anything wrong 
if you dido 't hold it up to the 
light. But the question is, if 
you're doing a quick transaction 
at McDonald's, do you hold it 
up to the light?"

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Governor forms 
statewide energy task force

FRANKFORT - Gov. Ernie 
Aetcher said Friday he was cre­
ating a statewide energy task 
force to tudy Kentucky's future 
energy needs, maintain it envi­
ronment and keep energy costs 
low. 

The "Commonwealth Energy 
Policy Task Force" would collect 
public input from around the state, 
and develop a comprehensive 
plan for the future of Kentucky's 
energy, Fletcher said. Its goal was 
to maintain the tate's low energy 
costs, develop a plan for 
Kentucky's energy resources and 
preserve the tate' environmental 
quality, Fletcher said. 

"It is time to tackle the chal­
lenge of en uring low-cost ener­
gy for the next generation of 
Kentuckian while we develop 
our natural resources in a respon­
sible and environmentally sound 
way," Fletcher said. 

Kentucky is one of the few 
states lacking an energy blue­
print, he aid. The plan is needed 
if Kentucky wants to, among 
other thing , maintain low elec­
tricity rates for residents and 
businesses, he said. 

"This neglect certainly is hard 
to believe, considering the 
amount of resources we have and

Mongiardo opposes 
abortion and same-sex mar­
riage and supports gun rights as 
a hunter him elf. 

"l don't think we got our 
message out about my conserv­
ative values as well in the west 
a we could have," Mongiardo 
said. 

Mongiardo said Democrats 
have let themselves be <Jefined 
by Republicans, e pecially on 
social Issue important to con­
.ervat\ve . 

"What Democrab have to do 
is make sure the people under­
stand that we have Kentucky 
values," he said, adding that the 
tem1 also applies to health care, 
jobs a d supportmg veterans 
and the elderly. 

There wa. some irony in 
how the gay-marriage i. sue 
played out in the Senate race. 
As a tate lawmaker, 
Mongiardo co-sponsored the 
measure that put a proposed 
constitutional ban on same-. ex 
marriage on the ballot. 

The measure, which won 
overwhelming approval. turned 
out large number of ocial 
conservative- Tue day who 
voted Republican, M ongiardo 
sat d. 

Also. Mongiardo came 
under attack dunng the cam-

paign from Bunning surrogates 
whose comments ecrncd to 
suggest Mongiardo is gay. 

Senate President David 
Williams of Burkesville 
referred Lo Mongiardo as a 
"limp wrist" several times 
while campaigning with 
Bunning. Williams said he 
tntcndcd no sexual connota­
tion. 

At une Bunning rally, stale 
Sen. Elitabeth Tori of 
Elizabethtown declared that 
Mongiardo "is not a gentle­
man," and then added, 'Tm not 
even sure the word ·man' 
applies to him." 

Mongiardo, a -+4-year-old 
bachelor, told reporters he is not 
gay, and accu cd Republicans 
of character assa.ssinatton. 

After the election, 
Mongiardo said he could put 
aside the attacks and work with 
majority Republican~ in the 
state Senate. 

"We have to stop this parti­
san bickering if we're going to 
really solve the complex prob­
lems we face," he said. 

Mongiardo put more than 
his time and energy into the 
race - he put up hi. own 
money. Mongiardo said he 
near]) depleted hi~ personal 
savings and borrowed money in 
lending his campai n about 
$600.000 at a time when his 
campaign fund-raising lagged. 
Outside contribution~ picked 
up considerably a~ his cam­
paign gained momentum in the 
closing wt:eh, and as national 
Democrats infu~ed more than 
$1 million in hopes of beating 
Bunning.

That nearly brought a tear ro 
my eye. To him, that wa a lot 
of mone) and he worked for it. 
and that's the type of people I 
want to reprc ent." 

He also remembered the 
woman living 111 a Lexington 
nursing home who underwent 
four urgerie and wa · Qn mul­
tiple medications.

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Our view 
Public defenders 

deserve more 
The pub1ic defender's office is an important - but often 

overlooked - part of our judicial sy tern. 
It helps ensure that people charged with a crime. no matter 

their financial tatus, have acce to an attorney who can help 
them understand what they are facing and guide them through 
what is often a complicated and intimidating proces . 

But the public defender' office is also an important part 
of a community as well. A little help from an attorney can 
often make the difference in whether a person tay on the 
path of drug and crime or is able to get a . econd chance at 
turning his or her life around and become a productive mem­
ber of society. 

That' why it's so important that Kentucky en ures its pub­
lic defender's offices have the resources necessary to do their 
jobs properly. Doing o ha been a challenge in recent years. 

The Office for Public Advocacy received an additional $6 
million for fiscal year 2001, but since then, the office has 
faced budget cut . 

In the meantime, caseload are exploding in orne areas. 
The Davie County public defender's office, for example, 
aw its ca eload grow by more than 4,200 in a one-year pen­

od. an increa e of 28 percent. Funding and staffing for the 
office, however. remained unchanged . 

Across Kentucky, public defenders are averaging about 
500 case each, and are able to spend. on average. less than 
four hours on each case assigned to them, according to State 
Public Advocate Ernie Lewi . 

The ea y and tempting response is to say 'So what?'' After 
all, agencies aero s the tate are seeing their funding cut and 
having to make sacrifice based upon available resources. So 
why should we be concerned with funding an office that. for 
the mo t part. allocates its time and money on people who 
have broken the law? 

It's a legitimate que tion but one that ignores a couple of 
important factors that make our country and communitie 
what they are. For starters, everyone has a right to legal 
counsel. regardle s of whether they are rich or poor. It goes 
along witt\ the presumption that a person i innocent until 
proven guilty. 

To take away the ability of public defenders to adequately 
represent their clients only adds to the growing perception 
that the way people are treated in the judicial system is 
directly proportionate to their socio-economic status. 

An equally important factor is that the spike in caseload 
i being driven by the cau e of o many local problem -
drugs. An attorney who bas time to dedicate to a case and 
understand the client's motivations may be better able to get 
the client into Drug Court or rehab - rather than jail. That, 
ir) the long run, will not only benefit the person and the com­
munity as a whole but al o will eventually save public dol­
lars. 

·When it comes time to take another stab and crafting a 
budget next year, we hope legislators take into account the 
irpportant role the public defender' offices p1ay, and fund 
tHem appropriately.

The goal of the 
program i to transform 250,000 
acres of low yield cropland into 
suitable quail habitat aero the 
United State . 

"The Habitat Buffers for

But it was the shortest of 
run - a l-yard touchdown by 
Eric Shelton with 37 econds 
left - that p10ved to be the dif­
ference Thursday night as the 
14th-ranked Cardinals escaped 
with a 56-49 victory. 

"It was a good thing we had a lot 
of weapons." Louisville coach 
Bobby Petrino said. "It was exhaust­
ing. It was a full day's work." 

The Cardinals (6-1, 4-0 
Conference USA) came in with 
the nation's top-ranked offense. 
They gained 599 yards, 92 more 
than their average but four less 
than the Tigers (5-3, 2-3), who 
nearly beat a ranked opponent 
for the fust time since 1996. 

Shelton ran for 136 yards and 
four touchdowns on 14 carries, 
including a 78-yard TD in the 
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ouisville 56, Memph·s 9 
second quarter. But his three 
short touchdown runs in the sec­
ond half were the key. 

"Every time we got on the 
field, we had the ability to 
score," Shelton aid. 

Louisville quarterback 
Stefan LeFors, the nation's most 
efficient passer, wasn't as harp 
as his 76 percent season com­
pletion rate, but he still hit on 24 
of 34 attempts for 321 yards and 
three first-half touchdowns 
without a turnover. 

It was a wild game that fea­
tured 10 lead changes, capped 
wht:n Shelton scored from the 1 
to put the Cardinals ahead 54-
49. LeFors ran in a 2-point con· 
version, then Louisville's Abe 
Brown intercepted a pass to seal 
it with 21 seconds left. 

"It was a big night for us on 
the national stage. We earned 
the right to be here," Memphis 
coach Tommy West said. 
"When we had them on third 
down, we could not stop them. 
Tonight I tlunk we just got 
whipped on defense." 

Louisville, which was 9-for-
13 on third-down conversions, 
took a 48-40 lead after consecu­
tive touchdown runs by Shelton, 
the second with 11:54 remaining. 

Memphi answered when 
Danny Wimprine, who threw 
for four touchdowns and 361 
yards, ran in from the 1 to make 
it 48-46. The Tigers failed on a 
2-point conversion attempt that 
would have tied the game. 

But the Memphis defense got 
a key turnover when Shelton 
fumbled a handoff with 7 :36 
left, and Wirnprine went back to 
work on the Tigers 39. 

He led his team ro the 
Louisville 9, but after a penalty, 
two incomplete passes and a 2-
yard run by DeAngelo 
Williams, Memphis settled for 
Stephen Gostkowski's 29-yard 
field goal and a 49-48 lead with 
6:20 left. 

That was plenty of time for 
LeFors, who gave the Cardinals 
their seventh play of more than 
20 yards when he found J.R. 
Russell for a 28-yard comple-

tion to the Memphi 27. Russell 
finished with 146 yards and two 
TDs on seven catches. 

"The offensive line did a great 
job of giving me time, J.R. made 
a great catch," LeFors said. 

The Cardinals then ran the 
ball four straight times as the 
clock ran down under a minute, 
and Memphis couldn't stop 
Shelton from scoring the win­
ning touchdown. 

Tile second half was down­
right slow after a frantic first half 
that featured a combined 68 points 
and 703 yards of total offense. 

The teams scored on five 
consecutive drives, and there 
were only two punts _ on the 
Cardinals' first and last posses­
sions of the half. 

Louisville came in with the 
nation's 11th-ranked defense, 
but the Cardinals gave up 17 
first-quarter points after allow­
ing just one touchdown in their 
first six games. 

LeFors bailed the defense 
out after the Tigers took a 24-14 
lead on a 31-yard TD run by 

Williams, who finished with 
200 yards on 26 carrie . 

LeFors found Ru seU diving 
across the goal line for a 32-
yard TD pass, and the defense 
got into the act when afety 
Kerry Rhodes tripped Williams 
on third-and-20 and returned it 
40 yard for a touchdown to 
make it 28-24. 

"He got a big bounce and it 
bounced right into his hands and 
he took it the d1stance," 
Wllliam said. "He told me after 
he took it the distance, 'Hey, 
thanks for the touchdown."' 

Memphis, looking to become 
bowl eligible for the second 
straight year, wouldn't go away 
easily. Wimprine found Tavares 
Gideon for touchdowns on con-
ecutive possessions - the first 

to cut the deficit to 35-33 before 
halftime and the second to give 
Memphis a 40-35 lead in the 
second half.

Spurrier withdraws from Florida coaching search

GAINESVD...LE, fla- If Steve 
Spurrier decides to coach again, it 
won't be at his alma mater. 

Spurrier withdrew his name 
from consideration Thursday to 
replace Ron Zook, saying his 
time at Aorida has passed. 

The announcement relieves 
any re ervations boo ters and 
school officials had regarding 
Spurrier's potential return. It 
also opens up a coaching search 
that was widely considered 
Spurrier's to lose. 

"He said he's done his thing 
here aod he just thinks it's better 
for us to go fmd a coach who 
will be here for the next l 0 or 15 
years," athletic director Jeremy 
Foley said. 

The Gato{s won s,ix 
Southeastern Conference cham­
pion hips and the 1996 national 
title under Spurrier. He posted 
122 victories over 12 seasons, tor­
mented opponents with his offen­
sive flair and witty one-liners, and 
left town with the best winning 
percentage in league history. 

Zook, hired in 2002 after 
Spurrier left to coach the 

Washington Redskins, was flCed 
last week after the latest in a 
series of embarrassing losses - a 
38-31 defeat by lowly 
Missis ippi State. 

Spurrier quit the Redskins 
after two losing seasons, and 
indicated last week he would 
coo ider a return to Gainesville. 

Foley and Spurrier 
exchanged several phone mes­
sages, trying to set up an inter­
view with school president 
Bernie Machen after the eason. 

"They were obviously mak­
ing an effort to meet with me," 
Spurrier aid in a statement. 

But Spurrier's latest message 
enied all~ aOOut his return. 

"When I departed three years 
ago, there were several reasons 
why I believed it was time to 
move on," Spurrier said. "Other 
than simply wanting to coach in 
the NFL someday, I also 
believed that 12 years at 
Florida was probably long 
enough. Many people in foot­
ball believe that around 10-12 
year in the same job i about 
the maximum time a coach 
should stay." 

There bad been concerns 
among orne of the chool's 

top boosters that Spurrier's 
return would be a step back and 
eventually would leave the pro­
gram in another tough situation 
- trying to replace a legend. 

They felt Spurrier would 
never be able to regain the glory 
of the 1990s, and they openly 
questioned his desire to recruit 
and his motivation for returning. 

Some also were still upset 
over the way Spurrier left 
Florida: calling Foley from his 
beach house and dropping the 
news in the middle of the 
recruiting season. 

Nonetheless, they knew there 
was a chance Spurrier' return 
would restore credibility and 
championships to the program. 

Now, that task will fall to 
someone else. 

Oklahoma's Bob Stoops, 
Utah's .Urban Meyer and Cal's 

Jeff Tedford are considered 
other possible candidates. 

Stoops, who pent three sea­
sons as Spurrier's defensive 
coordinator at Florida, has 
repeatedly denied any interest in 
the Gators job. But Stoops 
might reconsider with his old 
boss out of the mix. 

Machen hired Meyer at Utah 
in December 2002, and Meyer's 
diverse offense would be wel­
comed in Gainesville after Zook 
failed with his NFL- tyle 
approach. But Meyer has no ties 
to Florida, which would make 
recruiting tough. 

Tedford has spent his entire 
career on the West Coast, but he 
could be the perfect blend 
between Spurrier and Zook. His 
quarterback-tailored system has 
turned Cal into one of the top 
offenses in the nation, and his 

recruiting efforts match anyone 
else's in the country. 

Florida wants to have a 
coach in place by mid­
December - after a full-blown 
search-and-interview process -
and the only thing that seems 
certain is it won't be Spurrier. 

Some close to the 59-year­
old coach ay he doesn't want 
hi career to end on a losing 
note, and predict he will give 
the NFL another shot. It could 
come soon. 

With Thursday's announce­
ment there was alma t immedi­
ate talk that Spurrier would end 
up in Miami with the Dolphins 
-even though Dave Wannstedt 
has not been flied. 

"I have not been offered any 
coaching job by any team. and 
I'm not searching for one," 
Spurrier said.

Hope and Cincinnati rarciy 
went together until Lewis 
arrived last season and went 8-8. 

But the Bengals (2-5) are 
back to their bungling ways. At 
least they have a good excuse -
youth, particularly at quarter­
back - and there is faith that 
Lewis will traighten out every­
thing. 

Yet if this is the . eason that 
they end a playoff drought dat­
ing to 1990, they better get 
cracking. Only three teams have 
gone from 2· 5 to the postseason 
(1990 Saints, '95 Lions and 
2002 Jets) and all won their 
eighth game. 

"It's now time to push over 
that hump and quit looking and 
being a little bit hesitant about 
ticking our neck out there," 

Lewis aid. "Let's just go pu h 
over and make football play 
and win games." 

Both of Cincinnati's win 
were at home, including two 
week ago on a Monday night. 
Being in that spollight wa a 

rare treat for players and fans, 
and they responded nicely. 

Now comes Dallas' first trip 
to Cincinnati in even years, 
perhaps giving the locals some­
thing else to rally around. 

"Guys are fired up to get a 
chance and to get a hot to beat 
the Dallas Cowboys," said 
Bengals quarterback Carson 
Palmer, who grew up rooting for 
the Cowboys. "Guys are opti­
mistic, showing up to work and 
excited to get going again to get 
that bitter taste out of our 
mouths." 

Cincinnati players also were 
refreshed this w~k by having a 
Monday off for the first time all 
season. Lewis did it as a reward 
for how they played in a 27-20 
loss at Tennessee. 

While PfiCcelJs isn't likely to 
do that, be does see some of 
himself in Lewis. Both are for­
mer defensive coordinators who 
started at small college in small 
state (Lewis in Idaho, Parcells 
in Nebraska). They've poken 
several times, with Parcells 
telling Lewis to call back if he 
ever wants to chat. 

"I like his approach," 
Parcells said. "He has thought 
about his job seriously. He 
seem like a good football guy 
to me." 

Dallas quarterback Vinny 
Testaverde wa Baltimore's 
quarterback for two seasons 
while Lewis wa the defensive 
coordinator. Testaverde said the 
two coache have "more simi­
laritie than most people real­
ize." 

"Both of them are very com­
petitive." he aid. "Obviously 
they both have great minds for 
the game. (They're) just two 
guys that really are able to com­
municate with their player and 
get a lot out of their player ·." 

Capers is getting it right this 
time - with a lot of help. 

The Texans (4-3) have won 
four of their last five, climbing 
above .500 for the flfSt time in 
franchi e history this late in a 
season. After dominating 
Jacksonville on Sunday, 
Houston moved into a second­
place tie in the AFC South to 
confirm its statu as a playoff 
contender. 

Starved for pro football after 
Bud Adams took the Oilers to 
Tennes ee in 1996, Houston 
ha fallen hard for Capers, 
owner Bob McNair and the 
team despite its early struggles. 

McNair has quickly become 
one of the NFL's power bro­
kers, creating a buzz in the city 
and throughout the league that 
is fitting for the founder of one 
of the world's largest privately 
owned energy companies. 

He easily fine sed the city 
into building the stadium -
magnificent 71,054- cat 
Reliant Stadiwn - that Adams 
always wanted; convinced the 
NFL to bring the Super Bowl 
to Hou ton Ia t January, and 
did such a good job hosting the 
game that the league intends to 
return; and, mo t importantly 
to fans, put the right people in 
charge of the football team. 

Though the on-field product 
has been slow to come around, 
McNair remained steadfast in his 
demand for a ro ter full of guys 
who rarely show up on a police 
blotter and are charitable to the 
media, fans and community. 

So far, McNair ha made all 
the moves Carohna and plentv 

Carolina achieved uccess 
o quickly by loading up on 

established veterans, a plan 
that set up the Panthers for a 
quick downfall. The Panthers 
went 12-4 in 1996, won a play­
off game and seemed poise for 
another strong season with sec­
ond-year quarterback - and the 
franchise's first-ever draft pick 
-Kerry Collins leading the way. 

But Carolina got old too 
quickly, Collins struggled with 
an alcohol problem and the 
Panthers didn ' t have nearly 
enough young talent to remain 
a contender. Carolina's draft 
choices during that stretch read 
like a who's who of fir t-round 
busts: Tim Biakabutuka in '96, 
Rae Carruth in '97 and Jason 
Peter in '98. 

''What ended up happenin~> i 
that we had a lot of veteran play­
ers on our team that really gave 
us good production the first two 
years," Caper said. "We 
weren't able to replace some of 
those veteran players, so it kind 
of worked against us. When the 
expectation level went up. we 
weren't quite as good and we 
started to de cend." 

Did they ever. 
The Panthers dropped to 4-

12 in Caper • fourth ea on, hi · 
last in Charlotte. He pent the 
next two years as a defensive 
coordinator in Jacksonville, 
and wondered if he'd got 
another chance to lead a team. 

The opportunity came in 
2001 with the expan ion 
Texan , a team that wouldn't 
even tart playing for anorter 
year and a half. 

Armed with a laundry li t of 
failures in Carolina, Caper 
sought a more patient route in 
Houston. He found a perfect 
match with McNau and 
Charlev Cas~crlv 

Casserly and Capers placed 
a bigger emphasis on the draft 
than free agency and refused to 
select anyone older than 30 
years old in the expansion draft. 

They missed b:g on 
Jack onviUe left tackle Tony 
Bo elli, who never played a 
down for Hou ton and ulti­
mately retired because of a 
nagging boulder injury. But 
that draft also turned up current 
starters linebacker Jamie 
Sharper. defensive end Gary 
Walker, cornerback Aaron 
Glenn and afety Marcus 
Coleman. 

They also gambled on 
Fre no State's David Carr with 
the No. 1 overall pick in the 
2002 draft 

After surviving a brutal 
rookie season in which he was 
acked a league-record 76 

times, Carr ha emerged as one 
of the league's top quarter­
back . Along with an improv­
ing offensive line, a top receiv­
er in Andre John on and a tal­
ented back in Domaruck Davi 
(a fourth-rounder in the 2003 
draft). Hou ton ha a young 
nucleus that could torment 
defen e for years. 

"We' ve got ome good 
young players that anyone in 
the league would like to have," 
aid Capers, smiling. "We've 

got more a cending players 
here than we had in Carolina." 

That's why Capers ne-.er 
panicked when the Texans lost 
their fLT t two game. , sending 
the local talk-radio show and 
fan into a tizzy. ided greatly 
by Me air and Ca . erl y, 
Caper has a clear plan for the 
future. He realizes that to 
under tand the plan. you have 
to look to the pa t.

Univer iry lecturers traveled to remote 
fann communities taking along demon­
stration materials, and later, movable 
schools from which they taught in 
intervals of three and four days dura­
tion. Clas::.es were structured around 
such topics a safety in food preserva­
tion. clothing conservation, health and 
sanitation. 

Today. the Kentucky Extension 
Homemakers A sociation has grown to 
encompass a membership over 23,000 
strong. It is the largest, predominately 
female organization in lhe ·tate, 
according to Theresa Scott , Floyd 
County Extension Agent for Family 
and Consumer Sciences. 

'The homemakers organization i 
well known and well respected 
throughout the state." he aid. "We 
are an organization with much influ­
ence, using our strength in numbers to 
impart change in area· that in which we 
see need. Policy change and action are 
a big part of what we do.

Philosophers and sociolog1sts have 
been struggling with the question of 
how to define reality for centuries.

WetJ, good luck to the egg heads 
who try to answer

The tory begins 
when an insurance 
investigator. named 
John Trent, gets a 1'111 Dotv 
job. He is hired by a Sllll Witter 
major publishing 
company, headed by an uncredited 
Charlton Heston, to find their most 
popular author Sutter Cane (hmmmm 
... Stephen King?}. Cane ha disap­
peared before handing in the fmal 
chapters to his magnum opus, called 
"In the ~outh of Madness." 

Trent's a. signment almost !'.tops 
before it can get started when a mani­
ac with an axe attacks him as he js 
given the assignment in a popular 
restaurant. The scene is beautifully 
staged with the audience allowed to 
see the killer approaching through the 
restaurant wmdow while Trent i 
obliviously locked in an inane discu -
sian with his boss. Trent is saved by 
two trigger-happy cops who mow 
down the maniac with gun fire before 
announcing their presence. Trent till 
take the job despite learning that the 
axe carrier used to be Cane's agent . 

Trent cleverly creates a way to find 
Cane by piecing together the covers 
of his paperbacks into a map. The 
final de tination i a town from 
Cane' books called Hqbb' End. 
Though it exists on no road at]a , 
Trent is able to find his way there 
using his makeshift cover art map. 

The area turns out to be full of 
places, creatures and people that had 
previou ly appeared in Cane's writ­
ings .

T was born in Redondo Beach. Calif .. to 
Itallan immigrant parents. My dad was from 
Naple . and my mom from Bari, Italy. We had 
many patsanos (fellow countrymen) who. after 
coming through Ellis Island in New York, head­
ed for the West Coast for the weather and the 
type of work they were used to in the Old 
Country - farming. cheese-making. wine-mak­
ing and brick-laying They lived all over the Los 
Angeles area, but gathered each year to celebrate 
their Italian patron saint'· day in Redondo 
Beach' Veteran's Park. 

The celebration was always a time of great 
fun and festivity. The men would walk out at low 
tide. pant leg · rolled up. laughing and yelling as 
they gathered the abundant ea urchins. whelks, 
crabs, rock scallops, abalone and sometime a 

Jj fish, off the rocks and in the tidepools. Back at 
the park. the women cooked on their stove 

while telling stone , laughing and singing. And 
everyone was on duty to watch the children who 
were running, crying. eating and sleeping. There 
was no such thing a a baby sitter. 

The aroma from each pot wa~ v. onderful and 
blended together harmoniou.,ly into one glori­
ous appetite-inspiring . cent. hesh vegetables, 
homemade pasta and the catch of the day were 
always available in large helpings. Sea urchin~ 
were opened, their eggs scooped out to be eaten 
with crusty bread and washed-down with home­
made red wine. Shellfi h were usually boiled. 
then dipped in olive oil and minced garlic. 

My mom always made her cappa e Fuggt

Notice to Customers of Kentucky Power Company 
Proposed changes to the System Sales Tariff 

Please take notice that on October 25, 2004, Kentucky Power Company (KPCo) filed with lhe Public Service Commission in Case 
No. 2004·00420 an Application pursuant to Chapter 278 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes for approval of a Stipulation and Settle· 
men! Agreement dated October 20, 2004 between KPCo, Kentucky Industrial Utility Customers, Inc. and the Office of the Attorney 
General, Office of Rate Intervention. The Stipulation and Settlement Agreement resolves outstanding state regulatory issues, includ­
ing the allocation of environment costs associated with sales to non-associated companies, the filing by KPCo of its next Integrated 
Resources Plan and the extension until December 7, 2022 of the Unit Power Supply Agreement between KPCo and AEP Generating 
Company for 195 MW of Rockport Unit No. 1 and 195 MW or Rockport Unit No. 2. The application also seeks authorization for KPCo 
to amend its System Sales Clause Tariff (Tariff SSG) for customer bills rendered on and after November 29, 2004. KPCo is request­
ing the Commission to approve the proposed changes to the Tariff S.S.C. to reflect the provisions of the Stipulation and Settlement 
Agreement dated October 20, 2004. Tariff SSG governs the allocation of the net revenues from off system sales and the changes, if 
approved, will allow KPCo to apply the provisions of the tariff as amended to all customer bills rendered on and after November 29, 
2004. 
The full terms and conditions and the ratemaking formula of Tariff S.S.C. are set oU1 below.

(A) shall be made, where "An. calculated to the nearest 0.0001 mill per kilowatt-hour, is defined as set forth below.

In the above formula "T" is Kentucky Power Company's (KPCo) monthly net rev~nues from system sates 1n the current (m) and 
base (b) periods, ~A· is the additional revenues associated with the Settlement Agreement in the current (m) period and ~s" 1s the 
Kwh sales in the current (m) period, all defined below. 
2. The net revenue from American Electric Power (AEP) System deliveries to non-associated companies that are shared by AEP 
Member Companies. including KPCo, in proportion to their Member Load Ratio and as reported in the Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission's Uniform System of Accounts under Accoun1447, Sales for Resale, shall consist of and be derived as follows: 
a. KPCo 's Member Load Ratio share of total revenues from System sales as recorded in Account 447. less b. and c. below 
b. KPCo's Member Load Ratio share of total out·of-pocket costs incurred in supplying the power and energy for the deliveries in a. 
above. 
The out-of-pocket costs include all operating, maintenance, tax, transmission losses and other expenses that would not have been 
incurred if the power and energy had not been supplied for such deliveries. including demand and energy charges for power and 
energy supplied by Third Parties. 
c. KPCo's environmental costs allocated to non·associated utilities in the Company's Environmental Surcharge Report.

4. The Revenue Factor (RF) will be determined in accordance with the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement dated October 20. 
2004 in Case No. 2004-00420. The Revenue Factor will be based upon KPCo' s additional annual revenues of $5.1 million per year 
(for the first five years) and $6.2. million per year starting January 1, 201 0, until the effective date of the Company's next base rate 
change. where these amounts will be removed from the system sales clause schedule and included in a new KPCo tariff separate 
from base rate calculations. 
5. A Balancing AdJUStment Factor (B A F) Will be calculated on a per KWH basis for the second through the twelfth months of the 
current recovery year, which reconciles any over-or under-collection of additional revenues from prior periods. The 8 A F will be 
determined by dividing the difference between amounts which were expected to be collected and the amounts actually collected 
from the application of paragraph 4 of this tariff from the previous year by the expected Kentucky retail jurisdictional KWH. The final 
B A F will be applied to customer billings in the second month following the effective date of a Commission's order establishing new 
base rates. -
6. Sales (S) shall be equated to the sum of (a) generation (including energy produced by generating plant during the construction 
period), (b) purchase, and (c) interchange-in less (d) energy associated with pumped storage operations, less (e) inter-system sales 
and less (n total system losses. 1 ... 

7 The system sales adjustment factor shall be based upon estimated monthly revenues and costs for system sales. subject to 
subsequent adjustment upon final determination of actual revenues and costs. 
8. The monthly System Sales Clause shall be filed with the Commission ten (1 0) days before It is scheduled to go into effect, along 
with all the necessary supporting data to justify the amount of the adjustments which shall include data and information as may be 
required by the Commission 
9 Cop1es of all documents required to be filed w1th the Commission under th1s regulation shall be open and made available for public 
inspection at the office of the Public Service Commission pursuant to the provisions of KRS 61.870 to 61.884

The changes to Tariff S.S.C. contained in this notice are proposed by KPCo. The estimated effect of the proposed changes to Tariff 
S.S.C.Ior a residential customer using an average 1,000 kWh per month would increase a customer's bill by $1.40 or approximately 
2 7 percent. However, the KentucKy Public Service Commission may order changes to Tariff s.s. c. to be different from the proposed 
changes. Such action may result in a change in the system sales clause amount lor customers to be different than the system sales 
clause amounts in this notice. 
Any corporation. association, body politic or person by motion filed on or before December 3, 2004 with Public Service Comm1ssion 
may request leave to intervene 1n Case No. 2004·00420. That motion shall be submitted to the Kentucky Public Commission. 211
