In Floyd County there 
are four people who are 
owed money but the IRS 
does not have current 
a resses for them. They 
include Laura Elkins, of 
Betsy Layne; Sandra 
Music, of Dwale; Heide K.

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Charges dropped after witnesses admit lying

PRESTONSBURG - Three counts of 
soliciting a minor and one charge of crim­
inal mischief against Michelle Barnett, 29, 

of Wheelwright, were dropped during the 
second day of her trial yesterday when it 
was discovered that the three juveniles 
involved had lied about the incident. 

The announcement came at 9:30 a.m. 
Thursday morning, when Assistant 

Commonwealth's Attorney Wayne Taylor 
addressed the jury and said, "We were 
given evidence by a credible third party 
that the two boys who testified yesterday 
[Tuesday] have not been truthful." Barnett 
burst into tears as Taylor continued saying, 

"Michele Barnett is innocent and she 
deserves to have her name cleared. It's not 
our function to put innocent people in jail."

Criminal case 
puts spotlight

Carter Castle was in crrcuit 
court Thursday to be 
arraigned for his behavior 
two months ago, when he 
allegedly entered two public 
places bearing weapons and 
acting in a strange manner. 

The arraignment fol­
lowed his indictment 
Tuesday by a Floyd County 
grand jury. Ned Pillersdorf 
appeared a his attorney and 

entered a not guilty plea for 
Castle and asked the court 
to hear his motion to have 
Castle evaluated by mental 
health care profe sionals. 

Judge John Caudill 
granted the motion and 
noted that Castle was coher­
ent in court due to his being 
back on medication. 

Castle will be evaluated 
on two levels. First be will 
be examined to discover if 
he is competent to stand

George Rich, 43, was 
charged Tuesday with falsely 
reporting an incident and pro­
viding a false statement. He 
wa relea ed on a written 
promise to appear in Superior 
Court on Dec. 7. 

Police said Rich made the 
couple' home look like a bur­
glar had broken in and tolen 
jewelry, including the gold 
engagement ring with dia­
monds. Court documents show 
Rich pawned the items for 
$5 ,000 at the Hock It To Me 
hop. 

On Sept. 21 , Rich called 

police to report that burglars 
ransacked his home and stole a 
gold cocktail ring and the 
engagement ring, both valued 
at $2,500. He also said a gold 
chain was missing. 

Detectives became suspi­
cious when they noticed Rich's 
name in a weekly update on 
pawnshop activity. Records 
from Hock It To Me showed 
that Rich pledged a gold chain 
and two gold rings - includ­
ing the engagement ring - at 
the business on Sept. 14. 

Rich later admitted the 
scheme to detectives, police 
said.

Spam or junk e-mails are 
unsolicited messages, generally 
advertising goods or services 
and usually ent to many e-mail 
accounts simultaneously.

ters spam intended for Gates . 
In addition, everal Microsoft 
employees are dedicated to 
ensuring that nothing unwanted 
gets into his inbox.

Earlier in the trial, most of 
the prosecution witnesses -
customers and a bank employ­
ee - emphasized the robber's 
good manners. 

When 0::-guthorpe thanked a 
teller a she handed over t 
money, he wa so pleasant that 
she responded, "You're wel­
come," one witness said. 

Osguthorpe also met anoth­
er witness after one of the 
stickups and expre sed concern 
for the tellers, saying he hoped 
they hadn't been overly trau­
matized.

trial und he will also be te ted to 
determine if he wa, table on the 
day of the incident. 

"I suspect that he wa n 't on 
his medication," Pillersdorf 
said. 

Pillersdorf noted that he has 
represented many veterans who 
suffered from post-traumatic 
stre syndrome and that they 
are often lumped in with garden­
variety criminals. He ees this 
case as another prime example 
with the best argument for a 
reatment plan, rather than a jail 

sentence, being that Castle was 
not behaving as a criminal. He 
was acting confused when he 
entered the Red Light Diner and 
he was certainly a potential dan­
ger but he never asked for 
money or threatened the staff 
there. 

Pillersdorf likened the best 
result to a recent case he worked 
in Martin County. There a 19-
year-old girl, Crystal Martin, 
was charged with robbing a 
pizza place. When he presented 

e Commonwealth's Attorney's 
Office with evidence of Martin's 
mental health history the the 
Assistant Commonwealth's 
Attorney Tony Skeans realized 
that Martin was not a criminal 
and agreed to a probation and 
treatment plan which saw her 
housed at a health care facility 
rather than a prison setting. 

"I praised them" Pillersdorf 
said, because in that case the 
prosecution made an effort to 
understand rather than stigma­
tize Gibson's mental health. 

Pillersdorf highlighted the 
importance of such a conclu ion 
·n this case saying that, "A 
prison etting is only going to 
lead to deterioration here." 

Castle is back on his medica­
tion now and, Pillersdorf aid, 
"He seems stable now. His fam­
ily maintains that this all hap· 
pened because he went off his 
medication." 

Psychologist Dr. Amy Fox, of 
Johnson County, commented 
that times have changed a little 
for the public's perception of 
mental illne s.

Rockefeller, Rahall propose 
protecting retired miners' health

HUNITNGTON, W.Va. 
Retired coal miners whose health 
care benefits were slashed in feder­
al bankruptcy court would be pro­
tected from such actions under bills 
proposed by two West VIrginia 
congressmen. 

Sen. Jay Rockefeller and Rep. 
Nick Rahall, both D-W.Va., intro­
duced measures in the Senate and 
House on Thursday that would bar 
coal companies from evading their 
obligations under the 1992 Coal 
Act to fmance health care for 
retired miners. 

It' the first blow in a campaign 
to bar employers from using bank­
ruptcy to evade obligations to their 
employees, Rockefeller said. 

"The deficit of the federal 
Pension Benefit Guaranty Corp. 
has doubled in one year because so 
many companies are going to 
bankruptcy court," Rockefeller 
said. 

The measure introduced 
Thursday is specifically aimed at

Rockefeller and Rahall propose 
revising bankruptcy law to move 
workers' claims "closer to the head 
of the line," Rockefeller said. 

In August, U.S. Bankruptcy 
Judge William Howard in eastern 
Kentucky voided Horizon's union 
contracts, asserting that the agree­
ments made the Horizon opera-

Nonetheless, the Cabinet new this week is not a shake­
up. It's a huffle. of sorts. that merely underscores the value 
this pre ident puts on loyalty, even at the expense of con­
structive and ometimc nece sary disagreement.

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Exhibit reinvents Qistory of Middle East 
by ELAINE SHIBER 

There' a little piece of propaganda 
sitting neatly in the new Eastern 
Kentucky Science Center. It's called 
"Bible Times Tech", an exh1bit replete 
With historical inaccuracies, omiss10ns, 
and misrepresentation . It is unfortunate 
that the Center would allow something 
so unscientific to be featured for any 
length of time,let alone the scheduled 3-
4 months. 

The exhibit supposedly takes one into 
ancient Israel, but a good many of the 
artifacts on display date as far back a 
3500 BCE (Before Common Era), long 
before ancient Israel came into being. 
The Kingdom of Israel existed for a 
mere 300 years, from about 1025 BCE to 
722 BCE. By 587-586 BCE, it had com­
pletely lost its identity as a power. 
Moreover, Israel never comprised the 
entire region, which, at around 400BCE, 
became known a "Palestine" until mod­
ern times. In fact, all hi torical and 
Biblical maps and writings refer to the 
region as Palestine. It's been only 56 
years since modern Israel was "created" 
within Palestine. 

Today, 22 percent of the original ter­
ritory called Pale tine stiU exists as such. 
Why, therefore, is Pale tine completely 
excluded from every part of this exhibit 
when it played o heavily in Biblical his­
tory? In present-day Palestine. about 5 
miles southwe t of Jericho, Mose i 
thought to have been buried and about 
I 2 miles south of Jericho is where the 
2,000 year-old Dead Sea Scrolls were 
found. 

More tragic, in , orne way .• is the 
exclusion of Mesopotamia, or modem 
day Iraq, which is the "birthplace" of the 
Bible. Was it not in Ur, where Abraham 
ojourned in Old Testament times? 

Furthermore, archaeologists consider 

this area as the most important to civi­
lization as a whole. According to Dr. 
Francis Deblauwe, " ... this fertile flood­
philo and surrounding mountains gave 
birth to agriculture, to writing, to cities, 
to Jaws, to the 24 hour in a day, and 
many more things we take for granted." 
(Near East cultural & archaeological 
expert Dr. Francis Deblauwe, of the 
Kansas City Chapter of the 
Archaeological Society of America, wa 
very helpful in answering questions 
related to archaeological dating. His 
informative web page on Iraq can be 
found at http://cctr.umkc.edu/user/fde­
blauwe/iraq .html) 

If, as the exhibit's creator said in a 
September Time article, "They're hav­
ing a lot of trouble in the Middle Ea t 
right now and we wanted to u e this 
(exhibit) to say how we· re all the same", 
then it has failed it its mission, by 
excluding Palestine and Iraq. 

Lack of balance in presentation is but 
one of the exhibit's many shortcomings. 

Upon touring the 'show', I was struck 
by the many errors in the labeling of ani­
facts. The "Iron Age", "Bronze Age' ', 
etc ... were very long periods of time, and 
responsible scientists would have indi­
cated in which part of the e 'age ' the 
relic existed, uch as the "Early" or 
"Late" Iron Age. Not so in this exhibit. 
More important was the erroneou 
placement of the Iron Age at 3500-2500 
BCE. The "Iron Age" did not occur until 
the second millennium (2000 BCE), or 
even later. 

Also, the exhibit uses 'BC' (Before 
Chri t) and 'BCE' (Before Common Era) 
interchangeably. Such inconsistency is 
unacceptable in presenting archaeologi­
cal artifact . It' considered "sloppy". 

If the exhibit is truly supposed to 
reflect "biblical" times, another glaring 
error is its inclusion of artifacts (some

improperly dated) from the "Islamic 
Period''. Islam did not come into being 
until the seventh century CE, well after 
Old (and New) Testament times . 
Furthermore, Israel had ceased to exist 
way before that time. 

The photograph of "modern Israel" 
that accompany the exhibit give further 
proof of its questionable credibility. 
Several were taken from location iden­
tified as being. but are not, within pre­
sent day Israel. Gaza, for instance, is not 
in Israel. It is in modern day Palestine, as 
any reader of the new can affum. Most 
of the Judean Desert, at least half of the 
Dead Sea, and a large part of the Jordan 
River (including the site where Jesus 
was baptized) are within Palestinian ter­
ritory. The old city of Jerusalem and the 
Jerusalem mountains are also in what is 
left of Pale tine. Furthermore, there is a 
picture entitled "Golan Heights, Israel". 
The Golan Height is in Syria. 

Forcible Israeli occupation of most of 
present-day Palestine and Syria's Golan 
Heights does not tran late into Israeli 
ownership of these territories, no matter 
how much desired. Yet, thi is what the 
exhibit would have one believe. 

I am no scientist, but having been 
married to one for a number of year , I 
am acutely aware that good science is 
comprised of preci ion, historical accu­
racy, and lack of bias. The exhibit cur­
rently appearing in the East Kentucky 
Science Center ha none of these quali­
tie . I ugge t, therefore, that the Center 
cease to present ex.hibits that mack of 
religious and/or political interference, if 
it is to maintain credibility within our 
community. If the Consulate General of 
I rael to the Midwe t, under whose aus­
pices the exhibit was presented, wishe 
to reinvent archaeological and biblical 
history, I suggest they do it el ewhere. 

Eastern Kentucky deserves better. 

Farms strengthen communities 
This Thanksgiving Day, as

The only new release of 
fAOle this week wa "The 
Chronicles of Riddick."

and replace· it with a trite 
narrative about interstellar 
war. Yin Diesel makes for a 
fine anti-hero, but this film 
doesn't give him much to 
work with and makes the 
mi take of squandering the 
alents of Thandie Newton 

and Dame Judi Dench. 
Classic television is back 

on DVD with the debut of 
"The Andy Griffith Show." 
Here you get the whole first 
season of the family comedy 
hit that has stayed on the air, 
in syndication, since its 
debut in October of 1960. 

''Buffy the Vampire 
Slayer" season seven also hit 
the shelves this week and 
features the final stories of 
the surprise htt from Joss 
Whedon, who also reinvent­
ed horror movies with his 
creenplay for the "Scream" 

series. 
Fans of "The · Shield" 

might enjoy the first season 
of "The Commistr." Here 
Michael Chiklis plays a 
totally different kind of cop. 
He's a warmhearted family 
man who leads a small town 
police force and must con­
stantly grapple with crimi­
nals, interdepartmental cor­
ruption and raising a family.

Emmy-winning 'Door to Door' duo Macy and 
Schachter tugging at us again with 'The Wool Cap'

LOS ANGELES 
William H. Macy and direc­
tor Steven Schachter have 
offici ally joined their pro­
duction companies. And 
they've got the T-shirts to 
prove it. 

"Sec, we've started many 
organizations:· says Macy, 
'"and the first thing you do is 
you get the T-shirt. You gotta 
have the T-shirt.'' 

The gray cotton shirt T is 
emblazoned with the logo for 
Dog Pond Syndyk Works and 
the silhouettes of two men in 

ard hats and sledgeham­
mers. 

And Macy want to see 
the emblem on a whole 
wardrobe: "Shorts! We could 
get boxer shorts or some­
thing. Yoga pant ." 

"Where would you put the 
logo?" Schachter a. ks. 

The last time we saw these 
two yucking tt up like this 
was nt the 2003 Emmys. 
where they won awards for 
TNT's ''Door to Door." (The 
story of a man with cerebral 
palsy determined to become 
a salesman won six altogeth-
1r.) 

They had written a joke 
acceptance . peech because 
they didn't expect to win, 
then delivered it anyway, dis­
passionately thanking vari­
ous networks that had passed 
on the film and all the agents 
they had left. 

The morning after, TNT 
wanted them to do something 
else . But. Schachter ays 
laughing: "We won't go into 
the sordid details, but it was 
not a slam dunk to find a pro­
ect." 

"It was brutal," says 
Michael Wright, senior vice 
president of original pro­
gramming of TNT. "No mat­
ter what you do, Jet's face it, 
is likely impossible to match 
in term of its awards and its 
ratings." 

The key, Wright continued, 
was to find a project "that 
interested them and us the 
most" and that film is "The 
Wool Cap." premiering 8 p.m. 
Sunday on TNT. 

An adaptation of the 1962 
film "Gigot" - which Jackie 
Gleason starred in and co­
wrote- Macy plays a mute 
building superintendent with 
a checkered past who 
befriends an agile 9-year-old 
girl (Lauren "KeKe" Palmer) 
abandoned by her drug­
addicted mother. Don 
Rickles, Ned Beatty and 
Catherine O'Hara also star. 

"I had seen this movie as a 
kid,'' Schachter says. 

"But everyone has the 
same memory as Steven," 
adds Macy. "They all say, 
'Ah it's so sweet. I saw that 
when I wa 12. I loved it.'" 

''Then we screened it and 
went, 'Oh my god, it did not 
hold up,"' Schachter says. "It 
was pretty much one note 
and then the story died. But 
the essence of the piece was 
wonderful ... so we pitched 
that (but) we wanted to make 
it a really urban, gritty 
Christmas story." 

With so much of the film 
centering on Macy's charac­
ter, who has absolutely no 
dialogue, writing it proved to 
be another big hurdle. 

"Since it's all mime, I ju t 
wanted to make sure that I 
could do it," Macy says. " lt 
was a curve ball in every sin-

gle scene becau e we had to 
figure how we were going to 
have a dialogue scene with 
only one person talking. 
Steven 's answer to every­
thing was, 'You're very 
clever. I know you'll figure it 
out. You won an Emmy for 
God's sak.e!"' 

Macy and Schachter, both 
credited as writer-producers 
on "The Wool Cap," have 
been best friends since they 
met in 1971 at Goddard 
College, where they studied 
with David Mamet. 

As a director. Schachter 
ha ca t Macy in ·everal pro­
jects, including Mamet 's 
''The Water Engine," both on 
Broadway and in the screen 
adaptation for TNT. As writ­
ers, they've collaborated on 
several TV scripts, including 
the TNT film ''A Slight Case 
of Murder." 

"But we didn't come to 
the table as writers," Macy 
says. "We started writing 
after my career was in the 
toilet so that 1 could act and 
so that Steven could direct. 
Now there's a possibility that 
we 11 write (films) that we 
don't direct or star in." 

"Write for the art of it," 
Schachter says, laughing. 
"Somebody el e can screw 
'em up." 

But based on her experi­
ence, "The Wool Cap" co­
star Palmer doesn't foresee 
the two ever letting anyone 
give Jess than their be t. 

"They really try to help 
you," she say . "I can 
remember in one scene, 
Steven would tell me some­
thing, and I didn't get it, it 
was like he was speaking in 
Spani h, and William would 
help me, like he would tran -

late ."

UK seeks dismissal 
of Bassett lawsuit

LEXINGTON The 
University of Kentucky 
Athletic Association has asked 
a federal judge to dismiss a $50 
million antitrust lawsuit filed 
by a former UK assistant foot­
ball coach. 

In its motion, filed Tuesday 
in U.S. District Court in 
Lexington, the UK.AA said that 
Claude Bassett has not made 
any viable claims of fraud and 
that the statute of limitations 
has expired for any civil con­
spiracy claims. 

The motion also claims that 
the university and the athletic 
association are immune from 
such a lawsuit because they are 
government entities. 

Bassett, Kentucky's former 
recruiting coordinator, filed his 
lawsuit in September. He has 
said the UKAA, the NCAA and 
the Southeastern Conference 
conspired to keep him from 
landing another college job. 

The NCAA also has filed a 
motion for dismis al, NCAA 
spokesman Erik Christianson 
said Thursday. 

Bassett's attorney, Robert 
Fumier of Cincinnati, did not 
immediately return a phone 
mes age left at his office 
Thursday by The Associated 
Pres . 

Bassett resigned in 
November 2000, shortly before 
the NCAA began investigating 
allegations of wrongdoing in 
Kentucky's program. In. 2002, 
the NCAA placed Kentucky on 
probation for more than three 
dozen recruiting violations 
committed between 1998 and 

2000. It banned the Wildcats 
from a bowl game for one sea­
son and ordered the forfeiture 
of 19 scholarships over a three­
year period. 

Bassett, who worked for 
then-coach Hal Mumme, was 
found in violation of NCAA 
ethical conduct bylaws and 
effectively was banned from 
working for any NCAA school 
for eight years. At the time, 
Bassett acknowledged break­
ing NCAA recruiting rules. 

Bassett said he was denied 
due process by the NCAA and 
the university during and after 
the investigation. Bassett now 
is the athletic director and foot-

ball coach at a high school in 
Robstown, Texas, near Corpus 
Christi. 

The UKAA said in its 
motion that Bassett's "only 
'injury' is the direct result of 
his own misconduct" and that 
Ba sett violated the universi­
ty's personnel policy and his 
contractual obligation to abide 
by NCAA rules. 

"Clearly, Bassett's com­
plaints are really that he was 
allowed to 'dig his own grave' 
before the NCAA investigative 
and infractions hearing process 
began, and that he thinks the 
NCAA penalty is too severe," 
the UK.AA said.

Longshot Martin enjoying 
being part of chase

Mark Martin insists he's 
never had a much fun in a 
race car. 

Pressure is something for 
the four guys in front of him 
as they head into the final 
weekend of the closest cham­
pion hip in the history of 
NASCAR 's premier tock car 
eries. 

"For us. this is aJl a bonus," 
Martin ~aid. "Just to be part of 
it and running so weJI i just a 
tremendous feeling." 

He trails leader Kurt Busch 
by 82 points entering Sunday's 
Ford 400 at Homestead-Miami 
Speedway. But, with Jimmie 
Johnson, Jeff Gordon and Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. bunched between 
them, a lot of things - most of 
them bad for the other guys -
would have to happen for Martin 
to emerge as the champion. 

Martin, one of the sport's 
biggest stars for nearly two 
decades and a four-time series 
runner-up, knows his quest for 
the title is a longshot. But he 
ays it's good just to be part of 

it - especially after what he 
went through just to get into 
NASCAR's new lO-man, 10-
race playoff-style champi­
onship chase. 

"It's been one of the 
biggest honors of my career to 
be part of th i cha e and to be 
competitive a well," Martin 
said. "There have been times 
when I wi h we could have 
had a little bit more good for­
tune but, a far as the perfor­
mance goes, I've been very 
pleased. It' been more than I 
could have expected for 
2004." 

The often pessimistic 
Martin came into the season 
drenched in gloom and doubt, 
the memories of a miserable 

2003 season stiJI fresh and 
painful. 

After going all the way to 
the final race of 2002 before 
losing the title to Tony Stewart 
by just 38 points, Martin was 
expected to be a contender the 
following season. Instead, his 
No. 6 Roush Racing team 
truggled mightily just to he 

competitive. 
He had only 10 top-10 fin­

ishes, failed to win a race for 
only the third time smce 1990, 
failed to fini h seven races and 
wound up an embarrassing 
17th in the season standings. 

"I was afraid 2003 wa · 
going to set the tone for the 
twilight of my career," Martin 
aid. "I was just sick about 

that. It took a lot of hard work 
by this team to get back to this 
point." 

Under NASCAR's new 
points system, the eason was 
divided into two dtstinct parts, 
with the first 26 races deter­
mining the championship con­
tenders for the 10 race 
shootout. 

Martin finished eighth in 
the regular sea on, but it was­
n't easy. 

"I have fought like a dog in 
2004 just to be in this," he 
said. "When we made it, our 
season was made . And then 
we woke up the next morning 
and that wasn't going to be 
enough now. We had to go for 
all of it. 

"That's how every com­
petitor i , I'm ure. But this 
part is fun, ju t racing a hard 
as you can against a lot of 
great drivers. This will be a 
year I' II remember as long as I 
live, whatever happens on 
Sunday." 

If Martin doesn't win the title 
this year, he'll only have one 
more chance. The 45-year-old 
driver announced recently that 

2005 will be his final season. 
Team owner Jack Roush, 

who has fielded cars for 
Martin since 1988 , ·ay it 
would be a shame if his old 
friend finishes his career with­
out a champion hip. 

"Mark has given so much 
to thi team and this sport. he 
deserves to be remembered as 
a champion, whether he wins 
the big trophy or not." said 
Roush, who got his first title 
last year with Matt Kenseth. 

"But you can't take away 
anything from what Mark has 
done in his career," Roush 
added. "He's been one of the 
best for a long time, and he's still 
racing as good as he ever did." 

As much as he would love 
to be champion. Martin says 
he isn't worried about how he 
will feel if it doesn't happen. 

"l don't think I have one 
coming to me," he said. "If I 
can earn it. then I'll get one." 

Martin said these days he 
often reflects back on being a 
kid from Arkansas who want­
ed to race in the big time and 
got to live his dream. 

"Over the years, somehow, 
I've managed to earn a lot of 
respect and, to me, that means 
more than any trophy becau e 
that didn't happen by luck or 
accident," Martin aid. "I did 
go out and earn that. I'm not 
going to shed a tear for some­
thmg T didn't earn." 

So, Martin will go into 
Sunday's race feeling no pres­
sure, hoping for the best and 
not fearing the worst. 

"We'll go to Homestead and 
race for a win, which is exactly 
what we did Ia t week and the 
week before and what we do 
every race," Martin said . 
"After it' over, they'll count 
the point and tell us where we 
are."Whatever happens, thi s 
will be a year to remember." 

King Richard and Pettys 
see hope for success

DARLINGTON, S.C.- The 
King of NASCAR sits in a 
brown leather chair inside his 
spacious motorhome, reflect­
ing on how another Nextel Cup 
season has almost passed with­
out a Petty Enterprises car in 
Victory Lane. 

"It's not too good now," 
Richard Petty says of his team, 
"but we're like everybody el·e 
out there, we're going to start 
all over again next year." 

Unless Kyle Petty or Jeff 
Green pulls off the remarkable 
and wins the cason-ending 
Ford 400 at Miami-Homestead 
Speedway this weekend, it'll 
mark five years since a Petty 
car won a race. The team, 
founded by Richard's father, 
Lee, in 1949, has won only 
three times since Richard Petty 
took hi final checkered flag 21 
years ago. 

Petty, 67, grow more frus­
trated each year that clicks by 
without the familiar taste of 
uccess. But he believes 
trongly it's still possible for 

the family's team to compete in 
today·s high-tech big-money 
port. 

··we did everything by the 
seat of your britches. We didn't 
have computers, we didn't 
have engineers. The drivers 
and crew got some big ham­
mers and beat on it until we got 
it right," Petty said. 

"When I came along, we put 
good workers together," he 
said. "Now, you've got to have 
good workers, but you've got 
to have good ideas." 

Those ideas are harder to 
come by for a company that's 
gotten by on the Petty family'. 
Southern roots. down-home 
per onality and remarkable 
ability to succeed in the rough­
neck tobacco-chewing world 
of early NASCAR. The com­
pany hold 10 championships 
and 268 victories, all but threE} 
of those coming between 1949 
and 1983. 

Patriarch Lee won three 
N A SCAR title when stock car 
racing was largely seen as a 

Southern cunostty. Richard's 
talent and style - to thts day. 
he's rarely seen without hi 
trademark unglas es, cowboy 
hat and boots - intrigued gen­
erattons of race fans through­
out the country on his way to a 
record even extel Cup title . 

Kyle, Rtchard's boy, was 
next in succession. But he 
couldn't match his father' · 
impo ing legacy despite mod­
erate success - his eight 
NASCAR victories all came 
with other teams. 

Since Kyle folded his pe2 
t.eam into Petty Enterprises five 
years ago, the company has con­
tinued its struggle to rediscover 
the same winning touch the fam­
ily had for all those season . 

Part of the reason. Kyle 
Petty says, are the multi-car 
corporations hke Roush 
Racing, Hendrick Motorsports 
and Joe Gibb Racing that 
began well after the Petty and 
successfully combined pon­
sorship and modern know­
how. 

'"It' a lot easier to take a 
tartup company to the top than 

to rebuild an IBM that' been 
there before," said Kyle, who 
runs the company's daily oper­
ations. ''Do you know what I'm 
saying?" 

The younger Petty ay · hi 
father gets impatient at times, 
but understand the changed 
land cape. "Any time you're 
u ed to winnmg like he is. 
you're fru trated," Kyle said. 
"I'm fru trated." 

With two races left. the 
No. 43 Dodge made famous 
by Richard Petty and now 
driven by Jeff Green, i, 29th 
in points. Kyle Petty's o . 45 
car is 33rd. 

"Honestly, I thought it 
would come faster than this," 
Kyle Petty says. 

Much of the team' future 
hopes were pinned on 
Richard's grand, on and 
Kyle' on, promi ing young 
racer Adam Petty. The fami­
ly 's fourth generation driver, 
Adam wa 19 when he died 
running laps at New 
Hampshire International 
Speedway in 2000. 

Richard says Adam ·s death 
took the spirit away from the 
family and the race , hop. 

"Everybody sits down and 
ay what they need to do. 

what'd they'd like to do or 
what they'd like to ·ee." he 
said. ''All of a ·udden, that 
book's closed You don't get to 
finish that book. That's what 
makes it difficult." 

NASCAR chairman Brian 
France says the Petty name 
remains a marquee one for the 
spon. Besides, France added, 
"he was my fLrst idol." 

Some have criticized the 
team's headquarter ·, which can 
look more like a museum than 
a modern race shop, but 
Richard Petty re pond : 'It 
don't matter where you work 
on a car." 

Both Kyle and Richard 
don't expect whole ·ale person­
nel changes for 2005. Green 
and Kyle Petty. plu the team· 
crew ·chiefs and other key team 
member wiH be bad.. when 
racing re umes in February at 
the Daytona 500. The biggest I* 
change ahead? Adjusting to the 
new Dodge Charger that 
replaces the Intrepid next ea­
son. 

"We got plenty of pace. 
plenty of equipment," Richard 
Peny aid. "We got everything 
except the right way of doing 
it."

It is a skill that can be 
leamed by parents and then taught to chil­
dren, by the parents modeling to children 
and then rem forcing "'hat is to be done. 

There arc several steps ior parents to 
teach negotiations to their children. Step 
I: Knov. what is negotiable and not nego­
tiable ahead of time. For ~:xnmple, Junior 
wants to play with a new game before :up-

per and clean up hi room afterwards. Lf 
company is coming after supper and the 
room need to be ~traightened up nov.. 
stress to the child in a firm and gentle 
manner why he cannot wait. But. if there 
is not a rca on why Junior cannot do his 
chore later. be tlcxiblc with both of you 
under~tandmg clearly Lhat ''after supper" 
means within 10 minutes. 

Step 2: Be open-minded . In d~ing 
negotiation , it IS vel) important that par­
ents are willing to li. ten and con ider their 
children's viewpoint. The idea i. that the 
adults first seek to understand the children 
before a'iking to be undenood. Check out Mable Rowe Lineberger, 
how the children might be feeling. If the} Ph.D. 
seem irritable and depressed take a few

Step 3: Set a time limit. 
Make an effort to keep the 
negotiation time short and to the 
point to prevent the discussion 
from getting off in another 
direction.

Step 4: Keep it private. 
Don't embarrass the children by 
negotiating with them when 
their friends are present.

reaction by children, when they 
think others are watching. 
However. the parents need to 
follow through at the time and 
can either talk to Junior in a pri­
vate room or ask the friend to go 
home. 

Step 5: Stay calm and cool. 
If parents are feeling really 
upset, tired, or preoccupied 
with many other things, this is 
not the time to negotiate.

Step 6: Acknowledge the 
others' point of view.

between the parent and the 
child, the child might still not 
do as expected. This i when it 
is helpful to have e tablished a 
positive outcome for the 
desired behavior by the child 
and firm consequences for fail­
ure to cooperate. lf Junior is 
not cooperating. remind him of 
the negotiation and, in the 
future, write everything down 
so there are not any opportuni­
ties for misunderstandings. 
Having a written contract helps 
to remove the parents from 
being judge and jury, when 
there are disputes. In addition, 
it is not unu ual for children to 
test parents to see if their par­
ents will do what they ay they 
will do. Consistent parents are 
more likely to be trusted by 
children.
