PRESTONSBURG -
The Appalachian Citizens 
Law Center is restarting 
the Mine Safety Project 
onder the leadership of 
Wes Addington. 

The project will work to 
reduce injuries and deaths 
in the mining industry, 
which saw 600 deaths in 
1e last 14 years. It will be 

the only public interest law 
project in the country that 
is solely dedicated to 
improving mine safety. 

It was originally initiated 
by Tony Oppergard in 
1991 but he has since 
moved on to become gen· 
era! counsel to the 
Kentucky Office of Mine 
Safety. Lack of funding 
stalled the program after 
Oppergard's departure, but 
it has been jump started 
with a grant from the Equal 

4Justice Works, which is 
headquartered in 
Washington, D.C. 

Addington has been 
chosen to the lead the lat­
est incarnation of the pro­
ject, which will be centered 
at the Appalachian Law 
Center on West Court 
Street m Prestonsburg. 

The Project will offer 
miners a place to go to for 
legal help in safety related 
disputes. Addington will

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Castle arraigned for alleged rampage

PRESTONSBURG - Carter 
Castle was arraigned in District 
Court Wednesday on charges he 
attacked three Prestonsburg police 
officers Tue day after showing up 
at the Justice Center and waving a 
shotgun at stunned onlookers. 

Castle appeared to be in a daze 
as he spoke to Judge Eric Hall via 
a television monitor from the 
Floyd County Detention Center. 
Since his alleged crimes consti­
tute felonies, he could not enter a 

plea but a preliminary hearing 
date was set for Oct. 14. 

An additional charge of resist­
ing arrest was added to the other 
charges incurred by Castle, 
includmg six counts of wanton 
endangerment, one count of sec­
ond-degree assault, one count of 
third-degree assault and one count 
of attempt to commit murder. 

Castle allegedly fought with 
three policemen at the Red Light 
Diner following the Justice Center 
incident. He was followed into the 
diner by the police, who had to 
wre tie with him to bring him in. 

Castle was holding a .357 
Magnum during the struggle and 
allegedly pointed it at one of the 
officers, who uffered a punch to 
the nose for his trouble but never 
let go of the weapon . 

Castle bas remained quiet ince 
being arrested and ha not let on 
as to what precipitated the inci­
dent. He was placed on a $25,000 
ca h bond. 

.Castle's right hand appeared to 
be very swollen and his demeanor 
was somewhat bewildered. He

Defense attorney: 
Hays didn't know 
votes were bought

LONDON - Former 
state Sen. John Doug Hays 
didn't know that one of his 
key financial backers was 
making illegal campaign 
contributions to his failed 
judicial race in 2002, a 
defense attorney said 
Wedne day. 

Hays i on trial on feder­
al election fraud charges 
stemming from his race for 
Pike County district judge 
in 2002. His wife, Brenda 
Hays, and one campaign 
worker, Jerry Joe Dotson, 
are co-defendants in the 
case. 

Defense attorney John 
West said in his opening 
statement Wednesday 
morning that Pikeville coal 
operator Ross Harris, ···ho 
was convicted of election 
fraud last month for his part 
in the Hays campaign, is the 
villain, not his clients. 

"You can connect the 
dots," As istant U.S. 
Attorney Ken Taylor said. 
"You can follow the money 
!Tail." 

Taylor aid in his open­
ing statement Harris got 
involved in the Hays cam­
paign late and began funnel­
ing illegal contribution 
lhrough straw contributors 
o that precinct-level work­

ers like Dot on could buy 
the election through a 
scheme disguised as an 
effort to get out the vote. 

That was done, the pro -
ecutor aid, in part by giv­
ing 686 people $SO cheeks 
to drive voten to the JK!llS 
on election day. The prob­
lem wa that most of those 

people didn't drive anyone 
other than them. elve and 
their spouse to vote. 

U.S. District Judge 
Karen Caldwell seated a 
JUry of 14 women and two 
men on Monday. West and 
Taylor made their opening 
statements on Wednesday. 
Dotson's defen e attorney, 
Mickey McGuire of 
Prestonsburg, opted to give 
hi opening tatement just 
before he start calling wil­
ne ses. 

Caldwell aid the trial is 
expected to last about three 
weeks. About 100 witnesse. 
arc expected to testify. 

The case began, Taylor 
said, when a Pike County 
woman ought out FBI 
agents to complain about 
alleged vote buying in the 
districtjudge' race. He aid 
an investigation turned up 
instances of wrongdoing. 
As a result, the three people 
on trial were charged with 
mail fraud, conspiracy to 
commit mail fraud and con­
spiracy to buy vote . 

West said Harris, not the 
Hays campaign, handed out 
more than 400 of the a­
called vote-hauler check .. 
West said the ones that John 
Doug and Brenda Hay 
handed out were intended to 
get voters to the polls, not to 
buy votes. 

'Thi case truly is about 
Ross Harris, not John Doug 
Hay , " West aid. 

West pointed out to 
jurors that Taylor pent 
more time in hi opening 
tatement talking about 

.Harri than about Hay . 
Harris got involved in

Dealer's plea for shock probation heard

PRESTONSBURG - A hock proba­
tion hearing wa held Wednesday for con­
victed drug trafficker Jesse Compton. 

Compton was convicted by a Floyd 
County jury last year on two counts of first­
degree trafficking, one count of trafficking 
within 1,000 yards of a chool and single 

counts of ecood- and third-degree drug 
trafficking. 

Compton ·s was the first drug case to go 
to trial based on charge developed by the 
Floyd County Drug Task Force and was a 
huge success for that agency as it also led 
to other roundups as well as seeing everal 
traffickers enter open pleas rather than 
face the combination of a Floyd County 
jury, which handed down the maximum 

entence in Compton's ca e. 
Compton's attorney, Gerald DeRos ·ett, 

spoke first at the hearing and presented hi 
appeal to Judge Danny P. Caudill. 

"In the 10-to-15 year I've known him, 
I've seen a lot of changes in his attitude," 
DeRos. ctt aid. 

DeRossett went on to describe how 
Compton was an addict who never had a 
felony conviction before and has smcc got-

ten hi GED in pri on. He also noted that 
Compton has a job as plumber's appren­
tice waiting for him and is off drugs now. 

A istant Common-wealth 's Attorney 
Wayne Taylor spoke for prosecution. 

"The commonwealth did offer 
Compton a plea that would have nened 
him ubstantially Ie .. jail time," Taylor

Golfers in northern Nevada

Spelling counts- especially at 
a library. 

A $40,000 ceramic mural 
was unveiled outside the city's 
new library and everyone could 
see the misspelled names of 
Einstein, Shakespeare, Vincent 
Van Gogh, Michelangelo and 
seven other historical figures. 

"Our library director is very 
frustrated that she has thi · love­
ly new library and it has all 
these misspelling in front," said 
city councilwoman Lorraine 
Dietrich, one of three council 
members who voted Monday to 
authorize paying another 
$6,000, plus expenses, to fly 
artist Maria Alquilar up from 
Florida to fix the errors. 

Reached at her Miami studio 
Wednesday by The Associated 
Press, Alquilar said he was 
willing to fix the work, which is 

16 feet wide and made up of 
brightly colored ceramic pieces. 
But she offered no apologizes 
for the l I misspellings, includ­
ing "Eistein," "Shakespere" and 
"Michaelangelo," among the 
175 names. 

"The importance of this work 
is that it is supposed to unite 
people," Alquilar said. "They 
are denigrating my work and the 
purpose of this work." 

Alquilar said it took her quite 
a bit of her own time and money 
to create the work, and that it sat 
idle for two years until the city 
- home of the Lawrence 
Livermore nuclear lab -
cleared the way for its installa­
tion. It was unveiled in June. 

There were plenty of people 
around during the installation 
who could and should have seen 
the missing and misplaced let­
ters, she said. 

"Even though I was on my 
hands and knees laying the 
installation out, I didn't see it," 
she said. 

Anyway, she said, the mis­
takes wouldn't even register 
with a true artisan. 

• PORTLAND, Ore. -
Wine snobs may snub screw-off 
caps in place of natural cork , 
but a study says they have no 
reason to whine. 

A blind taste test done by 
researchers for Oregon State 
University has found that the 
stopper - be it natural cork, 
synthetic cork or a cap - makes 
no discernible difference in 
taste. 

But in a second study, con­
sumers given a choice between 
the two kinds of stoppers were 
much more likely to choose 
corked wine, saying it was bet­
ter quality. Others said they 
would pay Jess for wine that was 
topped with a screw-top bottle. 

Emily Jorgensen, an Oregon 
State graduate student working 
with the university's Food 
Innovation Center in Portland, 
said the results show that it may 
be difficult for the wine industry 
to phase in screw-top bottles.

FRANKFORT - Potential 
high school dropouts could pur­
sue their General Education 
Development certificates while 
they're still in school, under a 
change the Kentucky Board of 
Education approved Thursday. 

Proponents of the plan say it 
will help students already on the 
verge of dropping out to leave 
school better prepared than if 
they simply dropped out. 
Meanwhile, opponents say it 
will encourage more dropouts. 

Wayne Young, executive 
director of the Kentucky 
Association of School 
Administrator , said it offers 
educators a final opportunity to 
"salvage some of those stu­
dents" who are otherwise "on a 
dead-end treet." By completing 
a GED program, they will at 
least be better prepared for a 
job, Young said. 

"It's going to affect the most 
difficult students to keep in 
chool right now," Young said. 

"In my view, it's a big plus for 
them. It's another option." 

High chool pupil as young 
as 16 would be able to take the 
GED test and receive their 
equivalency certificates under 
the plan. Those students who 
qualify would have to complete 
a GED program and would be 
provided coun eling and tutor­
ing to pa s the te t. 

But Richard Innes, a 
pokesman for the Bluegrass 

Institute for Public Policy 
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Solutions, said state education 
officials may "have opened a 
Pandora's box," by approving 
the measure. Innes said the idea 
promotes students struggling in 
school to give up. 

It also dilutes GED certifi­
cates for adults who possess 
them, he said. 

"It might take a while to take 
hold, but kids are smart and at 
least some of them will try to 
take the easy way out," Innes 
said. 

The idea till has to be 
approved by state lawmakers. 

Currently, pupils under age 
L 7 may only take a GED test 
with the approval of their local 
school superintendent or by 
meeting certain other criteria. 
Tho e between ages 17 and 19 
may take the test if they've been 
out of school for at lea t a year, 
or if their class has already grad­
uated. 

Anyone over age 19 can sim­
ply take the GED test. 

Now, if lawmakers sign off 
on the proposal, eligible stu­
dents would not have to wait 
before seeking their equivalen­
cy certificates. Those entering

As Congress prepares to depart Washington shortly for the 

campaign trail, the stage is set for last-minute skullduggery on the 
overhaul of national intelligence agencies. If lawmakers come 
home and say they've done the job, don't buy it sight unseen .... 

Voter would be best served if Congress remained on duty long 
enough to hammer that measure into a shape of which all could 
justly feel proud ....

Gov. Ernie Fletcher recently claimed 
that the teacher and state worker health 
insurance disaster would be less severe if 
the legislature had passed his tax reform 
package.

The governor's reform agenda could 
have included new revenue to make up 
major budget shortfalls and allow 
expanded investments in area 
Kentucluans care about: education, 
health care, human services, environ­
mental protection and economic devel­
opment. In doing so, he could have 
opened the door to pivotal changes in our 
state's hi tory not unlike the 1990 pas­
sage of tho Kentucky Education Reform 
Act. Such leadership might have taken 
cues from recent advances in states like 
Virginia, Nevada, Nebraska and 
Connecticut. 

Instead, Gov. Fletcher narrowed the 
di cussion by declaring that any tax 
reform package had to fit the "no new tax 
pledge" signed by the governor and 48 
legislators. It therefore had to be "rev­
enue-neutral," meaning the plan could 
rruse no new money overall. Rather than 
the wholesale changes needed to stop 
program and servke cuts and invest in 
our future, Fletcher - it seemed at the 
time - would consider only politically 
safe, minor adjusunents.

The focus is on Permian

bleached out, making the 
already parched landscape of oil 
fields and scrub brush seem 
even bleaker, though in a strik­
ingly beautiful way. And the 
soundtrack is an eclectic mix of 
old-school rap, rock and punk, 
including the truly inspired use 
of The Stooges' "I Wanna Be 
Your Dog" during the Permian

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Alabama's dominant defense 

not pointing fingers

Alabama's football team is 
a package deal - the defense 
and the offense, the good and 
the bad. 

That's the attitude Roman 
Harper said the defenders have 
to take while the offen e strug­
gles. 

"l think it' hard as a team 
not to get frustrated whenever 
you lose." the Crimson Tide 
free afety said. "We' re not 
going to try to separate the 
offense and defense. We came 
in together, we're a team, and 
that's how we're going to look 
at it." 

Alabama (3-2, 1-2 
Southeastern Conference) has 
been anything but a balanced 
team lately, but hope to begin 
changing that Saturday at 
Kentucky (1-3, 0-1) and the 
league' lowest-rated defense. 

"There' no way we can 
win football games leaving the 
defense on the field that long," 
quarterback Marc Guillen 
aid. ''They were out there for 

way, way too many plays.'' 
The Tide ranks last in the 

league in passing offense, with 
five interceptions and no 
touchdown passes in the two 
games since Guillen replaced 
the injured Brodie Croyle at 
quarterback. Both were losses. 

The defense, meanwhile, 
leads the league and ranks 
fourth nationally, allowing 
only 246 yards per game. 
Opposing teams are averaging 
only 120 yards passing against 
the Tide, third best in the 
nation. 

Defensive coordinator Joe 
Kines isn't ready to anoint this 
a great defen e yet. 

"If we can get bener these 
next four or five weeks, that 
might mean something,'' 
Kines said. "lf we can add to 
that, at least we're building on 
something, when guys begin 
to take a little pride in how 
we're doing things and what 
they're doing." 

Harper is a big reason for 
the Tide' defensive success. 
He and linebacker Cornelius 
Wortham are tied for the team 
lead with 37 tackles. Harper 
also has two interceptions- as 
do Anthony Madison and 
freshman Simeon Castille 
along with a sack and four 
tackles for loss. 

Kines like his team's abili­
ty to force turnovers, but said 
Alabama could have more 
than its six interceptions. 

Turnovers, be said, are 
"what you play for. It's been a 
thing that we've been able to 
create thi year. Our sec­
<'ndary, we've gotten our 
hands on a bunch of them. We 
ought to have three or four 
more. 

"And they know that. They 
talk about that a lot. We got 
our hands on them and didn't 
pull them down. Those are the 
things that bother you." 

It's hard to find too much • 
fault with the Tide defense 
beyond that. 

Alabama gave up two third­
quarter touchdowns against 
South Carolina that were set 
up by interception . Harper 
doesn't believe the defenders 
can afford to point fingers at 
the offen e. 

"One day they're going to 
have to bail us out, too," he 
said. "We have to look at it 
that way. And at the end it' all 
going to even out."

Dale Earnhardt Jr. i about to 
tum 30, and despite occa ional 
indiscretions like being penal­
ized for cursing on TV, he longs 
to be the go-to guy in NASCAR. 

Already the sport's biggest 
star despite his lack of a cham­
piOnship, Junior is adored by 
millions of fans, is wealthy 
beyond the dreams of most and 
has shown he inherited a consid­
erable amount of talent from his 
late father. 

In five year in NASCAR's 
top stock car serie!., Junior bas 
won 14 times and has finally 
become a legitimate title con­
tender, going into Kansas 
Speedway this week second in 
points with only seven races 
remaining. 

But he wants more - and not 
just on the racetrack. 

"I'm kind of like the guy who 
ha some old valuable baseball 
card in his collection that he's 
looked at for years and doesn't 
know it," Earnhardt said. 

"Everybody is always telling 
me about my position in the 
sport and how far J reach and 
my impact here and there. I 
can't grasp it. I don't know if I 
walk into a room who is listen­
ing and who isn't." 

The elder Earnhardt, a seven­
time champion an<.l the biggest 
star of his generation, died in a 
cr<jsh during the 200 l Daytona 
500. At the time of his death, he 
was the biggest name and the 
most powerful influence in 
NASCAR. often visiting the 
NASCAR hauler to let the 
sport's officials know his opin-

t 

t c 
ion of every crisis or proposed 
change. 

More important, as far a 
Junior 1 concerned, the 
NASCAR officials more often 
than not listened to his father. 
That's what the younger 
Earnhardt wants. 

"I know it was pretty com­
monplace with my dad to be up 
in that trailer every weekend," 
he said. "All the drivers have 
said that was something they 
really liked about dad was that 
he could go up in there and get 
something done for the dnver . 

"I'd love to be that guy. Who 
wouldn't? Hopefully, I can just 
get smarter and every time I talk 
I'll know what I'm talking about 
and everybody will think it was 
awesome and they'll do it.'' 

It may be a while, though. 
Little E's remarks came a day 

before he raced away with his 
latest win at Talladega 
Superspeedway. then let his 
mouth race away with him in 
Victory Lane, uttering a vulgari­
ty during a postrace TV inter­
view on NBC Sports. 

The curse brought a $10,CXX> fine 
from NASCAR and. far more 
important, the Joss of 25 points, ll.tm· 
ing a 13-point lead over Kurt Busch 
into a 12-pointdeficit 

His team immediately appealed 
the points portion of the penalty. The 
appeal is pending. 

Meanwhile. Junior will cele­
brate hh birthday Sunday in 
Kansas as he tries to overcome 
the loss of points wrth another 
strong performance in the 
Banquet 400. · 

Junior chuckled as he talked 
about older sister, Kelly, also his 
business manager, planning a 
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"surprise" party for him this 
weekend. 

"I'm looking forward to find­
ing out where it's going to be 
and who is going to be there," 
he said. 

As for turning 30, Junior, 
who professes a love for rap and 
MTV and prefers jeans and 
baseball caps to suits and ties, 
1sn't outwardly concerned. 

It's really cool," he said. "I'm 
looking forward to it because I 
don't feel 30 and I don't act 30, 
so it don't bother me to turn 30. 

"Obviously, the older you 
get, the more credibility you 
attain from people and the more 
ensible your actions and 

thoughts and words are. I would 
really like the day to come when 
I can walk into the NASCAR 
hauler and say something or ask 
them to consider something and 
it truly gets considered." 

One driver who can under­
stand Earnhardt's situation is 
Kyle Petty, whose father, 
Richard, is the other seven-time 
Cup champion and the bigge t 
star of his generation. 

"He came into the sport with 
a b1g last name,"' Petty said. "I 
think a lot of people just focused 
on that at first. They knew who 
he was because of the Earnhardt 
name, but maybe didn't know 
who he wa. as a person. 

"It has been impressive to 
watch him grow into his own 
per!>on. Kyle Petty is different 
than Richard Petty. Brian France 
is different than Bil1 France Jr. I 
think that's the way you need to 
look at Dale Eamhardt Jr. He's a 
different person than hi father 
and he's done a good job of 
becoming his own person."

Commentary: NASCAR too busy blushing over Junior's curse to think straight

Much of America still needs 
n intefP.reter to wade through 

the interviews at NASCAR 
race·. They're so packed with 
technical talk, car numbers, jar­
gon, good old boyisms and cor­
porate plug that by the end, the 
casual fan' head is spinning 

fa ter than those sacrificial 
bozos who get knocked out 
mid Nay through the races. 

That sure wasn't a problem 
Sunday at the Talladega 
Superspeedway 

Dale Earnhardt Jr. stepped 
out of his car after winning at 
the fabled Alabama track for 
the fifth time, and when asked 

't about its ignificance, he fum­
bled trying to honor the man 
who taught him the business. 
That was before Dale 
Earnhardt was killed in a last­
lap crash at another fabled 
superspeedway almost four 
years ago. 

"It don't mean s- right 
now," Junior told NBC Sports 
during a live broadcast from 
Talladega. "Daddy's won here 
10 times." 

Talk doesn't get much plain­
er than that. 

But Tuesday, it got more 
expensive. 

NASCAR's bosses fined 
Earnhardt $10,000, enough to 
remind him that cur ing is bad. 
He already knew that. Earnhardt 
was flat-out joyful in the win­
ner's circle, but deflated by the 
time he sat down in the inter­
view room a few moments later. 
That's because he knew 
NASCAR wasn't going to stop 
at his wallet. 

True to fonn, those officials 
also docked Earnhardt 25 points 
in the Nextel Cup tandings -
enough to drop him into second 
place in the series, and more 
than enough to decide the cham­
pionship with seven races left. If 
you want to hear some foul lan­
guage, just listen to what fol-

lows if he come up the arne 
number of point short of the 
championship at series end. 

There's no defending what 
Earnhardt said, and on the other 
hand, plenty of precedents for 
what NASCAR did. 

NASCAR chief Mike Helton 
warned drivers in February to 
watch their language on radio 
and TV, and over the next four 
months, he fined and erased the 
same 25 point frotn the ledgers 
of Busch Series drivers Johnny 
Sauter and Ron Hornaday k for 
cursing on-air during radio 
interviews in Las Vega and 
Dover, Del. 

The shame is that no one at 
NASCAR headquarters took the 
fine money and flew to New 
York to make sure NBC used a 
five-second delay on its racmg 
telecast . That would have 
stopped bad precedent from 
becoming an even worse Jaw. If 
this catches on - if every foul­
mouthed remark by an athlete 
over the years found it way 

onto the air or into print. and 
wound up costing them wins 
instead of money - there would 
still be plenty swearing. only 
most of it would be about the 
hundreds of trophie · changing 
hands. 

Stepping off a football field with 
fresh bruise:; :md separated from 
your senses. then stepping in front of 
a microphone to say anything coher­
ent is tough enough. It's one reason 
why "Monday Night Football" put a 
delay in its broadcasts this season, 
and why the networks have extend­
ed theirs on some programs to 10 
seconds. The other teason is that 
after Janet Jackson's ''wardrobe mal­
function'' at the Super Bowl. the 
R:c hit CBS with a $550,<XXl Gne. 

That sum was enough to 
make some people look ahead. 
As i. often me case, NASCAR 
remained stuck in the pa t. 

They're till selling clJivers 
risking their lives every week­
end a a "family sport," and pre­
tending to be surprised when 
those same drivers can't shut the 

- -

adrenaline flow off the econd 
they climb out of their cars. It's 
like boxing in that ense you 
can't have it both ways. 

The practice of deducting 
points from racers began when 
the circuit found out that hefty 
fines for violations like using 
illegal parts weren't enough to 
deter cheating. When Helton 
started applying the principle to 
cursing, he probably reasoned 
you can't have too much of a 
good thing. But that' exactly 
what happened. 

Lifting points wasn't a good 
idea when it happened to Sauter 
and Hornaday. but those penal­
ties pa ed without much of an 
outcry on the second-tier circuit. 
Even after Earnhardt wa 
docked, he was stiU second in 
the standings and more than 
26,000 respondents who voted 
m one [nternet poll by early 
Wednesday morning made him 
the clear favorite to be the 
Nextel Cup champion by sea­
son' end. 

The outcry won't - nor should it 
- be anything like the one that fol­
lowed Earnhardt's death at the 
Daytona 500 in 2001. That came in 
the debut race of a $2 billion-plus 
television package that was sup­
posed to put NASCAR on the 
national spol1ing map. It was the 
fourth racing death u.nder similar cir­
cumstances in nine months, but it 
was the first one to force NASCAR 
officials to adopt several long-over­
due safety measures. 

Hi father's death has affect­
ed the on and his pon ever 
since. Earnhardt was called 
"The IntimidatOr" for a good 
reason and revered for his 
aggressive style and traight 
talk. Yeac ago, when cigarette 
sponsol' hip propped up stock­
car racing, someone asked him 
whether he'd ever smoked. 
Earnhardt didn't mince words. 

"I don't mess with anything," 
he said. frowning, "that's on 
fire." 

Sound like the apple didn't 
fall far from that tree.

skin protrusions often have a small, 
narrow stalk connecting the skin bump 
to the surface of the skin, but some­
times they can be flat.

from an adult generally do not have to 
be sent to a pathologist for review. 
However, if a skin tag is removed from 
a child, a pathologist's review is neces­
sary because childhood skin tags can 
sometimes be cancerous.

Question: I am 65 years 
old and have been bothered 
by moles (sometimes called 

Assuming that what you have are 
skin tags, I'll devote the rest of today's 
column to this common skin problem. 
Why some people develop skin tags is 
still a mystery. However, we do know 
that they are caused by an overgrowth 
of kin, and the incidence increases 
with age. In fact, more than 25 percent 
of the population past midlife have 
them. Further, we know that they tend 
to run in families and are more com­
mon in obese people. 

They are usually painless, however, 
sometimes friction from clothing rub­
bing again t the skin tags can cause irri­
tation. 

No treatment is needed for a skin 
tag, but many people want them 
removed. Often the person feels they 
are unsightly and deuact from his or 
her appearance. Another reason cited 
for removal is that they have become 
inflamed or sore because of the friction 
with clothing that I mentioned. 

Now, to answer the last part of your 
question, which asked about topical 
medicine for removal of skin tags. 

I looked over several Web sites that 
tout over-the-counter topical treatments 
for skin tags. I do not know if they 
work. I did fmd one site that said the 
medication it was touting would get rid 
of the skin tags after three months of 
use, but that the tags would recur when 
the medication wasstopped. 

As I said at the beginning, my 
strongest caution is not to anempt self­
treatment of your skin problem until 
you have had the diagnosis cooft.rmed 
by your family physician. Also discuss 
your plans for self treatment with him 
or her before starting any OTC medica­
tion, even a topical cream.

skin mostly in the neck area. I 
have had some removed in areas that 
might cause a problem. Is there a topi­
cal medicine I can apply to make these 
go away? 

Answer: Skin tags, or "aero­
chardon" in medical lingo, 
are very common benign 

skin lesions. A skin tag is not the same 
thing as a mole. Since you seem to be 
confused on this point, the first thing to 
do is to see your family physician or a 
dennatologist to confirm that you actu-

Skin tags are most common in the 
creased skin of the armpit, groin region 
and neck. They usually appear flesh 
colored but can be brown. These tiny 

Skin tags can be removed easily in a 
doctor's office. The doctor may cut 
them off with no local anesthetic if they 
are very small. Usually they snip right 
off, but some can be frozen with cry­
ocautery or burned off with electro­
cautery. Skin tags that are removed 

If you want to get rid of your skin 
tags, I'd recommend the surgical route. 
This is because once they are removed 
surgically by your doctor, skin tags do 
not usually recur. The "down side" is, 
however, that your insurance may not 
cover this simple procedure as it is seen 

Postscript 
Journalism. Although housed at 
the University of Kentucky, the 
institute involves several other 
institutions in Kentucky, 
Tennessee and West Virginia.

For instance, the low pay for 
reporters at community papers 
means it is nigh on to impossi­
ble to attract and keep experi­
erteed writers who understand 
the complexities and nuances of 
local government.

the owners or management of 
the company. Frequently super­
visors were either directly 
involved or did nothing to stop 
the harassment after it was 
reported. 

As a result of trying to func­
tion in a workplace with elevat­
ed stress levels, employees are 
likely to have an increased 
turnover, absenteeism, sickness, 
reduced productivity, and low 
morale. At a personal level, the 
individuals are prone to depres-
ion, anxiety, general mental 

distress symptom , heart dis­
ease, ulcers, and chronic pain. 
Also, many people are dis­
tressed by having to juggle work 
and family demands, such as 
arranging childcare and taking 
care of sick or aging parents. 
There are additional factors per­
taining to each individual that 
need to be taken into account 
when anempting to distinguish 
the relationship between work 
conditions and psychological 
distress, such as sex, age, race, 
income, education, marital and 
parental status, personality, and 
methods of coping. 

In an effort to better under­
stand work stress, it is helpful to 
recognize that your job provides 
two categories of rewards and 
they are: (1) internal or intrinsic 
value (creating good feelings 
inside) with "payoffs" that 
improve or create skill develop­
ment, self-esteem, and personal 
identity; and (2) external or 
extrinsic value (from outside 
ourselves), such as money, vari­
ety from domestic surroundings, 
and social contacts. Although 
increasing the rewards of work 
can offset the stress it might cre­
ate, the physical environment, 
such as continuous loud noise, 
a,nd the psychosocial, such as 
been bullied by a coworker, 
conditions of employment can 
have very harmful effects on 
worker ' mental and physical 
well-being. 

The lack of control over 
work, the work place, and 
employment status have been 
recognized both as sources of 
tress and as a critical health 

risk for orne workers. In fact, a 
feeling of powerlessness has 

lured away to a public relations 
or a metropolitan paper where 
living wages are paid. 

Also, far too often, the rural 
paper or radio station is part of a 
large conglomerate where sales 
outweigh news and community 
responsibility. 

On the other hand, when the 
medium is locally owned, it 
runs the risk of its owners being 
entrenched in the local power 
structure and, thus, reluctant to 
challenge it. 

I'm hoping the new Institute 
for Rural Journalism can have 
an impact on the quality of jour­
nalism - and the level of citizen 
knowledge and participation -
throughout the region. 

The reason, by the way, that 
the announcement of the insti­
tute was made in Whitesburg 

been identified as the universal 
cause of job stress that in tum 
usually leads to depression with 
feelings of helplessness and 
hopelessness. Often the 
employee does not take charge 
and do something to correct the 
situation or avoids the whole 
thing due to feeling that nothing 
can be done. Thus, everything 
stays the same and the stress 
continues. It has been found 
that secretaries, waitresses, mid­
dle managers, police officers, 
editor , and medical interns 
were among those with the most 
highly stressed occupations. 
Their job description is marked 
by the need to respond to others' 
demands and timetables, with 
little control over events. It is 
not unexpected that the common 
complaints associated with 
these positions have to do with 
too much responsibility and too 
little authority, unfair labor 
practices, and inadequate job 
descriptions. 

Now that the stress in the 
workplace has been identified, 
what is there to do about it? 
Managers . or organizational 
policies might attempt three 
main trategies for reducing 
work-related stress: (1) alter the 
working conditions so that they 
are less stressful or more con­
ducive to effective coping, such 
as decreasing stressful noise 
levels or changing decision­
making processes so that the 
employees' opinions might be 
included; (2) help individuals 
adapt to the situation better by 
teaching them more appropriate 
coping strategies for conditions 
that are impossible or difficult to 
change. There might be individ­
ual counseling services for the 
workers; and (3) identify the 
stressful relationship between 
the individual or the group and 
the work environment. Some 
other examples of adjustments 
that administration might do for 
improvement are changes in 
worker assignment to produce a 
better ''fit," or have programs to 
teach coping strategies for indi­
viduals that share common cop­
ing difficulties, such as training 
in relaxation kills. Employees 
can work at correcting these

job-related pressures and stress 
through workers' unions, griev­
cmce or personnel offices, or by 
direct negotiations with their 
immediate supervisors. 

A major difficulty that some 
folks have at work is that of not 
speaking up when they need to. 
By all means, try hard to not be 
a doormat on the job. Do you 
need to set verbal limits at 
work? Telling others what you 
will or won't do isn't always 
easy. The following are some 
approaches you might attempt 
to get your needs met where 
you work: practice saying "no" 
out loud. You won't become an 
expert instantly. Practice say­
ing "no" in front of the mirror 
until it becomes second nature. 
Give honest reasons why you 
can't help. Tell others that 
you'd like to help, but give them 
a clear picture of why you are 
refusing. "All of my free time is 
gone for a month." Learn to 
deal with bullies. If some indi­
viduals won't accept your 
boundaries, use more powerful 
words or gestures. Before set­
ting boundaries, however, you 
must know your own limits. If 
yollf boss at work is demanding, 
emphasize that it's time that is 
limited, not your willingness to 
help. "I have several things that 
you want done today. So, in 
order to do something new, I 
need to know what stays and 
what goes, so you get exactly 
what you want accomplished." 
Thinking and acting like a team 
player gets you respect. Also, 
ask yourself, "Am I working 
hard enough to demand 
respect?" 

If nothing helps and the 
working environment stays 
stressful, exercise your avoid­
ance options - get a new job. 
You can't change the whole 
world. Job hunting can be 
stressful, particularly in times of 
high unemployment, but being 
pushed down day after day by 
work is far worse. Good luck 
with your career, whether or not 
it is new. After all, you usually 
spend many awakening hours at 
work.
