The "PRlDE on the River" project, 
which will develop in three phases. will 
eliminate the approximate 1,300 pounds 
of solid waste entering waterways from 
Mud Creek daily. as well as solid waste 
entering waterways in other areas along 
U.S. 23. 

The project. which will cost more. than 
$5 million, aims to expand the Pikeville 
sewer collection system to serve resi­

The U.S. Energy lnfonnahon 
Admini:-;tr.ttion reported an 
increase of 1.5 percent in coal 
pr-.H.luction nation\.\ide over the 
penod. th;mks 10 large part to 
m(1rc mining in West Virginia 
and Wyoming. 

Tot.tl production from all 
coal-producing slates was l.l 
billion tons. 

Bill Caylor. president of the 
Kentucky Coal Association. 
said the mimng industry should 
be booming in mountainous 
eastern Kentucky because coal 
plices have more than doubled 

to $50 a ton >Ver the past t\\ o 
years. However, lahor shorta •c 
and ddays in gctung regulatory 
permits to open new lllincs 111 
Kentucky arc taking a toll. hr 
said. 

Production in the mountain 
regiOn fell from 90.~ million 
tons to ~9.9 million Ions over 
the past 12 monlhs.

"I'm a 
little surprised."' 

Kentucky's o\er.tll coal pro­
duction rose by 2.6 perc.::nt from 
113.7 to 116.6 million tons o 'Cr 
the pa),t year. according to the 
federal statJstics.

Caylor. a1d he ~xpccts that to 
help res )lve the labor shortage, 
allov, ing existing mines to 
expand and new mines to open. 
However Caylor said coal com­
panic till have to deal with 
bureaucratte red tape involved 
m gcnmg p •rmits to open new 
mmcs. He said the red tape 
could be partially n:sponsible 
for the decline in producti011 in 
eastern Kentuck-y. 

Mark York, spokesman for 
the Kentucky Department for 
Natural Resources, said under 
state law regulators have 65 
working days to review each 
application for a mine perrmt. 
On average, he said, the process 
is taking only 44 days. 

Kentucky still ranked third in 
the nation in coal production 
over the past year, behind 
Wyoming, which mined more 
than 405 million tons, and West 
Virginia, whlch produced 151 
million tons. 

Carol Raulston, spokes­
woman for the National. Mining 
Association, said she expects 
the demand for coal to remain 
high. 

"We're in the midst of an 
upswing that we think is going 
to be long-lived," she said. 'The 
demand for coal, primarily to 
produce electricity in the United 
States, is very strong."

Ky., W.Va. gets $6 million to train miners

PIKEVILLE- The federal 
government is stepping in to 
help case a shonage of trained 
coal miners in Appalachia. 

The L'.S. Department of 
Labor will provide grants total­
ing $6 million to train new coal 
miners in Kentucky and West 
Virgmia. where companies have 
been trying tfl lure e"<perienced 
workers away from competitors 
by offering htgher wages and 
better benefits. 

The initiativl! was praised by 
mining indusuy representatives 
after Labor Secretar} Elaine L. 
Chao announced the funding 
Monday. 

Bill Caylor, president of the 
Kentucky Coal Association. 
said a luck of trained miners has 
hinde1d the mining industry in 
filling blue-collar positions ere-

- al<'.d by an upswmg in the coal­
field economy. 

·'Wt>'re needing more miners, 
period," Caylor said. "There's a 
lot of competition between com­
panies." 

The federal grants are part of 
nearly $27 million in invest­
ments made in suppmt of the 
nation's energy workforce over 
the past two years under the 
Bu h Administration's. High 
Growth Job Training lniliative, 
a trategic plan to prepare work­
ers for jobs in expanding indus­
tries. 

Chao said the increased 
demand for coal. is creating jobs 
and improving the economy. 
She said her home state of 
Kentucky alone needs 3,500 
new coal miners immediately. 

Kentucky will use a $3 mil­
lion grant to help crcale ·•coal 
academics'' on community and 
technical college campuses in 
Cumberland, Hazard, 
Madisonville and Prestonsburg 
to train miners. The federal 
funding will be used to purchase 
mining simulators that will give 
prospective miners the feel of 
working on machines u.;:ed in 

both underground and surface 
mine opcrationF>. 

West Virginia will use a $3 
million grant to establish mine 
training and placement centers 
at West Virginia University and 
at southern West Virginia com­
mumty colleges. The centers 
will provide traditional clas~­

room instruction, plus hands-on 
training with siruulalOrs like 
those used in Kentucky. 

In addition, Pennsylvania 
was awarded a $500,000 grant 
to develop an associate degree 
in mining technology at Penn 
State University to teach work· 
ers safety skills before begin­
ning a mining career. 

Caylor 'aid high prices for 
oal hru led to more mining 

actiVity and the need for more 
mrners. At the same time. he 
:said, the coal industry is prepar­
ing for mass retirements as the 
a \'cragc age of working miners 
approacher.; 50. 

"We will need to replace 
them when they retire, and we 
will need additional miners to 
increase production:· he said.

President Bush recently agreed to support Sen. John McCain's tor­

ture-ban bill, finally ending a standoff that had degraded America's 
standing around the globe. While the White House tried to paint the 
agreement as a compromise, it actually was a concession to the will 
of Congress and the voice of reason. It also marked the abandonment 
of an untenable argument: The president does not support torture -
but he wants the right to approve the torture of suspected terrorists if 
he deems it necessary .... 

McCain's unassailable credentials as a tortured prisoner of war in 
Vietnam and his adamant refusal to water down his proposal no doubt 
helped win support for the ban .... All in all. however, the agreement 
represents a retreat by the president and a repudiation of the notion 
that torture is a necessary weapon in battling terrorism .... 

If the United States unilaterally ignores international standards 
barring torture, what is to prevent other nations from doing the same 
to captured U.S. service members? If we abandon prohibitions 
against torture, we cede our national status as a champion of human 
rights and endanger our own military personnel in the process. 

Passage of the torture ban will reassert that the Gnited States is a 
nation of laws and principles, and that no president can blithely 
ignore them. 

Press & Sun-Bulletin, Binghamton, N.Y., on Bush s regrets: 
Whether making an honest attempt to be more open with the pub­

lic or simply trying to shore up his sagging approval ratings, 
President Bush emerged from his isolation and engaged in a Mea 
Culpa Tour over the past week. spending time with TV. anchormen 
and making speeches taking responsibility for going to war in Iraq 
based on faulty weapons intelligence .... 

The facti· there were people in Bush's administration who were 
pushing for the invasion and conversion of Iraq to democracy long 
before 9/11. It didn't really matter to them what weapons Saddam 
may have had. And post-9111 fears and faulty inteUigence gave them 
what they needed to muster public support. People in fear are the 

_most easily led and fooled. 
Once committed, of course, the United States had little option but 

to see the mission through as best it can. In that regard, the president 
and his advisers still have apologies to issue for grossly and deliber­
ately underestimating the level of istance and the amount of troops 
and armor required in Iraq, and for wrecking the careers of military 
leaders who dared to speak out on the troops' behalf. 

It's nice that the president is being more "open." but it will require 
more than a few speeches and public relations stunts to regain the 
nation's confidence. 

Evansville (Ind.) Courier & Press, on Iran :S new president: 
Iran's new president seems determined to make both himself and 

his country international pariahs. He's off to a great start. 
With the world growing apprehensive over Tehran's nuclear ambi­

tions and getting to the point where it might actually do something 
about them, the wise course of action would have been for President 
Mahmoud Ahmadinejad to be discreet, circumspect. 

Instead, in October he called for Israel to be "wiped off the map." 
In subsequent speeches, he expanded on his loopy idea that if the 
Holocaust were true, which he indicated he doubted, then Israel 
should be uprooted and moved to the scene of the crime. Finally, he 
called the Holocaust a "myth." 

"Absolutely irresponsible," said one senior European Union offi­
cial. The State Department said. "This is one more indication that Iran 
is headed off 180 degrees from the rest of the world." Even China 
denounced him. and the governments of other Muslim countries 
squirmed in discomfort. 

Perhaps Ahmadinejad has virtues discernible to the people who 
elected him but invisible to the rest of us. But it's increasingly hard to 
escape the judgment that he is an ill-educated, ill-mannered nutcase 
who may one day have nuclear weapons.

PRESTONSBURG - Five 
inmates at the Floyd County 
Detention Cenlcr who are await­
ing therr OED test scores met 
with Floyd County Adult 
Education officials Thursday. 

Adult Education Director

t the jail as part of an educa­
tional outreach program. 

The computer is one of many 
that were removed from the 
David School, the former Adult 
Education program host. Ross 
said several computers have 
been placed with other equip­
ment and educational tools at 
the Prestonsburg campu~ of Big 
Sandy Community and 
Technical College. the current 
program host of the Adult 
Education Program. Others are 
heing distributed to community 
outreach posts w assist students 
i taking the OED. 

Utilizmg the "WTN" pro­
gram, students will be able to 
hone their math, reading, 
English. "-Titing, business and 
job skills. The program will pro­
vide additional assistance dur-

Public Service Commission, the 
~ndy Valley Water District's 
facilities will be transferred, 
along with the debt obligation 
associated with its portions in 
Pike and Floyd counties, to 
Pikeville and the Southern 
Water and Sewer District.

seven years. "lf I had teachers 
like that [Johnson] when I was 
in school, l would have graduat­
ed."

Pikeville can restrict sewage 

flows from Floyd County if a 
sewage treatment plant is not 
constructed in Floyd County 
within 20 years from the date of 
completion of phase 1 of the 
project.

Oct. 31. Frontier wants to clo e 
the purchase of the county'. nat­
ural gas system by Jan. 16, but 
they still owe the county more 
than $1 million for the pun:hasc. 

When rhe fiscal •court 
declared an emcrgcnC)' Friday, 
reducing rates to $21 MCF for 
area residents, the fiscal court, 
paying more for the gas. lrans­
ponation, labor, rep·url>, billing 
and other eqUipment or needs, 
began losing money. 

Now, they arc looking for 
support from S;tly~rvillc bus1-
nessman Richard Willtams, who 
says he can prov1dc ga.'> at n rate 
that, depending on the cJst of 
transportation, is at least 35 per­
cent cheaper lhan Eqttitahle 
Energy. 

Williams. owner of P&J 
Resources, says h~ and his wife, 
owner of BTU Ga~ in 
Salyersville, feel obli)!ated to 
the elderly customers m their 
area, which is why they've had 
the same rate since 1994. 

All 625 customers serviced 
by the company arc charged $6 
MCF, a rate much cheaper than 
residents getting natural gas 
through the city of Salyersville, 
Williams said. at rates compara­
ble to those seen in Floyd 
County recently.

The change, Webh claims, is 
"invalid" and the residence docs 
not qualify as a residence as it is 
defined by state statute. 

Webb claims that Brown sttlJ 
"remains" at his Turkey Creek 
address and that his move is an 
effort by the hosphnl to "place -a 
voter in the subject area to he 
annexed by the petilioncr where 
no voter [existed] previously." 

The city read the tir 1 and 
second ordinances of their intent 
to annex the property in March 
and ApriL The hospital filed a 
petition opposing the annexation 
{with names of two landowners 
and other "purported'' landown­
ers) in June, about a month prior 
to Brown's change of address, 
Webb wrote in the suit.

«erve 110 months in a federal 
pnson. 

Hei huc;;band Oti!' Davi<;, 72.

of J&J Medical, was sentenced 
to 36 months for the same 
charges. 

Both were ordered to pay 
$17l.913 in re~tilution Lo the 

Department of Health and 
Human Services, and both of 
them are to report on Feb. !3 to 
the Bureau of Prisons. After 
their release, they will be placed 
under supervision for three 
years for each of the 13 counts 
against them. 

They were indicted along 
with Dr. Raghu Sundardlll, who 
practiced in Prestonsburg.

For 2006-07. the Commission pro­

posed that crossbows be permitled for 
deer and fall turkey hunting during the 
full archery sea!>on. 

The Commission combtned the fall 
archery and shotgun turkey permits into 
one fall turkey permit. This permit 
would allow the purchaser to take a fall 
limit total of four turkeys of either sex. 
Hunter.; would he limited to two birds 
v.:ith a shotgun during the . hotgun sea­
son. or could take all four hirds with a 
bow or crossbow during the proposed 
fall archery/crossbow or ~hotgun sea-

son. 
Several changes to the elk quota 

hunts for 2006 were proposed. includ­
ing increasing the number of elk quota 
hunt permits from l 00 to 200. There 
would be 140 cow elk pemuts and 60 
bull elk permits available for random 
draw, and a I 0 percent cap on the num­
ber of nonresident hunters who could be 
drawn for an elk quota hunt pcm1it. 

The Commission proposed crcatmg 
an out-of-t:one elk hunting permit for 
legal deer hunters who may want to take 
an elk ourside the restoration zone dur­
ing deer season. The oul-of-zone elk 

permit would cost $30 for residents and 
$365 for non-residents. In addition, 
handguns would no longet be legal elk 
hunting equipment in 2006. 

The Commission also recommended 
issuing two youth elk hunting permits. 
one cow elk and one bull elk, in 2006. 
Youth hunters ages 10 to 15 would be 
eligible. The fee to apply for an elk 
quota hunt is $10. 

In fishing-related action. the Com­
mission proposed to close Dewey and 
Barren River Lakes to commercial fish­
ing beginning March 1. 2007. Rough 
River and Nolin River Lakes would
