FRANKFORT - A bill 
a1med at creating a coordi­
nated effort to track down 
elder abuse and prosecute 
the offenders won approval 
from a House committee 
on Thursday. 

The measure - a top 
priority of AARP Kentucky, 
the interest group for older 
people - gained an 
endorsement from Dr. 
James Holsinger, secretary 
of the Health and Family 
Services Cabinet. 

"This is a great opportu­
nity for all of us to show 
that we can come together 
... on a bipartisan, two­
branch-of-government 
approach to try to solve a 
problem," Holsinger told 
the Health and Welfare 
Committee, which 

~ approved t.h.e bill without 
any oppos1t10n. 

Similar bills have died 
m previous sessions of the 
General Assembly. 

The latest bill would 
require training for police, 
prosecutors, judges and 
social workers to help 
them recognize abuse of 
Kentucky's oldest citizens 
and how to respond. 

The measure would 
better define roles in han­
dling elder-abuse allega-*' lions and foster closer ties

The Army Corps or 
Engineers. Environmental 
Protection Agency. fish and 
Wildlife Service and Office of 
Surface Mining said Thursday 
the agreement was intenJed to 
streamline the procedures com­
panies go through when apply­
ing fur permits to start surface 
coal mines. including those that 
remove entire mountaintops and 
dump dirt and rock into \"alleys 
and streams. 

The action came le~s than a 
month after environmentalists 
. ued the federal government .n 

(' 

an attempt to stop coal compa­
nies from removing mountain­
tops to unearth coal. 

The lawsuit filed Jan. 28 
seeks to top the Corps of 
Engineers from issuing permits 
for tilling streams with soil and 
rock. which environmentali t 

claim is causing irreparable 
damage to the environment. 

The mining industry has 
increasingly relied on mountain­
top removal to expose coal 
seams because it's a quick and 
effident process. 

Mike Gauldin. spokesman 
for the Office of Surface 
Mining. said the agreement 
would allow state regulatory 
agencies to hold joint public 
hearings with the Corp of 
Engineers instead of eparate 

processes. He said the agree­
ment could reduce the amount 
of paperwork coal operators 
have to duplicate, and at the 
arne time make it ea ier for cit­

izens to comment on proposed 
mining operation . 

Gauldin aid coal operators 
will still have to meet the same 
standards before they can start a 
surface mine. 

"Definitely, it should re ult 
in orne time saving ," Gauldin 
said. "How much is hard to say 
at this point." 

The permit proce s now 
takes month . 

Benjamin Grumble·, assis­
tant admini trator for water in 
the Environmental Protection 
Agency, said the agreement will 
allow agencie that review pro-

posed coat mines to better share 
information. 

"The result will be a more 
comprehen ive environmental 
review process, which is 
extremely important as we inte­
grate fish and wildlife constder­
ations with surface coal mining 
considerations." said Steve A. 
Williams. director of the Fish 
and Wildlife Service.

Keeping 
those at risk away from crowded 
areas is al o key in keeping the 
illnesses in check, he said.

"Sometimes the flu can 
change and a new virus can 
come," he said "We worry now 
that this virus can make this kind 
of trick. I'm not trying to :-;~arc 
anybody. but I'm thinking it can 
happen ."

Fletcher administration pitches 
tax plan to lawmakers

Cowgill said the corn­
plaints are understandable in 
one regard because many of 
the companies have avoided 
taxes. 

"We're going to have tax­
payers who have never been 
taxpayer before," Cowgill 
sal d. 

Since its introduction, 
Fletcher's tax plan has drawn 
some fire from a broad spec­
trum. 

House Democrats are balk­
mg at the 31-cent increase in 
the cigarette tax. The aJcp­
holic beverage indu try, 
including the ">ignature bour­
bon di!.tillers, say it unfairly 
tnrgets them by adding the 

sales tax to retail package 
sales. Advocates for the poor 
say it doe n 't do enough to 
cut individual income taxes. 

Cowgill said the entire 
package is designed to pro­
mote economic growth. 
though the administration 
said just over 10,000 new 
jobs will be created as are ult 
by 2008. 

"We think our tax code is 
holding us back," Cowgill 
told the House 
Appropriation and Revenue 
Committee. ·'It's not reliable. 
It's not fair and it's not good 
for growth." 

Fletcher has warned that 
the tate's very future is 
dependent on enacting the 
package, which he call tax 
modernization, in order to 
promote economic growth. 

"The budget I pre ent i 
based on our current tax code, 
a system rooted in an econo­
my nearly I 00 years old:· 
Fletcher aid in hi· State of 
the Commonwealth addre:.s. 
"Thi · b not the path I prefer, 
but if you cannot summon the 
will to reform our taxe then 
it is the path we are destined 

to take" 
House Speaker Jody 

Richards, D-Bowling Green, 
promised that some form of a 
tax plan would pass the 
House. 

But on the political front. 
while Fletcher and others 
have taken pains to make 
a surance that the package 
doe not raise taxe , the 
answer to that crucial ques­
tion is now Je s clear to many 
legislator who have signed a 
no-tax pledge. 

"It is tax neutral over the 
period required for full 
implementation. That means 
that tax increase are off et 
by tax reduction·:· Fletcher 
said in his speech "Within 
that period there is positi .. e 
revenue for this budget cycle 
due to the timing of the clos­
ing of loopholes and imple· 
mentation of the cigarette 
tax." 

But Americans for Tax 
Reform, the ultra-conserva­
tive advocacy group that cr~­
ated the no-tax pledge, i now 
reconsidenng its earlier po. i­
rion that the entire package is 
neutral.

LEXINGTON - Many 
lit, jailers and jail employees 

aero ·s the state showed a 
lack of knowledge of the 
state Open Records Act, 
failing or refu ing to 
relea. e information that is 
clearly public, auditors 
found. 

In Montgomery County, 
auditor Dariush Shafa said 
Jailer Dewayne Myers and 
t\\0 employees backed him 
against a wall and demand­
ed his identification. 

After Myers refused to 
give him a copy of the pris­
oner log. Shafa said he 
showed the jailer a copy of 
the open-records I aw, and 
Myer responded, "That 
rule doesn't apply to us." 

"The whole situation was 
very intimidating," Shafa, 
20. a University of 
Kentucky student, ~aid in 
an interview. 

Myers aid he did not 
intend to make Shafa feel 
intimidated and did not say 
the open-records law does 
not apply to the jail. 

There would have been 
no problem providing a list 
of people in the jail if Shafa 
had asked for that, Myers 
said. However, what Shafa 
requested was a copy of the 
daily activity log. which

include confidential infor­
mation such as what med­
ication inmate get, Myers 
said. 

The open-records law 
outline1> information that 
public agencies are allowed 
to withhold- items such as 
Social Security numbers 
that would clearly v1olate 
an individual's privacy if 
released. 

lf the public record being 
sought includes private 
information, the agency is to 
black out that information 
and release the rest of the 
record, according to the act. 

Several jailers aid the 
uncommon request for the jail 
log and the fact the auditors 
would not produce identifiCa­
tion or say why they wanted 
to ee it rai ed concerns about 
the safety of inmates, author­
ities and the public. 

Sharon Buckley, a cap­
tain at the Barren County 
Jail, sa1d for instance that 
someone who wanted to 
attack an inmate could use 
the list in finding out when 
that person was due in 
court, then show up and 
perhaps place an officer in 
jeopardy. 

"You want to make sure 
the safety's there . The last 
thing you want to do is put 
anybody at risk as well as 
the community," Buckley 
said. 

Said Myers:' "We don't 

\\ant to take no chance with 
somebody we don't know." 

.\1organ Caldwell. a 10-
year-old journalism student 
at Eastern Kentucky 
Uni\ crsity who went to 
Morgan County as part of

Caldwell said the black

"'She called me thinking 
'Oh my God, my daughter's 
been 1 n a wreck,' " 
Caldwell said in an inter­
view . 

Keeton said Caldwell's 
refusal to provide identifi­
cation raised a red flag 
about whether she wanted 
the information for an tllic­
it purpose. Keeton men­
tioned the potential for 
blackmail. or a wife trying 
to find out who her husband 
had been arrested with. he 
said.

House leaders want separate police

FRANKFORT - House 
leaders are thinking about ere 
ating a police force with the 
sole responsibility of protecting 
lawmakers and legislative 
employees 

Eight House Democratic and 
Republican leader have signed 
onto a bill to establish a 
Division of Legislative 
Security to replace services 
now provided free by the 
Kentucky State Police. 

That would mean a fully 
trained and equipped agency of 
at least five uniformed police 
officer \\ ith statewide jurisdic­
tion to provide "adequate ·ecu­
rity and law enforcement pro­
tection" for all 138 lawmakers 
and 400 or so legislative 
employees .

INDIANAPOLIS -Effective with 
the 2005 high school football season, 
a team will be limited to one forward 
pass during a down. Prev10usly, a 
team could throw more than one for· 
ward pass during a down as long as 
the pa ses were thrown from in or 
behind the neutral zone. 

This wa one of 13 rules changes 
approved by the NFHS Football 

Rules Committee at its January 8-9 
meeting in Hilton Head, South 
Carolina. The rule ubc equently 
were approved by the NFHS Board of 
Directors. The NFHS Football Rules 
Committee is campo ed of one vot­
ing member from each NFHS state 
high school association that u e~ 

FHS football rules. as well as repre­
sentatives of the NFHS Coaches 
Association and NFHS Officials . 

"The throwing of multiple passes 

in a dm~ n in high lichool football is 
not a very common occurrence." aid 
Jerry Diehl, .NFHS assistant director 
and liaison to the Football Rules 
Committee. "Bccau. c team don't 
see it that often, confusion has exist­
ed regardtng the second pass. 

·'Since learns rare!) use this 
option. the commirtee determined it 
would be best to not allow more than 
one forward pass in an effort to 
reduce confusion regarding when 

pass interference rules are in effect 
for either team. This change should 
as ist the offense, the defense and the 
game officials in determining when 
pass eligibility rules apply." 

Two changes were made in Rule I· 
5 (player equipment) with ri k manage­
ment in mind.

Diehl said that in a survey of 
helmet mallufacturers, it was 
determined that new helmets 
are being produced with the 
four-snap chin strap.

"The NFHS Sports

Two changes were approved 
by the committee to help offi­
cials better determine the 11 
legal offensive players in the 
game. The flrst change will 
require a mark 12 inches in 
length, 4 inches in width and 9 
yards from each sideline to be 
located on each 10-yard line. 
The other change will require 
all offensive players to be, 
momentarily, between the 9-
yard marks after the ready for 
play and prior to the snap, and 
adhere to all other pre-snap 
requirements.

"The Football Rules 
Committee has considered vari­
ou issues over the past few 
years to address substitutions 
and the balance between offense 
and defense," said Brad 
Cashman, executive director of 
the Penn ylvania Interscholastic 
Athletic Association and chair­
man of the NFHS Football Rules 
Committee.

"This addition to the for­
ward-pass classification clari­
fies that contact away from the 
direction of the pass would not 
constitute forward-pass inter­
ference," Diehl said. "This 
change does not remove the 
restrictions on illegal use of the 
hands, holding or a personal 
foul that is comm]tted during 
any play." 

Beginning with the 2008 sea-
on, hand pads must meet the 

same standard as gloves con­
cerning the level of tackiness. 
The hand pads shall bear the 
NF/NCAA label indicating com­
pliance with test specifications 
on flle with the Sporting Goods 
Manufacturers Association as of 
January 1, 1994. 

"More and more products 
are being produced that appar­
ently are tackier than the speci­
fications allowed for gloves," 
Diehl said. "This situation is 
causing concern that players 
are gaining an advantage; 
therefore, the same require-

AUXIER- An old soul spread its wings 
Saturday during a ribbon cutting ceremony at 
the Auxier Freewill Baptist Church. 

Opal McKentie, 94, was about 36 when the 
church opened for its first service on August 
24. 1947. 

McKenzie. who suffer with arthritis. hasn't 
attended services in Auxier for quite some 
time. but she still gets regular visits from the 
church pastor, Bobby Jo Spencer. who request­
ed her presence at the ceremony Saturday. 

Standing beside the Auxier Chapter of the

McKenzie raised her tlme honored hands and 
cut the ribbon to the doorway of the church 
he's been a part of for more than JO years . 

It started out as a tent revi\al, McKenzie

oing to college next fall. I 
ust got a letter from her col­

kg mending that she have a 
meningitis vaccine before starting 
~chnol. Do you think she should have 
this'! Are there other immunizations 
she need" at her age? 

Answer: I. too, have a daugh­
ter starting college in the 
fall. and she will be getting 

her menmgitis vaccine soon. The vac­
cine you refer to is for bacterial menin­
gitis. which can be a fatal disease. 
College freshmen Jiving in dormitories 
are at significant risk for meningococ­
cal rneningttis. Thi disease can rapid­
ly spread through any living communi­
ty where people are 

housed together in close quarter!'>. 
Army barracks have also been known to 
have serious outbreak of this di~;easc. 

Usually after one or two cases, the 
public or military health authoritie. can 
stop further spread, but the ftrst few 
cases are often fatal. When a person 
does recover from a case of bacterial 
meningitis, he or she can uffer perma­
nent brain damage. The eriousness of 
the disease and the relative ease of pre­
venting it are why all of my children 
have had, or will have, meningitis vac­
cine before starting college - so 
should yours. 

There are other immunizations that 
you should be sure are up to date before 
your daughter starts college, as well. In 
fact, this applies to other reader who 
have children who may be a few year 

away from high school graduation. 
Use the following information to deter­
mine if your child's "shot record" indi­
cates that he or . he is under-immu­
nized. 1f so, you should get your 
child's immunization~ caught up. 

First thing to check on is your 
child's immunization against diphthe­
ria, tetanus (lockjaw) and pertussis 
(whooping cough). According to the 
National rnstitutes of Health. immu­
nization against all three of these dis­
eases i. recommended for all infants 
and children from 2 months of age up 

to their 7th birthday. Those 7 and 
older should receive immunizing 
agents that contain only diphtheria and 
tetanus toxoids and not pertussis vac­
cine. And, while you are at it. check 
your own record. There are probably 
many adults who are overdue for a 
diphtheria and tetanus booster. Adults 
should receive these boo ter shots 
every I 0 years for the rest of their lives. 

Your child should have had two 
measles. mumps and rubella (MMR) 
immunizations after the age of 1. Most 

states require the second ~hot before 
starting elementary school. 

The Hepatitis B vaccine wns intro­
duced in the mid to late 1980~. and 
many college age men and women till 
have not received this immunization. 
Given as a three-~hot series over a si -
month period, it prevent:-. hepalllbi B. 
which is transmitted through blood 
products or sexual contact. Often there 
are no symptoms. but it can cau~c ill­
nes . If you child is entering a health· 
related field like medicine or nursing, it 
is especially important that they receive 
this series. 

Finally, the varicella vaccine for 
chickenpox should be given if you 
daughter has not had chtckcnpox. 
Adults do get chickenpox. ami it can be 
a serious illnes!'. in an adult. The vac­
cine is a two-shot serie<;, with the doo;e~; 
given at least four weeks apat1. 

So pull out her hot record and call 
your aoctor or health department to get 
these vaccines started. Having her 
fully immunized will give you one less 
thing to worry about a. you end your 

daughter off to college,

A Corps spring 
forest fire reminder 

The U. S. Army Corps of 
Engineers, the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and 
Wildlife, and the Kentucky 
Divi ion of Fore~try manages 
or protects approximately 
12,113 acres of forest land sur­
rounding Paintsville Lake. 
This area is home to many 
small game animals such as the 
squirrel. raccoon, turkey, rab­
bit, grouse and quail. just to 
name a few. Kentucky's big 
game animal. the white-tailed 
deer. is also found living abun­
dantly throughout this area. 

• These forest residents are total­
ly dependent upon you to pro­
tect them and their habitat from 
ragmg forest fires. 

Kentucky's Spring Forest 
Fire Season will begin on 
February 15 and will end after 
April 30th. It is unlawful dur­
ing this time to set a fire to any 
flammable matcriaJ capable of 
spreading fire. located in or 
within 150 feet of any private 
woodland or brush land. exct:pt 

between the hours of 6:00 prn 
and 6:00am local time. 

Kentucky's new "6:00 pm 
burning law" allows those who 
bum brush and debris for gar­
dens to bum during the early 
evening when wind has started 
to die down, air temperature is 
lower, and relative humidity is 
increasing. These conditions 
make a fire much more man­
ageable and less I ikely to get 
out of control. If the fire does 
get in the woods, it js much 
easier to put out. However, 
even after 6:00 pm. no fire 
should be started if there are 
high winds. or light fuels such 
as tall dry grass nearby. 
Kentucky law also requires 
someone to stay with thejr fires 
to be sure they don't get out of 
control. 

The Corps of Engineers 
reminds you that when visiting 
Paintsville Lake, fires are not 
permitted except when con­
tained in fire grills, designed 
especially for that purpose. 

When fires are built, care must 
be taken to completely extin­
guish them to prevent a restart 
that could get out of control. 
Smokers should make sure that 
a cigarette is completely safe 
before it is discarded. 

In the event of a fore t tire 
that occurs on or near the 
Paintsville Lake area, Johnson 
and Magoffin county area resi­
dents can contact the Kentucky 
Division of Forestry at Bet y 
Layne at 1-800-866-0048. 
Morgan county residents can 
contact the Morehead Division 
of Fore try at 1-H00-866-0052. 
Persons can contact the U. S. 
Army Corps of Engineers 
Re5ource Manager's office, 
Monday through Friday, 7:30 
am to 4:00 pm at 606·297

ends and holidays, persons can 
ctther call the Kentucky 
Divi ion of Forestry at the 
above phone numbers or c.:an 
call 911.
