PRESTONSBURG- A 
former Martin police officer 
and Floyd County deputy 
sheriff saw a panial dis­
missal of charges against 
him this week, according to 
an order filed in circuit 
court. 

During delib~rations last 
week, the grand jury did not 
find sufficient evidence to 
indict the former officer 
Steve Toy, 42, !)n a felony 
theft charge. 

Toy was charged in 2003 
with felony theft. indccem 
exposure and third-degree 
unlawful transaction with a 
minor. 

The complaint, filed by 
Martin City Council mem­
ber Charles E. J ustice, 
a lleges that Toy stole a 
$5,000 computer from the 
city of Martin. That charge 
was referred to a grand JUry

Toy returned the comput­
er to Martin city hall.

A recommemlation by Gov. Ernie Fletcher to pay the lieutenant 
governor a generous housing allowanct: to live somewht:re other 
than the lieutenant governor's mansion is a sound idea and should 
be approved. 

The Fletcher administration has proposed paying Lt. Gov. Steve 
Pence $30,000 a year to live anywhere but the Old Governor's 
Mansion. The proposal also recommends using the mansion as a 
meeting place or a museum. 

State Finance Secretary Robbie Rudolph said a review of past 
spending on the mansion shows about $300.000 could be saved if 
the building were used for these purposes. 

Considering the budget crisis this state i. enduring. it is only log­
ical to cut cost that aren't absolutely necessary. 

Pence, who has been commuting from Louisville, has said he 
upports the recommendation. 

"There's no doubt it would be very pre. tigious to have a man­
sion to entertain your friends and family and constituents·and be 
able to have events there," Pence said. "But as far as ju tifying the 
money, I have to agree with the secretary of finance that the wiser 
thing to do i just take the stipend:· 

Pence's heart is in the right place. 
The Old Governor's Mansion is a prestigious building and has a 

lot of hi tory behind it. The mansion wa. built in 1795 and served 
a· the governor' home until 1914. 

It was recently renovated at a price of $2.3 million. 
It would be nice for Pence and his family to live in it, but the 

tate just can't afford the large expenses that go with its daily oper­
ation. 

This propo al would allow for it to continue to be utilized by 
tourists and historians for generations to come. 

Fletcher and Pence should be commended for taking the neces-
6ary steps to save our state money. 

We hope that the General Assembly will quickly approve thi 
recommendation.

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Capitol adjusts to cleaner air

FRANKFORT - With the 2005 
General A sembly under way. 
Kentucky' Capitol may seem filled 
with hot air. 

The air's just ;t little cleaner these 
days. A bill passed last year limited 
public smoking in the Capitol complex. 

"It's a lot better this ses ion than it's 
ever been. I can say that,'" said Rep. 
Steve Nunn, R-Gla~gow, who spon­
·ored the bill. '"I'm glad that we·re 
going to be more healthy and health 
conscio~ about each other." 

In past legislative sessions. most 
areas at the Capitol and the adjacent 
Capitol Annex were indoor havens for 
cigarette smokers. Lawmakers v..·ould 
light up freely in committee rooms 
Lobbyists, workers and others smoked 
in the hallways and some Annex offices. 

Most of that has stopped now 
This is the first regularly scheduled 

legislative session the law has been in 
effect. though the ban was in place for a 
special sess1on last year ow, smokers 
have been exiled outdoors. into private 
offices or certain designated areas. 

Other tobacco-producing state 
restrict smoking in their capitoL: 
Virgif!ia, for example, allows smoking 
in designated areas only. 

In Kentucky, Nunn 's proposal came 
in the wake of an indoor public smoking 
ban imposed by Lexington . That 
Bluegrass city's ban was rhe fir:-.r of its 
kind in the state that is the leading pro­
ducer of burley tobacco for cigarettes. 

Such bans have traditionally had lit-

rle ·upport in a tobacco producing state 
where nearly a third of adults are smok­
er5 - the highest rate in the nation. At 
the time Nunn ·s proposal passed. lav.·­
makers also were debating whether to 
prevent local governments from impos­
ing smoking bans like the one in 
Lexington. 

This session, lawmakers are consid­
enng a posstble eight-fold mcrcase in 
the tax on a pack of cigarettes. which at 
3 cent-. is the lowest in the nation. 

Smoking is still allowed in individu­
ally occupied offices, Legislative 
Research Commission Director Bobby 
Sherman said. Common areas, mclud­
ing hallways, committee rooms, rest 
rooms and the cafeteria are off- limits. 

.. It makes for a little cleaner working 
em ironment... said Marc Wilson, a 
GOP lobbyi<;t. 

There are no penalties, however, for 
those who flout the law. 

Occasionally, smoke still wafts 
through the Capitol Annex' crowded 
hallways, as mokers indulge their 
habits in designated or secluded areas. 

Stale Sen. David Boswell. D­
Owensboro, was a state representative 
from 1978 to 1982 and has been a sena­
tor since 1991. Boswell, a former mak­
er htmself, said there has been "an evo­
lutionary" change in the legislature that 
ha~ led to fewer smokers. 

In the early part of his legis lative 
career, lawmaker~ \\Ould openly smoke 
on the House and Senate noors; lobby­
ists and other would fire up in ''every 
corner of the building,'' Boswell said. 

It's different now, he said.

Exercise good for diabetics, but can be a challenge

ALBANY. N .Y.- During a 
game in her junior year, Ithaca 
College field hockey player 
Sarah Gibble knew omething 
wasn 't right. 
· "I started to feel very out of 

sorts, almost to the point of 
getting confused," she said. 
"Nothing was really working 
for me. I kept fumbling with 
the ball.'' 

Gibble, who has type I dia­
betes, left the game and tested 
her blood sugar level - well 
below normal. Some juice and 
a granola bar got her back on 
the field. 

She continued to play 
through her senior year, deal­
ing with the challenges faced 
by thousands of athletes with 
diabetes . While exercise is 
beneficial for diabetics, help­
ing to stave off complications 
and control blood sugar, it 
takes planning and care to par­
tictpate safely. 

Former NBA center Chris 
Dudley. golfers Scott Verplank 
and Kelli Kuehne, Olympic 
swimmer Gary Hall Jr. and 
Hockey Hall of Farner Bobby 
Clarke are among a long list of 
accomplished diabetic athletes. 

Around 800,000 people 
have type 1, or juvenile, dia­
betes in which the pancreas 
produces none of the blood­
sugar regulating insulin. Type 
l diabetics need to take daily 
injections or use an insulin 
pump. 

Most of the nation's 18 mil­
lion diabetics have type 2, or 

adult-onset diabetes in which 
insulin is still present, but i n 't 
used properly by the body. 
Obe ity, high cholesterol, high 
blood pressure, physical inac­
tivity and family history are all 
risk factors for type 2. 
Treatments include diet, oral 
medication and insulin shots. 

The most common problem 
for type 1 diabetics is hypo­
glycemia, or low blood sugar. 

During exercise. the body 
depletes its stores of sugar, 
then cuts insulin production to 
compensate for the lower sugar 
levels. But in people taking 
insulin shots or using a pump, 
that doesn't happen. Instead, 
hypoglycemia sets in, causing 

· symptoms including dizziness, 
sweating, confusion and ner­
vou ness. Untreated, a person 
can lose consciousness, 
become comatose or even die. 

Taking. too little insulin can 
cause problems for an athlete 

too. said Dr. James Desemone, 
director of the Goodman 
Diabetes Service at Albany 
Medical Center. During physi­
cal activity, the body releases 
hormones like adrenaline that 
counteract insulin . That 
increases bloodstream levels of 
glucose and ketones, byprod­
ucts formed when fat is burned 
for energy, which can be dan­
gerous. 

Diagnosed with type 1 dia­
betes 30 years ago, Desemone 
works with many athletes with 
diabetes, from hockey players to 
cyclists. 

The key, he says, is setting 
up a regimen using insulin 
injections or a pump to tmmic 
the functioning of a normal 
pancreas during exercise, 
adjusting how much insulin i 
given to the body and when. 
Drinking enough liquids is also 
important to maintain correct 
blood sugar levels, he said.

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ATV crashes kill 14 children last year; 
Group calls for stricter laws for young riders

PIKEVU,LE- A child advo­
cacy group is calling for stricter 
laws on all-terram vehicles to 
protect young riders because of a 
growing number of fatal crashe 
in Kentucky. 

La, l year, 14 of the 37 people 
killed in ATV crashes were chil­
dren ranging in age from 4 to 16, 
accordmg to preliminary stati tics 
compiled by the Kentucky 
Department for Public Health. 
Those number prompted 
Kentucky Youth Advocates to 
issue a call for legislative action 
to protect young riders. 

The advocacy group is urgmg 
the General Assembly to make 

9l ATV safety a top priority, arguing 
that the need to protect minors 
outweighs the nght of parents to 
buy oversized ATVs for children 
or to decide whether their kids 
· hould wear helmet . 

"If children are going to ride 
ATVs, we need to ensure that 
they are doing so in a safe man­
ner, ·aid Tara Grie hop­
Goodwin, a poUcy analyst for 
Kentucky Youth Advocates. 
''Adults can makt- that decision 
on their own. but children don't 
have the capacity to think about 
the consequences and make those 
afety deci ions for themselves.'' 

Grieshop-Goodwin said at 
least 105 minors died in ATV 

crashes in Kentucky over the past 
20 years, and many more were 
injured. The tate doesn't compile 
records on ATV injunes so no one 
knows the exact number. 

The Kentucky Youth 
Advocates group is recommend­
ing that the legislature pass laws 
to require all minors who drive 
ATVs to wear approved helmets, 
forbid riders from hauling pas­
sengers on one-person machines, 
stop dealerships from selling 
adult-size ATVs ror children, and 
require training classe: for every­
one who uses ATVs. 

ln addition, the group also is 
calling for the state to cr ate a 
system to track ATV lnjurie ·. 

State Rep. Howard Cornett, R­
Whitesburg, who e district cov· 
ers two of the counties with the 
hlghest number of ATV fatalities, 
said he hasn't yet seen the 
Kentucky Youth Advocates' rec­
ommendations. 

"It's parents' responsibility to 
protect their children." he said. 
"We could pass all the laws in the 
world; that don't solve the prob­
·tem. But I'd be happy to look at 
whatever they recommend and 
con ider it.'' 

State Rep. W. Keith Hall, D­
Phelps, said stricter Ia ws a.rcn 't 
the answer. Hall, who owns four 
of the machines and is an avid 
rider, has introduced legislation 
to open public trails in eastern 
Kentucky for all-terrain vehicles. 

He said the legislation would 
require riders on the public trails 
to wear helmets and other appro­
priate safety gear, but he aid he 
doesn't favor a law instituting 
such requirements on people rid­
ing on pnvate land. 

"We should protect our chil­
dren on four-wheelers," he said. 
"But when you can't tell a motor­
cycle rider to wear a helmet, then 
how do you tell a four-wheeler 
nder to wear a helmet?" 

Grieshop-Goodwin said she 
supports Hall's proposal for a 
public trail ystem. 

"Probably, children are going 
to continue to ride ATVs,. o hav­
ing a public trail system provides 
a place where we can enforce the 
law and provides a forum for u · 
to educate people about safety 
is ues," she said. 

Laurel and Pike counties in 
eastern Kentucky and Ohio and 
Trigg counties in western 
Kentucky each had four youths 
killed in KfV crashes over the 
pa t five years. Ten other counties 
had at least three children killed 
on the machines over the same 
period. 

Since 1984, at least 327 peo­
ple of all ages have been killed in 
ATV era hes, said Mike 
Cavanah, coordinator of the con­
sumer products safety program in 
the Department for Public Health. 
Most of the death · occur in 
mountainous eastern Kentucky. 

Pike County, where Hall lives, 
had the mo. t ATV era ·h fatalities 
- 18- over the 20-year penod. 
Breathitt County and Floyd 
County were second with II 
fatalities followed by Harlan with 
10. Letcher County had mne 
fatalities over the period. Clay. 
Laurel, Leslie, Perry, Pulaski and 
Whilley counties had eight fatali­
ties each. 

"We consider U1e ·e minimum 
number ," Cavanah said. "When 
vital statistic~ gets their tabulation 
finished for 2004, these numbers 
probably wiJI rise." 

Grieshop-Goodwin said 
Kentucky law requires the use of 
helmets when riding ATVs on 
public land. She said the state 
also established an engine size 
limit for children, and prohibits 
riding ATVs on public roads 
unless for commercial purpo es 
or to cross a highway. . 

Those requirements, she said, 
don't go far enough to protect 
children. 

'"lt is critical that we enforce 
current laws, adopt important 
safety protections already recom­
mended by the industry. and 
ensure children's safety remains a 
key part of the planning proces<> 
m current efforts to develop 
recreational trail systems for ATY 
u e.'' said Lacey McNary. a JX)Ii­
cy analy t who helped develop 
the recommendations fur 
Kentucky Youth Advocates.

Bill would raise weight limits on variety of heavy trucks

FRANKFORT - Trucks 
carrying a variety of natural 
resources. including sand, grav­
el, rock. oil and natural gas, 
would be allowed to carry up to 
60 tons on Kentucky roadways 
under a bill being cons1dered by 
the General Assembly. 

Currently, only coal trucks 
are allowed to skirt the 40-ton 
weight limit on state roads by 
purchasing permits letting them 
run loads of up to 60 ton . 

The bill. , ponsored by State 

w 

Rep. Howard Cornett (R­
Whitesburg), cleared the House 
Transportation Committee on 
Feb. 10 and is under con idera­
tion by the full House. 

"The rules for one should be 
the rules for all," Cornett said. 

Coal operators long argued 
that they could not turn a profit 
by hauling only 40 tons a load. 
The General Assembly in 1986 
created an exemption olely for 
their trucks. 

The weight limit is al:o the 
subject of a law uit by a gravel 
trucking firm that contends the 

exemption just for coal trucks is 
unfair and unconstitutional. 
That lawsuit is on hold pending 
the fate of Cornett's bill. 

Cornett said he filed his bilJ 
after hearing from non-coaJ 
companies that want to run their 
own trucks above the 40-ton 
weight limit. 

Cornett said his bill is nec­
essary to defend the coal 
indu. try's weight exemption, 
which has boosted the Ea tern 
Kentucky economy. If the leg­
i lature does not act immedi­
ately to spread the exemption

to others, it seems inevitable the 
courts will trike down the coal 
exemption. 

On Tuesday, legislative ana­
lysts issued a fiscal note for 
Hou e Bill 8 that estimated an 
annual cost of $25 million for

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Senate chairman says tax 
plan may emerge unchanged

FRA KFORT - The wx 
plan that emerged from the House 
- mt!a. urcd corporate cuts. 
~maller cigarette and alcohol 
Ievie. and more relief for the low­
est mcome indiv1duals - may be 
embraced intact by the Senate. a 
leading Ia\\ maker said Tuesday. 

The Senate Appropriations 
and Rnenue Comminee on 
Tuesday began its examination of 
the tax and spending plans paso;ed 
by the House last week. 

The House. with overwhelm­
ing bipartisan support. juggled 
parts of Gov. Em1e Fletcher's tax 
plan to accommodate several 
competing interests. 

lt reduced Fletcher's proposed 
cigareue tax inLTease from 3 I 
cents a pack 10 26 cents. It 
replaced a planned 6 percent sales 
tax on retail package alcohol 
sales with an additional 2 percent 
whole ·ale ta\. Instead of an 
immediate cut in the corporate 
tax rate from 8 .:!5 percent ro 6 
percent, the House would roll 
back the tax in stage!>. 

And though Fletcher initially 
propose<! rolling back the indh id­
ual income tax from 6 percent to 

5.45 tJCKent, the Hou'e would 
ma~e only a single cut to 5.8 per­
cent. Bur lhe House mi ed the 
threshold at which anyone ha - to 
file an incorne tax return and kept 
the higher 6 percent mte for earn­
ing· above $75,000. 

"l11e bottom line is I think the 
House has done some pretty good 
things." said Senate budget com­
mittee Chairman Charlie Borders. 
R-Grayson. 'Tm very hopeful tax 
modemizarion can pretty much 
go through intact.'' 

The Hou:;e voted 96-4 to pas::. 
the tax plan and I 00-0 on the 
accompanying budget plan. Such 
broad political . upport i. a factor 
the Senate. where Republicans 
hold the majority, will have to 
consider. 

"The fact is politic is compro­
mi ·e,"' Borders said. 

Fletcher acknowledged the 
support. while still favoring his 
own approach. 'The House made 
~ubstantial changes to my origi­
nal proposal by incorporating 
their own idea-.; into the plan. 
which is all part of comprom1se 
within the legi lative proce~s."' 

Fletcher ~aid in a written state­
ment after the House vote Ia t 
week. 

Some of the lobbying interest<; . "' 

were even more subdued about 
the Hou e \·crsion. 

Kentucky's corporate commu­
nity has been uncomfortable with 
the proposed instaJiation of a 
minimum tax for companies that 
avoid ordinary income tax. 

A statement from the 
Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce applauded a change 
the Hou e made in the minimum 
tax calculation, but hard)) 
embraced it. 

"As the Senate con iders the 
legislation, we ask that it analyze 
the effecl<> .. . on pecific indus­
tries in order to ensure that no 
sector of Kentucky' economy i 
disadvantaged by thi criucally 
1mponant legislation;' the cham­
ber said. 

Senate leaders hope to wind 
up their own work on tax and 
spending bills late this week. 
which would be unusually early 
and leave plenty of time for nego­
tiations between the Senate and 
House tore olve any difference .

JONANCY - A Kentucky 
soldier who was portrayed in a 
photograph that became a sym­
bol of the Iraq war has returned 
home. 

James Blake MHler now has 
a thick binder bulging with 
clippings from newspapers that 
ran the Los Angeles Times 
photo of him taken in Fallujah 
on Nov. 9, 2004. Miller, a 
Marine Lance Cpl.. is shown 
smoking a cigarette with a hel­
met framing his grimy face. A 
cut on his nose trickles blood. 

Miller returned to this tiny 
town in Pike County about two 
weeks ago. In a cabinet at his 
home, Miller now has a box of 
custom-made cigars sent to him 
by a well-wisher and a pacic of 

matches from Air Force One. 
Along with the clipping , he's 
collected hundreds of letters. 

The bombardment started 
last fall after the photo was 
published in new papers across 
the country. Overnight the 20-
year-old Marine became "the 
Marlboro man'' and the "face of 
war." 

Cases of cigarettes and mar­
riage proposals have come 
from as far away as California 
and Rhode Island. A woman 
who claimed to be a former 
Playboy centerfold even sent 
him what he calls "interesting" 
pictures. He gave them to a 
buddy. 

Miller is tired of the atten 
tion. 

"I wish it would cease," he 
told the Courier-Journal 

"Everyone want:. to send the 
same old thing. It' crat.y." 

When th~: phone rings, 
which it does con:-.tantl). he 
doesn't answer. He knows it':. 
another reporter wanting a 
story. 

"I don't know anybody 
that's had that much coverage 
but the Pope:· sa1d his 41-year­
old father, Jim Miller. 

The only social contact he 
embraces now is with the neigh­
bors who've dropped by since 
he returned from overseas. 

In Jonancy. he's just Blake, 
the oldest of the three Miller 
boy . The trio was known as an 
athletic bunch who used to ride 
go-carts and treet bikes in the 
hill· around their home. When 
they weren't playing sports, 
hunting or fishing, they were 

rebuilding c~m with their 
father. 

His younger brother . Todd.

mechanics. But Blake alway-; 
seemed destined lor ·omething 
else. 

"I just always told him. 'The 
good Lord has big plans for 
you,''' said Jim Miller. 

He never guessed tho e 
plans would be quite this big. 
Blake till hasn't opened all the 
letters that have come or Lis­
tened to the song about him 
that' supposed to be out on the 
Internet. He doesn't understand 
all the fus:-.. 

"I'm just Joe Schmo from 
Kentucky.'' he said.

monica w Iraq and had hts dad 
hip <Ill acoustic guitnr to hun in

Businesses skeptical of tax plan passed by House

FRANKFORT - Many 
Kentucky businesses either 
weren't happy or are still 
reviewing the modified tax 
bill passed by the House last 
week. 

Representatives with 
some companies and indus­
tries questioned tax increas­
es that seemed to be coming 
along with several broad 
breaks. 

The bill would reduce cor­
porate and personal income 
tax rates and eliminate the 
license tax on business capi­
tal - all moves that Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher and others say 
would make Kentucky more 
"business-friendly." 

But to recover revenue 
lost to those cuts. the bill 
would increase taxes on cig­
arettes and beer, wine and 
liquor. It would also apply 
new levies to companies that 
now legally avoid certain 

taxes. One such measure 
would collect $1 00 million a 
year from those businesses. 

Fletcher and House lead­
ers say that the bill is ''rev­
enue-neutral" over a four­
year time span. The proposal 
is now pending m the 
Senate. 

But Larry Maggard, a lob­
byist for Associated 
Industries of Kentucky, was 
skeptical. 

"Those I've talked to say 
it's an increase, and a sub­
stantial increase over what 
they're paying," Maggard 
said. "We know the intention 
of the plan, but we don't 
think the way the bill was 
written does that." 

AIK, an advocacy organi­
zation representing 2,700 
businesses, has praised the 
proposed tax cuts m 
Fletcher's version but had 
"concerns" with many 
increases.

But this could be the start of 
another magical season. Gordon

Dale Earnhardt's record . even 
sea~on titles. and NASC' AR 
would like nothing more than to 
see Gordon and Junior - iLs two 
most marketable driver - go 
down to the wire week after week. 

Gordon refused to get ahead 
of himself.

For Hendrick. who struggled 
to return to work after the crash, 
the victory wa. the reward. His 
driver tried so hard to give him 
one last season, falling short of 
giving Hendrick a champi­
on..;hip when Jimmie Johnson 
and Gordon finished eeond and 
th1rd in the Chase for the 
Championship. 

"There was a lot of fire in our 
hearts. Every race we come to 
now, I think ahout all those peo­
ple ," Hendtick said. ''And this i.

want to do well. You want to 
start the year off well.

Stewart dominated the race 
for a second traight year, lead­
ing I 07 laps. and was well on 
the wa} to his first 500 win 
before a rash of late caution 
flags set up the dramatic ending.

Labeling of Dogs 
Part I

I heard on the news recently that Rot­
tweilcrs have oflicially been named "the 
most dangerous dogs in America·• While I 
agree that Rottics are very large. powerful 
dogs. and certainly have the potential to do 
significant damage , I hate to hear superla­
tives, good or bad. used with any particular 
breed of dog. "Smartest''. "meanest", 
"most popular". whatever these are all 
labels that in my opinion handicap dogs 
from the start by cncouragmg unrealistic 
expectations in prospective nwnt.:rs. 

While its probably obvious how "nega­
tive" labels saddle indi\ idual dogs with 
the bad repuwtion of their entire breed. I 

think that the ''best whatever'' descrip­
tions can be just as damaging in thetr own 
way. It all boils down to what the labels 
lead people to expect of animals. 

Let's get the "bad dog" di cus ion out 
of the way first, since it's always a hot 
topic. You know who the "Bad Dogs" 
are-the Rottweilers. the Pit Rull.,, the 
Gem1an Shepherds and Doberman Pin­
schers are prime examples. (Yet when I 
look at my hands and am1s, it occur.~ to 
me that the majority of my scars have 
come from Chihuahuas and Cocker 
Spaniels.

My point in relating this is 
not to add to the list of bad dog 
honor stmies.

According to Germanic myth there 
are two god fam~lil:!s. The Aesir 
were descended from giants and 
had war-like tendencies. The Aesir 
were ruled by Odin and lived in the 
land of Asgard. The Vanir were 
older (fertility) gods who lived at 
Vanaheim. The two god races 
fought bitterly. but eventually a 
fragile peace was made and the 
two families exchanged valued 
members to seal tre pact. 

Who s who 
Aegir Ship-Bane was the ruler of 
the sea. He was a giant and a 
mer1ber of the Vanir family. 

Balder was the god of dying and 
tears. He belonged to the Aesir 
family and was the son of Odin 
and Fngg. He was was handsome, 
gentle, loving, w1se and good. 

Frey was the god of fertility 
and weather. He ruled over Alfheim, 
land of light elves. He was the son of 
NJord and the twm of Freya. 

Freya was the goddess of fertility 
and war. She cried golden tears and 
owned a feather coat that 
allowed her to fly between 
the worlds. 

Frigg was the wife of 
Odin and the goddess 
of marriage. Friday is 
named after her. 

Hel was the goddess 
of the underworld and 
is usually dep1cted as 
half white and half black. 
Daughter of Loki and the 
g1ant Angurboda 

ldun was the goddess of 
immortality She is guardian 
of the apples wh1ch keep the 
gods eternally young. 

Loki, the trickster, was the 
God of m1schief and cunning. 

Njord was the god ot chariots, 
wind and :sea, also known as the 
giving god. Those wishing for safe 
travel prayed to him 

Odin, god of Vikings, was the leader 
of the Aesir. He governed war, poetry, 
w1sdom and death. Legend says that 
he sacrificed his eye for wisdom. 

Thor, the god of thunder, was the 
son of Od1n and 

a fierce enemy 
of giants.

Slavic lore 
People of Slavic descent 
(Russians, Serbs, Croats, 
Bulgarians, Romanians, 
Slovaks and Poles) did 
not have a pantheon of 
mythichl gods. 

The world tree 
The Slavs believed that a gigantic 
oak tree held the universe. At its 
crown was paradise, or Svarga, ruled 
by Svarog. The oak's trunk was the 
world of living creatures, or reality 
(Yav). Hell was found in the oak's 
roots and was ruled by Chernobog. 

Belobog was the master of light. 
He personified goodness, happiness 
and luck. God of the waxing year, he 
brought sunshine, warmth and life. 

Crnobog was the god of evil and 
darkness. He governed the waning 
year and was known as the god 
of chaos, night and the dead. 

Dazbog was the sun god who 
lived in the Palace of the East 
(a land of eternal summer and 
plenty). He began each day as 
an infant and died every evening 
as an old man. 

Hors represents the old sun, 
becoming smaller as days shorten. 

He dies on winter solstice, defeated by ~ 
Chernobog. On Dec. 23 he is 
resurrected, becoming the new sun, 
Koleda. Hors is the god of healing, 
survival and triumph of health. 

Kupala was the goddess of mid-
summer. The water mother, she is 
associated with trees, herbs, 
sorcery and flowers. Her celebration 
falls upon summer solstice, a sacred 
day honoring elements of fire and 
water. 

Lada was the goddess of harmony, ~ 
order and beauty. She is also known 
as the Lady of the Rowers and is usu· 
ally depicted as a girl dressed in white, 
carrying flowers. 

Mokosh was the goddess of fertility, 
home and earth. She governed female 
occupations and fate. She was said to 
have visited homes to perform domes­
tic duties. Hair or fleece was left as an 
offering to her. 

Perunu was the god of thunder and 
the most powerful of Slavic gods. He ~ 
governed mountains, oak forests, war, 
lightning and fire. He was associated 
with weapons of stone and later 
weapons of metal. 

Semargl was the god of fire and 
hearth, who also governed plant roots 
and the underground. He is often 
portrayed as a large winged dog. 

Veles was the god of commerce a9d 
is generally depicted with horns. 
Veles was associated with flocks, 
herds and the underworld. He was 
also associated with wealth, music, 
magic and the spirit wor1d.
