may weU have been predigested or 
controlled in some way. Today, th 
communication is instant and pret­
ty unfiltered"

There" viewers more than they 
might anticipate. "I would certain­
ly never take issue with anyone 
who has loved ones over there and 
chose not to watch this," Bochco 
ays. 'There is a certain intensity. 

On the other hand, regardless of 
one's feelings about the war philo­
sophically or politically, no one 
can argue with the profound 
strength and courage of these 
brave young people who are in 
harm's way every waking moment 
That certainly is worthy of atten­
tion dramatically." 

Costar Palladino agrees, being 
the first among equals in the cast 
He says, 'This is the first acting 
job I've had where at the end of the 
day, your neck hurts and your back 
hurts and your shoulders hurt. It's 
the first time I have a blue-collar­
job feeling, but it's wonderful in

end, or open a new path toward a 
happier future. The film also stars 
Rue McClanahan ("Golden 
Girls") as Helen Ludwick, Syd­
ney's mother, from whom she 
once fled and is now uncertain if 
she would be welcomed back 
after their long estrangement; 
Dale Midkiff ("Love Comes Soft­
ly") as Gus Martin, the lover she 
left behind and has mixed feelings 
about facing again; and Barbara 
Niveo ("Pensacola: Wmgs of 
Gold" and the upcoming "Yours, 
Mine and Ours") as Connie Mur­
ray, Sydney's one-time rival who 
discovers that Sydney's return 
will teach diem bodl a long-need­
ed lesson in healing.

''Wbat this film shows, per­
haps more than anything else, is 
that we can't always believe that 
what seems to be unmovable truth 
is either unmovable or even true, •• 
says Barbara Niven, wbo stars in 
the Hallmark movie "Back to You 
&Me." 

"Fo example, so many of us 
bave beard the old saying that you 
can't go home again because 
home is never quite t;;hat we 
remember," says Niven. "Nor are 
the people the same as they were. 
Bot the fact is we can go back to 
where we came from and, if we're 
willing to make some changes and 
open up to the possibilities, we 
can find what we gave up, and 
make it part of us again." 

the sense of getting an idea of what 
damage this (situation) does on the 
body. In real life, we'd probably be 
used to it by now ... especially my 
character, because he's been there 
for a while." 

Palladino credits his 10 years of 
boxing for much of the stamina 
required by his "Over There" job. 
"When we started working with 
Staff Sergeant Sean Bunch 
U.SM.C. (the show's technical 
adviser), we knew we were going 
to have to carry backpacks and run 
at the same time, so I went to a 
great canyon for running in Los 
Angele . I was carrying 25-pound 
water bottles in my backpack 
while I was going up hills. By the 
time I got to 'boot camp,' I bad to 
make sure I was at the top of my 
game physically." 

While he has no friends sta­
tioned in Iraq, Palladino realizes 

In "Back to You & Me," Syd­
ney Ludwick leaves her town, her 
mother and her lover because she 
feels she needs more than they 
can offer. And in the ensuing 
years, she finds nccess in her 
professional life, but her private 
life is desperately unrewarding. 

"When she decides to come 
back for a class reunion," Niven 
says, "she knows it will be a chal­
lenge to see how much of the past 
she can reclaim, or if she wants to 
reclaim any of iL" 

Niven' character, Connie 
MulTily, had never been Sydney's 
friend. "But as the two women 
start to put aside their differences 
and come to an understanding 
about each other," Barbara Niven 
says, "they realize they've both 
taken an important step in their 
lives. As the film makes clear, 
once we come to tenns with the 
past, then we can look fotward to 
the future." 

IN FOCUS: Beau Bridges, 
who joined the Sci Fi Channel's 
"Star Gate SG-1" this season as 
intrepid space ex.plorer and SG 
team member Hank Landry, says 
one of the best things about being 
an actor "i that you get to play a 
lot of different characters. Some 
you like more than others, and 
that's fine. But ometimes you get 
to play someone like Hank 
Landry, and that's really great" 

Because? 
"Because Landry gets to 

viewers' reactions to "Over There" 
may differ as U.S. troops continue 
the actual mi ion. "Some people 
may have some problems with it 
and others may not," he says. 
"Once they see the show, they'll 
really understand it's the story of 
the members of this particular 
squad and what they're going 
through. With where we're at right 
now, this obviously is a hot topic 
that involves many people very 
directly." 

"Over There" upholds the edgy 
approach for which FX is known, 
via acclaimed series uch as 'The 
Shield," "Nipfl\Jck" and "Rescue 
Me." Bochco felt the cable net­
work would be an ideal outlet for 
the kind of show he wanted to do. 

''I don't think, given th current 
state of standards and con er­
vati m and anxiety in broadcast 
television, that you could put a 

explore all those galaxies - and I 
don't know how many limes 
when I was growing up that I 
thought abom bow exciting it 
would be to go into space and see 
for myself what's really out there. 
And with Landry - plus a little 
bit of imagination on my part - I 
tao finaUy go planet bopping." 

Bridges, whose father was the 
legendary theater, film and televi­
sion actor Lloyd Bridges, and 
whose brother, Jeff, is also an 
actor - as are many of the 
younger generation of Bridgeses 
- posted hi first screen credit 
when he was barely out of kinder­
garten. He has often worked with 
his family, and noted that he, his 
dad and one of his sons, Jordan, 
starred together in the first 
episode of Showtime's "Outer 
Limits" in March of 1995. 

Asked if he believes that one 
day we'll find a hidden Star Gate 
that will allow us to travel instant­
ly through wormhole to other 
galaxies and universes, Bridges 
says, "Someone once said that if 
you can imagine it, someday you 
may be able to build it. So, my 
answer wouJd be, why not?" 

(NOTE: Bridges, who recently 
starred on the TNT miniseries 
'1nto the West," will reprise his 
role of President Paul Hollister 
from the 2004 mini eries "10.5'' 
in the upcoming sequel, "10.5: 
Apocalypse.")

The mother, who was not iden­
tified. escaped with lhree other 
children.

answer meth charges

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Johnson County couple who 
were arrested in April by the 
Preston burg Police 
Department for allegedly 
operating a rolling metham­
phetamine lab were arraigned 
in circuit court Friday.

alcohol and cigarettes do. 

The group, citing new statistics, contends that pop con­
sumption in America is still too high and pop-drinking 
among teens is worse than ever. It has petitioned the U.S. 
Food and Drug Administration to slap rotating labels like 
these •on soft drinks: 

-"The U.S. government recommends that you drink less 
(non-diet) soda to help prevent weight gain, tooth decay 
and other health problems." 

- "To help protect your waistline and your teeth, consider 
drinking diet sodas or water." 

- "Drinking soft drinks instead of milk or calcium-forti­
fied beverages may increase your risk of brittle bones 
(osteoporosis)." 

And the center contends that all caffeinated drinks should 
bear this label: "This drink contains (fill in the number) 
grams of caffeine, which is a mildly addictive stimulant 
dmg. Not appropriate for children." 

While we're at it, why not make the bottles and cans say 
"Coke -It's the Real Bad Thing"? Or "The Pepsi 
Generation Is Over"? Don't misunderstand. The points of 
the messages are legitimate. So is the idea of curbing the 
sale of pop in schools, one of the center's targets. This 
newspaper has welcomed efforts in some other states to pull 
pop and some snacks out of school cafeterias, school stores 
and vending machines. 

Funny thing, though. Doesn't drinking milk promote 
obesity, too? .Haven't the food police distrusted diet sodas 
for years? Why not labels for them? Or coffee? Tea? Juice?

Harris avoids prison time

PIKEVILLE - A wealthy 
· eville businessman who doc­

ors have said has only months 
to live wiU not be sent to prison 
for his involvement in an elec­
tion fraud conspiracy that 
involved buying votes from 
impoverished eastern 
Kentuckians. 

Ross Harris stood motionless 
beside hi defense attorney as 
U.S. District Judge Karen 
Caldwell announced a sentence 
of 18 months in home confine­
ment, three years of probation 
and a $100,000 fine. He begjns 
the home confinement immedi­
~ly. 

A business associate who 
prosecutors said assisted Hanis 
in funneling illegal contributions 
to local politicians didn't fare so 
well. Caldwell sentenced Glenn 
Turner of Pikeville to four years 
in prison, and ordered him to 
report to a yet-to-be-determined 
prison on Nov. 18. He must also 
erve three years probation and 

pay a fine of $10,000. 
Harris was convicted in 

September on one count of con­
spiring to commit mail fraud 

d to buy votes, three col.jnts of 
ail fraud, and one count of 

structuring withdrawals from a 
bank account to avoid federal 
reporting requirements. 

Turner was convicted of con· 
piring to commit mail fraud 

and two counts of mail fraud. 
The mail fraud counts 

involve the sending of bogus 
campaign finance reports to the 
state. 

Prosecutors claimed Harris 
illegally contributed some 
$40,000 to former state Sen. 
John Doug Hays' unsuccessful 
JUdicial race in 2002, and ~t 

arris and Tu.mer gave an addi­
uonal $20,000 to the re-election 
campaign of Knott County 
Judge-Executive Donnie 
New orne, who served 16 
months in federal prison after 
being convicted of election 
fraud in 2003. 

The money, prosecutors said, 
was used in a scheme disguised 
as a "get out the vote" effort. 

On Tuesday, former state 
Sen. John Doug Hays and his 
wife were sentenced to prison 
on mail fraud charges for sub­
mitting false campaign reports 

the same eastern Kentucky 
election fraud case. 

,. 

Hays, now a seminary stu­
dent studying to become a min­
ister, will have to spend six 
months in prison and bis wife, 
Brenda Hays, three months in 
prison. Both also were sen­
tenced to six months of home 
confinement and three years 
probation. 

Howenr, both will remain 
free pending the outcome of 
their appeal. 

Prosecutors claimed in the 
trial that the Hayses conspired 
with others in Pike County, 
including Harris, to buy votes to 

help Hays win the district judge 
race. They claimed that Harris 
was the leader of the conspiracy 
to buy votes from impoverished 
eastern Kentuckians. 

In testimony on Thesday 
afternoon, a string of character 
witnesses described Tu.mer and 
Harris as generous men. Turner, 
they said. gave of his time to 
help underprivileged children 
and as a volunteer coach, while 
Harris used his wealth to help 
the less fortunate, to assist local 
churches and to provide scholar­
ships for law students at the 
University of Kentucky. A UK 
dean testified that Harris anony­
mously contributed $1 million 
to the law school for the schol­
arship program. 

Dr. Dale Adkins, a Pikeville 
physician, testified that Harris 
has cancer and that he bas les 
than a year to live. 

Defense attorney Jesse 
Barrett asked for Harris to be 
sentenced to either probation or 
home confinement based on his 
illness and his philanthropy. 

"It's undisputed that Mr. 
Harris suffers from inoperable, 
incurable, terminal bile-duct 
cancer," Barrett said. 

Caldwell said she would 
have been inclined to give 
Harris a much stiffer sentence if 
he wasn' t sick. 

"It' the harm to the democ­
ratic process that defies logic in 
this case," the judge said. 

Assistant U.S. Attorney 
Kenneth Taylor had argued that 
Harris shouldn't be granted a 
lesser sentence because of his 
illness or because of his philan­
thropy. 

"It's the John Gatti defense: 
'I'm a philanthropist regardless 
of whatever else I've done,"' 
Taylor said, referring to the late 
mob boss who was sentenced to 
prison for murder in 1992. 

"There are two sides to this 
man," Taylor said of Harris. 
"There's the dark side, and £he 
good side." 

Harris' daughter, Tanya 
Harris of Pikeville, said in testi­
mony Thesday that her greatest 
fear is that her father will die in 
prison. 

·'I just wish he could spend 
this time with his family," she 
said. "We need him, and he 
need us."

Depression is a treatable illness 
The other day I got a letter 

from Dorothy Duren, who reads 
my column in the Valdosta Daily 
Time down in south Georgia. 
What she had to ay wa so 

._1 important that I wrote her back, 
a ked for permission to u<>e her 
name and to share 
me contents of her 
letter with you. 

Her subject wa 
depression, a mental 
state that negatively 
affects million · of 
people in our nation 
each year. It's nor­
mal for any per on 
to be dcpre sed 
when they have suf­
fered a major defeat, 
a divorce, the loss of a loved 
one, being fired from a job, 
missing the cut, turned down by 
a favorite college and the list is 
endles . 

While all of these things hurt, 
in a reasonable length of time a 
normal per on will bounce back 
and be ready to face the next 

challenge. I get depressed when 
it rains for several days in a row, 
but up to this point, have always 
managed to bounce back. 

However, what happens to a 
per on who does not bounce 
back in a reasonable length of 

time and stays 
depressed? 
This is what 
has come to 
be known as 
evere mental 

depression 
and, if not 
dealt with, the 
end result in 
far too many 
cases is sui­
cide. This is 

why I said that Dorothy's letter 
wa so important. 

She told me a true story about 
a man by the name of Stuart 
Perry, who has made a commit­
ment to do something about this 
mental iUness that is treatable. If 
you or some member of your 
family suffers from deep mental 

depression, I hope you will read 
very carefully what I am going 
to ay and you might also pass 
this along to someone you know 
outside of your family who also 
suffers from this condition. 

Here is the rest of the story. 
Dorothy said, "Just last week I 
attended a meeting of the 
Southwest Georgia Hospital 
Volunteers in Americus, Ga., 
where I heard Stuart Perry, 
guest speaker. Stuart told us of 
his experience with depression. 
His father committed suicide 
when he, Stuart, was 21 years of 
age and in college. Stuart 
dropped out and came home· and 
ran the family's service station 
for eight years before he began 
showing signs of depression. 

The family immediately got 
him help (and that's the key) 
and when he recovered, he fell 
God was calling him to help 
publiciLe the importance of get­
ting help for depressed people. 

With the help of Mr. Rudy 
Hayes, they organized a "walk" 

and Stuart walked from 
Americus, Ga., to Chicago, ill. 
His object was to obtain peti­
tions requesting doctors to 
screen all their patients for 
depression and do what they 
could to help. He obtained many 
petitions, which he delivered to 
the headquarter~ of the 
American Medical Association 
in Chicago. 

Along the way there were 
rallies and he spoke at many 
meetings. At each of these meet­
ings, including the one Dorothy 
Duren attended, he passed out a 
small card encouraging people 
with symptoms of depression to 
get help. She concluded her let­
ter by saying, "I was very 
impressed with his endeavor 
because I and my family have 
battled with depression for 
many years. Hopefully, with this 
kind of publicity we can over­
come the stigma of depression 
and mental illness." 

Before I conclude this col­
umn, I want ro give you the 
information that is on this card, 
including a couple of phone 
numbers where people who suf-

fer from severe mental depres­
sion can get help. First, I would 
like to offer a word of caution. 
In these days with skyrocketing 
medical costs and insurance pre­
miums that are annually outpac­
ing the rate of inflation by a 
hefty margin, we don't want to 
further strain our system by 
being deceptlve or misusing it. 
Our system was designed for 
people who are really sick and 
need help and as this relates to 
mental depression, there are 
some signs that will serve as a 
red light, that indicate that it's 
time to take action. 

Here are I 0 symptoms of 
depression. 

1. Persistent sad, anxious, or 
"empty" mood. 

2. Sleeping too little or too 
much. 

3. Changes in weight or 
appetite. 

4. Loss of pleasure or interest 
in activities. 

5. Feeling restless or irrita­
ble. 

6. Persistent physical symp­
toms that don't respond to treat­
ment. 

7. Difficulty concentrating, 
remembering or making deci­
sions. 

8. Fatigue or loss of energy. 
9. Feeling guilty. hopeless or 

worthless. 
10. Thoughts of suicide or 

death . 
This is a program of the, 

National Mental Health 
Association and they recom­
mend that you see your doctor 
or other mental health profes­
sional if you experience five or 
more of these 1 0 symptoms for 
more than two weeks. 

The likelihood of depression. 
increases if you have an illness 
such as heart disease, stroke, 
diabetes, cancer, Alzheimer's or 
Parkinson's . For a free, confi­
dential, depression screening 
site near you, call l-800-573-
4433 and for a free brochure to 
learn more about depression, 
call (800) 228-1114.

TOM: And when you've 
eliminated everything else, you 
then have to tackle the door 
locks. That's not so easy.

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Former state employee files federal lawsuit against state, GOP

FRANKFORT - A former 
tate employee has filed a feder­

al lawsuit against the state and 
the Republican Party of 
Kentucky, claiming she was 
fired becau e she was a 
Democrat. 

Leslie Campbell filed the 
complaint in U.S. District Court 
for the Eastern District of 

Kentucky at Pikeville this week, 
alleging her civil rights were 
violated when state officials tar­
geted her for termination 
because she was not a longtime 
Republican loyali t. 

The lawsuit also names, 
among others. the state 
Transportation Cabinet, acting 
Transportation Secretary Bill 
Nighbert and Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's deputy chief of staff 
Dick Murgatroyd as defendants. 

"It was the defendants' pat­
tern and practice to unconstitu­
tionally promote people based 
on their political performance 
and to cau e an unlawful and 
unconstitutional purge of those 
defendants perceived not to be 
politicaiJy loyal," according to 
the lawsuit filed Monday. 

The uit comes as Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo's office 
conducts an investigation of the 
role politics has played in hiring 

within Fletcher' administra­
tion. A special grand JUry in 
Franklin County has indic1cd 
eight people on misdemerutoJ s 
stemming from the invc liga­
tion. 

One of lhe eight. Dan Drucn. 
was indicted on a felony charge 
for alleged wttncss tampering. 
His attorney Rob Eggert said 
Druen would plead not guilty to 
lhe charge . 

Campbell worked as a I:Ime 

keeper With the state 
Transportation Cabinet between 
Feb. 5 and June 29. according to 
her suit. 

She was allegedly told. by 
two other defendants, that 
switching her party registration 
from Democrat to Republican 
would "increase her chances" of 
getting a job in the 
Transportation Cabinet, accord­
ing to the lawsuit. Campbell 
' 'reluctantly" changed her regis-

tration on June 28. 2004, 
according to the complaint. 

Campbell was eventuaUy 
replaced by a longtime 
Republican supporter with bet­
ter political connections, the 
lawsuit claims. 

"In their unbridled appetit~~ 
for political patronage, my 
client lost," her attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf said. 

Campbell has also ft.led chal­
lenged her dismissal in an 
appeal filed with the Kentucky 
Personnel Board. 

Appeals court: Convicted judge-executive may stay in office 
Transportation Cabinet 

spokesman Doug Hogan did not 
have an immediate response.

FRANKFORT - A convic­
tion and 16 month in federal 
prison for vote fraud and evi­
dence of violation of campaign 
fmance laws are not enough to 
force Knott County Judge­
Executive Donnie Newsome out 
of office - at least not yet. 

The Kentucky Court of 
Appeals on Friday said 
Newsome's opponent in the 
2002 Democratic primary wait­
ed to to challenge the outcome. 

Mike Hall, who lost to 
Newsome defeated in the bitter 
2002 Democratic primary by 
520 votes, filed suit to have 
Newsome removed under a nor­
mal election challenge suit. But 
a unanimous three-judge appel-

late panel said the lawsuit was 
fl.led too late. 

The ruling, written by Judge 
Rick Johnson, included some 
frustration by the judges at the 
inability to make Newsome pay 
for his improper election with the 
forfeiture of his office. Newsome 
refused to give up the office, 
even during his time in prison. 

Johnson noted that after 
Newsome was incarcerated, he 
began cooperating with federal 
authorities and testified that he 
received $8,000 in campaign 
contributions that were not 
properly reported.

To fish a Carolina-rigged 
plastic. make a long cast ro get 
the rig pa t the expected strike 
zone and to keep the lure in a 
possible :fi by area a long ru 
possible. Allow the weight to 
thump down on bottom on a 
likely offshore ' tructure, take 
up slack, then slowly to moder­
ately drag ilie rig along with 
rod motion. The lure will trail 
along in a lively manner behind 
Lhe sinker. which may attract 
ba from the silt trail it dis­
turbs or the cliclcing of the bead 
against the sinker. 

A "bite" on lhe rigged lure 
may not be felt through Lhe 
looscy-gooscy connection of the

Goals by John O'Brien and 
Oguchi Onyewu lifted the host 
Americans into the toumainent 
final for lhe championship of 
soccer's North and Central 
American region on Sunday 
a..gainst Panama, which outlast­
ed Colombia 3-2. 

Seven of the Americans· II 
goals in the Gold Cup have 
come after the 80th minute. 

"That's been the theme for 
thi · tournament," goalkeeper 
Kasey Keller said. "We've been 
leaving thing a little late." 

You think? The Americans 

appeared lost until Onyewu· 
long feed into the penalty area 
hit Landon Donovan and then 
was cleared by Honduran 
defender Erick Vallecilo -
directly to O'Brien. He buried it 
in the 86th rninute. 

The United Stale had been 
applying pre sure throughout 
the second half, especially after 
coach Bruce Arena wa ejected 
in the 59th for protesting a foul 
too vehemently. With the score 
tied, Arena. watching on televi­
sion in the locker room, told 
tho c around him there was still 
lime for another goal.
