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Old case 
finally put 
to rest

PRESTONSBURG -
A Weeksbury man who 
was charged with setting 
a fire on his own property 
three years ago finally 
saw his case disposed in 
district court Wednesday. 

Jonathan Johnson, 39, 
was fined $422.91 for the 
offense of starting the fire 
without taking safety pre­
cautions. 

Johnson was cited for 
the offense by the 
Division of Forestry but 
failed to make an appear­
ance in court in 2002 
which saw a bench war­
rant 1ssued by the court. 
That citation was finally 
served during the last 
week of May. 

Johnson will also have 
to serve 30 days of home 
incarceration, which 
proved to be another 
sticking point Johnson 
explained to District 
Judge James Allen that 
he can't miss work and 
will need permission to go 
to his job. Allen ordered 
that Johnson prepare an 
extensive schedule so 
that the home incarcera­
tion monitors can track 
his movements. 

Johnson was also 
placed under probation 
with the terms that he is 
to have no s1milar viola­
tions for 60 days,

They make more 
money on welfare than they 
would make at a job working for 
minimum wage." 

These people would need 
some desire or hope for improve­
ment to tan working for less than 
they are receiving now, she said.

You would think President Bush would be sweating bullets 
under that ecurity blanket he keeps burying the United States 
under every time he's asked about global warming. 

"We need to know more about it," the president said this week. 
"It's a lot easier to solve when you know more about it." 

Earth to George: The science is clear. Well-respected members 
of the cienti fie community have spoken. We can't afford to 
re earch this ubject to death. That kind of wait-and-see approach 
could very well be the death of us. And good old Planet Earth. 

On June 7. the joint science academies - made up of Brazil, 
Canada, China. France, Germany, India, Italy, Japan, Russia, the 
United Kingdom and the United States - issued a statement 
de cribmg global warming as so pressing a problem that all nations 
need to act now to reduce the amount of greenhouse gases heating 
up our planet. The dentists ay the "lack of full scientific certain­
ly about some aspects of climate change'' houldn't be used to jus­
tify inaction. 

It shouldn't be used to rationalize a stalling tactic, either. If we 
don't act now. the scientists warn, the risk of serious environmen­
tal harm will grow. And so will the cost of fixing the problems. 

That statement didn't mince words. Without more aggressive 
strategies to reduce greenhouse gases, we could experience severe 
weather events such as heat waves and flooding. And the poorer, 
developing nation would uffer the most. 

Our president says the United States is already doing something 
about the problem. But we're not domg enough. We need to invest 
more dollars- more energy- into finding alternatives to fossil 
fuels. We need tougher limits on greenhouse-gas emissions. And 
we need our president to crawl out from under that blanket and 

_lead the charge.

H!VorAJDS: 

Except when the focus turns to sub-Saharan Africa, many 
American eem to have forgotten the AIDS epidemic. But almost 
all nations, including the United State , are affected. Worldwide. 
an estimated 38 million people are living with HIV or AIDS. 
according to the United Nations. Nearly 6 million of those, mostly 
in Africa, will die thi year. 

After the initial panic and deaths in this country in the mid-
1980s, mostly in San Francisco and New York City, and wHh the 
introduction of antiviral drugs after that, Americans grew far less 
concerned about AIDS and HIV. This week. however, the Centers 
for Disease Control and Prevention announced that the number of 
Amencan. with HIV or AIDS as of December 2003 had reached 
more than 1 million. The official report at least 40,000 new cases 
in the United States per year, but they fear that number may be 
closer to 60,000. 

The CDC officials lell us that this awful milestone in America's 
hjstory with AJDS and HIV i ornewhat good news and somewhat 
bad news. The good news is that more people are taking antiviral 
drugs. With regular treatments, which cost about $300 per month, 
an HIV patient in the United State can live a normal life span. 

But the bad news is that more Americans are infected, and about 
one-fourth of them don't know they have HIV or don't want to 
know.

And AIDS and HIV rates are growing more rapidly in minority 
cornmunitie .

I'm ure you don't need to be 
reminded of Ca ey's infamy in this 
state. A standout at Union County 
High School, Casey wa a member of 
the 1978 national champion hip team 
at Kentucky and joined Eddie Sutton's 
coaching staff about a decade later. 

Casey played a vital role in one of 
the brightest periods in UK history. 
When the team won the '78 title, it 
wa the first for the univer ity in 
exactly 20 years. Adolph Rupp 's time 
bad come and gone and many doubted 
Joe B. Hall bas a viable successor, but 
mo t of that was qmeted with the 94-
88 win over Duke. 

Hall's staff awarded Ca ey with the 
110 Percent Award that year, which i 
quite an accomplishment on a team 
that featured players such as James 
Lee, arguably the most hard-no ed 
player to ever don the blue and wlute. 

A year later, Casey was named the 
team's top tudem-athlete en route to a 
degree m business adnunistration 

Say what you will, Dwane Casey i 
no dummy. 

However, Casey also played a vital 
role in the darkest period in UK hi to­
ry Casey' name was the one on the 
infamous Emory package to the father 
of recruit Chris Mills. TI1c package, 
you may recall, contained a video tape 
... and $1,000 cash. 

That package, of course, was the 
t central point of the NCAA investiga­

tion !hat landed UK on double-secret 
probation, banned 1t from appearing on 
so much as any live television and all 
but brought the program to its knee . 

In the end, Cac;ey was the fall guy for 
the Sutton Administration. It can be 
argued for days on end about whether 
Casey actually elll the package, whether 
he knew all the contents of the package 
or what. But what can't be argued IS that 
when somed1ing of this magnitude Lakes 
place, the assistant coach shouldn't be 
the guy who takes the fall . 

So while Sutton left UK for the 
friendly confine of Stillwater, Okla., 
Casey was left floundering in coach­
ing obscurity in such places as Japan 
and, most recently, eattle, Wash 

In the meantime, television's talk­
ing beads converuently overlook his 
time at Kemucky while smging the 
praises of Sutton.

Ernie lrvan' s new challenge 
is to promote safety

BROOKLYN, Mich. - Emie 
lrvan's life, for better and 
worse. has taken several twists 
at M IChJgan International 
Speedway. 

Hi<: last NASCAR win came 
at Micl1igan in l997. The victo­
ry andwiched two deva tating 
crashc. on the two-mile oval 
that eventually forced bim to 
retire 1u 1999. 

So its no coincidence lrvan 
cbo. c the Michigan track a the 
pmmotional launching pad for 
his ncw focus, a nationwide 
effort to raise awarene about 
brain injury prevention. 

'My whole life tumed all 
kind of different way here," 
ln'an said while vi iting the 
speeliway recently. "My history 
at Michigan. my life being saved 
at Mtch1gan ... it's my next step 
in life, my next thing to do. We 
feel we can make a difference." 

lrvan, 46, . t.arted the 
Race2Safety r"oundation last year. 
One of tJlC group's first maJor 
fun<.lraiscrs wiU be Aug 17 at the 
Mtdtilmn track - which hosts !hi 
Sur11.lay\ Nextcl Cup race. 

lrvan hopes to bave up to 
10,000 people pay at leasl $100 
per person to walk around the 
speedway with him and acttve 
NASCAR dnver. . Similar 
event will be added at other 
NASC AR sue. next year. 

Swcr.m · Ernie lrvan, a Cal­
ifornian with a home in Norl.b 
Carolina. wa:. one of the Win-

ston Cup circuit's most popular 
drivers in the early 1990s. He 
won 12 races from 1990 
through 1994, highlighted by 
the 1991 Daytona 500. 

But hi career changed for­
ever on Aug. 20, 1994, during a 
practice run at Michigan. 

Irvan slammed into tbe wall on 
a tum and was knocked uncon-
cious wtth a traumallc brain 

injury, skuU fracture and chest 
injuries. One of the first people to 
reach lhe car was spet:dway doc­
tor John Maino, whom In•an 
credits wiOt s:wino his life. 

"It was only a matter oftime 
before I wa going to drown in 
my own blood," Irvan srud, 
with Maino seated at his side in 
a Michigan speedway suite 

Realizin~ that Irvan wasn't 
gettmg oxygen, Maino slit Lbe 
driver's throat and inserted a 
tube to get him some rur. lrvan 
was on a helicopter and headed 
to a hospital just 23 minute after 
hitting the wall, a quick response 
that aided bis eventual recovery. 

Doctors initially gave him 
only a 10 percent chance of sur­
vival. But Irvan defied the odds 
and returned to racing in 1995. 
He won two races in 1996 and 
wa fir t at Michigan in 1997, 
saying he had conquered the 
peedway that nearly con­

quered him. 
But Irvan bit the wall again 

at Michigan in 1999 - exactly 
five year. to the day after his 
first traumatic accident - and 
had another head injury. He 
retued soon aften\'ard 

lli wife, Kim, aid be was 
like a cat with mne lives - and 
had used LIP eight of them. 

Mtchael Dabhs, president of 
the Brain lnjury A ociation of 
Michtgan. is thrilled by I.rvan' 
cb01ce of a new career 

"Ernie is willing to step for­
ward and be a leader in thi 
movement., and that is a 
tremendous benefit." Dabbs 
said. "We have got to raise 
awareness about this issue." 

An estimated 5.3 million 
Americans- about2 percent of 
t11e population -live with a per­
manent disability re ulting 
from a traumatic brain inJury, 
Dabbs aid.

11) mph " the following spnng and 
feed once during the summer on mice, 
dog. . deer, or humans.

The symptCims nf chronic Lyme di -
ease often mim•~ other tli ca: cs. 

nwug.h lab tests can a1d 111 the tJjag­
nosis. rhy. icmns must oltcn establish 
the diagnosl'i by excluding other pos. i-

ble cause of the symptom . This is 
unfortunate because the delay in treat­
ment decreases the chance for total 
recovery. 

Tbe treatment of Lyme disease 
involves the use of antibiotics, usually 
taken by mouth, though in some cases, 
by IV. The antibiotics may be contin­
ued for four weeks or more, depending 
on how long the disease has been pre­
sent. In cases of longstandjng di ease, 
the !Jeaunent may fail and additional 
anLibiolic therapy may be nece sary. 

Lyme cti ease can be a very serious 
illness, so it's a good idea to take step to 
prevent it. especially if you Uve in one of 
the bigb risk states I mentioned earlier. 

Here are some suggestions from the 
CDC: 1f you are going to be in areas 
that are tick infested, wear light-col­
ored clothing o that ticks can be seen 
and removed before becoming 
attached. Wearing long-sleeved shirts 
and tucking pants into sock or boot 
top may help keep ticks from reaclling 
your kin. Ticks are usually located 
clo e to the ground, so wearing bigb 
rubber boots may provide additional 

protection. 
The ri k of tick attachment can also 

be reduced by applying insect repel­
lents containing DEl~! (n,n-diethyl-m 
toluamide) to clothe and exposed skin, 
and applying permethrin (which kills 
ticks on contact) to clothes. DEET can 
be used safely on children and adults 
but should be applied carefully follow­
ing the label instructions to reduce the 
po. sihility of toxicity.
