Be wary of what 
courts do for religion 

The fault line in the great American religiOus divide have 
separated prcdiclably in reaction to Monday' Supreme 
Court's dcci. ion fir. t outlawing, then allm,_ ing, the Ten 
Commandments to be posted at government buildings. 

Thmc VY ho believe government and religion should be 
more clo. ely linked are happy that Texas won't have to and 
the Ten Commandment off lhe ix-foot monolith di. playing 
them on the state Capitol grounds. But many of the. e arne 
individuals are deploring their court-ordered ouster from 
exhibits at two Kentucky county courthouses. Tho e who 
think church and tate should not be intertwined believe the 
court got it right in Kentucky and wrong in Texas. 

Bolh sides might agree that the 5-4 dcci ions produced no 
sub 'tantial movement in the middle ground, which shifts and 
steadies, steadies and shift , each time the high coun grapple 
with the Jhrst Amendment's . tipulation that Congress "shall 
make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or pro­
hibiting the free exercise thereof.'' Context, the court aid, 
was everything, and the circumstances in Kentuck:y suggest­
ed government intended to promote religion, while the cir­
cumstance. in Texa suggested otherwise. Unfortunately for 
those seeking firm principles here, the contextual argument 
moved ju tone justice, Stephen Breyer. The other eight found 
no . ignificant difference in the circumstances. 

In Kentuck}, the two counties fir!)t posted "large, readily 
visible .. co pie of the Ten Commandments in the courthou. e. 
The year was 1999. When the circuit court ordered them 
removed, the county boards added other documents to the dis­
play. claiming they wanted to show ··Kentuck")''s precedent 
legal code" (and noting in their rc olution that the Legislature 
had acknowledged Je. us Chri t as ··the Prince of Ethlc. "). All 
the documents contained a religious theme: some were 
excerpted to highlight the religious references. When a lower 
court also said no to that. the counties reworked their displays 
again, but too late. The Supreme Court agreed with lower 
court-; that the legal history suggested the counties were less 
eager to pay homage to the legal code than to "advance reli­
gion, to favor one faith over another:· 

Not c;o in Texas, concluded Breyer (though Chief Justice 
William Rehnquist, writing the majority opinion, said 
advancing a religious me. sage was the monument's purpo. e 
and that was fine). Here the monolith was a gift from a civic. 
group. the Fraternal Order of Eagle . It was among 2l histor­
ical markers and 17 monuments placed around the Capitol. 
More importantly .. aid Breyer, it had been there for four 
decades and the petitioner ·'apparently walked by the monu­
ment for years before bringing this uit." So did many others 
who never complained about it religious nature. This, he 
said, supported the argument that it provided a ··broader 
moral and historical message reflective of a cultural hisLOry ... 
In other words, in Justice Breyer's view, the long association 
ol the Ten Commandments with the Texa CapiLOl stripped 
them of their religious content and turned them into secular 
documents. Those on the side of America's divide who arc 
applauding the Texas decision might ponder whether they do 
religion any favor when they eek to have it walk hand in 
hand with government.

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Legislature fiddles 
while prisons 
explode

FRANKFORT - In an exhaustive 
study of sentencing and pnson crowding in 
KcnUJcky, a University of Kentucky law 
profe sor has concluded that the rush to 
incarcerate has threatened the state's 
finances, put thousandc; of people behind 
bar with little thought to the overall cost to 
society and done little to actually keep peo­
ple safer from crime. 

The tudy i by Robert Lawson, who 
helped craft the state's penal code in the 
1970s and is the author of the standard 
handbook on evidence use in criminal tri­
als. 

The study bas prompted Chief Justice 
Jo ·eph Lambert tO ponder the topic. 

'The mnnbers alone suggest the need to 
look at where we are;· Lambert said in a 
recent interview. 

According to Lawson's study, 
Kenrucky's corrections budget was about 
<;,7 million in 1970 when the state hadjust 
over 2,800 nmmtes. By 2002, the budget 
was 45 time larger, more than $300 mil­
lion, with about tive times more inmates. 

Perhaps even more revealing, Lawson 
pointed out that Kentucky's population 

rose by 25 percent from 1970 to 2000, 
while tbe inmate population mt:reased by 
444 percent. 

"The thirst for incarceration of citizens 
has reached level far beyond anything 
ever experienced in thi country'. history 
and seems to exi t unchecked in almost 
every comer of the nation," Lawson said. 

The prison population growth ha · 
exceeded even the expens· expeaauon .. 

In Janua\y, tate budget officials report­
ed that the prison population wa<; expected 
to be 17,424 tlu fiscal year. I ..ast week. t11c 
Corrections Department reported the popu­
lation was 19,465 

The numbers are now expected to grow 
to 20,798 in the tiscal year that begins July 
1 and to 21,8 9 the following year. 

Lawson said t.be reason. for the lx>om 
represent a pre ure to imprison tl1at has 
continued unabated for three decades. 
Kentucky, he maintams, has the toughest 
"three strike " Jaw in the nation, a pcrsi -
tent felony offender la\\ that can mean a 
guaranteed I 0 years behind bars for three 
convictions for theft. 

1be PFO law, as it is called, "renders the 
seriou ness of an offender's conduct irrele­
vant to his entence and pennit<; (and 
ometime even require. ) puni hment that 

ts morally mdefcn tble, that debases all 
notion of common sen~, and that works 
to warehouse for extended periods offend­
ers who an.: not likely to inflict serious 
harm on the public," Lawson wrote.

'"We will abide by the ruling 
• of the Supreme Coun," said 

Blame Phillip , McCreary 
County's judge-executive. 
"However, we want to encour­
age our Citizens not to give up 
the fight.' ' 

McCreary and Pulaski, 
neighboring counties in the 
mountains of Eastern Kentucky, 
couldll't be more fitting places 
for sucb a stand. 
Fundamentalist Christian 
cburche dot the hllls and hol­
low., along with road signs urg­
ing travelers to repent now and 
Lun1 their lives to Jesus. 

Officials first bung framed 
copies of the Ten 
Commandments in their court­
bon cs in l999 and later added 
other documents, such as the 

Magna Carta and Declaration of 
Independence, after uch dis­
plays were chaUenged a reli­
gion by the American Civil 
Liberties Union. 

At the heigbt of the contro­
versy, re idents of the two 
counties - both of them alco­
hol-dry - took to planting 
bluc-and-whlte Ten 
Commandments marker on 
their front lawns to bow their 
supporL 

Word of the high court's 
decision was met with frustra­
tion Monday. "I'm heartbro­
ken," said former McCreary 
County Judge-Executive 
Jimmie Greene. "I'm devastat­
ed to be honest with you." 

"They take prayer out of 
schools, they take the Ten 
Commandments down and they 
wonder what's wrong with our 
society. It's just wrong," said 
Joe Kidd, who was working at a 
fireworks tand in Whitley City 

Elsewhere in the state, many 
officials hoped their displays 
wouldn't meet tbe same fate. 

The commandments were 
still posted Monday near the 
front doors to the Mercer 
County counhouse in 
Harrodsburg, once an early 
frontier town in Kentucky's 
Bluegrass region. The com­
mandments are part of a display 
featuring other famous docu­
ments, identically framed. 

In northeastern Kentucky, a 
similar di play, including the 
Ten Commandments, hovered 

on a wall in the fiscal court­
room in the Rowan County 
courthouse as county magis­
tr.tte met Monday. 

Both counties .are among a 
handful in the stale still in a 
legal figbt with the American 
Civil Liberties Umon of 
Kentucky over displays that 
include the commandments. 

David Friedman, who suc­
cessfully argued the ACLU 's 
case before the Supreme Court, 
said Monday's ruling reaf­
ftnned a core principle- "that 
government and religion should 
not become impermissibly 
entangled." 

Friedman said the ACLU 
would vigorously pursue it 
remaining cases. 

In early 2003, a federal 
judge dismis ed the ACLU's 
lawsuit seeking to remove the 
Ten Commandments from the 
Mercer County courtbou e. 
That case is pending before a 
federal appeals court. 1l1e same 
judge refused the ACLU's 
request for a preliminary 
injunction to take down public 
commandment displays in 
Rowan and Garrard counties. 

Meanwhile, only the frame 
remains in wbat had been a Ten 
Commandments display in the 
Grayson County courthouse in 
western Kentucky. The ACLU 
previously won an injunction 
from another federal judge 
ordering that the command­
ments be taken off the court­
house wall.

The former chief executive of 
Heartland Publications bas 
been ordered to pay $5.1 mil· 
lion in damages to his former 
employer after he acknowl­
edged borrowing $1.7 million 
m company funds while at the 
helm of the newspaper compa­
ny. 

James M. McGinnis, 56, 
whose last known address was 
in Ponte Vedra Beach, Fla., was 
pre ident and CEO of 

• Heartland Publications LLC 
until being replaced in 
February. Heartland publishes 
19 newspapers in Ohio, West 
Virginia. North Carolina, 
Kentucky [including The Floyd 
County Innes), Tennessee and 
Oklahoma. 

DuvaJ County Circuit Judge 
Jack M . Schemer granted 
Heartland's motiou fur a sum­
mary JUdgment in ils suit 

against McGinnis earlier this 
month. The newspaper chain 
said it asked McGinnis to repay 
the money, but be bad not. 

"There are no genuine issues 
of material fact to dispute that 
James McGinnis committed 
theft ... by taking $1,713,342 
from Heartland's accounts for 
his Qwn p d bene­
fit," the iudge wrote, 

In ace~~ orida 
law, Schemer ordered 
McGinnis to pay Heartland 
more than $5.1 million, which 
is triple the amount be took. 

Stephen Busey, an attorney 
representing Heartland, which 
is based in Ponte Vedra Beach, 
said Heartland has recovered 
about $1 miUion from a theft 
insurance policy, but added tbat 
his client is serious in collect­
ing the money it is owed.

- Choose a tent site where 
you'll get a bit of morning sun 
(to dry the dew) and afternoon 
and evening shade. That is, set 
up with tree foliage sheltering 
you from the south and westerly 
side. Full shade is OK, but avoid 
setting up in the wide open 
where baking sunshine will 
keep the interior stilling . 

_Particularly if you' rc going 
to sleep at ground level (no cots), 
avoid obstacles under the tent 
floor. Sidestep rocks, roots and 
such that seem to grow larger 
and rougher through the night if 
you've bedded down atop them. 

- Come 10 think of it, go 
more comfortable with your 
bedding. Nowadays, air beds are 
common and inexpensive. For 
casual, wann weather camping, 
an inflatable mattress is a rea­
sonable investtnent for even 
occasional campers and a great 
hedge against a stiff back the 
moming after. 

- For a weekend or longer 
outing, chill your drinks and 
food in a well-insulated cooler 
loaded with a block of ice 
instead of crushed ice.

- A summer tent camping 
expedition can be a thirsty expe­
rience, so take plenty of liquids

- Pack convenience food, 
and plenty. If you must cook 
make one-dish meals, grill-able 
stuff or canned grub. Hot dogs 
on a stick or something pre­
cooked at borne and just 
warmed up will cut down on 
prcparauon and cleanup and 
make camp life more pleasant.

Kentucky state record 
crappie proves to be a hybrid

FRANKFORT-A four-pound, 
1 ~unce monster crappie taken 
on May 8 by Penny Hopper of 
Crofton out of a watershed lake in 
Christian County is the new offi­
cial Kentucky state record crapp1e. 

Fisheries officials with the 
Kentucky Department ofFish and 
Wildlife Resources (KDFWR) 
hoped the crappie qualified as an 
all tackle world record black crap­
pie, but genetic analysis of the 
fish dashed their hopes. 

"We hoped for an all tackle 
world record black crappie, but 
it is a hybrid of black and white 
crappie," said Gerry Buynak 
assistant director of fisheries for 
Lhe KDFWR. "We are disap­
pointed it isn't an all tackle 
world record crappie, but we are 
proud of a crappie that big com­
ing out of Kentucky waters and 
is our new state record." 

Fi hcry biologists became 
intrigued at the possibility of an 
all tackle world record black 
crappie after examining the fish 
iu the flesh. The huge crappie 
possessed feature of both white 
aud black crappie. 

''By looking at it, a number 
of people questioned it," 
Buynak said. "Some of our biol­
ogists said it was a white crap­
pie, others felt it was a black 
crappie. It had seven dorsal 
spines, which is ind1cative of 
black crappie, but bad the verti­
cal bars on the side indicative of 
white crappie. We wanted to 
make sure it was a black crap­
pie, so we ent it in 10 Auburn 
Univer ity for genetic te ling.''

white crappie for state record 
tatu . 1be Intemational Game 

Fish Association all tackle 
world record black crappie is a 
4-pound, 8-ounce fish caught in 
Kerr Lake in Virginia in 1981. 

Hopper caught the fish on a 
family outing using an in-line 
spinner on 10-pound test Line. 
Her crappie bested the old 4-
pound, 6-ounce Kentucky state• 
record crappie, taken by Kevin 
Perry out of a Montgomery 
County farm pond in 1997, by a 
half a pound.

Mayweather had clmmed aJI 
along that Gatti's skills were 
su pcct and tJ1at he was little 
more than a club fighter who 
had enough ralelll to beat other 

club fighters. 
He was kinder afterward. 

calling Gatti a great fighter who 
showed heart 

"He's a tough fighter," 
Mayweather said. "Tonight I 
was the better man." 

Gatti didn't have nearly the 
talem to match Maywcat11er, 
who fought brilliantly tl1rough 
aU ix round . Mayweather wa<., 
so dominant that ringside statis­
tics showed him landing J 68 
punches to only 41 for Gatti.

Mayweather's trainer, Roger 
Maywcatl1cr, said "Floyd is 
used to big JigbL<;.

Most of tJ1e time, providing we 
weren't uistracted by coming across 
the perfect sling-shot forks, or a green 
snake or something, we'd get an 
cxcdlcnt tmt before lunch; maybe as 
man) as t.hrce logs high before we'd 
head to the house for a quick bologna 
l-andw1ch a11J a big glass of Kool-Aid. 

lnvariabl~·. though, one or two of 
us would tind some sort of excu e not 
to return to the construction site in the 
aftcmoon, especially if the girth of the 
saplings seemed to have increased, of 
if the temperature had started creeping 
toward the ninety degrees mark. 

The only exception I can recall to 
this familiar . cenario wa~; when our 
log cabin walls ended up being made 
from several pieces of rusty roofing 
tin that one of the neighbors bad piled 
up next to the dairy barn, aft.er he'd 
tom down his ben house.

They will gen­
erally occur over bony areas like 
the elbows, hocks, shoulders 
and hips. They start out as a red, 
"weepy" area that progressively 
tum. imo a hole in the skin and 
can go right down to the bone. 
They are much easier prevented 
than healed. Frequent turning is 
the single most important way 
to prevent them. We also mas­
sage these trouble spot<; several 
time~ a day to keep c!fculation 
going in Lbc area. If a sore does 
develop, let your vet know 
immediately so you can get 
some ointment to treat it 

Your next biggest concern is 
keeping the animal DRY. This 
ts definitely no fun. but tlls nec­
essary. Change the pads and the 
bedding as frequently as neces­
sary (bit up your friend and rel­
atives for lots of old sheets ami 
blankets).

'J he vinegar has two pur­
poses; it strips out any over­
looked suds, and it neutralizes 
the effects of alkaline urine on 
the kin. Urine scald are a 
llll\ior problem, and the only 
way to avoid them is to be dili­
gent about keeping the skin 
clean and dry. Blow-dry the ruli­
rnars skm rutd coat if needed. 
We often finish off with a dash 
of baby powder on U1e dry skin 
to prevent chaffing. You can put 
a thin layer of diaper rash oint­
ment on tlle inside of the hind 
legs and around the rear if the 
animal constantly leaks urine 
and if he is not going to lick all 
the ointment off. 

None of this is particularly 
difficult, except tl1at with a 
really large dog, you're going 
LO need some help to move the 
animal. The hard part is keep­
ing up the nur ing care diligent­
ly, even wben it doesn't seem 
like you 're making any 
progress. Keep in frequent 
contact with yolH" vet. Usually 
the technicians and other nurs­
mg Laff can talk you through 
any problem you're having.
