representative, but all thar could change when an 
independent movie she acted in this year goes the film 
festival route in 2006. 

The film, "On Borrowed Time:· was shot this year 

by Paul Perez. who had worked as a cameraman on 
reality shows like "Star Search" and "The Last Comic 
Standing'' while nursing the project and saving his 
money to shoot it on a shoestring budget using a dig­
ital camera. which, at a cost of $3,500, ate up half 9f 
his budget 

The story, mostly shot on location in Louisville, is 
based on an experience Perez had in college. The 
Louisville native met a gul who ctidn 't remember him 
fro.m a previous encounter because he had lost 60 
pounds smce lheir fll'st meeting. On the second meet­
ing, the young lady showed more interest in him and 
the encounter lnspired hin1 to tell the srory as a 
romantic comedy and make it his first feature flinL 

Not only did Perez raise the money for the project, 
but he gained. and lost. 80 pounds rather than use any 
camera tricks to portray his character before the 
weight loss. It didn't hurt Perez when it came to 
·weating the extra pounds off that he was virtually a 
one-man band on the production which meanl writing 
the script, directing and acting opposite Brown. 

To get the role, Brown auditioned for Perez after 
bearing about the project from a mutual friend. 
Brow"' who now resides in Louisville. said that her 
first meeting with Perez sealed the deal. 

"When r read for it, there was an immediate con­
nection." Brown said. "The tory was phenomenal" 

Brown, who was in Philadelphia for a conference

Expanding middle 
threatens long life 

The latest reminder of our eating habits gone awry came 
from Tuesday's Annals of Internal Medicine, which suggests 
that even if folks stay lean into their 30s, they may balloon at 
40 and beyond. 

Researchers who tracked 4,000 adults came up wi.tb this 
jolting news: 90 percent of men and 70 percent of women will 
become overweight as they age. Not even the svelte and 
sinewy escape the perils of the American lifestyle, which is 
sedentary and surrounded by junk food. Indeed, our ancestors 
would drool over the comforts of modem living: driving in 
motorized mastodons, drawing cave doodles at our desks, 
bunting and gathering at the vending machine. That's a hefty 
part of the obesity conundrwn- we haven't evolved to handle 
our enviromnent. 

British researchers are examining bow human brain chem­
istry encourages weight retention to ward off starvation. They 
think our minds try to outwit our mouths by tweaking stress 
hormones, metabolism and hunger to keep us pleasantly 
plump. A Northwestern University anthropology professor 
theorizes that human beings started walking on two feet 
because it used less fat-burning energy than galloping on all 
fours. Now that's lazy. 

No matter your stance on evolution, it's clear that bipeds 
need to change. So we must outfox biology and the aging 
process, 

Susan Voigt-Reising, director of the Central Illinois' 
Coronary Health [m.provem.ent Project, advocates a better 
diet, consistent exercise, tobacco abstinence and, most impor­
tantly, a healthy attitude. She advises anyone alarmed by 
these studies "to embrace a lifestyle change, rather than a diet, 
for long·tenn weight loss/' 

For those of us scarfing doughnuts in our 40s, it might 
mean revisiting our salad days so that we don't evolve into 
sloths. Othetwise, Americans will keep putting the .. middle'' 
in middle age, while risking their tum at old age.

FRM"KFORT - Gov. Emie 
Fletcher, speaking at an anti-drug confer­
ence in Frankfort last week. said his 
admini!itration 1s f<X.uscd on fighting the 
"scourge" of drug abuse and helping 
those caught "In the Jaws of addiction" 
through enhanced rehabilitation efforts. 

Rehabilitation centers planted in com· 
munities throughout the state are among 
the components Fletcher said he is eye-
1ngto helpcombatdrug addiction. There 
are already four such rehab centers 
planned, and at least six more on the 
way, Fletcher said. 

"If someone is caught in the jaws of 
addiction. we've got to make sure we do 
everything we can to make sure we give 
that individual tbe ability to reach their 
full potential at1d to get out of the jaws of 
addiction." Fletcher said. '1t is very dif­
ficul~ almost impossible, to get out of 
those jaws by yourtielf." 

Fletcher has said his administration 
v1ews drug and alcohol abuse in 
Kentucky as a "public heaJth epidemic"' 
and a glaring problem in various com­
munities. Fletcher blamed drug and alco­
hol abuse as a leading element to home­
lessness and domestt violellCe . 

Rehabilitation efforts, the use of drug 
courts and stronger enforcement can help 
lessen the impact of drug addictions on 
the state, Fletcher s-aid. 

"They rob the very soul and the life 
out of an individual," Fletcher sald ... It's 
a real difllcult problem that we face, but 
it's a problem that we must address more 
successfully than we have in the past." 

Currently, there are four ''Recovery 
Kentucky" centers already announced, 
and at least another six to follow, 
Fletcher said. Each rehab center is 
expected to treat about 100 people at a 
time. he said. Individual centers will be 
either all male or all female. 

The centers are aimed at giving peo­
ple housing, helping them beat their 
addictions and educate them, according 
to a statement from the Governor's 
OffiCe of Local Development. 

Under the program, centers are 
intended for people who are either home· 
less or on the verge of becom1ng home· 
less. Participants ge~ shelter, peer support 
and training with daily living skills. 

"We continue our work and mab: sure 
we do everything we can to integrate 
those folks into society and make sure 
that they are able to be re-established, get 
work, get the kind of training to turn their 
life around," Fletcher said.

So far, centers have been approved in 
Boone County, Hopkinsville, Harlan and 
MaysviUe. They are patterned after 
Le;tington·s Hope Center and 
Louisville's 1be Healing Place, accord­
ing to the local development office's 
statement. 

The centers are paid for with a combi­
nation of state and federal money. 

Ricki Gardenhire, a spokeswoman for 
tbe development office, said indivicfual 
communities have to apply to the state if 
they want a recovery center in their area. 
It's also up to the applying commnnities 
whether they need a facility for men or 
women, Gardenhire said. 

Thresa Barton. head of Kentucky's 
Office ofDrug Control Policy, said offer­
ing more people treatment is important in 
fighting the state's drug problems. Extra 
centers to help ~ople rehabilitate them­
selves would help, Barton said. 

"We certainly don't ha'\'e nearly 
enough beds for the peop1e who need 
treatment in Kentucky,'' Barton said. 
"And by starting out. with two in each 
congressional· district - one male and 
one female - that will certainly be a 
huge step in the right direction."

Rewards and punishments, Bush style

So long. Larry- we hardly knew ye. 
Actually, Larry Greenfeld was not 

known at all by the public, and very few 
of u& ever heard of me small federal 
agency he headed. the Bureau of Justice 
Statistics. BJS 1 ' a low-profilt; office that 
grinds out dozens of statistical reports 
every year on crime, drug use. police 
performance, etc .. and is known for 
being ii'Jdtpendent. straight shooting, and 
non.partic;an. 

But that was then. Tht: currenl White 
House bas become notorious - even by 
Washington standards - for doctoring, 
censoring, and otherwise tampering with 
the facts science, and the fi!ldings of 

official reports. But who would've imag 
ined that its long polltical arm would 
reach aU the way to the ob$cure BJS? 

It happened in April, when 
Greenfeld's office routinely submitted a 
draft press release to Tracy Henke, the 
assistant attorney general who oversees 
BJS. The release announced the resuJts 
of a statistical study on traffic stops by 
police. It showed that while all races of 
Americans were being pulled over at 
about the same rate, Blacks and Latinos 
were searched and subjected to force 
three times more frequently than whites. 

The White House did not want to hear 
this, so Henke edited Greenfeld's release, 
simply crossing out the parts about the 
searches aod use of force, leaving only 
the cheery part about everyone being 
stopped at the same rate, However,

Greenfeld, who had a sterling perfor­
mance record in his 23 years at BJS. 
balked. He said that Henke's changes 
would make the release misleading and 
dishonest. No problem, said Henke, 
we'll just kill the whole press release! So 
the report received absolutely letO media 
coverage - effectively suppressing the 
bad news that it contained. 

For his act of honescy, Greenfeld was 
demoted. For her act of political censor­
ship, Henke was promoted- she's been 
nominated to a senior position in the 
Homeland Security Department.

Land of the marsupials 
The plants and animals of Australia have 
evolved differently from those on other 
continents. This is because Australia was 
separated from the rest of the world about 
200 million years ago. 

Marsupials first appeared about 250 million 
years ago when all the planet's land areas 
were joined as one giant continent called 
Pangaea.8 About 130 million years ago, 

Australia and Antarctica were one land­
mass. When they broke apart about 
45 million years ago, the marsupials that 
lived in Antarctica did not survive the cold 
as the continent drifted farther south, but 
the marsupials of (warmer) Australia 
thrived. 

There are about 200 kinds of marsupials 
living in Australia today. South America has 
about 200 species. North America has only 
one-the opo um. 

What' in a name? 
The word "koala" Is believed to be from an 
Abong1nal word that means "no drink." 
This is because koalas get almost all of 
their water from gum leaves. It is very rare 
to see a koala drinking. 

The reason koalas are sometimes called 
koala bears 1s because in 1814 they were 
given the scientific name phascolarctos 
cinereus, which means "ash-grey pouched 
bear~ And even though we now know the 
koala is not a bear, the name seems to 
have stuck, probably due to the fact that 
they do look like little bears. 

Relatively close 
Koalas are closely related to the Australian 
wombat and opossum. Koalas are distantly 
related to the opossum of North and South 
America. The kangaroo is an even more 
distant cousin on the genetic family tree. 
What all these mammals (milk-drinking 
animals) have in common is that they are 
marsupials. Marsupials are a group of 
animals that are not fully formed when born 
- they are in an almost embryonic stage of 
development. They continue their develop· 
ment in their mother's special pouch. 

Behavioral traits 
Koalas are nocturnal, meaning they sleep 
during the day and are active at night. 
(Koalas sleep about 18 to 21 hours a day.) 
They are also arboreal, which means they 
live in trees. They communicate with each 
other using smell and a variety of growls, 
clicks, snorts and bellows.

er Prized for their oft fur, the koalas 
were hunted to near extincti n. 
In 1937, they became a protected 
pecies. But despite con ervation 

efforts. their number have continued 
to decline. It is e timated that there 
are 100 000 Roalas in the wild today, 
compared with more than a million 
100 years ago. 

Each koala has a home range 
made up of saveral trees. 

These home trees 
provide both 

food and a 
place to live. 

Koalas hve alone or in small groups high in 
the forest canopy. Koalas don't build nests, but 
like to wedge themselves between forks in the 
tree branches. They only leave the trees when 
they absolutely have to. (For example, to cross 

a road to get to another tree.) 

only eat the leaves and bark of 
certain types of eucalyptus (gum) trees. 
They have sharp teeth for the job. They also 
have cheek pouches {like hamsters) where 
they store leaves until ready to eat. 

Eucalyptus leaves are thick, fibrous and 
oily, but not high in nutri1ion (some are even 
poisonous). Koalas will carefully choose the 
young and tender leaves. A koala eats 
about 2 lbs. of leaves a night and takes 
three days to digest them. Koalas have a 
special digestive chamber called a caecum 
(SEE-kum) that helps break down and 
extract extra nutnents from the gum leaves. 

The diet of eucalyptus gives the koala a 
unique odor, which some people compare 
to cough drops. 

Just call me "Joey ' 
Baby koalas are called joeys. A joey is 
born about 35 days after its parents mate. 
Newborn koalas are about the SIZe of a 
jellybearl A newborn is pink and has no fur. 
Despite being tiny, bhnd and deaf, a joey 
must make its way from the birth canal to 
the mother's pouch. 

When the joey is 5 or 6 
months old, it will begin to 
peek its head out of the 
pouch. Its mother 
begins to feed it a 
runny mix called pap.

These 
joined toes are used for combing, 
scratching and grooming thid< fur. 

required to digest gum 
leaves. By 7 months the joey 
will be leaving the pouch more 
and more often - clinging to its mother. 
At 1 to 3 years, it will leave to live on its 
own. Koalas are fully grown by age 3 or 4.
