Squeezing the poor 
The cost of helping suffering people of the Gulf Coast 

will be taken out of the hides of suffering people all across 
America under plans being batted around by Republican 
members of Congre~s. This is what now passes for fiscal 
responsibility in Washington. 

In a way, we're amazed to see it. After all, Congress and 
the White House have spent nearly five years behaving with 
no responsibility whatsoever. Since 2001 they've sharply 
cut taxes, with two-thirds of the benefit going to the well­
off. At the same time, they have boosted spending by $700 
billion per year. They've put an entire war, and more, on the 
national credit card. In the process, they've taken a $236 bil­
lion budget surplus in the last year of the Clinton adminis­
tration and turned it into a $390 billion deficit. 

So, when Katrina and Rita barreled in, we assumed they'd 
just put it on plastic again. We were wrong. 

Apparently the financing of guns and tax cuts are legiti­
mate reasons for plunging the nation head over heels into 
hock. But the cost of aiding hurricane victims must be sub­
tracted from other government programs, even if it causes 
more suffering. Republicans in the Senate have laid out 
plans for $35 billion in spending cuts to pay for the hurri­
canes. Among the cuts are $10 billion chopped from 
Medicare and Medicaid. They'd raise $8.5 billion by hiking 
fees on lenders who make student loans, who presumably 
would pass the cost right on to the students. 

Others have suggested delaying the start of the Medicare 
drug benefit. squeezing old folks who can't afford their pre­
scriptions. 

In the House, Rep. Todd Akin, R-Mo., i's among those 
taking aim at food stamps. Too many illegal illlilrigi-ants 
unlawfully are getting food stamps, he grumbles. So, pre­
sumably, the cost of Katrina should be recovered 1Jy leaving 
Mexican children hungry. To his great credit, Sen. Jim 
Talent, R-Mo., helped block a Senate attempt to strip $500 
million worth of food stamps from the poor. 

We'd suggest some alternatives. Congress might take a 
page from John Kerry's tax pl~ of last year. Repealing 
some of the income tax cuts for people making over 
$200,000 per year would raise $43 billion this year, accord­
ing to the liberal-leaning Tax Policy Center. If we need 
more, we could restore the estate tax, which falls only on 
heirs to the richest 2 percent of the population. 

We can hear the opposition howling already: Higher taxes 
on the well-off will stifle investment and stall the economy, 
they'll say. Horsefeathers. This plan would not even restore 
the wealthy's taxes to the level of the late 1990s, the greatest 
boom time in American history. Taxes on the wealthy didn't 
stifle investment then, and restoring those taxes would make 
very little difference now. 

Not all ideas coming out of Congress are wrongheaded. 
Rep. JoAnn Emerson, R-Mo., would end an outrageous 
gouge on the taxpayer that benefits the pharmaceutical 
industry. To wit: The law creating the new Medicare drug 
benefit forbids Uncle Sam from bargaining for discounts 
from drug companies. Doesn't the taxpayer deserve a dis­
count? Who is Congress working for, anyway? 

This season's hurricanes created great personal suffering 
and the government should certainly help victims recover. 
But we don't have to help one group of victims by creating 
more victims.

Kentucky Historical Society takes collection online

FRANKFORT - As a teenager 
working at a Louisville five-and-dime, 
former state Sen. Georgia Powers quit 
her job rather than tell black customers 
they couldn't eat their hot dogs at the 
counter. 

"I thought, I'm not going to tell any­
b0dy they can't stand there because if 
they paid for it, they can eat anywhere 
they want to," Powers said. ''Well, I 
knew I was not going to last very long on 
that job." 

Powers' interview, in wh.ieb she talks 
about similar issues, is preserved as part 
of Kentucky's oral history at the 
Kentucky Historical Society. But until 
recently accessing the agency's collec­
tion - from historical tackle boxes to 
precious maps and photos - usually 
required a special trip. 

Now, they can be studied from any 
computer with Internet access. 

"Everything on this site is something 
in the KHS coUections," Mary Winter 
director collections and reference ser­
vices at the agency said. "And that's 
what this is, new access to our collec­
tion .'' 

About 1 percent of the society's col­
lection went online for the first time ear­
Lier this month, W'mter a.td. Still, thar 
represents thousands of artifact - from 
original notice. of some of Kentucky'c; 
earliest public sales to random pho­
tographs. 

The online collection also includes 
original historic maps. recorded and tran­
scribed oral histories, documents and 
biographies of Kentucky's governor . 
Some of the oral histories available 
include other personal interviews of the 
civil rights movement and the Bataan 
Death March. There are also transcribed

interviews wnh Holocaust urvivors. 
And. more arc on the way every day. 

Wrnter said. Eventually, the entire collec­
tion should be available electronically. 
she said, 

"We taned out trying to give people 
a little taste of everything," Winter aid.

ftme to slep up quality care for 
with developmental

Recent news coverage on two tate­
operated institutions for individuals with 
developmental disabilities raises a num­
ber of critical questions for our 
Commonwealth. But underlying all these 
questions is one: How will we- as citi­
zens of this state - choose to support 
individuals with developmental disabili­
ties? 

To answer, we must move beyond the 
usual rhetoric and fully acknowledge 
what works today for individuals with 
developmental disabilities, their families, 
caregivers and communities as a whole. 

We must acknowledge that there is 
not a "one-size, fits all" model of care for 
individuals with developmental disabili­
ties, such as mental retardation, cerebral 
palsy and autism, nor will there ever be. 
A wide range of needs dictate the need 
for an equally wide array of services and 
support systems. 

Confronting us is a question that is 
much larger than institutional care versus 
community-based care. Now is the time to 
focus our attention on support y terns and 
services that can besl meet the needs of 
each individual, .regardless of the setting. 

To address this important public poli­
cy question, we must work in partnership 
with our public officials to further design 
and develop effective, efficien~ quality 
support systems that allow individuals 
with developmental disabilitie to lead 
meaningful lives. It is time that we en\'i-

sion the possibilities and fully embrace 
all options that work. 

In Kentucky an estimated 1 .6 percent 
of the population - approximately 
67,000-has a developmental disability. 
We know that the vast majority of these 
individuals can be successfully served in 
the community - we see it everyday. 

Today, there are countJess success s to­
ries of individuals with developmental 
disabilities who are fully participating in 
their communities. They belong. They 
are living meaningful lives. learning, 
working and playing. 

These individuals are not ju t urviv­
ing, bul are thriving as they and their 
families tap into such community-based 
resource as group homes, staffed re i­
dences, day programs. adult fo ter 
care/family home providers. upported 
employment, respite services and emer­
gency support ervices. 

If you think that these individuals 
must somehow be "different" -in terms 
of the support lhat they require - you • d 
be wrong. Mo t individuals who are suc­
cessfully upported by community-based 
programs meet Lhe ame level of care 
requirements as lhose who are being 
served in tate-operated facilities. That 
means that they have lhe same general 
need in areas such as ru sistance with 
daily living. upervision and support. As 
for a.ffordability, community-based up­
port costs about one-third of in titutional 
care, per individual. 

In the 1960s, the Kennedy administra-

tion articulated a vi ·ion of opportunitie 
for individual' with developmental eli -
abilities. Since theo tremendous Irides 
have been made across the nation and in 
om tate. But ·hallenges remain. particu­
larly m how e will choose to meet lhe 
growing dC;r and "~ s rvice and the 
increasing numlx·r 01 indiVidual with di -
abiliue · <lfl waiting l.i ts for services. And 
it' a challenee that j- growing daily as 
baby boomen; m lhi!i <:tare conl.lnue to age.

One Eastern Kcntud..-y caller 
reported being lured to a website 
offering alleged government 
grant· for a fee while she was on 
another website filling out lcgil­
imatc government grant forms 
for college financilli aid.

PHlersdorf alleges that the

Pmersdorf is asking that a 
receiver be appointed to "mro­
age the affairs" of the comnus­
sion, a ,request he said he made 
because of the injustice done to 
his clients. He did not know if 
the request would lead to any 
criminal charges against com­
mission members. 

Pillersdorf asks for a refund 
of all money "improperly 
a sessed" against individual 
commission members, for an 
independent audit of city 
finances, for the payment of 
court costs, and for punitive 
damages. He also asked that 
each plaintiff be awarded $100 
for each alleged violation of the 
Open Meetings Act. 

In the injunction and restrain­
ing order motion, Pillersdorf 
asks that the coun prevent the 
city from implementing the 
"unlawful natural gas ,rate 
increase." 

Wheelwright City Attorney 
Timothy Parker said he was 
"dismayed" that Pillersdorf did­
n't investigate the allegations 
more thoroughly before filing 
the complaint. 

"I really wish Mr. Pillersdorf 
would have bothered to call me 
or the commission members of 
omeone at the utility office 

because this lawsuit completely 
baseless," Parker said. "There's 
no merit to it at all."' 

"There ls no evidence that the 
commission has misappropriat­
ed any funds,'' Parker said. 'The 
implication, as alleged, is laugh­
able, false, Judicrious and sim­
ply not true. There's no evidence 
that any of it ts true." 

Parker. who said the commis­

Natural gas is lighter than air, non-toxic and contains no poisonous ingredients. Breathing natural gas is not harmful as long as there 
is adequate air to breath along with it. Natural gas will not burn by itself. Combustion can occur only when there Is a mixture of gas 
and air containing between 5 percent and 15 percent natural gas and between 95 percent and 85 percent air. Because of its unique 
C!ualities of being lighter than air with a narrow band of combustion, natural gas is one of the safest energy sources available. It is 
also one of the most economical sources. Understanding and following safety procedures will make natural gas an even safer choice. 

THE POTENTIAL HAZARDS OF NATURAL GAS 

Gas accidents can be avoided if you understand the potential hazards. 
(1) FIRE 
Natural gas can be a fire hazard, if you let it. Don't let it. A very hot stove, open flame or pilot light can Ignite any combustible 
materials that happen to be near. Keep paper, curtains, paints, solvents, etc., away from gas appllcances. 

(2) EXPLOSION 
Natural gas can be ignited by open flames or sparks. That's why unburned natural gas should never be allowed to escape into 
a room. A sparK, flame, lit match or cigarette, even the flick of a light switch, may be enough to cause an explosion. 

(3) CARBON MONOXIDE POISONING 
Even though natural gas itself isn't poisonous, gas burners that aren't adjusted propertly can produce deadly carbon monoxde. 
You can't see or smell carbon monoxide, but it's a killer. To avoid its dangers, always make sure that any natural gas appliances 
in your home are properly adjusted and vented to the outside ... so they'll bum safely and efficiently. 

(4) SUFFOCIATION 
Natural gas can cause suffoclation if it replaces air containmg oxygen. (Only air that has oxygen can sustain life.) This is 
another reason why natural gas should never be allowed to leak from appliances or build up in an enclosed area or room. 

FOLLOW THESE COMMON SENSE SAFETY RULES .. .IT'S UP TO YOU TO USE SAFE GAS APPLIANCES AND TO USE

(4) KEEP GAS RANGE CLEAN--make sure burner bowls are free of used matches. grease, paper, etc. 
(5) AND, NEVER USE YOUR GAS RANGE to heat your home or apartment; this practice creates a serious fire hazard and 

puts you and your family at risk from dangerous carbon monoxide fumes. 
(6) MAKE SURE APPLIANCES ARE VENTED-Natural gas needs air containing oxygen to burn safely and efficiently. 

Without enough air, dangerous carbon monoxide is produced. For this reason, always make sure that your gas furnace 
and water heater are vented to the outside of the building. If you're not sure your appliances are vented properly, have 
them checked by a qualified heating contractor or plumber. 

(7) KEEP FLUES AND CHIMNEYS CLEAR-Have your fluepipe and chimney checked to make sure they're not blocked 
with debris, such as nests, branches, or ivy. (Your heating contractor can inspect and clean fluepipes for you.) 

(8) SIGNS OF POOR FLUE VENTILATION-Indoor wetness (condensation); unusual smell in your home that doesn't

go away; sick houseplants; yellow or wavering appliance flames; soot in your home; pilot light that keeps going out f:' 

CERTAIN OLDER GAS CONNECTORS MAY BE DANGEROUS! 

Gas connectors are corrugated metal tubes used to connect gas appliances in your home to fuel gas supply pipes. Some older 
brass connectors have come apart, causing fires and explosions, resulting in deaths and injuries. 

These older brass connectors have a serious flaw in the process used to join their tubing to their end pieces. Over time. the end 
pieces can separate from the tubing, and cause a serious gas leak, explosion, or tir!'l . To our knowledge, these dangerous uncoat-
ed brass connectors have not been made for more than 20 years, but many of them are still in use. The older these connectors get, 
the greater the possibility of failure. 

Although not all uncoated connectors have this flaw, it is very difficult to tell which ones do. Therefore, any uncoated brass con­
nector should be replacced immediately with either a new piastre-coated brass or a new stainless steel connector. Connectors can 
wear out from too much moving, bending, or corrosion. Connectors should always be replaced whenever the appliance is replaced 
or moved from its location. 

Warning: Only a qualified professional should check your connector and replace it if needed. Don't try to do this yourself! 
Moving the appliance, even slightly, whether to clean behind it or to inspect its gas connector. can cause the complete failure of
