trial date of Dec. 8 has 
been set for a Maytown 
woman charged with hin­
dering a police investiga­
tion and unlawful transac­
tion with a minor. 

Sabrina Blakeman was 
arrested in March for 
allegedly harboring a 
missing teen In her home 
and then lying to police 
when, acting on a tip they 
had received from the 
girl's father, officers went 
to her home and inquired 
about the missing girl. 

Blakeman was visited 
by Lt. Greg Clark and 
Deputy Jeremy Shepherd, 
of the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department, and 
allegedly told them that 
the missing girl was not 
one of several teens found 
at her home on a school 
day. 

Shepherd noted a 
strong resemblance 
between a picture of the 
missing teen he had in his 

• possession and one of the 
adolescents In the home 
and asked the girl if she 
was the one he was look­
Ing for and was told by the 
girl that she wasn't. He 
was then given a name by 
the teenager and later 
called Prestonsburg High 
School and found that the 
name he was given 
belonged to a student who 
was still there at the 
school.

This is where 
motorists tum off U.S. 23 to 
go to either Jenny Wiley 
State Resort Park or we ·t to 
Martin, Hindman and 
Hazard. 

Sammon said the work 
will cost $14,599.38 and 
includes resealing the joints 
on the bridge. 

Wednesday. and Thursday 
next week. We will remove 
the traffic control barriers at 
6 a.m. on Wednesc.Jay. 
Thur day and Friday, and 
traffic can travel as usual 
from 6 o'clock in the mom 
ing until 6 o'clock in the 
evening."

Higher liCense fees hurting organ donor program

PRESTONSBURG -Donations for 
the Floyd County Circuit Clerk's Trust for 
Life Campaign decreased this year. as 
expected. with the rise in cosl for clriver' · 
licenses. 

Fees for driver's licenses rose 150 per­
cent on July 1, from $8 to $20. Prices of 
replacement licenses, personal identifica­
tion cards, and dual licenses also rose 
substantiaJJy. 

Circuit Clerk Doug Ray Hall predicted 
m June that the rise in price for licenses. 
particularly because il rose to a ilat $20. 

as oppo ed to $18 or $19, would deter dri­
vers from donating that extra dollar to the 
Trust for Life Campaign. 

This month. he announced that Trust 
for Life donalions dropped to approxi­
mately 61 percent for Floyd County in 
JuJy. and the numbers appear to similar 
for the month of August. Donations have 
dropped at least 20 percent for August, he 
aid. from abour 80 percent to 60 percent 

of those purchasing licenses donating $1 
toward the cause. 

•·r understand the reason we have 
dropped.'' he said, "because there', been 
such an im:1 ease in lie en e and ID '. but 
if you break it do\\'11, you're driving for 

$5 a year and you'd spend what you'd 
pend for an extra quarter of a year for the 

donation. I can't blame people, there's a 
lot of factors, mcluding the ri e in ga 
prices. I'm still realJy proud and thankful 
for those who donated before." 

Statewide, Trust for Life donations 
have dropped approximately 7 percent. 
Even with the 61 percent donation aver­
age. Floyd County i, still among the top 
I 0 Ln the state. 

The Trust for Lite Campaign, initiated 
through the Kentu ky Circuit Court 
Clerks Association in 1992, bas obtained 
more than $4 million in donations since 
1993. Drivers can donate l to the cam-

paign when they renew or purchase their 
licen e. 

Floyd County's circuil clerk office 
topped records across the state last year, 
bringing in more than 80 percent in dona­
tions from tho e obtaining or renewing 
their Hcense. 

According to the Tru l for Life web-
ite, more than 600 Kentuckians arc cur­

rently wattmg organ transplant . 
Nationwide, the number of people wait­
ing top out at more than 82,000. A new 
name is added to the National Tram.plant 
li t every 14 minutes.

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Old pumps prevent some stations from raising gas pri

PIKEVILLE - The quick 
jump of ga aline prices to $3 
and beyond per gallon has creat­
ed headaches for some gas sta­
tions in small communities 
using older mechanical pumps 
not equipped to register the 
higher prices. 

While most stores in the Big 
Sandy Valley of Eastern 
Kentucky have raised prices to 
$3 29 a gallon for regular 
unleaded, Butcher's Trading 
Post in Paintsville is charging 
only $2.99. That's as high as the 

pumps will go. 
"At this point, we probably 

won't reorder gas when we run 
our," said Cheryl Butcher, work­
ing at the store Thursday. "It's 
either not sell any gas at all, or 
sell it for what we are and lose 
money." 

The surge in gas prices in the 
wake of Hurricane Katrina's 
wrath on oil refineries and 
pipelines along the Gulf Coast 
caught some retailers by ur­
prise. Now, stores that don't 
have digital pumps are waiting 
on overworked repairmen to 
arrive and make the needed 
updates. 

The Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture, which regulates gas 
pumps in the state, sent a letter 
to retailers Wednesday warning 
that those affected have only two 
options: Sell fuel at less than $3 
or shut down until the pumps are 
modified. 

Only those stations with 
mechanical pump , which have 
rolling numbers like a car 
odometer, are affected. Jim Hill, 
owner of Perry Oil Co. in 
Hazard, estimated that about 10 
percent of service stations in the 
Appalachian region still use 
pumps of that type. 

Hill said stations with 

mechanical pumps have been 
impacted each time gasoline 
prices reached a new dollar 
mark, beginning in the 1970 
when the price went beyond $1 a 
gallon for the first time. 

Colley's Garage m Jeremiah 
resolved the problem Thursday 
by setting pumps at half price -
$1.64 a gallon - and posting 
signs letting customers know 
they will have to pay double the 
sale amount shown on the pump. 

"It's working." sa.td Peyton 
Carver, an employee at lhe 
garage. "It' just gor a bit of 
math behind it" 

However, Bill Clary, 

spokesman for the Department 
of Agriculture. said so-called 
"half-pricing" is illegal. He said 
the leuer ·ent to retailers warned 
that any store using half-pncing 
will have to top umil their 
pumps are modified. 

Unfortunately most stations 
will not be able to update their 
pumps quickly enough. said A11n 
Belcher. spoke woman for AAA 
Blue Gra s/Kentucky in 
Lexington. 

"Right now, there's a two­
week wruting period for the 
kits," she aid. "It can be 
longer."

,Most in poll believe Fletcher erred with pardons Clarification 
The Associated Press 

FRANKFORT -A majority 
of Kentuckians think Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher should not have issued 
pardons in the state hiring inves­
tigation, a new poll shows. 

According to The Courier­
Journal's latest Bluegrass Poll, 
19 percent of 609 adults sur­
veyed said they think Fletcher, a 
Republican, should have granted 
the pardons, compared to 73 per-

1 cent who said he should not have 
done so. The rest had no opinion 
or weren't sure. 

''l'm sick over it," said Jackie 
Witzberger, 49, a Democrat 
from Richmond, who took part 
in the poll and agreed to a fol­
low-up interview. "The law's the 
law, and it eem to me Fletcher 
took an oath to uphold that law, 
didn't he? Instead of blowing it 
off as not being important." 

The poll was taken after 
Fletcher announced Monday 
night that he would pardon nine 
current or former members of 
hi admini tration who had been 
indicted on charges of illegally 
considering political affiliation 
in hiring state workers. 

John Wright, 59, a retired 
Jeffersontown resident and a 
Republican, said he agreed with 
the decision. He said Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo, a 
Democrat, should not have 
:ought indictments. 

"It was politically inspired, 
and it' partisan politics that 
these people were brought under 

I 

this flre," Wright said. 
The poll has a margin of error 

of plus or minus 4 percentage 
points. Percentages are rounded 
and may not total 100 percent. 
The survey of 609 Kentucky 
adults was conducted Monday 
through Wednesday. 

In an interview with the 
newspaper on Thursday, 
Retcher said he was not sur­
prised by the poll results. 

"I believe that a leader needs 
to be able to make tough deci­
sions that in the short term are 
unpopular but in the long term 
will prove out to be the best for 
the commonwealth," Fletcher 
said. "I feel that it was absolute­
ly the right thlng to do to pardon 
indivlduals. I have no reser:va­
tions about it." 

Stumbo declined to be inter­
viewed by the newspaper. He 
issued a statement that said: 
'This is not about politics and it 
is not about polling. It is about 
upholding the rule of law. I can­
not be concerned with whether 
this investigation is popular or 
n«?t. I'm charged with enforcing 
the law as it is written." 

Stumbo opened the investiga­
tion in May after a 
Transportation Cabinet employ­
ee came forward with e-mails 
and other documents allegedly 
showing political influence in 
the filling of rank-and-file state 
jobs. The state merit law 
requires that such jobs be filled 
on the basis of qualifications. 

The poll also shows that 33 

percent believe Fletcher hould 
resign because of the pardons, 
while 51 percent say he should­
n't. Of the Republicans, 17 per­
cent said Fletcher should resign. 
Of those who voted for him, 12 
percent said be should resign. Of 
Democrats, 40 percent said he 
should resign. 

Fletcher has repeatedly said 
the investigation is politically 
motivated. Poll-takers asked if 
respondents agreed more that the 
investigation is "needed to deter­
mine whether state laws were 
violated" or that it's "politically 
motivated." 

More than one-third - 35 per­
cent - said it's politicaJly moti­
vated, compared to 57 percent 
who said the investigation is 
necessary. 

Fletcher said in the interview 
that those results show that most 
people don't understand "the 
unprecedented nature of the 
investigation." He reiterated his 
contention that the merit laws 
"were not enforced in the face of 
a flagrant patronage system' 
under previous Democratic 
administrations. 

For Stumbo. 55 percent 
strongly or somewhat approve, 
while 31 percent said they disap­
prove of his handling of the 
investigation. 

"Stumbo has tried several 
other avenues of political attack 
that have failed, and he seems to 
be latching onto this and hope it 
has wheels," Wright said.

Kentucky poverty rate climbs

LOUlSVILLE- The pover­
ty rate climbed m Kentucky for 
the last two-year period as 
Midwestern states saw family 
income drop with the Loss of 
manufacturing jobs and an 
increase in service-sector open­
ing , a new Census Bureau sur­
>vey showed. 

Kentucky's average poverty 
rate rose from 14.3 percent in 
2002-2003 to 16 percent in 
2003-2004. 

"Certainly it appears there 
was a significant increase in the 
poverty level," said Ron 
Crouch, director of the 
Kentucky State Data Center at 
the University of Louisville. 
"It's di concerting that 
Kentucky was one of the highest 
in the nation."

It's interesting that on the same day Gov. Ernie Fletcher issued par­
dons for nine current and former members of his admini tration, 
Attorney General Greg Stumbo resigned from the governor's task 
force reviewing the state merit system. 

We're not suggesting that Stumbo's restgnation. which was deliv­
ered early Monday. provoked Fletcher's pardons, which took place 
Monday evening, but the symmetry of the two acts is worth noting. 

One of the reasons Stumbo gave for his resignation wa · that Lhe 
ta k force is looking into the party registration of state employees.

On the other hand. Republican state Sen. Dan Kelly. a member of 
the task force. has said the information would shed light on how well 
the merit system has worked in the past.

Rep. Maxine Water • the famously 
fire-breathing left­
wing congre swoman 
from Los Angeles. 
has emerged as one of 
the nation's most our­
spoken defenders of 
property rights. 
"Government should 
be m the business of 
protecting private 
property," she told 
me in an interview, 
sounding every bit a 
member of the free­
market group The 
Club for Growth. "Private property is 
precious in America." 

What has galvanized Waters and a 
surprising left-right coalition in defense 
of private property is the Supreme 
Court's instantly notorious Kelo deci­
sion m June saying government can u e 
its eminent-domain power to take prop­
erty from one pnvate owner and give it 
to another. The Constitution says emi­
nent domain - u ed to force the ale of 
property - must be exercised in cases 
involving ''a public use," a phrase the 
court has stretched to encompas any 

private purpose that will produce more 
tax revenue. Almost immediately, 
Waters was on the House floor denounc­
ing the decision, part of a backlash that 
has dozen of states considering tighter 
rule in how they use eminent domain. 

Waters is a longtime courge of emi­
nent domain. A few years ago the L.A. 

Unified School 
District wanted 
to take a park 
and private 
homes in the 
community of 
South Park to 
build a new 
school (which at 
least is a legiti­
mate public use). 
Waters made it 
clear that if emi­
nent domain 
were used. the 

residents, many of them low-income, 
would appeal it property by property, 
holding up the process for years. "We 
backed them off," she says. 

She is acting on a crucial insight -
the right to property is the most impor­
tant check on governmental power and 
abuse, especially for the poor and vul­
nerable.

because these types of 
applications do not 
need fast connections. 

The number of 
computers in your 
household should also 
be a factor in your 
decision to pick an 
Internet connection. In 
my experience, I have 
folllld that one or two 
computers hooked up 
to a single 56k con­
nection work fine as 
far as browsing the 
Internet. downloading 
small files, and even 
playing some older 
games. However. a 
DSL or Cable modem 
would be recommend­
ed if the consumer has 
more that two comput­
ers and \\ ants to

the modem and monthly fee. Monthly 
fees for DSL and cable connections 
can range any where from $20 all the 
way Lo $60 and sometimes even $70.

nection. Dial-up modems such as 56k 
average about $20 to $25, depending 
on the company and payment plan. 

The best way to decide on what 
type of Internet connection you want 
is to look ar what you want to do with 
it. For example. if you want to play 
Internet games on a 56k modem. 

So, the deci ion to purchase a 56k 
connection or a CABLEIDSL con­
nection all depends upon the person 
purchasing the connection. My best 
advice to whoever is reading this arti­
cle is to look at what you are pur­
chasing the connection for. A 56k 
modem is a lot slower than a CABLE 
or DSL connection, but it is cost 
effective and gets the job done for the 
most common task for which a com­
puter is used that involves the 
fntemet.

Business groups say emphas.is 
needed on education again

FRANKFORT - Business leaders 
said Monday the arne kind of initiative 
for education improvements that led to 
the passage of the Kentucky Education 
Reform Act in 1990 is needed now. 

There was disagreement, however, 
about whether the kind of tax increase 
that accompanted that effort is 
required. 

"This job can't be done with corn 
flakes. We need money," said David 
Jones, the co-founder of health and 
insurance giant Humana. 

Jones joined with commerce leaders 
across the state to create the Business 
Forum on Kentucky Education, which 
produced eight detailed recommenda­
tions, from requiring more accountabil­
ity from teachers. administrators and 
chool districts, to full preschool ser­

Vlces starting at age 3 -and all-day 
IJndcrgarten. 

Billy Harper of Harper Industries in 
Paducah. who brought the group 
together, said 80 percent of the recom­
mendations do not require additional 
money. 

And two large business groups, the 
Kentucky Chamber of Commerce and 
Associated Industries of Kentucky. said 
they have taken no position on tax 
increases for education. 

Perhaps the greatest investment 
Kentuckians could make in education 
is to begin to value it, Harper aid. And 
that begins out ide the classroom. 

"The parents have to value educa­
tion in order to get the students to value 
H,'' Harper said after a news conference 
to unveil the recommendations. 

Once business groups signed on10 
education refom1 in 1990, it made it 
easier for the political establishment to 
approve the huge tax increases that 
accompamed it Since then. however.

l took my car to a mechanic 

friend of mine. I talked to him at 
11 a.m., and he said that he 
already had eight hours' labor in 
the joh. I said: "What? You 
started at 3 a.m.?'' Then he said 
that time is not billed out based 
on actual clock lime. but on 
what book" says is required. He 
said tf you're fast, you can make 
more money. but if you're slow, 
you Jose money. o it comes out 
even. b this common proce­
dure, or is he a weasel? Just 
checking!- 11 

TOM: It' actually very com­
mon. 'The vast majority of shops 
usc "the book" to determine the 
cost of a repair job. 

RAY: We prefer "The Taming 
of the Shrew" at our place. 

TOM: The book your friend 
was referring to is the "flat rate 
book.'' put out by one of several 
independent companies like 
Chilton's. All-Data. Mitchell's 
or Motor's. The book lists -
based on surveys and what man­
ufacturers pay for warranty 
work - a reasonable number of 
abor hours that it should take 

for an average technician to 

complete a job. And in a way, it 
doe~ bring some predictability 
and fairness to tbe business. 

RAY: So if a guy 1s learning 
a job on your car, and it takes 
him all day. you won·t have to 
pay for all the time he's walking 
arolllld scratching his head. 

TOM: And the book rate 
rewards the guy (like your 
friend) who ha done the job 
before, remember which 
wrenches he needs, and doesn't 
need to keep referring to the 
repair manual. 

RAY: Of course, it also 
rewards the guy who rushe 

· through a job and screws it up. 
So it's far from a perfect system. 

TO : In our shop. we only 
ok to give our cus­

:.timate . Then we 
,·hart! hem for the actual time 
we spend working on their car. 
And the vast majority of the 
time. we do jobs faster than the 
book precticts. 

RAY: Our customers seem to 
prefer this method. Even if, 
once in a while. we run into a 
frozen bolt or something that 
makes a job take longer than the 
book predicts. they seem to pre­
fer paying for work they're 
actually getting. 

TOM: But we're the excep­
tion. The vast majority of shops 
and dealer hips in this country 
use the flat-rate book. so we 
can't ay, based on the evidence 
you provided, that he's a weasel. 
But if you send testimonials 
from his former girlfriends or 
busmess p;utners. we'd be 
happy to reopen the case. 

Heat shields aren't 
completely useless 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
One of the exhaust beat 

shtelds fell off my Honda Civic 
Hatchback (2001) a while ago. 
The dea1er told me not to bother 
putting it back on or replacing 
it, because I don't need it any­
way. (1) Why does Honda (or 
any manufacturer) install the 
dang things if all they do is rat­
tle and fall off? (B) After the 
beat shield had been gone for 
nearly a year, my exhaust mani­
fold cracked. Could the missing 
heal shield have hastened the 
failure of the manifold? -
Holly 

TOM: To answer your sec­
ond question first, the beat 
shield had nothing to do with 
the cracked manifold. So forget 
about that. 

RAY: Why do they put heat 
shields on cars? C'mon, Holly. 
There are lots of car parts that 
do oothmg but rattle and fall off. 
Why pick on the heat shield? 
The beat-shield manufacrurers 
have to eat, too! 

TOM: The heat shields are 
actually metal guards that sur­
round the various pieces of your 
exhaust system. They're there to 
shield other stuff from the 
excessive heat given off by the 
exhaust. 

RAY: There are top and bot­
tom shields. The bottom shields 
are there so that if you park on 
tall, dry grass or some other 
combustible material, your 600-
degree exhaust system won't set 
stuff under the car on fire. It 
doesn't happen often, but it can. 
And when it does, it's very 
exciting! 

TOM: On top, the heal shield 
prevents the beat of the exhaust 
from going upward, toward the 
floor of your car. And depend 
ing on which piece of the heat 
shield is missing, that could 
cause the bushings in your 
shifter to dry out, or the bottom 
of your sneakers to melt and 
become one with the carpet. 

RAY: The heat shield is made 

up of a bunch of cheap. thin 
pieces of sheet metal that are 
welded 10 place. And ince 
they're all under the car and 
constantly expost:d to the ele­
ments, they're panicularly vul­
nerable to rusting and breaking 
loose. 

TOM: Our lawyers tell us 
that we must always replace rat­
tling or missing pieces of the 
heat shield. Why? Because they 
say they're already too busy 
defending us against libel law­
suits from the carmaker , and 
they don't have time to defend 
us on the off chance that some 
guy's dead day lilies, and the 
rest of his neighborhood. go up 
in flame!>. Not to mention his 
car. 

RAY· But we know there are 
lots of people who choose nm to 
replace heat shields. It can cost 
20 bucks to just tear it off, ver­
sus maybe $200 to in ·tall a new 
one - if you can even buy the 
piece you need individually. 

TOM: And your dealer might 
know that - b.tscd on the area 
in which you live. the kind of 
driving you do or your prefer­
ence for asbestos-toed hoes -
your car might be fine without 
one particular piece of the heat

LEXINGTON -It took all of one series as 
a college quarterback for Louisville's Brian 
Brohm to record his first touchdown drive. 

"That tells you a little bit about the guy," 
said Kentucky defensive coordinator Mike 
Archer, whose squad surrendered that touch­
down in last season's opener. 

As the Wildcats prepare to host No. 12 
Louisville on Sunday, Kentucky players and 
coaches are being careful to publicly praise 
Brohm, even while expressing quiet confi­
dence that they can beat the Cardinals. Archer 
called him "outstanding." Strong safety 
Muhummad Abdullah allowed that Brohm "is 
a good passer with great pocket presence." 
Head coach Rich Brooks said Brohm i 
"poised" and "makes great decisions." 

They're only the latest to heap compli­
ments on a player that has appeared on the 
cover of Sports illustrated - before he even 
graduated from Trinity High School in 
Louisville - and earned Conference USA 
Freshman of the Year honors, but still has yet 
to start a college game. 

"I think all that hype, I'm kind of used to 
it," Brohm said. "Maybe not at this scale, but 
kind of used to it. You just try to put it on the 
back burner. 

"It is nice to get that kind of hype because you 
know you're doing something right at the time. 
But again, you have to go out and prove it on the 
field. Right now we are focused on Kentucky 
and that is the first step toward our goals." 

Brohm excelled last season, backing up 
Stefan LeFors. In addition to the touchdown 
drive against Kentucky- which broke a 0-0 
tie in the second quarter of a game Louisville 
eventually won 28-0- he led the Cardinals to 
a go-ahead, fourth-quarter touchdown in a 
nationally televised game against Miami, 
although the Hurricanes rallied to hand 
Louisville its only loss of the season. 

As a freshman, Brohm completed 66 of 98 
passes for 819 yards and six touchdowns with 
two interceptions. 

"He hasn't started a game," Brooks said 
when asked about Brohm's weaknesses. "But 
he played in critical situations last year like a 
seasoned veteran. He goes in against Miami 
and plays very, very well, I thought That's 
about as pressure-filled a situation as you can 
put a quarterback in." 

Combine that poise with a 6-foot-4, 224-
pound frame and it poses quite a challenge 
for a defense, AbdulJah said. 

"He's what you look for in a quarterback,"

"It is clear that we will not be 
operating a race meet in 
November at lhe Fair Grounds, 
and as such we've made contact

Downs,'' Meeker aid. 
Louisiana Downs is owned by 
the Harrah's casino company. 

.Meeker said Churchill 
Downs ha located about "30 
percent'' of the track's 500 
employees. "They arc scattered 
around the country," he said. 
Track officials have set up tem­
porary office in Houston and 
Baton Rouge. 

Employees at the track will 
receive paychecks for "at least" 
four weeks and will continue to 
receive health benefits. he said.

New Orleans looks like an 
illusion once again, but for 
tragically different reasons than 
it did to me a little more than 15 
years ago. Today, the relentless 
images are of death and 
destruction, desperation and 
lawlessness, a city submerged 
and tts poorest residents left to 
fend for themselves in the wake 
of the nation's deadliest natural 
disaster in 100 years. And at 
ground zero of all that misery 
sits the Superdome, practically 
turned mside-out. 

Play has to be me furthest 
thing from anyone's mind at the 
moment, but tbat's what has 
drawn tbe rest of us there since 
it opened for business. Maybe 
that's why a few sports leagues 
and at least one college confer­
ence, the SEC, have pledged 
millions in disaster aid, and 
why everyone who's ever been 
the beneficiary of New 
Orleans' goodwill should think 
about making a contribution of 
their own. 

It's nickname, "the city that 
care forgot." had more to do with 
French roots, the fabulous wealth 
and rough frontier influences that 
gave the uninhibited old river 
tov.n its character. But anyone 
who wandered a few blocks from 
the Superdome in any direction. 
as I did for the first tune before 
the 1990 Super Bowl and a half­
dozen times smce, had no prob­
lem understanding why the repu­
tation stuck. 

And the quesuon that truck 
most of us a moment later was 
why the NFL, which played 
rune Super Bowls there, or the 
NCAA, wltich put four Final 
Fours in New Orleans. or any 
self-respecting college football 
program that showed up for the 
Sugar Bowl. for that matter, 
would risk playing even one 
championship game there. 

New Orleans looked like the 

exact opposite of almost every­
thing sports stood for. unless 
you believe mat tailgating was 
the most important part of 
every game. Il was seductive 
and chaotic, slow to rouse, 
quick to celebrate, and pre­
pared to go on celebrating long 
after sane people were back in 
bed. As cities go, it was pos­
sessed of every personality trait 
that drove coaches up a wall. 

But then you got to thinking, 
maybe that was what made it 
America's ultimate title town, 
why one big game after another 
competed for dates on an 
always crowded sports calen­
dar. Outlast the temptation 
there, after all, and you could 
outlast it anywhere. 

Right now, there's no point 
in listing all the places in New 
Orleans where people failed, 
since no one knows how many 
are still standing. But countless 
taverns, eateries, nightclubs, 
casinos and even street corners 
all were landmarks in tales that 
began in search of pleasure and 
often spilled over into debauch­
ery. That was what differentiat­
ed New Orlean as a sports 
mecca from Miami, Los 
Angeles, San Diego and every 
other town that wound up play­
ing ho t to multiple Super 
Bowls and college football 
national championsltips. Unlike 
all those, unlike Las Vegas, 
even, what happened in New 
Orleans rarely stayed there - at 
least where sports was 
involved. What happened there 
usually began with a boast and 
almost always wended it's way 
into the headline and on the 6 
p.m. news. 

It was the one place in 
America where you knew the 
be t laid plans of the suits in 
the NFL and NCAA front 
offices, and the bright blazers 
who call the shots in college 
football, were practically guar­
anteed to go awry. People were 
determined to enjoy them­
selves in New Orleans, and 
that included players. no mat­
ter how many warnings, cur­
fews, rules and regulations

their coaches laid out in 
advance. 

New Orleans is where Bears 
quarterback Jim McMahon 
mooned a helicopter hovering 
above the Clticago Bears' prac­
tice field before the 1986 Super • 
Bowl. It's where, for all the 
memorable championships 
won and lost there, the best 
confrontations occasionally 
took place days earlier, in front 
of Pat O'Brien's saloon in the 
French Quarter. And it was on 
that very sidewalk, a few days 
before Alabama and Miami 
played for the 1993 college 
football championship inside 
the Superdome, that 1 first 
heard tills standing gag from a 
drunk reveler passing by: 

Q: Three players from (fill­
in-the-blank) University are sit­
ting in the back of a car. Who's 
driving? 

A: The New Orleans police. 
Laughs don't count for 

much right now, not with the 
heartache still so raw and civil 
strife so prevalent and the town 
struggling mightily just to bury 
its dead and get food and medi­
cine w the survivors. It's better 
than crying, to be sure, and a 
break from the helpless feeling 
that descends on us watching 
people suffer from a distance. 
But better still would be to grab 1'1 
an envelope, scribble down the 
address for one of the relief 
organizations wading into the 
disaster and enclose a check.

Opposing views: 
Fletcher's pardons 

In 2003, when former Kentucky Gov. Paul Patton, a Democrat, par­
doned four men, including hls chief of taff, of charge of violating 
election laws, Republican gubernatorial candidate Ernie Fletcher's 
running mate. Steve Pence, said at a Northern Kentucky fundraiser, 
"Things like that are not going to happen in a Fletcher-Pence adminis-

., tration.·· 
Wrong. It just did. 
Like Patton, Fletcher on Monday joined the ranks of former presi­

dent Bill Clinton, who pardoned an intemationa1 fugitive, former pres­
ident Gerald Ford, who pardoned Richard Nixon, and fonner president 
George H. W. Bush, who pardoned former defense secretary Caspar 
Weinberger and four others for the Iran-Contra affair. Fletcher par­
doned rune past and present members of his administration who were 
indicted by a special grand jury in Frankfort investigating violations 
of the state's employee Merit System. 

Fletcher a1so extended the blanket pardon to any others in his 
administration indicted in the spreading investigation of political 
favoriti m in the hiring of state employee led by Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo, a Democrat. 

The first Republican elected governor of Kentucky in more than 
three decades, Fletcher, les than two years into the adrrunistration he 
pledged would clean up Frankfort, already has added his own personal 
chapter to the annal of marmy politics in the commonwealth .... 

The governor compared the charges against his colleague to 
" "noodling," catching fish with bare hands out of season, a misde-

mean or. 
That's the governor' self-protecting spin. What really is being 

talked about, inve tigated and indictment issued for, are multiple 
accusations of hiring people based on political affili{ltion, of reward­
ing campaign worker and supporters with state jobs, some at elevated 
salarie . That's where the real waste of tax dollars has occurred, not in 
the investigation being conducted by the attorney general .... 

In a few short year , Kentucky's reputation has been tarni bed by 
the image of a teary-eyed governor, Patton, bawling on national televi­
sion because he had been caught in an affair with a woman whose 
bu iness was regulated by the state, and now by a governor who ha 
substituted his partisan, personal judgment for that of a jury, pardon­
ing individuals who haven't been convicted of anything. 

You would think that by now politicians would have learned it's 
always the cover-up that gets them into more trouble than anything 
they might be accused of. 

It's intere ting that on the ame day Gov. Ernie Fletcher issued par­
dons for nine current and former member of his administration, 
Attorney General Greg Stumbo resigned from the governor's task 
force reviewing the state merit system. 

We' re not suggesting that Stumbo's resignation, which was deliv­
ered early Monday, provoked Fletcher's pardons, which took place 
Monday evening, but the symmetry of the two acts is worth noting. 

One of the reasons Stumbo gave for his resignation was that the 
ta k force i looking into the party registration of tate employee . 
Stumbo called it "very disturbing" and "improper." 

On the other hand, Republican state Sen. Dan Kelly, a member of 
the task force, has said the information would hed light on bow well 
the merit system has worked m the past. 

It's understandable that Stumbo was disturbed by such a review. 
When completed, it's likely to expose the hypocrisy of his whole 
inve tigation of the Fletcher administration by proving that, for 
decades, Democratic government put its own in state government 
jobs. 

That's why Fletcher's pardons Monday were merited. In a vicious, 
politically motivated attack on the administration of a duly elected 
governor, Stumbo sought to put good people behind bars basically for 
trying to do what the Democrats always have done - put a few of their 
people in state jobs .... 

The attorney general has oft denied it, but we remain convinced 
that he sought political advantage for him elf and his party by trying 
to criminali.ze political practice . Fletcher was right not to let 
Stumbo's abuse of his prosecutorial power destroy his administration. 
The people of Kentucky deserve to have the governor they elected 

- focu ing on their needs and goals, rather than the trumped up charges 
of a political rival.

A left-right coalition 
for property 

Rep. Maxine Waters, the famously 
flie-breathing left­
wing congresswoman 
from Los Angele , 
has emerged as one of 
the nation's most out­
spoken defenders of 
property rights. 
"Government should 
be in the business of 
protecting private 
property," she told 
me in an interview, 
sounding every bit a 
membec of the free­
market group The 
Club for Growth. "Private property is 
precious in America." 

What has galvanized Waters and a 
surprising left-right coalition in defense 
of private property is the Supreme 
Court's instantly notorious Kelo deci­
sion in June saying government can use 
its eminent-domain power to take prop­
erty from one private owner and give it 
to another. The Constitution says emi­
nent domain - used to force the sale of 
property - must be exercised in cases 
involving "a public use," a phrase the 
court has stretched to encompass any 

private purpose that will produce more 
tax revenue. Almost immediately, 
Waters was on the House floor denounc­
ing the decision, part of a backlash that 
has dozens of states considering tighter 
rules in how they use eminent domain.

tax revenue and inherently have more 
political influence. Poor property own­
ers usually don't have the wherewithal 
to fight back. "I think they'll just be run 
over."

Congress is considering denying fed­
eral fund to support any projects that 
involve taking property for private use.

NFL 2005: Ravens, Steelers 
and Bengals in close race

Even if the Pittsburgh 
Steelers lose three more regular­
season games than they did last 
season, they might have the best 
record in the AFC. 

The problem is the Steelers, 
despite a man-eating defense, fig­
ure to fall even further from their 
league-best 15-1 mark of 2004. 
Already. their backfield is injury 
depleted and thetr passing game 
ha sputtered with Plaxico 
Burress gone and last year's rook­
ie sensation, Ben Roethlisberger, 
strUggling wil:h his throws. 

That doesn't mean the 
Steelers will be a bottom-feeder. 
Indeed, they should make the 
playoffs out of the AFC North, 
where Baltimore is the pick . 
Perhaps even more noteworthy: 
Look for the Cincinnati Bengals 
- yes, the. Bengals - to have a 
winning record. 

Don't look for much from the 
Browns, who are in a total rebuild­
ing mode under new GM Phil 
Savage and coach Romeo Crennel. 

Preseason games rarely are a 
fair indication of how a team 
will perform when it counts. But 
Pittsburgh's sloppiness with the 
ball has been worri ome, and if 
Duce Staley (knee) and Jerome 
Bettis (calf) are hobbled, the 
Steelers might be forced to turn 
to untested Willie Parker. And 
the running game is the staple of 
any successful Steelers attack. 

Roethlisberger had the best 
ftr t season of any rookie quar­
terback, including Dan Marino, 
and says not to worry about his 
summer doldrums. 

"We're real close," be said. 
"Every week. I'm feeling more 
comfortable ... and we're only 
one or two plays away from 
really making rhings happen." 

Perhaps. More likely. those 
big play will come from a 
defense reminiscent of, if not 
equal to, the great Steel Curtains 
of the Super Bowl champions. 
Linebacker James Farrior comes 
off a career year and will be 
helped by a healthy Joey Porter, 
an emerging strong safety in 
Troy Polamalu, and a superb 
line anchored by Casey 
Hampton, Aaron Smith and 
Chris Hoke. 

Pittsburgh forces opponents 
to play physical or be run over. 
Only one other division rival, 
the Ravens, are a power team. 
Indeed, most of the Steelers' 
opponents areo 't real physical, 
which bodes well for Bill 
Cowher's team. 

But not if such key players as 
Bettis and Sra.tey and Porter, com­
ing off knee sw-gery, are sidelined. 

"You take away Joey Poner, 
Jerome Bettis and Duce Staley, 
those are a lot of vocal cords 
that are running," Cowher say . 
''The jabbering and talking and 
everything else ... you kind of 
get used to these guys for a little 
bit of that edge. And, suddenly, 
they're not there." 

The Steelers should be there, 
in the playoffs, in January. But 
more likely as a wild card, 
because the Ravens simply look 
a bit stronger. Not a lot, but just 
enough. 

When Baltimore won the 
championship in 2000, it was 
carried by a dominating defense 
and a sharp running game. 
Guess where the focus is this 
year? 

Ray Lewis might not be the 
all-encompassing linebacker he 
once was, but he's still an All­
Pro. With the Ravens back in the 
4-3 alignment, he should be freer 
to roam sideline to sideline and 
apply those bone-rattling hits. 

His helpers, Adalius Thomas 
and Tommy Polley, are solid, 
and Terrell Suggs can be some­
thing special. Suggs will go at 
end, but with an assortment of 
duties that also will drop him 
into coverage. The 2003 
Defensive Rookie of the Year, 
Suggs would be the No. 1 con­
cern on most defenses. Not here. 

"He's a strong guy. just a 
young man that is going to get 
stronger and bigger with the nat­
ural maturation process," 
Ravens defensive coordinator 
Rex Ryan said. ''The guy is a 
tremendous athlete: the sky is 
the limit for him." 

And for Ed Reed, last year's 
top defensive player. No free 
safety makes more big plays 
than Reed, who had nine inter­
ceptions. returning one 106 
yards for a TD, and is yet anoth­
er game-changing force in 
Baltimore. 

And there are more. 
Cornerbacks Chris McAlister 
and Samari Rolle form as stingy 
a combo as there is. Kelly Gregg 
is becoming a topflight nose 
tackle. Plus, there's ample 
depth. 

If that were we for the 
offense, the Ravens would be an 
overwhelming favorite in the 
AFC. But the one drawback is 
here, where QB Kyle Boller is a 
huge question mark.

Freezing fingers and toes are 
not a problem for participants in 
the early days of' Kentucky's 
tatewidc archery deer season. 

Now standardized to open the 
first Saturday of September, 
bowhunting these days is a sum­
mer pursuit as well as one of 
autumn and winter. 

Kentucky's generous deer 
population and management's 
want to provide maximum 
opportunity to harvest whitetail 
arc the reasons why the state's 

bow-and-arrow whitetail period 
thi year runs Sept. 3 to Jan. 16 
-just over 19 weeks' worth of 
hunting. 

Bag limits arc unchanged 
this year. Regardless of weapon 
used, a Kentucky deer hunter 
can take up to two deer (only 
one antlered) on the standard 
statew1de deer permit By pur­
chasing a bonus anllerless deer 
permit ($12.50, good for two 
deer) a hunter can take a many 
as four whitetail in counties 
designated Zone 2, 3 or 4. 

Again this year, there is no 
limit on antlerless deer in Zone 
1 counties, whtch are mo t 
northern and westcm Kentucky 
areas of high deer populations. 
An endless number of bonus 
anllerless permits can be bought 

for use in Zone 1. 
Kentucky's total open county 

deer harvest was a record 
124,752 reported animals dur­
ing the 2004-05 season. Of 
tho e, 14,135 whitetails were 
checked in by bowhunters. 

Kentucky Department of 
f<ish and Wildlife Re ources 
managers wanted last year's 
increased harvest to help con­
tain or even reduce deer num­
bers in some Zone 1 counties, 
and they encourage another 
large take by hunter this year.

ROYSTON. Ga. - While 
gazing at one ol the exhibits in 
the Ty Cobb Museum, a visitor 
overhears a discussion about 
the many sides of the Georgia 
Peach. A dirty player or a fierce 
competitor? A despicable racist 
or a generous philanthropist? 

The visitor jumps into t.he 
debate with someone from a 
different sport. a different time. 
but the analogy seems to work. 

''He's like Dale Earnhardt,'' 
said Ralph Nix, who stopped 
by the museum while in this 
northeast Georgia town on 
business. "Half the people 
cheered him. Half the people 
booed him. That's jt1st the way 
it is when you're that good." 

Cobb wa THAT good - no 
ll'gument there. And I 00 years 
to the day that he made his 
major league debut- appropri­
ately enough, with a double in 
his first at-bat for the Detroit 
Tigers - the true measure of the 
man is still being debated. 

B A L L Cobb Educational Foundation 
(which doles out some $600,000 
a year in scholarships to stu­
dents both black and white). 

"Chesbro was one of the best 
pitchers in the game at that time," 
Holmes said. "He was known for 
his spitball. Cobb took the flrst 
pitch. Then he hit next pitch into 
the left-center gap." 

According to other versions 
of that historic game, Cobb 
actually feU behind in the count 
0-2. No matter - everyone 
agrees that the first of his more 
than 4,000 career htts carne in 
that first at-bat. 

Cobb would go on to 
become one of the greatest hit­
ters in baseball history, with a 
lifetime average of .367 that 
till ranks as a magical figure in 

a sporr that relishes its numeri­
cal heritage. 

But Cobb's legacy goes 
beyond his accomplishments on 
the field. He is remembered as a 
duty player who sharpened his 
spikes: a Jim Crow racist who 
had several ugly run-ins wit.h 
blacks; and a quick-tempered, 
vio1ent man who fought with 
fans, opponents and teammates. 

Ernie Hatwell, the longtime 
radio voice of the Detroit 
Tigers, had hi first meeting 
with the ·'Georgia Peach'' 
shortly after starting his career 
m Atlanta in the early 1940s. 
The ·tong-retired Cobb was 
coming to Royston for a visit. 
and the brash young broadcast­
er dropped in thinkmg it would 
make a good interview. 

"My bosses said, Tie's a 
mean, old man. He's not going 
to talk to a kid like you who's 
just starting out,"' Harwell 
remembered. "But he was very 
warm, very hospitable. I sal in 
the living room with him and 
we talked for about 15 minutes 
on the air. He filled the whole 
program, then we sat at·ound 
and talked a lot more.'' 

Cobb made it to the majors 
during a tumultuous time in his 
life. Less than month earlier. 
hls father had been shot and 
killed in the family home by 
Cobb's mother, a sordid tale of 
alleged infidelity a jury later 
ruled was a tragic accident.

per ·anality," said Dan Holmes, 
who runs the Baseball Hall of 
Fame Web site and wrote a 
book. "Cobb, Baseball 's 
Greatest Hitter" that came out 
last year. "He could be very 
rude and vicious. On the other 
hand, he was a Southern gentle­
man. He was a letter writer. He 
wrote a lot 01 k tcrs lA ith won­
derful. gracious turm to team 
males. opponents and friends 
he made in life." 

"He's almost become a car­
toon character," Holmes said. 
"He's viewed as the most evil 
villain in baseball history." The Tigers purchased Cobb 

from the South Atlantic 
League's Augusta Tourists for a 
mere $750. He played in the 
final 41 games of the season for 
the injury ·depleted Tigers. bat­
ting a modest .240. It would be 
the only time in his career his 
average dipped below .320.

On Aug. 30. 1905, Cobb 
stepped to the plate for the first 
time in the majors after a t.hrec­
day-long train trip from Georgia 
to Detroit, a baby-faced teenag­
er thrust into a rough-and-tum­
ble world with men who played 
hard and ti ved harder. 

He quiclJy showed he could 
hold hi own. 

The fust game was against 
the New York Highlanders 
known today as the Yankees. 
The 18-year-old Cobb played 
center field and batted fifth. In 
thl.! bouom half of the first, he 
came up against Jack Chesbro, 
whose 41 wins the previous 
season is still the modern 
record. There was a runner at 
third and two outs. 

Cobb's supporters- such as 
Holmes and those who run the 
museum in the tiny town where 
he grew up and was buried after 
his death in 1961 -say there's 
more to the man. Much more. 

"Ty Cobb was not aU a bad 
fellow," said Julie Ridgway. the 
museum curator who named a 
son Ty amlts a rustant relative of 
Cobb through maniage. "Sure. he 
had his quirks. But he didn't care 
if 1)Coplc knew his quirks. He just 
went on and did his thing." 

The Ty Cobb Museum does­
n't gloss over his faults, which is 
evident from the ign that adorns 
the entrance to the small shtine. 

"No player in history." it 
say . "generated more emotion, 
created more havoc, bruised 
more egos and left more bitter­
ness than Tyrus Raymond 
Cobb, a soarJjng wildcat who 
cut a bloody path to baseball 
immortality." 

But the um cum also has dis­
plays on his generosity, which 
included sizable donations to 
strut the Ty Cobb Healthcru·e 
System (which now includes 
three hospitals, three long-term 
care facilities and one assisted-

Cobb held close to l 00 
records when he 1ctir~d ,lltci 
the 1928 season and was one of 
the first five players elected to 
the Hall of Fame, receiving 
more vote than anyone (yep 
even more than fellow inductee 
Babe Ruth). 

Many of the records have 
fallen - most notably. Pete 
Ro e breaking the mark of 
4,191 hits- and some histori­
ans claim Cobb's tats from the 
dead-ball era don't hold up 
quite as well to latter-day 
scrutiny. 

Still, there's no denying that 
the scrawny kid with the fiery 
eyes who firsl batted a century 
ago was one of the best to play 
the game.
