- A man 
who broke out of the Floyd County 
Detention Center in July could not 
escape his own demons and took 
his life Sunday afler trying to 
escape law officers in Florida. 

Roman Johnson, 30. wa spot­
ted Sunday at a rest stop on 

lntcrstate 4 in Seminole County. 
fla., v. here he was the subject of 
warr • .mts for burglary. grand theft 
and pos Cl>!>ion of a firearm. 
Re ponding officers chased him 
through two counties, with the pur­
suit coming to an end in Volusia 
County when Johnson' vehicle, a 
stolen pickup. collided with a stlvcr 
four-door \·chicle and became 'la­
tionar). Officers approached the 

truck cautiou ly as John ·on had 
already threatened to shoot him elf 
in the head earlier when h.ts car got 
stuck in traflic on an off ramp and 
office!'l> had approa<.:hed il. 

When Johnson's truck was halt­
ed, a SWAT team was deployed to 
bring him out of th\l vehide. They 
broke out the wmdsh.ield of his 
truck u ing a beanbag projectile 
and followed up by firing a tear gas 

canister into the truck. When they 
got no response they approached 
the vehicle and found Johnson 
dead, apparently of a self-inflicted 
gun hot wound. 

Johnson effected his e cape 
from the Floyd County Detention 
Center on July 14.

Hurricane not entirely to blame 
It eem selfi h to complain about high gasoline prices while people 

on the Gulf Coast ha' e lost everything they own. Still the record price 
spike last wt:ek deserve · comment. 

While there are undoubtedl>- case of price gouging. a very real dis­
ruption in the supply of oil is the main driver in thi week's ... ri e in gas 
prices Gasoline supplies were ttght anyway. Cut the supply -right 
before the Labor Day weekt..:ml - .md prices are bound to soar. 

The United States produces about 40 percent of the oil it consumes. A 
bit les than a third of that comes from the Gulf of Mexico. and hardly 
any of it i flowing this week. 

That's why President George W. Bush was wise to tap the nation's strate­
gic petroleum reserve. It's there for emergencies, and this is a whopper. 

If that were the only problem. we wouldn't see prices this high. It's 
not. 

Before Hurricane Katnna, the nation' refineries were operating at 
roughly 96 percent of capac1ty. ln fact. production hiccups at refineries 
were re pon.ible for much of run-up in gasoline prices in the weeks 
before Katrina even had a name. 

Then Katrina knocked out at least eight of 14 refinenes on the Gulf 
Coa t, along with fuel pipelines Tho. t gulf refineries produce about I 0 
percent of America'. fuel. and the c.. 1s little idle capacity to take up the 
slack. So, for the moment, Amcrit:a can ' t produce enough gasoline, even 
with oil from the -;trategic re. erve. 

The whole: ale price ot gasoline i~ cl on the commodities market . 
Given the ~ize of those market , they would be difticult to rig, even by a 
m~jor oil company. However. all market-. are ubject to the occasional 
panic. Last week, the whole. ale price of gasjumpe.i 28 percent. It's hard 
to tell how much of that sp1ke reflects p<mic, which could fade io a few 
days. and how much reflects ratwnal reaction to a supply shock. 

However. the prohlem should ease in coming weekl; as the Gulf Coa t 
begin~ to recover. Rdin~rie' und pipeline. ~hould restart as electricity is 
re tared. The Co<e-.t Guard reported that 20 oil rigs had sunk or were 
floating lool- ' in the Gulf of Mexico. but iniual report. from oil compa­
nies iodtcate th.lt damage to overall capacity i limited. 

In the meantime. there will be pa.in at the pump. A gallon of gas may 
"even out . omewhere around !I; ~.50 to $4," ·aid Charles Maxwell, a 
senior analyst a Weeden & Co. m Conne~.:ttcut. according to Bloomberg 
News. That would top Lhe mflatiou-adJusted record of $3.03 set in 1981. 

All this i · prompting calll> for ga,oline price controls in orne places. 
That would be a good idea only if you long fm a r t 1m to leisure suits 
and the long gasoline lines of the 1970 . Gas i expen ive because there 
isn't enough to go around. Those high prices encourage conservation 
and reduce demand. Cap prices and oil companies have le. s incentive to 
produce the tuft and may hold back on production until caps are lifted. 
Ratht:r than .:ap pric • w 'd ~»-better eft hoppmg on buse or dusting 
off the old bicycle Lov. ering dem<md lower price·. 

Besides, the gas price spike may be lmef anyway. If that's theca e, 
the effect on the economy could b~ a mere blip. After all, the price of 
gasoline doubled in the 11a t two ycm~, before this week's spike, with 
only a , light effc:ct on consumer hcnavior. 

Econonusts note that, unul now. fud prices have been rising because 
of healthy econon,tc growth in t mcrica and Asia. That'. a good thing, 
not a bad one. But 1.50-a-oa!lon ga ·olinc driven by a shortage could 
sllp con•mmer L onfidencc and slow gmv. th. 'I here are some lessons here: 
One i thilt A.mcril;a nec::d wore teiim:ne ; we haven't built a new one 
ince the 1970s. Oil companies have heen reluctant to tep in. It may be 

time for rhe govemment to dangle a carrot. 
But he main les!>on is that we must become less dependent on oil. It 

mak..:!-> us vulnerable both to MllUter Nature and to the fickle, fanatical 
~md lrtlal politics of the Middle East. 

Sin-.e 40 percent of our oil run car· and light trucks the logical tep 
would be to mandate more fuel efficiency in new vehicles. The Bush 
admini-.tration took a habv-step in the right direction last month by 
proposmg a sl1ght ugtn~;Jnng iu tandards for SUVs and other light 
trucks. Hut it spoiled the move by exempting Hummers and other such 
monster . Wt.: n~e<l much tighter fuel . tandard for vehicle· of all sizes, 
phased in gradually to let automw·ers adjust. 

Bush's job approval rating dropped to 45 percent in the latest 
Washington Post/ ADC poll. Gas price are part of the cause, as his mis­
adventure in lralj. 

It i · unfair to blame Bu. h for today's gasoline prices. Little he could 
have done over the past four years would ease our current mess. Our oil 
addiction require a long-term cure, and it's up to the president to begin 
the treatment. If we're till dangerously on the hook 10 years from oow, 
then Bush will dese:tve his share of the blame.

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Men outnumbering women in Kentucky government

FRANKFORl - With a quick scan 
around either chamber of the Kentucky 
General As cmbly, one might notice 
there are a lot more male than female 
legislators. 

"Kentucky remam a bastion of the 
good old boy network.." aid tate Rep. 
Kathy Stein, D-Le ·ington. 

While women make up more than half 
of the regi tered oters in Kenmcky, their 
presence m government offices mea ures 
far belov. that, accorJing to a recent 
report from Secretary of State Trey 
Gray on' office. 

Ken tuck')' ranks near the bonom of the 
nation at 48th when it comes to the num­
ber of women serving in elected offices, 
according to the Center for American 
Women in Politic at Rutgers University. 

Take the Kentucky legtslature. There 
are 38 state Senate , eats and 100 Hou e 
me~bers. 

Women hold six seat in the Senate, 
about 16 percent of its membership, and 
11 eat in the House, accounting for 
about 11 percent. Meanwhile, there are 
no black, Asian or Hispanic women serv­
ing in the legislature, and there i only 
one woman serving in legislative leader­
ship. 

There is one woman in Kentucky's 
congre sional delegation. 

"We wanted to use the report as a 

vehicle to try to improve the situation," 
Gray on said in a telephone interview. 
"We didn't di guise the numbers. The 
number are there, we're 48th in the 
country." 

Former state Sen. Georgia Powers, of 
Louisville, served in the Kentucky 
Senate from 1968 until1989. 

When Powers was seated in the 
Senate. she was the only woman serving 
in that chamber. At the time, there were 
five women serving in the House, she 
recalls. 

"I was shocked when I looked around 
and aw that I was facing 37 white men," 
she said. 

Looking at the numbers today, Powers 
said he was disappointed that there 
weren't more women serving in govern­
ment roles in Kentucky. 

One reason for that. Powers said. was 
that some choose corporate settings over 
public service. 

"I think the women who would make 
good public officials, orne of them are 
working in busines es and corporate sit­
uations. and the money is so much bet­
ter," Power . aid. "I think that has a Jot to 
do with it." 

Senate President Pro Tern Katie Stine, 
R-Fort Thomas, aid it's just a matter of 
whether women want to run for elected 
office. In tead of politics, Stine aid, 
many women are active in their commu­
nities, schools or churches. 

"I think to a large extent it's choices 

that women make, and who's to say that 
they're wrong or right?" Stine said. 

Community involvement is what led 
her to seek office, Stine said. When she 
decided to try for office, she never felt 
any barriers because of being a woman, 
Stine said. ' 

"I haven't felt that doors were closed 
to me. I've worked hard to be where I 
am. I've had help from many people, 
men and women." 

Still, political parties could c;io a better 
job of recruiting female candidates for 
positions at all levels of government, 
Grayson said . 

"They don't see a lot of women in 
government, so they choose not to take *' 
that path," Grayson said. "I think that

1 

does play a big role." 
However, it should start with local 

offices, Grayson said. 
According to the report, out of 

Kentucky's 120 countie , seven judge­
executives are women. Women account 
for 69 county clerks. 73 circuit clerks and 
12 county attorney across the state. 

There are no women serving on the 
Kentucky Supreme Court, two women 
on the Kentucky Court of Appeals, 34 
women who are circuit court judges and 
38 female district court judges, accord-
ing to the report. -. 

Ballard County Clerk Lynn Lane, a

For anyone concerneCI about public 
safety in Kentucky, the last few weeks of 
August were dark days. There are special 
interests working in Frankton to make 
the commonwealth soft on crime, there­
by endangering the lives of Kentuckians. 
Unfortunately, these pecial wterests are 
cloaking them elves a reformers -
only making it more likely that Kentucky 
will repeat the past failures of weak pun­
ishment for persi. tent felon and repeat 
drug traffickers. · 

The last two years have been a time of 
increa ed cooperation between tate and 
federal agencies in the prosecution of 
drug offenders and repeat felons. From 
Project Safe Neighborhood to Project 
Cease Fire. there i a collaborative effort 
to keep guns out of the hands of felons. In 
the 5th Congressional District, spurred by 
the Lexmgton Ht!rald-Leader's 
"Prescription for Pain" ·eries in 2003, 
Congressman Hal Rogers started 

Operation UNITE, which is providing 
treatment. education and enforcement to 
ebb the flow of drugs in Eastern 
Kentucky. Senate Bill 63, which passed 
without a negative vote during the 2005 
General Assembly, was a combined effort 
by law enforcement and Kentucky law­
makers to tackle methamphetamine abuse 
and the sale of Internet drugs. As a logical 
re ult of these increased effort , as noted 
by the Federal Bureau of Investigation. 
violent crime rates have continued to drop 
around the commonwealth. 

Unfortunately, the ucces of Jaw 
enforcement is taken as failure by some 
individuals. A Univer ity of Kenrucky 
law professor has published an article 
blaming Kentucky's budget woe on the 
co ·t to incarcerate criminals. He conjec­
ture , that only by eliminating all 
enhancements in Kentucky' drug Jaw 
and by neutering Kentucky's persistent 
felony offender tatule, can the cost of 
incarceration be brought down. This arti­

Commi ion on entencing, whose pur­
pose was to take a look at making adjust­
ments to Kentucky' entencing system. 

At this commission, instead of initial­
ly tackling the threshold amounts of theft 
and felony child support problem, which 
most prosecutors agree account for the 
va t majority of incarcerated individuals, 
a draft proposal was is ued which would 
have eliminated all drug enhancement 
and would have basically eliminated 
Kentucky' persistent felony offender 
statute. Although corrections cannot con­
finn if drug offenders and persistent 
felons actually make up the bulk of 
Kentucky's pri ons, the "reformers'' per­
si ted in pu hing their rollback of 
Kentucky's enhancements for repeat 
offenders. 

These "refonns" came to a head at a 
meeting of the Blue Ribbon Commis ion • 
on August 23. The attorney general and 
pro ecutor from around the corrunon-

Broadcasting convoy brings relief to Katrina victims 

PLKEVILLE - Withm a 
matter of hours on Friday, Sept 
2. Pikeville Medical Center and 
East Kentucky Broadcasting 
organized a convoy of eight 
,·chicles - including tractor-trail­
ers, PMC ambulances, van and 
a pickup truck - destined for 

cw Orleans to bring relkf to 
Hurricane Katrina victims. 

The convoy. consisting most­
ly of PMC physicians, nurses 
and paramedics, departed the 
medical center for Louisiana at 
approximately 6 p.m. on Fnduy. 
They carried with them medical 
supplies, food, clothing. two 
tractor-u·ailcrs full of bottled 
water. and numerous other 
needed items. PMC Chaplain 
Kamin ki Robinson, along "ith 
many of the group' family 
members and co-workers. 
offered prayer for the convoy 
and Katrina victims before the 
string of vehicles exited lhc 
parking lot. 

The PMC/EKB group 
stopped in Chaltanooga. Tenn., 
late Ia t night to rest before 
heading to the Louis Armstrong 
New Orleans InternalionaJ 
Airport. which currently serves 
as a triage center. There the 
group will spend approximately 
one week dispensing supplies 
and dctcm1ining which victims 

must be transported to a hcaJth­
care facility and which can be 
IJ·catcd in the airport. The group 
was planning to sleep in tent 
during their ..;tay. 

[n preparation for the journey 
to New Orlean . . PMC and EKB 
banded together on Friday to 
locate as many items as they 
could in the small amount of 
time "ith which they had to 
work Some medical center 
employees even helpcc.l to gath­
er supplies and load vehicles 
afrcr clocking out for Labor Day 
weekend. By Jate afternoon, the 
medical center's board room 
was filled w1th food, clothing 
and supplies donated by local 
husinesscs and individuals. 
PMC's Human Resources office 
worked diligently with FEMA 
(Federal Emergency 
Management Agency) and other 
agcm:Jc. to gain clearance for 
the convoy to enter New 
Orleans and to get gas along the 
way.

As warm weason ends, danger 
of yellow jacket stings may rise 

Autumn is coming. and with it 
comes the eru on of county fa.in; 
and fall festivals. bringing ou1 
kids, funnel cakes. soft drinks -
and foraging yellow jackets. 

"U suaJly, in late urruuer we'll 
see more yellow jackets caveng­
ing for food, especially carbohy­
drates n'rili sugar based foods. [t s 
a time when people need to be 
aware of these wasps." aid 
University of Kentucky entomol­
ogist Mike Pouer. 

Potter said scavenging yel­
low jackets are not necessariJy 
more aggressive. But accidental 
stings pose a real danger. 

"Sometimes a yellow Jacket 
will crawl inside a soft-drink can. 
If a person docsn 't notice lhL and 
takes a drink. he can gel stung 
in ide the mouth, and swelling 
from that kind of ting cru1 be 
life-threatening," Potter said. 

Yellow Jackets do become 
more noticeable as sununer ends 
and fall begins, Potter noted. 

"The nest:. are being buill 
1 throughout the year. and as their 

numbers increase, the members 
of a yello\\ jacket colony intensi­
fy thctr search for food," he said. 

Frequently, tho e searches 
bring them into areas where 
humans are gathering for late­
summer picnics. football-gante 

tailgate parties and even to foot­
ball fields. 

''l' vc heard stories about 
football players getting stung 
when yellow jackets arc drawn 
to spilt Gatorade,'' Potter said. 

ln fact. a number of reports 
have circulated about encoun­
ters w!lh yellow jacket this 
summer, he said. 

In Wisconsin. a woman dis­
turbed a nest in her yard. When 
yellow jackets swarmed to 
defend their home, she fled into 
her house. pursued by the bugs. 
Poller said she scrambled mto 
her howcr to wa h them off. 

When . he opened the shower 
curtain afterward, she found her 
dogs had followed her inside. 
They were rolling on the bath-· 
room lloor. trying to shake off 
the wasps. 

Another recent story invol vcd 
children on a walk through 
wood in Maryland. One young­
ster rolled over a log. disturbing 
a nest and sending aJlthe kids in 
flight from the angry swarm. 

Potter said those instances -
where people accidemally jar a 
yellol,\: jacket nest - arc the readc 
ing cause for stings. 

"They often bulld their nests in 
lbe ground, sometimes in chip­
munk burrows or undGr low­
gmwmg veget<Uion. But they also 
build in rock walls, in~idc a 
house' brick-veneer . iding and 
even in attic - anywhere there's a 
hollow space." he said. 

Potter advised usmg caution 
anytime somGone locates a yel­
low jacket ne I. 

"In most cases it 's prudent to 
call a professionaL" he said.

wealth converged on Frankfort 
to express their displeasure in 
these proposals. After address­
ing a few minor reforms -
increased penalties for persons 
who commit crimes while 
awaiting trial, as well as a mod­
e t increase in theft amounts -
the "reformers" attempted to 
recommend that all of 
Kentucky's drug enhancements 
be revoked. These "reforms" 
included removing provisions in 
the law which increase punish­
ments for drug dealers that carry 
fuearms while carrying out their 
deadly bu iness. In fact, in the 
"reformers'" ideal scenario, a 
person could sell illegal Xanax 
a many times as he wants and 
never be guilty of a felony. 

Warren County 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Chris Cohron spoke passionate­
ly about the need for accurate 
information before tearing up 
Kentucky's drug laws and per­
sistent felony offender statute. 
He reminded the commission 
that there was no actual proof 
from the Department of 
Corrections to give any credibil­
Ity to the claim that drug offend­
ers and persistent felons were 
the root of the increased costs of 
incarceration. He urged patience 
and caution. urging the commis­
sion to remember the impor­
tance of public safety. 

The initial vote was 5-4 in 
favor of rejecting these trou­
bling proposals. The chair -
retired Kentucky Supreme 
Court Justice James Keller -
then joined his vote with the 
··reformers'' to make it a tie. He 
then indicated that the drug 
changes would be recommend­
ed on a tic vote. Despite objects 
from Cohron that the chair 
could only break a tie and not 
make a tie, the rollback of 

Kentucky's drug laws continued 
over the protests of Kentucky's 
elected prosecutors. 

As a representative of 
Operation UNITE, I find it dis­
tressing that certain individuals 
wish to roll back Kentucky's 
effective sentencing system and 
progressive drug laws, without 
regard to the human costs result­
ing from not holding these crim­
inals accountable. As noted by 
Fayette Commonwealth's 
Attorney Ray Lawson. it is 
national recognized that 6 per­
cent of our criminals commit 50 
percent of our crimes. It is also 
common knowledge that the 
vast majority of Kentuckians go 
their entire lives without com­
mitting felonies. Most 
Kentuckians are good, hard­
working people that suffer the 
costs of crime, rather than reap 
any benefit from it. 

Right now, only 4 cents out 
of every dollar a citizen sends to 
Frankfort is spent on incarcera­
tion of all the criminals within 
corrections. When one considers 
the consistent drop in crime 
rates over the last 25 years, this 
is a real bargain. Over the last 
year-and-a-half. Operation 
UNITE has been proud to serve 
the citizens of Kentucky in mak­
ing it safer and drug-free. I can­
not think of a more backward 
step than undoing 25 years of 
good work by giving in to the ill 
wind of "reform.'' 

A carpenter once told me that 
the wise man measure twice and 
cuts once. On August 23. over 
the complaints of Kentucky's 
best law enforcement officials, 
a small group of the dissatisfied 
cut without measuring at all. I 
urge all Kentuckians to stand 
with thclf elected prosecutors in 
protecting Kentucky's future. I 
implore all Kentuckians to con-

she was elected in 1977, agreed 
there needs to be more women 
participating in local govern­
ments. That should start by get­
ting more young people 
involved in government and pol­
itics, she said. 

"Somehow we need to instill 
in our young people the need to 
serve as public officials," Lane • 
said. "I think we need to instill 
that in young people, particular-
ly females. If they become inter­
ested in the local levels, that will 
carry over to state levels." 

Still, getting more women 
elected across the state is likely 
to be tough, Stein said. 

"It took many decades for 
that good old boy network to be 
put in place," Stein said. "And 
it's going to take a while to dis­
gorge that good old boy net­
work:'

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Appalachian residents reaching 
out to help Katrina victims

HAGER HILL - The 
haunting scenes from the hurri­
cane-ravaged Gulf Coast ha 
triggered an outpouring from 
re idents of the central 
Appalachian region and orne 
of the nation's most impover­
ished communities. 

Hammered by devastating 
floods over the past two year , 
they have had to depend on the 
genero ity of other . Now, 
they're gladly reaching out a 
helping hand, said the Rev. 
John Rausch, executive direc­
tor of the Catholic Committee 
of Appalachia. 

"These people have been 
f moved by those pictures on 

TV," Rausch said. ''They can 
certainly remember the deva • 
tating flood that hit eastern 
Kentucky last year. They know 
what it means to suffer the 
despair of lo ing homes and 
memories." 

Tractor-trailer· loaded with 
supplie have been pulling out 
of mountain communities 
throughout eastern Kentucky 
en route to the Gulf Coast. 
Many of the donors live in 
communities that haven't fully 
recovered from widespread 
flooding last year that killed six 
people and damaged or 
destroyed hundreds of homes. 

Residents in Hazard, heed­
ing the call from a local radio 

·tation. donated enough bottled 
water in 36 hour to fill three 
tractor-trailers and a box truck. 
The water was delivered to 
New Orlean . Tri h Adam . n 
on-air per. anality at WSGS­
FM, -.aid local resident plan to 
make another trip down this 
week with baby food, baby for­
mula, batterie ·, flashlights and 
candle .. 

June Rice, an 80-yeur-old 
retired school teacher in 
Paintsville. donated I 00 
through the Southern Bapti t 
Church, which ha · an army of 
volunteers throughout the 
impacted region providing 
meal for the victims and n:s­
cue crews. 

Flooding in eastern 
Kentucky last year spared 
Rice' home but devastated her 
church. Volunteers donated 
labor and money to help with 
repairs. She aid she would not 
mi s out on an opportunity to 
give back.

The pardon also extend to 
anyone who might be charged in 
the special grand jury inve tiga· 
rion. Democratic Attorney 
General Greg Srumbo objected 
to the pardons. 

Dick Murgatroyd. Fletcher' 
deputy chief of staff, had pu hed 
last year in e-mails to transfer 
and demote Terry McKinney to 
another state job . ome 85 mile. 
away for being a Democrat. "a 
bad guy" and "blatantly politi­
cal," according to court records. 

But after McKinney aid be 
wanted to rematn in 
Madisonville. Dan Druen. a per-
anne! aide to Fletcher. alJeged­

ly threatened McKinney with 
firing, according to court 
records. McKinney relented and 
rook the transfer to Paducah. 
Murgatroyd and Druen were 
indicted on charges related to 
McKinney's case. 

''When someone does some­
thing that is wrong, they need to 
take responsibility for those 
action , and when someone is in 
charge. they also have to take 
some responsibility for any of 
the wrongdoing that takes 
place,·· said McKinney, a former 
Democratic judge-executive in 
Lyon County. "We can say that 
we're dealing with Democrats 
versus Republican , but we're 
dealing with right veJ; u 
wrong." 

Fletcher said during an Aug. 

29 televi ed announcement of 
the pardons that, "At no time 
wa there a cynical scheme to 
di place thousands of hardwork­
ing ·tate employee . .'' 

An attorney for Murgatroyd 
could not be reached for com­
ment, and Druen 's lawyer, Rob 
Eggen, declined to comment. 

Another state employee. 
Scotty Fugate, resigned as high­
way administrative manager in 
Breathitt County after being 
tran ferred for 60 days to 
Somerset. According to a court 
records, Murgatroyd wrote in an 
April 2004 note. ·'Fugate (Dist. 
8) needs to retire." A month later 
he wrote: "Go after Fugate.'" 

Fugate said the pardons have 
left state workers scared for 
their jobs_. 

"It sounded like he said the 
law doesn't matter, we'll do 
what we want,'' Fugate said of 
Fletcher. "As I understand. it's 
an open door for tho e people to 
do anything they want to and 
they'll be pardoned. It's not a 
very comfortable siruation for 
merit employees." 

Several other alleged victims 
of the administration's person­
nel actions declined to conunent 
on the pardons. 

"1 am a merit system employ­
ee and I am still at work, and 
Governor netcher is our gover­
nor and I respect our governor,'' 
said Helen Morgan, an adminis­
trative specialist in the Bowling 
Green district who also applied 
for the job Stewart got. Stewart 
is her upervisor, Morgan said.

Australia's native animals. 

"We've found that the old 
toads are definitely a disco ani­
mal," Frogwatcb coordinator 
Graham Sawyer said. 

As part of the so-called 
"Toad Buster" project, the 
researchers caught more than 
200 cane toads in three weeks at 
a location south of Darwin. 
After using red and blue moving 
lights that failed to attract the 
amphibians, Sawyer said they 
tried dark UV lights that were 
an instant success. 

Cane toads were imported to 
the northeastern state of 
Queen land in 1935 in a failed 
attempt to control beetles on 
sugar cane plantations. The poi-

sonous toads have since migrat­
ed to Australia's northern coast 
and south.

Only legitimate 
increased costs to the seller can 
be passed on to consumers. 

Wednesday afternoon, the 
Gover nor responded to 
Stumbo's request and issued a 
state of emergency across the 
Commonwealth. This action 
put Stumbo's price-gouging 
legislation in motion, prohibit· 
ing retailers from hitting con­
sumers with grossly excessive 
prices at the pump.

Are hurricanes and tropical stortns 
becotning routine for Kentucky? 

Last month, conversations 
about drought in Kentucky 
ended, when Hurricane Katrina 
dumped several inches across 
the state after pummeling New 

fi Orleans and the Gulf Coast. 
The situatioD has become 
almost COIIUDOD. 

"Usually, we get our summer 
rain from convective storms 
moving from the West. But 
more than half of our rain this 
summer was from tropical 
rains," said Tom Priddy, an agri­
cultural meteorologist with the 
University of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture. 

'1)'pically, that's not some­
thing we even think about in 
Kentucky. That's more of a 
coastal situation. 

"But this year and last. tropi­
cal storms have come up the 
Mississippi Valley to the Ohio 
Valley," he said. 

Those storms have brought 
lush clouds that have drenched 
Kentucky, Priddy noted. 

After it hit New Orleans and 
Biloxi, Miss., on Aug. 29, 
Hurricane Katrina sent bands of 
storm clouds north. At one 
point, weather watchers feared 
the storm would dump as much 
as six inches of rain in the

has owned the twa-story, wood­
framed structure since June 
2004, issued an eviction notice 
in early August after she says 
postal officials refused to nego­
tiate. 

Slone defended the rent 
increase, saying she and her 
husband spent $3,000 repainting 
and repairing the roof and win­
dows and need to recoup the 
money.

, Postal officials have set up road­
side cluster boxes across the 
street from the post office - sim­
ilar to what ~artmentcomplexes 
have - so those customers can 
continue to ~t their mail.

But Priddy noted the hurri­

cane could have brought more 
than water. The winds from 
hurricanes can cause tornadoes -
a weather phenomenon already 
familiar to Kentuckians. 

'The higher the (hurricane's) 
storm category, the more likely 
i.t is to spin off tornadoes - and 
there's always the potential foe 
that to occur in Kentucky," he 
said. 

''We know a tornado can 
occur any time of the year, any 
time of day, in every county of 
the state," Priddy said. 

The danger of tornadoes is 
one reason Priddy frequently 
encourages private citizens to 
buy weather radios, devices 

specifically tuned to local 
weather-alert stations. 

"We really do need to be pre­
pared for these shifts in weather. 
We need to be able to handle the 
severity of tornadoes and thun­
derstorms," he said. 

But Priddy's call for pre­
paredness does not stem from a 
concern about hurricanes reach­
ing Kentucky. 

"We're not ready to say this 
is going to be a constant feature 
of summertime life in Kentucky. 
It had been several years since 
we had seen these tropical 
storms reach our state before 
2004," he said . 

"We might go another five 
years before we see another 
one," he suggested.

Griffey hit his 536th homer 
in the first, tying Mantle for 
12th on the career list. His 35th 
of the season came off Horacio 
Ramirez on a l-0 pitch. 

"I was just trying to get a 
pitch I could hit. It hit a little off 
the end of the bat and just got 
out," Griffey said. 

Austin Kearns hit an RBI dou­
ble in the 12th off Dan Kolb (3-7) 
to give Cincinnati a 4-3 lead. 

Edwin Encarnacion had a 
one-out single before Griffey 
singled him to third. Kearns fol­
lowed with his double to right, 
scoring Encarnacion.

"It's just a little sore. We'll 
see how it feels tomorrow and 
go from there," said Griffey, 
who said he would not play 
Monday against Milwaukee.

Anyway, packing a lunch of fried 
chicken and potato salad was as much 
a part of planning for the trip, as was 
putting gas in the car and cheddng the 
tires, especially the spare. 

Families could pull over whenever 
they got hungry and eat what bad been 
smelling so good since they left home. 
Sometimes, especially if there were 
young children in the car, a family 
might drive up to lO or 12 miles 
before the driver would be forced to 
give in, find a table, and have a nice 
lunch ... three hours before noon. 

It ha n't been that long ago, when 
the best hamburger in Paintsville 
carne from Raymond Brugh's pool 

~ room, but if you wanted a plate lunch. 
you had to go to one of the two or 
three sit-down-and-eat restaurants in 
town, maybe Tommie's or Tive and 
Edna's. 

Now, the yellow pages of our local 
phone book lists a zillion restaurants.

Thunderstorm 
Phobia

Fear of storms is common in animals 
and people, and it is grounded in the rea­
sonable insrinct to seek shelter and avoid 
injury. Fears turn into phobia when they 
get so bad that they arc ouc of proportion 
to the actual danger. Most dogs that show 
signs of anxiety during storms fall in the 
category of fearful. They may hide, 
shake, pace or drool. The really phobic 
dogs are a different story. These animals 
rend to be truly fraO[ic, and often hurt 
them elves or do damage to their sur­
rounding in their auempts to ger away 
Crom the storm. They often urinate or 
defecate. and they may dig or chew holes 
in wall , tearing out toenails in the

process. Dogs have been known to hurl 
themselves through windows. sometime 
several stones above the ground. For 
some reason. cats are not often affected as 
badly as dogs. maybe; becau e they are 
better at hiding. and therefore isolating 
themselves from the perceived danger. 

We tend to tlunk of st01ms as causing a 
type of noise phob1a, a reaction to the thun­
der. but there are many other factor 
involved. The lightening is obvious, as is 
the sound of wind and rain. Animals most 
likely are also very sensiuvc to the changes 
in air pre sure, the smell of ozone and the 
presence of tatic clectric1ty in the air. 

1 had really not given much thought to 
static electricity until I was reading some 
material for this article. Several sources 
mentioned dogs who headed straight for 
the bathroom during storms, to rake 
refuge next to, or IOSJde the rub. or to 
wedge in next 10 the plumbing for the toi­
let. This was very familiar: if Gunner is

Parls of a tooth 
Teeth are composed of two 
parts: the crown and the root 
The crown is the part of the 
tooth above the gumline. You 
see the crown when you smile 
or open your mouth. 

The root is below the gumline. 
It is about 75 percent of the 
tooth's total length. 

There are four types of body 
tissue in each tooth: 

Enamel is the hard, shiny 
white covering. It protects teeth 
from wear and tear caused by 
chewing and biting. 

Dentin supports the enamel. It 
is a yellow porous material, and 
is softer than enamel, but hard­
er than bone. It has some 
nerve fiber to sense pain or 
problems inside the tooth. 

Pulp is the soft center of the 
tooth. It contains blood, nerves 
and lymph vessels. Pulp 
nourishes the tooth and 
transmits signals to the brain. 

Cementum covers most of the 
root of the tooth. It attaches the 
tooth to the jawbones and con­
tains the fleshy periodontal 
membrane, which connects 
and cushions both tissues.

Dentition 
Dentition is the development of teeth and their arrangement in the 
mouth. Scientists study ~ in order to group animal species. 

Most mammals have up to four distinct types of teeth, and a maximum 
number for each type of tooth. 

Mammals that have distinct types of teeth are heterodont; others are 
homodont The number of teeth of each type is written as a dental 
formula. Teeth are numbered starting at 1 in each group, except for 
premolars which end at 4. 

Human dental formula 

Human teeth are called 11 , 12, C1 , 
P3, P4, M1 , M2 and M3. 

Types of teeth 
Teeth look different because they 
do different things. 

Incisors are in the front of 
the mouth. In herbivores and 
omnivores they are adapted for 
shearing sharply. In carnivores, 
they are tiny; biting off meat is 
accomplished with canines and 
camassials. 

In elephants, the upper incisors 
are modified into tusks. In rodents, 
incisors grow continuously and are 
worn by gnawing. 

Humans normally have eight 
incisors. In other animals, some 
primates, cats and horses, there 
are 12. Rodents have four; 
rabbits and pikas have eight. 

Canines are in the comers of the 
mouth. They grasp and tear food, 
and have long roots. Sometimes 
they are called cuspids, dogteeth, 
fangs, or eye teeth. These long, 
pointed teeth evolved to firmly 
hold food in order to tear it. 
Occasionally canines are used as 
weapons and are often the largest 
teeth. Most species have four, with 
two per jaw. 

Premolars are behind the 
canines. They have a flatter 
surface to crush food. They are 
also called bicuspids. They have at 
least two cusps (sharp point 

or apex). 

In primitive mammals, 
there are four premolars 

per mouth quadrant. 
New World mon­

keys, apes, and 
humans have two 
per mouth 
quadrant. 

Molars are 
the teeth in 
the cheeks. 
They are big­
ger than pre­
molars and 
have large, 
flat surfaces. 
They chew 
and grind 

food into 
small pieces. 

Molars are the 
most complex 

type of tooth. Vast 1 
differences occur f 

between species, 
and many terrris 

describe molars. 

Cat dental formula 

Cats are carnivores and the last 
upper premolar and first lower 
molar are called camassials -
which are specially shaped to slice 
meat and skin.
