._ percent of coal trucks 
checked in April 2004 
were found to be carry­
ing loads in excess of 
state weight limits. 
Similar checks in April 
of this year found less 
than 4 percent of trucks 
overweight. 

"At one time, if we 
weighed 1 00 trucks, 99 
would be overweight," 
Howard said. "Now if we 
weigh 1 00 trucks, we 
might find 1 0 that are 
overweight." 

., Howard said the 
lighter loads on the coal 
trucks make roads 
safer. "With this reduc­
tion in weight," he said, 
"these guys can control 
their trucks better."

VAN LEAR- The way to 
Loretta Lynn's famous "cabin on 
a hill in Butcher Holler" is about 
to go from hardscrabble to a 
smooth ride. 

Construction crews are prepar­
ing to pave the mile-long gravel 
road that winds it way into 
Butcher Hollow, the mountain 
community of Lynn's youth that 
she made famous in the autobio­
graphical song and later the 
movie ''Coal Miner's Daughter." 

Though the $379,265 federally 
funded project is intended to 
smooth the ride for tourists, about 

50 families who have to dodge 
the potholes every day also w1Ll 
also benefit. 

"That's good news for us," 
said Lynn's brother, Herman 
Webb, who lives just a stone's 
throw from the rustic home where 
they grew up. "It's kind of hard to 
keep cars up on an old rough 
road." 

Tourism officials have been 
trymg to capitalize on eastern 
Kentucky's contributions to the 
country music industry by build­
ing museums and performance 
halls. They've also renamed a

Access to ba~ic medical and health­
related services for more than 700,000 
low-income, elderly and disabled 
Kentuckians - about half of them chil­
dren - is in jeopardy. Continuing 
Medicaid program deficits at the state 
level have led Kentucky Medicaid 
Commissioner Shannon Thmer to seek a 
federal waiver to restructure the pro­
gram that pays for many of the basic 
health and medical care these individu­
als receive. Kentucky doesn't have to 
look far to see the reality of state 
Medicaid budget crises: in just the first 
phase of benefit and cost-sharing 
changes, Tennessee has cut off drug cov­
erage for 191,000 people and 1mposed a 
five-prescription limit on 500,000 more 
low-income citizens. And there are 
more cuts to come. Missouri also has 
begun cutting benefits to that state's 
Medicaid program. including rehabilita­
tion services as well as wheelchairs and 
other medical equipment. Absent 
Medicaid drug coverage, most of these

Meanwhile, the budget blueprint 
passed by the U.S. Congress calls for 
$10 billion in cuts to Medicaid at the 
federal level. This slashing could start a 
snowball effect that would gut the feder­
al government's most critical health care 
safety net. Moreover, the culS will do 
nothlng to resolve long-term issues that, 
unaddres ed, will only result in greater 
health care costs to care for our nation's 
most vulnerable. The goal must be to 
move away from a one-size-fits-all pro­
gram to one that is not necessarily more 
expensive, but is more flexible and 
capable of meeting individual needs 

Financially-starved states like 
Kentucky already are struggling to 
maintain services at current Medicaid 
funding levels - before the $10 billion 
in new federal cuts even go into effect. 
Governor Fletcher added $300 million 
to his 2005 Medicaid budget, but the 
program still will run a deficit of more 
than $675 million if benefits. are contin­
ued at the current level. The federal 
government pays more than two-thirds 
of the cost of Kentucky's Medicaid pro­
gram, so if the federal budget proposals 
are enacted, Kentucky will stand to lose 
more than $161.5 million from 2007 to 
2010. an amount equivalent to the bene­
fits received by 15,200 children, 3,900 
seniors and 3,900 individuals with dis­
abilities in Kentucky per year.

Kentucky may follow the lead of 
Tennessee and Missouri by reducmg . 
benefits and considering tighter eligibil-(f 
ity standards, denying thousands of indi­
viduals access to Medicaid. Ironically 
cutting off access to Medicaid will only 
result in higher costs as illnesses and 
conditions worsen for those individual. 
who will be forced to do without pre­
ventative care, early treatment and bas1c 
medical services and equipment (sucti as 
wheelchairs). Often, cost~ for crisi 
medical care are covered by states with 
out federal help, so Medicaid changes 
that cut benefits to the uninsured and 
uninsurable can actually end up co ling 
the state even more. Clearly, the whole 
sale slashing of Kentucky's Medicaid 
rolls and benefits is not the answer. 

One Missouri man with disabiliUe · 
told his legislators that the tightening of 
that state's Medicaid eligibility require­
ments would force him to quit his job so 
that his income would be low enough to 
qualify for traditional Medicaid. The 
man currently receives services through 
a special program for individuals with 
disabilities who work, but that program 
could be eliminated under the changes 
Missouri is considering to reduce its 
share of Medicaid costs.

On Saturday, Howard 
Schnellenberger will lead the 
Florida Atlantic team he started 
from scratch into the $63 mil­
lion stadium he helped bwld to 
challenge the Louisville pro­

"My emotions are going to 
be controlled by the game," the 
71-year-old Schnellenberger, a 
Louisville native. "I don't think

program in 1998. When Schnel­
lenberger came to Louisville, 
the Cardinals were near rock­
bonom, too, after s1x straight 
losing seasons. 

"I see similarities with us 
now and Lou1sville then 
because Lowsville was almost a 
team without players,'' he said. 

Schnellenberger anived in 
Louisville fresh off leading 

·ami to its first national cham­
pionship. But he drew plenty of 
smirks when he declared early 
in his tenure that Louisville was 
"on a collision course with the 
national championship." He 
backed his boast by recalling his 
days as a tight end under Bear 
Bryant at Kentucky, when the 
Wildcats were Southeastern 
Conference contenders. 

"I knew it could be done in 
the state of Kentucky because I 
saw it," he said. "I didn't see 
any reason why it couldn't hap­
pen in Lowsville." 

The Cardinals were then 
playing in ugly, cavernous Car­
dinal Stadium, a converted 
baseball venue with beat-up 
artificiaJ turf. Schnellenberger 
still convinced recruits that the 
highest goals were 
reachable.

But instead of a feel-good 
win, Tennessee handed LSU a 
bitter loss. 

Rick Clausen rallied the Vol­
unteers in the second half and 
Gerald Riggs Jr. scored the win­
ning touchdown in overtilne to 
give No. 10 Tennessee a 30·27 
victory Monday night. 

"I don't know what happened 
out there. We played like a joke 
out there in the second half," 
LSU defensive tackle Kyle 
Williams said. ''It was nothing 
they did, it was everything we 

. It was just an absolute joke 
in the second half. It was a com­
plete and total breakdown." 

Nothing brings people in 
Louisiana together the way LSU 
football does, but hurricanes 
Katrina and Rita put the home 
season on hold for three weeks. 

Katrina forced the fourth­
ranked Tigers (1-1, 0-1 South­
eastern Conference) to postpone 
their frrst home game, and move 
their second to Arizona State, 
where LSU came away with a 
dramatic win. 

Then Rita created another 
delay and set up the first Mon­
&y nighter in the history of 
Tiger Stadium. 

A moment of silence was 
held for the VJctim of the hurri­
canes before the game, and 
LSU's band played "Walking in 
New Orleans" as a tribute to 
those hardest hit on the state's 
Gulf Coast. 

The stadium announcer wel­
comed fan to the frrst major 
sporting event in Louisiana srnce 
the storms, what he caJLed "one 
of the most significant gather­
ings in the history of our state." 

He went on, "On this evening 
we vow to move forward under 
a common flag because l:his is 
LSU football; this i Tiger Sta­
dium; and this is Louisiana." 

The crowd was a bit smaller 
than usuaJ with several thousand 
empty seats in a stadium that 
holds more than 91,000. But 
they were loud as ever and early 
on the Tigers certainly looked 
eager to please them. 

On the first series of the 
game, LSU safety Jessie 
Daniels sacked Erik Ainge and 
knocked the ball loose. Kenneth 
Hollis recovered at the Ten­
nessee 19. On the next play, 
Joseph Addai ran 19 yards for a 
touchdown. 

LSU was up 7-0 and Tiger 
Stadium was rocking. 

JaMarcus Russell, the hero of 
the 35-31 comeback win at Ari­
zona State, scored on a quarter­
back sneak in the second quar­
ter, and Hollis made 1t 21-0 
when he intercepted Ainge' ill­
advised pass and returned it 3 
yards for a TD. 

The Tigers seemed to be in 
control as they ended the half up 
three TDs, but really the lead 
should have been bigger. 

They lost two fumbles in

"But. on Lhe other hand, I've 
made the right decision.''

But Martin - despite his fan­
in:spired logo "My Salute to 
You"- will be back next season 
in Roush Racing' No. 6 Ford. 
He dido 't plan it that way. but 
was talked into it by car owner 
Jack Roush when newly hired 
Jamie McMurray was unable to 
get out of the last year of his 
contract with Ganassi Racing. 

After that, he • d rather drive a 
truck. Martin will be doing that 
full-time in 2007, when he 
moves to the Craftsman Truck 
Series. The 45-year-old driver is 
happy that the lighter demands 
of the truck series will enable 
him to spend considerably more 
time with hi family. 

"Their support on what I'm 
trying to do really makes me 

feel good," he said. 
That backing was essential to 

Martin, who had announced this 
would be hi last season in Cup 
racing. Then Rou h l~aned on 
him to stay one more year. 

Martin laughed when asked 
if his was the shortest retirement 
on record. 

"That's funny, but I said over 
and over and over that I'm not 
retinng," he said. ''I'm too 
young to retire. I'm going to 
continue racing cars.'' 

H.ad the truck deal not 
worked out. had Roush not 
pleaded with Martin to return, he 
was not through burning rubber. 

"You might see me at your 
local short track on Saturday 
nights, because rm going to be 

racing," he aid. 
The deci ion to stay another 

season in the Cup car was as 
much about Martin's crew as it 
was his loyalty to Roush. The 
car owner brought Martin in 
from the ASA short-IIack cir­
cuit, where he and Wallace won 
championships in the 1970s and 
80s, and helped him become 
one of the greats of his era. 

''They want me to flll the seat 
for one more year until they can 
be prepared," Martin said. "I'm 
not going to let them down." 

Wallace, who has 55 career 
victories, and Martin, who has 
34, are turning their twilight 
laps in what bas become a more 
pre sure-packed sport, where 
millions of dollars are at stake 

each week and hungry young 
drivers are being far more 
aggressive on the track. 

It got so bad earlier this month 
in New Hampshire that 
NASCAR sanctioned three dri­
vers. Last Sunday at Dover, 
NASCAR president Mike Helton 
warned everyone to knock off the 
rough stuff. Wallace said Helton 
wants hard racing and excite­
ment, but is looking for dnvers to 
have the kind of respect he and 
Martin have shown each other for 
so many years. 

"We've got multimillion dol­
lar sponsors and 150,000 people 
in the grandstands," Wallace 
said. "He just w'ants all of us to 
act like men and represent 
NASCAR in the proper way."

THINGS TO PONDER 
The most recent Journal (May/June 2000) 
had an article about the asses ment of 
dangerou<;ncss in school children. 
Although the info was pre entcd for 
ehool psychologi ts. mo. t likely parents 

and other adults in children's lives can 
also benefit from having as much knowl­
edge as possible aboul the toptc. Adults 
need to be aware and be willing to follow 
through, since the behaviors are prone to 
occur at home and some of our schools do 
not have school counselors. Even though 
everyone should be more up-to-date gen­
erally, nonetheless. the media keeps 
reporlmg extreme cpi odes across the 
nation that tended to have telltale sign 
before the action. Most importantly for 
us, significant acting-out behaviOrS vio­
lence and threats of violence - have con 
tinucd in our nation's classrooms. 

The journal's present article placed the 
empha i on the professional's need to 
dcterntine the "History Of Dangerous­
ness" - if potentially dangerous patterns 
have become firmly entrenched within the 
student's behaviors. There need to be 
concerns if the child shows a pattern of 
anti ocial thinking and behaviors that per­
sist and inten ·ity over time. Example 
include lying, blaming other , refusing to 
take responsibility, taking the ea y way 
out rather than putting forth effort, 
demon trating a need to control others 
through deception, intimidation, or physi­
cal force. and failing to develop a concept 
of injury to others and empathy. 

Needless to say. the history of the tu­
denl 's behavior should include the type 
of victim and relationship to the victim. 
The antisocial per. on is unsympathetic of 

classmates who he or she see as gullible 
or weak. After identifying their class­
mate's weaknesses, the chronic acting-out 
kid will pinpoint targets to pick upon and 
bully. There have been instances where 
even a severely handicapped child has 
been the focus. The following points 
need to have attention and clarification: 
(1) relationship to the victim- social or 
one of power; (2) type of violence used -
direct or indirect; (3) quality of the vio­
lence- explosive, calm matter of fact, or 
predatory: (4) quantity, extent and how 
severe, of the violent act- whether or not '-'--__._ ___ ....;.. _ __J 

the amount of the insult exceeded lhe 
amount of the "cause," such as "I hit him 
in the head with a hammer because he spit 
at me"; (5) weapon used - verbal threat ,

physical force with fists, or 
club/gun: (6) degree of social­
ization - single student or a 
gang in the home or at school; 
(7) Liming. stres or associated 
with the event, or a cyclical 
pattern-· Every time he bas to 
read he blows up"; (8) pos ible 
causes such as head injuries 
and/or witnessing violence in 
the home: and (9) the kind of 
patrern that exist - does the 
acting-out child display guilt, 
remorse. empathy. or anxiety 
about his deeds? I it done for 
excitement or for control? 
Does be fail to take responsibil­
ity for his own action ? 

ln 1997, a major researcher 
indicated that there are five fac­
tors a ociated with a child's 
potential for dangerousness. 
Atmosphere - If there is dis­
cord in the family. the risk of 
dangerousness increases. 
Whereas, it has been repeatedly 
documemed that "violence is 
not solely the domain of the 
impoverished, criminal, mar­
ginal, or inhuman. Bonding -
"If a child did not bond with a 
parent the risk of dangerous­
ne s is greater. Is the child 
close to one or both parents ... 
birth complicattons combined 
with early maternal rejection 
predispose the child to vio-

courthouse in Hill ville that in 
1912 became the scene of a 
rughtmare that tarnished the city 
for decades. 

It seems J. Sidna's brother, 
Floyd Allen, was on trial for try­
ing to break a couple of relatives 
out of jail. When he received the 
sentence of a year in jail for his 
crime, he reportedly stood up 
and announced he was not going 
to jail, at which time J. Sidna 
and other members of the fami­
ly started shooting in the court­
room. When the gunsmoke died 
down, five people had been 
lcilJed, including the judge, the 
commonwealth's attorney, the 
sheriff, the jury foreman and a 
witness for the prosecution. 

J. Sidna, leaving his beautiful 
house. got as far as Des Moines, 
Iowa, before he was captured 
and sentenced to prison, along 
with the rest of the clan. 

Of course, my fascination 
with place name is well fed in 
this book. After describing the 
places of intert(st in each county, 
Tennis gives a listing of many of 
the quirky names that crop up 
on a map and their origin -
much like Robert Rennick's 
Kentucky Place Names, one of 
my favorite books. 

For instance, in Lee County, 
there's Ben Hur, Bonny Blue 
and Dot. In Wise County, we 
find Carfax, Franco, Tacoma 
and Vuginia City. In Russell 
County, there's Horse and Bam 
Mountain, Mew and Sun. 

lence." Crimina1ity - If one or 
both parents have a history of 
legal problems, the child's risk 
for dangerousness is greater. 
Discipline - "If discipline is to 
harsh or abusive or not suffi­
cient, and without control, the 
risk for dangerousness is 
greater." In these instances, the 
following examples come to 
mind; i.e .. the parents are over 
controlling and the child does 
not have an opportunity to 
practice interacting with others; 
and a parent who is phy,sically 
and verbally abusive to the 
child. Exclusive Parental 
Attention - .. The less parental 
attention the greater the risk of 
dangerousness." Family size 
and spacing between births are 
likely to impact on this factor. 
An example is parents who do 
not provide consistent limits 
with predictability - the father 
may not pay attention to what 
the child does until "it has gone 
too far" or does not allow the 
mother to maintain boundaries, 
but does not do as he threatens 
the child. Thus, children often 
do not learn to develop inner 
control because their parents 
have always tried to keep them 
''happy", at any cost. 

In addition, three other indi­
cators have been recog~ as 
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Look in Scott County for 
Daniel Boone. Slant, ,..nowflake 
and Sunbright; in Taz.~well, for 
Ben Bolt, Bishop, Busthead, 
Maiden Spring and Horsepen; in 
Smyth, for Lick Skillet and 
Teas; in Washington, for 
Goosepimple Junction, Damas­
cus and Lodi; in Carroll, for Pot 
Rock. Dugspur and Buck. 

In Grayson County, there's 
Rugby, Potato Creek and Scales, 
and in Wythe, Cripple Creek 
and Rackettown. In Virginia's 
Floyd County. we fmd a com­
munity called the Meadows of 
Dan. as well as Pizarro. 

Among my favorites is the 
community of Dismal in Giles 
County. Also in Giles, we find 
Mountain Lake, Narrows. 
Chapel, Curve, Interior. Minie 
Ball Hill. Ripplemead and Thes­
salia. Montgomery County has 
the communities of Ironto, 
Fagg, Pepper and Pilot. 

Well, you get the point. 
The book is fun to read, a bit 

at a time or in long stretches on 
a pleasant, rainy day on the 
porch. Plus, it is a travel guide. 
And it points up my contention 
that we have so much to see 
right here in our own area and so 
much history and beauty to 
behold and to be proud of. 

I'm not sure if the book is 
available at book stores around 
here. but f'm sure the book­
sellers will get you a copy. It's 
published by The Overmountain 
Press in Johnson City, Tenn.

increasing the child's risk of dan­
gerousness: (1) absence of the 
father - this is when the father is 
not in the borne; (2) gender -
seems children are more prone to 
display violent behaviors, if he 
come from an all male family~ 
and (3) running away - the child 
with a history of running away 
from home tends to have a 
greater risk of dangerousness. 

Since we will continue to 
learn more about the risk of 
dangerousness in our students. 
we need to have a method for 
applying it so that our children 
and families will benefit. As 
with most knowledge, it 
becomes even more valuable. 
when it is applied. Society, 
especially our children, are the 
winners. Since our students 
may not alway have a school 
counselor, this is one of those 
times that community mem­
bers, such as family members. 
neighbors. fellow church­
goers. ball ream coaches, and 
etc, as in a village, can learn to 
step forward and do what needs 
to be done in appropriate fash­
ion. This does not mean be 
cruel, uncaring, and insensitive 
in one's behaviors, but rather to 
gather basic information, 
examine closely the child's 
likelihood to act-ouL, and then

officials all reported that

there is good news about the recovery 

pha e that you arc in now. As a gener­
al rule with proper medical supervi­
sion. a per on can usually re ume mo t 
of his or her normal activitie after suf­
fering a heart attack. It may be neces­
sary, of course, to Jose weight, eat a 
healthier diet. or give up smoking, but 
tho c are important things to do for 
anybody who is not living a healthy 
lifestyle. I want to emphasize, though. 
that most heart attack patients can 
return to their job , social activities and 
family life. 

It's important that you discuss que. ­
tions such as when you can go back to 
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Following heart attack, rule 
is resume normal activities 

work with your doctor. Tell him or her 
in detail exactly what you do at work. 
Explain any phy. leal or emotional 
stress involved. For most jobs, you can 
probably go back within a few months 
of your herut attack. It 

u ually take ix to eight weeks for 
scar tissue to form over your healing 
heart. and your doctor may give you 
the okay to return to work - m least on 
a pan-time basis - toward the end of 
this time period. 

During yom first fey., days back al 
work, your doctor may instruct you to 
take your pulse at certrun times during 
your workday, or may ask you to wear 
a monitor to determine how well you 
re pond to on-the-job stress. Your 
physician also may suggest ways you 
can reduce tress at the workplace and 
put your rest breaks to good u c. 

A lot of physicians send their heart 
auack patients back to work on a grad­
ual basis, first for just a few hour a 
day, increasing over the course of sev­
eral months until they can work full 
time. 

It's important that your boss be on 
your side. Brief him or her on your 
condition and explain any changes 
your doctor thinks .nllght be necessary 
in your duties. 

On the other hand, you may find 
your employer or your co-workers are 
afraid to give you back your original 
duties. They may treat you almost as 
an invalid. These people are clinging 
to an untrue stereotype that heart 
attacks always leave people feeble. If 
you encounter such people, your recov­
ery and return to your old self wiU 
eventually change their perceptions. 

Fortunately, most people today treat 
heart attack patients with compassion, 
without being condescending. Like a 
person with a broken leg, odds are that 
you'll oon be up and active again.
