Contests take on • ewmearung

MORGANTOWN, W.Va. ­
Robert Frederick watched close­
ly as a team from Kentucky 
worked methodicaUy through 
the imaginary mine, a carefully 
mapped grid of metal posts and 
yellow tape, deciding how to 
locate five "victims" trapped by 
an unseen ftre. 

Frederick, who joined the 
Barbour County Mine Rescue 
team six months ago. knows his 
tum wi11 come. And when it 
does, it won't be on the grassy, 
unlit fields of Mylan Park. The 

cJues won't be on white plac­
ards. 

It will be for real. 
''I'm just here to learn. said 

Frederick, 42, of Belington, who 
works at Carter-Roag Coal Co. 

mine near M ill Creek. "This 
makes me feel more confident. 
This helps a lot." 

When accidents happen, coal 
mmers count on all-volunteer 
teams of rescuers to save them. 
Eighteen teams from 
Pennsylvania, Ohio, Kentucky 
and West Virginia took turns 
Wednesday competing inside

Attorney general probing 
recent jump in gas prices 

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
Attorney General Greg Stumbo 
announced Friday that his Office 
of Consumer Protection has 
issued a new investigative sub­
poena to Speedway in response 
to yesterday's gas price spike. 

"Yesterday's retail gas prices 
shot up while wholesale prices 
fell," said Stumbo. "Today we 
have sent subpoenas for 
Speedway stores across 
Kentucky requiring explanation 
of this price spike. Speedway is 
a trendsetter in gas pricing 
across the Commonwealth." 

Speedway's gas prices today 
are ranging from $2.99 to $3.19 
per gallon in Kentucky. 

The Attorney General' s 
Office of Consumer Protection 
is also continuing its examina-

tion of wholesale pncmg by 
major petroleum refiners. "The 
root problem of excessive gas 
pricing is not limited to the retail 
market," Stumbo said. "Price 
gouging by refiners must be 
addressed head on." 

On Tuesday, Stumbo 
announced his Office reached a 
statewide settlement with 11 
petroleum marketers for $47,500 
following an extensive investi­
gation into allegations of gas 
price gouging. Furthermore, 
Stumbo announced that a law­
suit has been filed against Mar 
Rob, lnc. in Scottsville. 

The Office's investigation 
into gas price gouging began 
after Hurricane's Katrina and 
Rita in August, 2005. At that 
time, Attorney General Stumbo 

called upon Governor Fletcher 
to declare a State of Emergency 
to put the price gouging Jaw, 
KRS 367.374, into effect. 

Under Kentucky's Price 
Gouging law, passed in 2004. no 
upplier of essential consumer 

product , including gas. can sell 
it for a price grossly in exces of 
that charged prior to lhe declara­
tion. The Attorney General' 
investigation found that the 
eleven petroleum marketers 
excessively increased prices ro 
obtain windfall profits during 
the state of emergency.

Heat wave 
setting records 
for electricity

Thermometers aren't 
the only thing showing 
high numbers lately. The 
recent heat wave has 
resulted in record power 
usage peaks over the past 
week. 

According to AEP 
Kentucky Power, cus­
tomers have set three con­
secutive summer peak 
records thL week. On 
Monday at approximately 
3 p.m., Kentucky Power 
customers demanded a 
record 1,362 megawatts 

of electricity. That record 
was broken on Tuesday 
when customers used 
1,372 megawatt. around 5· 
p.m. The largest amount 
seen so far was on 
Wednesday, when cus­
tomers used 1 ,388 
megawatts. 

Kentucky 
Power i a "winter peak­
ing·• company. The com­
pany's all time demand 
peak was recorded Jan. 
24, 2005, when customers 
used l ,685 megawatts at 
around 8 a.m.

[~ Stumbo begins fundraising 
f= for 2007 re-election bid

FRANKFORT - Anorney 
General Greg Stumbo's re­
election campaign has begun 
accepting do~ations. 

Stumbo reiterated that he 
has no plans ''at this time'' to 
run for governor in 2007. 

"If I were running for gov­
ernor. I'd be out there run­
ning. ' he said. "... If you are 
going to run for one of the ·e 
statewide offices. you've got 
to put your name on the ballot 
and go." 

Stumbo, a Democrat, last 
year opened an investigation 
into the hiring practices of 
Republican Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's administration. 
Fletcher has contended that 
Stumbo's action was motivat­
ed by personal political inter­
ests. 

Fletcher has pleaded not 
guilty to misdemeanor charges 
brought by a special grand jury 
that was working with a prose-

' cutor from Stumbo' office. 
, Fletcher is accused of approv­

ing an illegal patronage 
scheme to promote and hire 
supporters in civil service 
jobs. 

Stumbo said he had not 

been actively raising money so 
as not to interfere with 
fundraising under way for this 
November's elections. He 
plans to send out a mailing 
oon ~eliciting conttibutions. 

however. 
If he decides to run for gov­

ernor, any money he has raised 
for lhe attorney general's race 
would have to be given up. 

"If you switch and run for a 
different office, you must dis­
pose of the remaining money 
in the original campaign 
account," said Sarah M. 
Jackson. executive director of 
the Kentucky Regi try of 
Election Finance. 

Under state law. the money 
must be refunded to contribu­
tors or given to the candidate's 
political party, the state trca-

sury or a charity recogruzed by 
the Internal Revenue Service. 

Last 1\l'ovcmbcr, Stumbo's 
re-election committee's report 
showed a balance of $3 l7 .02. 
It does not haYe to file another 
report showing any contribu­
tiOns or expenses until this 
November.

Fletcher makes 
another mess 

For an administration that promi ed to "clean up the 
me s in Frankfort," the Fletcher administration has a 
remarkable capacity to embroil itself in messy controver­
sy. 

This time it is the Fletcher team, with Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher playing a central role, making a mess of the 

' eemingly simple chore of filling a vacancy on the 
Murray State University Board of Regents. 

First, Fletcher rejected all six of the candidates for the 
I 

1 opening presented to him by the bipartisan 
' Postsecondary Education Nominating Committee. The 
1 1 governor cited a law that allows him to decline to make 

I 

a selection from such a list. He defended the action by 
1 saying he didn't think there was a suitable candidate on 

the list. 
Or was it that there was not a suitable Republican on 

the list, or the right Republican? Edwin Orange, execu-
- ti ve director of the office of board and commissions, 

said this: "While we are sure the nominees submitted are 
fine individuals, the governor was not familiar with any 
of the Democrats on the submitted list." 

If it were only Fletcher wanting a Republican more to 
his liking on the board, as purely political as that is, it 
would at least be understandable and probably within his 
prerogative as governor. By virtue of the position, 
Kentucky governors have great discretion to make 
appointments to boards and commissions. But there 
seems to be a lot more to this particular appointment. 

If MSU interim President Kern Alexander is right, 
. Fletcher's decision is political becau e he wants to 

appoint someone to the board who can help the school's 
former athletics director, who was fired and has sued the 
school for breach of contract. 

The fired athletics director is E.W. Dennison, a friend 
of Robbie Rudolph, who is secretary of Fletcher's execu­
tive cabinet and his running mate next year. Rudolph, 
who is from Murray, has said he lent Dennison $250,000 

' for legal bills and other costs. Alexander believes 
Rudolph is seeking to have a say in who Fletcher 
appoints. If that is true, it is reasonable to as ume that 
none of the six candidates ent to Fletcher fit the bill. 

And sure enough, Rudolph says now that he has had 
"general" talks with everal members of the MSU board 

, about Denni on's lawsuit. Board of Regents Chairwoman 
• · Marilyn Buchanan said Rudolph's contacts with regents 
' could be a conflict of interest. The attorney general's 

office said Fletcher may have violated tate law by turn­
ing down the candidate . 

What a mess. 
We're not sure that, in all of this, anyone in the 

Fletcher administration is worried about the general wel­
fare of a state university with more than 10,000 students, 
or even in appointing the best person possible to its gov­
erning board. 

What we're more sure of is that this sounds a lot like 
I the kind of politics we're already too familiar with in 

'Kentucky.

Beyond basic f~st aid 
Paraeducators train to serve special needs

Skinned knees. scratched 
elbows, the occasional bumped 
head, and maybe. even, a couple of 
cases of head lice - the~e things are 
all commonplace ailment\ seen 
everyday by school nurses and 
health assi.:;tants. 

But -,ometimes, and especially 
so with special needs tudents, 
health care need go beyond the 
ordinary. Ruth Blackburn, director 
of special education, aml Jennifet 
Martin, registered nurse. Floyd 
County Board of Education, alung 
with district health care assistants 
also employed by the school sy.·­
tem. have spent the pa. t week 
preparing for just tho e out of the 
ordinary health care needs 

·'Emergencies can arise at any 
time.'' Martin aid. "Our people 
have received, even before school 
has started, over 33 hours. each. in 
pecial training.'' 

The trainjng was conducted July 
31 through August 4. by Martin, 
Blackburn and Belinda Henson, 
paraeducator trainer for the 
Kentucky Department of 
Education. at the Morehead State 
University education center, lol:ated 
on the Preston burg campus of the 
Big Sandy Community and 
Technical College. 

Among the topics discu sed dur· 
ing the week-long training session 
were: CPR/AED administration. 
first aid admmistration. medicatmn 
policy and procedures. sei~:ures, 

asthma/allergies, diabetes, choking. 
use of Epi-pen. vi ion/hearing 
referrals, head lice, bloodborne 

pathogen . warning igns of menin­
gitis infection, steps for lawful 
reporting of suspected abuse of a 
child, eating di\orders. and new 
information on Hepatitis B vaccina­
tions. 

Health care assistants and parae­
ducators (professionals specially 
trained to handle the pecific need· 
of special education students) al-;o 
recdved training in how to speciti­
cally care for such special needs as 
catl1eri1ations, G-tubes and diaper 
changing, as well as training in how 
to properly restrain. lift. or handle 
special needs students. 

Melissa Keathley. health care 
assistant. Betsy Layne Elementary 
School. has been working with spe­
cial need students in the Floyd 
County school system for 14 years; 
her workplace cumpanion. Barbara 
Kidd, has been employed by the 
school district a'i a . pectal needs 
assistant for the pa'it 20 years. 

Both women agree that the train­
ing they receive each year is "very 
benefiCHtl" and that each new year. 
the lessons and lectures build upon 
what the) learned in prev1ous train-. . . 
mg SCSSIOns. 

"You never know what situation 
might come up," aid Keathle)', 
"you ju:)t have to be prepared for 
anything." 

The AED (automated external 
detibrillator), a device u ed to treat 
sudden cardiac arrest by delivering 
an elet.:tric shock to the heart, wa~ a 
new component of thic;. year's train­
ing. A component that the health 
care assistant\ agree v.ru. a valuable 
learning experience. "AED train­
ing. CPR, even learning how to 
control head lice, are all beneficial 

things to know not only for use in 
school settings. but with our own 
families and neighbors." Martin 
said. 

Keathley and K1dd readily 
agreed, noting that ''heart attacks 
can happen anywhere." 

·•we just want our parents to be 
aware that we're working hard to 
protect the safety of their children." 
Martin continued. "Health care 
assistants have a demanding job 
and there's a lot to learn to stay on 
top of things ... that'\ why our con­
tinuing education training programs 
are so important. These assi tants 
arc already at \.VOrk, even before the 
fir. t day of school, preparing for 
care for their smdems." 

In addition to the health care 
training. assistants also focused, on 
Friday, on training, offered from 
Blackburn, on how to make a stu­
dent's very ftrst day of ·chool a 
positive experience. and, how to 
continue that positive experience 
throughout the school year. 

..A lot of it ha to do with 
informing the student of cia room 
expectatiOns, and \\ith special 
needs students, c pcciaJly, helping 
them to realize that they are in a 
safe, and secure, environment," she 
said. 

"We're very happy with how 
well our training went thi1> week,'' 
Blackburn said. ''Ms. Henson, 
from the KDE, smd that our group 
was the most energetic and posttive 
group that he had worked with ali 
summer. Well, that didn't surprise 
us any, we already kne\" that,'' he 
said.

Though marketed as a lasher film, 
this early-1980s effort is actually a 
thriller about celebrity stalking that 
feature. none of the slasher elements 
which tended to include: teens getting 
killed after engaging in premarital sex 
or taking drug , faceless killer who 
are indestructible and plenty of gore 
and nudity. Though this one has a bit 
of the red stuff, there are no other 
slasher conventions present and the 
killer's identity is revealed at the out­
set. 

The film opens with talk show host 
Deborah Ballin grilling a prosecutor

Ballin's show leads to criticism 
from her producer/boyftiend but she 
doesn't handle the critique very pro 
fessionally and storms out of the stu­
dio in a huff. aying she will walk 
home. Here the film makes a funda­
mental error and shows Rallin amv­
ing home by car which, though an 
obvious editing error. leads the audi­
ence to believe that she's a liar. She 
get some of the audience sympathy 
back when he enters her home and 
fmds that Hawker has broken in and 
made himself comfortable. 
Unfortunmely hi idea of comfort is 
busting up her furmture and freeing 
her parrot, who drop:. h1c; regards all 
over her queen-su:e bed. 

Hawker then prings out and 
attacks her tn a well-executed 
sequence that finds her trying to 
escape by stowing away in a dumb­
waiter.

RAY: This car is running on 
about five and a half cylinders.

unknown distance· - is as good a 
training method as it ts entertammenl 
for the archer. 

The bowhunter who does hi 
whitetall bu ine s from a tree stand 
should pend as much time as possi­
ble in practice, hooting from the 
same sort of elevations at wh1ch he 
hunts. The tree stand hunter must 
learn to apply hi shooting form to 
downward angles. (Here· a hint: 
Bend at the waist as much a neces­
sary to get onto targets at a sharply 
downward angle, keeping your anm­
to-body positioning the same.) 

A large factor in tree stand 'hoot­
ing practice is that bugaboo of range 
estimation again. Distances can be 
decei v tng when judged from 18 feet 
skyward. one reason why when tree
