Researchers: Black lung occurs 
sooner in Appalachian 'hot spots'

PHELPS Federal 
researchers believe coal miners 
in some Appalachian counties 
are getting black lung at a 
)'Oungcr age and higher rate 
than other mining regions, 
despite the government's mea­
sures to control coal dust levels 
and eliminate the disease. 

"Black lung is a totally pre­
ventable disea'. e," said Anita 
Wolfe, public health advi. cr for 
the National Institute fur 
Occupational Safety and 
Health. "In this day and age for 
it still to be occurring is ludi­
crous.·• 

Even so, NIOSH recently 
1dentified 22 countie. as "hot 
spots" for rap1dly progressive 
black lung in four Appalach1an 

states Penns) lvania. 
Kentucky, Virgmia and West 
Virginia. A handful of hotspots 
in Alabama and Colorado were 
also noted. 

In the. e counties. some min­
en; in their 30s, 40s and early 
50s are experiencing rapidly 
progressive black lung -
about I 0 to 30 years sooner 
than cases observed in the past, 
Wolfe said. 

Also, Appalachian miners at 
smaller operations (fewer than 
50 employees) are more likely 
to develop advanced black 
lung, Wolfe said. 

IOSH re earcher spotted 
the trends among miners 
cn:~;ned from I 996 to 2002. 

and they're back in black lung 
hot spots- most recently ca,t­
em Kentucky- to X-ray more 
underground coal miners and 

gather addition~) details about 
their work and medical histo­
ries. 

Last faiL a 'IOSH study 
reported 8R6 ca ·es of black 
lung. or coal workers' pneumo­
coniosi. • among the 29,521 
miner. screened nationwide 
from 1996-2002. 

The 3 percent prevalence of 
the disease indicated a sil!nifi­
canr decline ip black lung cases 
compared to the I 0 percent rate 
at the Lime the federal Coal 
Mme Health and Safety Act of 
1969 was enacted. 

or the 886 miners with 
black lung, 783 or them had at 
least two X-ra} s that allowed 
researchers to dctcnmnc how 
quickly the disease was pro­
gressing.

You 'II recall that immediately 
after lhe 9/11 attacks, U.S. official. 
declared that the attacks had been 
motivated by the terrorists' hatred for 
America's "freedom and value ·• 
That refrain produced the "war on 
terrori m" and, more recently, the 
"war on radical Islamo-fa~cism." 

Nonsense, aid libenarians. The 
anger and hatred that Arabs and 
Muslims have for the United States ts 
rooted in decades of U.S. foreign pol­
tcy in the Middle East. Ending the 
U.S. government's decades-old poli­
cy of empire and intervention would 
bring an end to the threat of terrorism 
(and radical J<;lamo-fascism) against 
the United States. 

The argument of the "freedom and 
values" crowd boils down to this: 
"The decades of U.S. supplying of 
advanced weaponry and foreign aid 
to the Israeli government, which i 
now being u ed to kill people in 
Lebanon, and the U.S. government's 
obeisance and ubmt siveness to the 
Israeli government. have had no 
adverse effect on how Arab and 
Muslims feel about the United States. 
Their anger and hatred 1s cau. ed by 
America's freedom of speech, free­
dom of the press. and rock and roll. .. 

Therefore, the argument goes, the 
cl)ants of "Death to Israel. Death to 
America" from hundred of thou-
and of Shiites marching in 

Baghdad last week had nothing to do 
with U.S. foreign policy but were 
motivated instead by hatred for 

American principles and lifestyles. 
(Reflect for a moment on the utter 

perver ity of it all: U.S. soldiers in 
iraq arc dying to bring "freedom and 
democracy" to people who are 
screaming "Death to America" and 
whose radical Shiite government has 
ahgned itself with Iran, which U.S. 
officials consider to be an arch 
cne'my of the United States.) 

The same "freedom and values" 
argument was made with respect to 
more than a decade of brutal sanctions 
against Iraq, which contributed to the 
deaths of hundreds of thousand. of 
Iraqi children- death that U.S. offi­
cial. maintained were '·worth it." 
People in the Middle East were indif­
ferent to those deaths, the argument 
goes. Their anger and hatred were 
caused by the U.S. Bill of Rights and 
the gambling casinos in Las Vegas. 

After 9/11. the greatest fear that 
U.S. officiaL had was that the 
American people would figure out 
that U.S. foreign policy was at the 
root of the terrorist attacks and thus 
demand a total reevaluation of U.S.

Most pundits seem to be predicting 
another subpar season followed by a 
swift coaching change. 

So throw cockiness out the win­
dow as a rallying cry for these 
Wildcats. Instead, they're relying on 
the element of urpri. e. fueled by 
some healed wounds and a fiercer atti-

tude. 
"We haven't had a chance to show­

case our mentality yet," said line­
backer We ley Woodyard, who led tbe 
Wildcats with I 00 tackles last season.

He 
bas been with Kentucky aJI three 
years under Brooks, playing the last 
two.

Duct tape belongs in both toolbox · 
and tnedicine chest

Q
uestion: My child has a 
wart on her finger that 
won't go away. It 
seems like he has had 

it forever. Now that she is 10, she 
wants something done about it. I 
thought kids outgrew warts. Is there 
any treatment for them? Does she 
need to go to a dermatologist? 

A n wer: Wart come in 
many shapes. sizes and 
locations. They are 
usually small, painless 

and are caused by a virus. Generally 
they are harm!e s, but they can be 
unsightly. depending on the location. 

. 
Warts tend to be round and raised, but 
can be slightly darker than the ur­
rounding skin. Some types of warts 
are actually flat and brown. Plantar 
wartS found on the oles of the feet 
are only · slightly raised and are 
painful when they become large. 

While warts are most common in 
children and young adult , people 
don't actually outgrow them. They 
can occur at any age. Since child­
hood warts often go away without 
treatment, it's a common perception 
that they have been outgrown. 

Warts can be spread to other peo­
ple. but are not considered highly 

contagious. They can be contracted 
from touching a contanunated sur­
face or the wart of another person. 
Warts can also be spread around your 
own body. This may happen when 
you pick at the wart, scratch it or 
crape it witll a razor. Preventing this 

kind of spread may be a good reason 
to get your daughter's wart treated. 

There are many home treatments 
for warts and over-the-counter med­
ication . In the last few years, it was 
found that many warts could be cured 
using the handyman's friend- good 
old duct tape. This i done by apply­
ing a mall piece of duct tape to the 
wart and leaving it in place for six 
days .. After six days, the duct tape is 
removed. At that time, you hould 
soak the wart and sand it down using 
an emery board or pumice stone. 
Then, leave it uncovered for the night 
and reapply the duct tape for another 
six day cycle. There are aho over­
the-counter chemicals that can be 

applied to a wart. These should be 
U'ied specifically as directed. 

You can also go to the doctor to 
have a wart removed. Many family 
doctors manage warts in their office, 
so seeing n dermatologi t is not usu­
ally necessary. Your doctor will 
probably treat the wart either with 
chemicals or by using Liquid nitrogen 
to freeze it; a process called cryother­
apy. It often takes a few treatments, 
so don't expect the wart to vanish 
overnight. Interestingly. one study a 
few years ago found thnt the duct­
tape treatment I mentioned earlier 
cured a higher percentage of warts 
than doctor-admini~tered cryothera­
py. 

As you may surmise. it's OK to try 
to treat a wart at home, but I do need 
to caution you about two things. 
First, watch closely for any signs of 
infection. If the skin becomes very 
red and painful after a home treat­
ment that"s a sign that you need to
