Hearing 
slated for 
shooting

PRESTONSBURG­
An Estill man who 
allegedly shot his own 
father had a pretrial con­
ference set for Nov. 2 in 
circuit court Friday. 

Edward Lee Jones 
Jr., 43, was indicted by 
a Floyd County grand 
jury July 20 on a charge 
of first-degree assault 
for allegedly causing 
serious injuries to his 
father, Edward Jones 

r., on June 1 when he 
allegedly shot him. Det. 
Byron Hansford of the 
Kentucky State Police 
was the arresting officer. 

Before the November 
pretrial conference can 
take place, Jones will be 
evaluated by doctors to 
make sure that he is fit 
to be in court on the 
order of Judge Danny P. 
Caudill. A doctor will 
have to testify about 
Jones' health in court at 
a date that has not yet 
een set. 

Jones' bond has been 
set at $75,000 and he 
remains in jail on the 
felony charge.

Sheriff discusses crime with 
concerned Wayland residents

WAYLAND Some 
Wayland resident are trying to 
take back their town, saying it is 
ridden with cnme and drugs. 

Floyd County Sheriff John K. 
Blackburn met with the resi­
dents Thursday evening, in an 
attempt to gain a b~.:tter under­
standing of what problems have 
arisen smce the town hasn't had 
a police officer. 

As oon as Blackburn arrived 
at Wayland City Hall, residents 

began arn\'lng also with the 
expectation that someone would 
be there to open up the building. 
After a few minutes of waiting 
and conversing with one anoth­
er, Blackbum and the residents 
decided to continue with the 
meeting outside, despite not 
having a fonnal setting. 

" I've talked with Mayor 
lTommy) Murphy and they are 
trying very hard 10 hire some­
one," Blackburn said . Residents 
infom1ed the sheriff that council 
members had interviewed some­
one for the po~ition on 

Wednesday, but that applicant 
still had a couple more weeks of 
tra111ing to complete. Other than 
that. they were not sure of the 
outcome of the meeting. 

Residents said it would help 
if officers performed random 
checks of the town. just to let 
people know that they were 
being v.atched. Bla~;kbum said 
that he docs have an otficer in 
the area that does do checks 
from time to time.

COLUMBIA. S.C. -
Mare Creek native and 
basketball legend Grady 
Wallace pa~sed away 
Thursday at his South 
Carolina home. 

Wallace, 72, wa'> a 
Betsy Layne High School 
graduate who went on to 
become the University of 
South Carolina men's bns­
ketball program's all-ttme 
leading scorer. 

In a storied basketball 
career that started in 
Floyd County and ended 
in South Carolina, 
Wallace scored with ease 

• • 
amongst ~ome of the· 
nation's top basketball: 
players. 

In 1957. during his col­
lege-playing career, 
Wallace led the nation in 
scoring (3 l.3 points per 
game l and the Atlantic 
Coast Conference in 
rebounding ( 14.4 per 
game). The Floyd County 
native ranked above some 
elite players. outscoring 
both Kansas' Wilt 
Chamberlain and SeattJe's 
Elgin Baylor. both of 
whom put together 
remarkable professional 
basketball careers and are

June the university announced 
on Friday. 

Moore has spent nine years 
working for the school's 
administration, first as the 
executive vice president for 
academic affairs and dean of 
faculty in 1997 before becom­
ing the school's first provost in 
2001. 

Moore will return to teach­
ing peech and communication 
classes after leaving the posi­
tion on June 30, 2007. 

"When I first moved into an 
admini trative position as a 
department chair, I knew I 
wanted to eventually be back 
in the classroom learning with 
my student ," Moore said . 
"After 23 years as a depart­
ment chair. dean and provo t, 
that time has come." 

Moore is the second­
longest tenured academic offi­
cer in the history of the univer­
sity.

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Miners endangered 
by safety standoff 

Like so much else in the endles battle for coal mine safe­
ty, the fight over dust controls remains a deadly standoff. 

It's been eight years since The Courier-Journal revealed 
that cheating on air samples wa commonplace, and that 
federal regulators knew. 

It's been six years since the Clinton-era Mine Safety and 
Health Admini tration (MSHA) proposed that government 
take over dust sampling from the coal operators. 

And it's been five year· since an industry-dominated 
Bush admini tration put that potentially lifesaving change 
on hold. 

In the past three years, a tamperproof dust monitor that 
miners can carry as part of their cap-lamp battery has been 
painstakingly developed, thoroughly tested and carefully 
perfected. But it's ·till not in use. 

Using the monitors to protect miners from black lung di -
ease, which kills some 1 .000 every year. should be a no­
brainer. 

But there's still no agreement over whether to require 
them, who should pay for them and how they hould be 
used. 

This much seems obvious: 1) Miners themselves should­
n't have to pay for these $7,500 devices. 2) They hould be 
widely deployed in mine . 3) If du t readings from different 
locations are averaged, operators could gel by with jeopar­
dizing some individual miners. 4) A worst-ca e scenario 
would be using the adoption of thi equipment to ju tify a 
loosening of allowable dust standards. 5) Special exemp­
tions should not allow mall. poorly capitalized- and typi­
cally more dangerou -mines to forego the monitors. 

Industry may nag for help with what should be a basic 
safety expense: a federal loan program, a federal tax credit, 
or purchase and lease of monitor. by MSHA. But why 
shouldn't such costs be part of the price consumers pay for 
coal-generated power? 

Of course, there's much abbut the culture of coal that 
isn't sensible, such as its resistance to safety innovation. 

Industry moaned about methane monitor , which now are 
taken for granted. Industry fought self-contained self-re cue 
devices in the courts for years, but now they are standard 
equipment for miner . 

When it comes to the new du t monitors, industry, union 
and MSHA remain far apart. Miner remain at risk.

TOM: Well, most manufac­
turers recommend that you 
change your oil every 7,500 
miles. But for you, that would 
be only once every dog year. 
Rosalie. There's a "time"­
based recommendation as 
well. 

RAY: For most car' that get 
very little uc;e, the recommen­
dation is to change the oil once 
every six months. In general, 
we'd agree with that Here's 
why. 

TOM: When you run the 
engine, it produces water. It's 
one of the products of com bus· 
tion. Some of that water 
always ends up in your 
crankcase, mixed in with the 
oil. Nonnally, when the engine 
gets good and hot, that water 
evaporates and is expelled by 
the crankcase ventilation sy<;­
tem.

The painting. which depict 
Jesus in sepia tones on a large 
canva<>. hung on the wall out­
side the principal's office and 
had been at the chool for 37 
years. 

The Americans United for 
Separation of Church and 
State and the West Virginia 
American Civil Liberties 
Union sued the school board 
in June. saying the painting, 
"Head of Christ," ends the 
message that the chool 
endorses Christiamly as its 
official religion. 

On Tuesday, the school 
board decided to fight to keep 
the portrait hanging after an 
outside group, the Christian 
Freedom Fund, raised more 
than $150,000 Lo pay the 
board's legal costs.

"I sort of fol­
lowed with what they were doing. 

1 "Everybody these day seems like 
'they've gotten into deer or turkey and 
lost inter~st in squirrels. but I still 
squirrel hunt," he said. "fused to deer 
hunt some, but I finally decided this 
is what I really like to do, o I strictly 
squirrel hunt now. It just feel good 
being out there, being alone in the 
woods." 

Doom in times past hunted with a 
shotgun, but he's purely a rimfire 
rifle hunter now, even during the 
early period of the season when sum­
mer foUage makes visibility difficult 
and shotgunning would be far more 
forgiving.

Those hunters wishing to hunt in the 
Johnson County section arc urged to 
check this map since a few areas 
close to the dam have been designat­
ed as "No Hunting" zones.

give them a little more chance and 
just hunt with the rifle.'' he said. '"I 
enjoy the challenge of it. .. 

Doom frequently hunts m the tall 
timber bottomlands of the 
Cumberland River. His tactics are 
familiar, although the way he goes 
about it has a little of his own stamp. 

For the early days of the season, 
Doom, like most August hunter~ in 
the state's forests and woodlots, goes 
seeking a hot hkkory tree - one 
with a good crop of early ripening 
nuts that is apt to draw squirrels from 
all directions. 

"] kind of sneak along through the 
woods, stopping regularly to look and 
listen," Doom said. "''m looking for 
a hickory with ripe nuts on u. but l 
usually find it fir. l by listening. I'll 
either hear the nut cullings that a 
squirrel is dropping hitting leaves. or 
l hear the sound of a squirrel jumping 
from one limb to another as It's mov­
ing toward a hickory to feed. 

'Til follow the ounds to get 
where the squirrel is - r like it when 
the leaves arc all still on the tree and 
r know he's up there, even though I 
can' l see him yet." Doom said. "l 
carry a little wooden-legged folding 
stool, and 1'11 rind a place under the 
tree and wait for the squirrel to show 
himself." 

Doom usually packs a :-;cope­
sighted rifle 111 .22 long rine, 
although lately he's been working 
with one in the tiny, but fast .17 Mach 
2 rimfire chambering. He zeroes ht. 
rifle and scope combination to hit 
dead-on at SO yards, but udmt!tcdly 
shots are taken more commonly at 30 
yards and closer. He practices his 
. hooting and places hi . bullets care­
fully. 

"It really does a job on a squirr!.!l."

he said of the newer small caliber. " I 
want a clean kill, and you don't have 
to shoot one but once." Doom con­
centrates his hunting in the early­
morning hours during the initial days 
of the season. 

"l usually stay until I get my (six­
squirrel) daily limit." he said. "That's 
goal, and I'm usually om there from 
daylight until 10 or I 0:30 in the 
morning. 

"A little later in the season after it 
cools down some, if 1 don't get my 
limit in the moming, 1 may come 
back in the afternoon, and finish it 
up," he aid. 

Doom, of course. doesn't always 
take his limit, but he probably does so 
often enough to easily be l Lhe aver­
age harvest of most Kentucky squir­
rel hunters. Especially during the 
August period of hunting. daily bags 
of two to three quirrelli are routine. 
Limits arc the exception. 

Doom for the la. t several years 
ha::. kept a log book in which he 
records conditions, locations and 
results from each of his hunts. The 
log shows that h.is best ~cason in 
recent years was that of 2004 when 
Kentucky was marking an exception­
al squirrel population - only to see 
the population crash that fall and win 
tcr during a major nut crop l'ailure. 
Doom noted taking 135 squirrels 
before the population collapsed most­
ly due to starvation. 

' 'Every squitTel gets eaten," he 
said of tho e that come back in his 
game bag. "It's not like they are 
killed and just wasted."

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Miners endangered 
by safety standoff 

Like so much else in the endles battle for coal mine safe­
ty, the fight over dust controls remains a deadly standoff. 

It's been eight years since The Courier-Journal revealed 
that cheating on air samples wa commonplace, and that 
federal regulators knew. 

It's been six years since the Clinton-era Mine Safety and 
Health Admini tration (MSHA) proposed that government 
take over dust sampling from the coal operators. 

And it's been five year· since an industry-dominated 
Bush admini tration put that potentially lifesaving change 
on hold. 

In the past three years, a tamperproof dust monitor that 
miners can carry as part of their cap-lamp battery has been 
painstakingly developed, thoroughly tested and carefully 
perfected. But it's ·till not in use. 

Using the monitors to protect miners from black lung di -
ease, which kills some 1 .000 every year. should be a no­
brainer. 

But there's still no agreement over whether to require 
them, who should pay for them and how they hould be 
used. 

This much seems obvious: 1) Miners themselves should­
n't have to pay for these $7,500 devices. 2) They hould be 
widely deployed in mine . 3) If du t readings from different 
locations are averaged, operators could gel by with jeopar­
dizing some individual miners. 4) A worst-ca e scenario 
would be using the adoption of thi equipment to ju tify a 
loosening of allowable dust standards. 5) Special exemp­
tions should not allow mall. poorly capitalized- and typi­
cally more dangerou -mines to forego the monitors. 

Industry may nag for help with what should be a basic 
safety expense: a federal loan program, a federal tax credit, 
or purchase and lease of monitor. by MSHA. But why 
shouldn't such costs be part of the price consumers pay for 
coal-generated power? 

Of course, there's much abbut the culture of coal that 
isn't sensible, such as its resistance to safety innovation. 

Industry moaned about methane monitor , which now are 
taken for granted. Industry fought self-contained self-re cue 
devices in the courts for years, but now they are standard 
equipment for miner . 

When it comes to the new du t monitors, industry, union 
and MSHA remain far apart. Miner remain at risk.

TOM: Well, most manufac­
turers recommend that you 
change your oil every 7,500 
miles. But for you, that would 
be only once every dog year. 
Rosalie. There's a "time"­
based recommendation as 
well. 

RAY: For most car' that get 
very little uc;e, the recommen­
dation is to change the oil once 
every six months. In general, 
we'd agree with that Here's 
why. 

TOM: When you run the 
engine, it produces water. It's 
one of the products of com bus· 
tion. Some of that water 
always ends up in your 
crankcase, mixed in with the 
oil.

Joe Craft, 55, a Hazard native, had 
anonymously pledged $3 million last 
year tOward the I 00,000 square-foot 
practice facility adjacent to Memorial 
Coliseum. That gift would have been 
the largest ever for the depa11ment, 
but this week he told university offi­
cials he intended to double it. 

In an interview Thur~day with The 
Associated Pres ·, Craft said he made 
the donation with no strings attached. 
although Kentucky Alhletics Director 
Mitch Barnhart has urged bim to 
name the facility afteJ Craft or his 
family. 

"He always bragged about how 
many points he scored, but 1 always 
bragged about gelling the victory." 
Pulley said.

With woods

BURNA - While squi.rrel hunt­
ing has waned in popularity as deer 
and turkey hunting opportunities 
pave grown, Edward Doom has 
bucked the trend. 
- The retired educator, a former 
t8acher and Livingston Central High 
~chool principal, has long deter-

. ·mined Lhat, at least as far as he's con­
cerned, squirrels in the hardwoods is 
what hunting is all about. And with 
J}entucky's long-running squirrel 
...l • 
~ason havmg opened, you can be 
sure Doom is among the trees and 
after them today. 

.. I started out squirrel hunting as a 
ldd with my dad and my great-grand­
father," said Doom, 59. "I sort of fol­
lowed with what they were doing. 

1 "Everybody these day seems like 
'they've gotten into deer or turkey and 
lost inter~st in squirrels. but I still 
squirrel hunt," he said. "fused to deer 
hunt some, but I finally decided this 
is what I really like to do, o I strictly 
squirrel hunt now. It just feel good 
being out there, being alone in the 
woods." 

Doom in times past hunted with a 
shotgun, but he's purely a rimfire 
rifle hunter now, even during the 
early period of the season when sum­
mer foUage makes visibility difficult 
and shotgunning would be far more 
forgiving. 

"I decided a while back that l' d

Doom frequently hunts m the tall 
timber bottomlands of the 
Cumberland River. His tactics are 
familiar, although the way he goes 
about it has a little of his own stamp. 

For the early days of the season, 
Doom, like most August hunter~ in 
the state's forests and woodlots, goes 
seeking a hot hkkory tree - one 
with a good crop of early ripening 
nuts that is apt to draw squirrels from 
all directions. 

"] kind of sneak along through the 
woods, stopping regularly to look and 
listen," Doom said. "''m looking for 
a hickory with ripe nuts on u. but l 
usually find it fir. l by listening. I'll 
either hear the nut cullings that a 
squirrel is dropping hitting leaves. or 
l hear the sound of a squirrel jumping 
from one limb to another as It's mov­
ing toward a hickory to feed. 

'Til follow the ounds to get 
where the squirrel is - r like it when 
the leaves arc all still on the tree and 
r know he's up there, even though I 
can' l see him yet." Doom said. "l 
carry a little wooden-legged folding 
stool, and 1'11 rind a place under the 
tree and wait for the squirrel to show 
himself." 

Doom usually packs a :-;cope­
sighted rifle 111 .22 long rine, 
although lately he's been working 
with one in the tiny, but fast .17 Mach 
2 rimfire chambering. He zeroes ht. 
rifle and scope combination to hit 
dead-on at SO yards, but udmt!tcdly 
shots are taken more commonly at 30 
yards and closer. He practices his 
. hooting and places hi . bullets care­
fully. 

"It really does a job on a squirr!.!l."

he said of the newer small caliber. " I 
want a clean kill, and you don't have 
to shoot one but once." Doom con­
centrates his hunting in the early­
morning hours during the initial days 
of the season. 

"l usually stay until I get my (six­
squirrel) daily limit." he said. "That's 
goal, and I'm usually om there from 
daylight until 10 or I 0:30 in the 
morning. 

"A little later in the season after it 
cools down some, if 1 don't get my 
limit in the moming, 1 may come 
back in the afternoon, and finish it 
up," he aid. 

Doom, of course. doesn't always 
take his limit, but he probably does so 
often enough to easily be l Lhe aver­
age harvest of most Kentucky squir­
rel hunters. Especially during the 
August period of hunting. daily bags 
of two to three quirrelli are routine. 
Limits arc the exception. 

Doom for the la. t several years 
ha::. kept a log book in which he 
records conditions, locations and 
results from each of his hunts. The 
log shows that h.is best ~cason in 
recent years was that of 2004 when 
Kentucky was marking an exception­
al squirrel population - only to see 
the population crash that fall and win 
tcr during a major nut crop l'ailure. 
Doom noted taking 135 squirrels 
before the population collapsed most­
ly due to starvation. 

' 'Every squitTel gets eaten," he 
said of tho e that come back in his 
game bag. "It's not like they are 
killed and just wasted."
