Prestonsburg man beard the 
names of two people who were 
indicted for setting flre to a rac­
ing facility be owns in Carter 
County on Tuesday, and one of 
them is a woman who owns her 
own racetrack in Sitka. 

In the indictment handed 
down by a Carter County grand 
jury, Susan Carol Justice, of 
PaintsviiJe, wa charged with 
three counts of complicity to 
second...<Jegree ar on and two 
counts of complicity to third­
degree burglary. 

An attorney in Paintsville, 
Michael Osborne, was charged 
with three counts of second­
degree arson, two counts of 
third-degree burglary and one 
count of tampering with physi-

cal evidence. 
Jim Allen, owner of Willard 

Speedway, said it makes no 
sense to him why anyone 
would want to damage the 
facility and said he never 
thought there was a rivalry 
between the two track . 

"I don't know why anyone 
would do a trick like that," 
Allen said. "When you do 
something like Lhi , you don"t 
just hurt me, you hurt the peo­
ple, too." 

In a statement posted on the 
Willard Speedway website, 
track manager Rocky Estep 
said he and his wife Beverly 
received a phone call from the 
Webbville Fire Department 
around 6 a.m. on Aug. 3 report­
ing the fire. The fire had 
destroyed the track's pres box 
and a concession p1t, along 
with causing extensive damage 

to the track's 20,000-gallon 
water reservoir, central electri­
cal sy tern and public address 
system. The upper conces ion 
stand was rendered unusable 
because it wa doused with 
motor oil and diesel fuel. Two­
thirds of the track surface was 
covered with roofing nails and 
a track vehicle was damaged, 
while the tires of a utility trail­
er were flattened. Most of the 
track's communications equip­
ment was either de troyed or 
stolen in the fire. 

Allen had been running the 
facility since it was built 10 
years ago until he began leasing 
it last October to Estep and his 
brother, Scott. Allen aid the 
two had been very successful 
running the track this year and 
that it's a shame this happened.

! Old arson case 
reopened after 
alleged confession

PRESTONSBURG 
An arson case that was 
closed six years ago 
because of a lack of evi­
dence was reopened with an 
arrest Aug. 14 when the 
man originally charged with 
the crime aHegedly admit­
ted he had started the fire. 

Tony Tackett, 42, of 
Pound, Va., was seen walk­
ing on the side of the road 
near a Frasure Branch home 
in Grethel when Trooper 
Brad Hamilton, of 
Kentucky State Police, rec­
ognized him and decided to 
stop to talk. Hamilton rec­
ognized the man because 
his parents, Anthony and 
Octavia Hamilton, had 
Jived in the home prier to 
the fire on May 14, I 99. 
The home was vacant at the 
time of the flre. 

Hamilton said he asked 
Tackett about the fire while 
the two were talking and 
said that Tackett told him 
he was inside the residence 
drinking beer that night, 
and that he had set a beer 
box on fire with a cigarette 
lighter before he left the 
home. 

A man who lived in the 

area at the time said that on 
the day of the fire he saw 
Tackett enter the home with 
beer, and witnessed him 
leave with half of his beer 
gone shortly before the fire 
was een. 

The arson case wa<; orig­
inally mvestigated by Det. 
Don Parker, an arson inve -
tigator. The case was closed 
a year later due to a lack or 
evidence, but Parker did 
conclude that the fire origi­
nated in the living room of 
the home, which is in the 
front area where Tackett 
said he had set the beer box 
on flre. 

Tackett had been seen at 
the residence on several 
occasions prior to the fire 
and had been told to stay 
away from the residence. 
Two wirnesses said they 
saw Tac.:kelt leave the Qtell 
5hortly before tfie fire in 
1999. 

Tackett was arrested on 
Aug. 14 and charged with 
second-degree arson. The 
statement he made to 
Hamilton was later record­
ed on tape and his bail was 
et at $50,000 on Aug. 15. 

Tackett's case was referred 
to a Floyd County grand 
jury Wednesday afternoon , 
in district court.

lethal injection is cruel and unusual. therefore a violation of the U.S. 
Constitution. 

The goal for those advocating the theory is the same: abolition of the 
death penalty. Only the strategy has changed. In tead of arguing the 
death penalty itself IS wrong, opponents now attack the method. 

Capital punishment is an emotional is ue. Some ,ee it as vital for 
preserving law and order. Some say it is simply ju-.t punishment that fits 
the crime- an eye for an eye. Other ay ir is unfairly applied and 
point to recent cases where DNA ~vidence has cleared death row 
inmate -in orne case after execution ha · already taken place. And 
some say it is a barbaric remnant of our past that deserves to be elimi­
nated. 

While there i no method of execution that would be welcomed by 
those to be executed. simply being strapped to a gurney and going to 
sleep 1s worlds away in barbarism from hanging. cyanide gas, electrocu­
tion or the firing squad. 

There will never be a form of capital puni hmcnt that 1 · not cruel and 
unusual to tho e who oppose the death penalty Nor. one peculates, one 
that is too severe for those who favor justice erved Old Testament 
style. 

Whatever one's tance on the ultimate sanction, the argument should 
be about capital punishment itself and not on the relatively inconsequen­
tial concern of method.

It does not 
start out a. a Jump in the breast, 
which is why mammograms and 
ullrasounds don't find it. The first 
o;ymptoms of rBC are usually 
changes in one breast such a-. red­
oes . increased warmth or rapid 
enlargement over a few days. 

IBC can also cau e the breast skin 
to become pitted like the nnd of an 
orange (peau d'orange) and discol­
ored. The. e changes occur because 
cancer cells block the lymph vesseJs 
in the skin of the breast.

UofL reaches agreement to become primary tenant at proposed arena

- The University of Louisville 
will trade in hi. toric but outdated 
Freedom Hall for a state-of-the-art 
downtown facility as the primary ten­
ant of a 22,000 seat arena that will be 
draped in black and red when it opens 

~in 2010.

• 'l tors approved a memorandum of 
understanding on Tuesday that out-

j 

lines the deal between the school and 
the Louisville Arena Authority over 
the much debated ,$381 million pro­
ject. 

The arena authority reached a sim­
II ilar agreement with Louisville Gas & 

1 Electric on a $71.3 miUion deal that 
1 will pay for the land and to relocate a 

transmission station currently on the 
,.spot where the arena will be built. 

"It's been a long process. it's prob­
ably been well over a year to get us to 
thi point." atd Louisville athletic 
director Tom Jurich. ·The great thing 
about it i that everybody's on board. 

tl

Certainly, not everybody got what 
they wanted. We'd have loved to be 
on campus or back here at the fair­
grounds, but we wanted to be a team 
player in this thing." 

The two agreements were the last 
major obstacles for the project. which 

L• has sparked debate over everything 
from who is going to pay for it to 

• 'where it is going to be located. 
"We will have an arena up and 

ready to go" for the 2010 1 L basket­
ball season, arena authority chairman 
Jim Host said. 

Host said the deal would benefit 
the university and the arena authority. 

"It's a true partnership," he said. 
"UotL really stepped up to the table 
and the negotiating process to 
become a true partner." 

The school's agreement closely 
' resembles the one proposed by uni­

versity offic1als before the Cardinals 

joined the Big East Conference in 
2005. 

As part of the deal. Louisville wiU 
hold the rights to 72 luxury suites and 
have priority scheduling options 
when the arena opens. Jurich said the 
crowded calendar at Freedom Hall­
where the men's and women's bas­
ketball teams cu1Tent1y play at the 
state fairgrounds - was a major rea­
son why the program is heading 
downtown. 

"To know our men's and women's 
teams will be able to dictate their own 
date. and dictate their own times is 
the mo t important thing," Jurich 
-;aid. 

The university will also receive 50 
percent of the revenue generated by 
concessions during university events, 
up from 33 percent as part of their 
current deal at Freedom Hall. It will 
also receive half the revenue for per­
manent signage. Jurich said 10 per­
cent of the signage wiJI go toward 
funding non-revenue sports at the 
23,000-<>tudent university. 

The school will pay around $9 
mill ion annually in rent over 30 
years. The rent includes at least 
$10,000 for any men's basketball 
game and $5,000 for any non-men's 
basketball event . ponsorcd by the 
university. 

An important part of the agree­
ment on the university's part was the 
opportunity to brand the arena. The 
school will have the final say on the 
colors used in the arena. though the 
arena authority will hold onto the 
naming rights. 

"We're leaving what we feel is our 
home, Freedom Hall," Jurich said. 
'To up and move our entire program, 
we certainly want to label it 
University of Louisville arena and 
brand it in all the modern ways." 

The agreement with the university 
does not preclude the school from 
sharing the arena with a professional 

sports franchise, though it would be 
one of the few in. tances where the 
pro team would not be one of the 
arena's primary tenant~. A profe -
ional team also would have to agree 

to the arena authority retaining the 
naming rights, Host said. 

"Anybody else that would want to 
play with those kind of provisions 
wil1 be welcome." Host said. "But I 
think the chance of that happening 
would not be very good at thi point." 

UofL President James Ramsey 
said the university is not discourag­
ing a professional team from coming 
to Louisville. but added that the 
agreement puts the school in a good 
financial position if a team does 
become a tenant. 

"People in the state realize that for 
Kentucky to succeed, Louisville has 
to succeed and for Louisvllle to suc­
ceed, UofL has to -;ucceed," Ramsey 
'aid. "There were a lot of difference 
of opinion throughout the process 
and at the end of the day everybody 
came together." 

Under the agreement with LG&E, 
the arena authority will pay $63.1 
million to relocate the transmission 
station and a net $10 million for the 
property. The site was appraised at 
$11.2 million, but LG&E agreed to 
deduct demolition costs from the 
final amount. 

Those costs will be covered 
through the tate's $75 million share 
for the project through the sale of 
bonds. The remaining costs will be 
shared by the city and the local busi­
ness community.
