Kentucky Power says it's 
ready for winter weather

As the calendar rolls into 
December with temperatures 
remaining mild, the Ia. t thing on 
many people'. minds is their 
winter heating bills. 

Kentucky Power, a unit of 
American Electric Power. pro­
vides electricity to approximate­
ly 175,000 customers in 22 
counties in Eastern Kentucky. 

The pred01 ninant source of elec­
tricity in the area comes from 
coal, something the state has an 
abundance of. Ron Robinson, 
the corporate communications 
manager for Kentucky Power, 
said Kentucky in general enjoys 
the lowest rates in the country, 
paying two to three cents less 
per kilowatt hour of electricity. 

"Because we have an abun­
dance of it, we don 'r have the 
volatility in coal as in gas," 

Robinson said. 
A kilowatt is a measure of 

available power, usually mea­
sured in kilowatt-hours. A kilo­
watt-hour is a measure of con­
tinuous electric current flow 
used to measure energy. A kilo­
watt-hour of energy on average 
co<;t. between 2 and 20 cent 
depending on where, when and 
whom it is purchased from.

Report: Methane leak, safety 
violations sparked deadly blast

PIKEVILLE- Safety viola­
tions including use of an open­
flame torch near a leaky 
methane seal sparked a deadly 
underground explosion at an 
Eastern Kentucky mine in May, 
authorities said Friday. 

The protective seal was 
··poorly constructed" and failed 
to meet federal guidelines, 
according to a report from the 
state Office of Mine Safety and 
Licensing. Five miners died in 

the May 20 explosion at the 
Kentucky Darby • o. I Mine in 
Harlan County. 

The torch ignited the leaking 
methane as two of the victims­
mine foreman Amon Brock and 
maintenance worker Jimmy Lee 
- were repairing metal straps 
that inter ·ected the top of the 
seal, the report said. The straps 
were used as underground roof 
support~. 

"In this case, what was done 
was clearly against regulations," 
said Susan Bush, commis. ioner 
of the state Department for 

Natural Resources. 
The report said Brock and 

Lee also shouldn't have been 
allowed to use a torch at that site 
because ventilation current 
pas~ed through the area on its 
way to the surface. 

Roof straps must be removed 
before a seal is built, and they 
are frequently cut away u mg 
hand tools Lhat don ' t create 
sparks, officials said.

Randall Wiedemann, 
wiLh R.A. Wiedemann and 
Associates Inc., was pre­
sent to updnte the hoard 
concerning hi company s 
progress in finding out if a 
regional airport would be 
feasible for the area. 
Members of the board 
have been talking for 
some time about trying to 
get an airport in the area 
to potentially bring in 
more busmesses. 

Wiedemann ha. 
worked for several 
months preparing to con­
duct a feasibility tudy to 
determine if the area 
would benefit from a 

regional a1rport. The 
study will address thlngs 
~ucb as travel de tina­
tions , socioeconomic 
trends, tourism and airport 
costs and benefits. 
Wiedemann a l o dis­
cussed the need to be able 
to provide any potential 
airline with an incentive 
package. a marketing plan 
of sort. which would pro­
vide them a reason to 
choose the area. 

The airport would 
either be located m Pike 
Coumy or at Big Sandy. A 
video documentary will be 
made in order to acclimate 
airlines to the area and its 
people. Wiedemann says 
he thinks once the airlines 
see what the area has to 
offer, they will want to get 
in on all the opportunities. 

The study is expected 
to be completed in 
approximately one year 
and is expected to provide 
a better look into what 
course of action the area 
needs to take.

Kentuckians now know the truth. After 17 months of 
testimony taken from at lea. t 150 witnesses, the repo!1 of 
the pecial grand jury inve tigating the Fletcher admini -
tration' Merit Sy tern hiring practices recently was 
released. We've read the report, and it does not paint a 
pretty picture of what took place. 

Jn the report's first sentence, the grand jury identifie 
its important goal: one of informing the public of its find­
ing of ''wide pread abuse of the merit ystem." 
Re ponsible, law-abiding citizen across the common­
wealth should congratulate grand jurors for doing o. 

Light now clearly hine on the truth of what took 
place and the law that were broken through Gov. Ernie 
Flelcher' · ''Per onnel Initiative." And thi hght shine 
regardles of all the pardons Fletcher extended to those 
indicted during the cour e of this inve tigation, the blan­
ket amne ty he further extended everyone else in his 
administration who might have been indicted in the 
future, and his routine verbal crusade against the investi­
gation, Attorney General Greg Stumbo and the grand jury 
it elf. 

To quote the document, "This report details a wide­
spread and coordinated plan to violate merit hiring law 
This investigation was not about a few people here and 
there who made orne mi take a Gov. Ernie Fletcher has 
claimed. The Governor's Personnel Initiative was formu­
lated at the highest level of tate government and 
approved by Gov. Fletcher. Entire Cabinets and depart­
ments were ta ked with carrying out various parts of this 
illegal plan. Senior admini lration officials were charged 
with the duty to give periodic report regarding its statu . 
l;'h.p,se who got in thy way of the plan were frred or 
moved. The long-range, goal was to implement thi Rlan 
in all of the Executive Cabinets. and the groundwork had 
treen laid for that to happen." 

Gov. Fletcher publicly responded to the relea. e of the 
report by saying it was full of the " arne old tuff." 

It appears more accurate to u that hi admini tration 
- at least as far as this investigation has revealed - has 
been full of the same old stuff. The report reveals that the 
"Per onnel Initiative" was crafted and nnplemented with 
the governor's involvement and approval to accomplish 
the same "good old boy'' cronyism that he vowed he 
would eradicate from state government if elected when 
campaigning for office in 2003. 

The settlement deal struck between Fletcher's lawyer 
and the attorney general's office months ago effectively 
hielded the governor from any legal consequences of hi 

actions outlined in the report. That's the way the justice 
system often works for those at this level of power. 

For those whose livelihoods were damaged by his and 
his administration's actions, we hope the public release of 
this report somehow provides a degree of redres . 

Even more importantly, we hope the unlight that ha 
been cast on the political di crimination that took place in 
violation of Kentucky's merit hiring Jaws cru t a long and 
enduring shadow. A shadow that will hold Fletcher. those 
remaining in his admini tration and others to follow him 
in the future never to iet thi happen again.

Th.Js year marks the 10th anniver­

sary of the most extraordinary cultur­
al and polic) hift in recent American 
life - the revolution wrought by 
Pre. ident Clinton's sigrung of a wel­
fare-reform bill in August 1996. Pro­
work refonns of welfare had been 
bubbling up from the , tates since the 
early 1990s. but the federal legisla­
tion completed a change in philoso­
phy that rippled into the live. of in­
gle mothers, changing them dramati­
cally for the better. 

If the kind of social progres. 
brought by welfare reforn1 bad been 
cau ed b) a liberal policy its archi­
tects wou1CI be enj lnb Kennedy 
School sinecures. But the rebels v.ho 
changed the welfure tatu. quo were 
con. ervative intellectuals and office­
holders. The only tribute to them is 
the fact<; , recounted in congre<> ·ional 
testimony by the Heritage 
Foundation'. Robert Rector, the 
intellectual godfather of reform, and 
in a new book. '"Work Over Welfare," 
by Ron Haskin , a former staffer on a 
key congressiOnal committee. 

Welfare caseload have dropped 
60 percent since the passage of wel­
fare reform. Was that ju!>t the result of 
a . trong economy? No. Ca eload 
did.n · t decline sigruficantl y in any of 
the eight periods of economic expan-

From 1953 to 1994, the num­
ber of famiJies on welfare dropped m 
only five years, 
and two years m 
a row only once. 
By 2005. wel­
fare caseload 
had heen declin­
ing for a stun­
ning ll straight 
years. 

W o r k 
requirements, 
and the mes age 
sent by reform 
that dependence 
is unacceptable. got former recipients 
into the work force. ·'From 1993 to 
2000 the portion of single mothers 
who were employed grew from 58

County m lieu of a $2,000 ca. h hond. 
The second person. Anthony Fugate, 
32, of Viper. was released after posting 
$2,000 bond. He faces two count of 
illegally killing and posse sing elk. 
and one count of spotlighting. 

Con. ervation officer. Lt. Frank 

Campbell , Greg Watts and Btlly 
Collett conducted the investtgations 
and made the arrests after leaming 
about the Nov. 19 evemng incidenL<; 
on the old Lost Mountain strip mine. 

Campbell said Combs, with two 
young children in the vehicle with 
h1m, killed a small bull with a 20-
gauge shotgun and ~lug sometime 
alter dark. While trying to rude the 
vehicle, he became stuck and called 

Fugate for help. The two then 
removed the head of the small bull and 
later IJlled a bigger 6x6 bull and 
removed its head a<; well. They left 
the carca~; e of the two animals in the 
field. 

The officers recovered one of the 
antlers from the larger bull from 
Combs' vehicle. Later, officers recov­
ered the other three anUers from 
f·ugate. 

Combs is scheduled for arraign­
ment in Perry District Court Monday. 
Fugate has a trial date set for Dec. II 
in Perry District Court. Convictions 
could bring up to one year in jail, a 
$5,000 fine and $2,500 replacement 
co. t for each poached elk. A convic­
tion also could re u1t in the forfeiture 
of any equipment u ed as well, includ­
ing firearms and vehicles.
