Construction is set to begin in 
Pike•illc on a nc:w bram:h of 
First Commonwealth Bank, 
marking the fir<;;t time in the 
bank's history that a branch 
"'ill be located outside of 
Floyd County. 

The chief executive officer 
and the board of director for 
First Commonwealth Bank 
were at the site of the new 
location Thursday moming to 
hold what they called 
"Demolition Day," where they 
pounded hammero.; on a coun-

tertop to signify the beginning 
of the construction process. 

The site was acquired about 
four month ago at the site of 
Krystars re~taurant in 
Pike•ille, \vhich ha. been 
clo. ed for evcral years. First 
Commonwealth Bank 
President and CEO Greg 
Wilson said he expects the 
constructiOn to be completed 
in five months. with a targeted 
grand opening date of June 8. 

"I think it would b cool to 
be able to open that day," 
Wilson said, a reference to that 
day being the l03n.l anniver­
sary of the opening of the fir. t 
branch of the bank in 

Prestonsburg. "I think we are 
lucky to be in Pikeville, 
arguably in the middle of the 
large t retail area in Eastern 
Kentucky." 

The new location i located 
in the center of one of the 
busiest busine s centers in 
Pikeville which includes chain 
re taurants and store includ­
ing Applebee's, Blockbuster, 
Food City. Goody's, Lowe's. 
Staple and Wal-Mart. W1.1son 
said he has trying to get the 
green light to acquire and 
begin construction of the new 
branch for the pa t two years.

according to the federal Otlicc 
of Surface Mining. The money 
will he distributed from 2007 
to 2025. 

The bill, part of a sweeping 
tax hill. renews the abandoned 
mines land reclamation pro­
gramthat was created in 1977. 

Partkularly in C<lstem coal­
fields. toxin~ from abandoned 
mine. pollute streams. The 
un.,table land from the aban-

doncd mines has been blamed 
for fatal accidents by ATV nd­
crs and hikers in 
Pennsylvania 24 deaths were 
reported last year on uban­
doned mrne land. Mines some­
times catch fire and bum fnr 
years. 

The program h ba<;cd on a 
per-ton fee that coal compa­
nies pay into a fund. The bill 
makes spending for the recla­
mation program mandatory. 
which means it would not be 
controlled through the annual 
congressronal appropriations 
process

LOUISVILLE - Has football 
taken over in the land of the jump 
shot? 

Everywhere you looked in 
Kentucky in 2006, it wa football, not 
basketball, that was grabbmg the 
headlines. 

In Louisville, the Cardinal rose to 
No. 5 in the ranking~. won the1r fir t 
Big East title and a trip to the Orange 
Bowl despite losing star running back 
Michael Bush to a broken leg in the 
season opener against Kentucky. 

In Lexington, the Wildcats put 
together a surprising 7-5 season and a 
berth in the Music City Bowl behind 
the strong arm of quarterback Andre 
Woodson and a htgh-powercd offen. e 
that became one of the Southeastern 
Conference' bc ·t. 

But the biggest ports headline m 
Kentucky thi year, a. voted on by 
state sports editors and broadcasters, 
wasn't under the bright sun of fall 
Saturday afternoons, but under the 
glow of the Friday night light. 

The Kentucky High School 
Athletic Association· decision to add 
two new classifications to the state 
playoff system wa deemed the top 

ports story of the year, perhapo; a 
sign that basketball now . hares the 
spotlight with football in the 
Bluegras · State. 

Kentucky will expand from four 
football cla s1tications to six next 
year ao; part of a plan by the KHSAA 
to level the playing field. 

Each of the ~ix classes would 
include eight . eparate distncts com­
posed of four to six teams. The small­
er dic;tricL<; hould allow for less trav­
el while also giving them more flexi­
bility m scheduling out of district 
games 

Either way, it means there will be 
two new state title up fo; grabs next 
fall. The expansion could also help 
the KHSAA add res. one of its bigge~t 
problem : the grO\\Itng divide 
between public and private schools. 

KHSAA members voted to hold 
separate postsea~on tournaments for 
public and private schools, a move 
that has repeatedly been frowned 
upon by the KHSAA board of control 
and the state Board of Education, 
Public chools have long argued that 
private . chool have an advantage 
over public school-; because of their 
ability to reach across school district 
line~ for students. 

The state Board of Education. 

however. has urged the KHSAA to 
find an alternati vc ~olution . 
Expanding the cia ses may gtve more 
public chools a chance at wmning a 
state title. 

"However many A's they have, if I 
got one of them. I want n:· said 
Louisville Male coach Bob Redman. 

What Louisville fans wanted thi'i 
year was a trip to a Bowl 
Championship eries game. The 
Cardinals gave the slate it!-. second­
biggest story of the year with 
arguably the greatest regular sea~;on 
in school history. The Cardinals went 
Il-l in 2006. beat rival West Virginia 
on a rowdy Thursda) night in early 
November to briefly rio.;c into the 
national championship chao;e hefore 
. ettling for' a Big East crown. 

Not bad for a team that lost bnth 
halves of the "Derby Cit) Duo" 
Bush and quarterback Brian Brohm­
for portions of the seao.;on. Yet 
Louisville found unlikely heroes in 
backup quarterback Hunter Cantwell 
and reserve running backs Kolby 
Smith. Anthony Allen and George 
Stripling. players who rose to the 
occa<;ion when called upon to pu h 
the Cardinals to unprecedented 
heights.
