PRESTONSBURG - A suffer four fractures between 
Floyd County couple facing 
fou.r charges of criminal 
abu ·e for allegedly causing

Mark Davb, 30, of 
Prestonsburg, entered the 
plea upon a recommendation 
by the ~ommonwealth that 
he ervc 11 year while hi 
girlfriend.

entered her plea in exchange 
for a five-year ~entence. 

The agreement calls for 
Davis to receive 10-year 
sentences for four events in 
which the child received a 
fracture and I 0 years for 
failing to 'eek medical atten­
tion for the child. All of the 
sentences will run concur­
rently, with an additional 
year for being a repeat 
felony offender. 

August and October 2004 
and included a fractured 
skull, a broken arm and leg 
and rib fractures .

Kentucky, Russell Cole, 39. and 
Brandon Wilder, 23, both of 
Letcher County, died in a roof 
fall on Aug. 3, while working 

f1 ome 3 miles inside a mine. 
Wilder's body wa·l> found 

within a few hours, but it took 
searchers more than three days 
to ftnd Cole's body beneath a 
layer of rocks 20 feet wide, 20 
feet long and 11 feet high. 

It was their deaths that 
prompted the state study. 

York said a Lexington engi­
neering finn that conducted Lhe 
study. Marshall Miller and 
Associates, submitted a draft of 
its findings. York aid that draft 
was sent back for revisions. 

"There were some grammati­
,.. cal things, spelling, clarifying 

language, Lhings like that," York 
aid. "It's my understanding that 

we could have a final report by 
next week.'' 

John Feddock, a mining engi­
neer for the Lexington tinn 
involved in the study, referred 
questions to York at the state 
agency. 

In the mining process, crews 
dig horizontally into the earth to 
remove coal. ln doing so. they 
remove about 30 to 40 percent of 
the coal by cutting a maze of 20-
foot-wide tunnel<; through it. The 
result is a network of tunnels that 
look like the map of a city of 
crisscrossing streets with coal 
pillar!'. as the blocks in between. 

When companies have 
advanced as far as po s1ble, they 
begin retreat minmg. so named 
becau~e the miners are working 
toward t.he outside of the mine. 
Tn retreat mining, the companies 
usually remove all or part of the 
pillars. allowing lbe roof to fall 
in planned collapses. 

7 The U.S Mine Safety and 
Health Admini. uation said retreat­
ing mining is almost exclusively a 
southern Appalachian practice, 
especially pervasive in eastern 
Kentucky, soulhweslcm Virginia 
and southern West Vuginia. 

Tony Oppegard of 
Lexington, a former attorney 
with the Mine Safety and Health 
Administration and the 
Kentucky Department of Mines 
and Minerals, said retreat min­
ing is "the mm:t dangerous type 

JOf mining there is." He said the 
biggest danger to · miners 
involved in the practice occurs 
when companies don't follow 
methods approved by state and 
federal regulatory agencies. 

"I think it's highly unlikely 
that the state will consider out­
lawing retreat mining," 
Oppegard said. "f['s too perva­
sive in Kentucky.··

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NEWS WITH TRUTH 
By Marlow Tackett 

35 years o1 music and entertainment in Pike County and surrounding counties in Eastern Kentucky. 

Beginning May, 1971, in the Trivette Bottom located where Carson Wright and family now lives on old US 23 
south of Myra, Ky., my brothers and 1 traded horses In this field w~ich was open to the public to come and Join ln. 
1 had been playing music and singing since 1 was just a boy growmg up at Dorton, a few mlles up the road. A lot 
of people knew of my entertainment at that time and some people requested that I sing for them. So my brothers 
had an old 1956 flatbed Ford truck to use on the farm. Occasionally I would get up on the bed of it and play and 
sing to everybody. It seemed that the more I did this the bigger the crowd got and I needed to make a living for 
myself so looking to the future 1 thought maybe this would be an opportunity to give It a shot and It worked. So I 
stayed.there and played music on Friday and Saturday nights In the open field where admission was $1.00 to get 
In and sing and dance with me. 

Business seemed to keep growing and 1 was pleased. But, in August, I knew that soon winter would come and I 
would be without a place to perform. So with my family and friends, I bought a little piece of ground where Faith 
Baptist Church Is now located. 1 borrowed a truck from my brother-In-taw, Jack Nunemaker, and a mule from my 
brother, Walter, and chainsaws and tools from other members of my family and friends, and with their help. Oft to 
the woods behind Bernice Smallwoods home at Dorton to cut and haul out to the sawmill, material for the old 
Country Coral. My first entertainment center had a dirt floor, outside restrooms and no running water. Constructl~n 
began September 5th, 1971, and opening night was Thanksgiving eve, November 1971. Welcome to Marlow a 
Country Coral, Wednesday, Friday and Saturdays, business was good again. , 

Late 1973, 1 had to find a bigger facility. Therefore, I moved to Elkhorn City, Marlow s Place was established. 
Wednesday Friday and Saturday nights. By 1974, I was ready to relocate. John Moore didn't dance, so he didn't 
want anyon~ else to, then to Marrowbone Creek the Ponderosa Drive-In with a 40x80 addition built on the back, we 
were back Jamming again. More space was needed In tate 1974. Det. Jack Banks Introduced me to Peters 
Entertainment Complex which soon became Marlow's Country Palace. The deal was made and I opened up in 
January of 1975 to a packed house. 

The lease 1 received from Emmett Lawson was much too high in price, so Wayne T. Rutherford (Pike County 
Judge), 1 asked him to call Emmett and he did and helped reduce to a price I could live with. Business was great 
every Thursday, Friday and Saturday from there on out. We bought all new equipment. I had the biggest club, the 
best band and the greatest crowd ever to be together in East Kentucky. I never sold alcohol in my life and the coun· 
ty was dry and the crowd Invented the thing called-brown-bagging, which continued all these years. 

The coal companies were booming, everybody had a job and money was plentiful. But I had only been In busi­
ness a little over a year. Emmett lawson brought me frightening news. He was going to sell the place and gave me 
first offer of $125,000.00 and the lease payment of $400.00 to Jenny Staton, land owner. The payment plan to 
Emmett was $30,000 down and then $1 0,000 every six months until paid for. So off to the banks I ran. No one 
seemed to want to help me and then along came Johnny Hires and Kelly Brown from the 1st National Bank or 
Pikeville. They had both been to Marlow's and they recognized potential. They would let me have the money 111 
had someone to endorse the note for me. I had become friends with Jenny Staton from helping her with the chores 
around her home on Penfriend Lane (across the road from Childers and Venters). Repairing her roof, fixing her fire­
place, her doors, her front porch and keeping her yard mowed. She was an elderly grandmother and I could under· 
stand her needs and myself and staff would take care of this. So, not knowing how long I would be there and pay­
Ing that month's lease, 1 told her of my news from Emmett Lawson and she told me then that she wanted me to 
stay and that there was a way for me. Often she would walk down to the palace to see if I was alright. 

There were a couple of relatives of hers from South Point, Ohio, Faith and Roland Sammons, and they would 
brlng Jenny and Ruby Staton, Jenny·s daughter-in-law, and my neighbor and spend lots of time enjoying the food 
and entertainment at Marlow's, Soon we all became very close friends and I informed Faith and Ruby of my hav­
Ing to move soon deal. They were saddened. 

Sometime after that. Faith came to me and told of the time she spent with Jenny discussing the bank note and 
Faith told me that Jenny wanted to help me and go to the bank and endorse the note. My family and I were very 
thankful. 

Now the complete land payment was finalized and my lease payment to Jenny was soon set at $600.00 a month. 
The note payment was $1,153.00 a month and $10,000 every 6 months to Emmett Lawson and all over·head.l had 
to do a lot of singing and entertaining. 

Harry Stamper was then my Attorney and he took care of my business as though It was his own. He became a 
very successful Judge in the Pike County Court system. Therefore, Charles Lowe, Jr. became my Attorney and 
became a Judge, also. Then Charles lowe, Sr. helped me until he retired. All three attorneys out of the same office. 
A wonderful family, I loved them all. 

One day while talking to Mr. Lowe, I asked him It he would confront Jenny Staton about selling me the land on 
the hill behind her home on Penfriend Lane. He was also Jenny's legal advisor and she was letting me use this 
property at the time for working my horses out. I built a small riding ring and thought It would make a great place 
for a home. After several times of confronting Mr. Lowe concerning the land, he told me that I could not purchase 
the land, it's already taken, if you know what I mean. 

Jenny had been ill tor some time and one day while mowing her yard, I took a break tor a drink of water. Jenny 
told me Faith and Roland were wanting her to go to Florida with them for a 2·week vacation and wanted to talk to 
me about some papers Charles had drawn up for her. She would then get the papers and talk to me when she got 
back from Florida. 

had signed a contract with I=ICA Records and had to travelalot to promote my records. It had been a month or 
more since 1 had seen Jenny. One day she came down to the Palace and said the papers she'd had drawn up were 
missing. She was upset and she said she would the the papers her own way so no one would know where they 
were, until the right time came. 

1 didn't ask any questions. She also told me that she was going to see to it that Ruby was going to be taken care 
of, because she didn't trust some of the family and that Ruby was good to her and was afraid she might have trou· 
ble out of them. She told me she had already taken care of Leo (her son) who lived out front of the Palace. Said 
she had given Leo the house and lot, but he had already pawned It to Kelsey Friend, Sr. and he was going to take 
the place for the debt. She would not give a deed to Leo for the house and land, but had to go to the bank to bor· 
row money to pay Kelsey back. Said that's why her and Kelsey never got along, but I had heard that story from 
others, also. Then, Jenny went up to Ruby's house. I didn't see her for a long time after that, because I had to trav· 
el with my music. 

Jenny had become very sick and soon passed away. I wished Jenny, Faith and Ruby. were here now. Things 
would certainly be different and I miss seeing them, but I know where they are now and I stili love them. Just before 
Ruby left this land, she told me there were some papers for her and myself, but didn't say where they were at, and 
was very afraid we were going to have trouble once the papers were located. 

Faith and Roland came and visited me from time to time and would stay with Ruby while they were here. Ruby 
was an awesome cook, a wonderful neighbor and loved everyone. We always had lots of good meals and visits at 
her home. Faith and Roland both were up in age now. Faith told me that Mr. Sammons was very Ill one day while 
she was visiting. Jenny had sent some letters to her to keep tor me and Roland didn't want anyone to know about 
lt. He was afraid there would be trouble out ot some of the Staton family, but told me that one day she would get 
them to me. 

Now they were both sick and needed someone to take care of them, so they hired a lady by the name or Vaughn 
Taylor and she would drive them also. It wasn't long after that Roland had passed away also. When Faith was able, 
she and Vaughn came from Ohio to bring a letter concerning a will. I called my lawyer, larry Webster, then and 
now, and told him of the letter which was given to me. He said he didn't think it was a will, but said alter reading, 
according to this letter there should be more. So I talked to Faith about it and said that Roland put up a lot of things 
and she would look for them soon. A month or so AFTER they cleaned Roland's desk out, said they took out the 
middle drawer to be emptied and there were some papers in the back of the drawer and it was the other letter and 
would be getting them to me soon, and once she did, I called Larry at home and read the letter to him over the 
phone around 7 p.m. and he said now, we have a will and we can go to court. 

While Larry was preparing the case, I was on the road taking care of my business. One day, Ruby's house caught 
fire and she needed help. It costed $1,700 for supplies, so I gave it to her. I was blessed to help. 

Every year our Christmas Program for the Needy became bigger and bigger. Our Sheriff, Fuzzy Keesee, would 
send his deputies down to help us with the traffic and crowd control. They would stand out In the cold, rain and 
snow many times just to keep everyone safe. That continued every year until now. Thank God for Fuzzy Keesee 
and his Deputies. They will always remain heroes. 

Ruby Staton will always be remembered lor the great food she prepared for everyone who worked the Christmas 
Party and made sure everyone had hot coffee or cocoa to drink. She baked the cake, lit the candles, and sang 
Happy Birthday to Jesus. We all know now where she is today. 

Ruby and 1 discussed the will several times, but I don't think she ever received one. (I was saddened by that) 
Fairy and leo Staton lived in front of the club, which is Jenny's son, Leo and his wife. leo and I got along most of 
the time, If he didn't get too high, 'cause that's when he wanted to take over everything there. Fairy was nice to me 
and often invited me to come and have dinner. leo didn't care if you liked him and didn't show much love for any· 
one either. By the way, Danny, who Is the one who Leo shot at, because he thought It was one of my customers in 
the yard! 1 know that there is lots of people out there that still remembers when Leo would make you move your 
car if you weren't parked to satisfy him or it would be hell. 

There Is a little plot of land In front of the Staton's house on US 23 in between the two driveways to Marlow's. 
Believe it or not, 1 had a permit from the Highway Department to use that when I had big cro~ds, but I had to make 
sure It was clean. We cleaned up more glass from windows of vehicles, broken bottles and nat is than anyone could 
Imagine. (Just another chapter). 

The Statons would sometimes have a dinner In the yard. One day Fairy came out to the club and asked If she 
could have some tables for the event. 1 was glad to help. I took the tables out to the yard and set them up and Falry 
said, "don't forget, dinner will be ready soon." I went back to the club where I lived upstairs. Soon Fairy came out 
and told me some of the family were talklng about hearing of the Will and said they didn't want me out there, but 
that was OK. They ate off my tables anyway. Then sometime after that, Leo and Fairy passed away and I've never 
been back to the house since. 

There is a law that states that a will cannot be probated more than 10 years after someone's death. Unfortunately, 
Mrs. Sammons did not find the will in that time. We tried to get around those time limits by proving that some of 
Mrs. Staton's family knew of the existence of my will. Four different times, Judge Coleman ordered that I be grant· 
ed a hearing to prove that. 

When 1 finally got a hearing, my case was decided by a judge and not a jury. The Judge who decided It was 
already upset at me tor appealing her earlier decision. She would not allow the will to be probated. 

Danny, one of their sons, moved in the house where the parents live, and from there on out It has been a lot of 
chaos. Soon after Danny and family moved In, Danny stopped taking the lease payment. After his parents passed 
away, Danny received the money for their part ot the lease which consisted of $133.33. I have certified receipts 
showing that he did receive payment up until he refused to accept the payments any longer. I have 6 different wit· 
nesses that would take the money and he would not accept it. 

One time, 1 even mailed it to him and one day I found It In my mailbox torn to small pieces, so I never attempted 

to pay him any longer and that's where the story came from about Olnny not receiving payment, and was the rea· 
son my friends In the court system gave me the eviction notice. 

Since I had been paying the other parties their part, don't you think someone ;.vanted a reason to have me 
moved? Pretty good plan, don't you think? And, hey, Joe, of course you don't know anything about this, do you? 
like when I was recently In Nashvllfe, Tennessee, recording and was on my way homa In london, Kentucky, I 
received a call that Danny and Joe had blocked the drlvewaya to Marlow's. When that Honorable Judge from 
Johnson Co. decided against me and gave me 30 day• to vacate or pay all of the money that was owed for the land 
and garbage, my name Is Marlow Tackett, not Marlow Money. The land was not In my name, so would you pay the 
taxes? You must remember, the will was hid for 10 years before It came out and 9 years lying dormant In the court 
system. I seldom ever went In 19 years without a day of hell, but It never stopped me from helping the less fortu· 
nate In Pike and surrounding counties and continuoualy planning how I could do more for the people, for my fam· 
lly and for my employees. Thank you God for continuous blasslngs, and yea, Satan Ia alive. 

Now, let's talk about trash. Several years ago I was offered the opportunity to do a video of myself and my music 
here in Pike County where I grew up. The company sent people here to explore the scenery and location. I was 
pleased to be the scout to show them around. Naturally, they wanted to explore where I wu born and raised on a 
hillside near the Flatwoods at Dorton, Kentucky, and a continuous longing to be there. 

The home place had been torn down, so I went there and built a cabin In the exact spot where the old home place 
stood, That was around 1978 or 1979. That was the old farm back then, I kept livestock there Including lots of hors· 
es for people to ride and a big garden each year. Since US 23 was a 4-tane now and they cut the mountain down 
at Dorton Hill, I had to park at the bottom and walk up when I wanted to spend some time there. On the Dorton side 
was a road that would take you to the Flatwoods. You could drive part way up the hill and down and the road would 
take you back to the Caney side where I lived. This was In 1985 or 1986. There were all kinds of animals, such as 
a cow, a mule, a big hog and several dogs, and trash plied up on the side of the hill by the tons. So we left and 
came back to tha 4-lane. There is a place on the Caney aide called Flat Fork where you could look up the moun­
tain and see the old home place. We stopped so they could take more pictures. Songwriter "Wild" Bill Emerson 
and Honky Tonk Hero, Gary Stewart, were along with the crew. I don't know how much they would remember. They 
were both high enough to go duck hunting with a raktl There was more trash and dead animals Including a flock 
or dead roosters. Needless to say, the mountain aroma wasn't very fragrant. 

1 never heard from the film crew or my video alnce. I wa1 very upset and went to the Pikeville Paper and got one 
of their reporters with a camera and showed him all of this. He did a front page story which Included many pic· 
tures and that was a far as It got. I think I have a copy of that paperi It' a burled In the midst of my 30-year moving 
extravaganza. At this time I was hauling my garbage from Marlow's to the landfill and paying my bill. Some other 
man from another county had taken over the Judges office around 1881 or 1982. That wn the lest I heard of that. 
Until some lady became County Judge-Executive along with aome guy from the other aide of the county who was 
appdlnted Judge. Each time I would receive a dumpater In thoH days to put the things that the needy couldn't use, 
the bill was $150.00. 

1 remember all the years this case has been In court. I remember all the Judgea It was handed up to and down 
to. Someone plsa1e tell me how come we couldn'1 havt a jury tr1111n Pike or floyd coontill, and I'm sure they're 
many good honest people who would give fair judgement and not hive to uu thll Honorable Judge from Johnson 
County to make a decision, or Is this the thing called court system? 

Oh, by the way, 1 almost missed something a paragraph or two ago. I made a statement that 1 had never been 
back to the house since Danny moved ln. Please forgive me, I'm aorry. Last summer, I was In my parking lot and 
heard someone yell for help. I ran to see what was going on and It was Farmer Danny pinned underneath the farm 
tractor. So 1 grabbed a big pole lying there and pried It up off or him. While someone else who came and helped 
pull him out and we had to take him across the yard to a vehicle, and once we got there, I told him I would drive 
him to the hospital and the only words he said to me was "I don't wam your help." He finally dragged himself Into 
the truck and spun off like a maniac towarda Pikeville. Oh well, at least Danny waan't hurt too bad. Recently, Danny 
was out by the highway raising hell during our 29th Annual Christmas for the Needy, because he didn't want the 
poor folks parking along the roadside. Thanks to the Deputies, the people got their gttts. 

Is there anyone out there who could tell me how many times Danny called the law on me, my employees or my 
supporters since he has lived nearby? And please get me a number of all the calls, if you can, especially because 
of all the cars parked along side the highway. Do you remember when all the cars parked up and down the edge 
of the highway tor all these big coal operator parties or the political meetings or when the United Mine Workers 
used my place, or when John V. Brown had that big fund raiser so he could win the Governor's Race? Where were 
you, Danny? Didn't you want Kelsey and Paul to see you raising hell? And I almost forgot, Berlin Coleman from 
the Pikeville National Bank was invited to do the Introductions at the meeting and sat at the head table with the 
dignitaries. He thought I was a nut at his bank when I tried to borrow the $30,000.00 I needed to pay Emmett 
Lawson for the club. He said, "Are you crazy, a nightclub In Pike County?" I had to make my way through the crowd 
at the club to thank him for coming that night and to shake his hand for coming to the bes1 club, not only In Pike 
County, but Eastern Kentucky. 

Here's a good one. Like the time they came to Marlow's to reid a party that was supposed to be a fundralser and 
they showed up on Thursday night after 8 p.m. when the party was held on Wednesday night. You talk about 
screwed upl But, they had to make a scene. It waa ladles night and the boogie crowd hadn't showed up, only very 
few 'cause It was too early. They had to check It out anyway, while they were there. They looked In my kitchen, my 
office, my storage room and finally Inside the club where they found three beert at one table. A father had brought 
his underage daughter to listen to the music while he had a drink. So Johnny arrested me In front of my lobby door, 
fleeced me down like I'd shot the President, then put me In the back seat to haul me off to jail. By the time we got 
to the highway, the crowd started coming in. He had to atop, get me out of the car, put me up against It, and fleeced 
me down again. He had to make sure everybody could aea what a big guy could really do. He hauled me off to fall. 
1 was arrested for the first time In my life. But, at that time the license wasn't in my name. UH-OH, wrong guy, DIS· 
MISSED! And yet, people have asked me why I didn't like John law. Okay, I forgive him. Anyway, the guy won the 
campaign. 

1 wish someone could help me understand why this case couldn't be tried in Pikeville or Prestonsburg, or any 
other county In front of a jury, where all the details could have been brought out. 

Maybe I've been too busy over the past years caring for the Ina fortunate, schools, churches, or those who lost 
their homes due to floods or fires, or tryfng to sell a few cart or have a few horse shows or entertaining my friends. 
1 promise to alii will do this as long as I can. And please, of all the good that I have done, give all the credit to the 
Lord. I still love everybody. 

I'm looking for a new location with pleasant working conditions. I wlmt to thank my Attorney, Larry Webster, and 
his office personnel who did all they could and always treated me like family. God bless all.

Berea Co_llege: Pioneer institution 
for racial and gender equality 
New book soon to 

be released 
bztroductionleditor 's note: The 

Universitv Pre.H of Kentucky will 
release the book Berea College: An 
Jllusrrared History, by former Berea 
College srudew and current college 
(lrchivist for the school. Shannon H. 
Wilson, rhis Friday, March 3. 

Wilson wkes tlze reader on an illus­
trated historical tour of Berea College 
from 1ts earliest beginmngs to current 
times through m-depth overviews of 
each of Berea s eight presidents. He 
highlights tire strengths. as we(( as the 
weaknesses. of each president and 
offers insight into the personalities and 
characteristics of each ana into the 
ways in which each president left his 
own indelible mark on the pioneer 
institution that is Berea College. 

Included in Wilson's acknowledg­
ments i.~ a "thank you'' to Floyd , 
County native and resident, the Rev. 
Johnnie E. Ross, n:hom Wilson 
acknowledges .for his continued 
encouragernem on this project. In 
addition to Rev. Ross, we here at the 
Times realize that many Floyd 
Countians hm•e academic connections 
to Berea College as well as ro many of 
Brrea 's conw!u_nity outreach pro­
grams. We belie1'c that this is a book­
that will be long treasured by many. 

In various writings from 1855 to 
1856, Kentucky abolitionist and for­
mer Presbytenan minister John G. Fee 
worked closely with other activists to 
seek northern support for a new pro­
gressive southern college that would 
be "anti-slavery. anti-caste, anti-rum, 
anti-sin'' and educate students regard­
less of race or class. That school, 
eventually nestled in Madison County, 
Kentucky, would become Berea 
College. a groundbreaking institution 
still thriving today. 

Berea College's stance on race and 
gender equality was rare, if not unique, 
among institutions in the South during 
the nineteenth century. According to 
Shannon H. Wilson, author of the new 
book Berea College: An Jllustrated 
History, the school created a constitu­
tion with deliberate language that wel­
comed everyone "Character was the 
measure for admission to the college," 
Wilson cxplams, "[and] Fee's commit­
ment to a doctrine of impartial 
love ... placed blacks and wh1tes on 
equal term'\.'' Berea also welcomed 
women, initially as a "Ladies' 
Course," which offered a three-year 
classical curriculum that prepared 
them for marriage, motherhood and 
teaching. While Wilson concedes that 
the women's education was not yet 
completely equal with the men's, he 
emphasize~ lhat in light of the era, "the 
fact that Berea would cheerfully wel 
come students regardless of race or 
gender was remarkable indeed, and as 
the founders saw 1t, ''right.'' 

ically progressive roots. Discussing 
student life, he characterizes the Berea 
student culture as distinctive. saying, 
"The students themselves built a world 
of their own, reflecting the values of the 
college. Fraternities and sororities, for 
example, were banned because they 
were secretive and promoted caste by 
admitting some and excluding others. 
Instead, there were literary societies." 
These societies, Wilson says, were open 
to all: ''An African American student 
was just as likely to be elected president 
of the society as a white student." 

Perhaps most shocking for its time. 
B~rea College condoned interracial 

dating and marriage. In 1872, the 
Board of Trustees developed a pobcy 
that permitled interracial dating and 
marriage. Wil<>on elaborates: "A dif­
ference in 'complexion· was not suffi­
cient grounds to prevent students from 
attending one another at social func­
tions or even from becoming 
engaged." Berea remained an open 
campus until the 1904 Day Law 
banned racial coeducation in 
Kentucky. Though Berea fought the 
law all the way to the United Stales 
Supreme Court, the school had to wait 
until the J 950s to continue its commit­
ment to diversity. 

Wilson chronicles these events and 
more in his book, examining every 
presidential administration up to and 
including the present. Supplemented 
with scores of descriptive pho­
tographs, Berea College: An 
Illustrated History describes Berea·~ 
student life, past and present, as well 
as the school's educational philoso­
phies. Wilson also outlines Berea 
College's ongoing phHamhropic quest 
to educate society's future leaders. 
Berea's recent Black Mountain Youth 
Leadership Program, for instance, 
aims to encourage academia. commu-

Cats - and their claws Part II 
by Dr. Carol Combs-Morris, DVM 

Last week we discussed problems cat 
owners encounter due Lo their cats' 
scratching activities. The majority of cats 
cau be taught to usc acceptable objects for 
scratching and as objects of play-notice 
I did not say this is always easy, just that 
it's often possible! There are always a few 
determined felines, however, who will 
continue to shred draperies and furntture, 
and/or will persist in attacking people. 

Keeping cats· nails tritnmed ts one way 
to reduce the amount of damage done, and 
it will help with loosening old claw 
sheaths. which is one of the reasons cats 
scratch objects to begin with. Nail trim­
ming is relatively simple in cats, because 
the claws arc always translucent white, 
making it easy to see the blood supply and 
the nerve, \Vhich runs in the same area at 

the base of each claw. Your vet can show 
you how to do this, including restraint 
techniques and the proper equipment. 
Rewarding the cat with a small bite of a 
tasty treat, such as tuna, after each paw or 
even after each nail may change IUs atti­
tude toward the whole procedure. 

Another option is use of a product 
called Soft Paws®. available through 
many veterinarians. These are flexible 
plastic nail caps that are adhered to the 
eat's claws with a medical-grade super 
glue. Many cats tolerate them surpri. ing­
ly well. especially afLer the inilta.l period 
of adjustment. They usually stay in place 
for several weeks, and taU off as the nail 
grows out. They are made of an inert 
material and are hannless if swallowed by 
the cat. Call your vet to <>ec if he or she

With the advent of new 
pain control methods which are 
safer to use in cats, the surgery 
may be the lesser of two evils if 
the only altcmative is the cat los­
ing his home or his life. When I 
had clients who had lO make the 
decision to declaw thei r cat, r 
referred them to another veteri­
narian who I felt was more 
skilled in the procedure and the 
needed post-surgical care. 
Honestly, these cats seemed to 
c.lo well, and appeared to sullcr 
very few long-term negative 
effects. If you have thought the 
matter over carefully, and con­
cluded that this is the only way to 
peacefully coexist with a tcrro1ist 
cat, don't feel like some sort of 
monster. It is a deci~ion made in 
your eat's best interest. Of 
course, a declawed cat should be 
kept strictly indoors. Although 
many dcclawed cats can ·still 
climb trees using their hind nails 
for tracuon. they have lost lhcir 
"mm) means of defense.
