PIKEVILLE- A 
Williamson, W.Va., woman 
was killed In a single vehi­
cle accident just after mid­
night Thursday when her 
1 989 Chevrolet van went 
off the road. 

Cora Hatfield, 45, was 
not wearing her seat belt 
and was partially ejected 

;;( from her van when it went 
off Route 292 at Aflex, in 
Pike County. She had 
been traveling south on 
the road when she lost 
control of the vehicle and 
crossed the center liNe 
before going off the road 
and over an embankment. 

A male passenger, who 
was wearing a safety belt. 
was injured in the accident 
and taken to South 
Williamson Appalachian 
Regional Hospital for treat­
ment. 

• Pike County Coroner 
Russell Roberts pro­
nounced Hatfield dead at 
the scene. The accident is 
under investigation by 
Trooper Jim Nolte, who 
was assisted at the scene 
by Roberts and the Belfry 
Volunteer Fire 
Department. 
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eeley gets no prison ti111e

PRESTONSBURG - An 
87-year-old llucysvillc woman 
who pleaded guilty to three sep­
arate dmg trafficking incidents 
last December upon a five-year 
sentencing .recommendation 
from the prosecution saw her 
sentence reduced to five years 
of strict probation at her formal 
sentencing in circuit court 
Friday. 

Judge John D . Caudill 
showed mercy on Dottie 
Neeley, who is in poor health, 
but didn't let her go without 

making sure that she understood 
she was a criminal. He blasted 
some media reports that she was 
a victim of inflation who turned 
to selling her medications to 
stay above water. 

"You never had a prescrip­
tion for marijuana," Caudill said 
to Neeley. He also labeled those 
media reports, "a bunch of crap 
in your case." 

Caudill then said firmly, 
"The public needs to know what 
kind of person you are. You're a 
convicted felon." 

Neeley was also fined $965, 
which she will have to pay to 
Operation UNITE, and $145 

that she will have to pay the 
court for costs. 

Neeley received national 
media attention when she was 
arrested by Operation UNITE 
officers for three separate inci­
dents of drug trafficking, 
involving hydrocodone, 
methadone and marijuana. Most 
accounts portrayed her as a 
helpless victim who succumbed 
to the lure of drug profits 
because she allegedly lived on a 
flXed income. Those reports did 
not include a family history rife 
with criminal prosecutions. as 
well as a stable financial back­
ground which saw Neeley po~t a 

$50.000 dollar cash bond one 
day before her allomcy could 
attend a bond reduction hearing. 

Neeley was originally set to 
be prosecuted by 
Commonwealth' s Attorney 
Brent Turner, who had to recuse 
himself from the case when 
Neeley wns allegedly caught on 
tape threatening to have Tumer 
and her son's girlfriend killed. 
The case was then taken up by 
David Jorjani. of the attorney 
general's office. 

Neeley entered her gu ilty 
plea for all three cases back in

Counties need 
money for jails 

lf coumy judge-executive. in Kentucky were asked to 
n, me their biggest fiscal headache, the most common 
an. wer would very likely be keeping their jaiL financially 
atloat. 

Tommy Turner of the Kentucky County Judge-Executive 
As. ociation said some counties are spending as much as 
half of their budgets on their jails. 

It's no wonder some countie ... have closed their jails 
entirely. Just a few years ago. Daviess Fiscal Court was 
contemplating a $1 million annual loss at the Daviess 
County Detention Center. That looming flood of red ink led 
directly to the county approving an occupational tax to pro­
vide more revenue. 

Daviess County's jail has so far managed to avoid some 
of tho e huge anticipated losses. but each year brings a 
~hallenge for Jailer David Osbome and his staff to balance 
revenue again t soaring expenses. Housing state, federal 
and out-of-county inmates, for which the jail receives corn­
pen ation, is the key ingredient to the jail's financial health 
or lack of it. 

That is why we were pleased when the Hou e Judiciary 
Committee approved a bill to increase the amount of money 
local j ils receive to house state inmate .. The "per diem," 
or the amount the jail receives for each inmate per day, will 
increase from $30.51 to $32.51 for the first year of the 
2006·08 biennium, with another $2 per day increase for the 
econd year. 

An 1 crease of $2 per day may not sound like much, but 
when it i. multiplied by the hundreds of state inmates typi­
cally bous d ... it quickly becomes significant. 
Hou~e Rill 274 is needed because large jails such as the 

DCDT and small jails as well should be compensated fairly 
for b. ~~p.,g stat~flm;l).te .,Withqut the willingness of county 
jail to take tate inq:mtes, the ·tate would have to build 
more prisons, which is always an expensive proposition. 

A lightly better per diem rate will help prevent jails 
from being overwhelming drags on county finances while 
freeing up money for things that better serve residents ... 
Having a jail that i better able to consistently stand on iL 
own financial feet could mean a lowering of occupational 
01 property tax rates. That is a result all would welcome.

And what happened to shocking the 
bourgeoisie? Well, they are much more 
enjoyable to shock than Islamists 
because, once duly shocked, the bour­
geoisie pack the kids into a minivan and 
head to a soccer game, rather than issue 
death threats and bum down embassies. 

Fear stalks the cartoon debate. 
Understandably. Few editors want to

And the State Department spokesper­
son was even more optimistic: "Rather 
than see a collap e or a setback. I think 
in some ways. you can see an affinna­
tion that the approach we've been taking 
has worked," said a department 
spokesperson. "You'\'e got political 
leadership acting together on behalf of 
the common good. and you've got secu-

rity forces demonstrating that capability 
and a responsibility as a national entity 
that we've been working to develop and 
that has now been put to the test and. I 
think, is proving successful."

The truth is that Iraq is 
teetering on tHe precipice 
of a civil war that would 
be all bm inevitable save 
for the active presence of 
our troops.

l have a feeling that Osama bin 
Laden is in a cave somewhere right now, 
smiling. Things couldn't have gone bet­
ter for him if he'd planned them this 

set limits on free speech in the West, and 
to give an advantage to those forces of 
backwardness - both religious and sec­
ular - that are resisting the moderniza­
tion of the Middle East. It is notable that 
Ayatollah Sistani, the pro-democracy 
cleric in Iraq. denounced the cartoon 
but reserved his harshest language for 
the Islamist provocateurs who are 
opportunistically fomenting violence 
over them. 

Thuggish intimidation has often been 
a weapon in the battle of ideas. Christian 
bishops were known to use rampaging 
crowds of monks to buttress their doctri· 
nal positions in what historian Paul 
Johnson calls "mob theology.'' He 
writes, "A fanatical religious mob could 
be used to blackmail a council of fright· 
ened ecclesiastics or even to overturn an 
imperial deci ion which impinged o~ 
Church affairs." Of course. that was 
1,500 years ago. 

No one has reason to fear organized 
mayhem from Christians anymore, 
thank God. The clash between ci viliza­
tions and, more importantly, within 
Islamic civilization exemplified by the 
cartoon controversy is over whether the 
day will come when we don't have to 
fear it from Muslims either.

MOVIES FROM 
THE BLACK LAGOON 

'Eaten Alive' 
byTOMDOTV

Director Tobe Hooper was hot off 
the success of "The Texas Chainsaw 
Massacre" when he filmed this horror 
hotel saga. Critics were none to kind 
to it but it is actually a good, if sub­
standard, horror yarn that, like 
"Chainsaw," gets a heap of mileage 
out of its gothic setting. 

This time out 
the action is set in 
a rundown motel 
nestled some­
where in the 
Louisiana bayou. 
You can feel free 
to pick which 
demerit keeps 
this place out of 
Fodor's Guide. 
They include: 

1) The manager 
is a scythe-wield­
ing lunatic. 

11111111 ....... 
2) The place is falling apart. 
3) The owner keeps a crocodile in 

the pond that sits in front of the main 
entrance and often feeds a guest or 
two to his pet when he can't make it to 
Pets mart. 

The manager's name is Judd and 
it's apparent from the get-go that he is 
a vacancy or two shy of a full house. 
His main challenge appears to be sat­
isfying customers. as he is prone to 
sttildng down guests }Yjth a nasty 
looking scythe and eeding the 
remains to his crocodile. 

Judd blows it in the opening scenes 
when he kills a prostitute whose fam­
ily then comes looking for her. He's 
also got a family of three staying at 
the inn and they are none too happy 
that the crocodile ate their dog. Throw 
in one small time hood using the place 
ac; a hideout and you have the mak­
ings for a fine episode of Fawlty 
Towers that is blended with choice 
elements of Alfred Hitchcock's 
"Psycho." The only difference here is 
that no one is laughing and Judd could 
never pull off cross-dressing, as he is 
embodied by noted character actor 
Neville Brand. 

Basically this is the cinematic 
equivalent of a roach motel, with 
guests never checking out, which 
probably explains tbe Jack of repair 
made around the facility and totally 
upsets the economic apple cart by 
guaranteeing there will be no repeat 
business opportunities. 

There is not a whole lot of plot to 
get in the way here, and Hooper 
spends more time tracking Judd with 
his camera than the supporting char­
acters. A subplot about the first vic­
tim's family showing up to investigate 
her death gets short shrift and the 
local sheriff is about ac; effective as 
Paris Hilton would be if you hired her 
to do your tax returns. 

The real star here is the location 
and Hooper makes the most of it. You 
can smell the mildew on the peeling 
wallpaper and a climactic chase scene 
through the building's subbac;ement is 
well rendered. The sequence is set in 
a three-foot crawlspace, with Judd 
having to slither on his belly as he

The Bengals and Buffalo 
Bills were the only teams to 
oppose the deal approved 
Wednesday. Buffalo's Ralph 
Wilson said owners weren't 
given enough time to under­
·tand the deal. 

Brown said Thursday that he 
voted against it for another rea­
son. 

''Economically. this is a very 
good deal for the players. it's a 
good deal for the high-revenue 
clubs, (but) it's a challenging 
deal for the low-revenue clubs," 

Brown said. "We didn't feel it 
was in the best interest of our 
team financially. That's why I 
voted against it. 

''That is not to say that this is 
a bad deal for the NFL overall or 
for the fans." 

The agreement will add clo e 
to a billion dollars to the play­
ers' revenue pool. and guarantee 
labor peace for six years. If the 
sides hadn't come to an agree­
ment, the 2007 sea on would 
have b~en played without a 
salary cap, and there was a pos­
sibility of a work stoppage in 
2008. 

Othe1r owners put aside their 
dislike of the deal to keep labor 
peace. Brown wanted to negoti­
ate mort!, even if it meant short­
term un~~ertainty. 

"I would have preferred at this 

time no deal," Brown said. talk­
ing to reporters at Paul Brown 
Stadium. "That doesn't mean we 
wouldn't have continued on. We 
have a contract for two more 
years when we made thi deal. I 
would have wanted to bargain for 
a better deal in the future." 

Brown said owners weren't 
given aU the detail of the agree­
menr before they voted on it. 

"I would say on principle. 
when you're doing an important 
deal, you should know what 
you're voting on in its entirety," 
he said.

Canine distemper 
suspected in raccoons foun

FRANKFORT - Official!> at 
the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources 
have received several reports of 
sick raccoons, which may indi­
cate that an outbreak of canine 
distemper has begun in several 
counties in Central and Eastern 
Kentucky. Between Feb. 24 and 
March 7, the department 
received reports of eight sick or 
dead raccoons in Christian, 
Franklin, Jefferson and Madison 
counties. 

Canine distemper is not a 
threat to humans. It occurs most 
often in raccoons throughout the 
Southeastern United States and 
is cyclic in nature, tending to 
show up about every five to 
seven years. Symptoms of the 

disease include distress. cough­
ing, sneezing, discharge from 
eyes and/or nostrils and diar­
rhea. Infected animals may have 
convulsions. tremors and chew­
ing fits. These animals may lose 
their fear of humans. They may 
stumble. fall. or walk in circles. 
Canine distemper runs its course 
rapidly. Death is often attributed 
to a secondary infection. 

Gray foxes and coyotes can 
contract the disea e. )t may 
appear as sporadic, isolated 
cases, or in Widespread out­
breaks. A healthy animal can 
contract canine distemper from 
direct contact with an infected 
animal or its body secretions 
and waste. However, rna t trans­
missions occur directly between 
animals. 

Unvaccinated dogs are sus-

ceptible to contracting the dis­
ease. Pet owners should keep 
their animal's vaccinations ~ur 
rent a\ a precaution. People whn 
feed their pets outdoors should 
take special care to remove an> 
leftover food. ll can auracr 
infected animals not completely 
debilitated by the disease. 

Never attempt to capture or 
aid any sick wildlife. Canine 
distemper i!> almost al\\ays fc~tal 
to infected animals. Biologists 
recommend leaving the sick ani­
mal alone and reporting it to 
Kentucky rish and Wildlife. 
toll-free helpline at 1-800-gss-
1 549. For more information on 
the topic, call the department's 
helpline and request a c;opy uJ 
the pamphlet.

Boat capsizes in 
Cumberland River tailwater

FRANKFORT - An unusual 
water release Thursday morning 
from Wolf Creek Dam in 
Russell County contributed to 
the capsize of a boar being oper­
ated by an experienced angler. 

Kentucky Depanment of Fi h 
and WJ.ldlife Resources 
Conservation Officer Tony Wright 
said a Russell County' father and 
son plunged into the 40- to 45-
degree water around 7 a.m. (CSD 
March 9 after their boat capsized 
near Wolf Creek Darn. 

The anglers. 4J-year-old Jeff 
Fugate and his 17 -year-old son. 
James Fugate. both of 
Creelsboro, remained in the 
water for approximately 45 min· 
utes before being rescued. The 
men were taken to a hospital in 
Russell County. where they 
were treated for hypothermia 
and released three hours later. 

"If they hadn't worn their life 
preservers, they would be 
dead," Wright said. 

The Fugates were fishing on 
the side of the dam that normal-

ly remain relatively calm while 
water is flowing through the 
structure to generate power. A 
concrete wingwall separates that 
side of the dam from the heavy 
current produced by the genera­
tor side of the dam. 

However. because of an ongo­
ing construction project at the 
nearby Wolf Creek National Fish 
Hatchery, sluice gates under­
neath the dam are being opened 
whenever the electrical genera­
tion hallS. These gates, which are 
rarely opened, kick a 30-foot tall 
column of water into the area of 
the tailwater that normally is not 
ubject to heavy cwrenl. The 

gates must be opened to provide 
water for the hatchery. 

Wright said the anglers' boa£ 
capsized when the Juice gates 
opened. The anglers were twice 
warned about the potentiuJ dan­
ger and told to leave the area 
prior to the gates being opened 
by a contractor working nearby 
and officials with the U.S. Army 
Corp of Engineers. ·•1 think 
because they were on the other 
side of the concrete wingwall, 

where the water' is ormally 
calm. they thought the) would 
be all right," Wright sa.id. 

Water s~amped the anglers· 
14-foot johnboat and it o er 
turned. A back eddy created by 
the current swept the father anu 
son to calmer water on the other 
side of the dam. There. Corps 
employee!> were able to lower 
ring buoys on ropes to keep 
them in place until the water 
could be turned off and a rescue 
boat dispatched, Wright said.

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Beliefs and burials 
Much of what we know about the 

Etruscans is from the hundreds 
of burial tombs that have been 
excavated. The walls of the 
tombs are decorated with 
elaborate paintings that depict 
many funereal rites. Duels to 
the death (a form of human 
sacrifice) were sometimes 

fought as part of the burial 
ceremony. (Some scholars think these 
duels may have evolved into the 
Roman gladiator games.) 

The Etruscans worshipped many gods 
and goddesses and built temples 
where offerings were made. The main 
gods were Tinia, ruler of the universe; 
Uni (Tinia's wife), the protector of 
cities and births; and Menrva, 
the healer. 

The Etruscans foretold the future by 
observing signs such as 
lightning and the flight of birds, and by 
examining the organs of 
sacrificed animals.
