Overall, more than 
56,000 Kentuckians regis­
tered to vote before the 
Oct 1 0 deadline, giving the 
state a near-record number 
of eligible Kentucky voters 
in the coming election. 
That includes about 30,000 
additional Democrats and 
nearty 22,000 newly regis­
tered Republicans. 

"That's good, • Secretary 
of State Trey Grayson said 
of the numbers Thursday. 
"Hopefully, a lot of those 
.fbters will become first­
time voters and not just 
first-time registrants. • 

Currently, Kentucky has 
about 2.77 million regis­
tered voters. In Kentucky's 
history, the largest number 
of people ever registered to 
O'ote for an election was 
2. 79 million in the 2004 
general election.

College students volunteer 
at The David School

DAVID - Nestled in the 
hills of a former coal mining 
camp, The David School is one 
that surpasses many people's 
expectations. Many times peo­
ple who have not witnessed 
what this school is ali about real­
ly don't understand or appreci­
ate what it has done for many 
teenagers in the area.

Schools team together with technology to offer class

m HAT - With educational 
funds becoming ever more 
tight. two Floyd County high 
schools have discovered a way 
to make their educational dol­
lars stretch. 

The schools, South Floyd 
and Betsy Layne, share a 
teacher. 

Sharing a teacher among 
schools is not necessarily a new 
practice, but what makes the 
South Floyd/Betsy Layne situa­
tion unique 1s the innovative 
way in which the process is 
being implemented. 

Charlie N. Vance Jr., a 
retired principal from West 
Virginia who found that he 

"didn't much like retirement," 
is currently able to teach 
Spanish language classes to stu­
dents at two different schools, 
located miles apart - simulta­
neously. 

"I was initially a little hesi­
tant about the idea." said South 
Floyd principal Keith Henry, 
"but so far, it's working out 
great. Everything bas gone real­
ly smooth." 

Vance is able to teach the 
two classes at the same time 
through the use of a process 
referred to as web streaming. 
Television sets with special 
internet connections. cameras 
and microphones are set up at 
both schools, thereby enabling

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More info needed 
to solve problem 

That a study by the office of Auditor Crit Luallen con­
cludes the number of dropouts reported by Kentucky school 
districts is too low come. as no pa.tticular surprise. It is 
something this newspaper and many others have u5.pected 
for years but have lacked the data to prove. 

Luallen's . tudy attempts to provide more accurate statis­
tics, but even her number may not be accurate. Education 
Commissioner Gene Wilhoit agree · that the ·tate 
Depanment of Education hould make ··a more diligent 
effort'' to help school districts report accurately the number 
of students who drop out, but he called the auditor' con­
tention that the dropout rate is underreported by 30 percent 
as much too high. 

Whether the auditor's figures are accurate or not, the 
study does clearly show that improvements are needed in 
the way school districts report their dropout ligures. Luallen 
is right when she says: "What's really important is that if we 
don't know how many students we're losing, it's impos ible 
to set priorities to put resources into solutions to keep tu­
dents in school.'' 

According to figures submitted by school district , only 
3.47 percent of . tudents in grades 9 through 12 dropped out 
during the 2004-2005 school years, but the auditor's report 
-based on studem information system data- said the rate 
should have been 4.7 percent. 

One problem is the failure of school districts to report 
summer dropouts. If a. tudent enrolled at the end of the 
school year does not return in the fall, that student is not 
reported as a dropout because he or she was never enrolled 
during the new school year. But if the student is not enrolled 
in another school, he or she is a dropout. 

The auditor's office recommends changes in the student 
information system to properly code and track student by 
name or identification number. to record summer dropouts 
and allow infonnation to be tracked over multiple school 
years. 

It is not easy for school districts to keep track of all stu­
dents. A student may transfer to another public . chool dis­
trict in Kentucky or another state, or to a private school, or 
even be home schooled. It would be inaccurate to classify 
such students as dropouts. 

Kentucky law ha" a number of incentives to encourage 
young people to stay in school. Those under the age of 16 
cannot drop out, and those between the ages of 16 and 18 
cannot receive their driver's licenses if they are not in 
schooL School districts also target "at-tisk'' kids at an early 
age in an effort to keep them in school until graduation. 

However. when one compares the number of graduating 
seniors in a high school with the number in the freshman 
class four years earlier. the freshman clas. is invariably con­
siderably larger. That tells u that more than just a handful 
of students are failing to graduate from high school. 

That's disturbing, because the odd. of. omeone without a 
high school degree succeeding in today's highly competitive 
world are extremely long. Indeed. with few exceptions, most 
high school dropout<·• spend their live on the lowest rungs 
of the economic ladder, lacking the basic skills needed to 
climb any higher. 

Certainly, the number of high school dropouts is le. s than 
it was in the 1920 and 1930s, but that doesn't mean the 
dropout problem has disappeared. Luallen is right: Until we 
know the extent of the problem, we don't know how to 
attack it.

Since Secretary of State 
Condoleeu.a Rice's recent Middle 
East tour concluded without concrete 
re ults, and unity talks between Fatah 
and Hamas remain at a standstill, the 
possibility of an hraeli-Palestinian 
political compromise appears bleaker 
than ever. But Palestinian lives and 
livelihoods should no longer be held 
hostage to the reigning diplomatic 
stagnation. 

It has been more than six months 
since the United States and its 
European allies imposed an econom­
ic embargo on the democratically 
elected Hamas-Jed government. 
Recent media reports have detailed 
the alarming econom1c, social and 
humanitarian consequences of this 
blockade for Palestinian society. 
While international relief organit.a­
tion-. have warned of a humanitarian 
crisis should external funding not 
resume, they neglect to explain the 
history. context and likely outcome' 
of the impending emergency. 

It ha'i been six years since Israel 
tightened it'> \ystem of checkpoint" 
and closures on the occupied West 
Bank. Gaza and East Jerusalem at the 
starr of the second intifada. 
Palestinians' income has deflated and 
their meager savings deplered by 
years of economic suffocation. 
Unemployment, poverty and disease 
are spreading, and signals of incipi­
ent social breakdown ahound. This is 
the kindling of conflagrations to 

come. 
The financial siege on the 

Palestinian Authority is particuhuly 
devastating because Palestinians 
have been forced by the Israeli occu­
pation into almost complete depen­
dence on foreign aid lor growth. 
development and survival. Neither 
the stale economy nor family budgets 
can become <;elf-sustaining when an 
external power wields ncar-absolute 
control over the movement of people 
and goods. 

While the lsraeli government 
claims security concerns to justify 
prohibitions on Palestinian move­
ment, human rights groups like 
B 'Tselem have found that the closure 
of the Rafah crossing between Gua 
and Egypt, for example, serves as a 
blatant means of collective punish­
ment. There are numerous document­
ed cases recounting lsraeli soldiers' 
abu<>e of Pale.;tinians at checkpoints. 
During the recent \\ ar between Israel 
and Hezbollah. many Palestinians 
reported being forced to denounce 
the Hezbollah leader. Sayyid Hasan 
Nasrallah. bdorc they were allowed 
to pa~:;. Such behavior has little to do 
with Israeli state security, and every­
thing to do with the hullying and 
intimidation from an occupying 
power. 

Now that teacher,, school admin­
i~trator ... and other civil -,ervants arc 
striking to protest the:: emhargo on 
their Palestinian Authority·pald 
salaries. student:.' educations urc 
likewise impeded. UNI f:l..F reports 
that the majority of the I, 726 
Palestinian public schools are either 
partially or completely closed.

The group. ·which indudes u preg­
nant woman. arrives and is surprised 
to find that the island appears de ·crt­
ed. They promptly split up to ~;earcb 
it. Dcsptte ominous warnings, such a~ 
"go av.:ay" etched into the dust of a 
store window. they continue to search. 
Meanwhile. the creature from the 
beginning strikes at the boat and 
beheads the captain before making off 
wtlh the woman in an eerie set piece 
that hus him dragging her off in the 
same -;hot as where we glimpse the 
group returning to their boat, which 
has been set adrift. 

·n1ey arc fon:ed to spend the night 
so they hold up in one room together, 
which appears to be a mart idea. 
When one character awakens from a 
noi,e. however, she decide:. to seek 
llUt the cause by herself, armed only 
w1th a candle.

RAY: Larry. 
if I could <>ay

TOM: Hey, who'rc you

RAY: First of all, I'd be 
cautious about taking TV auc­
tions too seriously. It might

.,. doesn't always accurately 
retlect reality. 

TOM: While there 's no 
way to knl)W for certain which 
c<u·s will increase in value, 
most collectible (read: "valu­
able") cars tend to have one 
thing m common: They tend to 
be rare. 

RAY: So you're not likely 
to see Ford Tauruses or Toy uta 
Camrys fetching high prices 
down the road. 

TOM: The car!> that arc 
worth the most money. in gen­
eral, are cars - or versions of 
cars - that were produced in 

!lf'small quantities. And. unfortu­
nately. cars that are produced 
in small quantities tend to be 
what? Expcnsrve now! 

RAY: So rather than try to 
guess what car collectors will 
want 30 years hence, we'd 
suggest one of two options. 
One is the approach favored 
by Craig Fiugerald. editor of 
Hemmings Motor News (''the 

bible of the collector-car 
hobby"). Craig says rather 
than buying a nC\o\' car now. he 
would buy something older 
that is already generat1ng 
some interest - but not 
enough to have become ''hot" 
yet. 

TO.Vl: For instance. Craig 
points out that the 1968-1972 
Chevy Chevelle SS, Olds 442 
and Buick Gran Sport are all 
worth lot!> of money right now. 
But the l973s are selling for 

about a third 
of the price. 
He thinks 
they're just as 
nice in many 
ways. So he'd 
take a gamble 
on something 
like that. Just 
remember that 
it's :.till a gam­
ble. 

RAY: But 
our advice 

'-•w•,.•~~ would be to 
forget all 
about "invest­
ing" in a car. 
Instead, just 

buy a car you really love. 
Since the monetary value of a 
car is hard to predict - and 
the overwhelming majority of 
them become almost worthless 
- buy a car that makes you 
happy when you drive it and 
makes you smile when you 
look at it. 

TOM: And when you give 
that to your grandchildren. no 
matter what Its financial value, 
if II have real value to them 
because it was "Grandpa'!> 
favorite car." Then they'll 
really cherish it Until they 
wrack it up or sell it for beer 
money. Good luck. Larry. 

Dleself versus gasoline 
engines 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I am looking to buy a car 

soon, and l am thinking about 
getting a diesel. because of 
their great gas mileage. I know 
a thing or two about cars, but 
I'm not a professional 
mechanic yet, as I'm still in 
high school. I've heard that it's 
much more expensive to 
change the oil in a diesel than 
a regular gasoline engine. Is 
that tme? Thanks. - Phil 

RAY: In general, yes. 
Diesel engines are harder on 
oil than gasoline engines. 

They run dirtier. and the oil 
gets filthy faster because soot 
blows hy the piston rings and 
into the crankcase. 

TOM: So, most manufac­
turers or diesel engines recom­
mend that you change a 
d1escl's oil more frequently 
than you need 10 change the ml 
in a gasoline engine. 

RAY: Secondly. there's 
more oil tn change on a lot of 
diesels. Most diesel engines 
hold one and a half to two 
times as much oil as their 
gasoline counterparts. So. for 
instance. if you're changing 

the oil in your Dodge Ram 
with a gasoline engine. you'll 
need seven quarts of oi I. If you 
have the Cummins die~cl 
engine, you 'II need 12 4uans. 

TOM: Finally. there's the 
type of oil the engine uses. 
Lately, more diesel-engine 
manufacturers have been 
~witching over to synthetic oil. 
hecau\C it lubricates better and 
can go longer between 
changes. That's why the Jeep 
Liberty Diesel's oil needs to be 
changed only every 12.500 
miles. An improYement, right? 

RAY: Sure. But here's the 

rub: Synthetic oil costs four 
times as much as regular, old. 
dinosaur mi. 

TOM: So, while you might 
have to change the oil on your 
diesel Liberty only every 
12.500 miles. it's going to cost 
you 80 or 90 bucks to have 
someone dmin your crankcase 
and refill it with fi.3 quarts of 
synthetic oil 

RAY: The specifics vury 
from manufacturer to manu­
facturer. and even from car to 
car. For instance. the VW Jctta 
recommends synthetic oil for 
both the dwsel AND gasoline 

engines it offt:rs. And the oil­
change intervals for the two 
types of engines are identical. 
So we can't give you an 
absolute answer that will be 
true for every diesel engine. 

T0!\1: But you need to do 
the math and ask some ques­
tions before you go diesel. Ask 
which type of oil is recom­
mended, the oil capacity and 
rhe reconuncndcd oil-change 
interval. You' II probably get 
hettcr mileage with a diesel. 
but in most cases, some of that 
-.avings will go toward cover­
ing higher oil-change bilh.
