LOUISVILLE'­
Kentucky saw a drop in 
childhood poverty last year 

jl.'for the first time in three 
years, but the figure 
remains above the national 
average, according to new 
U.S. Census estimates. 

About 216,000 children 
in Kentucky, or 22.5 per­
cent, lived below the feder­
al poverty line last year, 
above the national aver­
age of 18.5 percent. That 
gave Kentucky the 11th 
highest rate in the United 
States. 

The census bureau 
reported the poverty line 
for a family of four at 

,t119,971 last year. 
James Ziliak, director of 

the University of Kentucky 
Center for Poverty 
Research, said many low­
and middle-income fami­
lies are struggling in 
Kentucky. 

"I think that's largely dri­
ven by some changes in 
the economic structure in 
lhe commonwealth- the 
departure of good-paying 
manufacturing jobs and 
the replacement of those 
jobs with lower-paying, 
service-related-type jobs," 

.., Ziliak said. 
Nancy Cauthen, deputy 

director of National Center 
for Children in Poverty, 
said the myth about poor 
families having parents 
who don't work isn't true. 

"Nationally, at least two­
thirds of children living in 
poverty have at least one 
parent who Is employed," 
said Cauthen, who is 
based in New York.

warrant was issued stemming from two separate 
incidents in which undercover agents allegedly 
purchased drugs from Holbrook. 

The search warrant was executed when offi­
cers entered Holbrook's small brown home and 
placed him under arrest. Officers searched the 
three-room home and his property, including two 
vehicles parked in the driveway, a large trailer 
and the Beaver Creek area that is directly behind 
his home at the bottom of a steep hill. 

Several thousand dollars in numerous illegal 
drugs and cash were seized during the search. 
Task force agents also found small scales and 
plastic bags normally used to hold drugs. 

When the indictment warrant was served 
against Holbrook, there were two other men in 
h.is home. The two men were placed in handcuffs 
and told to wait outside while the officers con-

Man who took girls from school pleads gullty

PRESTONSBURG - An Elkhorn 
City man will spend a year in jail after 
entering a guilty plea Monday stem­
ming from an incident in 2005 when 
he engaged in sexual activity with a 
girl who was 16 at the time. 

John Belcher, 24, pleaded guilty to 
two counts of criminal trespassing, 
two counts of custodial interference, 

unlawful transaction with a minor, 
unlawful imprisonment and driving 
while on a suspended license. Belcher 
was sentenced to 12 months in jail, 
which will be followed by 24 months 
of supervised probation, meaning if 
Belcher violates any law within two 
years of his release he will return to 
jail for another 365 days. 

Belcher was charged with the 
crimes in May 2005 after the girl's 
parents discovered that she had been 

talking lo Belcher online. After he 
went to a school function at her 
school without signing in to attend the 
event, be arranged to get together 
with her a few days later. Belcher 
picked the girl up at her school along 
with one of her friends in March 2005 
and while they drove around Belcher 
engaged in sexual activity with her 
before dropping the two girls back off 
at school. 

Belcher agreed to plead guilty 

because it was a big risk for him to go 
to trial, even if he won. Chief 
A sistant Commonwealth 's Attorney 
Wayne Taylor said the case could 
have led to the creation of a new law 
or a reversal of current Jaws regarding 
minors and the age of consent upon 
appeal. 

"We're certainly pleased they (the 
girl ) didn't have to go through a trial, 
but I'm happy to get all of the convic­
tions we did," Taylor said.

There i no security crisis on the northern border to warrant 
such alarm. Undocumented aliens are not flowing across the 
border in droves. The situation in Northern New York and acros 
the U.S.-Canadian border is managed just fine by the civil and 
military personnel already in place on both side of the border. 

This is an example of post-9-11 hysteria. Those in Congress 
responsible for the report should get a grip.

Petting zoo are 
hotbeds of E. coli bacteria, and 
numerous people, mo t.ly children, 
have been infected with the potential-

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ly deadly disease after visiting such 
displays. Some children have died; 
others have required kidney trans­
plants. Infections can pread through 
direct animal contact or simply by 
touching the surroundings near an 
animal exhibit. 

A spokesper on for the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention 
recently said, "We're seeing increa -
ing outbreaks [of E. coli] at petting 
zoos. Unfortunately, the smallest 
children are the most susceptible/' 

Hand-washing guidelines do little 
to protect people, and absolutely 
nothing to help animals. The Animal 
Welfare Act, which doesn't even 
cover birds, horse , and orne other 
species, only requires pening zoo to 
give animals enough room to tand 
up and tum around. Many petting 
zoos fail to meet even the e minimal 
standards. 

It's time to shut these unhealthy, 
inhumane exhibits down for good. 
The risks to both people and animals 
is simply too great to allow them to 
stay in busines . For more informa­
tion on petting zoos, please vi it 
www.WildlifePimps.com.

Q estion: I didn't get a tlu 
hot laM year and neither 

did anyone in my family. 1 
am healthy, age 30 and have two 
healthy small children, ages 2 and 4.

are given at different times depending 

on where you live. Usually the "flu 
season" is from the fall into early win­
ter. Your doctor will know when to 
give flu shot-; in your locale, but usu­
ally this is done in October and 
November. You should be aware that 
influenza vaccination recommenda­
tions change from year to year based 
on re earch and medical knowledge. 

Influenza is a major illness in the 
United States causing up to 20 percent 
of the population to get ick. 
Annually, more than 200,000 people 
are ho pilalited, and about 36.000

people die from the flu. Some people 
are at greater risk than other . This 
includes older people, young children 
and people with chronic medical con­
ditions, regardle s of age. 

Influenza can spread quite rapidly. 
This is due in part to the fact that you 
can spread it to another person for sev­
eral days before you have any symp­
toms or are even aware that you are 
sick. Influcnz.a can be spread from 
person to person in many different 
way . One common route is by virus­
laden droplets expelled into the air 
from coughing, sneezing or even talk­
ing. You can also get the virus by 
shaking hands or by touching a conta­
minated surface uch as a table top. 
telephone, computer keyboard or even 
the steering wheel of your car. lf you 
then touch your hands to your no e or 
mouth - or evon just rub your eyes 
-the germ can enter your system. 

So now to your question. The 

Centers for Di ea e Control and 
Prevention recommends flu shots for 
all people over age 65, and all adult 
or chiJdren with chronic medical con­
ditions. The final recommendations 
for the 2006-2007 season are not out 
yet, but it i · likely that flu shots will be 
recommended for all children 6 
months to 5 years old as well as their 
household contacts. AJJ health-care 
workers should be vaccinated a~ well 
as day-care providers and close con­
tacts of people over 65. Any person in 
clo e contact with omeone at high 
risk for influenza complications 
should get a shot. 

Given the information in your 
que. tion, including your young chil­
dren, it would appear that you and the 
other members of your famiJy proba­
bly should have a flu shot this year. 
However, your physician should make 
the final recommendation. Be ure he 
or she ha'> all of the mforrnation about 

close contacts and household contacts. 
Finally. there are a few people who 

should never get a flu shot. These 
include £hose with certain allergie.c; or 
who have had reaction. to the flu hot 
in the pasr, a well as children under 6 f' 
months old.

VERSAILLES - Thomas David Matijasic, professor of history 

1 at Big Sandy Community and Technical College (BSCTC), 
was honored Sunday, September 17, as a recipient of the 
2006 Acorn Award by the postsecondary education commu­
nity. 
The Acorn Award, first presented in 1992 by the Kentucky 
Advocates, recognizes outstanding teachers at Kentucky's 
public or independent colleges and universities with a $5,000 
honorarium. Recipients are chosen based on information 
they provide about their reasons for selecting college teach­
Ing as a profession, their philosophy of teaching, and their 
professional ach levements. 
Or. Peter Stanley Fosl, a professor at Transylvania 
University, also was honored with a 2006 Acorn Award. 
A resident of Hager Hill, in Johnson County, Dr. Matijasic 
earned his bachelor 's degree from Youngstown State 
University In Youngstown, Ohio; his masters degree from 

" Kent State University; and his doctorate from Miami 
i University In Oxford, Ohio. 

Having taught history courses at BSCTC tor more than 20 
years, he has received a number of awards including the 
National Institute for Staff and Organizational Development 
(NISOD) Teaching Excellence Award five times.

The Floyd County Board of 

Education, meeting in special session 
9/14/06, after having held a mandated 
publ ic hearing on proposed tax rates 
for the 2006-2007 school year, levied a 
rate that will increase property tax rev­
enue by approximately four percent. 
The board is required to levy a rate 
every year and CANNOT levy rates for 
future years. The real property rate 
levied was 55.1 cents per hundred or 
an increase of 2.1 cents per hundred 
dollars of assessed value over last 
year's rate of 53.0 cents per hundred. 
This equates to 21 cents per $1,000, or 
$2.10 per $10,000, or $21.00 for every 
$1 00,000 of property assessment. The 
personal property rate increased o~ly 
.4 cents per hundred from 59.0 in 
2005-2006 to 59.4 for the 2006-2007 
year. This equates to an increase of 4 
cents per $1,000 or 40 cents per 
$10,000 or $4.00 per $100,000. The 
rates for next year will be tabulated by 
the Kentucky Department of 
Educatuion in July or August of 2007. 
The property tax rates for the 2007· 
2008 year, will be based on the amount 
of revenue generated by the prior year 
rates and on property assessments 
given to the KY Department of 
Revenue by the local PVA as of 
January 1 , 2007.
