The crisis component 
is designed to help pover­
ty level families and indi­
viduals pay heating bills if 
they are in danger of los­
ing their primary source of 
heat as a result of being 
unable to pay their bill. 

A household is consid­
ered to be in a home 
heating crisis if the house­
hold is within four days of 
running out of bulk fuel 
(coal, fuel oil, propane, 
kerosene or wood as the 
primary heating source; 
the household has 
received a past due/dis­
connect notice if natural 
gas or electric is the heat 
source; or the household's 
home heating costs are 
included in the rent and 
the household has 
received an eviction 
notice for non-payment of 
rent. 

To be eligible for the 
crisis assistance, house­
holds must meet federal 
eligibility income guide­
lines and verify that a 
heating crisis exists.

Beshear outlfues plans to cut state spending

FRANKFORT - Gov. Steve 
Beshear outlined his plan to rein in 
tate spending Friday, including 

restrictions on state hiring and travel, 
attrition of tate employee and a 
reduction in travel expense . 

Beshear aid that without the cuts, 
the state would be hort about $300 
million in the current budget that runs 
through June 30. 

"There's going to be pain," Beshear 
declared at a crowded Capitol pres 
conference. 

Be hear's plan whinled down about 
$78 million from the more than $430 
milhon expected shortfall in the cur-

rent budget year. The govemor. aid 
he's al o authorizing the state to use 
about $145 million left over from the 
previous fiscal year and about $42 mil­
lion in unbudgeted or exces funds to 
cover the gap. 

The remaining deficit musr be dealt 
with by the legislature, Be hear aid, 
because it includes new tate spending 
for expen es such a Medicaid and 
corrections. The General Assembly 
begin it budget se ston next week. 

Still, Beshear ay the larger prob­
lem looming for lawmakers is expect­
ed money problem in the coming two 
years. State revenue next year is 
expected to fall hort of the current 
spending levels by about $525 million, 
Beshear said. 

Senate President David Williams, 
R-Burke ville, aid after a morning 
briefing wilh Beshear that he doesn't 

. consider Kentucky's budget woes a 
cri is. Rather, he con iders the current 
financial crunch an opportunity for the 
tate to "tighten its belt," William 

said. 
"There are always challenges in the 

budgeting proce , but I don't particu­
larly think that this i a cri is," 
Williams told reporters earlier outside 
Beshear's office. "You know, it' an 
opportunity for tate government to 
tighten irs belt." 

Beshear announced last week the 
tale was facing a $434 million short­

fall. With a carry-over smplu from 
last year, the tate must make up about 

$290 million or risk not being able to 
pay its bill , Beshear said. 

State agencies and public univer i­
ties were told to sugge t ways of slash­
ing their current budgets by 3 percent, 
Be hear aid. 

The university spending cuts this 
year would amount to about $34.5 mil­
lion, according to the Council on 
Postsecondary Education. The 
University of Kentucky, which 
receive about $335 million in state 
funding, is facing the largest ingJe ut 
of more than $ ! 0 mil1ion. 

Universities were cons idering a 
range of option to cope, including hir­
ing freeze . pay and benefit cut and a 
reduction in travel.

The case against Phillip 
Dufour. an employee of ~tate 
road contractor Elmo Greer & 
Sons of London, was re ·oJ ved 
Friday by an agreement thal 
required him to pay a $10,000 
fine. In addition. Elmo Greer 
and Son agreed to pay 
$250.000 to cover the cost of 
the investigation. 

The agreement also 
requir~ the company to coop 
crate in further investigations 
by providmg names of other 
who may have been invohed, 
Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo aid. 

"Protecting our political 
prL'lCess 1s essential LO free­
dom," Stumbo sa1d m a state­
ment "With thrs cnminal plea 
and srgnificam fine, we have 
flrcd a shot across the bow of 
all who seek to tainr elections 
with illegal contributions." 

Dufour entered his guilty 
plea to the felon} charl!e in 
Frankfort Count~ Cunrit 
Court.

Banks, consumers 
share responsibility 

Tn hardly the time it took to tear through the packages 
under the tree, Americans ' holiday financial concerns shifted 
from retailers won-ying consumers weren't buying enough 
to consumers wondering how they'll pay for all they bought. 

Sobering up from holiday credit-card bender is nothing 
new for Americans, but this year' economic hangover may 
last longer than ever and have more ·erious side effects. 

According to an A. sociarcd Pres. report, American. went 
into thi shopping season behind on credit-card payments 
like never before. The number of families at least 30 days 
behind jumped by 26 percent la.::t year, .with the greatest 
increase coming in those more than three months overdue. 

Overall, Americans owe more than $920 billion in credit 
card debt. The average family carries more than $8 000 in 
uch debt. 

But more troubling than how much American::. owe is 
what they're flashing that plastic for. A growing number of 
familie. use credit cards just to make ends meet. The AP 
report sugge ts that growing mortgage problem , shrinking 
home values and a weakening job market are forcing famj­
lies to charge necessities, like food and tuition. 

With credit card interest rates as high as 36 percent and a 
host of surcharges, it's ea y for families to dig themselves 
into a hole they can't climb out of. Last year, Americans 
defaulted on $961 million in credit card debt, an 18 percent 
increase from the previous year. 

Money problem. lead to increa~ed stress and family con­
flict. They truncate career aspirations. They exacerbate men­
tal health problems. They rob families of vacations and 
leisure activities that bonds and memories are made of. 

The credit card industry is a lucrative one, last year gen­
erating profits of more than $30 billion before taxes. It al ·o 
serves Americans ' predj}ection for financial flexibility­
and impulse buying. For both reasons, credit cards are not 
going away. The que. tion i how to limit their potential for 
harm. 

One step i. reform in the credit card industry. Like the 
mortgage industry, it's flush with deceptive tactics, includ­
ing tenns that can change at any time for any rea. on, and 
penaltie. sometimes triggered by a payment even a few 
hours late. 

The second is for consumers to exert a new measure of 
self-discipline - always hard to do bul never more so than 
while they truggle with shifting mortgage rates and job 
uncertainties. 

Young people need to grow up with good financial 
instruction. Colleges need to help young adultc; manage. 
rather than jump into. early credit-card debt. And adults 
need access to financial counseling before they've spent 
themselves into a corner. 

Credit cards, we should all remember, make useful ser­
vants but terrible masters.

Mike Huckabee is not running a 

substance-free campaign ha. cd on 
biography and applause lines. No, the 
former Arkansas governor has lhe 
distinction of advocating the most 
radical - and politically unsalable 
and substantively daft - proposal of 
any major presidential candidate of 
either party. 

It is the so-called FairTax. It 
would eliminate the income and pay­
roll taxes and replace them with a 
(. upposedly) 23 percent national 
sales tax. Not given to rhetorical 
undero;,lalement, Huckahee sa)S, 
"When the FairTax becomes law. it 
will be like waving a magk wand 
releasing w; from pain and unfair­
ness." Waving a magk wand IS about 
right - since the Fair'fax 1s a betl­
timc story for IRS-hating conserva­
tives. 

Huckapec adopted the plan when 
he, unknown and languishing far 
back in the polls, was a Not Ready 
tor Prime Ttme Player. It probably 
seemed a cheap way lo inoculate 
Huckabee from his tax-raising histo­
ry as Arkan a governor. Huckabee 
both raised and cut ta.'Xcs during his 
lD years as governor, but hls tax 
hikes outweighed his tax euts by half 
a billion dollars. 

Tactically, the FairTax ol'l'ered 
Huckabee a built-in cadre of activist~ 

in the <.·ructal state of Iowa. Tapping 
in lo the bu loads ofFairTax support­
ers there, he finished second in the 
Towa Straw Poll in August and beal 
fellow sociaJ conservative Sen. Sam 
Brownback - who was never heard 
from again - by less than 400 votes. 

So the 
FairTax has 
gJ.Ven Hucka 
bee a conve­
nient talking 
point, and it 
boosted him in 
a key test of 
Iowa strength 
tlve months 
before anyone 
actuaLly votes. 
Never mind 
that it is

unworkable and would be politically 
deadly in a general election. 

To avoid the risk of getting both a 
national sales lax and an income lax, 
FairTaxers would bavc to repeal the 
16tb Amendment. Good luck. 
Huckabee's magic wand will come in 
handy. 

Then, there' the rate of lhe sales 
tax. FairTaxers say that a 23 percent 
rate would be enough to replace cur­
rent revenue.<;. Whar they really arc 
talking about is a Lax of 30 cenl on 
every dollar - what most people 
would con ider a 30 percent rate. The 
government would pay the tax on all 
its purcha e , a gimmick "done ole­
ly to make revenues under the 
FairTax. seem larger than they really 

are," writes economist Bruce Bartlett 
The congressional Joint Committee 
on Taxation ha<; estimated that lhc 
rate would have to go as high as 57 
percent. 

The tax would apply to every­
thing, even medical expenses, so it 

would amount to 
an incredibly 
regressive tax on 
even the most 
necessary pur­
chases or low­
and middle­
income taxpay­
ers. The home 
mortgage deduc­
tion would he 
gone, and 
inslead buyers 
would pay a 30 

percent (at feast) tax on their homes. 
To make up for this burden, the gov­
ernment would send monthly "pre­
bate" checks to all Americans based 
on income. (And you thought our 
current tax scheme was complex?) 

Any of thc.<;e point'> makes the 
Fair'fax so vulnerable to attack that 1t 
would kick away the tax issue as a 
Republican trength. This is why no 
serious camiidate would ever endorse 
it. And why, despite hi'> stupefying 
rise in fowa and other Late , 
Huckabee seems likable and talented 
- but till something less than a seri­
ous candidate.

From the school 
yard to the 
prison yard

Tn a number of America' upper­
income communitles parent·. like 
generalionl) before lhem, preregister 
their children at birtl1 for blue-chip 
nursery ' Chools in hopes of placing 
them on the parh to 1 vy League and 
other top-tier universilie!>. By con­
tra'>t, millions of Black and Latino 
children from poor f'umilies Wllh no or 
few stimulating prekindergarten 
opponunities never make iL onto the 
college track. With multiple strikes 
against them- low birthwelghL. poor 
single parents. ab ent fathers, perhap · 
suhs.Lance abu~e - many begin life 
already on the prison u·ack. 

A good education in America is a 
maJOr determinant of what kind oflife 
a cl1i.ld will have when slhe grows up. 
A had education is often a sentence to 
social and economic death. 
EducaLion uelem1ines l'uture income 
anti social status as well as a child'· 
range of fLILure options and quality of 
life. Sadly, too many children in eco­
nomically depre sed minoriLy com­
munities arc stuck in failing school. . 
greatly im.Teasing their chances of 
ending up in a prison cell. 

A cluld's experiences in lhe dawn 
or life estabhsh Lhe foundation that 
wiU prepare him or her to learn at 
·chool. Children in America's poore I 
communities who lack stahlc parcnL­
i ng. 4uality hild care and who 

receive .!Jttle stimulation io their early 
year.' will lag behind when they tart 
kindergarten. When t.hey enter 1irst 
grade, it's likely Lo be al a poorly 
funded, overcrowded, understaffed 
and low-achieving school. Tnner-city 
schools have the highest numbers of 
teachers who are inexpenenced or 
don·r have degrees in the subjects 
they teach. Consequently, tOO many 
schools are likely to be sLal'led by 
teachers and administrators who have 
\ow expectation. for children from 
marginalized families whom they 
may label as "dumb" or "bad." 

Currently, 88 percent of Black 
children and 85 percent of Latino 
children in fourth grade can't read at 
grade level. This is wht:n minority 
children with poor preschool prepara­
tion begin to be sorted out. 

The lack of health and mental 
healt.h care among low-income chil­
dren is al o an important factor in a 
child's educational developmenl. A 
child's misbehavior may be a rcflcc­
ti(m of an unaddressed learning di -
ahiliry or mental or emotional disor­
der. Regrenably, roo few schools ha\·e 
the staff capable of recognizing the 
behavior of a disturbed or dio;abled 
child for \\.hat it is, and if they do, are 
unable to provide treatment. More 
oflen, Lhese children are seen as "di. ­
ruptive," and in, tcad of offering them 
counseling or psychological therapy, 
1oo many educators di pen~c "zero 
tolerdflce" discipline -usually in the 
form of suspensions or expulsions. 

Once children drop out. or arc 
pu!'.hed out of chool. Lhe pri:on 
pip line is only one wrong move 
away. With m(ISL churclles and 
mosque.<; closed during the week and 
too many community centers boan.Jed 

up, children with few positive alterna­
tives to the treel$ oflen head lor !he 
"corner." a different type of educa­
tional institution that teache antiso­
cial values like violence and crimina] 
behavior, al o glamorized on many or 
the TV programs they watch. 

High ·chool dropouts are almost 
three times as likely to be incarcerat­
ed as youths wbo have graduated. Bur 
dropouL'> are not the only one! who 
encounter entryway into the pri ·on 
pipeline. Many middle and high 
schools have full-time police officers 
who can independenll) arrest children 
on school grounds for any number of 
infractions like disorderly conduct, 
malicious mischief and fighting that 
just a few years ago would have been 
handled by ramilies, tl1e schools or 
community institutions. And now, 
children as young as five and six are 
being hauled down to police station 
tn handcuff . I think we adults have 
lost our common ense and sen e of 
plain dccen y. 

There are thing. we can do. 
Congress and . tates must fully fund 
quality Head Start, Early Head Start, 
child care and preschool programs 
thHt target the need.ie ·t children 
between the ages of three and five LO 

provide comprebensi ve education, 
health, nutrition and social 'ervices. 
And we can all encourage t.hc children 
in our lives and celebrate their acade­
mic achievcmems. Finally, educators 
who do not love and respect the chil­
dren they arc entrusted with prcpru.ing 
for the future hould go do ·omething 
else.

"T wanL to be like her," Gina 
Goodman said as she watched the 
Din!ctor of the Respiratory Care 
Program, Missy Skeens, walk 
across the campus of Big Sandy 
Community and Technical College. 
Little did she know that she had 
already met Ms. Skeens and that 
Lheir lives would be tmricately con­
nected in the future. 

Gina went to college right out of 
high school; however, her academic 
career was cul short due Lo her 
grandfather's health problems. He 
had broken his hip, and Gina was 
asked to move from Lexington to 
Martin in order to help her grand­
mother with his care. While he wa<; 
in the hospitaL her grandfather 
would do !l(lle for anyone other than 
Gina. One day a respiratory thera­
pist came in to give Gina·s grandfa­
ther a breathing r:rcatmcnt. Gina 
worked with her grandfather so that 
he would follow the thcrapi!=it's 
instructions. The therapist noticed 
how Gina cared ror her grandfal.her 
during the treatment and told Gina 
. he should lhink about going into 
Rc. pira!Ory Care. Gina didn't really 
give it much thought. 

It wasn't long until her grandfa­
ther died. By this. time, Gina was 
working at a daycarc center along 
with helping ber grandUlotber at 
home. She reully wanted to go back 
to school. She thought about mov 
ing and getting a degree elsewhere 
but didn't want to leave her grand­
mother alone. Gina started to take a 
couple of courses at BSCTC; how­
ever. P ychology and Social Work 
couldn't hold her interest. She 
c.:ouldn 't decide what she v.•ru1ted to 
do w1Lh her 1i!e.' Whal came next 
seemed to set her i.n a new direction. 

One day. while be was working 
at the daycare t.:enter, she fell and 

severely tore some tendons and lig­
amenrs m one of her ankles. She 
went through surgery, boms. and 
therapy. Throughout, she conlinued 
to work on and off. DUiiog rhi ·time, 
the owner or \he daycare center 
found that she was going to have to 
down~iz.e. It was agreed that Gina 
would be the most likely per on to 
get laid off'. perhaps a hlcssing in 
disgui&e because now she could go 
hack to school full time. 

However. going hack to scl10ol 
wa: not ea-;y. Gina had to get hack 
into the study mode and rekindle 
note-taking and te Haking skills. At 
this point, though, Gma knew that 
she wanted to do something in the 
medical field. She was encouraged 
to attend an infonnalinnal meeting 
for the Respiratory Care Program on 
campu · . There she met Missy 

keen., director of the program, and 
recognized her as the therapist who 
had suggestetl e<Jrlier, when Gina 
was attending to her grandfather in 
the hospital , that she go into lhe 
field. II seemed ntiW. finally, like 
everyLhing wa~ going to rail into 
place. She was ncrvou, about the 
possibility that she wouldn't make it 
tllrough the selection proces~ . 
However. not only did she get 
selected, but she soon round her. el r 
excelling in aJl aspects uf the pro­
gram. She now knew, without a 
doubt, that she h:-td found her career. 
AnJ Mls~y. the therapist who had 
cared for her grandfather. soon 
became Gum '.s mentor. 

After graduation from Big 
Sandy. Gina found pan-time jobs. 
but nothing cunsi~tenL She graJual­
ecl at the top ot her da ·s and had 
passed her boards within a month of 
graduation. ,.,·hich is almost unheard 
of in the professi<m. In the midsl of 
completing the program, howcvt-'r, 
tragedy struck when her grandmoth­
er. who had been her biggest sup­
porter. dic.d of pancreatic cancer. 

Now Gina was on her own with her 
son. 

Gina cares for a young boy tbat 
she has raised since he was two 
weeb old. She became involved 
with him when <>he worked at the 
day care center. She bas no legal 
rights to the boy. but he is her son 
and she is hi. mom. Jt was now very 
impmtant to her to find a full -time 
job with benelits. She had two per 
diem jobs. working weekends and 
long hours, but she desperately 
needed something she could depend 
on for her future stability. Gina won­
dered what could possibly be in 
store. 

Tn October of 2004, a teaching 
position was about to open in tJ1c 
Re~piratory Care Program lor the 
fall of 2005 at Big Sandy 
Commuruty and Te.:hnical College. 
and Gina's clinical instructor 
encouraged her to apply. She went 
through the interview proce and 
was unanimously selected by the 
commiuee The job is everything 
Gina thought it wnuld he and rben 
some. She loves her work and has 
become a mentor to her student<>. 
She understands their struggle and 
encourages them to do their best. 
She is dedicated to her proi'ession 
and ha~ brought many new idea lo 
the prognnn. 

Gina often wondered over lhe 
years what courd ever become of her 
situation in life. With perse' era nee. 
patience, and dedication. she wa-; 
able to climb her n10untain. Mis ') 
Skeens hac; once again become an 
wregral part of Gina· · life and 
couldn't be more proud ur he~ col­
league and friend: "Gina i · becom­
ing an outstanding educalor. a 
reflection of the respiratory therapist 
he was in the hospital. and the .. tu­

dent she was during her rime in thi~ 
program." 

Gina has become the person ·he 
wanted to be.

Advice for surviving water 
immersion 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
You recently answered a 

question about what to do if 
your car goes mto the water. 
You asked ir any of your read­
er had personal experience m 
this matter. J do. Here's my 
story. On June 17. 2006 (the 
eve of Father's Day). at about 
9:30p.m .. I accidentally drm'e 
my car into a river on the cast­
ern shore of Marylanu. 1 was 
taking a "sririted" drive down 
Bogies Wharf Road in ~he 
Eastern Neck Wildlife 
Rc~>crvc, and in the dark I did­
n't realize that it deali-cnded 

into tht.: Chester Ri.vcr. I lnnd· 
cd nboul 30 teet out. I rcmcm­
lx·r that my landing wru very 
smooth, mwh like a log tlumc 
at an amusement park. The 
water cushioned the blow. I 
did ha\'e my seat bc]L on. but 
the air hag~ did not activate. I 
instinctively opened my win­
dow. unhuckled my scat belt, 
kicked of my shoes, climbed 
Lhnmgh the window and swam 
to safety. When I got to ~bore, 
l rcali:~ed that I was in rny bare 
feet 7 miles from lhc nearest 
town. My cur had sunk. to lbe 
hollorn in about 4 feel of 
water, but the lights were still 
on (umler water) and the lop of 
the car was still exposed. l 
waded huck to the car and 
dimhed in to find my shDe~>, 
wallet and briefcase. While I 
wa-; sitting chest deep ln w~tcr 
ir: the pa~scngcr scat pulling 
my shoes on, the window that 
l had cltrnbed in automatically 
closed, trapping me in the car. 
I remember hcnring the locks 
all click shut. Ob;iously. the 
electrical :;y:.tcm was shorting 
out. I tried to open the win 
dows and doors, but lhey 
wouldn't budge. Then r 
climbed into the back seat and 
began kicking the rear dri­
ver 's-sidc window. I kicked a-; 

hard as 1 could. but the win· 

dow wouldn't break. Totally 
exhausted. I gave up, assum­
tng that it was my time lo die. 
l said a short prnycr. A few 
seconds later. the rear window 
that I had been kicking auto· 
matically went down about 8 
inches. l wao; able to \qucezc 
my head and ches1 through the 
opening, but when my knee hit 
the top of the window, it shnt­
tcred. Apparently, once the 
window is down even a lirtle 
bi.t. you can brenk h. When it's 
completely clo. ed, tbc frame 
uppnrts it nnd makes 1l almost 

impossible to break. Since my 
ncC\den~ 1 have done eJthaus:­
ti ve research on auto water 
immersion. entrapment and 
escape. I've interviewed many 
experts and combined their 
knowledge with my own per­
~<mal experience to try to edu­
cate the public on how to 
escape a . inking car. I've 
learned that there is ONE 
CRITICAL MlSTAKE orne 
people make that costs them 
their life. TI1ey remain in the 
car with the windows closed, 
Lhinking the car will float 1ong 
enough ior the r<~"cuc squad to 
save them. This is a d~dly 
mistake. It takes at leasl 20 
minute.<> (usually longer) for a 
rescue squad to arrive. The car
