Tho, e VI ho lrad in i llcgal immigration fear assert lhat rhc 

. tatistics upport their view. But if ernployment. welfare and 
crime stati tics prove th causative eff cts of immigration. 
one would have to conclude that the net impact is po:itive. 

A Wall Street Journal editorial last week cite-. statistic that 
refute Ule conventional V\ isdom. 

The growth of the United States population by 50 million 
since 1990 has been Iargel) due to immigration. since birrh 
rates are barely at replacement level. During the period 
between 1994 and 2005, the i11cga1 immigration population 1s 
believed to have doubled to 12 million. 

Yet during that time the violent crime rate in the U.S. 
dropped by a third and property crime dropped hy a fourth. 
Obviou ·ly, many factors unrelated Lo immigration con­
tributed to the decline, but it's noteworthy that crime fell even 
in cities with the highest number of immigrant~ - and pre-
umably the highest number or illegal immigrants - where 

one might expect the opp site trend. an Di go. Los Angeles, 
El Paso. Miami. New York and Chicago all ·aw crime 
decrea..,es during the period when illegal immigration . urged. 

The WSJ. quoting from the Immigration Policy Center, 
ay swdies ·how immigrants are far Jess likely lhan native­

born Americans 10 he behind hars. 
Well, they might not be . tcaling fr m our home-,. but 

they're stealing our jobl-., aren't they'! Actually no. The unem­
ployment rate remained at 4.7 percent in December. accord­
ing to the U.S. Labor Department. This v.a. hetter than econ­
omi t. predicted. well below the 6.6 percent rate in December 
1990. We are the envy of most other major industrialized 
nations. where unemployment is at or near double digit~. 

"Immigrant' aren't tealing job~ but filling them." slates 
the editorial. 

But aren't illegals providing cheap lubor and driving down 
wages? They are undoubtedly v.•orking for low wages. but 
overalJ wages tncreased 3.8 p rcent in 1007. outpacing the 
increase in retail prices. 

As for the complaint that illcgals drain public re:ources, 
the welfare rolls have declined by 60 percent incc 1994, 
largely due to the 1996 welfare-reform lcgi..,lation passed by 
a Republican Congress and ~igncd by a Democratic pre idcnt 
(Clinton). 

Thi is not to ay i1legal immigration i not a . eriou prob­
lem. It i . The ,elution is long overdue. National security 
alone i ufficient reason for controlling the tlo"" across our

maintenance uperintendent for 
the Kentucky Deparnnem of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. She helps 
farmers remove nuisance animals 
and urban residents keep wildlife 
outdoors. 

''I feel like setting traps letc; 
you catch them in their native 
habitat at night," she ay . "I've 
found it to be more effective for 
managing furbearers than hunt­
ing.'' 

Trapping was once a way of 
life in thi region. Our ance. tors 
trapped for food, fur and sport. In 
the 20th century. Kentucky trap­
per still numbered in the thou­
sands until a sharp decline in fur 
price took trapping license sale 
fromahighof7.l00in 1981 toa 
low of 614 in 1999. But trapping 
seems to be making a comeback. 
Kentucky Fi h and Wildlife sold 
about 1 JOO trapping licenses for 
the 2006-07 sea~on - a 40 percent 
increase over the previous season.
