The recenr U.S. Supreme Court deci . ion in a Second 
Amendment ca. e is a hi<;toric and welcome afllrmation of a 
fundamental right- the right to keep and hear anns. Tt . ct­
tles a legal debate that has raged virtually since the founding 
of this nation: Does tht= amendment apply to individuals. or 
is it a collective right that belongs only to the militia? 

In District of Columbia vs. lleHer, the court carne dawn 
clearl) on the !->ide of individuals. But it did not settle a host 
of issues on ho~ that right is applied. And it did not­
should not - o..,ignal an open . ea~on on laws that impose 
rea. onab1c. necessary restrictions on the purchase. owner 
ship and use of weapons in a complex. modern urban soci­
ety. 

By a surprisingly clos 5-4 vote, the court struck down a 
District of Columbia ban on owning handguns. D.C. went 
too far in its "absolute prohibition of han'ctguns held and 
used for elf-defense in the home.'' Justice Antonin Scalia 
wrote for the majority. 

Tn hi. di!->sent. Justice Stephen Breyer missed the point by 
claiming that the majority argued for an ''untouchable con­
stitutional right." A. Scalia noted. ownership rights cannot 
be absolute, either. He acknowledged the "problem of hand­
gun violence in this country'' and noted that the Constitution 
gives D.C ··a variety of tools for combating that problem, 
including some measures regulating handguns."' 

As Sen. Patrick Leahy, D-Yt., said in praising the deci­
sion. tho e regulations now will have to be ··reviewed 
again. t the backdrop of this important right.'' 

The framework for this decision was set in 2001 by the 
5th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals, which affinned the indi­
vidual right in a well-researched opinion that considered the 
amendment·s historical context, documenting the debate 
over it and even analyzing the syntax and word usage of the 
time . . But that key decision went virtually unnoticed. · 
Ironically, it came in a case where the court ruled against a 
Texas doctor's right to own a gun because of his violent 
pa t. 

That point is instructive: The existence of a fundamental 
right doesn't rule out restrictions. Scalia wrote it should not 
'·cast doubt on long-standing prohibitions on the possession 
of fircanns by felons or the mentally ill. or laws forbidding 
lhe carrying of firearms in sensitive places such as school. 
and government buildings." It also doesn't rule out bans on 
types of weapons that have no rational purpose for self-· 
defense or hunting. 

But the court has reaffirmed that our system is based on 
liberties that belong to each individual. That's ~omcthing to 
applaud.

Coolant leak has reader puzzled 
Dear Tom and Ray: 
I drive a 2002 Subaru Outback. 

During this past winter, we had a sig­
nificant cold snap where I live, with 
temperatures below zero. After the 
first day of the cold snap, I noticed a 
puddle of coolant on the floor of my 
garage. So I visited a local mechanic 
who specializes in radiators. He 
attached some sort of pres ure gadget 
and pumped it up. According to him, 
there was no indication of a leak. He 
looked around a bit- without crawl­
ing underneath the vehicle and 

said he just wasn't sure there was a 
problem. So, he topped off the 
coolant and I returned home. 
Everything was fine, until we had our 
next cold snap. Once again, I noticed 
a puddle of gooey green stuff. Now 
that the weather is warmer, it's fine 
again. What's going on? - Vicky 

RAY: I'm guessing that whatever 
it is, Vicky, it's caused by shrinkage. 
We know things shrink when they're 
cold, right? (See also: George 
Co tanza.) 

TOM: If it's something erious, it 
will eventually tart to leak regard­
less of the temperature. 

RAY: My first guess would be a 
loose hose clamp. The rubber coolant 
hoses are clamped onto metal fittings 
under the hood, and there are lots of 
them. If one of those hose clamps is 
just barely tight enough, and that fit­
ting is shrinking in the extreme cold, 
that could be enough to allow some 
coolant to leak out. 

TOM: Then, when the temperature 
rise and the fitting expands back to 
its normal size. everything's fine 
again. 

RAY: Of course, it could be some­
thing much more lugubriom, ltke a 
failing water pump, or even a bad 
head gasket. 

TOM: But here'<; where we'd 
start First, have your guy check it 
again With the engine cold. You'll 
need to leave it ovemight so he can 
presc;,urize It first thing in the morn­
ing, before the engine has run. If a 
pressure test on a cold engine turns 
up nothing. then I'd have him check 
and tighten all of your hose clamps, 
including the ones that feed the 
heater. 

RAY: And then keep an eye on it.• 
See i r there's any more coolant on the 
garage floor. If it starts leaking in 
more normal weather, then it should 
get easier to diagnose, and your 
mechanic can even add some dye to 
the coolant to help him find the 
source of the leak. ' 

TOM: But once he realizes you're 
not expecting him to chill hi. shop 
down to 

minu 6 degree to get the leak to 
happen, he may be more willing to 'IIi 
spend a little time helping you figure 
this out. Good luck, Vicky.

In 2005, Woods was inducted 
into the University of Kentucky 
Athlcttc Hall of Fame as a charter 
member.

Volleyball rules 
changes include 
officials

INDIANAPOLIS - Three 
revisions related to officials are 
among change in high school 
volleyball rule approved by the 
National Federation of State 
High School Associations 
(NFHS) Volleyball Rules 
Committee at its annual meeting 
held m Indianapolis. The 
changes subsequen£1y were 
approved by the NFHS Board of 
Directors. 

In an effort to reflect current 
terminology, all reference to 
referee and umpire in the NFHS 
Volleyball Rule Book will be 
changed to first referee and sec­
ond referee, respectively. 

"The other major rule codes 
the NCAA and USA 

Volleyball - use this terminolo­
gy. and officials refer to them­
selves in thi manner a well," 
said Becky Oakes, NFHS as is­
tant director and liaison to the 
Volleyball Rules Committee. 

In a s1milar type of "name" 
change, the po ition of "as 1 -

tant scorer'' will now be referred 
to as "Iibera tracker." Since the 
duty of this individual is to track 
Iibera replacements and substi­
tution , the committee deter­
mined that thi change more 
easily identifie the position and 
its responsibilitie . 

Although the use of flag by 
line judges is not required in 
high school volleyball and has 
been optional. the committee 
revised Rule 5-8-4 to allov. the 
use of flags on a state as ocia­
tion-adoption basis. 

"The opportunity to use flags 
continues," Oakes. ''but the use 
of flag will be determined by 
the various state high school 
association rather than on an 
individual basis." 

A final change in Rule 1-6-2 
will allow a team to have more 
than one captain at the pre­
match conference. Pre\ iously 
thi conference was conducted 
with only the head coach and 
one captain from each team. 

"Since many tcrun have co­
captains, the committee 
believed this change was needed 
to more accurately reflect what 
many states already permit, .. 
Oakes said. 

A it does each year. the 
Volleyball Rules Committee 
adopted e\ era! points of 
emphasis for the upcoming sea­
son. The ix topics identified 
this year were risk minimization 
during warm-up . illegal libt:ro 
replacement penaJtie . officials 
signal and mechanics. fan 
behavior and re pect for the 
game, communicable di ,ea ·e 
and skin protection procedures. 
and libero uniform in contrast­
ing color to teammates' uni­
forms.
