Projects more costly without permits

PIKEVILLE - Residents 
looking to run a gas line from 
their property to a road, build­
ing a driveway which connects 
to a state road, or bridge a creek 

' need to remember to get their 
highway permits. 

Gene Layne, permit super­
visor at Highway District 12. 
says that anytime a re~ident 
uses, works on, or encroaches 

on state right of way. they must 
ha'we a permit. 

"If you don't get a permit, 
we will work with you to cor­
rect the :.ituation, as long as 
what you have done is within 
state regulations and guide­
lines," Layne said. ·'If not. you 
will have to remove the 
encroachment withm a rea ... on­
able period of time or the slate 
can remove it at your expense.'' 

Layne says when tying into 
existing utilities, such as water. 

sewer or ga~. and going over 
tate right-of-way to do it. a 

permit is required. 
'·Sometimes utility compa­

nies run their lines behind our 
right-of-way, if there is room," 
Layne said, "but not always. If 
you don't know whether you 
are encroaching on state right 
of way. callu ." 

"Our permit does not 
exempt a person from other

State trooper

PIKEVILLE A 
Kentucky State Police 
sergeant has been suspend­
ed with pay after he was 
reportedly arrested on an 
alcohol-related offense in 
Pikeville Sunday night fol­
lowing a rock concert.

VVhen approached by 
officers, Moore allegedly 
stated that, "He was not 
afraid of a (expletives delet­
ed) from city P.D." Moore 
and his party continued 
toward the parking lot. 

When the vehicle in 
which Moore was riding 
was stopped by Pikeville 
Police later, Moore report­
edly would not talk to 
police, and told his wife, 
who was driving to ''pull 
out and go." 

According to the police 
report, at one point another 
passenger in the vehtcle 
produced a KSP badge. 

Moore. who reported! y 
had to be physically 

removed from the vehicle. 
was placed under arrest and 
charged with alcohol intox­
ication, disorderly conduct 
and resisting arrest. 

Moore works out of the 
Ashland Post and was off 
duty at the time of the 
arrest. 

Lt. Phil Crumpton, of 
the Police Media Branch in 
Frankfort, said that hi 
office could issue no state­
ment other than to ay that 
Moore has been suspended 
with pay pending an inve -
tigation.

Only 2 Texas high schoolers positive for steroids

DALLAS - The nation's 
largest steroid. testing pro­
gram caught only rwo Texas 
high school athletes taking 
unauthorized suhstances out of 
more than 10,000 students 
who were testccl, according to 
result !or issued Wedne ·day .• 

The result~ renewed criti­
ctsm about the two-year $6 
million program approved hy 
lawmakers la~t year. 

The two students who test­
ed positive weren't identified 
by name, school or sport. 
Documents obtajncd by The 
Associated Press showed that 
a senior tested positive lC.lr the 
anabolic steroid boldenone, 
and a I Oth grader wa found 
using a steroid called 
rneth ylandrostandiol. 

Four tests came back unre­
solved and three students 
refused to be tested, according 
to the figures released by the 

University Interscholastic 
League. One athlete left a test­
ing area without cau ·e or 
approval, and I~ nw;.,ed the 
mandatory rc~ting without an 
excused absem:e,

NSCRC upholds penalties against Truex's No. 1 team
