Thursday, with flashes of 
tension between the 
House and Senate and 
few of their fiscal differ· 
ences resolved. 

Budgeteers spent 
Thursday morning and 
early afternoon scouring 
their budgetary differences 
but few things were set· 
tied. 

"I have hope, I'm an 
eternal optimist," House 
Speaker Jody Richards, D· 
Bowling Green, said. "I 
think we can get it done.' 

With the legislative 
clock ticking, more than 20 
legislators huddled around 
a conference table In the 
Capitol Annex to continue 
the tedious process of 
examining each appropria­
tion In which the two 
chambers disagree in an 
effort to find common 
ground. They've set a goal 
to finish deliberations by 
the weekend. 

By law, the General 
Assembly must adjourn by 
Apri/15. 

Kentucky is facing eco­
nomic projections of a 
$900 million revenue short· 
fall over the next two fiscal 
years beginning July 1.

Little Mud reside 
bloc road in p otes

Floyd County' dirty lillie 
secret was shut down 
Wednesday when local resi­
dents blocked traffic n Little 
Mud Road for nearly an hour 

, an effort to finally get county 
government officials to act. 

"It's mud in the winter, and 
dust in the summer," aid Dee 
Dee Hall, a 12-year re. idem of 
Little Mud. ·'No one has ever 
fixed it." 

According to the protesters, 
Little Mud Creek Road is a 
county road on which nearly 30 
families live and also leads to a 
coal mine facility and an AEP 
power plant that is under con­
struction. Resident say the din 
road is typically mired in a 
cloud of dust during the sum­
mer due to the heavy commer­
cial traffic, making cleaning 
their homes and vehicles a 
daily ritual, and outdoor activi­
ty nearly impossible. 

"When il rain. . we drive 
through water," said Bobby 
Lawson, who bas lived on 
Little Mud Road for I 5 years. 
Lawson says that due to the 
poor conditions of the ditch

lines on the road, rain turns the 
road into muddy soup. 

The coal truck drivers who 
were delayed by the act of civil 
disobedience all seemed to 
sympatl1ize with the residents.

In the gutter 
Will Rogers may have been on to something when he said, 

"1 am not a member of any organized political party. I am a 
Democrat." 

Not just disorganized. it's getting ugly. In fact, with Barack 
Obama and Hillary Clinton sti11 battling it out for the 
Democratic nomination for president, you could call it the 
political version of March Madness. · 

Once this primary season is over and Democrats have cho­
sen their nominee, one wonders if they'll have anything left 
to throw. at Republican John McCain because, at the 
moment, they're throwing everything at each other. 

That includes unflattering biblical references. questions 
about patriotism and, most recently, references to a certain 
infamous blue dress. 

After New Mexico Gov. Bill Richardson, a former 
appointee to key positions in the BiB Clinton Cabinet, 
endorsed Obama last week, Democratic strategist James 
Carville, a Clintonite, angrily likened Richardson to Judas for 
what Carville considered an act of betrayal. Asked to 
respond, Richardson said on "Fox News Sunday" that he 
wouldn't "get in the gt}tter like that" except to say that 
Carville's comments were "typical of many of the people 
around Sen; Clinton (who) ... think they have a sense of enti­
tlement to the presidency." 

One person who, as we know, has no trouble getting into 
the gutter is Bill Clinton, who appears to be back to his old 
ways of bashing Obama in ugly and divisive ways. Whereas 
once the line of attack seemed to be that Obama · s appeal 
was limited to African-Americans, now Clinton is raising 
questions about just how good an American Obama really is. 

Last week, the former president was speaking to veterans 
in North Carol ina. One minute, he was playing up a match­
up between Hillary Clinton and Jolm McCain, and brushing 
a~ide Obama. The next, he wao; saying how it ··would be a 
great thing if we had an election year where you had two 
people who loved this country and were devoted to the inter­
est of this country ... instead of all this other stuff that always 
seems to intrude itself on our politics.'' 

Gordon Fischer, a former chair of the Iowa Democratic 
Party and part of Obama's iowa support team, responded by 
going nuclear. Fischer used his own blog to complain about 
Clinton's ·tactics, ca11ing them "a slain on his legacy, much 
worse, much deeper. than the one on Monica's blue dress." 
Fischer apologized for the remark. 

Stop the madness. Much of this rhetoric is overheated and 
irresponsible. It adds nothing to the debate, aiJd i~ only feeds 
the sideshow dimension to the campaign. It also makes it 
that much more difficult if not all but impossible for 
whomever emerges as the nominee - and right now, it would 
seem that the numbers are on Obama 's side - to put the 
Democratic coalition back together. Worse, thi brand of 
uglines. poisons our political dialogue and hurt)') the country 
in the long mn by teaching our young that campaigns have 
become just another brutal and uncivilized contest. 

Leadership requires many different attributes- courage, 
strength, wisdom, vision, among olhers. But lt starts wilh 
maturity. And as of late, Democrat haven't exhibited much 
of that.

Faith, fmnily and friend . 
That's what got Floyd County 
Court Clerk Chris Waugh 
through his recent battle with 
colon cancer. Wil:hout them, 
Waugh !>ays he never would 
have made it. "Alone, I'm not 
big enough to have gonen 
lhrough it," he said. ''But God 
is .. .I wouldn't even want to 
imagine a ltfe without Him 
beside me.'' 

It was in September, '1006 
that Waugh llrsl heard the 
diagnosis that he wa. suffering 
from a form of colon cancer. 
Though his father, a former 
pastor. was a survivor of colon 
cancer, Waugh said the news 
was snll shocking to him. "I 
was scared, no douht about 
that;· he aid. Though doctors 
initially "paimed a preuy bleak 
picture" for him, Waugh said 
thal it wasn't a fear or dying 
that scared him so much as ir 
was a fear of "procedures.'' 

"All my life, I've been 
scared of needles and medical 
procedures,'' he said. "£ don't 
really know why. exactly. but I 
can tell you that just walking 
into a ho!ipital and trying to 
visit someone would have me 
in the bathroom spla. hing cold 
water on my tace ar orne 
point or another." 

So. needless to say, the 
thoughts of the prO\:edures,

faced him upon his diagnosis 
was enough to make him weak 
with fear. ·'Fear was my ftrst 
emotion." he said. "People 
have asked me about bitterness 
and whether or nOl T was angry 
with God., but I never felt bit­
ter or angry. T' ve had super 
parent<:, a fantastic wife, two 
great children, a good job, 
numerous friends ... ! felt l'd 
been very blessed 1n the 46 
year. T' d had. Sume people 
live a lifetime and never have 
aU that; so, no, I couldn't be 
angry or hitter." 

Waugh said that he knew 
that in order to light the battle 
that was before him, lle had to 
lind a way to gel past the rear, 
stay calm and make sure that 
all was in order. Waugh said 
that he wasted no time in 
intorming his staff and that 
"everyone was grcat..it was 
emotional. but they were all 
great. Everybody got behind 
me and we started to work get 
ling everything ready lor my 
absence.'' His wife, Angie, a 
teacher al Allen F:lementary 
School, also made arrange­
ments fur a leave of absence 
from her duties. 

Next. Waugh s.~ud, he went 
to his Bible. From there, he 
formulated his six step~ 

toward recovery. 'The fir. 1 
thing 1 wanted to do," he said, 
"was to make sure my rela­
tionship wtlh God was in good

standing. l got saved and hap­
li7..ed when T was 19 years old, 
on an Easter Sunday. But lots 
of time had passed since then 
and 1 wanted to make sure t11at 
everything was okay with 
God.

Though routine check-ups 
are now a standard, Waugh 
says that he feels great and thai 
he- 1s optimtstH.: about the 
future. "1 really reached a 
point where I felt I just wa-,n't 
going to die," he said. "The 
Lord placed that feeling in 
me." 

Having survived the two­
year struggle, Waugh says that

Billy Gillispie's first eason at

Kenb.lckylike fashion. 

What started with 23,000 fans in 
Rupp Arena for Big Blue Madness 
in October ended quietly in a gener­
ic gym on the West Coast with an 
uncharacteristically quick exit from 
the NCAA tournament. 

Eighteen win and a ftrst-round 
loss to Marquette in Anaheim, 
Calif., last Thursday- Kentucky's 
first opening-round defeat in the 
tournament in 20 years - wasn't 
exactly what the nation's most pas­
sionate fanbase had in mind when 
the Wildcats lured Gillispie away 
from Texas A&M to replace Thbby 
Smith last spring. 

Then again, dealing with injuries 
to three of hi five best players and 
a battle of wills with one of his 
senior leaders isn't what Gillispie 
had in mind either. 

Yet in the aftermath of 
Kenb.lcky's 74-66 loss to Marquette 
last Thursday, Gillispie was far 
from disappointed. 

After leading the Wildcats (18-
13, 12-4 Southeastern Conference) 
through the program's most trying 
season in two decades - one that 
saw them become a national punch­
line following losses to Gardner­
Webb and San Diego, only to rally 
during SEC play - Gillispie knew 
he had little to complain about. 

'1t was better than I expected, it 
was fantastic," Gillispie said. "I 
mean, ac; far ac; wins and losses go, 
no. I thought we would win more 
games. But if you would have said 
that you are going to have over 40 
games missed by really, really, real­
ly, really good players, l would 
have said, 'How in the world arc we 
going to make it in the tourna­
ment?'" 

For a while. it looked like the 
Wildcats wouldn't. as the problems 
started seemingly moments after 
the cheers from the rousing pep 
rally caJied on the day of Gillispie's 
hiring faded.

Postal service, to phase out 
stamp vending machines 

The U.S. Po:.:tal Service will stop 
selling stamps out or vending 
machines at Pnst Office.~ and other 
retail locations in l.he Kentuckiana 
Disnict by pha~ing om the units 
over lbe next two yeaJS. 

There arc approximately 125 
vending machines in 95 offices 
acrQss the district. The decision lo 
remove the macbines was based on 
several factors: 

• Breakdowns of the aging 
machines are increasing and repair 
par!.S arc no longer available. 

• Vending sramp sales are 
declining, service cosl<; arc increas­
ing and some machines are genewt­
ing less revenue than the cost or 
thetr overhead. 

• While many customers prel'er 
the convenience of paying with a 
credit or debit card, the vending 
machines accept cash only. 
Retrofitting the machines to accept 
credit cards is not feasible. 

The stamps vending machines 
are between 'ieven and 20 years old, 
and a.lllbe machines wiU eventually 
he recycled.
