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Kllott man indicted on moonshine charge

PIKEVILLE- Federal prosecutors 
have indicted two Knott Coumy men 
on charges ranging from weapons pos­
session to controlling a moon hine 
still. 

Leroy Handshoe and Marion Wade 
Martin, both of Knott County, were 
indicted 10 U.S. Di trict Court w 
Pikeville on Nov. 6. Although both are 
residents of the arne county, there is 

no indication that the two cases are 
connected. However, both have exten­
sive charges for pos e sion of firearms 
and anununilion. 

But it is Handshoe's distilling count 
in his indictment that rings of an earli­
er time in the criminal history of 
Kentucky. 

Prosecutors say an investigation 
turned up a till in Handshoc' pos es­
sion on Jan. 22, 2005. According to the 
indictment, Handshoe used this still to 
"unlawfully produce distilled spirits by 

distillation and other process from 
mash, wort, wa h or other material." 

In addition to the till Hand hoe is 
accused of running, the indictment also 
strapped the Knott County resident 
with a charge that claims he was in pos­
session of an assortment of tolen 
weapons. 

Prosecutors say Handshoe had in his 
pos ession a total of 10 rit1es, five hot­
guns and tive more handgun . 

Martin, indicted on the arne day as 
Handshoc. wa charged in his indict-

mcnt with pending count of posses -
ing and affecting commerce of firearm 
and another count of possession of 
cocaine. 

According to prosecutors, on July 
17, 2006, Martin was found with a 
number of weapons and a "mixture aQd 
substance containing cocaine." Two 
further counts say Martin intended to 
distnbute the rruxture of cocaine on 
Jan. 18 and July 15 of this year.

On Oct. 31, the FDA's Science Board adopted U1e 
wmel's recommendations and uggested that FDA scientist<> reopen their 
i vestigation into the chemical. FDA Commissioner Andrew von 

scbenbach has vowed a response to the board's recommendations within

But Von &chenbach needn't wait even one more day. The FDA should 
t now to pare young children the ri k of e.'<posure to BPA. If he dpe.sn't 
t. the Lame-duck Congress should. 
ln a ground breaking report last year, Journal entinel reporters revtewed 

258 scientific . tuclies of BPA. Mo t of them showed that the chemical is 
hannful. The studic found that it caused breast cancer, testicular cancer, 
diabetes. hyperactivity. obesity, low sperm counts, rni.,carriage and other 
reproductive frulurc. in lab animal . A small number of stuclies. nearly all 
paid for by the chemical indu. try, found BPA to be safe. These are the tud­
tes to which the FDA paid the mo t attention. 

BPA wa developed in 1891 as a synthetic form of e.-;trogen, but it dido 't 
come into widespread use until the 1950s, when it began to be used to make 
polycarbonate pla-;tic and epoxy resins to line fOod and beverage cans. BPA 
can be found in an array of products. ranging from dental sealants to sippy 
cups for small children. 

It also can be found in the urine of 93 percent of Americans. Children, 
e pecially infant , are mo t at risk, because they arc unable to metabolize 
and excrete the chemical as quickly as older children or adults. The fear i 
that prolonged expo ure to what is essentially a sex hom1one could cause 
lifelong harm.

Lunder, a . enior analy 1 with the advocacy group Environmental Working 

l up. h. the gov ·nunent should; 
I th usc 1 l"tal containers for infant lormula or t >d products 
clearly intended for young children until a liner that doesn't use SPA can be 
developed. Already, some liquid formulas arc . old in plastic containers. 
which eliminates BPA contamination. 

• Ban BPA from polycarbooatc bottle. and tableware intended for small 
ruldren. 

• Require the food and beverage industry to ftnd an alternative to SPA 
xy liners in cans - and give manufacturers a finn timetable. Tius 

proce. s may take time, bccau c industry , poke. men say there is no good 
alternative at the moment. Can liners help prevent exposing food to bacte­

. ria, o it' imperative to get thi. right. but there is no reason that the FDA 
cannot establish a reasonable time frame for compliance.

Safeway and the bottle maker 
Nalgene.

My election 

experience in 
Ohio 

by NED PILLERSDORF 

My 20 or ~o hours sp~;nt in 6hio on 
electwn eve and Electmn Day as an 
attorney observer were filled with ten­
sion. tedium. frustration, comic inter­
vention. hilarity and finally exhilara­
tion and joy. It was anything but dull. 

This JOurney began when I cnt 
$100 and my contact informatiOn to 
the Barack Obama campaign in early 
February. After receiving hundreds of 
emails and phone call. from the cam­
paign. one item caught my attentron. 1 
wa<> offered the opportunity to be a 
"Counselor of Change." Thi<> meant 
serving as a lawyer observer at the 
polls on Election Day in Ohio. 

The journey was enticing becau e I 
would be joined by the legendary 
John and Jean Rosenberg. veterans of 
the civil rights movement who 
worked for the Department of Justice 
in the early 1960s. John actually filed 
the fir. t Voting Rights Act law uit 
against the governor of Mi'isi. ippi, 
the day after President Johnson signed 
the law in 1965. 

Our instructions were to join 400 
other lawyers at a ynagogue in 
Columbus on election eve for poll 
observer training. Being in the same 
room with hundreds of other lawyers 
is an environment I consider to be 
roughly equivalent to tonure. While I 
am a lawyer, ;md have been one for 
more than 27 years. the truth is I can't 
stand lawyer. , especially lawyer. hud­
dled together. What do they talk 
about? Themselves. of course, and the 
fact they have never lost a case, legal 
, truggle, etc. When they fini h 
describing their great legal ability. 
they talk about themselves, their car 
and homes. 

This gathering of lawyers was 
remarkably c.lifferent. There wa a pal­
pable tension in the air and a laser-like 
focu. on the task at hand: policing the 
polls on Election Day. Many of the 
lawyers were from other places. 
Rather than talk about themselve .. 
there were intense discussion as to 
the intricacies of Ohio election law, 
and a general belief that the election 
would be ~;tolen 1fwe weren't careful. 
There was also a serious, ubducd 
atmo phcre. This was Ohio, of cour. c. 
where four years earlier John Kerry 
lo. r the election. 

Fittingly, the last speaker at the 
training introduced to u. was Cam 
Kerry. He dtd not identify himself as 
or mention that he was the somewhat 
shorter brother of John Kerry. Instead, 
he painfully rcmini ccd about what 
had happened in Ohio four years ear­
lier. While it has been four years. it 
wus clear that, to him, it still fdt like 
111' rn was intlicted four minutes 
ago. 

l wa a signed to Zane ville. Ohio, 
to be an outside poll watcher. (John 
and Jean were sent to Columbus.) 
Zanesville is located about an hour 
ea. t of Columbu .. Zanesville is eco­
nomically distressed, and had just 
been visited by Joe Bidcn a few hour 
before I arri ed on election eve. The 
primary job of an outside attorney poll 
watcher i to monitor the anticipated 
long line and offer paper ballots to 
those who might have to wait too long 
and leave out of fru tration. 

r wa'\ at my post at 5:45 a.m. to 
find no line, but a . tcady stream of 
voter . Nothing was happening, so at 
about 11 a.m.. [ called the Obama 
campaign and asked for another 
assignment. The line wa · never long, 
and I felt I could be more useful else­
where. Just a T ended the cell phone 
call, the adventure began. 

All day I hnd observed a heavyset 
young woman hanging around in the 
parking lot. handing out some type of 
pamphlet. Suddenly appearing on the 
cene were five or ix young workers, 

wearing coordinated light blue t­
shirt<>, who v.ere also handing out 
pamphlet . The light blue t- ·hirters 
were a gay rights advocacy group, 
whose material was to promote a bill 
in the state legislature. I found their 
pre. ence to make no sen. c . Unlike in 
orne other tates. there was no gay 

rights initiative on the Ohio ballot in 
thi election cycle. 

Predictably. the Board of Election 
officials came out to chase these folks 
away. apparently for violating the 
1 00-foot e lectioneering rule. I then 
<;pent the next 10 minutes trying to 
referee what I thought was a humor­
ous but intense argument about 
whether any or all of these folks were 
within the I 00-foot boundary. Is the 
boundary measured from the polling 
place door? The tlag outside? Or per­
hap~ the machines inside the build­
ing? 

Finally, and I'm not sure who, said. 
"They're- calling the sheriff.'' In that 
moment. summonmg all of my 
lawyer's skills, I announc~d that I had 
located the I 00-foot line and urged all 
to stay behind. o one was happy. 
Everyone was mad. I must conf ss. 1

thought all of the hio;tJionics were 
comical. 

Minutes later, my cell phone began 
ringing and ringing. Our argument, 
boundary uispute. etc .. had made its 
v,ay up the levels of the Obama cam­
paign. I abruptly ended the constant 
call" by declaring that 1 had resolved 
the situation, "'hich was true to a 
degree. u 

Then the McCain people arrived. 
Two well-dres cd women tarted 
handing out McCam stuff. hehrnd the 
line .. Suddenl) emerging from the 
McCain car was an older gentleman 
who wa. vi ibly angr)'. very angry. 
Then another car pulled up filled with 
new voters. The angry McCain gemle­
man approached the voters from the 
front of the car. Big mi-;take. If he had 
looked at the rear of the car. he would 
have noticed the dozen or so left-lean­
ing bumper stickers and the handwrit­
ten proclamation. "IMPEACH 
BUSH." It didn't take a rocket scien­
tist to conclude that the. e folk.s were 
there to vote for Obama. 

The angry lcCain pamphleteer 
wa-. obliYiou to the political mes­
sage .. I would like to say that I u. ed 
my lawyer listening skills and could 
relate the substance of the parking lot 
conversation/confrontallon. but I 
can't. The reason I can't so relate is 
that I ""as comulsed with laughter at 
the politicaJ '>pectack l was watching. 
The rest of the afternoon pa .. ed '" ith 
the warring factions glaring at each 
other behmd my improvised 100-fool 
barrier line. 

Driving home to Kentucky that 
night. 1 could not e. cap' the palpable 
tension and passion that I had 
observed in Ohio. After the initial 
deep gloom I expenenced when it was 
announced that Obama had lost 
Kentucky (badly). nl) mood was 
mstantly transfom1ed to joyful e. hila­
ration when Wolf Blitzer announced 
that Ohio had gone for Obama. • 

From that moment. my cell phone 
startetl ringing. M) wife told me that 
at a Kentuc!-.y election party. ·omeont:

The vision for the Barnstable 
Brown Kentucky Diabetes and 
Obesity Center is to: 

• Create a nationally 
and internationally recognized 
center of excellence in diabetes 
and obesity encompassing 
state-of-the-art patient care and 
cutting edge research. 

• Encourage research 
interactions and collaborations 
including basic, translational 
and clinical research, with fund­
ing from federal agencies, 
national foundations and indus­
try. 

• Provide a stimulating 
environment for the training of 
research and clinical trainees, 
including medical tudents, 
doctoral students, po tdoctoral 
fellow , medical residents and 
medical fellows. 

• Provide a focus for the 
recruitment, development and 
retention of exce1lent faculty. 

The agreement for the 
Barnstable Brown Kentucky 
Diabetes and Obesity Center 
makes the center the sole bene­
ficiary of the Barnstable Brown 
Gala. The family bas given $1 
million for the center to date, 
with an additional $1 million 
pledged in the coming months. 
The family has also committed 
proceeds from the Gala for the 
next three years. Based on pre­
viou years, the family esti­
mates the Gala will provide the 
center with $1.8 to $3 million 
per year. 

The center's purpose i to 
coordinate efforts across the 
many academically and scien-

tifically diver e units engaged 
in diabetes and obesity research 
and clinical care at UK. Current 
research funding includes about 
$50 million in grants from NfH 
and $4.6 mmion from the 
American Diabetes 
Association, among other spon­
sored projects. 

The center will include the 
Barnstable Brown Pediatric 
Diabetes Laboratones. The 
Barnstable Brown Foundation 
has contributed more than $ J .2 
million to help e tab !ish the lab­
oratories. The Barnstable 
Brown center also will include 
the Center for Biological 
Research Excellence m Obe ity 
and Cardiovascular Disease, 
established in October 2008 
with $10.5 million in institu­
tional development funding 
from the National Institutes of 
Health. 

The center will be headed by 
a scientific director, who will 
provide guidance and up port in 
the career development of fac­
ulty member and serve as a 

focal point for recruitment 
efforts. The main responsibility 
of the director will be to facili­
tate interaction among faculty 
members to encourage collabo­
ration and to promote clinical 
and research excellence.

Shooting stars 
an unexpected 
delight

I was driving home one evening 
last week after the change from day­
light savings time. As I got out of my 
car, I took a quick look up at the night 
sky as I usually do when the sky is

clear to just 
see what i 
up. My 
upward 
glance was 
rewarded 
with a bril­
liant fireball 
as it streaked 
across lhe 
sky, a shoot­
ing star. For a 
brief moment 
it left behind 
an incandes-

gone. The whole event probably last­
ed no more than 10-to-15 seconds at 
most, but it made my evening. 

Shooting stars, as most people 
know them, are not stars at aU, but are 
more correctly caUed meteors. 
Meteors, meteorites and meteoroid 
are basically the same type of object, 
but how we name them i determined 
ultimate\)' by their fate. Of these three, 
the metebroid is the starting point. 

Tbe •International Astronomical 
Union (the same group people that 
demoted Pluto) defines a meteoroid as 
"a solid object moving in inlerplane-

I suppose my most important mem­
ory of HST is hearing Mom and Dad 
talk about his dropping the bomb and 
ending the war. That meant my two 
oldest brothers would be coming 
home, so naturaJly, they were full of

tary pace, of a size con ider­
ably smaller than an asteroid 
and considerably larger than 
an atom." I don't know about 
you, bllt that makes it very 
clear to me. Others such as tbe 
Near Earth Object (NEO) 
ob ervers group, which moni­
tors objecls that cross the 
eanh's path around the sun, are 
pu hing for a more under-
tandable defimtion. Their rec­

ommendation for defining a 
meteoroid starts with tiny dust 
sized grains and includes 
objects up to about 170 feet in 
diameter. Anything smaller 
would be interplanetary dust 
and anything larger would be 
an asteroid. 

So, meteoroids are the 
nomads of the alar system. 
These bits of matter wander 
through the solar system until 
earth's gravity (or that of 
another large body) pulls it in. 
When the meteoroid hits 
earth' atmosphere. it heats up 
from atmospheric friction as it 
falls to the earth. At this point 
is called a meteor. 

The term meteor comes 
from the Greek meteottJI1. 
meaning phenomenon in the 
sky. It is used to describe the 
flash oflight produced as these 
mall bits of matter; rocky, 

metallic, or some combination 
of both streak through our sky. 
Meteor do not make it to the 
ground; they burn up in the 
atmosphere. 

The third term, meteorite, 
on the other hand, is a piece of 
this arne material that i large 
enough to urvive the dive 
through our atmosphere. These 
objects reach the surface of the 
earth without being complete­
ly vaporized. They are sought 
after by both researchers and 
collectors alike. Researchers 
use meteorites to study our 
solar y tem, while collectors l 
guess, just like to own a piece 
of the solar system from 
beyond the earth. 

One of the primary goals of 
studying meteorite is to deter­
mine the history and origin of 
their parent bodies. While 
most meteorites come from 
fragment of asteroids, a few 
are believed to hav~ come 
from comets. An even smaller 

number of meteorites have 
been identified to be of lunar 
(16 pieces) or Martian (16 
pieces) ongm. The East 
Kentucky Science Center has a 
small meteorite collection that 
includes one fragment that has 
been identified as lunar in ori­
gin and one that is Martian in 
origin. Along with these are 
several examples of the differ­
ent types of stony, iron, and 
stony-iron meteorites includ­
ing a 155 lb. iron meteorite 
that fell in Russia in 194 7. 

Each day millions of mete­
ors enter the Earth's atmos­
phere, and bum up before 
reaching the surface. Most 
meteors we see at night (those 
shooting stars) are really about 
the size of a grain of sand. 
Those that do make it to the 
surface however, more often 
than not, land in the ocean and 
we never know about it. 
Occa ionally, though, larger 
piece , pieces big enough to 
leave a mark, do make it to the 
ground, a prime example is in 
the Arizona desert. 

Barringer Crater formed 
about 50,000 y~IIFS ago wttett 
an iron-nickel meteorite about 
165 feet in diameter and 
weighing in at several hundred 
thousand tons struck the 
desert. The resulting explosion 
released the energy equivalent 
of between 30 and 40 mill ion 
tons of 1NT and created a 
crater of a mile in diameter 
and almost 500 feet deep. 

Kentucky has not escaped 
from these visitors from space 
though. If you have ever visit­
ed Cumberland Gap, stood at 
the overlook and gazed across 
at the city of Middlesboro, you 
are looking into an impact 
crater. Roughly 300 million 
years ago, an object abou't 
1,600 feet in diameter crashed 
into the surface where 
Middlesboro now lies. This 
object (a meteorite or asteroid 
depending on the definition 
you use) gouged out a four­
mile wide crater where the city 
now sits. The golf course in 
Middlesboro has been deter­
mined to be the center of the 
impact. Luckily, astronomers 
estimate these large crater 
making objects only hit the 
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earth once every 5,000 years 
or so. 

While you might think that 
seeing a meteor requires being 
at the right place at the right 
time, there are ways to 
improve your odds. Each year 
as the earth orbits the sun, it 
crosses the path of several 
periodic comets. While these 
comets are somewhere else in 
their orbit, the material they 
have cast off continue to orbit 
the sun along the same path. 
Every year we pass through 
these comet dust clouds and 
when that happens, the num­
bers of meteors per hour 
increases. On any given night 
you might see one or two 
meteors an hour, but on the 
nights of these meteor show­
ers, the rate may become as 
high a 100 meteors per hour. 

One of the best showers 
occurs in August each year. 
The Perseid meteor shower 
peaks near mid month. 
Because it is August, the 
weather is usually nice and 
warm and no special prepara­
tions need to be made. To 
t>tJ!ierve the Petseid shower 
you just need a lounge chair, a 
good view of the night sky 
away from bright lights and to 
look up. The pe~ rates usual­
ly occur in the early morning 
hours although if the moon is 
anywhere near full, it will 
interfere with your viewing. 

Shooting stars to me are 
one of the unexpected plea­
sures of looking at the night 
sky. You have to take the effort 
to tum your head upward and 
look for them intentionaUy. I 
could have just as easily gotten 
out of my car, kept my head 
down and went inside. Instead, 
I chose to stop, take a moment, 
and marvel at the beauty and 
majesty of the night sky and 
was rewarded with a spectacu­
lar but brief fireworks display. 
It's moments like these that 
keep me ''looking up".
