Boil water 
adyisory 
lifted for 
Magoffin 

SALYERSVILLE­
The Kentucky Division of 
Water (DOW) has lifted 
the boil water advisory 
issued Nov. 13 for 
Magoffin County following 
analysis of samples taken 
Tuesday of the raw and 
finished water at the 
Salyersville and Magoffin 
County water systems. 

The Division of Water 
consulted with the 
Kentucky Department for 
Public Health to reach the 
decision. The produced 

~ wate( has been cleared 
for drinking and all other 
uses. 

Low water flow in the 
Licking River, the primary 
source of water supply for 
the water systems, com­
bined with heavy leaf 
content and high man­
ganese levels in the 
water, led to the decision 
to impose the advisory. 
While these conditions 
were not harmful, the 
water systems had diffi­
culty maintaining ade­
quate chlorine levels to 
protect against bacteria. 

Recent rains increased 
water flow in the river and 
helped pushed leaf debris 
from the reservoir, thus 
lowering the turbidity and 
manganese levels. 

Water customers are 
encouraged to flush water 
heaters and replace water 
filters used in faucets and 
lcemakers to remove any 
debris from those sys­
tems.

Well before 4 a.m .. shoppers were 
lining the parking lot of Wai-Mart in 
Prestonsburg, and tore employees said 
withm mmutes there at lea;;t 500 to 600 
deal eeker· combing the aisles of the 
tore. 

"I do this every year." said Susan 
Mitchell, a he wheeled her shopping 
buggy to the back of her Ford Explorer 
and popped the latch. "Some people 
don't like the crowd, but I don't mind. 

Me and the kids always look fomard to 

this." 
Like Mitchell, many consider Black 

Friday not only a day to find that per­
fectly priced item on the unofficial fir. t 
da) of the Christmas shopping sea on. 
but also an opportunity for a family out­
ing. 

"We v.ent back anti forth all night, 
Ia t night figuring out "'hat time we 
were coming over here thi~ morning;· 
said dedicated shopper Denise Trimball. 
"The onl) thing I wa. for sure about 
wa that I wa:n't camping out like some 
people." 

The idea of ~etting up camp outside 
busines es is certain!~ a realit) for 
many shoppers on Black Friday. a trend 

that can often result 1n a kinetic 
onslaught of people storming a given 
location as the doors finally open. There 
have been past reports of injuries and 
even deaths in the wake of these ru ·he . 

But in Preston. burg. the crowd per­
sisted for cYcral hour. and then tapered 
down by roughly l 0 a.m. Though many 
sections of the store, particurlarly the 
electronics and toy departments, 
remained choked off with lines and 
pockets of shopper . These two depart­
ments are traditionally the biggest 
draws on Black Friday.

Thank giYing holiday took a 
deadly turn for a nev. lywed cou­
ple, lea\ ing a Maytown man 
jailed and his wife dead. 

Joshua Mock. . 26. of 
Dogwood Height~ in Maytown, 
i · currently hou ed at the Floyd 
County Detention Center in 
Prestonsburg after police <;aid he 
shot and killed his wife. 28-year­
old Linda Isabel Mock, in the 
early morning hours on 
Thank giving Day. 

Police \Vere called to tht: cou­
ple's home in Ma)"t.O\.,.n ju t 
before 3 a.m. by Mo<;k himself, 
who had called the dispatcher at 
the Kentucky State Police Post 9 
in Pikeville after the alleged 
shooting. 

"Mr. Mock reported to di -
patcher that he had just hot his 
wife in the neck at their resi­
dence," said a report from the 
state police Friday. 

The couple had been married 
for nine days. 

Mock ha · reported I) insi ted 
the hooting death of hi · wife 
was m self-defense, contendmg 
·he had attacked him with a knife 
during what has been determined 
to be a domestic altercation by 
inve ngating officer DeL Ben 
Cramer. of the Kentucky State

College be eliminated? 
People have sought to reform the way tbe president of the 

United Stales has been cho. en almost ever since the 
Founding Fathers decided in 1787 that the people could not 
know enough ahont the yuallfication..., and the character of 

the candidate:- to elect a president direclly. 
But onl) once has Article II of the Constitution, with irs 

provision establishing what later became known as the 
Electoral College. been ttcce '>fully changed. with the 12th 
Amendment m lS04. More than 20 years larer, the presi­
den y remain the onl} elective office in the land not decid­
ed directly by the people. 

Still. the debate goe. on. And it hould. 
When mcrican went into the voting booth. on Nov. 4. 

they didn · t directly v01e for Barack Obama or John Me a in 
or any of lhe minor party candidates. They voted for slates 
of ·'electors" who are loosely pledged to cast their vote in 
favor of their part) 's nominee. 

Each -.tate ha · a number of elector-; equal to that tate' 
number of representatives and -.cnators in Congre . How 
each . tate allocate:-. its electors is up to the state to decide 
and, panicularly in the early decade. of the nati n. many 
. tate:-. changed their method. numerous times. But a. the 
power of political parties grcv. . "o did the trend of states to 
move to a . ystem of awarding all electoral votes to the can­
didate winning at least a plurality of the popular vote in that 
state . Today. only Maine and Nebraska do it differently, 
each awarding electoral votes by congressional district 
instead of the tatewide popular ote. 

There ic.;n't any real hope in the McCain camp that it will 
somehow manage to pull off an amazing up. et when the 
Electoral College meets on Dec. 15. But American pre<>iden­
tial history i~ replete with ; lcctoral C'olle.gc anomalies. 
quirk-. and shenanigan<;. The election of 2000, in which AI 
Gore won Lhe natio nal popular vole hut lost to George W. 
Bush m the electoral vote, was only the most recent. 

And it is those annmalies that ha\ e continually fueled the 
debate about \\lle ther to eliminate or reform the Electoral 
College. 

While the original m ain argument for the Electoral 
College - the ignorance of the populace -- dearly is not 
valid today, other JU. tificalion. may still hold water. Perhap. 
chief among them i. the cnncem that the interests of many 
less populou. tate. would be ignored if the president were 
to be chosen by direct populat vote. 

Doe. that outweigh the powerful argument that of all 
offices. surely the president of th greatest democracy in the 
world ought to be elected directly by the people? And if it 
does Clulwcigh that principle, how best to change the system 
and still avoid ·ome of tho ... e undemocratic Electoral 
College anomalies? 

Presidents Richard Nixon and Jimmy Carter both upport­
ed propo alc.; to eliminnte the Electoral College and replace 
it with a direct populm election. with a runoff between the 
top two candidate'> if none received at least 40 percent of 
the \'Ole. Another reform worth serious considerati n is for 
all states Lo dn as Maine and Nebraska do, awarding elec­
toral votes by congres~.>IOnaJ dir,;trkt. 

There are many other reform ideas. Let the debate begin 
anew.

Thi~ past week, a 
Ncwo;wcck/Washington Post editorial 
laheled pre .. idential Thanksgivmg 
Day proclamations as '·cracks in the 
wall of eparation." The author 
explained, "The problem with lhc e 
proclamations, it eem to me. is that 
they pave the way for public accep­
tance of gross vtolatlons ot the con 
stilUtional separation of church and 
·tate." What?! 

Forget fnr a moment that nearly 
every pres)(lenl since George 
Wa~hington (anc.l the Continental 
Congress before him) has glVcn 
Jutleo-Chrislian proclamations rur 
Thanl\sgiving (except 11ctwecn 1816 
and 1861) and aJ o bas declared other 
national day-; of fasting and prayer. 
Secularists, such m; the author of the 
editorial. get almost giddy every time 
U1ey highlight that Thomas Jefferson 
reJected the notion of proclaiming 
111anksgi \'ing spirituals and prayers. 
But the truth is Jefferson was far from 
the modem-day eculari~tlhey make 
him out to be. 

Sure. JeiTerson was adamant (as 
we all should be) that there should be 
no tedent.l subscnpnon to any one 
fom1 of religious sectarianism. That 
is largely what the Fir t Amendment 

i~ all ahour - establishing the free 
exerci ·e of religion and restricting 
sectarian supremacy in government.

As the Library of 
Congress' Web site notes, "Tl is no 
exaggeration to say that on Sundays 
in Wa ·hmgton durmg the administra­
tion. of Thomas Jefferson ( 1801-

outbreak of epizootic hemor­
rhagic disease (EHD). 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
received reports of more 
than 4,000 . uspect~d EHD 
cases last year. The state's 
deer herd i estimated at 1 
million animals. 

"If EliD had an impact, 
the November harvest. hould 
be down:' said Yancy. "But 
it' not down - if up. That 
tells me that EHD didn 't 
have a ignificant impact to 
statewide deer numbers." 

Overall harve t trends are 
a much better indicator of 
deer population than single­
year results, however. 

Kentucky' total de<!r harvc t 
has stair-. tepped up and 
down only lightly since 
2000. varying by fewer than 
I 0,000 deer most year . 
"When you take a step back 
and look at that - that's sta­
ble," said Yancy. 

Hunter harvest of male 
and female deer ha also sta­
bilized, with hunters 'taking a 
nearly even split of bucks 
and docs each year. About 52 
percent of deer taken so far 
this sea on have been bucks. 

"We go into gun season 
usually slightly ahead on 
antlerle. s deer," sa1d Yancy.· 
"Bowhunters are more will-

ing to take antlerles deer -
it' a challenge ju:.t to kill a 
deer with a bow." 

During modern gun deer 
season. however, the buck­
to-doe balance tips toward 
antlered deer. "Guo hunter 
are out there·buck hunting," 
Yancy aid. "Some already 
have some venison in the 
freezer from early muzzle­
loader or bow, and others say 
·1 can get my antlerless deer 
during late muzzleloader to 
fill my freezer.· It shifts back 
in late muzzleloader season, 
and we end up with slightly 
more females taken."

Dear Tom and Ray: 
My wife and I just became 

the proud owners of a 1981 
Fiat 2000 Spider with only 
40,000 mile on the odometer. 
The car is in great hapc, runs 
like new and is absolutely fun 
to drive. After parking the car 
overnight, I not iced that a 
mall amount of oil had accu­

mulated under the car, and 
upon investigation found that 
oil was seeping from around 
the cam box cover on the pas-
enger side of the engine. 

From what I can determine, 
the leak is mall at thi. point, 
but persi tent, so it isn't some­
thing that I would like to let go 
until I park the car for the win­
ter. The cam box cover look 
very acce siblc. and I have 
replaced gaskets on mall 
engines (welders and other 
imilar machine ), so J am rea­
onably sure that I am up to 

the task. However, a in all 
things mechanical, there usu­
ally are unknown thing that 
happen a soon as you put a 
wrench to it. Are there any 
quirks particular to thi repair 
that I should know about? -
Jeff 

RAY: Ye . Know that it's 
one of many, many repairs you 
will be doing through the 
years. My brother.ha a '78 
ver ion of this car, and if thi 
wa the only problem he had, 
he'd be thrilled. 

TOM: Only one oil leak? 
How'd you manage that, Jeff? 
That' fabulous! 

RAY: This actually is a very 
easy repair, as are most repairs 
on thi vehicle - which is 
only a few rungs up the evolu­
tionary ladder from a Radio 
Flyer red wagon. • 

TOM: What you refer to ~s 
the "cam box cover" is called 
the "valve cover" on most 
other cars. There's one on each 
side of the engine. The cover is 
held on by three hex bolts. So, 
the first thing you want to do IS 

check them to see if they're 
tight. 

RAY: If they're not tight, 
imply tightening them up 

may stop · the leak. If they're 
already tight, then you need to 
replace the gasket. 

TOM: So you remove the 
three bolt , and you'll be look­
ing at the cam lobes. and the 
valves below that. You crape 
off the old gasket, careful not 
to let pieces of it fall into the 
valve train, and then you put in 
the new gasket, replace the 
valve cover. tighten up the 
bolts, and you're done. 

RAY: If you can't find a 
new gasket, pick up some 
RTV silicone ad he. i ve at your 
local auto-parts store. There's 
a special kind of RTV that's 
oil-resistant, and we u e it to 
make gaskets when we have 
an old heap in the shop that we 
can no longer get part for 
(e.g., any of my brOiher's 
cars). 

TOM: You ju t squirr a 
bead of this stuff where the 
gasket' supposed to go. let it 
set up for two minutes, slam 
the cover on, tighten it up and 
let it dry for an hour. Anq then 
drive the car. And pre to. 
you' rc ready to start looking 
for the next oil leak! Good 
luck, Jeff.
