The newspaper reported that state 
lawmakers in Hawaii had been callmg 
for the Department of Public Safety to 
return the prisoners for the past several 
years. 

"It's good news. The legislature has 

been pushing for this for a few year 
now." state Sen. Will E pero told the 
Adveniser Wednesday 

Authorities have investigated some 
two dozen claims of sexual abuse at 
Otter Creek in the past several year . 
Of these. seven involved Hawaiian 
inmate. 

The Louisville Courier-Journal 
reported that in the last three years, at 
least five prison workers have been

charged with having sex with inmates, 
while in 2007, one claim ended in the 
guard being fired and later convicted of 
a misdemeanor in connection to the 
allegation. 

Clayton Frank, Hawaii' Director of 
the Department of Public Safety, said 
he had not been aware that abuse 
against an inmate was considered a

Even thougll your chances of 
being struck by lightning - roughly 
one in 700,000 - may seem low, 
lightning i. the leailing cause of 
weather-related deaths m the U.S. 
Each year about 70 Americans die 
from lightning, and more than 300 
report injuries. though the medical 
community su peels that there may 
be more undocumented injuries each 
year. 

Ultimately, if you are outdoors 
during an electrical storm, there is oo 
place that is completely safe from 
lightmng, which can reach up to SLX 

miles in length and carry a voltage of 
between 100 million and one biUion 
volts. 

The only safe shelter is a building 
completely enclosed by a roof, walls 
and f1oor and rigged with plumbing 
or electrical wiring. When lightning 
strikes a building, its wiring or 
plumbing systems typically carry the 
dangerou electrical current into the 
ground. This explains wby yow· 
mother probably tells you to stay off 

If you are caught in a storm with­
out access either to a safe building or 
to a car, there are a few things that 
you can do to decrea e your risk of 
being truck by lightning. You should 
avoid open fields, the tops of hills 
and isolated trees. Seek the lowest 
possible ground, such as a ravine, but 
stay away from water. Remove metal 
jewelry and avoid metal objects. If

ANSWER: Recurring blad­

der infections plague many 
women. They have to do with 
female anatomy. The female 
urethra -- the tube that drains 
the bladder -- is much shorter 
than the male urethra, and it 
opens to the outside world in a 
place where there is luxuriant 
bacterial growth. Bacteria can 
ascend up the urethra to the 
bladder with ease. Sexual rela­
tions contribute to the problem 
because contact massages bac­
teria mto the urethra. 

Some steps should be 
taken. One is a culture of your 
urine to see if this is the same 
recurring bacterium and to 
determine its sensitivity to 
antibiotics. You might have a 
resistant germ, one that no 
longer completely responds to 
Cipro or the other medicine 
you have taken. 

One way of handling this 
problem is to stay on a small 
dose of antibiotic daily or 
three times a week for a pro­
tracted period of time so that 
eradication of the bacterium 
takes place. Bactrim (sul­
famethoxazole with trimetho­
prim) and nitrofurantoin are 
two antibiotics often chosen. 

Or your doctor can give you 
a prescription for antibiotics to 
have on band. You start them 
immediately when symptoms 
arise. Early treatment increas­
es the chance of completely 
getting rid of the germ. 

A third option is to take an 
antibiotic after intercourse. 

Cranberry juice (not cran­
berry cocktail) bas helped 
many to stave off repeat blad­
der infections. The do e is 8 
ounces a day (one glass).
