Tax hike gets cool reaction

PRESTONSBURG - Local reac­
tion to the increase in alcohol and 
tobacco tax passed last week by state 
legislators has been to the point. 

"The last thing we need is more · 
taxes," satd Harold Meade, owner of 
Top Cat Liquors, ju t outside 
Prestonsburg. "We're already paying 
too many taxes as it is and it's sim­
ple. We don't need more taxes." 

Top Cat Liquor is located in Floyd 
County, just before the Johnson 

County line, a dry county which sees 
many residents hop the county line to 
visit the location. and a short ride 
from Martin County. another dry 
county. 

"We have a lot of customers come 
from Johnson County and even from 
Martin County." said Top Cat clerk' 
Sherry Marsl!lett. •·There are a lot of 
customers in here daily." 

House Bill 144 was signed into 
law by Gov. Steve Beshear Friday. 
The plan doubles the tax on tobacco 
products and subjects alcoholic bev­
erages to the state's 6 percent sales 

tax. 
How does this tran late? 
A purchase at a local beer store of 

$23. for instance a 30-pack of 
Budweiser, would now require$ 1.75 
in tax. while a carton of cigarettes 
would retail at about $40. A single 
pack of Marlboro Lights would go 
from $3.60 to as much as $4.20. 

The increases do not kick in until 
April l. but Meade says it will 
change things for most everybody 
but diehard name-brand•customers.

Focus outrage 
on real target 

Reaction to "A Hidden America: Children of the 
Mountains,'' the most recent documentary to explore the 
persi. tent trouble. of Appalachia that aired on ABC's 
"20/20" Friday night, has been mixed. 

Some have responded with the typical outrage and histri­
onics we normally hear any time our region's historic prob­
lems are aired to the world. Others, however, have noted 
that this documentary presented a more balanced view of 
the region than 1 nany others have in the past. 

Indeed, sprinkled amid the many troubling. many embar­
rassing images hown Friday night, ''Children of the 
Mountain ''did try to explain that Eastern Kentucky has 
made significant strides since President Lyndon Johnson 
declared his "War on Poverty" in the region. noting that 
many areas of the region are indistinguishable from any 
other segment of suburban America, and warning viewers 
that the show w.ould be focusing on problems found in ''iso­
lated pockets ... In that respect, "Children of the Mountain " 
did make an effort to portray the region fairly, although 
those messages were probably lost among much more dom­
inant, much more prevalent images of poverty, ignorance 
and immorality. 

The show also did a good job of treating at least its main 
subjects with a degree of respect and empathy. The strug­
gles of Shawn Grim or of the two girls whose last names 
were never given, Erica and Comtney, at times appeared 
heroic. even if many of those surrounding them were por­
trayed as villains or buffoons. 

StilL the show featured just enough of the old stereotype 
to stick in the craw of a large number of local re. ident., 
rendering it larger messages unheard over the chatter of 
protest. That is a shame, because the how touched "On quite 
a few subjects that merit serious attention. 

Appalachia faces monumental challenges in regard to 
poverty, drug addiction. education and health, and it does 
not one ounce of good for us to grow defensive over the 
fact that someone el e pointed it out. We are neither light­
ing a candle nor cursing the darkness; we are instead itch­
ing to fight the person who told us the lights went out. 
What is the point of that? 

True, Appalachia has come a long way over the last half 
century, and it is unfair to paint the region with that arne, 
well-worn stereotypical brush that has been in use for so 
long. True, many of the issues we face can be found in any 
other group, in any other region of the country. But the fact 
remains that our struggles are not over, not by a long shot, 
and our region still lead the nation in many stati tical cate­
gories we wish we didn't. 

Fighting against those who point out our shortcoming .. 
no matter how crudely they do it. only distracts us from the 
larger task of fixing those same problems. And make no 

· mistake. there arc plenty of people, both within Appalachia 
· and without, who are perfectly happy to watch our popu­
• lace continue to tilt at critical windmills, rather than slay 
: the giants that torment us. 
, Appalachians have already proved that they can be a 
• united people, and not just in response to the criticism of 
: outsiders. In the wake of the recent ice storm that crippled 
' so much of our region, we saw a people come together in a 
' time of need. We could cite numerous example. of neigh-
. bors helping neighbors, of businesses foregoing profit to 

assist in a time of emergency, of public servants putting in 
· long hour to make sure the most urgent tasks got done. 
• That is why it is so frustrating to watch as so many 
: respond to this decades-old emergency, not with a unity of 
, purpose in tackling the challenges we face, but with hostili­

ty toward those who have so bluntly pointed them out. 
Forget about "20/20" and Diane Sawyer; what are we 

going to do to help our. elves? Yes. such hyperbole as 
"Mountain Dew mouth' ' is a bitter pill to swallow, but in 
the end, it i · still ju t hyperbole. It is a mosquito in our car 
as we watch our house burning. 

It is only natural to feel outraged following such a report, 
but it does little good to focus that anger on the report 
itself. rather than its subject. In all of the criticism of 
"Children of the Mountains," no one can say these prob­
lems do not exist. The question then becomes, what do we 
do about them? 

There are already warriors in place, fighting against the 
evils we face, but their battles are often lonely, often over­
whelming. They can use your help. Most of us probably do 
not have the skills or the resources of Eula Hall or Dr. 
Edwin Smith, whose efforts to make life better in the 
mountains were featured in the report. if only briefly. But 
that shouldn't prevent you from doing what you c'an. Your 
assistance could mean the difference in keeping one child 
in school, helping one mother get off drugs. filling one 
stomach. 

So yes. feel your outrage. but channel it toward battle· 
that matter. Our people have to be strong enough to with­
stand a few unpleasant wotds, if we ever hope to conquer 
the real issues that face us.

Senate week 

in review

Every year. many good bill fail 
simply because there is not enough 
time for both chambers to fully con­
sider them. That is especially true in a 
30-day "short session'' like this year. 
In the last two weeks. however. the 
Senate has taken earl) action on major 
legislation. giving the !louse more 
time to study those bills. And the 
chambers will not formally convene 
in session next week. gi~·ing commit­
tee-. vatuable extra days 1 di cu - ~ anti 
vote on pending issues. 

But the qiggest challenge facing us 
this year has alr('ady been dealt with: 
a plan to address our $456 million 
budget deficit was approved by both 
chambers this week and -.ent to the 
Governor. 

In the current recession. state and 
local governments arc being hit from 
both sides - people are losing their 
JObs and real estate 1s losing value, 
eroding our tax base. At the same 
time, more people are relying on gov­
ernment servicec; like Medicaid and 
unemployment insurance, driving up 
our costs. The result is a serious budg­
et gap above and be) ond the hundreds 
of millions we trimmed from the bien­
nial budget which was passed last 
year. 

To make up the current shortfall, 
we had to attack the problem from 
both the revenue and the spending 
sides. State agencies, with painfully 
few exc ptions, will be required to cut 
their budgets by 4 percent, a . tep they 
have been planning for. Our colleges 
and universities. whi~h arc key 
engines for our State·s econornic 
development, \\ill sec lesser cut · of 2 
percent. Also. under our rcvi,cd budg­
et plan P-12 per-pupil funding will be 
preserved, thereby avoiding potential 
cuts to our school di tricts in excess of 
$166 million. Th1s means close to 
$4.7 million in cuts to my district of 
Breathitt, Knott, f;loyd and Letcher 
Counties. Other critical services that 
are already operatmg on incredtbly 
thin margins, such as Medicaid, men 
tal health -.er\'icc~. law enforcement. 
and the state prisons. will also be 
spared any cuts for now. 

It has become clear. however. that 
'pending cuts alone will not be 
enough if we intend to continue pro­
viding ba<;ic government se1v ice~ for 
our citizens. That i-. why we approved 
House Bill 144, which will increase 
revenue in two areas. 

First, (.:igarette taxes have been 
increa. ed by 30 cents (up from the 
current 30 cents, but still one of the 
lowest rates in the nat1on). w1th other 
tobacco products h:wing the1r tax rate 
doubled as wdl. While we hope to 
rai. c significant money from this 
move, it will also have! the benefit of 
reducing smoking. especially among 
our youth. 

Second. the bill will end the sales 
tax exemption lor alcoholic bever­
age . which arc currently taxed only at 
the wholesale level. While the 
Governor·s revenue proposal would 
have focu ·cd on tobacco alone. \Ve 

felt we could not expct:t any one 
group to shoulder the full burden of a 
tax increase. rnrtunately, producers 
and retailers will have until April I 
before the plan i irn.pkmentcd. 

0 
Fortunate) y, coal severan<.:e tax 

revenues for coal-producing counties 
will not be affe<.:ted by this revised 
budget plan. 

Just as we feel compelled to pre­
serve education funding to ensure a 
brighter future for our children, we 
also owe it to them to pend your tax · 
money and their school time wisely. 
Senate Bill l. which we passed this 
week, will alter our end-of-year 
accountability testing so teachers can 
focus more on actually educating stu­
dents instead of "teaching the test" as 
the current system encourages. Under 
the proposal we passed, students 
would take standardized national mul­
tiple-choice tests. supplemented by 
our own multiple-choiCe questions to 
make sure all core content is covered. 
Re. earch has shown that the open­
response questions we now use do not 
significantly improve our analysis of 
students' learning. and they delay our 
ability to see where students are defi­
cient. If this testing program is imple­
mented, we could quickly address 
where students need improvement. 
and tailor a learning plan to their 
needs. 

With new tandardized tests. we 
can also see how individual students 
compare to their peers across the state, 
nation. and globe. We can also save 
tens of millions of dollars on testing 
costs. not to mention the money wa~l­
ed. preparing students for tests that 
could be better spent on classroom 
learning. 

Another aspect of student assess­
ment that would change will be in 
non-core area like the arrs and life 
skills. Currently. we require pencil ­
and-paper tests that do not get at rhe 
hea11 of what we hope stlldents will 
get from those clas es. Vnder SB I. 
schools could focus on student cre­
ativity. allowing them to experiment 
with musical instruments and water­
colors rather than memonze the 
dcwils of Mozart' life or Picasso's 
paintings. Wntmg portfolios would be 
eliminated a~ a testing component. 

lllo, but would be kept separately so 
th11'1: teachers can truly develop stu­
dents' abiliti s. All too often, we see 
students focusing on one particular 
piece in a graded portfolio rather than 
el(panding their skill<;. 

Implementation of this bill would 
be delayed until the 20 I l-20 12 school 
year in order to allow more time to put 
a new testing and accountability sys­
tem in place. 

The measure now goes to the 
House for 1ts consideration. If it pass­
es there. it will almost certainly be in 
amended form. which means a House­
Senate conference comminee would 
have to work out a compromise ver­
sion for it to become law. 

Correcuon~ is another big c9.st 
driver for state spending, so anything 
we can do to rehabilitate felons and 
put them back on the straight and nar­
row is a boost to the taxpayer. Senate 
Bill 26 would allow our state prisons 
to partner with private industry to put ~ 
inmates to work within the facility, 
giving them valuable job skills and 
preparing them for a return to regular 
ociety. Inmates would earn normal 

wages, wh1ch could then be used for 
restitution. victim~· compensation, 
child support, and the cost of their 
own incarceration. We know that 
released inmates who have trouble 
finding a job are more likely to offend 
again. so SB 26 could go a long way 
toward reducing our prison costs. 
especially when combined with the 
drug treatment legislation we passed 
last week. 

Between the short-term fixes of the 
budget plan and the long-range vi ion 
or the other legislation we pas. ed this 
v.eck. I feel good ab ut the future for 
the next generation of Kentuckians. 
The General Assembly will be 
recc ·sed thi next week, but we will 
still hold committee hearings to di -
cu. s the matters before us, I' hope you 
will stay in touch v..ith me by calling 
the Legislative Message Line at 1-
800-372-7181 or by e-mailing me at 
johnnyray.tumer@lrc.ky.gm.

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Horse colla tackle to e penalized in high school ootbal

INDIANAPOLIS - The 
horse-collar Iackie has been 
added to the list of illegal per­
sonal contact fouls in high 
school football. 
., This addition to Rule 9-4-3 
was one of JO rules changes 
approved by the National 
l<cderat1on of State High 
School Associations (NFHS) 
f<ootball Rules Committee at 
ils January 24-25 meeting in 
Indianapolis. The rules 
change were subsequently 
approved by the NFHS Board 
of Directors. 

Effective with the 2009 sea 
Mln, it will be illegal to grab the 
inside back or side collar of the 
runner' shoulder pads or jer­
sey and subsequently pull the 
runner to the ground. The 
penalty will be 15 yards from 
the succeeding spot. 

Julian Tackett, assistant 
CQffimissioner of the Kentucky 
High School Athletic 
Association and chair of the 
NFHS Football Rules 
Commiuee, said the committee 
felt the need to continue to 
address risk mmtmtzation 
issues for the runner. 

"Risk minimization contin­
ues to be one of the most 
important fundamentals to the 
rules-writing process of the 
NFHS," Tackett said. "Though 
this play does not happen 
often, we must ensure that our 
coaches and officials under­
stand the importance of penal­
t1ing this act." 

Another risk-minimization 
change in Rule 9-4-3 will 
make it illegal to grasp an 
opponent's chin strap, in addi­
tion to the opponent's face

He finished with a 
team high 23 points. He fol­
lowed that effort with 45 
points at Arkansas, a new Bud 
Walton Arena record. He was 
t7-of-24 from the field, 
including 7 -for- J 2 from the 
three-point line. Meeks al o 
became the 56th member of 
UK's prestigious l.OOO point 
club. 

Meeks currently rank 
rourth nationally in scoring, 
averaging 25.8 ppg. and sev­
eneh in the nation in three­
point field goals made (94). 
Meeks is also doing it from the 
line, shooting an SEC best 
88.6 percent from . the charity 
stripe. 

The award is his fourth of 
the season and the seventh 
weekly league honor of his 
career. Meeks is tied with for­
mer Vanderbilt Commodore 
Shan roster for the most week­
ly league honors in a c;eason 
with four.

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NFHS: s inguard rule tweaked 
in high school soccer

INDIANAPOLIS - In an 
ongoing focus on nsk mini­
mization in high school soccer, 
an addition to the shinguard 
policy has been approved. 

A year after requinng shin­
guards to meet National 
Operating Committee on 
Standards for Athletic 
Equipment (NOCSAE) stan­
dards, the National Federation 
of State High School 
Associations (NFHS) Soccer 
Rules Committee will now 
require the front of the shin­
guard to be permanently 
marked with the NOCSAE seal 
and height range, effective in 
fall2012. 

The delay in implementa­
tion is to allow manufacturers 
to supply these types of shin 
guards to retailers. There i · 
also an emphasis on placing 
the shinguard no higher than 
two inche above the ankle to 
minimize risk of injury. 

The revised shinguard poli­
cy was one of four rules 
changes approved by the 
Soccer Rule · Committee at its 
January 26-28 meeting in 
Indianapolis. The rules 
changes were subsequently 
approved by the NFHS Board 
of Directors. 

"As is always the case, the 
Soccer Rules Committee is 
most concerned about mini­
mizing the risk of injury for 
student-athletes." said Mark 
Koski, NFHS assistant director 
and liaison to the Soccer Rules 
Committee. "The requirement 
of the NOCSAE seal and 
height range on the front of the 
shinguard by 20 12 is a good 
example of that The commit­
tee wants to make sure that 
players are protected in the 
best way possible.'' 

"Joint" ankle braces have 
made technological leaps in 
safety over the past decade. 
Because many "joint'" ankle 
braces are designed to be worn 

over stockings or other materi­
al, Rule 4-2-lg has been 
amended to allow players to 
wear braces outside the stock­
ing, provided they are not 
made of metal or other ha7-
ardous material. Any braces 
made of metal or other haz­
ardous material must still be 
worn under a stocking. 

"The NFHS Sports 
Medicine Advisory Committee 
recommended updating this 
rule .based on the advances 
made in ankle braces," Koski 
said. "This change reflects our 
flexibility as far as the safety of 
the players goes.'" 

A change in Rule 3-l-3 will 
allow any member of the team 
to deliver the team roster to the 
officials at least five minutes 
prior to the start of the contest. 
Previously, the coach was 
required to submit the roster, 
but since coaches are very busy 
prior to tlle start of the game. 
they are now allowed to dele­
gate the task. 

The final change requires 
that the officials must be 
dres ed in matching uniforms 
distinctly different from only 
the field players of both teams. 
This permits the referee to pos­
sibly wear a shirt similar to one 
of the goalkeepers' shirts, as 
long as it's unlike the field 
players' uniforms. 

In addition. to the rules 
changes. points of empha is 
for the 2009-10 season include 
unconscious player, NFHS 
Code of Ethics, NFHS Soccer 
Signals, ball holder·, team 
areas, ankle braces and shjn­
guard placement. 

Soccer is the fifth-most 
popular sport for boys and girls 
at the high school level. 
According to the 2007-08 High 
School Athletics Participation 
Survey, 383,561 boys are 
involved in soccer and 346,545 
girls participate in the sport. 
Prestonsburg is the lone Floyd 
County high school currently 
fielding soccer teams. 

The Colonels have now won 10 of their la"t 11 games to 
improve to 18-4 overall and 10 2 in the SCAC, while DePauw 
falls to 17-6 overall and 9-3 in league action.

If your idea of Heaven doe n't fea­
ture St. Peter, but St. Andrews ... if 
you know darn well that a "ma hie 

• niblet" isn't some sort of hors d'oeu­
vres ... if you know exactly who 
Horton Smith was (for the uninitiated, 
he was the first man ever to win the 
Ma ters Tournament. in 1934) ... then 
you'll wam to keep reading about an 
unusual research collaboration now 
under way. 

Scientists at six Agricultural 
Re earch Service (ARS) laboratories 
in five states are teaming up with 
industry and agribusiness to work on 
cleaning up drainage water--including 
from golf courses--before it con­
tributes to water quality problems in 
the Gulf of Mexico and elsewhere. 

The idea is to u e various industri­
al products and byproducts from wall­
board production, electric power 
plants, steel miiis, water-treatment 
plants, foundries and other industries 
to clean the drainage water. This g;ves 
the indusqie a way to u e their 
byproducts rather than just ~ending 
them to the nearest landfill. Other 
beneficiaries are the dramage, farming 
and turf industries. who know that the 
water they discharge down tream is 
clean for the next user, as well as for 
the environment. 

That's where golf comes into the 
story. The focus for the turf in,dustry is

on golf courses, and one of the 
as ociations imolved in this 
research is the U.S. Golf 
Association. Also collaborat­
ing are the Agricultural 
Drainage Management 
Coalition and the Industrial 
Resource Council. 

So what'· the game plan? 
The ARS researchers arc 

exploring the possibility of 
cleansing drainage water from 
golf courses by attaching a tit­
ter cartridge to drainage pipe 
outlets to neutralize nutrients 
and pesticides before they 
reach streams. An ARS agri­
cultural engineer in Ohio has 
spent the past two years te ting 
commercial cartridges filled 
with the typical water 
cleansers u ed in drinking­
water-treatment plants and 
home aquarium~. 

As part of a national agree­
ment between ARS and the 
U.S. Golf Association, the 
agricultural engineer is testing 
the filters on a golf cour e in 
Waco. Texas. The drainage 
water sample. are tested for 
the pesticides 2,4-D , 
chlorothalonil. and metalaxyl, 
as well as for pho. phoru and 
nitrogen. 

Also, in cooperation with 
Agri Drain Corp. near Adair, 
Iowa; KriStar Enterprises. 
lnc., in Santa Rosa, Calif., and 
'Spectrum Research. Inc., in 
Duluth. Minn., the ARS engi­
neer and his fellow researchen, 
are experimenting with the 
cartridges and other filter 
designs. So far. the scientist-; 

• ay, the preliminary results 
look promi ing. 

The agricultural engineer 
and hi industry colleagues 
installed the cartridge filters in 
a golf course tile drain in 
Duluth in August 2008. This is 
part of a· larger golf course 
water-quality study. They're 
evaluating the efticacy of the 
filter cartridges for reducing 
overall nutrients and 
chlorothalonil in the entire 
watershed urrounding the 
golf course. 

The scientists also are test­
ing the capacity of waste-

water-treatment residues, such 
as alum. to improve the abilil)' 
of fairway \cgetative buffer 
zones to filter out pollutants 
before they reach the drainage 
pipe outlets. 

Golf cour~es are only pa•t 
of the . tory. Another ARS sci­
entist in Ohio i testing indus­
trial products and byproducts 
as filtering materials for water 
draining off farm fields. The 
scientist is putting the filtering 
materials--such as coal-com­
bustion byproducts--into an in­
line treatment trench so that 
the water flowing from drain­
ing pipes into the trench is 
cleansed before it hits the 
nearest stream. The scientist 
has tested 50 industrial prod­
ucts and byproducts as poten­
tial filter materials. and says 
five of them arc quite promis­
ing. 

The idea on that project is 
to use industrial products and 
byproducts that are locally 
available in each . tate--for 
example. a coal-combustion 
product such as high-carbon 
fly ash in Ohio, where coal­
burning power plants are 
abundant. 

Even if you're not a golfer-­
or a farmer--you know that it's 
essential for the world's long­
term stability that we make the 
mo t of our water resources. A 
United ations report released 
in 2003 predicted that by 2050, 
severe water shortage::. will 
affect 4 billion people wo~ld­
wide, and Southwestern states 
such a Anzona could face 
severe freshwater shortages by 
2025. 

So if we can find a way to 
team sc1entific innovation with 
simple materials like industrial 
byproducts to clean up our 
water for reuse, that sounds to 
me like the ultimate win-win 
situation!
