'« Through Nov. 1, prelimi-
dary statistics indicate that 639
pedple have lost their lives on
Kentucky  roadways during
2009.

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Foreign investment sparks debate

“The consequences for
@ human welfare involved in
questions of economic devel-
opment are simply staggering:
Once one starts to think about
them, it becomes hard to think
about anything else...”

In keeping with the econo-
mist’s sentiment, Gov. Steve
# Beshear and state Economic
Development Secretary Larry
Hayes recently went to Japan
< and China to attract foreign
investment to Kentucky.

But many in the state
remain unconvinced that for-
eign investment is the key to
prosperity in Kentucky, argu-
ing that locally spurred growth
represents the most promising
path forward. Whether it

focuses on recruiting foreign

factories or lifting communi-
ties up by their small-business
bootstraps, the growth strategy
# chosen for Kentucky has spe-
cial meaning here in the east-
ern counties. What would

Eastern Kentucky 'be like if it

had a booming economy rather

than a stagnating one? What
improvements would it see in
literacy? Environmental con-

servation? Health? In such a

historically poor region of the

country, the answers to such
questions quickly become hard
not to think about.

For a long time in
Kentucky, there have been two
major schools of thought about
economic development: Those

® who think recruiting large-
scale, out-of-state industry is
the key, and those who favor
strategies focused on small
businesses and entrepreneurs.
Recently, though, both sides
have expressed desire to reach
a middle ground, directing
state ‘effort and money  at
bringing in new industry, but
also incubating smaller com-
panies ‘that are already in the
state.

The first and older school
has long pointed to the Toyota
plant in Georgetown, which
spawned dozens of supplier
plants and made Kentucky a
leading auto-making state.

“Since the Georgetown
project was successful, people
can now always say ‘Well, we
got Toyota,” and pretty soon,
that’s the only game in town,”
says Justin Maxson of the
Berea-based Mountain
Association for Economic
Development, a leader of the
second and newer school.

The problem with this type
of focus on industrial recruit-
ing, Maxson and others say, is
® that it favors those areas of

Kentucky with flat land to the

near-exclusion of Appalachia.

“Let’s .face it, we aren’t
ever getting a Toyota plant in
Owsley County, Kentucky,”
says Peter Hille, director of the
Brushy Fork Institute at Berea
College, which trains commu-
nity developers. “What we
need is not a ‘silver bullet’ like
a Toyota plant, but instead a
bunch of silver BBs.”

For years, state economic-
development officials in both
Democratic and Republican

® administrations largely
ignored the complaints of

MACED and its allies. But
& under Beshear, the state seems
more sympathetic and is doing
more to help and recruit small
businesses.

“There is a new small busi-
ness tax credit for exactly this
purpose,” notes Business
Development Commissioner
Jim Navolio. “For every new
employee you add, you get an

Vs

additional $5,000 tax credit.”
Navolio has worked in the
+ Economic Development
Cabinet off and on for about
30 years, and is a creature of
the old school. But he sees
value in the new.

“Those guys at MACED
are smart guys,” Navolio says,
“and successful local develop-
ment efforts are those that
don’t sit around and wait for
Frankfort to give them deals.
We want to promote that kind
of growth.”

But - does this career
recruiter of heavy industry
really believe the strategy will
work? “Every governor since
Isaac Shelby has probably
campaigned on a platform cen-
tered around small business,”
he half-jokes, referring to
Kentucky’s first governor and
the political appeal of such a
platform. But he says Beshear

and his administration are seri- )

ous about shifting at least
some of their economic-devel-
opment focus.

Beshear says that' should
help Appalachian Kentucky.
“There are tax credits now that
really should encourage and
help those - in  Eastern
Kentucky who want to stay
and develop their own busi-
nesses,” he said in an inter-
view.

The governor acknowl-
edged that the region’s low
education rates—and the high
number of adults who are dis-
abled or otherwise not in the
workforce—, are real obsta-
cles to attracting investment
that produces jobs. But he said
that doesn’t disqualify the
region from state help.

“Eastern Kentucky’s cir-
cumstances do make it more
difficult, but we have to con-
tinue to weigh the pluses and
the minuses like we do for any
region of the state,” Beshear
said, adding that his adminis-
tration is “in the process of
identifying funding that we
can use to hire a person to
work with me and the econom-
ic development cabinet to mar-
ket Eastern  Kentucky’s
- strengths to attract more busi-
ness to Eastern Kentucky.”

Kentucky Highlands
Investment Corp., a venture-
capital firm that started as a
War on Poverty organization,
and makes loans to businesses
interested in providing jobs in
22 seutheastern Kentucky
counties from its office in
London, is happy to see a
broadening of focus.

“I'm not opposed for
srecruiting big businesses. I
think it’s fantastic,” says Jerry
Rickett, president of Kentucky
Highlands, which brought a
large chicken-processing plant
to Clinton County as part of
the federal empowerment zone
program.

“But if I were the economic
development commissioner, I
would really focus on getting
the 5,000 micro-businesses
[those with fewer than five
employees] in the state to hire
just one more person,” Rickett
says. “That’s quite a lot of jobs
when you think about it.”

In counties farther east,
where coal remains a major
industry, Beshear says “Coal is
the centerpiece” of the state’s
economic-development strate-
gy. He adds, “We also want to
move in the areas of renewable
energy.”

State lawmakers share this
focus on new and developing
energy industries as Eastern
Kentucky'’s way forward, with
the help of researchers at.the
University of Kentucky.

“The vision was to have
Kentucky as the place to go to
for all of your energy
research,” says House Floor
Leader Rocky Adkins of

Sandy Hook. “UK is doing
some of the most advanced
fossil-fuel and  biomass
research in the world.”

Asked why high-tech com-
panies would locate in a
mountainous, comparatively
undereducated. part of the
state, Adkins replies, “Because
that’s where these minerals
are. Instead of putting minerals
on a barge, let’s put these facil-
ities in Eastern Kentucky and
create jobs. Ashland’s success
shows the power of locating
processing facilities near the
resources.”

The coal industry and its
allies are counting on develop-
ment of “clean coal” technolo-
gy, which can reduce or elimi-
nate emissions of greenhouse
gases and pollutants. But the
technology for capturing and
storing carbon dioxide has not
been proven on a commercial
scale, and even if it were to be,
not all see value in it.

“Clean coal is a joke,” UK
historian and Appalachian
scholar Ron Eller says, “and it
has never shown any signs of
working.” Eller says state
spending on alternative carbon
technologies is siphoning
valuable funds away from
more productive uses.

“The governor just allocat-
ed 24 million dollars for clean
coal research at the University
of Kentucky,” Eller notes.
“Imagine the impact of spend-
ing that $24 million on entre-
preneurship. It’s really a cruel,
cruel irony, when you think
about it. Clean coal is certain-
1y not the silver bullet.”

of all stripes, teacher-union
bosses and the occasional
community organizer.

We have tried to highlight
the widespread and often bitter
disagreement over the role of
Frankfort, the role of tourism
and the role of coal in
Kentucky’s future-but so too
have we tried to point out areas
of mutual interest and com-
mon ground.

In that vein, it should be
here noted that in four months
of interviews, not a single per-
son failed to tell this reporter
how much Kentucky’s eco-
nomic future depends on better
schools dnd better schooling.
Indeed, if the leaders of this
state are to be believed, educa-
tion is the form of economic
development that Kentucky
needs most.

As University of Louisville

economist Paul Coomes puts
it, “Saying you need to invest
in education is like saying you
need to eat food. You can get
away with not doing it for a lit-
tle  while, but eventually,
you’ll die.”

A legislative
perspective

As Governor Beshear and' the
General Assembly prepare for the
upcoming legislative session, it is
becoming increasingly clear that the
state’s two-year budget will be the
most challenging Kentucky has faced
since the Great Depression.

.. .. Federal stimulus dollars haye
" helped. = significantly, but . unless

the stimulus dollars will run out by the
budget’s second year. Barring an eco-
nomic miracle, there will be consider-
able budget gaps and no painless way
to fill them.

We must also consider sky-rocket-
ing health insurance and retirement
costs, increases in a Medicaid program
that already covers a fifth of our popu-
lation and the growing needs of our
schools and universities. Each of

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these areas must be adequately funded
if ve hope to move forward as a state.

It was with this in mind ‘that I dis-
cussed the possibility of using a por-
tion of surplus funds that are kept by
our elementary and secondary schools
for unplanned expenses and “rainy
days.”

I want to make it clear that I do not
believe these funds can be used for any
programs or expenses outside of the
school’s district. In fact, as Attorney
General, I filed litigation to protect
education dollars.

The surplus funds are a mixture of
local and state dollars prudently set
aside by the school districts for future
needs and  expenses.:. It would be
patently unfair to “rob Peter to pay
Paul,” but it may be time for Peter and
Paul to help themselves more during
these rainiest of days.

I believe all options need to be con-
sidered as we begin writing the state’s
budget in the next several months. If
this is an unprecedented suggestion, it
is because we are in unprecedented
times.

In our current budget, kindergarten 4

through high school accounts for more
than 40 percent of our state tax dollars:
when you add postsecondary schools,
the figure for education jumps to 58
percent.  Critical health and family
services and the judicial and justice
systems push the total over 90 percent.

Because so ‘much of the state’s’

budget goes to these areas, they are the g

ones most affected by cuts that have
topped more than $1.5 billion during
the last two years. Additional cuts are
expected.to exceed a billion dollars in
the upcoming two-year budget.
Federal stimulus dollars have helped
us balance our current budget, but
these are one-time funds and not a per-
manent revenue;source.

I have no doubt that we will find a
way to live within our means, but it
will not be easy. My goal is to contin-
ue protecting, if not increasing, school
funding. Reducing money for educa-
tion would have negative effects last-
ing for generations. School surplus

funds may or may not be part of that ®

equation, but if they can be a bridge to
better days, it is an idea that at least
deserves to be discussed.

House week
in review

Natural gas, wind. and even algae
are considered alternative energy
sources, but state researchers say they
probably won’t replace coal anytime
soon.

The director of the University of
Kentucky Center for Applied Energy
Research told the Interim Joint
Committee on Natural Resources and
Environment on Oct. 23 that he
expects fossil fuel like coal to produce
at least 40-50 percent of U.S. electric-
ity for the foreseeable future.

CAER Director Rodney Andrews
told lawmakers that the U.S. has a
limited set of options to use renew-
ables for utility-scale electricity pro-
duction, adding that the nation must
be careful about declaring what is the
best available technology. Andrews
said not enough is known about alter-
native energy technology to say that
this or that is the best alternative to
coal, although the U.S. government —
which has proposed federal regulation
‘of coal-fired power plant emissions
without Congressional approval to
expedite passage of a federal climate
bill — says there is, Andrews stated.

To keep coal affordable, Andrews
said policymakers must find viable
ways to store and use carbon dioxide
produced by coal-fired power plants.

“We can’t have things that con-
sume a third of the power of the power
plant, which is what current carbon
capture technology would do, and

double the cost of electricity-that’s not
going to be sustainable with our
industry,” he said.

Capturing and storing carbon diox-
ide in deep reservoirs beneath the
earth’s ‘surface or capturing the gas
through photosynthetic processing of
algae are two options for carbon diox-
ide capture, said Andrews. But he said
reducing carbon dioxide emissions
will take a multi-step approach.

The well-respected Electric Power
Research Institute, or EPRI, believes
it is technically feasible to reduce U.S.
carbon dioxide emissions to accept-
able levels by using a mix of technolo-
gies, including carbon capture and
storage, renewable energy, energy
efficiency, use of electric vehicles apd

.even nuclear energy.

Concerning carbon capture, one
lawmaker asked Andrews if captured
Larbon dioxide can dissipate or escape
after it is injected into the earth.
Andrews said a majority of the gas
remains stored under pressure, but
there is some “migration” of the gas in
small quantities. What Andrews called
“catastrophic” releases of the stored
carbon dioxide — during an earth-
quake for example — are considered
rare. Scientist are most concerned
with keeping all the gas in the reser-
voirs where it is placed.

Another lawmaker commented that
humans are a point source of carbon
dioxide through respiration, adding
that the gas “is not a substance we
should be afraid of, it is perhaps
something .we should manage.” His
comments were followed by those
from another legislator who stated *
that those who want to replace coal
with more “‘environmentally friendly”
alternatives should consider the

impact those alternatives have on the
planet — including the acreage it
could take to grow enough algae to
sequester carbon.

In the end, the lawmaker said, coal
is still the best option when it comes
to keeping the lights on in Kentucky
and the nation. He said that was made

clear last summer by the Kentucky W

Public Service Commission, which
told lawmakers that if the electricity
produced by coal was created by
renewables, it would take 26 percent
of the nation’s total renewables to cre-
ate the same amount of electricity that
Kentucky gets from coal.

Andrews said Kentucky coal is
used to produce about 5 percent of the
nation’s electricity. The state pro-
duces about 2.3 percent of U.S. elec-
tricity from all sources.

The bottom line? Yes, Americans
should consider renewables, be more
energy efficient and be responsible

stewards of our environment. But we &/

must also be realistic, and the reality
is that, as of today, coal is the most
cost effective and efficient way to
electrify our nation. Biomass —
which can be burned with coal in
power plants to make coal-fired
power cleaner and more cost efficient
— is what Andrews calls the most log-
ical choice as a renewable to date, but
research is still being done in that
area.

I have no doubt that we will find
the right mix of renewables to help us
lower carbon dioxide emissions in
our state, nation and world. But like
Andrews, I think it will be a long time
coming before any alternative
replaces coal as the king of electricity

« generation.

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PMC chief medical
officer offers tips
on preventing flu

PIKEVILLE — Your best
defense against the flu virus
may be as simple as washing
your hands frequently, says
Pikeville' Medical Center
Chief Medical Officer Dr.
William Johnson.

With nearly 40 years expe-
rience as a physician, Dr.
Johnson has treated many

¢ patients with flu or flu-like
symptoms, but he admits that
the current flu outbreak has
brought a heightened aware-
ness to preventative measures
that people should take against
the virus.

“It really comes down to
the basics: taking a flu shot
and using preventative meas-
ures,” Dr. Johnson said. “The
flu vaccine is expected to be
very effective, especially for
those high-risk patients (chil-
dren, pregnant women, people
with chronic health conditions
and those 65 or older).”

The most simple and best
preventative measure is thor-
oughly washing your hands
with warm water and soap.
Other measures-include: using
hand sanitizer and covering
your nose or mouth when you
cough or sneeze.

“It is imperative that people
try to avoid contact with peo-
ple who are sick,” Dr. Johnson
added. “Germs can spread
through the air and even
though you may not be in close
contact, you could still acquire
® the virus. You may also catch

the wvirus from touching

objects contaminated with the
fla virus.”

Avoiding contact with your
mouth, nose and eyes are also
important in the elimination of
a virus spreading. Dr. Johnson
suggests that people should
cough or sneeze into their
elbow to eliminate the possi-
bility of wirus spreading to

like

their hands.

“Your best defense is taking
your own precautionary meas-
ures,” he said. “Try to avoid
large crowds and follow health
advisories concerning school
closures and other cancglla-
tions.”

Pikeville Medical Center
has issued several precaution-
ary measures to help eliminate
the spread of the flu virus at its
facilities. The hospital has

‘automated hand sanitizer dis-

pensers and masks located at
the May Tower, Heart Institute
and Emergency Room
entrances. Automated hand
sanitizer dispensers are also

Aocated on each floor: of (the+

hospital’s main campus.

If a person experiences flu-
symptoms, he or she
should contact his/her health
care  provider for medical
attention. Pikeville Medical
Center has made that easier
with the  opening of the
Pikeville Medical Regional
Flu Center by the PMC Family
Practice Clinic. This 24-hour-
a-day, seven-days-a-week
service is now open at the hos-
pital’s former Free Screening
Center on North Mayo Trail
(beside Advance Auto Parts).

“This will offer patients the
convenience of seeing a physi-
cian and getting a proper diag-
nosis in a convenient and cen-
tralized location,” Dr. Johnson
said. “We encourage those
who are suffering with flu-like
symptoms to visit our center or
their health care provider for
treatment.”

Trophy smallmouth bass
d:an t resist live bait

. KENTUCKY AFIELD

R ANKFORT - I was once
a pumt — until I got over it.

I ‘used to feel that you
should only catch smallmouth

bass — or any fish for that mat-

ter — on artificial lures.

Throwing a hair jig, grub,

blade bait or other lure was the
most sporting way to fish in
my mind, and the best example
of the concept of “fair chase”
fqe: fishing. “Only meat hogs
use, live bait,” I would scoff

th an air of moral superiori-
ty.

{ But, a funny thing hap-
pe¢ned on the way to my first
trophy fish award for a small-
mouth bass. My fishing bud-
d1es had no such compunc-
tions about using a'live shiner
ot large crappie minnow, to.
fdol” fall and winter' small-
mouth  bass on  Lake
Climberland or Laurel River
Lake.

T would patiently swim a
light hair jig down a point
frpm the back of the boat, and
hedr a whipping sound and
slisht grunt from the front of
thie boat.

My buddies’ rod would
b¢nd double, straining from
the” fight of a chunky small-
mirth that inhaled their shin-
en‘They gently chuckled at my
caonceit while the drag on their
spinning reels screeched.

‘On the occasion that I took
a ismallmouth with a jig, the
fish usually ran from 14 to 17
inches. Those smallmouth bass
my buddies caught with shin-
ers averaged 18 to 21 inches.

| With each nice fish they
cqught and each medium-sized
ﬁ?h I caught, my snobbery
melted away. Eventually, a
thc shiner produced a 21-inch
long, 4-pound, 11-ounce Lake
Cpmberland brute, my first
trophy smallmouth. I am no
longer a snob.

| Recent cold rains = and
unseasondbly cool weather
pushed water temperatures
down into the mid-60s in
KEntucky s best smallmouth
lakes. Now is a highly produc-
tive time to throw some shin-
ers for trophy smallmouth bass
at|. Lake Cumberland, Laurel

River Lake and Dale Hollow
Lake.

" “Smallmouth bass are hit-
ting shiners fished on points at
Lake Cumberland,” said Scott
Lewis of Danville, one of the

friends who showed me the

ropes of shiner fishing nearly
20 years ago. “A coworker
caught 22 smallmouth a few
days ago. The first fish was a
5-pounder, all on shiners.”

‘A spinning rod from 612
feet to 712 feet long, spooled
with 4- to 8-pound line, is the
best choice for shiner fishing.
You don’t want a rod that is
too stiff, nor do you want a
noodle rod. A rod that’s too
stiff rips the shiner off the
hook on the cast. A noodle rod
doesn’t give you the hook-set-
ting power or control on the
fight to land a big smallmouth

- bass..A moderate, fast action.

rod i ideal, as this action gives
just enough on the tip to cast a
live shiner a good distance
with enough backbone to han-
dle the job of setting the hook.
A longer rod protects the light
line needed in our clear small-
mouth lakes.

A size 1 or 2 Kahle- style
hook or a size 1/0 circle hook
goes on the business end of
this rig. Pinch a BB-sized
split-shot 18 to 24 inches
above the hook and you are
set. A circle hook prevents gut
hooking, but it can be difficult
to resist setting the hook.

Simply tighten down by slow-

ly reeling and lifting the rod
tip to drive home a circle hook.

“My neighbor has been
averaging between 20 and 30
fish a day, both smallmouth
bass and spotted bass, on Lake
Cumberland recently,” said
Ryan Oster, assistant director
of fisheries for the Kentucky
Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources. ‘“He said
you can’t catch anything on
artificial lures. Points are pro-
ducing the smallmouth bass,
and any place you can find
wood in the water is holdmo
spotted bass.”

During my purist days, I
underestimated how much
skill is involved in shiner fish-
ing. You don’t throw a shiner
out, eat a sandwich, take a nap,
daydream and reel in big

smallmouth bass. !

I learned: to cast a‘ 'shiner
underhand or sidearm, 'as to
not make a huge commotion
on the water. An overhand cast
that makes a large splash not
only spooks fish, it mjures the
shiner.

Watch the line mtently as
the shiner slowly flits its way
to the bottom. Let it settle to
the bottom and slowly reel it
towards the boat, ‘letting the
split shot tick bottom' occa-
sionally. I learned to concen-
trate as hard as I would swim-
ming a hair jig.

If I feel the shiner wiggle
more intensely, I get on my
toes and my pulse quickéns
because this usually means a
smallmouth is eyeing it. If the
line goes suddenly slack, tight-
ens, jumps or goes off to the

-.side, set the hook, or, slowly.
tlghten down if using a circle

hook.

Cuts and small coves along
with points on the main lake of
Lake Cumberland from
Jamestown to the dam are
great areas to fish shiners.
Shelves or other drop-offs in
small coves in the lower end of
the Laurel River arm and
points in Spruce Creek on
Laurel River Lake hold small-
mouth bass now. Points in the
lower parts of Illwill Creek
and the Wolf River arm of
Dale Hollow Lake are good
spots to try, as are Trooper,
Boys, Cactus and Pilot islands.

With the drawdown of Lake
Cumberland, . shore-bound
anglers can bring along a
bucket of large crappie min-
nows and fish points close to
access areas for smallmouth
bass. Crappie minnows are
much hardier than shiners and
live longer in a minnow buck-
et, plus you can get three or
four dozen for the price of half
a pound of shiners. Large crap-
pie minnows also work in
boats as well, especially when
it’s really cold.

Smallmouth bass are some

',of wariest fish that swim and

sometimes it takes the real
thing to fool them. Don’t be a
snob like I used to be, leave
the crankbaits, jigs and grubs
at home. Live bait produces
big smallmouth bass.

Dreaming

L:d

of gardens
to come

To borrow (and yes, misuse a wee
bit) a phrase from Shakespeare: "Now
is the winter of our discontent.” Much
as I love autumn and the holiday sea-
son, it does have its drawbacks: It's
too cold to garden and it's too cold to
sail.

But while the roses and the purple
coneflowers are gone by now, there's
potential for some fantastic color in
fall gardens of the future between
Halloween and Thanksgiving, thanks
to the scientists at the Agricultural
Research Service (ARS).

Here's where I think science would
be a lot of fun: coming up with new,
colorful ornamental plants. And at the
ARS Henry A. Wallace Agricultural
Research Center at Beltsville, Md.,
that's- exactly what two plant geneti-
cists have done. They've created two
new ornamental pepper cultivars that
will provide not only striking color
contrasts for the fall garden, but also
edible peppers.

The new pepper cultivars are
dubbed "Lil' Pumpkin" and "Pepper
Jack." "Lil' Pumpkin" has black leaves
and orange fruit that looks just like
miniature pumpkins. "Pepper -Jack"
has greenish-black leaves and a mix of
both orange and black, small, cone-
shaped fruit that looks a little bit like
my all-time favorite Halloween candy,
"candy corn." These plants will grow
well in diverse environments, and are
especially well suited for growing in
pots or as bedding plants.

The developers of "Lil' Pumpkin"
and "Pepper Jack" had in mind treats
for both the eye and the stomach.
While these peppers are definitely col-
orful and unique, they're also meant to
be eaten.

You might think that growing cer-
tain vegetable crops, such as peppers,
as much for "eye appeal” as to stock
the larder is a relatively recent trend.
After all, weren't our ancestors pri-
marily focused on keeping fed?

Not so, as it turns out. The ARS
scientists say that when selected veg-
etable crops such as peppers were
introduced into Europe in the 1400s,
they were actually prized more for
their ornamental value than as food
sources. In fact, decorative kitchen
gardens known as "potagers" were an
important element of elaborate
European gardens such as those found
at the French kings' palace at
Versailles during the 1600s.

And now, as the saying goes, "what
goes around comes around” in every
kind of fashion -- from today's "retro"
bellbottoms to a renewed interest in
ornamental and vegetable gardening -
- so that using vegetables as a focal
element in gardens has become popu-
lar all over again.

This isn't the ARS scientists' first
foray into the field of ornamental pep-
pers; in fact, these aren't even their
first new peppers of 2009! In March
of this year, the same ARS scientists
unveiled "Midnight Creeper" and
"Solar Eclipse,” which are particularly
striking for their dark purple to black
coloring.

"Midnight Creeper" has purple
flowers and produces fruit that's black
when it's immature, but changes to red
once it ripens. It's also unusual in that
it grows outward instead of upward
like other pepper plants. By contrast,
"Solar Eclipse" is tall, bushy and high-
ly prized for its striking black foliage.

As for their fruits, those are rated
"extremely hot" (for "Midnight
Creeper") and "very hot" (for "Solar
Eclipse"). Exact Scoville ratings -- the
measures used to verify a pepper's
pungency -- aren't available because
these two plants are really intended
for ornamental use.

Finally, 1 have to mention "Black
Pearl.” This pretty pepper from the
ARS scientists, released in 2007, was
