Lack of budget
alarming

The above definition could surely and adequately
describe Kentucky’s legislative leadership and how they
have behaved in regard to the recent breakdown of state
budget negotiations, for certainly they are not capable of
working together, and therefore incompetent at their jobs.

Gov. Steve Beshear told reporters last week that he and
10 people off the street could have resolved these budget
issues in mere minutes, where the Commonwealth’s legisla-
tive leaders have failed to do so in a matter of three
months. And the governor is probably correct.

The level of our disappointment that a new two-year
state budget was not sent to the governor’s desk before the
General Assembly adjourned last week can not be ade-
quately put into words. Suffice is to say that Rep. Greg
Stumbo and Sen. David Williams have let Kentucky down,
and now the taxpayers will be forced to pick up the tab on a
special session as a result — to the tune of about $60,000
per day. Inexcusable.

Speaker Stumbo quickly sent a statement to media out-
lets following Thursday’s breakdown, saying he thought the
legislature would move ahead with a one year continuation
budget.

“This is a stunning development that flies in the face of
all that I thought we had agreed upon,” Stumbo said last
Thursday. “House and Senate leaders and our staffs were
working late last night on getting the final agreements, giv-
ing me every indication they were acting in good faith.”

Not good enough. We realize these are trying times, but
to fail to come to a compromise, and then blame it all on
the other guy just doesn’t cut it. Compromise should work
both ways.

And that goes for Senate President David Williams as
well. You can’t compromise by allowing the other person to
submit all of the concessions. It should be give and take,
not take and take.

But now that we’ve cried over the spilled milk, there is
still a job to be done before July 1. Gov. Beshear will most
likely call the special session in May. What say you do your
job this time around? You don’t have to agree on everything
all the time, but you can at least do your job from time to
time.

Bullying needs
to be taken seriously

My name is Johna Lawson, and I live in Prestonsburg.
I have a 16-year-old son who attends the local high
school here. On Monday, another child who attends an
alternative school in the county, got off the bus at the
high school where my child attends and sucker-punched
my son. He then hopped back on another bus and headed
home.

As the bus drove off, this kid ye]led out the window
that he would be back the next day to kill him. The suck-
er-punch sent us to the emergency room where we spent
the whole evening. I was sure my son’s nose was broken.

He bled for four hours, which covered not only the side-
walk, but my son’s tennis shoes, jeans and shirt.

On top of all the drama, in its seriousness, no one
seems to want to be responsible for the medical bills. The
lady at the courthouse where charges were filed told me
not to count on any reimbursements for out of pocket
monies.

I think the parents or the school should be forced to be
responsible for those bills — especially since it happened
on school property. I just want my child to be able to go
to school in a safe environment where he can learn and
not feel like he has to constantly be looking over his
shoulder.

My concern is, these children who are thrown out of
public schools are still allowed by law to be dropped off
at our mainstream schools, where they are not allowed to
attend, to have breakfast and wait for a bus exchange to
get to the alternative school. If these children are not
allowed to attend mainstream schools because of the trou-
ble and problems they have imposed, then why are they
allowed to come there at all?

This child did, in fact, come back the next day with
two other children who also do not attend the school,
looking for my child. My son had to dodge these kids all
morning in fear of what they might do to him.

It is already a struggle for our children, mentally and
emotionally, to maintain their reputation and “cool” status
under normal circumstances. These three kids rode the
bus to the high school and instead of getting on the bus to
20 to the alternative school, they stayed there (skipping
school) and lurked around the halls and bathroom waiting
to find my son. Were they, in fact, planning on killing
him?

This child was supposed to be suspended from school
on Tuesday — the very next day — but since he did not
get on the bus and go there, nothing has been done.

I was advised to go to the courthouse and file charges,
which I did do — fourth-degree assault and terroristic
threatening. The process of the notification to this child
and his family is via mail. A summons of the charges with
a court date is mailed to them to appear. What happens in
the meantime?

There is so much media going ground right now about
children who are bullied in our school systems and on the
street. No one seems to think it is a big deal around here.
“Not in our town” seems to be the attitude.

Why can’t the security at the school be better? When I
talked to the principal, he told me that the superintendent
was aware of the problem, but nothing would probably be
done until next year maybe. How does that help my cur-
rent situation? Is it necessary to wait for my child to be
injured severely, maybe even killed, before anything is
taken seriously in our small town?

‘What about the 15-year-old boy in Florida who was set
on fire? Or the teenager who was beaten into a coma over
a text message?

The child who attacked my son has been in trouble
numerous times before, even busting out all of another
child’s front teeth!

“He’s really smart, made a
28 on the ACT, 4.0 student,”
said Booher. “He’s going to be
our Salutatorian of the Senior
class when we have graduation
in June. I'm the huddle leader
for Fellowship of Christian
Athletes at school and he’s on
the leadership team, which
means he conducts a lot of the
Bible studies and stuff. Transy
will be a real good fit for him
and I'd say they’re excited to
get him.”

He responded by telling the

He explained the situation to
Charlie. One umpire was there.
The other had called and had
gotten stuck at work. He was
two hours away, maybe longer.
There would be a delay.

This. wasn’t acceptable to
the combustible Charlie, who
begged Jason to let them play
with one umpire. Knowing
who he was dealing with — not
only Coach Adkins, but his
own former coach, Mike
Collins of Central — he was
having none of it. But Charlie
continued, and continued, and
continued. Finally, Jason
relented.

The top baseball prOJanls
in the mountains would play

for yet another district title with
only one umpire.

What sealed the deal? This
line from Charlie. “I swear,
Jason, I won’t say a word.”

And he didn’t, Until the first
pitch, It came in lower than
Charlie liked. It was called a
strike. He could be heard all
over Paintsville. “Well, you
don’t need two umpires to get it
in the strike zone!”

Speaking of Collins, many
felt they hated each other. They
ran the top two programs in the
region for decades and shared a
town, doing it from the same
pool of players. But there was
no hatred, none whatsoever. In
fact, they were teammates at
Morehead State — batterymates,
to be exact. Collins was an all-
league catcher, and Charlie
spent a few years in the Reds
organization as a pitcher.

There are other stories. One
year he hosted the regional
tournament, and when the
finals came down to Paintsville
and Central — again - the
coaches agreed to move the
Saturday afternoon game to 11
that morning. That way, regard-
less of the outcome, they could
play 18, maybe 36 holes of golf
that day.

One year at Paintsville his
team was involved in a fight in
a regional tournament game
with Phelps. A couple of play-
ers were kicked out, meaning
they’d miss the mext round. I
was in the press box doing
radio with Jason, but through
my headset I could easily hear
him from the third-base coach-
es” box. “I hope you boys are
proud of yourselves,” he
screamed. “Just cost yourself a
regional championship!”

My friend Adam Collins
played for Charlie at
Paintsville.. On his Facebook
page, he wrote that baseball just
got a little better in heaven. And
he right.

They'1l have to play it per-
fectly to satisfy Adam’s old
coach.

He won't settle for anything
else.

big-time player who excels at
both ends of the court.”

Moon began his NBA
career with the Toronto
Raptors during the 2007-08
season. During his rookie sea-
son, Moon averaged 8.5 points
and 6.2 rebounds per game.
Moon played one season and
54 games of another for
Toronto before being traded to
the Miami Heat. After finish-
ing out the 2007-08 season
with Miami, Moon signed with
the Cavaliers.

Keathley developed an eye
for talent early on in his coach-
ing career. Over the last few
seasons, Keathley has had an
opportunity to coach NBA-cal-
iber players Jermaine
Blackburn and Josh Pace in
both Kentucky and Texas.
Blackburn and Pace continue
to draw interest from multiple
NBA franchises.

“I think one of the most
exciting parts of coaching on
the college or pro levels is
going out and finding undis-
covered or little known talent,”
Keathley confided. “Probably
our biggest find as a staff was
back in 2004 when I was the
head coach of the Kentucky
Colonels. My player personnel
advisor Brandon Paquin and I
were looking for a swing man
to replace David Scott, a play-
er of ours who was leaving for
overseas. We réally try to have
a backup plan in case of
injuries or players signing con-
tracts elsewhere which is areg-
ular occurrence on this level.
We had a young guy who was
playing for the Harlem
Globetrotters at the time that
we were really high on and that
was Jamario Moon. He didn’t
have any pro experience with
the exception of a couple of
brief  stints, one-to-three
games, with a couple of other
teams. He really fit the type of
mold I looked for at the swing
forward position - very athlet-
ic, could shoot the ball and
could really pass the basket-
ball. Being really good in the
open court 1s what excited me
the most about Moon's game.”

Moon made an immediate
impact upon his arrival for the
Colonels. In Moon, Keathley
saw plenty of high-level pro
potential.

“l knew immediately that
Jamario was an NBA-type tal-
ent,” Keathley said. “Having
him and Antwain Barbour on
the wings made my job preity
easy. He ended up averaging
about 15 points and nine
rebounds a game for us.
Looking back; he had the talent
and ability then; I think what
he was lacking at the time was

the killer instinet.”

In addition to the ABA and
NBA ' D-League, ‘the much-
traveled Moon has logged min-
utes in various leagues, includ-
ing the USBL, WBA and CBA.
Moon averaged 18.8 points in
44 games for the CBA's
Albany Patroons and former
NBA All-Star turned 'coach
Michael Ray Richardson dur-
ing the 2006-07 campaign, one
season before Keathley guided
the East Kentucky Miners fran-
chise during its debut season in
the same league. He was
named a CBA All-Star and the
league’s Defensive Player of
the Year that season.

“I think Moon having 'the
opportunity to play for Michael
Ray Richardson in Albany
helped him understand what
NBA coaches and scouts were
looking -for,” Keathley said,
looking back at Moon’s run
with the Albany Patroons.
“Michael Ray is a former NBA
All-Star, so he knows what it
takes. I've coached in many
games against Coach
Richardson over the last two to
three years and the one thing
his teams do is play hard for 48
minutes. They will defend on
and off the ball. I think Jamario
took from that and became a
complete player under Coach
Richardson.”

When he tunes in to a
Cleveland Cavaliers game,
Keathley watches proudly as
he sees a former player don-
ning a No. 15 jersey and per-
forming in the NBA.

“I'm_ very happy for
Jamario and what he has been
able to accomplish,” Keathley
added. “I don’t take any credit
for his success or anything like
that; but I do feel we opened
the door for everyone to see
what type of player he was, he
got to showcase his talents for
more than a couple of games. It
took .a team taking a strong
look at him and letting him
play in more than a couple of
games and we did that with the
Colonels. After the 2005 sea-
son concluded, I spoke. with
the Arkansas Rimrockers of the
NBA-D League the night prior
to their draft, I urged then head
coach Joe Harge to take a look
at him in one of ‘the early
rounds. Coach Harge agreed he
was well worth the draft pick
and drafted him the next day, I
don’t think he lasted very long
with the Rimrockers but it con-
tinued to move him towards
the NBA."”

Keathley feels Moon
deserved the opportunity he
got to catch on and play in the
NBA.

“Off the court, Jamario is a
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very good guy,” Keathley said.
“He was always a laid back
young man who was easy to
get along with. T've told this
story many tiimes, one morning
before practice, Jamario sur-
prised me with four tickets to a
Harlem Globetrotters game for
my family. He deserves all the
success he's having in the
NBA right now  with
Cleveland. I'm rooting for
Jamario, I.eBron and Shaq to
win it all. It’s amazing to even
say that — Jamario in the same
sentence  with  Shaquille
O'Neal and LeBron James. It
just goes to show you if you
work hard enough and believe
in yourself, nothing is out of
reach.”

Is there another Keathley-
coached player bound for the
NBA? Could be. But for now,
Keathley is content to watch
and root for Jamario Moon as
his former player and team-
mates in Cleveland compete
for an NBA title.

I know Jamario still talks
about how difficult his times
were — chasing his basketball
dream,” Keathley said. “On
different occasions he has
brought up the Kentucky
Colonels as a reference to his
struggle. There were times the
owner of the team would hand
out paychecks a few days late
and all of us would rush to the
bank to make sure it cleared. It
became am ongoing joke
amongst us as a team. I know
his journey hasn’t been easy
and that’s what makes his suc-
cess even more special, I'm
just really proud of what he's
accomplished and the adversi-
ty he’s overcome. For a guy to
go from playing in the
Louisville Gardens and mak-
ing 500 dollars a week to now
making almost three-million
dollars a year and competing
for an NBA championship with
two of the great players of the
game is a great story to waich

un fold.”

in the mite family. They are arachnids
and are closely related to ticks. It is
the larval form of the miie that bites.
Interestingly, after they feast on
humans and other animals, they
mature and eat only the eggs of cer-
tain other insects,

Chiggers do not burrow under the
skin, as is commonly believed.
Instead, when chigger larvae bite,
they insert a motith part that injects
saliva into a skin pore or hair follicle.
This dissolves the skin cells it con-
tacts into a liquid that the chigger can

for itchy chigger bites

surrounding “the withdrawn liquid

harden, creating a tube-like structure.

This structure, called a stylostome,
acts like a drinking straw, allowing
more saliva to be injected, and more
liquefied skin to be withdrawn. This
is what creates the appearance of bur-
rowing,

‘It is the stylostome that causes the
itching and characteristic red welt to
form. The itchiness can be quite
severe and usually peaks about two
days after the bite. The stylostome is
destroyed by your body in about 10
days.

Chiggers are found in orasqy
places, and in thick brush. They are
most active when the ground temper-
ature is between 77 and 86 degrees
and become: inactive below 60
degrees. v

Prevention is the best way to man-

vent chiggers from making contact
with your skin. Long-sleeved shirts,
tightly woven socks, pants tucked
inside of boot tops, and buttoned
cuffs will all reduce chigger bites.
Most mosquito repellants will fend
off chiggers, 100, so it’s good idea to
use these.products when you go into
fields or woods or if you plan to sit on
the grass. Remember to ‘reapply it
every few hours since repellants only
last a few hours.

After you return from any poten-
tial exposure, a hot bath with lots of
soap will wash many chiggers off
before they have a chance to bite. If
you have been bitten, over-the-count-
er creams with benzocaine or cam-
phOr-phenol can help reduce the itch-
ing.

It's also a good idea to wash
clothes that are potentially chigger-

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Knobby finger joints

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
I’'m beginning to get little knobs
on my finger joints. I believe
this is arthritis, and I have seen it
in the advanced stages. What
can I do to prevent it from get-
ting worse? — Anon.

ANSWER: The knobs on the
finger joints below the finger-
nail are Heberden's nodes,
named after an English doctor
who died at the start of the 19th
century. Knobs on the middle
finger joints are Bouchard's
nodes, named after a French
doctor who died in the early
years of the 20th century. Both
of these knobs are signs of
osteoarthritis — the common
kind of arthritis, the kind that
most seniors have at least a
touch of. They're similar to
bone spurs seen on backbones
and other bones, another conse-
quence of osteoarthritis,

Osteoarthritis comes from
fraying of the cushioning carti-
lage inside joints. How exten-
sive or how incapacitating it will
be is unpredictable. Most people
manage (o get along in spite of
it. However, it can be a great
burden to others.

There is no preventive medi-
cine 1o stop osteoarthritis in its
tracks. It has a predilection for
the fingers, hips, knees and

spine. Should it strike larger
joints like hips, knees and back-
bones, muscle strengthening
will serve you well. Strong mus-
cles protect joints. The exercise
should not be so vigorous that it
causes pain, but it should be vig-
orous enough to encourage
strength building. Being over-
weight increases the stress on
knees and hips, so you should
strive to stay on the lean side.

Many people swear to the
effectiveness of chondroitin and
glucosamine, both of which are
available without a prescription,
and often they come in ¢ombi-
nation. Not a lot of evidence
exists to endorse them whole-
heartedly, but if you want to
give them a try, they won’t hurt
you.

Dear lom and Ray:

I bought a ‘72 Porsche 914 a few
wveeks ago, It was running great for
ibout 10 days. Then I took it through
1 carwash. When it came out, it ran
cerribly. - It was underpowered, and
sputtered whenever 1 hit the gas.
Hoping to clear up the problem, I
ook it on a long trip (100+ miles),
which brought its performance back
0 normal. Can you explain what hap-
pened? And can you tell me how I can
prevent it from happening again? —

¥TOM: Sure. Hand-wash it.

RAY: Whygt happened was that you
got something wet, and then you
dried it out.

TOM: Right. That “something™ is
some part of the secondary ignition
system.

RAY: Electricity is supposed 1o
travel from the coil to the distributor,
and then through the spark-plug wires
to the spark plugs.

TOM: If the insulation on one of
those parts has been compromised,
and moisture diverts the electricity
from its intended destination, one or
more of your spark plugs won’t fire.

The warning signal and all clear signals,
using a siren/airhorn, will be. audible
within one-half mile of the blasting area,
and will be sounded before and following
a blast, A series of one (1) minute blasts
of a siren will be sounded five (5) minutes
prior to the blast signal. The blast signal
will be a series of short blasts of the siren
sounded one (1) minute prior to the blast.
The all clear signal following blasting will
be one (1) prolonged blast of the siren.

All blasting will be conducted during the
designated time periods except in case of
emergency conditions. Emergency condi-
tions may include but are not limited to
rain, lightening or other atmospheric ¢on-
ditions, management problems or safety
to the public or operator, In the event of
any emergency, all residents/personnel
within one-half mile will be orally notified,
and the signal sounded before detona-
tion.
