ecoPower Generation, LLC, of

plant on about 125 acres in the
Coal Fields Regional
Industrial Park. located about
10 miles north of Hazard. The
site is a reclaimed coal mine.
According to ecoPower’s

}nﬁapplicutiun, fuel for the plant

would come from nearby
industrial facilities and forest
product operations and would
include low-grade logs and
wood wastes such as sawdust,
wood chips, bark and sawmill
wastes. The wood material
would be burned to produce
steam, which would power tur-
bines that produce electricity.

The plant would be con--

nected to the grid through a
substation owned by American
Electric Power Co. The elec-
tricity would be sold on' the

open, wholesale market. The

The Siting Board is an
agency within the Energy and
Environment Cabinet. Under a
law passed in 2002 by the

Kentucky General Assembly,
the Siting Board is charged
with reviewing applications
for merchant power plants,
also known as independent
power producers (IPPs), which
sell electricity on the whole-
sale, unregulated market.

IPPs are not regulated by
the Kentucky Public Service
Commission (PSC).
Applicants to the Siting Board
are not required to meet the
criteria set by the PSC for new
facilities built by regulated
utilities, and thus do not need
to prove that the proposed
facility is necessary to meet
demand for electricity.

The Siting Board considers
issues such as noise, visual
impact, traffic, economig¢
impacts and effects of the pro-
posed facility on Kentucky's
electric grid.

Environmental matters
such as air emissions, water
quality and solid waste are the
subject of separate proceed-
ings before the Kentucky
Department of Environmental
Protection.

By law, the Siting Board
has 120 days after an applica-
tion is deemed complete to
decide whether to approve that
application. The law and asso-
ciated regulations set certain
requirements and deadlines for
public participation in the
review process.

Persons or entities with a
specific interest in the case
may apply to the Siting Board
to become parties to the case
(intervenors). Intervenors are
full participants in the case,

with the right to request infor-
mation from the applicant or
other parties to the case and to
cross-examine witnesses in the
evidentiary hearing.

Intervenors are not required
to reside in the county in
which the facility is proposed,
but must present a specific rea-
son for seeking intervention
that is within the Siting
Board’s jurisdiction. Requests
for intervenor status, citing the
case number and the reason for
intervention, must be made in
writing to the Siting Board at
the above address within 30
days of the filing of a complete
application,

A formal evidentiary hear-
ing may be held at the request
of parties to the case or on the
motion of the Siting Board.
Participation in the hearing is
limited to the applicants and to
parties to the case. Testimony
is taken under oath. Requests
for a formal hearing must be
made in writing to the Siting
Board within 30 days of the
filing of a complete applica-
tion.

A local public hearing will
be held if requested by a local
government entity and may be
held if requested by at least
three residents of the county in
which the facility is proposed.
The local public hearing
would provide an opportunity
for the general public to be
heard by the Siting Board in an
informal setting. Requests for
an informal local public hear-
ing must be made in writing to
the Siting Board within 30
days of the filing of a complete

, economic direction of the country, as well as the future plans of
the taxman. The stimulus package is doing nothing to restore
, confidence.

We also know for sure that the stimulus hasn’t fulfilled its
stated purposes. When passed, the nation was assured the mas-
sive spending would hold unemployment under 8 percent and
“save or create” 3.5 million jobs. The jobless rate eventually
topped 10 percent, and has only recently dropped slightly below
that mark. The White House’s claim of more than 2 million new
jobs attributable to the stimulus package has been discredited by

| investigative reporting from the Associated Press and newspa-
pers across the country.

Most of the jobs saved were in the public sector. That’s
because much of the first phase spending — $147 billion —
went to states to fill their budget holes or shore up safety net
programs such as unemployment insurance and Medicaid. In
many cases, Michigan being the prime example, the money
allowed states to delay necessary spending reforms for another
year.

The stimulus package also didn’t deliver on its promise to
build a healthier economic infrastructure for the nation. Just $31
billion was spent on infrastructure projects, with most of that
going to road and bridge projects and not to the sort of visionary
investments in things such as broadband networks and high-tech
manufacturing that might support future job growth.

What we may never know is whether a different approach
would have worked better. Would deeper and broader tax relief
have triggered a recovery-inducing consumer spending spree, the
, way the Cash for Clunkers program revived the auto industry
| lastfall?

That’s a question that ought to be thoroughly explored before
spending an additional $300 billion of the package.

And if we are entering a sustainable recovery, it may be that
not spending the next $300 billion would have the most positive
impact on the economy, considering the jitters at home and
! abroad over the America’s commitment to destructive deficits for
! the long-term.

Instead of cheerleading for a program that has delivered.such
uncertain results, the administration should give itself the benefit
| of an honest assessment of what the stimulus really accom-

, plished, and whether a new direction might produce a better
| return.

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House week
in review

The lives of Kentucky vyeterans

will improve thanks to legislation

passed this session by the Kentucky
House-of Representatives.

House Bill 14 allows: for perma-
nently and totallydisabled: \zatemns
who are citizens of Kentucky to stay
at Kentucky state parks for up to three
nights per year at no cost. And House
Bill 75 amends current state govern-
ment personnel statutes to provide a
preference to veterans when hiring. It
ensures that state government
employees are aware of an applicant’s
military service so that our returning
service men and women are given
every opportunity to - become
employed. Both of these bills honor-
ing our brave men and women who
have sacrificed so much for Kentucky

" have been signed into law by the gov-

ernor.

A bill that would ensure our return-
ing combat veterans are connected to
available mental health programs
when they are accused of breaking the
law is now being considered by the
Senate after it passed out of the House
by a vote of 97-0. Years of war and
multiple deployments have taken their
toll on the men and women who serve
in the Armed Forces, National Guard,
and Reserves, and have led to

olumn

increased cases of post-traumatic
stress disorder and other post-deploy-
ment difficulties. Unfortunately, com-
bat veterans may not initially seek
help to deal with their difficulties.
House Bill 377 would require
investigators to ask if the veteran has
ever been in combat during the pretri-
al investigation. It would also require
pretrial officers to give contact infor-
mation on the. Kentucky . Natignal
Guard Family Services or similar pro-

grams. The bill .now heads 1o, the
Senate for consideration:. .
Domestic violence protection

would be expanded to people in dat-
ing relationships with the passage of
House Bill 189, '‘Current law permits
domestic violence court orders only in
cases in which a couple is married,
divorced, has lived together or has a
child together. House Bill 189 also
requires the state court database to
show if an assault or homicide was
related to domestic violence.
Kentucky would be the 40th state in
the country to expand this protection.
The legislation passed by a vote of 96-
0 and now goes to the Senate.

House Bill 58, which would
require drivers convicted of their first
DUI to use interlock ignition devices
on their vehicle, passed the House by
a vote of 95-0.  An ignition interlock
is a device that samples the driver’s
breath for alcohol content. If there is
alcohol, the car will not start, or if'the
car is in motion, some other signal,
such as flashing lights and a sounding
horn, will occur. Currently 12 states

require or provide incentives for igni-
tion interlocks for all persons conyict-
ed of a DUI . The bill will now be con-
sidered by the Senate. .

A bill that would raise the school
dropout age from 16 to 18 by 2015 has
cleared the House  Education
Committee. House Bill 301would
require students to attend school until
at least age 17, beginning July 1, 2013
with the goal of having the state high

- school graduation rate at least 90%by

July 12015 Statistits showa.that

“dropouts earn an average of $7,000 a

year less than students with high
school diplomas. House Bill 301 now
goes to the full House of
Representatives.

Children’s Dental
Health Month a
- good time to
assess kids’ teeth

It’s a dubious distinction, but
Kentucky has one of the worst track
records in the United States when it
comes to dental health; nearly a third
of its residents lose six or more teeth
to decay or gum disease.

Perhaps even more troubling is the
state of our children’s dental health.
One-half of Kentucky’s children have
decay in their primary teeth, and 47
percent of children between ages 2
and 4 have untreated dental problems
- more than double the national aver-
age. It's a problem that can lead to
other health challenges later in life
such as gum disease, bone loss, heart
disease and stroke. ‘

Fortunately. Kentucky's leaders are
taking note. Gov. Steve Beshear-
recently announced a three-year, $2.2
million initiative to improve the den-
tal health of children in southern and
Eastern Kentucky in part by training
dentists (o enhance dental care for
children. This initiative is a major
step in the right direction, but there
are still many things parents can do
today to help their children develop
healthful dental habits.

Guidelines to keep teeth healthy

Most parents know how important
it is to brush and floss daily, but how
can they best pass along this habit to
their children? How about making it a
morning and evening ritual that the
entire family can do together?
Children can only benefit by their par-
ents’ example of practicing good oral
hygiene. If you're wondering how
early children should start brushing
and flossing. dentists recommend par-
ents begin as soon as their child’s first
tooth appears.

Tooth decay is caused by a specific
type of acid-producing bacteria in the
mouth, and these dangerous bacteria
can be passed between people. So,
decrease your child’s risk of receiving
bacteria and developing tooth decay
by avoiding sharing food or utensils
with’ others. A balanced diet can also
help prevent tooth decay. Encourage
children to eat fruits, vegetables and
calcium-rich snacks. but limit sugary
foods and drinks such as candy and
soda.

Another step parents can take is to
ask their family dentist about fluoride
dental sealants - thin plastic coating
that covers chewing surfaces of the
molars. Sealants protect the pits and

* grooves in a child’s teeth to help pre-
- vent cavities. They usually last 10 to

15 years and can be applied when
your child’s permanent molars come
in, which usually occurs around age 6
or 7.

Preparing children for their first
visit to the dentist

A regular checkup is a must, but
when should children make that first
visit? A child’s first birthday is an
excellent time.

The first visit to the dentist could
be intimidating for children, but here
are some helpful tips. Play “dentist”
at home by taking turns looking inlﬁ&)
each other’s mouths with a flashlight,
or read to your child a story about a
trip to the dentist. Morning appoint-
ments are usually best for children
since they are generally more rested
and cooperative.

Before the visit, explain to your
child exactly what will happen at the
dentist’s office, such as how the den-
tist or hygienist will examine the
teeth, gums, tongue, lips and roof of
the mouth.

. Also, note that the dentist may take
X-rays depending on your child’s age
and the number of teeth he or she has.
X-rays are helpful for both detecting
decay and determining whether ycm@
child’s permanent teeth are develop
ing normally. Your child’s teeth may
also be cleaned during the visit.

All of these measures are important
in protecting our children’s teeth. By
adopting such healthful habits, we can
help our children avoid costly and
painful dental and health problems
later in life.

The official signals used for
high school soccer have been
modified to reflect common
practice. This was one of 11
changes approved by the
National Federation of State
High School Associations
(NFHS) Soccer Rules
Committee at its January 25-
27 meeting in Indianapolis.
The rules changes subsequent-
ly were approved by the NFHS
Board of Directors.

The committee approved a
reduction in the number of sig-
nals from 23 to eight, effective

‘wuh the 2010-11 season. The
‘eight signals that were retained
are the most common signals
used by officials at all levels of
play.

“The reduction in the num-
ber of signals simplifies the
process for officials and stan-
dardizes soccer signals across
the board,” said Mark Koski,
NFHS assistant director and
liaison to the Soccer Rules
Committee. “The committee
believed it was time to make a
change since officials would
not have to learn any new sig-
nals and many of them work at
other levels.”

® Two changes regarding uni-
forms were approved with a
two-year lead time for imple-
mentation. Beginning in the
fall 2012 season, the home
team will be required to wear
solid white jerseys and socks.
Previously the wording was
“white or light” jerseys and
socks. The committee made
this change to better differenti-
ate between the home and vis-
iting teams.

In addition, effective in fall

2012, goalkeepers will be
required to have a number on
the back of their jerseys and
the front of their jerseys or
shorts that is different than any
other number used by other
players on the team.

Another uniform change,
which takes effect this coming
season, states that only names,
patches, emblems, logos or
insignias referencing the
school are permitted on the
team uniform.

A significant change in the
substitution rule was approved
for high school soccer.
Beginning next year, a team
may substitute an unlimited
number of players from the
bench when a player is injured
and removed from the field.
Previously, unlimited substitu-
tion was only permitted
between periods and when a
goal was scored.

The committee made one
change regarding throw-ins.
So as not to interfere or
impede the player attempting a
throw-in, the opponent shall
stand at least two yards from
the point at which the throw-in
is being taken. The resulting
penalty for a violation is a cau-
tion for unsporting conduci.

Following are other
changes made by the NFHS
Soccer Rules Committee:

— A significant editorial
change that will affect all
sports requires that any athlete
who exhibits signs, symptoms
or behaviors consistent with a
concussion, including but not
limited to loss of conscious-
ness, headache, dizziness, con-
fusion or balance problems,
must be removed from the
contest immediately and shall
not return to play before being

cleared by an appropriate
health-care professional.

— Two equipment rules
were modified. In Rule 4-2-1
regarding illegal equipment,
item *“‘c” was rewritten as fol-
lows: “Hard and unyielding
items (guards, casts, braces,
etc.) on the hand, wrist, fore-
arm, elbow, upper arm or
shoulder, unless covered and
must be padded with a closed
cell, slow-recovery foam
padding no less than 12-inch
thick.” In Rule 4-2-5, the
revised language is as follows:
permissible artificial
limbs must be padded with a
closed-cell, slow-recovery
foam padding no less than 1/2-
inch thick.”

— An addition to Rule 5-3-2
clarifies that the referee has
the authority to correct the
clock when an error is detect-
ed.

— In Rule 18-1-1, added a
definition for misconduct as
follows: “Any of the actions
by players, substitutes and
bench personnel that result in
yellow and/or red cards being
issued.”

In addition, the committee
adopted the following Points
of Emphasis for the 2010-11
season: concussion manage-
ment, ankle and knee braces,
NFHS Code of Ethics, NFHS
Soccer Signals, online educa-
tion, team areas and throw-in
encroachment.

Soccer is the fifth-most
popular sport for boys and
girls at the high school level.
According to the 2008-09
High School Athletics
Participation Survey, 383,824
boys are involved in soccer
and 344,534 girls participate
in the sport.

One of the most charming descrip-
tions I ever heard of why a scientist
wanted to work for the Agricultural
Research Service (ARS) came from a
soil-and-water expert out in Arizona,
who explained, “This is the only job
where [ can get paid to play with mud-

# pies!”

Maybe something similar explains
the scientists at the ARS Nematology
Laboratory in Beltsyille, Md.: These
folks still like to play with worms.

And it’s a good thing for all of us

sipdperdpedid
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that they do. The Nematology 55
Laboratory has one of the world’s ;;’.{
largest and most treasured repositories T
of roundworms, some 43,000 micro- TS

scope slides and vials of specimens,
known as the USDA Nematode
Collection.
The collection is more than just
enormous and impressive;  it's ' also
# useful in many ways. For starters, it
helps regulatory agencies such as the
U.S. Department of Agriculture’s
Animal and Plant Health Inspection
Service (APHIS)—the folks charged
with stopping unknown bugs and other
critters from crossing our borders—
know just what they’re dealing with.

In 2008 alone, a microbiologist
with the Nematology Laboratory iden-
tified nearly 700 samples sent to him
for identification, including nearly 300
sent in by APHIS personnel at ports of
entry or from domestic surveys.

The collection also helps us fight
the pests that harm our crops—the

& ones that threaten to literally take the
food right out of our mouths. For
example, one ARS scientist in the lab
has identified certain molecules called
“amines” that nematodes use to signal
each other. The idea is that the scien-
tists can use this new information to
create eco-friendly means of control-
ling a nematode species g¢alled
Heterodera glycines, which costs U.S.
soybean farmers some $1 billion annu-
ally in losses.

Not all nematodes like to munch on
plants. For some, the favorite treat is
microbes or insects. And there’s also a
live collection of bacterial-feeding

@ nematodes, many of which can live
inside insects. If that doesn’t sound
particularly appealing to you, consider

this: In the past decade, the ARS scien-
tists have identified seven | different
species from the invasive Formosan
subterranean termite as well as nema-
todes from various beetles and tarantu-
las, and word is that some of these
species may turn out to be very useful
biocontrol weapons against those par-
ticular pests.

Some of the scientists in the
Nematology Laboratory get to play
detective on our behalf. For example,
in’ 2000, researchers from the lab met

g with a visiting Brazilian delegation in

response to a ban Brazil had imposed
on U.S. wheat imports for fear of intro-
ducing into Brazil a particular pest
called the seed gall nematode, Anguina
tritici.

A turning point in this dilemma
came when the researchers discovered,
somewhere among those 43,000 sam-
ples, a single slide of a specimen that a
port inspector had submitted to the col-
lection in 1953. A database search
revealed that the genus of that particu-
lar pést was Anguina; it had been iso-
lated from a plant called reedgrass; and
it had come from ... Brazil.

As a result of the information that

@ Anguina was nothing new to Brazil,

“the Brazilian government decided to
lift its ban, reopening a $50-$200 mil-
lion annual market for U.S. wheat.

Making these kinds of worm identi-

fications isn’t always easy, because -

many different nematodes can have
similar-looking mouthparts, tail tips
and other characteristics that are usual-
ly useful for identification. Because
the nematode species can overlap with
respect to those characteristics, it takes
an expert with years of experience and
a collection of bona fide reference
