HAZARD - One week after
Operation UNITE participated in
its latest drug round up in Perry
County, and just over two months
after the fatal. shooting of Dr.

FRANKFORT — Although
the future of coal may be
uncertain within the federal
political arena, it appears to
have more of a solid backing
among leaders in state govern-

A legislative
perspective

As the Kentucky House readies for
a vote this coming week on a two-year
budget proposal, it is simultaneously
looking for ways to make state gov-
ernment more (ransparent and
accountable. )

On Wednesday last week, the
House unanimously approved two
bills that will increase government
accountability.

The first of those would give us a
clearer picture of the true size of the
state government workforce. While
we know how many career employees
and political appointees there are gen-
erally, the true number is unknown
and it is unclear how many work for
the state as private contractors,

Also included in the bill is an
important measure I sponsored to
require more stringent billing stan-
dards that would give the public more
information on private-sector services
paid with tax dollars.

This bill has the potential to be one
of the most important laws of this leg-
islative session. The more informa-
tion we in the General Assembly have,
the better we can do our job to make
sure each tax dollar is spent appropri-
ately:

House also approved a bill last week
to greatly increase the number of con-
tracts that the legislature reviews. We
have a permanent committee dedicat-
ed to this function, but there are liter-
ally thousands of contracts, amount-
ing to billions of dollars, that are not
part of the review process. We intend
to be more diligent and take tighter
control of contracts entered into and
invoices paid by our state.

A little over a week ago. the House
voted unanimously for similar over-
sight legislation that would measure
the effectiveness of our economic
development incentives. We need that
information to help us better tailor the
incentives that bring much-needed
new businesses and jobs to our state.

Another important issue in the
House last week was the education
and welfare of our children.

On Wednesday, the House chamber
voted for legislation that would
require more appropriate punishment
for teenagers caught using cell phones
to transmit sexually inappropriate
images of themselves or others.
Rather than charging them with
crimes targeted at true sex offenders,
this legislation would fine or require
community service for those
teenagers caught “sexting,” as the
practice is called. A second offense,
however, could lead to much more
serious punishment.

On Monday, the House voted over-
whelmingly for legislation that would
begin making the proceedings of
some family courts more public. If it

helping those still trying to find work
part of the stimulus? Does that not
give people a way to pay bills and buy
goods? Does that money not go back
into the economy? Why add to a huge
debt when there is money sitting there
that is not doing anyone any good at
present?

To date, the stimulus has created
about zero in the way of jobs. Several
reports say the same thing. One report
even stated that construction jobs had
dropped 2 percent after money was
spent to supposedly stimulate that sec-
tor.

In our region, it's the government
itself that is to blame for high unem-
ployment, as the coal industry has
been restricted nearly to death by gov-
ernment regulation and delays on per-
mits. The Lexington Herald-Leader
erroneously reported that only a mere
30,000 earned their living from coal in
the region. They forgot about the
truckers, the rail lines, the parts and
repair companies, the reclamation
companies, the stores and restaurants
that all get a large portion of their
business dué to coal. That adds up to
hundreds of thousands in Kentucky
and West Virginia that are negatively
affected by coal not being mined.

All of our factory jobs have gone to
Chine, and we now owe them hun-
dreds of billions because we have to
buy back all the things we don’t make
anymore from them. which costs jobs
and a lot more!

becomes law, judges in the pilot pro-
gram would increase public access to
now-private cases, especially those
involving the welfare of children.
One possible benefit in doing this is
that extended family members would
be more aware if a child was about to
be removed from a home.

With strong backing by First Lady
Jane Beshear, the House also voted
last week to move forward with legis-
lation that would phase in an increase
in the high school drop-out age from
16 to 18.

IRS has $1.3 billion for

people who have not
filed a 2006 tax return

Unclaimed refunds totaling
more than' $1.3 billion are
awaiting nearly 1.4 million
people who did not file a fed-
eral income tax return for
2006, the Internal Revenue
Service announced. However,
to collect the money, a return

®tor 2006 must be filed with the

IRS no later than Thursday,
April 15.

The IRS said 14,500
Kentucky taxpayers are owned
money.

Some people may not have
filed because they had too lit-
tle income to require filing a
tax- return - even though they
had taxes withheld from their
wages or made quarterly esti-
mated payments. In cases
where ‘a return was not filed,
the law provides most taxpay-
ers with a three-year window
of opportunity for claiming a
refund. If no return is filed to
claim the refund within three
years, the money becomes
property of the U.S. Treasury.

For 2006 returns, the win-
dow closes on April 15, 2010.
The law requires that the
return be properly addressed,
mailed and postmarked by that
date. There is no penalty for
filing a late return qualifying
for a refund. Though back-
year tax returns cannot be filed
electronically, taxpayers can
still speed up their refunds by
choosing to have 'them
deposited | directly into a
checking or savings account.

The IRS reminds taxpayers
seeking a 2006 refund that
their checks will be held if
they have not filed tax returns
for 2007 or 2008. In addition,
the refund will be applied to
any amounts still owed to the
IRS and may be used to satisfy
unpaid child support or past
due federal debts such as stu-
dent loans.

By failing to file a return,
people stand to lose more than
refunds of taxes withheld or
paid during 2006. For exam-

ple, most telephone customers,
including most cell-phone
users, qualify for the one-time
telephone excise tax refund.
Available only on the 2006
return, this special payment
applies to long-distance excise
taxes paid on phone service
billed from March 2003
through July 2006. The gov-
ernment offers a standard
refund amount of $30 to $60,
or taxpayers can base their
refund request on the actual
amount of tax paid. For

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife
Commission at its March 5
meeting proposed new regula-
tions for lakes enrolled in the
neighborhood fishing program,
brook trout size limits for the
Cumberland River and a new
creel limit for catfish in
Taylorsville Lake. The new reg-
ulations would take effect in
March 2011 if approved by the
General Assembly.

The commission recom-
mends all hunting, fishing and
boating regulations for approval
by the General Assembly and
approves all expenditures by the
Kentucky Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources.
Legislators must approve all rec-
ommendations before they
become law.

During Friday’s meeting,
commission members proposed
establishing uniform daily limits
on the number of fish that
anglers may keep from lakes
enrolled in- the Fishing in
Neighborhoods (FINs) lakes.

Proposed Deer Zone Changes:
Commission members proposed
several deer hunting zone changes
for the upcoming season. Bullitt,
Hardin, Hart and Nelson counties
would go from zone 1 to zone 2.
Adair, Barren, Butler
Cumberland Daviess,
Edmeonson, Hancock, Marion,
Metcalfe, Monroe Ohio
Simpson, Taylor and Warren

counties would go from zone 2 to «

zone 3. Clinton, Garrard, Knox,
Laurel, Russell and Whitley coun-
ties would go from zone 3 to zone
4. Caldwell County would go
from zone 2 (o zone 1.

Higher zone numbers are
more restrictive than lower zone
numbers. Placing a county in a
more restrictive zone generally
helps to increase deer numbers,in
that county.

Under another proposal, late
muzzleloader season deer hunters
in zone 4 counties could only take
antlerless deer (does or a buck
without visible antlers) during the
last three days of the season. The
first six days of the nine-day late
muzzleloader season in zone 4

only,

Look for the
guide online at fwky.gov, or
wherever vendors sell hunting
licenses.

Proposed Elk Hunt Changes
for 2010-11: Commission mem-
bers proposed issuing 800 petmits
through Kentucky Fish and
Wildlife’s quota elk hunt drawing
for the upcoming season. Of this
number, 600 would be valid for
antlerless elk (cow < a bull with-
out visible antlers) Another 125
permits would be valid for bulls
with a minimum of four antler
points on at least one side. The
remaining 75 elk hunting permits
would be spike permits, valid for
bull elk with up to two antler
points on each side.

The number of permits issued
for the special youth-only elk hunt
in September remains at five.

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife
commission members also pro-

packaged oat products at your local
grocery story aren’t just decorative,
according to findings from research
funded by the Agricultural Research
Service (ARS).

Those ARS-funded studies have
shown not only that certain com-
pounds in oats hinder the ability of
blood cells to stick to artery walls, but
also that the same compounds hold
promise to provide other important
health benefits. This research was
conducted at the Jean Mayer USDA
Human Nutrition Research Center on
Aging at Tufts University (HNRCA)
in Boston, Mass.

Oats contain antioxidants called
avenanthramides (don’t worry, I can’t
pronounce it either without choking)
that significantly suppress the adhe-
sive molecules that “glue” blood cells
to artery walls. Now the HNRCA sci-
entists are focusing on pinning down
the anti-inflammatory and other
effects of the oat avenanthramides and
their derivatives, using various meth-
ods such as colon cancer cell lines for
testing purposes.

A 2006 study showed for the first
time that the antioxidant avenan-
thramide-c arrests what’s called
smooth muscle cell (SMC) prolifera-
tion, which can play a role in develop-
ment of arterial lesions. Unhealthy
SMC growth contributes to the devel-
opment of atherosclerosis, which can
lead to a heart attack. Oddly, SMCs

are also involved in the production of

nitric oxide, which is good for your
heart. The researchers found that treat-
ment of human SMC with avenan-
thramide-c significantly increased
production of the beneficial nitric
oxide in those cells.

* This suggests that the avenan-
thramides in oats might contribute to
the relaxation of arteries and the pre-
vention of atherosclerosis by boosting

the lives of Kentuckians and the
state’s economy, and to ask them
to make smart investments by
doing two things,” McCall said.
“First, maintain our base fund-
ing. In other words, no more
cuts. KCTCS has taken eight
budget cuts during the past ten
years. The second thing we are
asking lawmakers is to pass a
transfer bill which is currently in
the Senate. This bill will help to
eliminate the barriers many of
you face when transferring to
one of the state’s public universi-
ties.” z

The more than 600 supporters
in attendance reportedly chanted
slogans such as “no more cuts”
in opposition to the proposed
funding changes. According to
information  provided by
KCTCS, more than 100,000 stu-
dents attend class at one of the
system’s 16 colleges throughout
Kentucky.

Also in support of the college
system, 8,425 people have
signed the Kentuckians for
Community and Technical
Colleges petition. The petition is
part of a grassroots advocacy
campaign to keep higher educa-
tion accessible to grow our econ-
omy and to help Kentuckians
find high-wage, high-growth
jobs.
