A couple puts a new bathroom in 
their house and runs the sewer line to 
the creek. The water from their 
neighbor's well becomes contami­
nated and undrinkable. 

A community that relied on moun­
tain water, stored in an old mine, 
wakes one morning to find their taps 
empty and the water source mysteri­
ous! y vanished. 

A woman frets over the way her 
whiteclotheslookafter she's washed 
them. Just a few washings give them 
a yellowish cast akin to the color of 
the water from her well. Her kitchen 
sink, bathroom plumbing, dishes, 
pots and pans- everything has the 
greasyfeeloftheoUy,sulfurouswater. 

Local ~ocery stores enjoy a brisk 

business In sales of bottled drinking 
water and chlorine bleach. 

Water, according to Seventh Dis­
trict US Congressman Chris Perkins, 
is one of Eastern Kentucky's major 
long-term problems. One of the local 
representative's major projects now 
is to push a law through Congress 
that would earmark 50 percent of the 
Abandoned Mine Lands monies that 
come into the state for water projects. 

Yesterday, AML officials were in 
Floyd County to visit some areas of 
the county that are not served by 
water treatment systems.

Six Months Later: Is Progress Being Made?

(First of a two-part interview) 
Six months into the Kentucky 

Department of Education's direct 
intervention into the Floyd County 
schoolsystem,stateofficialswhowere 
touted in January as harbingers of 
progressive change are now hearing 
charges that too little has been done, 
and too slowly. 

At the state Board of 'Education's 
last meeting, representatives of the 
Floyd County Education Association 
told officials that educators had seen 
little substantial improvement in the 
district. Theyalsocharged thatcom­
municationamongthcdistrict's teach­
ers, administrative staff and state 
officials is almost rul. 

On the heels of the FCEA charges, 

the Floyd County Education Forum 
asked the state board to place the 
local district into Phase 4 of the aca­
demic bankruptcy law-amove that 
couldresultinremovalofthedistrict's 
superintendent and elected board 
members. 

Dr. Betty Steffy, who heads the 
state's intervention team in Floyd 
County, agrees that the state's prog­
ress was hampered initially because 
there was no specific plan of action by 
the state before direct intervention 
began. 

"We didn't have a plan before we 
did it .. . it was sloppy. It was not 
planned to provide a smooth transi­
tion from Phase 2 to Phase 3." 

However, Steffy says in tlte ensu­
ing MX months, progress has been 
made in the district. 

She acknowledges that much of 
the state's contribution has been on 
paper, where it is not easily seen -
helpingfonnulatecurriculumguides, 
board policy, sound fiscal manage­
mentand conductingadministrative 
staff training. 

AU contribute to building a foun­
dation in the district - a necessary 
step, she maintains, to help assure 
that the changes will be lasting. 

Steffy, the state's deputy superin­
tendent for instruction, notes that 
members of her staff have spent a 
total of 176 consulting days in the 
local district, not including time the 
staff has spent in Frankfort planning 
for Floyd County projects. 

This fall, she said, t~chers will 
begin to see the summer's planning 
work implemented. Additionally, a 

monthly status report will be sent to 
the staff, updatingeducatorson work 
being done in the district. 

Teachers have the opportunity to 
become involved in subject advisory 
committees, as well as school im­
provement initiatives at the campus 
level. Steffy says plansarebeingmade 
to form strategic planning commit­
tees at the building level the first of 
the year. 

Monitoring of instruction will be 
so complete, she says, that it will be a 
mixed blessing for classroom person­
nel. 

"Not all of them will say this is a 
wonderful and terrific thing," the 
deputy superintendent said, "but 
we're not holding them accountable, 
somuchas we're findingoutwhether 
we have designed the right curricu-

lum for students in Floyd County." 
Despite the upbeat changes in the 

district, Steffy says that in terms of 
trust, little progress has been made. 

''Tha~s the area where we have 
been least effective- there may be 
less trust today than in January," said 
Steffy, adding that the state's pres­
ence in the district may have exacer­
bated the misb'ust already dearly 
evident when a curriculum audit was 
performed two months earlier. 

'1'm not sure why- it seems 
maybe that expectations were very 
high among the teaching staff. They 
felt, 'Now things will change,' and 
community groups were very opti­
mistic." 

''There has been change, primar­
ily in planning, btit nobody believes

Construction Update 

No Dumping, Puh-leeeze! 
Most of the items discarded in dozens (maybe hundreds) of garbage dumps throughout Floyd County could be 

recycled, making for a safer, more attractive countryside. Two local groups are pushing recycling efforts through 
"Recycling Day,'' Aug. 26. Four centers will be open that day to receive glass, p lastic, aluminum and paper 
throwaways. 

The Floyd County Board of Edu~ 
cation, meeting in special session 
Tuesday night, heard updates on four 
schoolconstruction projects currently 
underway in the county. 

James Ellis of James A. Ellis & 
Associates, architect for the Left Bea­
ver Consolidated High School, said 
construction documents were about 
75 percent complete, but that the 
project had been in a "holding pat­
tern" since last spring, when state 
officials indicated another site might 
be more suitable. 

State Superintendent of Public 
Instruction John Brock and Ron 
Hager, local superintendent, flew 
over the area earlier this year. Brock 
indicated in a letter to Hager recent! y 
that the current site is the least suit­
able of three possible locations. 

However,Hager noted that the 
district has already spent more than 
$280,000 on the project. 

''That's funds the local board 
would lose" if the site changed, he 
said. ''Those are textbooks the boys 
and girls wouldn't have. We could 
buy 10 buses for that amount." 

Board chairman Dr. James D. 
Adams said the state's concerns in­
clude the grade of the entrance to the 
proposed cam pus. 

Hager said that while other sites 
may be more desirable, the local dis­
trict does not have time under School 
Facility Construction Commission 
guidelines to purchase another tract 
and sell bonds. 

"I don't recommend changing 
sites," said the superintendent. 

After further discussion, the board 
voted to continue work on the pres­
ent site, and attempt to purchase 
adjacent land to improve access to 
the campus. 

Paul Hoffman, reporting on the 
Garrett-Wayland Elementary School, 
came under moderate fire by the 
board for the project being six to seven 
months behind schedule. 

Hoffman said more than a month 
delay was encountered in obtaining 
permits for seweragetreatrnentplants 
and water facilities. 

"We ran into a tremendous 
amount of bureaucracy within the

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Tiny Water Company Faces Huge Problems Is The Heat 
Getting You Down? 

Well Wishers 
Buck Rogers, left,.tnd son One operate Weeksbury Water Co., serving 

~handful of cus!omers in the fonner mining town with a 60-year·old well 
and waterworks. The Rogers family, beset by costs and state demands,look 
for help in improving the system. 

About 35-40 households in 
Weeksbury get their water from a 
ccntral300-foot deep well through a 
system that date<; back to the Great 
Stock Market Crash and is run by a 
family that claims it's in the "charity'' 
water business. 

The well was dug and the water 
system installed in 1929 by Elkhorn 
Piney Coal Co. when the now pov­
erty-ridden community was a coal 
boom town. Today the Bruce (Buck) 
Rogers family operates Lhe archaic 
water system, fraught with headache, 
they contend. 

"Wc'vegotaboutthcbestwaterin 
Aoyd County, clear as crystal," boasts 
Rogers, who says that most of the 
other well water in the area "stinks 
and is red." 

However,stateagcncieshavelaid 
downthclawtothcWeek.c;buryWater 
Co. The Rogers' have been told to 
purchase an automatic chlorinator, 
record chlorine residuals daily, sub­
mit planning reports and monthly 
operating reports and have regular 
bacterial analyses. 

They've also been cited for not 
having a certified operator of the 
water works. 

'We check chlorine regularly," 
said Ida Rogers. "Why do we have to 
mark it down and send itto Frankfort 
where nobody will look at it any­
way?" 

The Rogers' insist they put chlo-

rineinthcwatcrregularly. "Anauto­
matic chlorinator takes liquid chlo­
rine, which we can't afford," he said. 

The couple, who say they've 
turned the business over to their son 
Dave, contend they don't receive 
enough revenue from thewaterscrv· 
icetocov(>l'majorimprovcmcnts. "We 
get anywhere from $100 to $135 a 
month," Mrs. Rogers says. 

Some customers refuse to pay the 
$lOa month fee, they say, and there's 
nothing the Rogers' can do about it. 
Because of the way the water pipes 
w<:rc installed by the coal company, 
no cut-off valves exist to shut down a 
non-payer's supply. 

The Rogers' reel off a list of recent 
expenses: $2,600 for a new pump, 
$900 for a tank top, $300 for water 
samplu1g, $179 a month for chlorine. 

The well is in no danger of going 
dry, says Rogers. 'The pump is only 
90 feet down and we've never had to 
lower the pump. I believe we could 
pump to Prestonsburg and still have 
water," he explains. "We have plenty 
of water. We just need a system." 

Rogers add!'> that, faced with pres­
sure from the state and a lack of in­
come, Weeksbury Water Co. will 
cease to exist if help h•n't forthcom· 
ing. "l might just have to pull my 
equipment and run a line to an old 
mine for water for personal usc. I'd 
hate to see people out of water, but 
we can't keep doing it all ourselves."

marized Dave Gardner of the Big 
Sandy Area Development District. 
"Wehavealotofpeoplewhoneed to 
be served, and we don't have the 
capacity to serve them." 

Gardner, who has been studying 
watersystemsin BSAOD's five coun­
ties, estimates the bill to furnish wa­
ter to all of Aoyd County and to cor­
rect current capacity inadequacies at 
more than $20 million. 

''Funding is the biggest headache, 
right along with thesourceofwater," 
said Gardner, adding that it costs an 
average of$3,500 to provide water to 
one household. 

Gardner said the Wheelwright 
treatment plant is inadequate Tor 
expanded and longterm needs, the 
Beaver Elkhorn treatment plant in 
Allen needs to be expanded and the 
Prestonsburg plant needs to be 
doubled. He also believes the county 
needs "to augment its water ~urce. 
What we're talking about is going to 
Dewey Lake." He added that the 
Levi sa Fork of the Big Sandy River is 
the primary source of water for the 
entire valley. 

Gardner is among those who be­
lieve mining has had an impact on the 
quality of well water in the county. 
On his desk is a five-page-plus com· 
puter printout of mining activity on 
the Elkhorn seam around Right Bca· 
verCreek. 

Another printout of testing done 
on well water quality on Arkansas 
Creek reveals pages of notations of 
"worse" and "poor." The water 
"typically has iron and manganese in 
excess of Environmental Protection 
Agency maximum containment lev· 
cis," he said. 

"Studies are underway now on 
Arkansas and Sizemore to determine 
the impact of mining on water qual· 
ityand ifthereisan impact," Gardner 
said. ''Wealsohaveastudyin Wheel­
wrighttodetermineifthel05Sofwater 
last winter was mine-related." 

"Yearsago,all wewereanaly1.ing 
for was bacteria," said Stumbo, "but 
mining leaves chemicals.H He added 
that the longterm effects of some of 
the chemicals are not known. 

Gardner agrees with Stumbo that 
AML funds are hard to come by. He 
points out that since August of last 
year only one AML water-related 
study has been approved by the state. 

"Most wells in the county are 
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contaminated," said Carl Baldridge 
of the Aoyd County Health Depart­
ment, which arranges for well water 
testing. "Some can be treated, but 
some have been treated three times 
and are still contaminated." 

By contaminated, Baldridge ex­
plains that he means the water con­
tains bacteria. ''Wedon'talwaysknow 
if the bacteria is harmful or harm less. 
But what you want to do is keep the 
bacteria out." 

Baldrid~ concedes that mining 
can be a contributor to the poor water 
quality. Yet, he is quick to point out 
that raw sewage is a primary con­
taminant. "I twas more sanitary when 
people had outside toilets," he said. 
"At least, they were normally away 
from wells, and the wells were in 
better condition." 

Too many people, Baldridge says, 
simply hook up thClr waste removal 
system from modem bathrooms, 
sinks and washing machines and run 
a line into the bottom or into a branch 
or creek. This results, he said, in con­
lamination of underground streams 
that feed wells. 

Statelawrequireslhathouseshave 
a sewage system with septic tank if a 
public sewage system is unavailable. 

Thedepartmentinspects known new 
construction and instances where a 
violation is reported. He admits, 
however, that "we may not know 
about it. Some we may never see." 

For persons whose wells are con­
taminated, Baldridge advises regular 
(once a month) treatment with chlo­
rine bleach or the installation of an 
automaticchlorinator. 

The health department, which 
sends water samples to Frankfort for 
testing upon request, receives about 
three or four calls a week from resi­
dents worried about their water. 

Stumbo said grant money to ex­
pand wa tcr systems and Ia y new lines 
has "dried up." Utility companies, he 
said, can borrow money from the 
Farmers Home Adminastration to 
build, "but the water bill becomes 
higher.lfyoudon'tgeta partial grant 
with a loan, the bill would be so high 
a lot of people couldn't pay." 

Somcareasofthecounty,Stumbo 
added,1missed the opportunity for 
water system hookups when the 
county and companies were able to 
get federal money. "When grants 
were available, a lot of places 
wouldn't sign for it. The hookup cost 
was only $25 at the timc,11 he said.

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Recreating The Past, 'Cause 'It Was Nice Here'

The story is told many times over 
throughout the Big Sandy Valley. A 
mining company builds a town. The 
town flourishes. The company pulls 
out. The town all but dies. 

Van Learin}ohnson County, con­
structed in the early 1900s by Con­
solidated Coal Co., ~s a prime ex­
ample. At one time, it was one of the 
largesttowns in the valley, with rows 
of neat, frame houses for them iners, 
half a dozen or so company-owned 
office and commercial buildings, its 
own school system, several churches 
and a company-sponsored, semi-pro 
baseball team. 

When Consolidated sold out in 
the early 1950s, the town began a 
steady decline. Fires and neglect 
decimated many of the remnants of 
glory days. 

But a handful oflocal residents ­
miners, miners' wives, the children 
of miners, some reloca ted to distant 
places - refused to let go their 
memories. Forming the Van Lear 
Historical Society in 1983 and begin­
ning a quarterly newsletter the fol­
lowingyear, theyde termined to make 
the town live again, if not in reality, at 
least in spirit. 

This weekend, Aug. 4-6, they'll 
host the fifth annual Town Celebra­
tion, an event that attracts several 
thousand people with Van Learroots, 
from as far away as Hawaii and 

Alaska. 
Highlighting the weekend will be 

the opening of the three-story Con­
solidated office building, refurbjshed 
by the historical society as the Van 
Lear Historical Museum. Visitorswill, 
in a sense, be able to step back into 
time. 

''We wanted to see history brought 
back to Van Lear,'' S<tys society presi­
dent B. B. Kretzer," 'causeitwasawful 
nice here." Retired now, Kretzer has 
devoted himself to the building's 
restoration, as have other society 
members, including Charles Spears, 
Bill Rucker, Jeanette Knowles and 
many more. 

The society, withanestimatedSOO 
to 600 members nationwide, didn't 
find a bucket of big bills to fund the 
project. ' 'We started on the building 
about three years ago/' says Kretzer. 
''We just took the bull by the horns 
and starting looking for free labor 
and money." 

The building, one of only two 
remaining company buildings in the 
town, was given to the society by 
Citizens National Bank of Paintsville 
a fter the previous owner gave up 
trying to turn if into an apartment 
building. "It was a mess," says Kret­
zer, indicating that ceilings had been 
improperly lowered, wiring and 
plumbing were "shoddy'' and walls 
had gaping holes.

Program, in addition to local volun­
teers, the building looks as if it en­
tered a time machine. 

The company doctor's office ap­
pears ready for business. Dr. John 
Turner, a Paintsville physician who 
was Consolidated's last company 
doctor, cleaned out his basement and 
donated the examining table, medi­
cine cabinet and other equipment he 
used in Van Lear. 

Another room contains a tele­
phone switchboard, also a gift. Kret­
zercan'tconfirm thatit's the original 
switchboard, but he believes it could 
be. ''I used to work on the one that 
was in here, and this one looks just 
like it," he says, sitting at the console 
and fiddling with the exchange board. 

Folks who remember the post of­
fice in the building are being chal­
lenged to remember their box num­
bersand Jockcombinations when they 
visit the museum. The original boxes 
are set up just as they were in the past, 
some with the renters' names hand­
written and taped above the box 
window. 

''My wife came in here, went right 
to her family' sold box and the combi­
nation came back to her," Kretzer 
says. 

In two rooms of the building are 
collections of old mining equipment 

and memorabilia. Vintage photo­
graphs, donated by area residents, 
are displayed on modular dividers, 
and large aerial photographs and 
topographical maps are on view 
under glass. 

The piece de resistance is dis­
played on the top floor of the build­
ing, in what was a lodge ha 11 meeting 
room and companyc()nferenceroom. 
Spanning a long wall is a scale model 
of the town, much as it looked in the 
1920s and '30s.

"Sometimes somebody will come

Assessing the many years of busi­
ness, Allen "-a ys, "The store has been 
good to us and it's been bad, but on 
the whole, we've had good times."' 
The store, he says, made it possible 
for the Aliens to send their daughter

here and find me dead behind the 
counter.'" 

Allen has owned and operated 
Jewel Hardware In Martin for 52 of 
his 83 years, and although he admits 
to ~lowing down a bit, he snows no 
sign of stopping. 

His helpmate, Tina, to whom he's 
been married for almost as long as 
he's owned the business, has been at 
his side at the store for much of that 
time. In fact, the couple reared their 
daughtcrinanapartmcntbchind the 
store before moving into a house 25 
years ago. 

"We havcshortcrdays now," says 
Allenofhisandhiswife'sworkdays. 
'1 don't carry heavy stock that re­
quires lifting, and I don't care much 
for days that arc rcallybusy. l1ikcto 
trade and talk." 

The store, with its original shch·es 
and display counters, links the past 
and the present. Alongside modern 
electrical appliances and handy gadg­
ets arc remnants of a fast-dying, 
country mountain history. 

Allen says his store 1!1 the "only 
place in tht- .uca where you can get" 
chamber pots, called Combin<'ts on 
the label. Before Indoor plumbing 
became the norm in Eastern Ken­
tucky, or any rural area for that mat­
ter, chamber pots were steady sellers 
for hardware stores. Now Allen says 
he primarily gets requests for them 
when a person is bcdfn~t and can't 
·walk to the bathroom .

Allcn also sells milk palls, lamp oil 
- and oil lamps - and an assort-

mcnf of goods necessary to a more 
primitive lifestyle, disdained by or 
unnecessarv to most moderns. 

The small-framed, active senior 
refers to the store as a "mom and pop 
job." Although the building wa!l al­
ready therewnenheopcncd the store, 
he and Mrs. Allen added a ~ide room 
for storage and the apartment. "I 
started with$200and you could have 
carriedawaywhatl had ina sack."hc 
says. 

The entrepreneur remembers 
when downtown Martin was a "pros.­
pcrous place, with a theatre, bank. 
busy drug store, grocery ~torcs that 
delivered to the house. 

"Things changed when the bank 
moved from up the street todown the 
street and then out of (down)town," 
Allen says, with a hint of nostalgia. 
"Several stores dosed. All the Inde­
pendent dealers are going out of 
business, unless they have a special 
service. The big boys arc buying up 
the factories and wholesalers can't 
get anything.

h ighC'.r proportions of eld\!rly and 
poor. These problems nrc both sub­
stantial a nd growing. For this reason, 
I a m an original cosponsor of the 
National Rural Health Care Act. The 
bill seeks to attract and retain more 
health care providers for rural Amer­
ica as well as providing more accc.<o­
sible, affordable, and higlwr quality 
health care. M.my of lhc provisions 
called for in the bill will dtrcctly 
benefit Ea!'tern Kentucky. 

Fir.,t, the National Rural Health 
Care Act adjuo:ts the provider pay­
ment rates for Med1care and Medi­
caid in order to reflect the cost of 
doing business in rural areas. The 
cost of d oing busmcs.; takes into ac­
count such things as travel, equip-

mcnt cost, telephone conc;ultations 
and other costs that arc necessary to 
rural health care centers. AI present, 
the system of payment to rural health 
facilities is far lower than that to urban 
hospttals. Becau5eofthis, many rural 
health care faciliticsarcstrugglmg to 
provide quality care without ade­
quate reimbursement from the gov· 
ernmcnt. Many hospit,tl~ have al· 
ready closed. This bill would estab­
lish new training programs for rural 
hc.althcareworkcrsand st.lrta grant 
program to help start up more rural 
health clinics and private practices. 
In the area of emergency care, the bill 
provide" funds for more rural emer­
gency medical services. 

Nurscpractitioncrs;dinicalnur~ 
"p«ialists, certified nurse mictw•ves 
and nurse anesthetio;t<; arc very im­
portant to the health care nt'twork in 
Ea<:tcrnKentucky The National Rural 
Heallh Care Act provides d1rcct 
Medicare and Medteaid reimburse-

ment for these needed profe~s10nals 
In addition, I havecoo;ponsorcd a bill 
which extends the reimbursement 
status of rural referral centers. Refer­
ral centers, such as the Highlands 
Rt'gional Medical Center tn 
Prec;tonsburg,arecrucial to th~ rural 
health care system. 

The change in Medicare nnd 
Medicaid reimbursement called for 
in these bills arc complicat<'d, and 
many of you may be wondering if 
you will actually lx!ncfit from o;uch 
changes in law. llx!lievc that these 
bills, and in particular, the National 
Rural Health Care Act, do a good job 
of addressing the problems and of· 
fmn~ workable solutions, and I will

She worked as a reporter 
for PM Magszme for two 
years, and then JOtned the 
CBS News staff. In 1986 she 
made the move to NBC, 
where she became a corre­
spondent for the pnmc-hme 
news hour, 1986. She has 
also served as the anchor for 
Main Street. 

She compares some of her 
early days in broadcasting to 
an especially humorous 
scene in the movie Broadcast 
News "I got a k1ck out of, 
mainly the Albert Brooks 
scene, when he was tryin& to 
anchor, because 1 remember 
the first lime I did the CBS 
Mornmg News," Shriver 
sa1d. "It was somewhat 
similar to that I was throw­
ing up, swcaung, 
everything." 

Shnver has long passed 
those ncrve-rnckang first 
days and IS now a pohshed 
profess1onal. She 1s also no 
stranger to news spec1als 
such as Fatal Addictions. 
Her career has mcluded 
several of them, some of 
which are The Baby Busi­
ness, Men, Women, Sex and

Th1s typeofinformational,

That is a trend she is not 
fond of. and hopes will not 
continue. 

" ... 1 think there will always 
be some people who will 
watch that kind of television.

But as far as 
how long it will be here or 
how much more of it we'll 
see, I hope not much more," 
she sa1d. 

Shriver herself has been a 
target of tabloid reponing, 
because of her own fame as a 
newswoman, the fact that 
o;he is related to the Ken­
nedys and her ma.ma&e to 
Arnold Schwanenegger. "I 
learn thmgs about m)-self 
when I walk by the airport 
counters and I see, you 
know, some sort of whacked 
headline. But, you lcnow, 
sometimes it make:; me mad. 
It makes me angry. Some­
times I find it embarrassmg.

Personal 
property taxpayers shall be served notice under the provi· 
slons of KRS 132.450(4) and shall have the protest and 
appeal rights granted under the provisions of KRS 131.110. 

The following steps should be taken when a taxpayer does 
not agree with the assessed value of personal property as 
determined by the office of property valuation administra­
tor. 

(1) He must list under protest (for certification) what he · 
believes to be the fair cash value of his property. 

(2) He must file a written protest directly with the Depart· 
ment of Property Taxation within 30 days from the date 
of the notice of assessment. 

(3) This protest must be In accordance with KRS 131.110. 

(4) The final decision of the Revenue Cabinet may be 
appealed to the Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals.
